This is about Greece, written from

or New York. Our Committee on
Foreign Aid has recently returned
from a week in Greece.

Before going there, I had rather |
expected to see people dying in
the streets from starvation and
want. I believe Greece is in worse
shape than any nation in Europe,
but the aid program of the U. S. and
the efforts of the people are pre-
venting the complete collapse of
the country.
