New Photo Products Unveiled

One of the advantages of not writing this column 
for a monthly magazine is in my being able to br­
ing you a word now of the newest photographic of­
ferings. At the massive Photo Marketing Associa­
tion International trade show in Las Vegas, 
recently, there were a number of new photo­
graphic products which caught my eye and may 
also be of interest to you.
Cameras

Kodak disc camera. Undoubtedly the most re­
volutionary offering, this pocketable designed- 
from-scratch camera utilizes electronic circuitry 
to analyze the scene, set the proper exposure, ac­
tivate the built-in flash when necessary, take the 
film, advance the film, and recharge the flash...all 
in a split second’s time.

As if that weren’t enough, the new disc 
cameras take a new format of film-called 
Kodacolor HR disc film, which is, well, 15 frames 
of film arranged in disc configuration. It’s a 
newer, faster, sharper color print film which slips 
into any of the three new model cameras, avail­
able around June of this year. Cameras' list 
prices, $67.95, $89.95, and $149.95 for the 4000, 
6000, and 8000 model outfits. Suggested list for a 
disc of 15 exposures, $3.19.

Minolta X-700. This new programmed 35 mm SLR 
model is a sleek new camera designed to accept 
an awesome number of newly designed ac­
cessories comprising the best of system photo­
graphy. It features quartz-crystal control for im­
proved accuracy and a new system of program- 
flash photography. Slip the new Auto Electroflash 
280 PX into the hot shoe, and the camera auto­
matically sets the shutter speed to 1/60 second 
X-synch. Then it selects the appropriate 
aperature, up to f/8, according to the ambient light 
level. There’s no more fiddling with f/stops.

Besides new dedicated flash, the X-700 system 
includes the Power Grip 2, Multi-function Back, 
and IR-1 Remote Control set. The Back imprints 
numerical data on the film, including time, month, 
day, and year and also serves as an intervalo- 
meter, recording images for over 100 hours. The 
Remote Control Set releases the camera from up 
to 200 feet away-a joy for nature and wildlife 
photographers. Suggested list for X-700 with 50 
mm F/2 lens, $473.50.

Contax RTS II Quartz. Devotees of the old Contax

New cameras? The PMAf show 
at Las Vegas was filled with 
them. And that's good news for 
amateurs everywhere.

RTS will be deighted to know that the camera 
lives and breathes, still-but with some long- 
awaited refinements. This version, due to be ship­
ped toward the fall of this year, features quartz- 
crystal control (pioneered by Contax in the 139 
model) for greater accuracy, as well as off-the- 
film-plane metering of flash for more consistent 
exposures. A newly designed viewfinder offers 
coverage to 97 percent of the field. Other new 
features Include an improved LED viewfinder data 
readout system with auto cutoff, built-in eyepiece 
shutter, AE lock capability, and a number of new, 
improved accessories. Suggested list not avail­
able as of press time.

Canon AL-1 Quick Focus. If you’ve always had 
trouble focusing sharply, you’ll appreciate this 
new Canon model which makes focusing a pro­
blem of the past. The Quick Focus System uses a 
half-mirror, triple prism, three charge-coupled 
devices, and a Sharpness Function Processor to 
warn, via LED readouts In the finder, when your 
focusing is "right on." Exposure is automatic 
(aperture priority) with manual override. Sug­
gested list not available as of press time.

Rlceh KR-S Super. This new camera adds a 
higher top speed (1/1,000 second) and the ability 
to use dedicated flash to give the photographer 
on a budget even greater value than the older 
KR-5. A newly designed 50 mm XR Rikenon f/2 
lens offers six-element design and improved 
resolution and contrast.

Roadside Mowing To Decrease
AUSTIN-Texas highway 
roadsides may not be trimm­
ed as closely this year, but a 
new system should trim a $30 
million annual mowing bill.

Steffens said, “but we still 
got some irate calls when we 
let our rights of way get a lit­
tle shaggy.”

He added that savings 
from that $30 million will go 
to safeguard the state’s 
multibillion dollar invest­
ment in its highways.

Steffens said the goal of 
the vegetation management 
system is to develop the 
most cost-effective, prac­
tical methods and concepts 
for m anaging roadside 
vegetation. “The disconti­
nuance of mowing isn’t our 
o b jec tiv e ,”  he said . 
“However, the idea that a 
p roperly  m ain ta ined  
highway needs to be mowed 
from right-of-way line to 
right-of-w ay line isn ’t 
necessarily correct.”

The new system, to be in­
itially instituted in one 
maintenance section in each 
of the d ep a rtm en t’s 
districts, will be studied 
through 1983 for a com­
parison of costs and labor, 
Steffens said.

With over a million acres 
of rights of way along the 
s ta te ’s 72,000 m iles of

highways, the department 
has a lot of neighbors • and 
moot of them like to see the 
roadside as well kept as their 
own property.

“We do plan to continue 
mowing to the right-of-way 
line adjacent to cultivated, 
developed and urban areas,” 
Steffens said. “But along 
rangeland and untended pro­
perty, we don’t intend to 
mow except along the 
shoulder.

“We hope Texans will 
understand that we are try­
ing to save their tax dollars 
by establishing less co ^y  
priorities in our mowing 
operations,” Steffens said, 
“We simply can’t continue 
mowing from line to line on 
every highway.”

He said  p re lim in ary  
studies indicate the vegeta­
tion management system 
will show an excellent sav­
ings and yet benefit 
desirable native plant life 
such as wildflowers. But, 
Steffens cautioned, his 
department is not making 
any great promises of sav­
ings until the results of next 
year’s study are in.

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i s  I Golden Gate Bridge Ready 
For Golden Anniversary

Half a century ago, man’s 
most modern equipment 
pulled to the shore of the 
Marin headlands to bridge 
the gap created when the 
Sun God stubbed his toe and 
fell • the Golden Gate.

Never had so long a span 
been attempted, never a 
taller tower. Never had 
bridge builders tackled a 
strait so treacherous, with 
its gale winds, cold gray fog 
and tides a mile wide and 200 
feet deep.

Four years and five mon­
ths later, a graceful span 
linked two windy promon­
tories, the crowning achieve­
ment of the great age of 
American bridge building.

January 4. 1983, is the 
golden anniversary of the 

^  day builders began the
Golden Gate Bridge. A 
weeklong exh ib it of 
m em o rab ilia  and
photographs, including a 
famed Ansel Adams print of 
the bridgeless strait, mark­
ed the occasion . And 

^ milestones in construction
will be noted until the &0th 
anniversary of opening day 
is celebrated May 27,1967.

The completed bridge, 
with its grim attraction for 
some 740 suicides, is 8,981 
feet; the main, suspended 
span measures 4,200 feet. 
Each giant cable is 7,650 feet 
long and both used a total of 
90,000 miles of wire.

It was surpassed in length 
by 60 feet when New York's 
Verazzano Narrows Bridge 
was finished in 1961.

More than 900 million 
vehicles have crossed the 
bridge since it opened, in­
cluding about 37 million in 
1982.

Legend has it the Golden 
Gate was created by divine 
mishap when San Francisco 
Bay was a fertile valley. The 
Sun God in his daily trek 
from east to west fell in love 
with an Indian princess and 
abducted her. In his flight, 
he stubbed his toe on Mt. 
Diablo. Stumbling, he drop­
ped the maiden to her death, 
his arm crashed through the 
seaward rim of the valley 
and the Pacific coursed 
through the breach.

Geologists say the strait 
was once a river gorge that 
deepened and widened as the 
coastline sank and the ocean

pushed landward.
The dream of bridging the 

bay goes back to 1872 at 
least, when Charles Crocker 
longed to extend his Central 
Pacific Railroad. But the 
success of steam ferries 
scuttled  the idea until 
automobile owners grew im­
patient for a speedier route 
across the bay.

Joseph Strauss, builder of 
400 bridges in places from 
Washington to I.eningrad, 
drafted his first design for 
the Golden Gate Bridge in 
1921 and battled opponents 
for 12 years before work 
could begin.

A funny thing happened on 

the way to the 68th Texas 
l.egislature. Texas joined 
the twentieth century. Not in 
the sense that we have not 
alw ays been dignified, 
sophisticated and able to 
hold our own against eastern 
football teams, but rather 
that Texas is now subject to 
many of the same problems 
that plague the rest of the 
Nation.

Rather than having 
p rim arily  a reg ional 
economy, we now have a 
true national economy. Pro­
blems in Peoria are now pro­
blems in Fort Worth.

Our State government has 
always been able to point 
with pride to the black ink 
that always prevails at the 
end of its biennium budget 
period. In fact, Texas last 
year was one of only five 
states that managed to stay 
out of the red. And our total 
surplus was more than the 
surplus of the other four 
states combined.

Aside from the claim of 
fiscal responsibility that we 
state officials often nuke, 
the primary reasons have 
been a rapidly growing 
populace that spends and 
fills our sales tax coffers and 
the fact that the good Ix>rd 
chose to store his oil 
underneath our soil.

As the state population in­
creased, so did the amount of 
sales tax collected, as there 
were simply more sales. The 
recession of 1973-4 hardly put 
a dent in the rate of increas­
ed collections. This year we 
expect to collect over three 
billion dollars in sales taxes • 
still increasing in amount 
but more slowly.

From our severance tax 
our state can expect to col­
lect 2.5 billion dollars to 3 
billion dollars this year (this 
does not reflect the amounts 
paid to local school districts 
and counties for property tax 
on minerals). Our total state 
tax collection this year is ex­
pected to be roughly 11-12 
billion d o lla rs . Thus, 
severance taxes finance 
about one-fourth of your 
state government.

With its 72,IMX) miles of 
highways, Texas has the 
largest highway system of 
any state and more miles 
than most nations. Our wide 
open spaces also helped to 
make us the largest pur­
chasers of gasoline per 
capita in the nation (with its 
attendant motor fuels tax).

Events of recent months 
have begun to make 
everyone less optimistic 
than we have been before. 
We are beginning to realize 
that we must be more 
judicious in our spending 
and budgeting than ever 
before.

For the first tune since the 
depression, Texas has been 
affected almost to the same 
degree as the rest of the 
country by these economic 
hard-times. Sales have slow­
ed which means that sales 
tax collection increases have 
slowed. We may not collect 
as much from our sales tax 
as we at one time projected.

We are in the process of 
finding out th a t the 
severance tax on a 32 dollar 
barrel of oil is not as much as 
that collected on a 40 dollar 
barrel. If these prices con­
tinue, you can look to at least 
a 25% reduction in severance 
tax collection. Also to be 
taken into account is the fact 
that oil production has 
declined each year since 
1973.

With more fuel efficient 
cars getting more miles per 
gallon and our other conser- 
vaiton efforts, our motor 
fuels tax revenue is lagging 
far behind our actual use of 
our highways (meaning our 
users tax does not keep up 
with the use). In past ses­
sions we have already had to 
transfer monies from the 
general fund just to get to a 
minimal necessary level of 
repair and reconstruction. 
The Texas Highway Depart­
ment estimates a need of 6 
billion dollars over the next 
two years in order to reverse 
the decline to total about 2 
1/4 billion dollars over the 
next two years (the federal 
government's motor fuels 
tax increase is expected to 
return an additional 750 
million dollars to Texas).

I am not meaning to sound 
pessim istic  with these 
figures. In fact I am very op­
timistic about our state and 
its ability to solve its pro­
blems and make it through 
difficult times.

Despite persistent and an­
noying problems, our tax 
system is probably the best 
in the nation. We have no 
personal income tax, no cor­
porate income tax, one of the 
lowest franchise taxes, one 
of the lowest sales taxes, the 
lowest motor fuels tax and 
no value-added taxes.

This favorable tax climate 
has contributed to the 
growth of our s ta te . 
Businesses have been at­
tracted to Texas because of 
this which in turn has 
created jobs for our people.

AUSTIN — The Suniet 
Adviiory Commission pulled 
the big surprise of this very 
new year last week when it 
voted to recommend that the 
Legislature abolish the Pub­
lic Utility Commission.

The commission voted to 
abolish the PUC after pro­
posed reforms for utility 
regulation were defeated 
through a parliamentary 
maneuver by Texarkana Sen 
Ed Howard, who chairs the 
sunset panel.

The PUC which sets rates 
for electric, telephone and 
other utilities, has come in 
for harsh criticism from 
many lawmakers and Gov.- 
elect Mark White for hand­
ing out large rate increases 
on nearly an annual basis.

White also has criticized 
the PUC’s rules allowing 
utilities to pass through to 
customers any increases in 
fuel costs without prior com­
mission approval.

Few Capitol observers ex­
pect the Legislature to go 
along with the Sunset Com­
mission recommendation, 
partly because the utility 
companies — who argued 
against the creation of the 
PUC in 1975—want to keep 
the agency now.

As one utility company 
attorney put it. “We haven’t 
always gotten everything 
we’ve wanted from them, 
but we want to keep them 
around." If the PUC were
abolished, the utilities would 
have to return to each local 
community for approval of 
their rates.

The Sunset Commission 
action is seen more as a 
warning shot to let the utility 
lobbyists know the reform­
ers are serious about win­
ning some pro-consumer 
changes.

However, at least one 
senator has indicated he’d 
just as soon do away with 
the PUC as see it continue 
in its present form.

Aad aa the Suaaee Com­

mission was debating the 
PUC’s future, the PUC was 
considering measures to 
partly address Gov.-elect 
White's criticism of the fuel 
adjustment clause.

The three-member PUC 
is debating new rules that 
would eliminate the auto­
matic fuel cost pass through 
and require prior commis­
sion approval before those 
costs are added to custom­
ers’ bills.

The proposed rules also 
would require companies to 
set their fuel adjustments on 
a quarterly basis, which 
means utilities that under­
estimate their fuel costs 
would not be able to make 
up that undercollection for 
three months.

The PUC staff, which 
proposed the rule, says it 
will force utilities to exer­
cise more scrutiny over their 
fuel costs and allow custom­
ers to know what their fuel 
charges will be each quarter.

The utilities companies, 
however, argued that the

proposed changes will on 
create more red tape arij 
negatively impact their com­
pany cash flow.

The PUC has deljve' 
final action on the matu, 
until Feb. 2.

Coventor’s Attorney
Gov.-elect White has 

named a black woman as 
his general counsel—a move 
that will put Myra McDaniel 
in the history books as (he 
highest-ranking black ap­
pointee in the history of 
Texas government.

McDaniel, a native of 
Philadelphia who is a for­
mer assistant attorney gen­
eral and Railroad Commis­
sion lawyer, is giving up a 
position with a Midland law 
firm to take the general 
counsel’s post.

McDaniel, 50, didn't rea! 
ize she was making history 
when she accepted the post. 
She is taking a cut in pay to 
return to government ser­
vice, but toys people should 
be willing to sacrifice if they 
are “willing to be involved 
in making government 
work.”

White also says he was 
unaware of the historical 
significance of McDaniel's 
appointment.

“I made this appointment 
because she’s talented," 
White says. “She also hap­
pens to be black and she 
happens to be a woman."

SpecM Elcetioa
U.S. Congressman Phil 

Gramm made good on his 
threat to leave the Demo­
cratic Party and even went 
so far as to resign his seat in 
Congress to allow voters 
from his Central Texas dis­
trict to decide if he should 
return to Washington, D.C. 
as a Republican.

Gov. Bill Clements already 
has set a special election for 
Feb. 12 to fill the seat va­
cated by Gramm, the former 

. Texas A U 4 UnjvfrsUy pro- 
. fessor who angérèd Demo- 
' crats by supporting Preti- 

dent Ronald Reagao'a 
budget proposals.

Gramm’s resignation and 
switch to the Republican 
Party followed his ouster 
from the powerful House 
Budget Committee.

Gramm will now seek re- 
election as a Republican, 
but he is already facing 
Democratic opposition for 
that post.

Former State Rep. Dan 
Kubiak of Rockdale is the 
most likely Democrat to face 
Gramm, although humorist 
John Henry Faulk was con­
sidering the race.

Kubiak, who was unsuc­
cessful in a bid for land 
commissioner in 1982, was 
attempting to drum up sup­
port for his race only hours 
after Clements announced 
the election date.

GOP leaders welcomed 
Gramm into their party with 
open arms, praising him for 
his courage in switching par­
ties.

Nineteen seventy-six was 
an im portant year for 
m anufactu red  housing 
because it marked the bexin- 
nin^ of a new era in 
manufacturing and inspec­
tion standards nationwide 

Effective June 15 1976, all 
manufactured homes were 
required by federal law to be 
constructed to strinuent 
standards set by the U S. 
Department of Housing and 
Urban Development These 
standards are stated in the 
National Mobile Hume Con­
struction and Safety Stan­
dards Act of 1974 

Before a manufactured 
home can be sold, its 
manufacturer must obtain 
approval of its plans, 
enKineerinK specifications 
and plant quality control 
prot’rams During construc­
tion, each mobile home must 
be inspected at least once to 
assure compliance with the 
code

Finally, the manufacturer 
must attach a label to each 
transportable section stating 
the unit compiles with the 
HUD code as the date of 
manufacture.

Census Cooperation Encouraged
Officials of Eastland Coun­

ty issued a proclamation to­
day encouraging coopera­
tion with the 1982 Census of 
Agriculture now being con­
ducted by the U.S. Depart­
ment of Commerce’s Census 
Bureau.

The proclamation points 
out that “many business 
decision affecting the coun­
ty ’s farm ers in today’s 
economy, depend heavily 
upon accurate data from the 
Census of Agriculture.” 

Officials urged the coun­
ty ’s fa rm  and ranch  
operators to complete the 
census questionnaires ac­
curately and return them 
promptly to the Census 
Bureau. Similar proclama­
tions are being issued by of­
ficials of other counties and 
state governors in support of 
the census, the 22nd in a 
series that began in 1840.

The cUrfertt oensus will uh^' 
date the findings of the most 
recent farm census con­
ducted for 1978 operators. 
Census figures are used in

many national state pro­
grams affecting agriculture 
which are  designed or 
allocated on the basis of this 
data. These include funds for 
extension work, soil conser­
vation, research, and other 
services. The more depen­
dent a county is on 
agricultural income, the 
more vital census informa­
tion becomes, local officials 
point out.

Private industry uses cen­
sus statistics to provide a 
more effective production 
and distribution system for 
the benefit of the farm com­
munity. Companies have us­
ed the data to locate feed 
mills and tractor dealerships 
in order to provide better 
service and competitive 
prices for farmers.

While surveys are made 
reg u la rly  by the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture, 
the agriculture census con­
ducted  ̂by - the Commerce 
D e p artm en t’s Census 
B ureau provides the 
necessary benchmark or 
check point on which to 
develop other data.

The same law which re­
quires farmers and ranchers 
to complete the census forms 
also protects the confiden­
tiality and privacy of their 
individual form s. Only

sworn Census B ureau 
employees are permitted to 
see the forms, and they are 
subject to 5 years imprison­
ment and $5,000 fine for 
unauthorized disclosure of 
inform ation. Individual 
forms cannot be seen by of­
ficials of other government 
agencies nor shown to news 
reporters using the Freedom 
of Information Act.

Since the first census was 
conducted in 1840, the census 
has been the only source of 
uniform data at the county 
level on agricultural produc- 
tion and inven to ries.

Originally taken every 10 
years, farm census data 
have been collected every 
five years since 1920. The 
present census is the first to 
be conducted with the Cen­
sus Bureau’s other economic 
censuses.

HAPPY BIRTHDAY, BEN!

Benjamin Franklin has 
faacinated me every since I 
read about his walking down 
a Philadelphia street with a 
roll of brad under each arm.

I do hope the bread was 
wrapped, though my early 
imagination never had it so. 
1 rather leaned toward the 
unwrapped French loaf type 
as the dinner rolls my 
mother made would have 
been lost beneath his arm s- 
wrapped or unwrapped.

Franklin’s career always 
come to mind when Presi­
dent Reagan’s critics have 
been very outspoken-though 
if you’ll forgive the remark, 
I don’t recall when Reagan’s 
critics have been out spoken 
by anyone!

My interest in politics has 
ranged from “ indifferent” to 
“ lu k ew arm ”  to
“academic.” Somewherein 
there, 1 should include 
"depressing.” I used to feel 
E ng land’s “ S ta tesm en” 
were su p erio r to  our 
"Politicians” but they’ve 
racked up some aromatic 
scandab, too.

Good ol’ Ben wasn’t exact­
ly a lily-white moralist when 
you get right down to the 
facts in the case, but he 
made a pretty good tract 
record on national interests. 
It’s when you begin not let­
ting business interfere with 
pleasure that trouble can 
start. Ben didn’t operate that 
way despite his taste for the 
fleshpots. When business 
was at hand, Franklin was 
there to sign on the dotted 
line. And many times his 
was the brainpower that led 
to the dotted line’s exbtence. 

• F ra n k lin ’s schooling 
lasted two years. Hb educa­
tion took him all hu  life. As 
the tenth child of hb  father 
and hb  father’s second wife, 
Benjamin didn’t rate a great 
deal of special attention, but

he managed to take care of 
himself all right. Hb reading 
tastes, or his curiosity, rang­
ed from  John Locke’s 
“ E ssay  on Human 
Understanding” to Cotton 
Mather’s “ Essay to Do 
Good.”

A half-brother, who found­
ed one of the earliest 
American newspapers, gave 
young Benjamin his first 
taste of printer’s ink, and 
when he went to 
Philadelphia in 1723, it was 
as a printer that Ben found 
work.

By 1730 Franklin had his 
own printing business and 
was publishing “The Penn­
sylvania G azette”  The 
reading, studying, reasoning 
and writing Franklin did ap­
pears as more than adequate 
preparation for his senior 
citizen role as one of the 
guiding lighb of the colonies- 
became-states turmoil com­
monly known as the 
American Revolution.

Franklin practiced for hb 
national-founding father role 
by poking up the civic pride 
of P h ilade lph ia . He 
established the city police 
and pushed for cleaning, 
lighting and paving the 
streeb.

stove to which Ben referred 
as the “ Pennsylvania Fire 
Pbce.” Both these aids to 
better living promise to be * 
around indefinitely. The sale 
of bifocals has been steady, 
and the energy crbes has 
jumped the sales chart on 
the Franklin stoves.

Among the things Franklin 
did NOT do b  “invent” elec­
tricity. What he did with that 
kite in that storm was to 
establish the identity of 
lightning with electricity.

His Phibdelphia activities 
led to his becoming clerk of 
P en n sy lv an i's  G eneral 
Assembly. By 1737 he was a 
member of the legisbtive 
body, and by 1754 he was 
urging an intercolonial 
union. He helped organize 
the frontier defense for Pen- 
nsylvanb, and he was sent to 
London on the matter of tax­
ation. Franklin did much of 
the work that led to the

repeal of the Stamp Act.
For eigh teen  years 

Franklin was the coloniess 
leading re sp resen ta tiv e  
abroad, and he came home 
in 1775 only when convinced 
war was inevitable. He 
helped draft the Declaration 
of Independence, then was 
sent to France to represent 
the colonies as a diplomat. 
So, at seventy Franklin 
entered another very active 
political period which includ­
ed international loans and 
treaties.

One encyclodia account of 
Ben’s doings indentifies him 
as, “U.S. patriot, diplomat, 
printer, publisher, author, 
philosopher, scientific in­
vestigator, philanthropist, 
and first great embodiment 
of the American ideal of the 
practical man’.”

Oh, Wow! Happy Birth­
day, Ben, and thanks for my 
bifocals.

The Philadelphia Free 
library was Ben’s baby as 
was the Am erican 
Philosophical Society. He 
planned a sc ien tific  
academy that developed into 
the University of Penn­
sylvania. Though Franklin 
pubibhed the second mon­
thly magazine issued in 
America and his "Poor 
Richard’s Almanac” hung in 
thousands of American kit­
chens, his scientific in­
vestigations first made him 
famous.

The bifocal lenses in,our 
spectaeler fwhtch bothtr^a 
good many of us elders) are 
the product of Franklin’s fer­
tile fancy. So b  the Franklin
