currants, cleanwashed and
picked. and plumped before
the fire. You can make this
syllabub at home, only have
new milk. Make it as hot as
milk from the cow. and out of
a teapot, or any sue" ‘hing,
pour it in, holding yvui hand
very high."

Department staff told the

commission that extensive

Dove Program Leader Ron
George said, however, that
sufficient numbers of
mature birds are present in
the Valley to justify the nor-
mal four-day hunting
season.

Hunters in the whitewing
area this year will only be
allowed to take two mourn-
ing doves in their daily bag
limit during the four-day
whitewing season, compared
to 12 last year. George said
studies indicate significant
mourning dove nesting ac-
tivity is still underway dur-
ing the first two weeks of
September in South Texas.

Purple Heart August 9

On Thursday, August 9,
1984, Brady l.everidge, a
life-long resident of Cisco,
was awarded a Purple Heart
for an injury he received
during WWI. Marine Capt.
Thomas L. Linder presented
the medal at the Clayton
leach VFW Post 2012 in
Abilene.

Mr. Leveridge was hit in
the right jaw, while he was a
private in the Marines sta-
tioned in France. He said he
was sitting on a ravine with
his legs dangling over the
side when he decided to get
under some trees for shelter
from airplanes. He heard the
gun go off and the shrapnel
hit Brady in the jaw knock-
ing him down. Leveridge
sald two guys had just went
by with a stretcher and he
called out to them. The
“Stretcher Boys' came over
and asked him if he could
walk. He could, and he walk-
ed to the field hospital.

He was then sent to the
R.C. Station #1 just outside of
Paris. Later he was sent to a
health resort near Vishee,
France. Several wounded
soldiers were sent there for
treatment with mineral
waters. Brady was then put
to work in the clinic.

Brady said, ‘I was hit with
a fine shrapnel. The whole
side of my face was hurt. |
had two pieces removed
after 1 came back to the

states.”

His commanding officers
were wanting him to come
back to the front, but the doc-
tor wouldn't let him because
he couldn’t eat the rations.

Finally he was well enough
to leave, and he was told to
start walking to the front and
find his outfit. He would stop
and eat with other soldiers
along the way. One group of
soldiers told him to stay the
night, and the next day word
came that the Armistice was
signed.

He was sent tc Germany to
help push the Germans back
toward Germany. He served
among the occupation troops
following the end of the war
and was discharged Aug. 13,
1919.

During his stay in Ger-
many, he made a ring out of
two Franc pieces, that he
still wears today.

His dad had told him that
he had to go to war. He asked
if he wanted to be drafted or
to enlist. He went to Dallas
but he was 3 lbs.
underweight for his height!
“And this was during war-
time!"" he exclaimed.

“1 went to my cousin's
house and drank sweet milk
for 3 or 4 days and went back
and they enlisted me,” he
said.

“After I had been at camp,
my dad died on a Saturday
night, and 1 went home and

asked for furlough to stay
with my mother for awhile
longer. My company went on
and if I had gone on with
them, I would have been on a
ship during the war, but in-
stead 1 was sent to France
with another company,” he
remembers.

Leveridge, who was born
near Cisco on Jan. 24, 1896,
enlistd when he was 20.

Following his discharge he
returned to Scranton near
Cisco, and married the
former Lexia Sprawls. They
had one son, John Thomas,
who later was killed in an
auto accident in Houston, in
1951. His wife died in 1965.

Leveridge now resides at
the Cisco Care Center, where
he remains active, nursing
home personnel said.

Man Arrested
For Burglaries

Two burglary cases were
cleared up with the arrest of
a Cisco man last Wednesday,
according to a report by
Sheriff Johnny Morren.
Charged in the cases were
Bryan Lee Whitehead, 24, of
Cisco. He was released from
the county jail on $5,000
bond, the sheriff said.

Whitehead was charged
with breaking into Pippen
Auto on July 5th and taking a
welding machine, an oil
saver, a battery charger, a
paint gun and a box of tools ~
all valued at some $5,200.

He was also charged with
breaking into the Patton
Auto Salvage and taking
tools valued at some $900.

Sheriff Morren said all of
the stolen items were
recovered.

As Historical Site

Cisco's nomination as a
Texas historical site has
been accepted by the Texas
Historical Commission’s
board of review, according
to information here Friday.
The acceptance followed a
meeting of the board at
Palmer Memorial Episcopal
Church in Houston on Satur-
day, July 28.

At the Houston meeting, a
slide presentation made of
the Cisco site area was
presented by a member of
the Commission's staff along
with other areas being con-
sidered for nomination to the

National Historical site
Registery.
The board voted

unanimously to accept
Cisco's nomination. This
nomination will now be sub-
mitted for consideration to
the U.S. Department of In-
terior. Generally speaking,
once a historical site has
been nominated by a state
historical commission, na-
tional acceptance follows.
The Mobley Hilton Hotel
became a naitonal historical

site in 1983.

This presentation followed
months ‘of cooperation by
local citizens and extensive
research by professional
historican Julie Strong of
Austin, who was employed
by the State Historical Com-
mission to complete and
refine the previously submit-
ted Cisco Historical Survey
which had been presented to
the State Historical Commis-
sion in 1982.

Westfall Tour Continues In Londo

EDITOR'S NOTE: Mr.

England. This is one in a
series of articles. Mr. and
Mrs. Westfall are faculty
members at Robstown High
School. He is the son of Mr.
and Mrs. A.R. Westfall of
Cisco, who also accom-
panied them on the trip.

Our next stop on the tour of
London was one that always
thrills people who enjoy
pageantry and seeing the
English display their
“proper’’ heritage.

Oblviously, we were head-
ed for Buckingham Palace,
arriving at 11 a.m. in order
to get a place for the 11:30
changing of the guard.

By the time the Coldsteam
Guards, accompanied by
mounted Life Guards and
the RAF Guard contingent
had arrived, the crowds sur-
rounding Buckingham
Palace had swelled to well
over 10,000.

In fact, to the north, Hyde
Park Corner was teeming
with tourists. People were
five deep around Queen Vic-
toria’s monument across the
Mall from the Palace and
shoulder to shoulder from
my vantage point south of
the mall adjacent to Buck-
ingham Palace.

Every nationality was
there pushing and squeezing
in to get a glimpse of the pro-
cession. You would think it
was the final ceremony of
the 1984 Olympics from the
enthusiasm.

I found it rather ironic at
one point to see two
Americans from the 303rd

F@CUS

Bomb Group who had flown
many missions over Ger-
many flanking a German.
The German was taking pic-
tures of the ceremony with
his Voightlander camera
(German) and a member of
the Bomb Group and I were
using our Japanese
Minoltas. Forty years cer-
tainly change a great many
things. Who would have
thought 40 years ago that to-
day outside the Britain, West
Germany and Japan would
be our closest allies?

True to form the changing
of the guard was quite im-
pressive. The Coldstream
Guard marched with the
flawless precision expected
of a military steeped in
tradition and rich in history.

On this day the Royal Air
Force were the Guard of the
day as now all services in
Britain participate.

One added attraction on
this day was the playing of
‘‘Happy Birthday'' for
Prince William Arthur
Philip Louis on his second
birthday.

After struggling through
the malange of humanity on
my way back to our bus at
the conclusioin of the
ceremony, I noticed a rather
disquieting sight.

There on the Mall just 100
ft. from the palace entrance
sal a military lorry (truck)
discreetly covered but with
15 or 20 heavily armed SAS
guards inside. (S.A.S. stands
for Special Air services).

These were ‘‘Crack’
military personnel called in-
to action for terrorist activi-
ty. It was unnerving to
realize that we were a

perfect target just minutes
before for a terrorist.

And certainly it is distress-
ing to realize that these men
are there daily, prepared to
counter terrorist attacks ata
seond’'s notice. On closer
observation I noticed that
the 12 ft. high wall surroun-
ding Buckingham Palace
had an electrified barbed
wire top with steel spikes
every few feet to dissuade all
but the most determined
criminal.

Upon boarding the bus we
exchanged experiences and
loaded cameras for the next
sights. We began the next
part of the tour on Victoria
Street by passing the New
Scotland yard.

Then of course we passed
the historic Westminister
Abbey where the first church
built on this site was com-
pleted in 1065.

The work was carried out
under the orders of King
Harold who died days after
its solemnization. Less than
200 years later Henry III
called for its demolition so
that a more beautiful church
could be erected.

By the time of his dept in
1272 masons had completed
the Sanctuary, the transepts,
the choirs and two bays of
the West Choir screen.
Henry III had spared no ex-
pense, but upon his death the
coffers were empty, so work
ceased.

In the middle of the 14 cen-
tury, Abbot Simon
Langham, afterwards Ar-
chibishop of Canterbury,
provided for further pro-
gress out of his great for-
tune. However, it was not un-
til the latter part of the 15th

century that' the Western-
most by, towers and ceiling
were complete.

Henry VII then pulled
down the Lady Chapel and
began to erect the chapel
named after him. The two
west towers which we notic-
ed upon our entrance were
completed by Hawksmoore
in 1734 from designs by Sir
Christopher Wren.

From 1065 to 1540
Westminister Abbey was oc-
cupied by churchmen as a
monastery. Then with the
dissolution of monesteries it
came to house the collegiate
church.

The abbots of the earlier
period gave place to the
deans whose unbroken line
continues to this day. Today
Westminister is called an ab-
bey only by tradition.

Two of the most im-
pressive things in
Westminister are of course
the Coronation Chair and the
tomb of the unknown war-
rior. The Coronation Chair is
that in which each new
sovereign is crowned.

Probably in the not too dis-
tant future, Charles, Prince
of Wales, will be crowned
here. The chair was fahsion-
ed by Master Walter of
Durham in 1300 made to the
order of edward I to enclose
the stone of Scone which he
had captured form the Scots
in 1296,

Seeing the Tomb of the
Unknown Warrior of the
Great War 1914-18 was a
very emotional experience.
Reading the eloquent words
and contemplating the
selfless sacrifices made by
hundreds of thousands mov-
ed us deeply.

Set Your Camera On ‘““‘Auto’

After nearly seven years of writing this column, |
guess | qualify as something of the granddad of
photographic scribbling. A young granddad, to be
sure. But, nonetheless...

Still, though | sometimes think I've done it all,
covered just about everything there is to be covered
in photography, there's always something new
waiting just around the bend.

The other day, while researching an article on col-
lecting antique cars, | had the opportunity to
photograph a 1937 Rolls Royce in showroom-mint
condition. | pulled out my camera, checked flash,
drive, and film, and raised the finder to my eye. It
wasn't until then that | realized I'd never in my iife
photographed an antique car before. At least, notin a
serious attempt to produce a quality illustration

Worse, still, | soon deduced that the more | looked
for the best way to shoot, the more | realized | didn't
have the foggiest notion of what would work and what
wouldn't. Finally, after getting the owner's permission
to return for a photo session another day, | slipped the
camera back into my bag and slunk, tail dragging
sullenly behind me, out the door.

After searching through my library for some words
of enlightenment, after perusing countless back
issues of various photo magazines, after calling
around to bookstores and public libraries, | became
suspicious. ‘I think,”" thought |, ‘there is a definite
lack of material written on photographing
automobiles.”

| know what's going through your mind. That's what
| thought, too, until | actually confronted the task of
getting a good car shot. What's the problem? Point
the camera at the thing and shoot. Well, you can do
that, but you'll end up with a photo that looks as if you
pointed the camera and shot.

No, to someone who cares about suci: ‘hings, an
automobile is a work of art, no less than a Weston
photograph or a Van Gogh painting. Whether it's a
$400,000 Shelby Cobra Coupe or a $150 Chevy
Belair, there's a right way and a wrong way of immor-
talizing it on film. Several days of trial and error
followed by careful scrutiny of the results have led me
to some conclusions

Carefully examine the car you're going to
photograph and analyze its strong points. What,
visdally, is its strength? With an old Cadillac, possibly
the tail fins. With an Edsel or a Studebaker, its
grillwork. With a Porsche 911, its overall slope-back
profile or tail-light configuration. With a Lincoln Con-
tinental, its massive expanse of hood.

Next, think about the best way to capture that
strong point on film. Remember, a car is a large sub-
ject, fully three dimensional. Yet, you have to capture

the essence of the beast on two-dimensional film.

Once you've decided on what you hope to convey
with your shot, you must select a point of view--or
camera angle--and a lens to help you convey it. A
straight-on view of a classic Rolls shot with a fisheye
lens from just a foot or so away will give you a
distorted and very eye-catching view of the
remarkable chrome and glasswork, all assembled by
hand. If you have several different lenses in your
arsenal, don't be afraid to try them all, moving toward
and away from your subject until you're comfortable
with what shows through the finder.

Setting is important, too. If you photograph the car
with a wide-angle lens, you're likely to end up grab-
bing plenty of background and middle ground along
with the car. That's no problem if the subject is
parked in a scenic location, but it could produce
deadly boring results if the car is curbed in front of the
house or sticking out of the garage.

Perhaps the best view of the car would be while in
motion, either coming towards or moving away from
the camera. If so, enlist someone to drive the
machine while you position yourself accordingly.
Make sure you trust the driver explicitly, however,
and that your life insurance policy is paid up, just in
case

Finally, don’t overlook the possibility of using a
special-effects filter. A starburst or a multiple-image
filter might well make the difference between a
classic photo and a ho-hum shot. For just a. few
dollars’ investment, you could end up with a
cameraful of future memories.

CJC Important
In Economy
Of Community

Cisco Junior College has a
very important economic
impact upon the community
of Cisco, according to new
CJC president Henry Mc-
Culloch. Mr. McCulloch was
speaking to those present for
the quarterly Chamber of
Commerce breakfast.

The breakfast was held at
the White Elephant Room at
7 a.m., Wednesday morning,
August 8. Linda Cozart, Fred
Wheeler, Jerry Morgan and
Randy Speegle are on the
breakfast committee of the
Chamber which arranged
the event.

Bill Austin, Jr., welcomed
those attending the
breakfast and introduced
Dr. McCulloch.

Dr. McCulloch stated that
CJC is operating on a budget
of approximately $4.5
million, of which $2,633,000 is
from state funds. He stated
that a good deal of that
money is spent in Cisco.

A personal goal of Dr. Mc-
Culloch’s is to see 1200
students enrolled in the col-
lege facilities at the Cisco
campus. He stated that last
fall there were 700 students
there.

CJC not only has a campus
in Cisco, but it also operates
junior colleges in Clyde and
Abilene. Dr. McCulloch ex-
plained that the Cisco cam-
pus is a residential campus
which maintains dormitories
for students to live in while
attending classes. The Cisco
campus offers college
transfer courses, as well as
vocational-technical
courses. Dr. McCulloch
stressed that CJC offers one
of the finest systems in com-
puter science that he has

‘seen.

The Clyde campus is a
commuter campus which of-
fers only college transfer
courses, while the Abilene
campus offers occupational
courses. The Abilene cam-
pus is also a commuter cam-
pus and is located in
Westgate Mall. Dr. Mc-

Culloch stated the Abilene

campus seems to be con-
tinually growing.

In summary, Dr. Mec-
Cullcoch stated, ‘‘Cisco is a
very pleasant place to live.

If 1 would have any
criticism of Cisco, it would
be the lack of water, since I
am used to rains.”

in Abilene and which would
take him to Brownwood and
Mineral Wells the same day,
was introduced by County
Judge Scott Bailey. A wave
of applause greeted him as
he stepped off the elevator.

Appealing to those who
supported him, and to those
who hand't Sen. Doggett
began with a humerous

Senate is a clear one,” U.S.
Senate Democratic Nominee
Lloyd Doggett said today on
a tour of Texas. “It is a
choice between a Texas
Senator with a record of get-
ting things done for people
and caring about their needs
and a politician who is insen-
sitive and callous to the real
needs of Texans.

“When the honest, hard-
working family farmers and
ranchers of West Texas were
being driven to the brink of
bankruptcy by a devastating
drought,”” Doggett said,
“they turned to the people
they sent to Congress to
represent them. And every
single Texas Democrat sup-
ported a bill to extend
disaster loan assistance to
farms and ranches affected
by the 1983 drought.

Topic Of Discussion

Executive members of the
Eastland County Program
Building Committee receiv-
ed an evaluation of the area
water supply at a meeting in
the Courthouse on July 27.

M.H. Perry, spokesman
for the Eastland County
Water Board. and Bob In-
gram, Cisco city coun-
cilman, brought the latest in-
formation on lLake l.eon and
Lake Cisco.

Also present were County
Extension Agent DeMarquis
Gordon, Janet Thomas, John
Blair and Faith Ballard.
County Judge Scott Bailey
and Richard Robinson, com-
missioner of Precinct 1,
were among those in atten-
dance

The Program Building
Committee, which is spon-
sored by the Extension Ser-
vice, identifies problems in
the county and seeks ways to
improve them. All agreed
that the unusual drought was
the County’'s major problem
right now.

Dorothy Underwood.
chairman of the committee,
introduced the speakers.
M.H. Perry stated that the
Water Board was pleased
with some of the information
from the latest survey of
l.ake 1.eon - that the silting of
the lake was minimal in
comparision with most other
lakes.

In normal times, lLake
l.eon has 28,000 acre ft. of
water. With no rain at all,
the lake will be good under
present usage until May of

1985, then another age would
have to be opened to about
4,000 acre ft. of water.

At that time the Water
District would go on a strict
conservation plan, which
would enable the water to
last until 1986.

“All people must be aware
of the water situation,"
Perry said. “"The Eastland
pumps are at full capaeity,
pumping all the settliog
basin can handle. Water con-
servation will help immense-
ly."

He told of the high quality
of water the District had
always delivered.

Ranger has had special
probelms, he said, due to old
lines and not enough storage
capacity. The town is help-
ing that situation by chang-
ing lines and making im-
provements.

He mentioned that the
cities of Eastland and
Ranger always cooperate
fully with the Water District.

When asked about rural
water lines, Perry stated
that they were loaded to
capacity, and he did not see
how any more customers
could be accomodated.

He reviewed possibilities
of their sources of water to
further supplement the two
major lakes, but indicated
that some underground
water systems had already
been ruined by oil well drill-
ing and improper plugging.

‘““We could hunt for
something else to dam up,”
Perry said, “but if it doesn't
rain it doesn’'t matter how
many dams you have.”

Bob Ingram stated that the
city of Cisco had just install-
ed a new filter system, with
a 12 inch line laid to College
Hill. The city has just put an
inline flow meter at the lake,
and next year will install
others at College Hill and the
storage tank. This will pro-
vide a way to monitor water
loss.

With normal rainfall, Lake
Cisco has 8,800 acre feet of

water. But Scott Hibbs, an.

record reflects that,” Dog-
gett continued. “I don't offer
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then, he has authored 125
bills which were passed into
law.

Cisco residents are
already conserving water,”
Ingram explained. "*A water
conservtion ordinance will
be reviewed at the next City
Council meeting."”

He said that a good feature
of 1.ake Cisco is that it has a
low rate of evaporation. Be-
ing a deep lake with a small
basin.

“But we need alternate
sources of water,” the coun-
cilman said. “Water controls
growth. Lake Cisco hasn't
been full since 1969, and
there has been no ap-
preciable runoff on our
watershed since 1981."

After these talks DeMar-
quis Gordon, County Agents,
offered the help of the Exten-
sion Service to work on the
water problem. He mention
a large amount of educa-
tional material available.

The Extension office is
equipped to give programs,
slide presentations and ex-
hibits on water conservation
A booth on this subject is
planned for the FEastland
County Fair.

In the discussion which
followed, various individuals
declared that water is the
most precious  commodity
we have, and should be used

very wisely. There were also
wishes for “'a ten inch rain
all the way from here to Put-
nam - a few inces at a time of
course.”

Blackleg is a sudden onset,
a febrile disease of cattle
and is characterized by
gasey hemorrhagic swelling
in the heavier muscles of the
body. The disease is usually
limited to young animals 6 to
18 months of age. Occas-
sionally a calf will be found
lame, then rapidly become
depressed and die several
hours to a couple of days
later, but most clinical cases
are characterized by going
to the pasture and finding a
300 to 600 pound calf dead.

Black leg is caused by
Clostridium chauvoei a

spore forming bacteria that
grows in the absence of ox-

ygen. Spores are formed
when the growing or
vegetative form that

multiplies the diseased
muscles of the dying animal
become exposed to air.
These spores will remain
able to infect other cattle for
many years. This is why cat-
tle that die of blackleg
should be burned or covered
with quicklime and buried
deeply in an area not subject
to washing.

The bacteria enters the
body by the mouth when cat-

tle graze contaminated
pastures. The incubation
period of the disease is 1t0
days and is usually fatal in 18
to 72 hours after symptoms
appear. Blackleg is world
wide in distribution and is
especially prevalent in the
western United States in-
cluding Eastland County. In
the past 2 years we've seen
approximately 25 cases and
they are distributed evenly
throughout the county.

A post mortem exam
usually makes for a fairly
easy diagnosis of the
disease. The affected

INTERIORS

muscles are dark red to
black in color and have a dry
spongy texture. Occassional-
ly only a very small area of
muscle is involved and in
rare occassivn specimens
are sent to a diagnostic
laboratory to confirm the
diagnosis.

The most important fact to
know about blackleg is that
it cases costly severe losses
that are easily prevented by
inexpensive vaccines. There
are many brands of vaccine
and any veterinary clinic or
feed store sells them. Some
vaccines are administered
differently from others so
stop and read the label
before you use the vaccine.
It must be administered pro-
perly to achieve the best
possible immunity. Vaccina-
tion should be repeated at 4
to 6 months of age in any
calves initially vaccinated at
less than 3 months of age. I
personally recommend vac-
cinating the whole herd in-
cluding cows and bulls when
blackleg is diagnosed on a
farm that has not vaccinated
against blackleg in several
years.

Consumers Can Save Dollars

Careful shopping for
seconds and irregulars can
save consumers money, if
they know how to look for
signs of quality, says a
Texas A&M University
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice home economist.

Many manufacturers set
standards for their products,
says Bonnie L. Piernot.
When those standards aren’t
met, they don't discard the
items. Instead, manufac-
turers lable the imperfect
produce a ‘‘second’ or an
“irregular’’ and direct
stores to sell it below regular
price, she explains.

A factory irregular is
usually only slightly bleow
the manufacturer's stan-
dards, says the home
economist. Irregular stock-
ings, for example, may be
not quite standard size. Ir-
regular towels may be not
quite perfect in color or
weave and there may be a
slight oil spot on an irregular
shirt.

Often you won't be able to
spot the defect in a factory
irregular”’, says Piernot.

In general, you're more
likely to find damaged goods

among products labeled as
seconds, she observes. A se-
cond is often broken, torn, or
poorly made and the defect
is easily identified.

But it can pay to carefully
examine seconds, says Pier-
not, because sometimes they
are perfect. Occasionally a
company wants to clear out
some goods at sales price
without having to lower
prices on similar items. So
the company calls the goods
seconds and sells them at a
lower price.

To get irregulars or
seconds that meet their
needs, consumers should
determine the marks of
quality for the product
they're buying, advises the
liome economist.

Whether the product is a
kitchen appliance, sweater
or carpet, there are specific
indicators of quality that can
guide the purchase decision,
she points out. Reading
about the product in con-
sumer books or magazines
and comparison shopping in
person or by calling can help
consumers discern these
quality features.
