lege say there are several favorable
factors affecting the livestock mar-
ket. Cattle prices will be affected
by the heavy marketing of cattle
e¢nd calves in 1947, as it brought
breeding cattle numbers down and
means-a short calf crop in ’48 for
certain. Fewer calves and strong de-
mand mean good prices for beef.
The recent cold wave may cause
still more breeding cattle to be
marketed because of the high cost
of winter feeds,

An early spring and good pasture
conditions in the Feed Belt would
make a good market for Texas cat-
tle, as many farmers in that area
plan to buy younger and medium
to good grade cattle for use on their
pastures this spring and summer
and will feed them only g little
corn until the new crop comes on
in the fall.

Not only will there be fewer cattle
to market this year, but fewer
lambs. Many ewes in Texas are in
poor conlition and won’t be able
to stand continued severe weath-
er without heavy feeding. Winter
wheat pastures in Texas as a whole |
are in relatively poor condition.
Last year small grain pastures car-
ried a million lambs, but very few
moved to that area in late 47 be-
cause of the drouth. Many ranch-
men have culled their flocks close=
ly.

All in all, it looks like the de-
mand will be good and the prices

Irrigation Wells
On Plains Double

Plainview, Feb. 10—J, R. Barnes,
hydraulic engineer with the Unit-
ed States Geological Survey here,
says there are 7,500 irrigation wells
on the High Plains. The number
has doubled since 1944.

There are 1558 wells in Hale
County. The number of wells is by
accurate count in counties having
the most wells, but is an estmiate in
some of the newly developed irri-
gation areas, Barnes said. Anither
of a series of reports on ground wa-
ter In this area will be ready for
release soon.

Barnes and other representatives
of the geological survey are here to
make a thorough study of ground
water suppiles to help in full utili-
zation and conservation of this re-
source.

'Ft. Worth Building

| Fort Worth school now under con=-

The board members and architect
are making a study of this heating
system, with the view of using it
here if found advisable,

States. In Texas, the cooperating
agency is the Texas Board of Wa-
ter Engineers. In the past, funds
used in the investigations have been
supplied by appropriations from the
state legislature approximately
matched by federal allotments. For
the present work on the High
Plains, the State of Texas supplied
$15,000 supplemented by $5,000 from
the city of Lubbock.

The storage capacity and general
porousness of the water sands are
determined by measuring and esti-
mating the natural discharge at the
eas'ern and northern escarpments
of the plains, measuring the annual
water level declines in a network of
observation wells, applying mathe-
matical formula to the drawdowns
of wells in the vicinity of a pumped
well, and infiltration tests to deter-
mine how much rainfall recharges
underground reservoirs.

Measurements will begin in ap-
proximately two weeks to determine
the water table decline caused by
the pumping during 1947. Estima-
tions based on previous records
show that about 30 per cent of the
fand in Hale County is now under
irrigation. One fifth of the irriga-
tion wells in operation on the High
Plains are located in Hale County.

Proposed work for 1948 includes
production measurement of numer-
ous wells and determination of the

1 consequent drawdown, tests to de-

termine feasibility of draining wa-
ter in surface depressions to replen-
ish ground water reservoirs and
compiling geological data on the
depth and thickness of water bear-

Pasture Makes Cheap
Dairy and Stock Feed

Pasture is the cheapest and best
feed your dairy and meat animals
can get, declares the Middle West
Soil Improvement committee.
