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Train Derails

Traffic was interrupted on
the Missouri Pacific
Railroad’s main line through
this region late Tuesday,
Dec. 23, due to the derail-
ment of 24 freight cars, in-
cluding some 15 tank cars
carrying chemicals, eight
miles west of Cisco.

The derailment took place
at about 7 p.m. Tuesday near
the old Highway 80-Putnam-

Cisco road - five miles east
of Putnam and eight miles
west of Cisco. The site was
about a quarter of a mile in-
side Callahan County and a
half mile or more north of
1-20.

Although hazardous
chemicals were spilled from
some 13 of the tank cars,
there appeared to be no
serious health or en-

New State Sales Tax

To Go In Effect Jan.1

AUSTIN,---State Comp-
troller Bob Bullock has
reminded Texans not to
forget the increase in the
sales tax rate that begins
New Year's Day-January 1,
1987.

“Only the rate has chang-
ed. In every case, what is
and what is not taxable
under current sales tax law
remains the same when the
new law goes into effect
January 1,"”" reminded
Bullock.

A special session of the
Texas Legislature raised the
state's sales tax rate one.and
one-eighth percent to deal
with a shortfall of tax
revenue caused by the col-
lapse of oil prices.

The state sales tax rate
goes from 4.125 to 5.25 per-
cent. The local additional ci-
ty sales tax remains one cent
for a total tax of 6.25%.

Comptrollar Bullock said
that in many ireas of Texas
the state rate and local sales
taxes, including transit and
city sales taxes will put the
combined rate to as much as
7.25 percent. In making ac-
counting changes to collect
the new tax rate, business
should have adjusted cash
registers and alerted and
trained their personnel to
collect sales tax at the new
local rates.

The new law also raised
the motor fuels tax 5 cents—
from 10 cents to 15 cents a

Some 50 railroad workers
and officials and a dozen
tank trucks brought in by the
Western Emergency Com-
pany of Kellar were on the
job all day Wednesday clear-
ing the tracks and cleaning
up the spilled liquids and the
wreckage. Railroad officials
said it would be ten days
before the wreckage would
be completely cleaned up but
they expected to have rail
traffic moving normally
much sooner.

When acid fumes began
spewing from the tank cars
Tuesday night, DPS troopers
ordered the evacuation of a
dozen homes in a radius of a
mile and a half from the
wreck site. The home owners
were permitted to return to
their dwellings Wednesday
morning.

DPS Trooper Tom Sharp
directed operations in the
wreckage area Tuesday

troopers and railroa

officials Wednesday. The
Cisco Fire Department was
the first official agency on
the scene and Chief Richard
Connell took charge until

relieved by Trooper Sharp. A
Cisco fire truck, the rescue
unit and some 12 volunteer
firemen answered the call
for help. Firemen and equip-
ment were also present from
Eastland, Ranger, Clyde,
Baird and Putnam.

FM Road 2945 and the
Cooper Road in the area
were closed to traffic soon
after the wreckage. Hershell
Wagley, heavy equipment
contractor at Putnam, took a
bulldozer to the scene to
build dams around the
wreckage area to limit
movement of the spillage,
which was composed mostly
of anti-freeze ingredients
and a small amount of
chemicals used in plastics
manufacturing.

Some of the fluids flowed
into Cooper Creek, which
connects to Battle Creek. Ci-
ty Manager Mike Moore of
Cisco ordered the city’s
pump station at Battle
Creek, which sends water to
Lake Cisco, to be shutdown
lo vrevent any contamina-
tion. Officials were checking
but they did not believe any
of the chemicals reached the
Battle Creek pump station
area.

Mark Davis, railroad
spokesman, said the train
was composed of 71 cars and
two diesel engines. The train
was eastbound from Big Spr-
ing to Fort Worth. He said
the derailment wreckage
was about a “'two"’ on a scale
of one to 10 with 10 as the
worst.

Officials said some 400 feet
of railroad tracks were
damaged and needed repairs
before normal operations
could be resumed. It was
understood that Cisco and
Baird railroad section crews
were helping with the
salvage work. A "‘command
post”” was set up in the office
of Mayor Winford Fry at
Putnam to coordinate the
salvage work.

The train had a four-man
crew and nobody was in-
jured in the mishap. One
worker said he believed the
derailment was caused by a
train wheel that was broken
He based his opinion on an
examination of the railroad
tracks in the area.

Traffic moved normally on
I-20 as there was only a light
breeze and no fumes were
noted along the highway

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Science Is Bright Deep In
The Heart Of Texas

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Mercury across the face of the sun.

We Texans tend to think it
was oil alone that kept Texas
running and space that laun-
ched us into a new future.
But the story, and impor-
tance, of science and
technology in Texas is much
longer than that; and oil and
space are just two of its
chapters.

“The fact is, Texas science
and technology is much big-
ger and more beautiful than
anybody has ever realized,
including me,” Dr. Loyd
Swenson says. ‘‘In fact,
while oil and space are key
elements in the story, they
were by no means central to
the development of Texas
Science and technology,” he
adds.

A science historian in the
University of Houston
history department, Swen-
son reached this conclusion
after co-editing 100 Years of
Science and Technology in
Texas, a book tracing the
roots of science and
technology in the Lone Star
State from 1886 to the pre-
sent.

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While astronauts and oil
may dominate our thinking,
Swenson says we're forget-
ting about the pioneer days
and the development of
barbed wire, the use wind-
mills, or research in cotton
Or SCrew-worms.

We have also seen pioneer-
ing genetic research on the
fruit fly, development of an
influential school in
mathematics, output from
the first successful solar
thermal power plant, and the
establishment of a top-notch
astronomical observatory.

Swenson’s book is being
published by the Southeast
Texas Council of Sigma Xi,
The Scientific Research
Society, through the Rice
University Press to mark its
own 100th anniversary as
well as the Sesquicenten-
nials of Texas and Houston.

Planning for the book
started three years ago and
the actual writing and
editing began two years ago.
It mentions scientists from
Ferdinand Von Reomer, a
German who published
Texas’ first scientific article

(about the State’s geology)

to Maurice Ewing, a native
Texans and father of
oceanography. More than 20
authors were selected from
across the state. Each
chapter in Part 2 traces the
development since World
War II of specific fields in
science and technology,
from geology to psychiatry.

“This book should become
the reference work on the
history of Texas science and
technology until the Hand-
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book of Texas is updated
about five years from now,”’
Swenson says.

And as might be expected,
the story of science and
technology in the state is dot-
ted with personalties that
grow larger with time. For
example, Robert Alonzo
Welch, a successful mer-
chant, decided that the
future of Texas would be
linked to the chemical in-
dustry. So, 25 years ago, he
established the Welch Foun-
dation. His foundation has
grown in importance each
year, sponsoring millions of

chemical industry.

Or consider William
Johnson McDonald, a nor-
theast Texas lawyer-banker.
It seems that he and his heirs
had a falling out, so, to keep
them from sharing his
estate, he left his money to
the University of Texas to
build an astronomical obser-
vatory.

After McDonald died, the
heirs were amazed to
discover his will and con-
tested it in court, trying to
prove him weak of mind.
During litigation
McDonald'’s personal barber
told of his former client’s
dream to ‘‘build an obser-
vatory to see the pearly
gates and to know who's in-
side.”

The outcome? The case
was settled out of court, UT
built the McDonald Obser-
vatory in West Texas with
the help of the University of
Chicago, and still, no one has
reported any sighting of the
pearly gates!

AUSTIN--The Texas
Water Development Board
today approved $1,945,000 in
loans to local governments
across the state to help them
build needed water supply
and wastewater treatment
facilities.

The Board also approved
$198,436 in grants for plann-
ing to help meet future water
needs and control flooding in
the state.

The largest loan, for
$850,000, was extended to the
Brookshire Municipal Water
District in Waller County to
help it improve its existing
sewerage system. The pro-
ject includes construction of
a 350,000 gallon-per-day
treatment plant that will
operate with an existing
plant. Other imrpovements
will include approximately
155 repairs to the sewage col-
lection system. The
Brookshire M.W.D. serves
about 3,000 people in an area
approximately 35 miles west
of Houston.

Other loans authorized by
the Board at its meeting in-
cluded:

—-$500,000 to the town of
Fulton in Aransas County to
help pay for the first phase of
a project to improve
sewerage service to the
town's 1,002 citizens. The
loan will help build a new
wastewater treatment plant
and sewage collection
system.

—-$320,000 to the Angelina-
Neches River Authority to
allow the agency to meet i1s
50 percent share of a mat-
ching planning grant to con-
tinue studies and design of
the proposed Eastex Reser-
voir Project. The other half
of the cost of these studies is
being funded through a
Water Development Board
grant made in July.

-$275,000 to the City of
ladonia in Fannin County to

drill a new water well, build .

a water storage tank, and in-
stall a water line from the
well to the distribution
system. The city, with a
population of 762, is about 75
miles northeast of Dallas.

But dissatisfaction with no
hope of rectification leads to
frustration and potential for
violence. I have even heard
that those who can’t express
anger are more apt to get
stomach ulcers.

A neighbor in California,
whose husband died of a
perferated stomach ulcer
told my wife that at least
Mary Joe wouldn't have that
to worry about because she
had heard me cut loose. I
don't recommend that one
drown his resentment in
beer as Mrs. Watsons hus-
band had tried to do with
‘atal results nor is this a
‘ecommendation for a vile
temper like my own.

But I am the one who
survives.

As governments are only
collections of people, we
might expect the same reac-
tions only on a grand scale.
We have those who express
dissatisfaction as, for exam-
ple, in letters to editors, the
refined version of the soap-
box orator. On the other ex-
treme we have those who
build up internal pressures
like a dormant volcano.
When the eruption comes it
can be horrifying.

Serious problems can be
created and moderates be
pushed to extremes when the
soap-box 18 jerked
uncerimoniously from under
them or when they fail in
other attempts to find an
outlet for pressures, real
outlets or imagined.

The present election pro-

sorts. People get @ chance to
“turn mgp.coundrels out”in
some cases, look toward

future relief or, in the mean-
time work themselves to ex-
haustion trying to get proper
people elected.

In totalitarian systems or
their hybred forms the peo-
ple in power fear free ex-
pression impose censorship
as in Israel where no Palesti-
nian expression is permit-
ted. (The result we read of
regularly.) Or in the US the
fear expresses itself in very
subtile ways such as charges
of “‘conspiracy’’ where one
can be imprisoned without
ever commiting an overt act.

“crime’” was in that he ex-
posed and worked against
GESTAPO tactics employed
by Internal Revenue Ser-
vice. (Those same nice folk
who put out hit lists.)

When this nation was be-
ing founded a wise man
made several astute obser-
vations on govermnet. One
was ‘‘Let us hear no more
prattle about honorable men
but bind them down from
mischief with the un-
breakable chains of a Con-
stitution.” Unfortunately, it
seems that those chains have
been worn to breaking by the
constant tugging og scoun-

drels seeking to escape
them. Against the sage said
«Of what use is law to the
people if they be made so
complex or volumnous that
the citizen can not unders-
tand them?” DO YOU
UNDERSTAND??

In the beginnings of
civilizations there was ob-
viously the family as the
parents had to control the of-
fspring until the child was
able to make decisions. The
fact that some did not guide
and that some children
refused control migh be why
civilization got a slow start.
Today the same parental
direction is just as vital even
without the saber tooth tiger
to avoid but children are now
taught, in some instances
deliberately taught, to
disregard parental govern-
ment. If then one grows up in
an environment of no control
or even active opposition te
controls the results are

predictable.
Unfortunately, the equally
evil choice can be

totalitarianism. Just think
how much smoother things
run when one in total
authority says, ‘Do it,”" and
it is done. As the Italians
said, ‘‘At least under
Musselini the trains ran on
schedule for the only time in
Italian history.”

Royal rule was another,
but no longer popular,
system of order. Simply *‘the
king's word wa. law.” Peo-
ple soon learned that even
kings can be overindulgent
parents of spoiled brats and
when a spoiled brat inherited
the crown the people suf-
fered. Beneath the surface
the same forces are active in
even the U.S. Consider some
of the strictly political
families.

Now in the case of the
Children of Israel the begin-

ning was the family. Though
they lived in the lands of
kings old Israel as Abraham
before him roamed free. The
individual was sovereign. Or
too express it as scripture
later puts it, “The Kingdom
is at hand, even within your
heart.”” Now, if the heart is
right there is no need of
volumnous laws because
normal people KNOW when
their desire will infringe on
their neighbors sovereignty.
Unless blinded by greed,
"*Do unto others---'' |is
enough. Even among the
Vikings the individual
followed whom he chose and
defective leaders were
uncerimoniously dumped.

Among the true Israelites
the system God approved
was Individual Sovereignty.
Consider scriptural
passages wherein they
disagreed with proposed ac-
tions. They would then shout
“"EVERY MAN TO HIS
TENT" and thus the motion
could not carry.

Then came invasions and
oppressions against which
judges would arise. How un-
fortunate that what are call-
ed judges today bear no
similarity except in name
only. Unfortunately, even in
those days people could not
bear with short time in-
convenience and they opted
for the totalitarian systems
of those around them. Before
long the tune was *‘I Never
Promised You a Rose
Garden.”

One might think that today
Individual Sovereignty can
exist only in primitave
cultures. NOT SO. For you
can be free in many ways
within your own heart, or
though not restrained, still
subject yourself to controls
by others.

It may be oversimplified
by reflecting on that old line

about, ‘‘Stone walls do not a
prison make nor iron bars a
cage,’”" or you can be ruled
by the pesemitic observation
of the Cockney Englishman,
“No, but they ‘elps.”

The first steop then in be-
ing relatively free to to look
for freedom of action. Next,
avoid unneeded dependence,
and above all let your heart
reiterate your knowledge
that only you can free
yourself. Ultimately, it boils
down to not doing that which
invites oppression by letting
anyone tyranize over you
unless there is absolutely no
choice. Thousands of years
ago a Greek philospher said
that most slaves were slaves
by choice. True the choice
may be as hard as the one
stated by Patrick Henry,
“Give me liberty - But if
those were the only choices,
how many are ready for the
ultimate price”
