.50<f per telephone tine went
into effect to fund the 9-1-1 
System.

According to Bill Home, 
telephone representative, 
during the first step cities will 
receive print-outs of their 
Street names. Each street and 
spelling must be validated.

This may take 
up to eisht months.

After these steps, and the 
equipment is installed, the 
computer at the County Dis­
patch will be loaded, and 
“hot” testing will take place.

Students in the thiifl grade 
at Cisco Elementary School 
have received the gift-book 
entitled “ Feeling Good 
About Me.” It is a hand­
somely bound book of stories 
about learning traditional 
values and self-esteem.

“Feeling Good About Me” 
contains eight stories about 
realistic problems young 
people might encounter and 
how, using trad itional 
values, they are resolved.

Elach story has a full-color 
illustration and teaches such 
lessons as right and wrong, 
appreciation of family, what 
it means to be a good citizen, 
living up to one’s full poten­
tial, and why (and how) to 
stay away from drugs.

In the first story, “A Day 
With Granddaddy,” young 
Wendy is mad. The most 
popular girl in school has in­
vited her to a slumber party 
but SHE has to go to her 
grandparents house on the 
lake, a visit she usually en­
joys. During a conversation 
that takes place as Wendy 
fishes with Granddad, she 
learns that relative impor­
tance of the party and the 
visit (her values are put into 
perspective) and she feels 
good about herself and 
visiting her grandparents.

Other stories involve the 
meaning of friendship, fami­
ly relationships, respect for 
others, loyalty and the im­
portance of being your own 
unique self, lessons not 
always covered in school 
curriculums. They reflect 
positive influences that build 
a child’s self-esteem.

Each story is accom­
panied by a teacher’s guide, 
which covers discussion 
starters, lesson objectives, 
and follow-up applications.

According to Johnny Dun­
can. district maintenance

tl'3 project.

“We do the necessary re­
construction work on each 
entrance and place seal coat 
oi preniix before we seal the 
n adway," Duncan said. “In 
tl is way. we get two applica- 
ti MIS (Ml each entrance to 
provide a long lasting sur­

face.”
The paving of the entrances 

is done from the edge of the 
highway pavement to high­
way right-of-way line.

Duncan said the department 
is paving iMily those drive­
way entrances that lead to 
house or place of business, 
not those to a He Id or pasture.

“If you are wondering when 
your driveway entrance is 
going to be paved, we can 
only say that it depends upon 
whether the highway it ac­
cesses needs paving and when 
we can schedule the work,” 
Duncan said. He added that 
the enirance paving project 
will take approximately Five 
to ten years to compleU‘. 
Based on that, some drive­
ways may be paved next year 
and some five to eight years 
from now.

Duncan asks that everyone

The state spent a total of 
S6,487,479 la.si year for ma­
jor welfare programs in 
Eastland County, acctxding 
to Ray L. Dunavant, Regional 
Administrator for tJtc Texas 
Department of Human Serv­
ices.

“Medical assistance had die 
biggest impact, with 
S4,808.076spcnt foraged and 
disabled residents of the 
county and $542,088 for 
families and children in the 
county,” Dunavant said.

Food stamps worth 
$903,449 were issued for the 
fiscal year which ended Aug.
31, while Aid to Families with 
Dependent Children (AFDC) 
totaled $233,866. Food 
stamps are funded entirely by 
die federal government, while 
the (kpartment determines 
eligibility of applicants and 
issues the food cixipons.

The state and federal gov­
ernments share in die cost of 
AFDC to families where 
needy children are deprived 
of support because of the 
absence or disability of one 
or both parents.

In addition to services and

AUSTIN-In the sanie week that 
laborers began digging on the 
Capitol grounds to build a multi- 
million dollar office complex for 
legislators:

■ The Capitol architects said too 
bad. but we don’t have enough 
money to save the ancient oak trees 
on the Capitol grounds;

■ Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby, speaking 
to the Economic Outlotik confer­
ence, cited a new state income tax 
as a way to pay for new public ed­
ucation needs; and

■ State health officials con­
tinued scrambling to find funds 
for the mismanaged program to 
help severely ill and liandicappcd 
youngsters.

New Session Nears
Hobby’s repeat of the income 

lax option opened a can of worms 
for legislators who are not lame 
ducks, like him.

In November, Hobby recom­
mended an income lax as the logi­
cal response to state finance needs, 
hut no one joined him publicly.

Just a few short weeks ago. Re­
publican candidates seemed ridicu­
lous for their name-calling over 
who was the softest on a new state 
income tax, considered a dead is­
sue.

But with lawnukers set to 
convene for a special session in 
about three weeks, has HoWy 
resuscitated the issue, at least in 
Capitol cloak rcKims?

Two of tlie three top candi-

dates for governor. Treasurer Ann 
Richards and Attorney General 
Jim Mattox, have already come out 
against a state inconoe tax.

The third, former G w . Mark 
White, is already haunted by his 
history of new taxes for education, 
but who knows? W’hite is probably 
the only candidate who is unafraid 
to raise the income tax proposal, if 
he concludes it should be done. 

Inmate Formula UiKhanged 
The Texas Criminal Justice 

Board has refused to change the 
system that determines how many 
inmates each county can send to 
state prisons.

The action angered some county 
officials who said they arc being 
unfairly penalized ly the allcKa- 
tion formula, which is based on 
outdated statistics.

Officials said imder the cur­
rent system, for example, Bexar 
County is allowed to send to staw 
prisons fewer innutes than Travis 
County, though Bexar has about 
twice as many people as Travis.

When Slate Rep. Orlando Gar­
cia, D-San Antonio, told the 
board, “ that is not equitable,” the 
chairman, Charles Terrell of Dal­
las, answered, “neither is life."

Ethics Measure Filed 
State Rep Lena Guerrero. D- 

Ausiin, last week prefiled a 
comprehensive legislative ethics 
bill, saying she would ask Gw. 
Bill Clements to put it on the 
agenda for the special session that 
starts Feb. 24.

The bill would require lawmak­
ers to make public tlicir federal in­
come tax returns and would cre­
ate a conmiission to regulate ethics 
and elections.

Guerrero said she doubts the 
reforms can be adopted during 
the 30-d^ session, but that it 
is important for legislators to 
continue discussing the issue.

No Teacher Endorsement 
Because its teachers were split 

among several candidates, the 
Texas State Teachers Association 
has declined to endorse anyone in

the gwem or’s race,
Olivia “Ollie" Besteiro, TSTA 

president, said a gubernatorial 
endorsement could come at a later 
date.

Candidates backed by the teach­
ers’ group include Comptroller 
Bob Bullock for lieutenant gov­
ernor; Dan Morales for attorney 
general; Jim Hightower for agri­
culture conmiissioner; and Texas 
Supreme Court Justice Oscar 
Mauzy for chief justice. All are 
Democrats.

New I j i w  Not Wbrklng
A state education research group 

said a new law isn’t working — 
the one to encourage kids to stay 
in schw>l to qualify for a drivers 
license.

The Southwest Education Re­
search Association said about 
2,000 pupils drop out statewide 
annually, but it could identify only 
40 potential dropouts who stayed 
for driving privileges.

The bill’s author, state Rep. Bill 
Hammond, R-Dallas, said it ^  
still too early to draw conclusions.

Workers Comp ftinel
Lcgislati\e leaders have ap­

pointed a committee to monitor the 
new workers’ compensation law.

Hobby named Sens. Bob Glas­
gow, D-Stephenville, Chet Brooks, 
D-Pasadena and Cyndi Krier, R- 
San Antonio. Glasgow will serve 
as chairman.

House Speaker Gib Lewis named 
Uiree members, including the 
sponsor of the measure. Rep. 
Richard Smith, R-College Sta­
tion. Others appointed to the over­
sight committee were Reps. David 
Counts, D-Knox City, and Robert 
Earley, D-Portland.

Other Highlights
■ Gov. Bill Clements, noting 

that horse racing in Texas is off to 
“a very slow start,” said he would 
support a cut in the stale tax on 
pari-mutuel wagering.

Responds to December

American energy con.summ 
were treated to a rcmxrludile sight 
on their television screens much of 
December. The nighüy news 
weather maps showed polka-dot 
patterns east of the Rocky Moun­
tains, pinpointing all of the cities 
experiencing all-time record cold 
temperatures.

In fact December turned out to 
be the coldest in this ccnniry. Na­
tionally. natural gas consumption 
for December 1989 was at, or near, 
a historic monthly high.

And with all the year-end pub­
licity on light energy su|iplies and 
soaring prices, numerous questions 
have been raised on how the natu­
ral gas industry and its customers 
fared during ihc month. Ibc an­
swer is that the system winked.

It is well recognized that the 
structure of the natural gas industry 
has changed dramatically since pre­
vious monthly consumption highs 
in 1979 and 1982. The leaner, more 
flexible, more competitive open ac­
cess delivery system — from well­
head to burner tip — had not been 
tested under severe weather condi­
tions. Now it has. And the natural 
gas system responded.

Usually, the naniral gas indus­
try delivers about 1.8 trillion cubic 
feet (Tcf) during December. How­
ever, because December was 26 
percent colder than normal nation­
wide — natural gas deliveries arc 
estimated to have reached 2.3 Tcf, 
or 22 percent ̂ hove normal

A major reason for this sustained 
ability to respond was the high level 
of natural gas in undcrgnxmd stor­
age, which sitxxl at just over 7 Tcf 
onOcL 31.1989. Storage withdraw­
als in December are esnmated to 
have exceeded 700 billion cubic 
feet, also a record for a single month.

Natural gas deliveries by krai 
distribution companies under firm 
service to residential, commercial 
aid industrial customeis were main 
tained throughout the month. Large- 
vohime customers with back up fuel 
capability, who had selected inter- 
nipoble service, were intcmiptcd as 
part of normal industry operations in 
order to maintain capacity for firm 
service customers.

During the last two weeks of 
December, there was widespread 
coverage of not only tight energy 
supplies, but also higher prices.

While natural gas spot market 
prices rose significantly — as they 
do in response to seasonal demand 
— overall resktential gas prices for 
the winter heating season will not 
be materially affected. The reason 
is that short-term spot price move­
ments influence only a portion of 
the wellhead price, and Ihc well­
head prkc is only some 40 percent 

' of the residential price.
While there is no question that 

December gas bills for many cus­
tomers around the country were no­
ticeably higher, the increase was 
due piimarily to the higher gas vol­
umes used for heating caused by 
Ihc extremely cold weather — not 
higher prices.

The American Gas Association 
(A.G.A.) has projected that, given 
normal »’caiher patterns, residen­
tial retail natural gas prices — not 
bills, but prices — during the 1989- 
90 winter heating season would in­
crease by 6 percent over last winter. 
Despite the abnormally cold De­
cember, and the possibility that 
continued below-normal tempera­
tures would put pressure-on natural 
gas prices, the projection remains 
valid.

Finally, it should be noted that 
many of the regions experiencing 
(lifTiculty in handling the extreme 
weather — particularly the North­
east, with tight fuel oil supplies, 
and Florida, with electricity black­
outs — are currently seeking ad- 
ditioital natural gas pipeline ca­
pacity. F.very effort should be 
made to expedite these new pipe­
line projects.

liic vital role of natural gas in 
providing competitive, reliable 
and cnvironmcnially preferable 
service to these high growth areas 
has king since been recogni^ and 
well (Jocumenled. The pipeline pro­
ject sponsors arc ready to deliver. 
The experience of December 1989 
strongly suggests that they should
get a light now. _____
