Expansion At EBAA Iron

Expansion is the word that
describes EBAA Iron Inc.
these days. At the headquar-
ters of the Eastland Fondry
President Earl Bradley
glances at a large world map
onone wall, realizing thisnow
symbolizes company terri-
tory. The Megalug joint re-
straint system, the Flex-Tend
and other EBAA pipefitting
products are used inanumber
of countries.

Outside his office several
new buildings dot this com-
plex, once a location of a
Texas Electric Power Plant.
A storage warehouse was
added to EBAA in 1989, and
a 24,000 sq. ft. airset foundry
is currently under construc-
tion. This facility will be able
to make 24 in. through 48 in,
castings.

The new Foundry is ex-
pected to open in September,
and at that time the Company
plans to add 20 employees 0
the 170 already working at
the Eastland plant.

This will increase the local
payroll considerably above
the present figure of $45,000
weekly, or around
$2,340,000. annually.

“This is base pay-before
bonuses,” adds Bradley. “Our
people are working hard these
days-we'rehaving ahardime
keeping up with orders.”

One of the products most
in demand is the Megalug,
Bradley says. This thurst-
resistant joint restraint for
pipelines is approved by over
200 cities, towns and engi-
neering firms in the United
States.

The Flex-Tend is another
big seller.In 1984 EBAA Iron
made an agreement with a
Japanese firm to produce and
market this product in the
United States. This flexible
joint system is particularly
useful in earthquake-prone
areas, or in places with un-
stable soils.

Other EBAA products in-
clude joint gaskets of various
types, and castings distrib-

Thingshave never been dull
forEBAA Iron, Inc., noteven
during the modestbeginnings
of this family-owned com-
pany. The Bradleys began in
1964 with the idea that you
have to give the public a bet-
ter product and then guaran-
tee what you sell.

In 1971 the Company then
operating at Frisco, Texas,
received its first patent for a
product line. In 1972 Com-
pany Vice President Earl
Bullock came to Eastland to
look over a better location for
the Foundry. The Company
bought the current location
(around 150 acres) because
of room and the electric power
supply. Another reason was
the impression of Eastland as
a good place 1o live.

By 1976 the Frisco Foun-
dry was closed, and all pro-
duction was moved to
Eastland. The SBA loan was
paid off-six years early. The
Company was able to pur-
chase new manufacturing
equipment, and begin look-
ing at new product lines.

In 1982 there was more
expansion of the Eastland
location, with a modern
machine shop and research
and development facilities.
The product line was ex-
panded to include pvec pipe
restraints.

After the agreement with
the Japanese firm in 1984,

EBAA built its own pattern
shop. In 1985 the company
purchased a Cordele, Geor-
gia location for a Foundry.

In Feb. 1988 U.S. Senator
Phil Gramm paid a visit 10
EBAA Iron, recognizing the
company as one of the out-
standing small businesses of
the southwest.

A large crowd attended the
reception for the Senator, and
heard him speak on the value
1o America of private enter-
prise. He paid special tribute
to Earl Bradley and his wife,
Billye, whoisExecutive Vice
President of EBAA.

In October 1988 the Bra-
dleys begananew Company-
EBAA Iron Sales Inc. Jim
Keffer is President of this
company, and Jennifer Bra-
dley and Jeff Bradley Vice
Presidents.

Daughter Leslie Keffer is
also involved in EBAA own-
ership, as is son Earl T. Bra-
dley. He oversees the Cor-
dele, Georgia Foundry.

Sometimes long trips are
necessary for the Bradleys or
top personnel of the company .
Last April Earl Bradley and
Harold Kennedy, Vice Presi-
dent in charge of Research
and Development, were inRio
Janerio. In October 1991 Earl
and Billye Bradley plan to be
at an International Standards
meeting (on Ductile Iron Pipe
Fittings) which will be held
in Australia. Trips to Can-

ada-where sales areespecially
high now-or to distant parts
of the US are all part of the
job for these people.

Earl Bradley says that
Eastland has generally been a
good place to live and operate
a business. “With a few ex-
pections, Eastland hasalotol
good people,” he remarks.
“They are generally friendly,
and we have been able tokeep
a good labor force here.

“The only big problem we
have (at the Foundry) is that
we don’t have enough wa-
ter,” Bradley adds. “We've
been hauling drinking water
here for seventeen years-ever
since we got here.”

He points out that a lake
behind the old foundry fur-
nishes enough water for in-
dustrial needs, stating that
“this kind of manufacturing
doesn’t use a great deal of
walter.”

He says that to solve the
problem the Company will
either putina water treatment
plant of its own 0 use the
small lake or lay a water line
from Olden to the plant, tying
ontoa main transmission line.

“As the company grows,
we'll need more water to take
carc of the personal needs of
employees.”

On the future of EBAA
Bradley says: “I still believe
in freedom and new ideas. |
don’t set any limits on what
we can do.”

Sinus Toothache

Q. Isit possible to have atoothache

from a cold?

A. Yes. The sinuses are bony open-
ings in the upper jaw. There are sev-
eral sinus cavities located right above
your upper back teeth. If you have a
cold, sometimes congestion occurs
in these cavities, and that can cause a
toothache. One way you can judge if
you have a sinus toothache is if your
back teeth are sensitive to hot or cold
liquids, or if they feel loose when
you bite down. If you think you have
such atoothache, a visit to your dentist
is in order. After an examination, he
or she will probably prescribe a
decongestant to relieve the pressure,
and perhaps an antibiotic as well.

Research Underway To

Reduce Heart Attack Damage

A treatment to reduce heart
attack damage is the ultimate
goalofanewre search project
at The DeBakey Heart Center
of Baylor College of Medi
cine and The Methodist Hos
pital in Houston.

Researchers, funded by a
five-year, $6.5 million fed
eral grant awarded carlier this
month, are studying inflam
mation that occurs tn heart
cells following a heart atack.

I'hey seek the cause of the
