McMurry Head A 
Speaker Here

A group of Muleshoe people Tues­
day night heard Dr. Harold Cook, 
president of McMurry College, Ab­
ilene, give a graphic account of 
the sensational developments that 
have taken place on the campus 
of that Methodi6t institution in a 
short five year period.

The Muleshoe Methodist Church 
was host and tendered a dinner 
at Fellowship hall, which was the 
scene of Dr. Cook’s talk. Dr. E. D. 
Landreth, superintendent of the 
Amarillo Methodist district, accom­
panied the educator and introduced 
him to the Muleshoe audience. Rev. 
T. G. Craft, pastor of the local 
church, opened the meeting and 
named Dr. Landreth )to preside. 
Among out of town people here for 
the meeting were Rev. and Mrs. 
Blaylcck of the Earth Methodist 
church.

In the five years since he has 
been president, Dr. Cook said, 
the physical assets of the school 
have increased four-fold. Facul­
ty members and number of stu­
dents enrolled have vastly in­
creased, new buildings have 
been erected, and an endow­
ment fund of $750,000 has been 
amassed. Church and school 
leaders of the denomination in 
Texas have declured that what 
has happened at McMurry is 
the most significant develop­
ment, perhaps in history, for 
this region.
Dr. Cook pointed out that from 

meager beginnings, with limited 
funds and equipment, McMurry has 
steadily carried on magnificently 
through the years, evidenced by 
the fact that in this conference 
one fourth of the Methodist minis­
ters are McMurry men! one third 
in New Mexico studied at McMur­
ry.

The Amarillo district is assisting 
in raising money to help» complete 
Gold Star Memorial Dormitory for 
Men, now going up on the McMur 
ry campus. This district’s quota 
is about $40,000. Dr. Landreth re 
minded the group present that this 
church in Muleshoe already has, 
through its budget, given $800 for 
this purpose. Rev. Craft said that 
he is sure the membership are de­
termined to raise this to about $2,- 
000, estimated as this congregation's 
quota.

Dr. Cook is determined that the 
new dormitory, on the walls of 
whose reception room will be in­
scribed the names of 700 West Tex­
as Methodist youths who gave their 
lives for liberty in the last war,* 
shall be completed in time for 
school opening next fall. Dr. Lan­
dreth said this will be the last col­
lege building to be built there by 
subscriptions of the people; so ma­
ny wealthy men and women are 
giving large sums for special de­
velopment aims that no future 
subscription is foreseeable.

Dr. Cook believes that Christian 
education, with its expressed goal 
of developing the character of 
young men and women, has a tre­
mendous part to play in the com­
ing battle of the peoples of the 
world to establish and maintain 
world peace. For that reason, he 
is devoting his entire time and tal­
ents to the enlargement and better­
ment of McMurry, so that more 
and more young people may be 
brought there for this training.

Vegetables Pay 
Well In Bailey

College Station, Feb. 24—In sec­
tions of the High Plains where 
(deep irrigation wells have been dug 
to bring in the necessary water 
for truck crops, farmers are find­
ing a new source of income, says 
J. F. Rosborough, extension horti- j 
culturist of Texas A. & M| College. 
This area of Texas has been very 
successful with its production of 
truck crops.

Lubbock county came out with 
a brand new truck crop last year; 
1947 was the first year that let­
tuce had been tried. Several far­
mers in the Monroe community 
grew a potato crop using intensive 
fertilizer and irrigation methods: 
the potatoes were followed by let­
tuce, grossing $600 per acre. The 
truck crops in Lubbock county in­
cluded 1000 acres of potatoes with 
a yield of 130 sacks per acre; 230 
acres of lettuce yielding 230 crates 
per acre; 360*acres of sugar beets, 
14 tons per acre; 150 acres of sweet 
potatoes at 400 bushels per acre; and 
400 acres of blackeyed peas.

Vegetable farming In 1947 paid 
high gross returns per acre in Bail­
ey county. Two hundred and fifty 
acres of green beans were planted, 
producing a little over 30,000 cases 
—30 train carloads— for the crop. 
One venture in tomajto gjrowing 
aroused much enthusiasm through­
out the county. Seventy acres of 
tomatoes were planted with an or­
dinary grain sorghum planter, and 
germination results were high. Five 
tons of “green pack’’ tomatoes per 
acre were shipped out to a ready 
market, and about 10 tons of to­
matoes per acre could have been 
produced if they had ripened for 
canning. «...

Hale county reports that vege­
table production In that area is 
new, but such crops as carrots, on­
ions, lettuce, b e e t s ,  tomatoes, 
sweet potatoes and Irish potatoes 
have been grown in sufficient quan­
tities to show that exceptionally 
good yields may be produced.

are going to need 100,000 bushels of 
wheat to make that flour. And 
there's the big stumbling block. 
You can’t buy all that wheat now, 
for you simply don’t have room to 
store more than 25,000 bushels at 
a time. Furthermore, you haven’t 
got the cash to put up and you 
don’t want to bo? row that much. 
Obviously, you are going to have 
to buy wheat from time to time as 
you need it and as you can han­
dle it. Maybe you are going to go 
into the cash market four times in 
the next three months to buy wheat.

But suppose the price rises in the

meantime. That’s going to be 
tough, isn’t it? Here you’ve agreed 
on a set price for the flour, but you 
don’t know what you are going to 
have to pay for wheat. If it goes 
up 5c a bushel on the average over 
the next three months, you stand 
to lose $5,000 (100,000 bushels at 
5c). If It goes up a dime, you lose 
$10,000. You could lose the whole 
profit on the flour contract. You 
could lose your shirt.

That’s the point at which you de­
cide to buy “Insurance.” And you 
buy it in the futures market by a 
process known as “hedging”. 
Hedging insures Against Loss

You tell your broker to buy you 
1000,000 bushels of May wheat, 
which is now about 10c a bushel

cheaper than cash wheat (It 
wouldn’t matter If May wheat were 
higher than cash wheat; the hedg­
ing operation would be exactly the 
same.)

To buy the futures, you don’t have 
to put up all cash, only a part of 
it— or what’s called margin. You 
pay your broker $300 commission 
for handling the transaction for 
you (about 1-10 or 1% of what 
th& wheat is worth), and you now 
have contracts guaranteeing you
100.000 bushels of wheat to be de­
livered in May. As the trade puts 
it, you are “long 100,000 bushels of 
May wheat futures.”

Next week or next month you 
need cash wheat to start work on 
the bakery’s flour order. So you 
buy 25,000 bushete, and simultan­
eously you tell your broker to sell
25.000 bushels of the May wheat fu­
tures you bought.

Why? Here why. Suppose the 
price of cash wheat has gone up 
10c a bushel, just as you feared. 
On 25,000 bushels of cash wheat 
you lose $2,500. But since the cash 
and futures markets almost always 
move up or down together, the price 
of May wheat has also gone up 10c 
a bushel. You make $2,500 on the 
futures and come out even. You 
repeat the operation till you get 
the 100,000 bushels you need—buy­
ing cash wheat and selling equiva­
lent amount of May futures—and 
you protect yourself against a price 
rise all the way along.
Hedging Works Regardless of

Price Changes
Suppose the price of wheat drops 

10c. You do exactly the same thing. 
Every time you buy 25,000 bushels of 
cash wheat, you sell 25,000 bushels 
of your May futures. But this time 
you save $2,500 on the cash wheat 
and lose $2,500 on your futures.

No matter which way the mar- 
ke. moves—up or down—you end 
up with just what you figured on 
in the first place; you r. manufac- 
uring profit. That has been insured

by hedging. You’ve taken a big 
risk out of your business.

Hedging has other uses, too. For 
instance, if you were a big miller 
far from the source of supply with 
lots of storage capacity, you might 
want to be protected against a 
price drop, which would cut the 
the value of the wheat you own 
and store.

Here you just reverse the process. 
You begin by selling 100,000 May 
futures. Now If the price of cash 
wheat rises, you make a “ profit” 
on the actual wheat you bought 
originally, since itls worth more 
now, but you have lost a corres­
ponding amount on your futures. 
If the price drops, you gain on the 
futures and lose on the wheat you 
have on hand. Again, you have 
been insured against price fluctua­
tions. Again, you end up with just 
your manufacturing profit, no more, 
no less.
Hedging Cuts Costs Down

The Line
Farmers, processors, distributors, 

everybody in a trade that deals with 
a commodity like wheat, ’\v|here 
there are always price fluctuations, 
can take a large measure of risk 
out of their business by hedging in 
the futures markets. That’s why 
everybody, government officials as 
well as businessmen, acknowledge 
the value of hedging—particularly 
bankers who lend money more 
rradily on inventories that are pro­
tected by hedging.

It's beneficial right down the line 
—right down to the ultimate con- 

| sumer. For if the miller couldn’t 
j hedge his position in the futures 
market, he’d have to get a higher 

j price for flour in order to protect 
I himself more adequately against a 
' price rise. That means the baker 

would have to charge more for 
bread.
Futures Markets Need

Speculators
Without the speculator, futures 

markets just couldn’t operate ef­
fectively. And for a very simple 
reason. In any market there has
to be a buyer for every seller, if 
a sale is going to be made. In the 
futures market, there has to be 
somebody who wants 10 go long on 
May wheat (buy it, that is) for ev­
eryone who wants to go short on 
it (or sell it), if any hedging is go­
ing to be done.

That's where the speculator plays 
his vital role. If it weren’t for him 
hedging wouldn’t work satisfactor­
ily. By buying and selling, first 
on one side of the market, then 
the other, he keeps the market ac­
tive and liquid, keeps the longs and 
shorts in balance.
Speculators Aren’t Gamblers

A gambler is a man who takes 
an artificial risk; in fact, he cre­
ates a risk for the sake of a gam­
ble. He says, “I’ll bet the next flip 
of a coin is neade.” He doesn’t have 
to flip that coin; he does it because 
he wants to make a wager.

A speculator is a man who takes 
a risk that is inherent in a situa­
tion. In wheat, that risk lies in the 
grain iiself. Somebody has to be a 
speculator in wheat.

If a farmer Holds his wheat, he 
is speculating—hoping for a price 
rise, running the risk of a price 
decline. And when the farmer sells 
his wheat, the miller takes over 
the speculation. He takes the risk 
that prices might drop, that he 
might have been able to buy at a 
lower price later.

Wheat is harvested in about three 
months, but it Is used over a per­
iod of twelve months. For nine 
months of the year somebody has 
to hold the price bag. Somebody 
HAS to speculate.

Often thut man iu the speculator 
on the exchanges. The farmer or 
miller who wants to unload his risk 
can transfer It to the speculator 
through the medium of the Chicago 
Beard of Trade, the Kansas City 
Board of Trade, or the Minneapolis 
Groin Exchange, the three princi­
pal murkets In the United States 
dealing In wheat futures.
Mpeculator* Render Vital Service

Speculators fill an important eco­
nomic function. F/conomlsts gener­
ally arc agreed on that. Not even 
the Commodity Exchange Author­
ity, which Is the government agen­
cy charged with overseeing opera­
tions on the exchanges, would argue 
with that.

Nevertheless, so few people un­
derstand the job he does that he 'Is 
always regarded with suspicion. If 
he buys a futures contract, he may 
sell It out rather than take deliv­
ery of the wheat; if he sells a con­

tract, he may square his position 
by buying back In again later, for 
chances are he has no wheat to de­
liver, and penalties for failing to 
fulfill a contract are severe.

He’s blamed, too, by these who 
don’t understand his function, for 
“selling the nation’s wheat crop 
eight or ten times over.” If he does 
it's all to the good, because it 
makes for broader markets, without 
which farmer and miller couldn’t 
hedge their positions effectively.

The number of times that a crop 
is sold and resold in the futures 
markets is without meaning as far 
as the price of actual wheat is con­
cerned. That will always be deter­
mined by the size of the crop and 
the demand for it. In effect, the 
futures markets arc places where 
business issurance policies are 
bought and sold.

Futures Markets Are Essential

First, we must distinguish be­
tween two types of transactions on 
the exchanges. The one involves 
wheat f o r  immediate delivery. 
That's called the “cash” market, 
and the wheat is called “cash" 
wheat. The other type of transac­
tion involves wheat for delivery in 
May, July, September, or December,

sometimes other future months. 
That’s called the “futures” market, 
and what you do when you buy |

so much wheat in May.

Speculation is concentrated in the 
futures market. If speculators were 
bidding prices up, you might ex­
pect futures to be higher-priced 
than cash wheat. And yet, exact­
ly the reverse is true. Cash wheat 
is the higher-priced, has been for

some time.
The futures market performs a vi­

tal function. In fact, it is the very 
mainspring of the whole mechan- j 
ism by which farm products go to ! 
market in orderly fashion. The cost 
of distributing commodities i n 
which there is a futures market Is 
much less than otherwise would be 
the case. And for one fundamen­
tal reason: The futures market of­
fers the buyer and seller—and the 
ultimate consumer, too—a vitally
