Farmers .Apnrove Quotas For 
^  h* at By Big Vole

Callahan County wheat growers 
approved wheat marketing quotas 
hy 94..’! percent. The voting by 
comnumities was as follows:

Baird 21 for, .‘I against; Putnam 
20 for, 1 against; Cross Plains 
10 for and 1 against; Ijinham 8 
for .0 against: Oplin I I ‘ for and 1 
agianst. The total vote for the 
county is 105 votes with 99 in 
favor and 6 gagainst.

The growers of wheat over the 
nation joined producers of cotton 
and tobbaco Saturday in grant­
ing the .Agriculture Department 
authority to control the sales of 
their crops this year.

In a nationwide referendum 
wheat farmers voted decisively 
for a (h’partmental proposal to 
invoke the rigid marketing quota 
pn'visions of the 1938 farm act 
to keep the suiqilus production 
of this year’s bread grain crop 
o ff the market until it might be 
needed.

Quotas on cotton and tobbaco 
were approved in referendum 
held last winter.

Virtually complete returns from 
the wheat referendum gave 397.- 
559 votes for and 96,22.3 against 
quotas. This was slightly over 80 
percent, or far ih excess of the 
necessary two-thirds.

Texas Voted 10,809 for and 858 
against the quotas. The Oklahoma 
vote was 30,717 for and 7,413
Hgainf t̂.

By approving quotas, wheat 
farmers w».re virtually assured a 
Government wheat loan of 85 
percent of parity, or about 97 
cents a bushel compared with 
last year’s 56 percent of parity 
or 72 cents a bushel. The loans 
were contingent upon aproval of 
quotas and th«> availability of 
funds, [.egislation providing loan 
funds is now pending Congress.
