Drops Over A
Millon Bales

A crop yield of 11,121,000 bales

was forecast Tuesday as the U. S.
Department of Agriculture issued
the September cotton estimate—a
drop of 1,360,000 bales from the
August forecast.

Crop damages resulting from ex-
tensive drought conditions over the
country brought the million and a
quarter drop in the September es-
timate.

The federal board estimated that
2.9 percent of the cotton acreage on
July 1 had been, or would be, ab-
andoned leaving 29,270,000 acres
for harvest in the country. Indicat-
ed yield per acre was placed at 179.2
pounds.

The estimate compares with 10,-
638,000 bales last year; 9,636,000
in 1934; apd the five-year (1928-
32) average of 14,667,000.

Indicated production in Texas was
set at 3,046,000 bales in Tuesday’s
estimatef—a fifty-two percent mor-
mal condition.

state supervised banks were $35,724.
723.000 as of December 31, 1935,” the
state bank report says. “Total depos
its amounted to $30,526,920,000. Total
loans and discounts stood at $12,430,
404,000 and total investments were.
$14.170,421,000.” o i

A year previous, tables in the re-
port show, there were 10,644 state su-
pervised banks, with combined re-
sources of $32.680.203,000, total depos-
its $27,297.959,000, loans and discounts
$13,060,032.000 and mvestments $12.-
582,325,000,

Classes of Institutions
Of the reporting state banking in-

states, 9% trust companies, almost
99, stock and mutual savings banks
and léss than 1% were prlvate banks.
The report adds:

“The parallel upwar¢ movements of
deposits and total invested funds of
total state supervised banks during the
years 1934 and 1935, after declines in
these items in 1932 and 1933, are in-
dicaticns of definite steps toward re
covery in bhanking.

“Based on figures assembled tor to-
tal state supervised banks on resources
and liabilities as of December 31, 1931
to 1935, it is noted: (1) that deposits
in 1935 rose approximately 12 per cent
over the previous year, as compared

_with an increase of about 9 per cent

Analysis Shows Stronger Position

In a survey and analysis of earnings
and expenses of state banks doing a
commercial business, it is brought out
that in a majority of states they have
increased their earning ability during:
1935, On the basis of data covering
7,928 banks in 42 states, the report
says:

“The most mgniﬁcant fact to ba’
pointed out is that new profits of state
banks—after deducting charge-offs on
loans, investments, etc., and adding '’
recoveries—were shown in 37 of the
42 states which reported in 1935, in
comparison with net profits in only 11
of the 35 states reporting in 1934. Mea-
sured in terms of dollars per each $100
of invested funds, net profits in 1935
ranged between $2.40 and $.10 per $100;
with 19 states showing profits of §1.00,
or over, per $100; while in 1934 net.
profits did not exceed $1.20 per $100
and only three states showed proﬂfx :
