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RADIOACTIVE FALLOUT

Many questions are 'being asked 
and much concern is being eviden­
ced with relation to the fallout from 
a nuclear explosion. The people 
should be given every possible bit 
of information on the subject 
Hence, I have tried to gather to­
gether a few facts to pass on to 
you concening the problem.

It appears that radioactivity 
comes from two sources: the ex 
plosion of a nuclear bomb, or the 
explosion of a thermonuclear weap­
on or hydrogen bomb. Both create 
radioactive fragments. The most 
important, or perhaps the most 
dangerous, are Strontium 90, Ce­
sium 137, and Iodine 131.

The thermonuclear weapon adds 
another radioactive element, to 
wit: Carbon 14. When such an ex­
plosion occurs at or near the earth 
the dust particles are of course 
made radioactive. If such a weapon 
is exploded high in the air, the 
radioactivity of ground dust iis 
minimized.

Radioactivity can give you can- 
cefT shorten your life, make your 
hair fall, out, give you anemia, 
make you sterile, or affect heredity 
so that you or your children will 
produce malformed children. Such 
tragic results, however, 'depend 
entirely upon the dosage absorbed 
by the individual. Although the 
overall amount o f radiation one 
gets from fallout is less than four 
percent of the natural radioactive 
dose absorbed day in and day out 
from cosmc rays, water, bricks, 
rocks in the ground, and so forth, 
this does not mean that there is 
no dangep from fallout. It is here 
that the four elements, to-wit: Io­
dine 131, Strontium 90, Cesium 137, 
and Carbon 14 become important. 
Fallout radiation, although no 
greater than natural radioactivity, 
insofar as dosage is concerned, 
could contain more concentrated 
amounts of one or all of the ele­
ments referred to, which would in­
crease the danger. In other words. 
Iodine 131 could be taken into the 
body by drinking contaminated 
milk. Althouh milk presently con- 
tatins Iodine, it is the position of 
one group of scientists that the Io­
dine content would need to be in­
creased approximately 1,000 times 
that which has been detected in 
the past before serious worry should 
be indulged. It has been suggested 
that since radioactive life, of about 
twelve days, the use of aged or 
powdered milk would measurably 
minimize any possible danger.

Strontium 90 causes bone cancer 
or lukemia. There is a continuing 
controversy between scientists as to 
the dose of Strontium 90 necessary 
to produce either. It has been con­
cluded by tests that the average 
American carries approximately 
2.5 micromicrocuries of Strontium 
90 for every gram of calcium, a 
micromicrocurie being one mil­
lionth of a millionth of the radia­
tion given out by a gram of Ra- 
diurri. The worry level has been set 
by the International Commission 
on Radiation Protection as between 
200 and 2,000 micromiorocuries. 
We in this country as a whole are 
a long, long way from any worry 
level at the present time.

Carbon 14 affects the genes, the 
heredity - controlling units inside 
your germ cells. Linus Pauling, a 
Nobel Prize Chemist, has estimated 
that there will be 100,000 genetic 
deaths throughout the world in'the 
next few generations as a result 
of Carbon 14 from tests up to 1958.
It was also estimated that Carbon 
14 has a life expectancy of 8,000 
years. It is not like Iodine 131. It 
doesn’t go away.

Cesium 137 also produces genetic 
defects. But it would appear from 
the information that I have that 
the possibility of damage from Ce­
sium 137 is much more remote 
than the other elements above nam­
ed.

I pass this information on as 
scientific data that has been pro­
duced by scientists and translated 
b’'̂  able newspaper people. Person­
ally, I am in somewhat the same

over five thousand bales o f cotton 
and estimates are that the local 
crop is about two-thirds finished.

If area farmers could have two 
weeks of sunshine, the cotton har­
vest could be pretty well under 
control under the ‘Cap. However, 
weather forecasts are not very op- 
tomistic, the predictions being for 
another wet front to move in over 
the week-end. Cotton harvest on the 
plains is just now getting under 
way, most of the crops being late, 
and few farmers hand pulling their 
cotton. All in all, our country is 
badly in need of some cotton’ 
pickin’ sunshine.

TEXAS TAXPAYERS GET ilD FROM 
INERNAL REVENUE SERVICE

Texas taxpayers will get a break 
in claiming Texas sales tax pay­
ments on their federal income tax 
returns for 1961. This was announ­
ced today by B. Frank White, In­
ternal Revenue Service Regional 
Commissioner for Texas and four 
other southwestern states.

The IRS has devised a Texas 
Sales Tax Table to help the Texas 
taxpayer calculate his state sales 
tax deduction at a glance and with­
out troublesome record keeping.

According to Mr. White, Texas 
taxpayers who itemize their deduct­
ions on Form 1040 will not have to 
keep their sales tax records, pro­
viding their Texas sales tax de­
ductions do not exceed those on 
the Tax Table.

“ Texas taxpayers making state 
sales tax payments in excess of the 
amounts shown on the Table may 
take such deductions to which they 
are lawfully entitled,’ ’ Mr. White 
said.

However, these taxpayers must 
keep sales tax records and be 
able to prove their deductions in 
the same way as they would be re­
quired to verify any other deduct­
ions on their federal tax return.

“ Taxpayers using the standard 
10 percent deduction would not be 
entitled to deduct the Texas Sales 
Tax payment,’ ’ Mr. White said.

The Tax Table, shown here, gives 
average amounts spent by Texas 
residents for sales taxes and is ar­
ranged according to various adjust­

ed gross income brackets. Since 
the Texas Sales Tax Law did not 
go into effect until September 1 of 
this year, the IRS Tax Table covers 
the period between September 1 
and December 31, 1961. A new 
Table will be published for 1962.
Mr. White explained that estimates 

of average Texas general sales 
tax payments are based on two 
kinds of information — state sales 
tax laws and a statistical analysis 
of consumer spending,. \^en new 
spending patterns are established 
or substantial changes afe made in 
the Texas Sales Tax Law, the Table 
will be revised.

'The Table does not include such 
deductible items as the Texas state 
tax on gasoline, which is five cents 
a gallon, or the State tax on cig 
arettes, eight cents a pack, which 
was effective August 28, 1961.

Mr. White said that the time sav­
ing Texas Sales Tax Table will be 
off the presses and available for 
general distribution at IRS district 
offices in Austin and Dallas by 
December 6.

What if some glib salesman signs 

you up for an encyclopedia, or a 
set of pots and pans. Next day you 
change your mind.. Can you camcel 
the order? Chances are you can’t.

The typicEil pattern runs thus: 
the salesman fast talks poor Joyce 
Jones into signing an order for a 
set of coking ware, silver, or what- 
have-you. She pays a nominal a- 
mount down, the balance to be 
over a long term. 'The price is 
high enough, plus a big .carrying 
charge, but the installments nin 
for a long time and at first look 
reasonable. When the shipment ar­
rives, Joyce decides she doesn’t 
want it or can’t afford it anyhow, 
so she refuses to accept it and tells 
the company she is cancelling the 
order.

But poor Joyce is out of luck. The 
company promptly tells her that 
they “ sold’ ’ her installment con­
tract to a bank or financial insti­
tution, and she must new deal 
with them, not the company. 'The

company thus got its sale price in 
full. Sorry, but it is too late to can­
cel the order. This is not at all like 
buying from a local store, where 
you can usually return the goods if 
they are unsatisfactory or if you 
change your mind. If Joyce ships 
the merchandise back, the company 
will most likely refuse to accept it.

Moreover, the companies buying 
such contracts are hard - boiled 
about their collections. If Joyce 
doesn't pay, they will not hesitate 
to report her to a credit rating 
agency, or even sue.

The moral is, be sure you know 
who you are dealing with, and be 
sure you know what you are sign­
ing and the consequences.

FARM BUREAU OFFERS 
SUGGESTIONS FOR _
BENEFIT TO AGRICULTURE'

Galveston (SpD—“ A better way” 
to bring prosperity to agriculture 
was outlined here by the head of 
the nation’s largest general farm 
organization.

At the same time, he hit hard at 
the federal government’s futile at­
tempts to improve farm income 
through controls and price fixing.

Charles B. Shuman, president of 
the American Farm Bureau Fed­
eration and an active Illinois grain 
and livestcok farmer, was the fea­
tured speaker at the Texas Farm 
Bureau annual meeting in the 
Moody Center.

“ During the past 30 years. Con­
gress has tried almost every con­
ceivable method of controlling farm

production and fixing prices,”  said 
Shuman.

“ With few exceptions, these 
schemes have failed miserably to 
the detriment of agriculture and our 
economy generally.’ ’

Shuman listed these “ better 
ways” to give farmers a chance 
to improve their farm income:

(1) Accept the market price sys­
tem as a guide for production.

(2) Expand foreign markets.
(3) Improve domestic markets.
(4) Fight inflation.
“ The sound way to help farmers 

produce what the market can ab­
sorb is to make our competitive 
market price system work better,”  
Shuman said.

“ The market price system is the 
only satisfactory way to adjust 
farm production to the needs of 
the consumer. I realize that it does 
not work perfectly but its oper­
ation can be improved.

“ After 30 years of government 
meddling in agriculture, it is time 
we realzed the only thing federal

government interference witih prices 
can do is make things worse.’ ’

An example of how Farm Bureau 
is trying to improve the market 
price system was given by Shuman. 
He cited the organization of the 
American Agricultural Marketing 
Association by Farm Bureau as a 
step towards sound farmer-control­
led “ supply management’ ’ .

'The Association was organized 
t o help coordinate activities o f 
state and regional farm marketing­
bargaining associations and im­
prove farmers’ bargaining power.,

“ With the concentration of the 
marketing and distribution of agri­
cultural products in the hands of 
fewer buyers, and the resulting 
dangers of monopolistic practices 
from such concentration, it has be­
come apparent that it is not only 
in the best interest of farmers but 
also in the best interest of our en­
tire national economy that the 
marketing powers of farmers and 
ranchers be strengthened.”

He said the wider use of contract 
marketing a l s o  h a s  created a 
greater need for strengthening the
