THINGS TO COME

In the closing days of the year 
1960, I wrote a newsletter entitled 
“1961”, and pointed out two of the 
major problems that would be fac­
ing the the first session. These were 
Federal aid to education and medi­
cal aid to the aged. That newsletter 
could be reprinted today and point 
'ip two of the major problems that 

U face the Congress in 1962. 
.nee, it would appear that the 

advocates of Federal aid to edu­
cation, as well as the advocates of 
Federal medical aid to the aged 
have not yet been successful in 
these two unertakings. It can be 
expected that much effort will be 
expended during this last session of 
the 7th Congress to push these 
measures along. However, I think 
past experience would indicate that 
very little headway will be made in 
either area during the coming ses­
sion of Congress and that these 
two issues will still be pending in 
1963, unless completely dead.

Much of the time of the next Con­
gress will be taken up on the sub­
ject of Foreign Trade. This will 
originate in the treatment of the 
Reciprocal Trade Agreements Act 
which will be up for revision. How­
ever, in addition, it can be expect­
ed that there will be many prob­
lems in the field of foreign trade 
and in our relations with foreign 
goverments on other subjects that 
will be quite time consuming. As 
I pointed out in a previous news­
letter, the Soviet Bloc is ¡becoming 
quite active in the world markets, 
and it is difficult to tell just what 
course the Reds will follow. There 
is no question but Ibat they are 
vigorously opposed to the European 
Common Market scheme. They do 
not want strong economic t i e s  
among the European countries, or 
between the European countries and 
this coutry. They realize that a 
strong economic development along 
the lines of the Common Market 
can lead to a strong political align­
ment, which would mean greater 
expansion of military strengtli in 
the whole structure. It will be most 
interesting to watch the develop­
ments during the year 1962 and the 
means by which the Reds undtrtake 
to undermine the Common Market. 
The actions of this country on the 
Reciprocal Trade question will be 
watched with eager eyes by coun­
tries all over the world.

There are a number of Bills stiU 
pending in the Congress which pass­
ed one of the Houses, but n$| the 

er. One of these, H. R. 5751, 
ends the Subersive Activities 
: to make it possible to deal 
>re effectively in controlling Com- 
nist and other foreign propa- 
ida, and also requires registra- 
1 of domestic organizations or 
ibinations directed or financed 

by a foreign country or foreign 
political party. This measure pass­
ed by the House and was favorably 
reported by the Senate. It can be 
nriost helpful in the fight against 
Communism.

Another measure that will be 
of great help is H. R. 8465, which 
prohibits shipment in interstate or 
foreign commerce of articles im­
ported to the United States from 
Cuba. This would effectively pre­
vent any trade with Cuba, and 
would be in keeping with the gen­
eral feeling of the people of this 
country as to doing business with 
Castro.. Extensive hearings were 
held on this measure before the 
Committee on Intertate and Foreign 
Commerce, of which I am a mem­
ber. These hearings were most in­
teresting and pointed up the need 
for this type of legislation. This 
measure passed the House of Re­
presentatives but has not yet been 
reported in the Senate. It is hoped 
that -early action will be had.

Another measure that has passed 
the House of Representatives and 
is presently pending in the Senate 
-5 H. R. 8603, which requires public 

disclosures of identical bids on 
government contracts. You will, no

Farmers Urged To Have Soil Tests Made
County Agent Clarence Kerns is 

joining with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service in promoting an 
intensified Soil Fertility Program. 
All farmers are being urged to have 
tests made of their soil.

In cooperation with Mr. Kerns and 
the Extension Service, the Tribune 
will carry news concerning this 
program, releases which will be fur­
nished by Mr. Kerns and the Ex­
tension Service.

This week, some answers to ques­
tions on soil testing will 'be an­
swered.

What is a soil test?
It is a scientific method for de­

termining the fertility needs of a 
particular area. A sample of soil 
representing a particular farm 
field is analyzed by chemical means 
to determine the soil reaction (pH), 
organic matter, phosphorus, potas­
sium, calcium and soluble salts. 
The results of this soil analysis are 
used to recommend fertilizer in

amounts necessary to produce eco­
nomical crop yields.

Why Make Soil Tests?
Why should you check the oil in 

your car or truck? To determine 
whether oil is needed. A soil test 
is the fertility gauge for your farm. 
It tells you these important things: 
(1) How much and what major 
plant nutrients you have in your 
soil; (2) How much fertilizer and 
lime you need for profitable pro­
duction; and (3) Where you need it.

How To Take Samples
A soil test is as accurate as the 

sample sent to the soil testing lab­
oratory. Therefore, it is very im­
portant that a representative soil 
sample be made.

1. Take a separate sample from 
each uniform area of soU.

2. Take at least 10-15 samplings 
scattered over the field for each 
sample being taken.

3. Taking the sample — each 
sampling should be about plow 
depth (5 to 7 inches deep) and

placed in a clean bucket or 
repreentative of the farm field, the 
fertilizer recommendation will cor­
rect any soU deficiencies of the 

other clean container. AA of the 
samplings of the field being 
tested should be thoroughly 
mixed and a portion placed in 
a soil bag.

4. Tools to use — any tool that will 
take a thin slice of soil about 
6 inches deep is suitable — a 
spade, soil tube or soil auger 
will do the job.

5. Information sheet — fill out 
the information sheet giving 
past cropping history, previous 
liming and fertilization and type 
of crops to be grown on fields 
tested, as well as other infor­
mation requested. The soil test­
ing laboratories must have this 
information to make accurate

fertilizer recommendations.
Where Do I Send It?

The soil sample and the filled out 
information sheet may be brought

to the county agent’s office. The 
nutrients tested. Following' the soil 
test, fertilizer recommendations 
county agent will furnish mailing 
instructions.

Soil Test Bags and Information 
Sheets

These can be obtained at the 
county agents office at no cost. 
When Should Samples Be Taken

A soil sample can be taken any 
time of the year. The soil sample 
should be sent to the soil testing 
laboratories at least one month be­
fore planting time of the crop to be 
grown. This will allow sufficient 
time to obtain the results of the 
soil test and to purchase any neces­
sary fertilizer before planting.

For spring plantings take samp­
les in November, December, Janu­
ary and February. For fall plant­
ings, take sample in June, July and 
August.

How Accurate Is Soil Testing?
If the soil sample sent is truly

should result in tconomical crop 
yields.

Soil testing does not take into con­
sideration the physical condition of 
a soil such as poor drainage hard 
pans, and excessive drainage. If 
these physical factors are limiting 
plant growth, soil testing will not 
correct them. Other factors limit­
ing crop yields such as weather 
conditions, insects, nematodes and 
diseases will not be corrected by 
soil testing.

Soil testing is a valuable tool if 
used properly and the results in­
terpreted correctly. It is the best 
method to determine the fertilizer 
needs of a particular farm.

Soil testing information sheets 
and soil boxes can be obtained at 
any of the fertilizer dealers in the 
county and the county agent’s of­
fice.

Samples will be sent to the Soil 
Testing lab at Lubbock. The cost 
will be $2.00 per sample.

wise, price fixing by the producers 
of goods that are supposed to be 
sold on a competitive basis is equal­
ly abhorrent, if not more so. 'The 
defense structure of this nation re­
quires extensive contracting with 
private enterprise imiustrial con­
cerns under competitive bidding 
practices. When these organizations 
conspire to fix prices and the re­
sult is imposition upon the Ameri­
can taxpayer, firm and prompt pro­
secution is in order. Hence, this 
particular measure could be most 
important in seeing that fair com­
petition is maintained under our 
free enterprise system and that the 
taxpayers are not victimized by the 
greed of a few.

We can also expect much atten­
tion to be paid in the next Congress 
to the problem of taxation. It is 
a continuing and ardent task to see 
that the tax structure is fair nad 
that the burden is equally distri­
buted. 'This can change from day to 
day; hence the need for continued 
re-evaluation. Exhaustive studies 
have already been made with re­
lation to the basic tax structure, 
and it is hoped that effective action 
will be forthcoming in the near fu­
ture from which tax relief may 
flow.

It brings ihe **znailer** 6i the 
1962 March of Bimes» now ded­
icated to seeking the answers 
to birth defects and 
while continuing its work in 
polio. Printed on each envelope 
is the confident prophecy, 
“Your Dimes Will Do ft A gainr

Addressed by tens ot thou­
sands of volunteers in the 
county chapters o f The Na­
tional Foundation - March of 
Dimes across the nation, this 
symbol of scientific research 
and total medical care for the 
victims of these diseases prom­
ises immediate help and future 
hope through the generosity of 
the American people.

The prediction on the mailer, 
“Your Dimes Will Do It Againl” 
is a reference, of course, to 
development of the Salk anti­
polio vaccine and to the later 
Sabin oral vaccine. Both were 
made possible, as were the 
medical care and rehabilitation 
of many of those paralysed by 
polio, by public contributions 
to the March of Dimes. Many 
millions of the dollars so well 
used to bring about these ac- 
complishmeni» came to local 
chapters through similar mail­
ers in years past.

less gas. Death from this cause are 
most common during the winter 
months and usually result from a 
high, open fire in a room without 
proper ventilation, a clogged flue, 
unvented gas stoves or leaky ex­
hausts on the automobile.

Keeping an automobile in gooiJ 
running order is good insurance 
against carbon monoxide poisoning. 
Leak free combustion and exhaust 
systems, points out the Council, 
are of major importance. Many 
automobile accidents result from 
carbon monoxide and studies have 
shown the presence of the gas may 
cause a driver to blackout or fall 
asleep. It is always wise, says the 
Council, to keep a vent or window 
partially open while driving. Let­
ting a car engine run in a closed 
garage is extremely dangerous.

Symptoms of carbon monoxide 
poisoning include headache, dizzi­
ness, eye blurring, nausea and flut 
taring or throbbing of the heart. A 
check of heating equipment and at­
tention to ventilation will eliminate 
most of the .chances for these symp­
toms to hit you, concludes the 
Council.

IT'S THE LAW  I N M A S  -
Most probably you are never 

quite sure whether your wife should 
use your first name, or her own, 
when signing an important paper.

Perhaps you also wonder whether 
to put a “Mr.” or a “Mrs.” in front 
of a signature; and you can get all 
mixed up about a “Jr.” or a “Sr.” 
after it. Then, what about your mid­
dle name or initial?

It seems that for centuries under 
common law a legal name has con­
sisted of one Christian or given 
name and one surname or family 
name. The law presumes that every 
person has a given name and a sur­
name which must be stated in full 
on any legal document.

The law pays little attention to a 
middle name or initial, but it is wise 
to use either one or the other for 
exact identification. You must be 
consistent, too. For example, one 
real estate buyer was advised to 
sign all papers by his full name 
“William Alton Smith, Jr.” to make 
it clear which, of the BiU Smiths 
was buying the property.

If you are a “Jr.” or a “Sr.” 
such description should be used to 
help distinguish you from name­
sakes.

As for “Mr.” in front of your 
name, that’s not important at all. 
The same is true for “Mrs.”, be­
cause it’s your wife’s own given 
name that counts.

When a woman marries, she 
takes her husband’s family name. 
Her maidtn surname is absolutely 
lost. Many women incorrectly use

their husband’s full name, and sign 
“Mrs. William A. Smith” , for ex­
ample. The correct way is for her 
to sign her own given name and her 
husband’s surname such as “Joan 
Marie Smith”.

A divorced woman who wants to 
resume the use of her maiden name 
may, under some circumstances, 
have it returned to her by court or­
der.
