New Choice Cotton Acreage Adjustment And Price Support
Details of the new choice 

program for Upland cotton 
were announced today by the 
Department of Agriculture. It 
is part of the new cotton pro­
gram just approved by Congress 
and signed into law by Presi­
dent Johnson.

The new cotton program 
would work as follows:

The 1 6,000,000-acre nation, 
al minimum acreage allotment 
will be retained for 1964, just 
as it was for 1963. Farmers 
who comply with their effect­
ive allotments will be eligible 
for a price support loan of 30 
cents a pound (basis Middling 
one-inch cotton at average lo­
cation) .

A national domestic allot­
ment will be established. This 
is the number of acres required 
on the basis of the four-year 
(1959-62) average yield per 
acre to produce the cotton es­
timated to be consumed domes­
tically. It is> estimated that do­
mestic consumption for the 
1964-65 marketing year will 
rise to 9.6 million bales. At 
the four - year average yield, 
the national domestic allotment 
would be 10,766,000 acres. 
This is about 67 percent of the 
16,000,000 national acreage al­
lotment.

For small farms the domestic 
allotment will be the smaFer 
of ! 5 acres or the 1964 effect­
ive allctincn^'. For most other 
farms, the domestic allotment 
will be 67 percent of the 1964

effective farm allotment.
Cotton farmers have the op­

tion of planting within their 
domestic allotment or their ef­
fective 1964 allotment, the pro­
ducers are eligible to receive in 
addition to the price support 
loan mentioned above on the 
cotton, an additional price sup­
port payment. This payment 
would be at the rate of 3.5 cents 
per pound on the normal yield 
per acre established for the farm. 
This is the farm payment rate 
per acre.

The total of such additional 
price support for a farm com­
plying with the domestic allot­
ment will be the acreage plant­
ed for harvest multiplied by the 
farm payment rate per acre and 
will be paid in-kind after per­
formance checking. The CCC 
will assist in marketing the pay­
ment-in-kind certifieates. This 
will help compensate farmers 
for reducing production and 
sales by taking part in the* pro­
gram. However, cotton farmers 
may grow other cash crops, 
such as soybeans, on that part 
of the effective allotment not 
planted to cotton because of 
compliance with the domestic 
allotment, except that on farms 
where: the effective allotment is 
more than 15 acres the feed 
grain acreage may not exceed the 
feed grain base.

The new law also provided 
for export market acreage, when 
this additional acreage will not 
interfere with reducing the

'DR MUCKLEROY CLARIFIES 
STATEMENTS ATTRIBUTED TO HIM

About three weeks ago a 
group oif Quitaqe citizens met 
in the Quitaque school audi­
torium to discuss the then up­
coming hospital bond issue.

Dr. R. N. Muckleroy of Sil- 
verton, who was present at the 
meeting, called the editor of The 
Tribune last Monday morning 
stating that some statements that 
were attributed to him in that 
meeting were not true and 
should be corrected. ,The T ri­
bune has since received a letter 
from Dr. Muckleroy, telling 
us what he actually said. Fol­
lowing is Dr. Muckleroy’s let­
ter:
Mr. Gaston Owens 
Editor, Quitaque Tribune ! 
Quitaque, Texas 
Dear Mr. Owens,

I wish to set the record 
straight with regard to state­
ment^ attributed to me in a re­
cent issue of your paper. These 
were in error to some degree 
and should be cleared. It was 
said that I had made the state­
ment that if Quitaque disap­
proved the recent bond issue by 
a 5:1 margin that I would at­
tempt to stop the issue of the 
bonds. I did not in fact make 
such a statement. What I did 
say in essence was this: that in 
my opinion a hospital in this 
county would need support from 
substantially the whole county, 
that ijf Quitaque voted heavily 
against the bond issue that we 
would in the time between the 
bond vote and the hospital dis­
trict vote try to change some 
minds with more information,
I further .said that if Quitaque 
was then still heavily opposed 
that I thought the issue should 
be dropped. (By the way, it 
should, be understood that I 
would be acting simply as a 
private citizen working in the 
health field and the commission­
ers court might or might not 
pay the slighest attention to 
whatever' I might say.)

I did not say 5:1 or any 
other figure but in all fairness 
if I had it would have been 
something far under the actual 
margin you showed at the 
Quitaque polls. The point may 
seem a minor one to you but 
since it would appear from 
what was printed in your pa­
per that I had made a promise 
I didn’t keep, it is very impor­
tant to me to set the record 
straight. Any intervening I 
might attempt would be at the 
time of the district election, not 
at the bond election.

Bond Issue Passes 
By Slim Margin

Briscoe County voters favor­
ed the issuance of bonds to 
build a hospital at Silverton 
by a slim 21 vote margin last 
Saturday. The final count was 
446 votes for the issuance of 
the bonds to 425 against.

Quitaque voters turned a 
very definite thumbs down on 
the issue, voting 241-16 against 
the issue.

On Monday, despite the 
fact that only a very small 
majority of the people of Bris­
coe County favored the issue, 
the Commissioners Court of 
the County voted 3-1 to go 
ahead and make application for 
Hill-Burton funds to aid in the 
construction of the hospital.

Edna Hawkins, Commission, 
erof Precinct No. 2, voted 
against making the application.

Voting in last Saturday’s by 
precincts was as follows:

For Against 
Precinct 1 98 30
Precinct 2 16 241
Precinct 4 3 24
Precinct 5 1 16
Precinct 7 109 29
Precinct 8 211 79
Absentee 8 6
Total 446 425

As is always the case follow­
ing an issue of this sort, there 
are hard feelings on the part of 
many and there are charges

leveled back and forth between 
factions.

Quitaque is accused of not 
wanting medical facilities and 
being uncooperative, among 
other things. The fact of the 
matter is that Quitaque is just 
as concerned for the welfare 
of its citizens as any is, but it 
is also concerned, against being 
forced to take part in an ex­
pensive undertaking that it 
feels is almost sure to fail, but 
will be paying on for at least 
25 years, even though it fails.

It was stressed from the start 
of the ,talks concerning the 
building of a hospital that it 
will take the cooperation of 
all the county to make a hos­
pital work. Saturdays Vote in­
dicated that there will be some, 
what less than that much sup­
port. And if anyone will take 
the trouble to do a little figur­
ing before starting to point an 
accusing finger to the east of 
Silverton, they will find that 
that there were at least 162 
people on the Plains who voted 
against the issue.

It was said by someone that 
The Quitaque Tribune did not 
present all the facts to the 
people concerning the issue. If 
anyone would care to check 
the facts they will find that The 
Tribune carried 56 inches in 
stories concerning the upcom­

ing election that these editors 
wrote and about 70 inches of 
newsmatter that was written by 
the Briscoe County News edi­
tors, who were definitely favor„ 
ing the hospital. This news­
paper leaned over so far back­
wards, in fact, that some of our 
readers thought that we favor­
ed the whole deal. But we go 
on record now that we are 
against being drawn into some­
thing we feel will not be a suc­
cess. However we did not try 
to tell people how they should 
vote, neither for or against the 
issue, knowing that our read­
ers are capable of, and will vote 
their convictions.

Quitaque residents are not 
against Silverton having a hos­
pital. From the start we were 
asked not to be included in the 
hospital district. People here 
have had to find medical care 
elsewhere for several years and 
as a result have family doctors 
who know them and their in­
dividual case records. A 
hospital at Silverton probably 
will not change people's habits 
of several year’s standings in 
many instances. T o  further add 
to the strikes against the issue 
is the fact that there are two 
doctors at Turkey now— which 
is only about half as far as it 
is to Silverton.

carryover of cotton by at least 
a million bales a year. The ex­
port acreage production must be 
exported. Neither price support 
nor export payments will be 
available for this cotton. The 
farm operator must furnish a 
bond to assure that the cotton 
will be exported. Operators 
planning to plant export m ar-! 
ket acreage must sign up and' 
furnish bond by June 1, 1964. 
Those who plant export acreage 
will- not be eligible on the same 
farm to also receive price sup­
port payments under the domes­
tic allotment program. They 
will, however, be eligible for the 
basic price support loan of 30 
cents a pound on that cotton 
produced within the effective 
allotment for the farm.

While it is not expected that 
the domestic allotment choice 
program will result in as great 
a reduction in 1964 production 
as was estimated at the time 
the bill was considered in the 
Senate, it is expectel that the 
new legislature will result in 
lower production a n d  higher 
offtake of cotton including in­
creased exports.

Therefore, although the Igeis- 
lation was enacted late, it is 
nonthelcss possible to allow 5 
percent export acreage for 1964. 
The export acreage increase for 
the 1964 crop year will be an 
additional 5 percent of the ef­
fective allotment for the farm 
provided application and bond 
are filed as discussed above.

Department Of Agriculture Announces 1964 Wheat Program
Price support loan level, cer­

tificate values, an acreage diver_ 
sion payment rates for the 19- 
64 wheat program were an­
nounced today by the U. S. De_ 
partment of Agriculture. Sign­
up to qualify for the new pro­
gram will take place from May 
1 through May 15 in ASCS 
offices throughout the nation.

The program is entirely vol­
untary. A farmer, whether he 
agrees to participate in the pro­
gram or not, is free to sell his 
entire production to anyone, at 
any time, and at such prices as 
he can get. There are no re­
strictions on sales of 1964-crop 
wheat.

A producer desiring to receive 
a price support loan, certificates, 
and acreage diversion payment, 
can voluntarily sign up to par­
ticipate and become a cooper­
ator. He can cooperate by:

A. Staying within his 1964 
acreage allotment which already 
has had the minimum qualify­
ing acreage diversion deducted. 
(He can divert additional acre­
age if he wishes) . (Growers 
were notified of 1964 allotment 
last Spring).

B. Devoting to conserving 
use all diverted land (in ad­

dition to maintaining the nor­
mal acreage in conserving use).

C. Not exceeding acreage on 
the farm, and

D. Not exceeding the wheat 
allotment on any other farm in 
which he has interest in the 
wheat.

A cooperating wheat produ­
cer will be eligible for price sup­
port loans at a national average 
of $1.30 per bushel on his en­
tire production. In addition, he 
will receive negotiable certifi­
cates based on the normal pro­
duction of his eligible acreage 
planted for harvest. The certi­
ficates will have fixed face val­
ues— 70 cents per bushel for 
the domestic marketing certifi­
cates, covering the producer’s 
share, in the national marketing 
allocation for Lk S. food wheat 
production, and 25 cents per 
bushel for the export market­
ing certificates covering his share 
of the export marketing allo­
cation.

Forty - five of the normal 
percent of the normal wheat 
production of the farm allot­
ment if planted will be covered 
by domestic wheat marketing 
certificates and up to 45 per­
cent by export wheat marketing

certificates. In case of under-' 
planting or extra diversion, 
certificates will be issued first 
on the “domestic’’ portion and 
then on the remaining “export’’ 
portion covered by certificates.

Growers last year were noti­
fied of their 1964 allotments 
along with their farm’s normal 
yield figures. Farm allotments 
were based on the national al­
lotment of 493^ million acres. 
T h u s ,  individual allotments 
now are already reduced by the 
acreage required to be diverted 
for minimum participation in 
the wheat program for 1964 re­
cently enacted by the Congress. 
(The reduction is the equivalent 
of 11.11 percent of the 1964 
allotment).

There will be an acreage di­
version payment of 20 percent 
of the county’s wheat loan rate 
multiplied by the farm normal 
yield on the 11.11 percent mini, 
mum qualifying diversion and 
on additional diversion of up 
to 20 percent of the allotment 
or UP to a total of 15 acres if 
this is larger.

If growers comply with the 
requirements for minimum acre­
age diversion but don’t keep 
their agreement on extra diver­

sion, they lose all diversion pay­
ments but still can receive cer­
tificates and be eligible for price 
support loans.

Price support on wheat loans 
and purchases will be made 
available to eligible producers. 
Commodity Credit Corporation, 
through ASC county commit­
tees, will assist producers to 
market their wheat certificates. 
No advance acreage diversion 
payments will be made. Pay­
ments covering acreage diversion 
and purchase of certificates will 
begin after July 1. Detailed 
program explanations and regu­
lations are being issued to all 
State and County ASCS offices.

Final date for application for 
price support loans will be Jan. 
uary 31, 1965. Unless demand 
is made earlier, price support 
loans will mature on February 
28, 1965, in some States and on 
March 31, 1965, in others.

Since the new legislation pro­
vides for continuing the volun­
tary wheat program for the 19- 
65 crop, this supersedes previous 
law which required the Secre­
tary of Agriculture to consider 

i the need for 1965-crop wheat 
marketing quotas and make his 
decision prior to April 15.
