He brought his widowed
mother, his sister and several
brothers to live on the Mulberry
Flatsi land where he planted the
first Kaffir corn in Armstrong
County.

After the family arrived there
was no way to raise money un-
til the row crops were harvested
so Mr. Graham worked for $1
a day hauling rock and cutting
timber in the brakes for the
rock-constructed jail.

He brought the first horse.
drawn threshers into the Pan.
-handle area by financing the
freight bill for custom thresh-
ing operators.

He was married to Miss Osha
Osburn at Goodnight and they
came to Quitaque in 1906.

In
the West the polls are still
open and will be for several
hours. more. From television
]and radio, millions upon mil.
t lions of Western voters are
learning before they have voted
how election trends are develop_
ing. The computers are predict.
ing how their votes will count
-—for a winner, for a loser, in
i a landslide, as deciding ballots
in a close race.

To what extent is the Pre-
sidential vote in the West in.
fluenced by early returns from
the East?

In his classic study of a Pre-
sidential election, ‘““The Making
of the President 1960,” Theo-
dore H. White observed, “The

effect ten, twenty or fifty thou_
sand California votes; conver.
sely, the phychology of emer-
gency may, if there seems to be
the slightest hope, rush slug-
gards out of their homes to vote
their convictions. Both parties
focus tightly on Connecticut on
election evening to transmit
early returns to influence the
California wote.”

For several reasonis Con-
necticut is the key Eastern State
in early_return considerations.
It is populous;; the Democratic

and Republican; parties are well

organized; its voters ballot on
voting machines, and the results
are all but completely tabulated
half an hour after the polls
close.

Polls in  Connecticut close
two and three hours before the
polls close in California, Wash.
ington and Oregon—four and
five hours before they close in
Alaska and Hawaii. If early re-
turns do influence elections,
there is less time but still ample
time for votes also to be influ-
enced in Midwest and Mount.
ain States after the tallies flash
from Connecticut and other
States up and down the East
Coast.

Constant improvements are
being made in reporting tech-
niques of television, radio and
the printed press as well as in
communications techn o logy.
The effectiveness of computer
vote analysis is improving. Un.

one State' until the polls have
closed in all States. As a last re.
sort, would the people of the
country be willing for their
Congress to separate Federal
elections from the election pro-
cess as it is now constituted and
in that way establish time con-
trol over the release of Federal
election returns? Perhaps some
day we will have to wrestle
with a solution to this question:

To impose such re-
straints would violate the First
Amendment to the Constitu-
tion and the prohibition against
censorship contained in the
Communications Act.

I believe the answer, if one
is required, must be found in
amending election laws or writ._
ing new ones. State legislatures
might agree to a uniform elect.-
ion code prohibiting the release

BUSINESS ADMINISTRATION

The very small businessman
—chiefly operators of retail
shops or service establish-
ments—many of whom have
had a hard time obtaining fi-
nancing in the past—will now
find it much easier to qualify
for a Government loan, Jack
Teddlie, Lubbock Branch Man_
ager of the Small Business Ad-
ministration , said today.

The new, liberalized loan
program was announced by
President Johnson at White

May 26, which Mr. Teddlie at_
tended, along with SBA Ad.
ministrator Eugene P. Foley,
Cortland J. Silver, Chairman
of National SBA’s Advisory
Council, and other business and
Government officials.

The White House ceremonies,
in connection with National
Small Business Week, were the
climax of a trip to Washington
by Mr. Teddlie along with
other SBA regional directors and
branch managers to review the
Agency’s activities.

“President Johnson’s Ad.
ministration is very definitely
concerned with the welfare of
small business,” Teddlie said.
‘He assured us that he has small
businessmen in his mind every
day and his interest’' was
clearly demontsrated by his
willingness to take time out
from a very busy scheduue per.
sonally to greet the SBA repre.-
sentatives.’’

The SBA’s new small loan
program reflects a new empha-
sis on helping the very small
businesses, Teddlie said.

SBA Administrator Foley has
expressed the view that the
Agency in the past has not done
as much as it should to help
the businessman at the lower
end of the small business scale,
he said. Yet they are often the
businessmen most in need of
financial help, and those who
haye the most difficulty in ob-
taining it,

The new small loan program
was designed to meet this need,
Teddlie said. Under this pro.
gram SBA will make loans to
small firms up to a maXimum
of §15,000 for as long as 6
years under greatly liberalized

5| terms.

Primary emphasis will be on
the character of the applicant
and his past record of meeting
obligations, and no application
will be turned away merely be_
cause he lacks collateral to pledge
as security for the loan.

“SBA believes that you have
to take a chance on people,”
Teddlie said,”” and we will take
a calculated risk in cases where
we believe the applicant has a
favorable earnings potential suf.
fcient to repay the loan.

“We have simplified our pro.
cedures ad requlrements for these
loans. We believe it is important
to help the many thousands of
struggling small firms, as a
means of creating new jobs, and
stimluating the Nation’s econ.
