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BROTHER OF LOCAL RESIOENT STILL ACTIVE 
REAL ESTATE DEALER AT AGE OF 90
(The following story appeared 

recently in the Abilene Reporter- 
News. Lindsey Pratt is Ollie Nall’s 
half brodier. The editors of The 
Tribune felt it would be of interest 
to its readers.)

WINTERS — W. L. (Lindsay) 
Pratt likely has bought and sold 
as much land as any man in West 
Central Texas during his 90 years.

And he will anake a trade with 
you today at the drop of a war­
ranty deed at his office in Down­
town Winters.

Not only is he a real estate sales­
man—still active here in Winters— 
but he is a trader of no mean 
ability. In fact he is so good at 
trading there are few people in 
Winters, if any, who can recall 
Lindsey Pratt ever getting the 
worst end of a trade. He would 
be too modest to make that kind 
of a statement to the press, but 
his friends, a n d  everybody in 
Winters seems to >be one, are 
familiar with shrewd trades.

Lindsey, who shares an office 
with Jdm  W., Winters here, has 
served on the Winters City Cbuncil 
for 23 years. During that time he 
and other members of the Council 
built an electric light plant, a lake, 
and accomplished a great many 
other things. However, Pratt found 
the post was requiring too much of 
his time. Besides there was lots of 
trading gcang on up on the Plains 
and he wanted to get in on it.

In connection with his career in 
politics, he never onnce filed his 
own name to seek a place on the 
ballot His friends always did that 
for him. During his time on the 
Council he served as Mayor pro 
tern on four diferent occasions. 
Probably the most interesting 
years, he recalled in a recent in­
terview, was when the city of Win­
ters built ils own plant despite op­
position from a utility company. 
There were some hot sessions at 
Council meetings and at election 
times but Pratt kept his friends.

Pratt was born Oct. 3, 1877 in 
Collin County, Texas, near Mc­
Kinney but moved with his fam­
ily to Rockwedl County when he 
was six years of age and con­
tinued to live there until he was 
21 years of age.

He moved to Taylor County in 
3898 and Pratt recalls Abilene had 
a population of between 7,000 and 
8,000 at the time and that most 
people in Taylor County were in 
the ranching business although 
there was a sprinkling of farms 
to be found in the county.

Pratt was employed by J. H. 
Knox, near Albany, for some three 
or four years and recalls having 
lived at Raynold’s Switch, which 
was located on the Texas Central 
Railroad. He also remembers that 
at one time Knox had 53 sections 
of land, known as the “ W. O., Pas­
ture,”  under lease. It was located 
along the Salt Branch of the Bra­
zos. He still thinks some of the 
prettiest ranching land to be 
found anywhere is in Shackleford 
Counuty. ,

While he worked mostly as a 
cowhand in Shackleford county, he 
later owned a 6-000-acre ranch, with 
his son, Clyde, on the Arkan­
sas River in Colorado. He and his 
son stocked the spread with 250 
mother cows and were doing well 
with the set-up but when they were 
offered just twice that amount of 
money which they paid for the 
property—they sold the Colorado 
ranch While the veteran rancher 
and trader will not admit that he 
might have made a bad deal by 
selling, a close observer can tell he 
still looks back at the time when 
he operated that property. There 
is just a slight suspicion that Pratt 
now thinks it might have been 
better to have held the property 
longer.

The trader-real estate man went 
to Bradshaw in 1904, rented a farm 
'ir  one year and bought it the

'xt. He went to Winters in 1916

but later moved back to Brad­
shaw for a time. However, he has 
now been living in Winters for 42 
years, in a home he bought on 
Main Street. During that time he 
has been engaged in farming, 
ranching and trading—as well as 
serving as a member of the Win­
ters City Council.

Pratt’s health is still good. He 
walks to his office every morning 
and walks back to his 10-room 
home each evening. His memory is 
fine—he still remembers the first 
trade he ever made when he was 
only 10 years of age—but his hear­
ing and eyesight are not quite as 
good as they were a few years 
ago.

Pratt used to go fishing occas­
ionally as a hobby but trading 
just has to be his main hobby and 
first love..

A typical rancher, he still wears 
boots and has been wearing them 
for 60 or 70 years. Leddy’s of San 
Angelo has his size on file and 
when he needs a new pair of boots 
he writes the company to make 
them and send him a bill. In a 
few days the 'boots arrive^ But the 
cost has risen from the $10 per 
pair he formerly paid to $55 per 
pair now.

At one time Pratt was active 
in civic affairs but during the* past 
few years he has restricted his ac­
tivity to Sunday School and church

To Vote Everyone Must Register
This week marked the opening 

of a statewide newspaper cam­
paign organized by Secretary of 
State John L. Hill to promote voter 
registration in Texas. One feature 
of the registration drive is the 
pubiication of an application form 
which voters may cut out and mail 
to the county tax assessor-collect­
or, who acts as the registrar of 
voters. The form is printed below 
in this week’s issue of The Tri­
bune, and publication will be re­
peated each week during January. 
'The deadline for registration is 
January 31.

Hill has organized the registra­
tion drive in his capcacity as chief 
election officer of the state, a title 
which the Texas Legislature con­
ferred on the Secretary of State 
last year, along with placing upon 
him important new responsibilities 
in the administration of the state’s 
election laws. In commenting on 
the drive. Hill said that one of his 
purposes is to publicize new laws 
affecting voting rights, which oth­
erwise might go unnoticed By the 
average citizen.

One of the new laws enacted in 
1967 makes registration necessary.

tor the firsttime in Texas history, 
Tor persons over 60 years old who 
live in rural communities and 
towais under t e n  thousand popu­
lation. Heretofore, persons over 60 
were I’equired to register only if 
they lived in a city having more 
than ten thousand inhabitants. 
Many tax assesor-collectors have 
expressed a fear that lack of in­
formation concermng this new re­
quirement will bring about dis­
franchisement of many elderly vot­
ers through their failure to reg­
ister.

In order to vote in statewide 
elections a person must meet the 
following qualifications on the day 
of the election: ha must be over 
21 years old and must be a citizen 
of the United States; he must have 
resided in Texas for one year pre­
ceding the election; and he must 
have registered for the voting year 
in w'hich the election is held. In 
order to vote in local elections 
(county, school district, etc.), he 
must also h a v e  resided in the 
county for six months immediately 
preceding the election. Residence 
in the city for six months is re­
quired for voting in a city election.

A new law enacted in 1967 per­
mits voters who move from one 
Texas county to another within 
the period of six months preced­
ing an election to vote on state­
wide offices and issues if they 
have lived in the state for a year. 
Formerly, a voter was totally dis­
franchised for a six month period 
following removal to another 
county unless the county from 
which he moved was in the same 
congressional, legislative or judi­
cial district as the county to which 
he moved. A constitutional amend­
ment adopted in 1,966 authorized 
enactment of the new legislation.

The Texas election Code enumer­
ates ‘ ‘idiots and lunatics and all 
persons convicted of any felony 
except those restored to full citi­
zenship and right of suffrage or 
pardoned”  as classes of persons 
who are not qualified to vote.

Texas voters must register an­
nually. The 1968 voting year will 
begin on March 1, 1968 and will end 
on February 28, 1969. The regis- 
tiation period for the 1968 voting 
year began last Ostober and will 
end on January 31, 1968. Any citi­
zen of Texas who now possesses

the necessary qualifications for 
voting or who will attain them by 
February 28, 1969, may register 
during the current registration 
period.

Except for three limited classes 
of voters, ail persons wishing to 
vote at any time during the 1968 
voting year must register by the 
January 31 deadline, even though 
they may not yet possess full 
qualifications for voting. The only 
registration permitted after Janu­
ary 31 is (1) by persons who move 
into Texas after October 1, 1967, 
(2) by persons who becom'e 21 
years old 'after January 31, 1968, 
and (3) 'by former aliens during 
the regular period. Registration 
certificates issued to persons not 
yet qualified to vote are marked 
to show the date on which they will 
become qualified.

Any person eligible to register 
may apply for registration by mail­
ing an application form to the 
county tax assessor - collector of 
the county of his residence., Regis­
tration certificates will be mailed 
before the beginning of the voting 
year on March 1 to persons who 
apply by mail.

Voters may also register by ap­
plying in person at the county tax 
assessor-collector’s or at the City 
HaU here in Quitaque.

The husband, wife, father, moth­
er, son, or daughter of a voter 
may act as tlie voter’s agent in 
applying for registration if the rela­
tive is a qualified voter in the same 
county. Except for these listed 
relatives, which do not include 
those related by marriage, no one 
miay act as agent for another in 
applying for registration.

Voters who have not already ap­
plied for registration are urged 
to cut out the application form 
which appears on this page, fill in 
all the blanks, and mail it to the 
county tax assessor-collector with­
out delay. For the information of 
families needing more than one 
application blank, this form will 
be reprinted each Thursday dur­
ing this month, and other mem­
bers of the family may use the 
form published at a later date. Ad­
ditional forms may also be obtain­
ed from the county tax assessor- 
collector.

Make sure that 
vents, pipes, flues and chim­
neys are tight.

0 Make certain that your heat­

ing plant is not starved for 
air,

• Be sure that all heating de­
vices designed for venting

growth requirements. Stockmen 
must know the nutritional require­
ments of his animals and feed 
them acordingly.

On the other hand, some cattle­
men may neglect their animals by 
failing to recognize the existence 
of ration deficiencies. As a result, 
animals may not receive sufficient 
amounts of calcium, phosphorus, 
salt, vitamin A, protein supplement 
and energy.

LIVESTOCK REPORTS

The latest reports are in for 
Texas on Livestock Production for 
1967. Production gains for livestock 
products were very large in 1967, 
especially for hogs, poultry and 
eggs. Commercial production of 
beef was up 6 percent from a year 
earlier. Average livestock product

prices received by farmers are 4 
percent lower than in 1966.

For the marketing year, overall 
productions of livestock products 

win very likely continue around 
the high year earlier rates well 
into the summer of 1968.

High condition, or overfatness, 
can cause temporary or permanent 
sterility in both cows and bulls. 
This occurs frequently in purebred 
heifers that are being fed for long 
l>eriods of time.

Excess condition can also affect 
the longevity of the cow. In ad­
