A fired^np gang of Valley High 
Patriots, smarting from a 21-game 
losing streak, won the schoors 
first football game ever last Fri­
day night in defeating the Silver- 
ton Owls 31-0 on Vardy Field at 
Turkey. The game was the second 
game of the third season as a con­
solidated school.

The game was figured to be a 
close one by what happened last 
year, only in reverse, (but did not 
turn out that way. Last year in 
the latter part oif the season the 
Patriots and (Owls met, both were 
winless to that point, but the Owls 
returned the opening kickoff for 
a touchdown and when the final 
whistle blew the Owls had routed 
the Patriots 46-0.

Friday night the Patriots kick­
ed to the Oiwls, then recovered an 
Owl fumble on the first play from 
scrimmage on the Owl 40 yard 
line. The Patriots, aided by thred 
penalties against the Owls, drove 
for a touchdown with Scotty Set- 
ILff carrying over from eight yards 
out. The try for extra point was 
missed.

'On Silverton’s second series of 
plays the Patriots again recovered 
a fumble by tlie Oiwls at midfield. 
Valley drove to the Owl 20 yard 
line where the drive (Stalled. The 
first quarter ended with Valley 
out ahead 6-0 after controlling the 
ball alm'ost the entire first per­
iod.

Silverton picked lup its first 
first down of the (game in the ear­
ly going of the second quarter, 
then fumbled and lo'st the bail a'- 
way on its own 45 yard line. The 
Patriots prom'ptly fumbled it right 
back to the 'Owls on the 45. The 
Owls were once again unable to 
move and had to kick. During this 
possession the Patriots scored 
their second touchdown with Brian 
Wheeler lugging it in from 30 
yards out. Once again the try for 
extra point failed. There were 
6:14 minutes left in the ihaM.

Once a'gain the 'Owls were un­
able to move the 'ball and had to 
kick to the Patriots who took over 
on their own 34. At this point the 
Patriot offense was working well. 
Brian Wheeler broke loose for a 
36 yard run to the Owl 20, then 
Randy Green drove to the two 
yard line and once more Scotty 
Setliff stepped into the end zone 
from that point to make the count

18-0 and that was the way it 
remained as the extra point try 
was no good. That was the score 
at hailftime a couple of minutes 
later.

According to Judge Ronald D 
Champion, executive director of 
the Texas Justice of the Peace 
Training Center, headquartered at 
Southwest Texas State University 
in San Marcos, a new method of 
evaluating the center’s seminars 
was unveiled in Amarillo. Pmdici- 
pating judges were given a test 
at the beginning of the seminar 
and another examination at its 
conclusion.

Seminar content focused on the 
practical trial aspects of the du­
ties of the justice of the peace, in 
eluding criminal, civil and small 
claims court.

Instruction was provided by 
representatives from the state at­
torney general’s office, the Tex­
as Department of Public Safety, 
the Dallas and Harris County dis­
trict attorneys’ offices and various 
judges from across the state.

The state-wide training pro'gram 
for justices of the peace is fund­
ed by the Criminal Justice Divi 
Sion of the Texas Governor’s Of­
fice through the Texas Justice of 
the Peace and Constables Associa­
tion.

Hightower Comments 
On Pardon

Senator Jack Hightower, Demo­
cratic nominee for Congress, said 
today that President Ford’s full 
pardon for former President Nix­
on “has wiped the slate clean be­
fore we had a chance to find out 
what was going to be written on 
the slate.”

OEIightower said he personally 
feels compassion for IMr. Nixon 
and has no interest in looking for 
ways to punish him.

“But for nearly 200 years this 
has been a nation of laws and not 
men,” Hightower added. “Ameri­
cans have a right to expect fair 
and equal treatment under the law 
for all citizens. I think the Presi­
dent’s action poses real problems 
for Watergate defendants who 
have been loonvicted or who still 
face trial.

“When President Ford took of­
fice he said the long national 
nightmare of Watergate was over, 
and we all breathed a sigh of re­
lief and rallied behind the new 
President. Now the nightmare has 
been revived, and I am afraid na­
tional unity wül (be severely af­
fected.

“Perhaps President Ford ihad a 
reason for acting so prematurely 
to pardon a man who has not even 
been charged with a criminal of­
fense, but it seems to me this ac­
tion raises new questions and may 
prevent the people from ever 
knowing the full story of what 
happened in the Watergate affair.

‘ Ît seems to me the administra­
tion should be devoting its full at­
tention at this time to the nation’s 
economic üis rather than looking 
backward at Watergate.

“The President has said, and 
rightfuüy so, that inflation is pub­
lic enemy Number 1, but apparent­
ly there are some members ¡of the 
administration who are more in­
terested in dragging out the Wa­
tergate tragedy rather ¡than at- 
taeking the problems of high in­
terest rates, searing food «dart», 
and tight money,” 'Hightower con­
cluded.
