SAVE A WAY OF LIFE

The family farm must be saved
as “a way of life.” It may well
be the last bastion of strength
for a great country that appears
to be coming apart at the seams.
Our cultural, spiritual and socio-
economic fabric just ‘“ain’t what
it used to be!” :

So the family-owned farm is
taking on a new and vital impor-
tance. It is a way of life where
folks work together, pray together
and play together.

Farmers and their wives have to
pull together like a team of hor-
ses. Many a liberated farmwife is
at home on a tractor as well as
in the kitchen. In the Kkitchen,

!she can fix things from scratch
fjust like Grandma used to. In the

yard, she tends to chores and
even helps pull spring calves (mid-
wife). All in all, farm wives are
the most beautiful, family-cen-
tered, faith-filled, dedicated, 1Ii-
berated; women in the world.

The men are strong, tough, mas-
culine. There are few jobs they
won’t tackle. They can fix almost
anything with pliers and baling
wire. Not only are they experts
in the art of farming and raising
cattle, they are equally skilled
with the saw, hammer, wrench,
welding torch. You mention it,
and farmers will tackle it.

The children in turn learn all
kinds of skills as they work with
Mom and Dad. They learn by see-
ing and doing. Their whole start
iin life is vocational training. Chil-
dren not only learn to work, but
they learn the values that made
our country great. They start lear-
ning responsibility at an age when
many of their city cousins are at
day-care centers.

These same farm families tend
to be very much involved in their
local communities, their churches
and schools. Their dependence on
God in the fields tends to devel-
op deep spiritual attitudes  and
high moral values. These are sup-
ported and reinforced in their
small, rural churches.

These same values are evident
in the schools. The schools are
relatively - small so that children
all Tearn to know each other. They
are not without discipline, and
they learn to respect everyone,
from the janitor to the bus driver.

Though rural togetherness is
not what it used to be, it still is
very visible at the county fairs,
bazaars, at funerals, etec. Yet the
rat race of modern living has had
its effect on rural people. Rural
people have had to increase their
heart’s tempo to survive in a man-
ipulated, controlled farm econo-
my. s

Our country’s cheap food, fuel
and fiber policy has all but des-
troyed our small rural communi-
ties. Our farm population has de-

SAVE A WAY OF LIFE

The family farm must be saved
as “a way of life.” It may well
be the last bastion of strength
for a great country that appears
to be coming apart at the seams.
Our cultural, spiritual and socio-
economic fabric just “ain’t what
it used to be!” :

So the family-owned farm is
taking on a new and vital impor-
tance. It is a way of life where
folks work together, pray together
and play together.

Farmers and their wives have to
pull together like a team of hor-
ses. Many a liberated farmwife is
at home on a tractor as well as
in the kitchen. In the kitchen,

!she can fix things from scratch
ljust like Grandma used to. In the

yard, she tends to chores and
even helps pull spring calves (mid-
wife). All in all, farm wives are
the most beautiful, family-cen-
tered, faith-filled, dedicated, Ii-
berated; women in the world.

The men are strong, tough, mas-
culine. There are few jobs they
won’t tackle. They can fix almost
anything with pliers and baling
wire. Not only are they experts
in the art of farming and raising
cattle, they are equally skilled
with the saw, hammer, wrench,
welding torch. You mention it,
and farmers will tackle it.

The children in turn learn all
kinds of skills as they work with
Mom and Dad. They learn by see-
ing and doing. Their whole start
iin life is vocational training. Chil-
dren not only learn to work, but
they learn the values that made
our country great. They start lear-
ning responsibility at an age when
many of their city cousins are at
day-care centers.

These same farm families tend
to be very much involved in their
local communities, their churches
and schools. Their dependence on
God in the fields tends to devel-
op deep spiritual attitudes  and
high moral values. These are sup-
ported and reinforced in their
small, rural churches.

These same values are evident
in the schools. The schools are
relatively small so that children
a’ll learn to know each other. They
are not without discipline, and
they learn to respect everyone,
from the janitor to the bus driver.

Though rural togetherness is
not what it used to be, it still is
very visible at the county fairs,
bazaars, at funerals, etc. Yet the
rat race of modern living has had
its effect on rural people. Rural
people have had to increase their
heart’s tempo to survive in a man-
ipulated, controlled farm econo-
my. oo
Our country’s cheap food, fuel
and fiber policy has all but des-
troyed our small rural communi-
ties. Our farm population has de-
clined from six million since

World War II to approximately
2% million family farms today.
Propections are for 250,000 super-
farms by the 1980°s. This will be
followed by corporate takeover.
Then it will be too late to save
“a way of life.” It will be too late
to save the efficient family farm
unit. And America will pay the
price a thousand different ways.
Justice always has her due. .

OUTSTANDING TEXAS
CATTLE BRANDS

The search continues through-
out Texas for outstanding -cattle

{brands to include in another chap-

ter of their history by “burning
’em in” Texas A&M University
“pbranded stairway.”

L. A. Maddox, chairman of the
unique branding project, said that
some /3,500 brands, or more, are
expected to be imprinted on the
254 “county oak panels” in the
University’s new $9.5 million Ro-
bert J. Kleberg Animal and Food
Sciences Center.

“County Extension Agents are
working with their local.beef cat-
tle committees to select eight
brands per county, and with his-
torical societies to select other
brands for the panels,” Maddox,
Texas Agricultural Exten,siqn Ser-
vice beef cattle specialist, said.
“We now have slightly more than
500 burned in.”

There are some 200,000 brands
recorded in Texas and on file
with the Texas and Southwestern
Cattle Raisers’ Association in Fort
Worth. This is the state’s most
complete record.

The branding was an idea for
Dr. O. D. Butler, for many years
head of Texas A&M’s Animal
Science Department and now asso-
ciate vice president for agricul-
ture and renewable resources. He
said that not only are ‘cattle
brands a rich part of Texas live-
stock history but are a prized
possession of ranchers in identifi-
cation of their cattle.

“We felt that the branding cere-
monies would bring about a closer
