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Board of Regents approve tuition increase
0 : Texas Tech students should expect to pay $3 more per credit hour and increases in seven fees with the proposed 4.9 percent increase.

W ith  members o f the adm inistration present and 
members o f the Board o f Regents on  a conference call, 
tuition and fees for fall 2005  were approved.

T h e  proposed 4 .9  percent increase in tu ition and fees 
for Texas T ech  included an increase o f $3 per credit hour 
and increases in  seven fees.

T h e  proposed increases for the Texas T ech  University 
H ealth  Scien ces C en ter totaled approxim ately $2 per 
credit hour for all schools except the Sch o o l o f M edi­
cine. It also included a $ 9 0 0  flat rate for the Sch o o l o f 
M edicine and $ 2 0  per hour for the nursing and pharmacy 

schools.
A lso discussed at the m eeting was the fact that eight

of the nine T ech  regents will go up for Senate  conform a 
tion  M onday in A ustin. T h e  three new regents are 
among the eight as well as the five regents 
appointed late last year.

T h e  regents were appointed  after 
the legislative session concluded, so 
the five R egents have been  eligible 
to  vote and serve on  the board. T h e  
only regent no t up for confirm ation is 
R obert B lack.

T ech  President Jo n  W h itm o re said 
•raising th e  tu itio n  is a b lind  leap o f 
fa ith , and hopes the students w ill realize 
this. H e said h e  is hoping to  get m oney from  
the state to  com pensate for the decreased revenue.

“O ur tu ition  and fees recom m endation has com e 
throu gh th e  Budget A dvisory C o m m itte e ,” he 

said. “I asked them  to look at a rate no higher 
than  5 percent. W e raised a lot last year, 

but this year we would like to keep the 
increase relatively low and hopefully 
the state will increase their support 
for Texas T ech .”

M em bers o f th e  ad m in istra tion  
and th e  Board  o f  R egen ts also dis­

cussed altern ativ e  types o f tu itio n  to 
exp lo re  for th e  2 0 0 6 -2 0 0 7  acad em ic 

year. T h is  was a h ig h ly -d eb a te d  to p ic , 
because it u ltim ately  could result in  th e  funds 

necessary to  b o th  m ain ta in  th e  cam pus and add the

necessary new faculty.
A lternative suggested include flat-rate tuition, w hich 

would be a set fee for all students equating to  15 credit 
hours, differential tuition, w hich would entail different 
costs o f classes in different colleges or classes in general, 
and tu ition based on  classification or determ ined by the 
tim e o f day classes are taken.

C h ancellor Dr. David Sm ith  addressed the board’s 
questions, m any o f w hich were aim ed at w ondering 
why other state institutions already have new tuition 
structures implem ented. \

“For us, our difficulty is th a t we d on’t th in k  our 
students’ financial statuses are parallel to th at o f the

Coach shot at East 
Texas high school

C A N T O N  (A P ) —  T h e  father o f a high school football player shot and 
wounded the team ’s coach  Thursday, fled in a truck loaded w ith weapons, 
and th en  tried to k ill him self by slashing his wrists, authorities said.

Jeffrey Doyle Robertson, 45 , apparently w ent to C an to n  High School 
just after classes started and shot co ach  Gary Joe  K inne in the school’s field 
house, authorities said. K inne was shot in the chest, apparently w ith a .45- 
caliber pistol. C an to n  Police C h ie f M ike Echols said.

R obertson th en  fled, and about two hours later the pickup was found 
abandoned on  a rural road next to a golf course a few miles outside o f town. 
Robertson was later found in the woods w ith self-inflicted wounds, includ­
ing cuts to his wrists, said Tom  Vinger, a spokesman w ith the D epartm ent 

o f Public Safety.
Television footage captured R obertson being carried to an am bulance 

on a stretcher and he seemed sem iconscious. A  balding m an w ith a goatee, 
R obertson had a ta ttoo  on  his arm o f  cartoon ch aracter Yosem ite Sam  
brandishing two guns and the words “B o m  to Raise H ell.”

K inne, who also is the C an ton  High School ath letic director, was airlifted 
to a hospital in nearby Tyler. Truman Oakley, a spokesman for K inne’s family, 
said the co ach  was in critical condition , but provided no other details.

Police were investigating a possible m otive.
O n  Wednesday, R obertson’s son, Baron, had apparently been banned 

from playing all school athletics, said Stev e Sm ith  Jr., a senior who was a 
defensive end and kicker on the team . He said another coach  told players 
that after K inne was shot but he didn’t know specifics.

Robertson had been banned from the school’s campus and told n o t to 
attend school functions after several confrontations w ith coaches over the 

past year, Echols said.
Echols said officers did not find a h it list on R obertson w hen he was 

arrested, but authorities were trying to  get a warrant to search his truck, 
where several guns were visible.

Construction accidents raise safety concerns

Several constru ction accidents in W est Texas 
in  the last 72 hours have raised questions about 
the level o f safety th at can  be achieved w hen 
w eather conditions are no t ideal.

Tuesday morning, R afael C astillo  was buried 
w hile working on  a constru ction  p ro ject near 
Tahoka. A uthorities initially  reported C astillo  
was trapped beneath  10 feet o f dirt, w hen the 
tren ch  the crew was working on  collapsed.

R ic h  T ap io , area d irecto r o f  W est T exas 
branch  o f the O ccu pational Safety and H ealth  
A dm inistration, said investigations into C astillo’s 
case is ongoing, but likely will take up to three 
weeks to identify a conclusive result.

“W e’re collecting evidence on  what appears to

be a failure on  the south side o f the tren ch ,” he 
said. “C onstru ction is a very high hazard industry 
and incidents require thorough investigation.”

Tapio said two other incidents have occurred 
in the past couple days in W est Texas. He said 
a constru ction worker fell three-stories from a 
scaffold at the S terling  A partm ent com plexes 
Wednesday. W ind  is a suspected factor in the 
incident, but he said it was likely not the only 
factor.

“I was on  th e  scen e  and th e  p relim inary  
phases o f the investigation are underway,” he

said. “T h e  v ictim  broke his pelvis along w ith 
other injuries.”

T h e  v ictim  is hospitalized and Tapio said 
he is unaware o f his current condition , but he 
is alive.

Tapio said the third incident, sim ilar to the 
second, occurred in A m arillo  w hen a worker fell 
from a seven-story scaffold. T h e  initial cause of 
the accident as identified by the supervisor stated 
the employee fell after he was h it on  the head 
w ith debris. T h e  victim  also is in  the hospital.

“C o n stru ctio n  is on e o f  th e  m ost danger­
ous occupations and workers should take every 
precaution possible,” he said. “R ight now we’re 
trying to find out why, given the conditions, the

M an sentenced to  Man kills, wounds Pope con sid ered  
life for killing child six during rampage resigning his post

W A C O  (A P) —  A  man was sen­
tenced  to life in  federal prison for 
the beating death o f his Z-year-old 
stepdaughter while her m other was 
serving in Iraq.

John Dale Mayer Jr., 30, also was 
sentenced Wednesday to two terms of 
more than 3 0  years, one for each con­
viction on charges of sexually assaulting 
the girl and her sister, said assistant U .S. 
Attorney Mark Frazier. T h e sentences 
are to run concurrently.

Mayer, who lived on the Army post 
Fort Hood in Killeen, pleaded guilty in 
Febmary. Because the government did 
not pursue the death penalty, a manda­
tory life sentence was imposed.
' Mayer had watched the 2-year-old 

and her two siblings since their mother 
was deployed in April 2003. One month 
later, Mayer sexually assaulted two of 
the children more than once, according 
to an FBI affidavit.

Mayer told investigators he was 
changing the toddler’s diaper but she 
was iiissy, so he hit her head on the lino­
leum floor, the affidavit said. T h e child 
became unresponsive, but Mayer said he 
did not take her to the hospital because 
she had bruises from earlier abuse.

LA U REL, Del. (A P ) —  A  man 
wearing a bulletproof vest killed two 
people and wounded four others Thurs­
day during a rampage in Maryland and 
Delaware before police arrested him, 
authorities said.

Police said the suspect also carjacked 
a vehicle, shot and killed a dog, and 
rammed a sport utility vehicle into a 
house during the crime spree. Delaware 
State  Police C pl. Je ff  Oldham  said 
authorities have determined a motive 
for the attacks, but are not releasing 
details. The suspect did not know any 
of the victims.

“Quite a morning for a little mral 
town,” said Laurel’s mayor, John Shwed.

The attacks started in Laurel, where 
three men were shot, and continued 
across the border in Maryland, where the 
suspect fled on foot before being caught. 
T he three other people were shot in 
Salisbury, Md., including one who died, 
Oldham said.

Police identified the suspect only as a 
man in his late teens or early 20s. A  wit­
ness said police told her that the suspect 
was trying to shoot into an apartment in 
Laurel where his girlfriend lived when 
the spree began.

V A TIC A N  C IT Y  (A P ) —  Pope 
John Paul II suggested in his last will 
and testament that he considered the 
possibility of resigning in 2000, at a time 
when he was already ailing and when 
the Roman Catholic Church began its 
new millennium.

The document was released by the 
Vatican on Thursday as a steady stream of 
new pilgrims joined the masses of people 
crowding the world’s smallest state for the 
pontiffs funeral. Some 4 million pilgrims 
have visited Vatican City and its sur­
roundings since the pope died Saturday, 
police chief Marcello Fulvi said.

John Paul’s will, which he wrote over 
the course of his 26-year pontificate, said 
he had left no material property and 
had asked that all his personal notes be 
burned. It mentioned only two living 
people: his personal secretary and the 
chief rabbi of Rome who welcomed him 
to Rome’s synagogue in 1986.

The Polish-bom pope in 1982 also 
had considered the possibility of a funeral 
in Poland, asking that the opinion of 
his fellow countrymen be taken into 
account by the cardinals. Three years 
later, however, he said the cardinals had 
no obligation to sound out the Poles but 
could do so.

Warden, wife return to Oklahoma

— Oklahoma prison warden Randy 
Parker and his wife, Bobbi Parker, 
returned hom e early Thursday, 
nearly 11 years after she disap­
peared with an escaping inmate.

Bobbi Parker, 4 2 , was found 
Monday at an East Texas ranch af­
ter authorities arrested the escaped 
inmate, 60-year-old convicted mur­
derer Randolph Dial. T h e FBI said 
the initial investigation showed 
she was a captive who stayed with

Dial all this time out o f fear her family 
would be harmed if she escaped.

T h e Parkers’ two daughters, who 
were 8 and 10 w hen D ial escaped 
with Bobbi Parker in 1994, were at 
the warden’s residence Thursday at the 
W illiam  S. Key Correctional Center 
in Fort Supply in northwestern O kla­
homa. T h e Parker couple returned to 
the home at 1 a.m., said corrections 
department spokesman Jerry Massie.

“Warden Parker and Bobbi want 
to m aintain their privacy and secu-

Dial waived extradition and arrived 
at the Oklahoma State Penitentiary in 
M cAlester early Wednesday and was 
placed in the top-security unit. He is 
alone in a cell in a portion of the prison 
containing death row inmates. Inmates 
there receive meals in their cells and 
are locked up 23 hours a day.

Bobbi’s sister-in-law, Tanya Parker, 
who was at another Parker family 
home in Carmen, also in northwestern 
Oklahoma, said Wednesday the fam­
ily had long hoped for Bobbi Parker’s 
return.

“W e have kept the fa ith ,” she 
said.

T h e FBI used a tip to track down 
Dial and Bobbi Parker in Campti, a 
tiny community deep in the southeast 
Texas Piney Woods, near the Louisiana 
border.

Dial told reporters he abducted her 
at knifepoint during his escape from 
the O klahom a S ta te  R eform atory 
in G rapite, where her husband was 
a deputy warden. He said he brain­
washed her into staying with him in 
Texas as they moved from Houston to 
C rockett to Nacogdoches, and then 
the chicken farm five years ago.

T h e  S tu d en t G ov ern m en t A s­
sociation m et Thursday night in the 
Lankford Lab inside th e  E lectrica l 
E ngineerin g  bu ild ing to  discuss a 
number of legislation items, including 
the 2005-2006 Student Organization 

Funding Bill.
Som e the organizations and the 

amounts they will receive include the 
T ech  H abitat for Humanity, w hich 
will receive $ 1 3 ,7 5 0 , the meat judging 
team, $12,500, Tech Forensics Union, 
$10 ,000 , the livestock] udging team, 
$9,400 and Saddle Tramps will receive 

$9,375.
In ternal V ice  President N athan  

Nash, who presided over his final sen­
ate meeting for the 40'*' session, said the 
legislative process is one that has been 
going on throughout the year.

“It starts in the fall with representa­
tives from each organization proposing 
an am ount that they would like to 
receive from the student government,” 

he said.
Nash said it is a long process and 

senate comm ittee members then are 
assigned to evaluate the amounts that 
the organizations ask for. Member of 
the committee recommend an amount 
to the senate if the original amount is 
too much or not enough.

“Committee members are assigned 
budget packets for the student organiza­
tions that then go through an interview 
process in order to receive a certain 
amount,” he said.

M em bers o f the senate th en  go 
through a process during the meeting 
in w hich senate members from the 
colleges that represent the organizations 
may amend the proposed bill in order 
to see that certain organizations may 
receive sufficient funds.

“T h e  com m ittee representatives 
look at what the organization does 
for the university,” he said. “Most of 
the organizations are mainly service- 
oriented.”

Nash said that the senate tries to 
allocate the money to the various or­
ganizations as best as is possible.

“If the organization is entitled to 
the amount they request, then we try to 
make sure we get it to them,” he said.

A rt Click, executive associate to the 
vice president o f operations, spoke to 
the senate early in the meeting about a 
safe bicycle access system at Texas Tech. 
T he plan. C lick  said, hopes to create 
safer bicycle routes not just around the 
Tech campus but also around the com­
munity surrounding the university.

“T h e plan is for appropriately desig­
nated routes for bicyclists to have access 
to,” he said. “W e are also trying to ad­
dress the pedestrian problem.”

T h e plan. C lick  says, hopes to cre­
ate bicycle routes for areas like Hint 
Avenue between 18'*' and 19'*' street, 
which will keep them on the paths 
designated for them and off the streets 
away from dangerous accidents. He 
said this is the fourth time since 1970 
there has been an interest expressed 
in bicycle safety throughout the cam­
pus and surrounding area.

T h e  senate also discussed other 
bills including one that would propose 
a separate commencement ceremony 
for graduate students. Nash said that 
Tech is not the only school in the Big 
XII to address this proposal.

“From what I understand, seven 
out of the 12 schools already have 
separate ceremonies for their graduate 
students,” he said. “W e should have 
a ceremony that just focuses on the 
graduate students.”

Casey Harmon will take over as 
internal president in the next meet­
ing April 27.

“First thing we will do is pick new 
com m ittee heads and m em bers,” 
she said.

A nother proposed legislature was 
expanding the amount of members on 
each committee in order to match the 
growth of members in the senate.

“T h ere are a larger am ount of 
senators now,” she said. “This is just 
a formality of the mles.”

Gas prices to 
keep rising

W A SH IN G T O N  (A P) — W hile 
gasoline costs have reached record lev­
els, prices at the pump are forecast to go 
even higher in coming weeks because of 
growing demand, government forecast­
ers said Thursday.

T h e Energy Information Adminis­
tration projected that average gasoline 
prices will peak at $2.35 a gallon in May.

I t  projected dernand for g^oline this 
summer at 9.3 million barrels a day, a 1.8 
percent increase over last summer.

education in college
D an iel K ubler’s reflections (U D , 4/6) 

regarding the d ifference betw een higher 
ed u cation  in  th e  U n ited  S ta tes  and the 
U nited  Kingdom raises issues often debated 
among students pursuing a bachelor’s degree 
in the liberal arts versus students pursuing a 
bachelor’s degree in one of the professional 

schools such as business.
W h at is the purpose of a college educa­

tion? Must courses be related to a major? Must 
courses “add value” in terms of the market 
place? T his is an old question.

Henry David Thoreau wrote, “W e seem 
to have forgotten that the expression lib ­
eral education, originally m eant among the 
Rom ans one worthy of free men; while the 
learning of trades and professions by w hich 
to get your livelihood merely was considered 
worthy of slaves only.”

Our com fortable sense of completeness 
leads us largely to exclude from our visions 
o f hum an behavior a second grand tradition 
for understanding, motivating and justifying 

action.
T his tradition sees action based not on dn- 

ticipations o f consequences, but on attempts 
to fulfill the obligations of personal and social 
identities and senses o f self, particularly as 
those obligations and senses are informed by 
the ethos and practices of great hum an insti­
tutions. T his tradition speaks o f self-concep­
tions, identities and proper behavior, rather 
than expectations, incentives and desires.

T his second vision has becom e somewhat 
obscured in contemporary life, and particu­
larly in the halls of business schools; but it has 
a long and distinguished pedigree.

C onsisten t w ith M arch ’s view, and in 
answ er to  K ubler’s query, courses in  the 
liberal arts and outside your m ajor need no 
justificatior.. T hey  are what they are, and if 
you are lucky, in the realm o f tim e they may 
add to your sense of self and help you answer, 

“W ho a m i?”

University must work 
to keep bus routes

1 am writing this letter in regard to the 
“S G A  plans to cut funding for off-campus 
bus routes” article w ritten by M eghann Lora 
in The University Daily on A pril 6.

Being I will be living at Raiders Pass next 
year and most likely the rest of my college 
career, this article caught my atten tion and 
made me think about my future transporta­

tion  to and from school.
A s a current student who pays a trans­

portation fee o f $3 per credit hour, 1 expect, 
use and greatly appreciate the bus routes 
on and off campus —  more so on campus, 
because 1 live on campus and am too lazy to 

walk to class.
However, 1 will be living off campus now 

and will expect and be more dependent on 
the off-cam pus service more th an  before, 
w hich  has b een  provided to  students by 
Citibus since 1968. 1 feel it is more so the 
responsibility  o f th e  university th an  the 
apartm ent complexes to continue to provide 

this service.
From my understanding, S G A ’s intents 

are to invest the money saved from off-cam ­
pus bus routes to build a new parking garage. 
Though 1 am aware most students want this, 
S G A ’s d irection in doing this is unfair to 
students who use the off-campus bus routes. 
A s it is the mission of S G A  to “serve and 
protect the student body and its interest,”
1 believe this is more in the interest o f the 
university than the student body.

A  huge percent o f students live off cam ­
pus. W ouldn’t it be in the best interest o f the 
student body to keep something as essential 
as the off-campus bus routes to students who 
don’t have other means o f transportation?

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Softball
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reside in California, to receive treatment for 

a type of brain cancer called medulloblas­

toma. He was diagnosed with the disease 

on April 16, 2004, only 16 days after his 
10th birthday.

He has an aggressive form of cancer that 

began with no symptoms other than an oc­

casional headache. His mother, Heidi Perry, 

took him to the doctor for what she thought 

was a form of the flu. The doctor suggested 

an MRI to check for what she felt was the 

development of migraines.

When the results were received, they 

detected a huge mass in his brain, and he 

was immediately sent to Lucile Packard 

Children’s Hospital. Three days later, a team 

of doctors preformed surgery and removed 80 

percent of the tumor, though the cancer had 

already spread down his spine and wrapped 

around his brain stem.

After the surgery, Spencer underwent 

31 days of emergency radiation, then began 

chemotherapy and will start his fifth cycle 
in two weeks.

The day the Raiders and he were united, 

he wasn’t feeling well ftom the treatment, 

and he also was upset because he knew the 

trip would be his last for a while.

He held the ball the team gave him the 

entire trip, and his mother said he began 

to feel better.

“It was perfect timing and very special,’’ 

Heidi Perry said. “He loves baseball, and the 

girls couldn’t have come at a better time; it 

really picked his spirits up. He even took 

the autographed ball to show the doctors 

and nurses at the hospital.”

Sophomore Brandy Moulin recalled 

talking baseball with Spencer in the 

airport.

‘You could tell he really loved base­

ball,” she said. “He said his favorite player 

was Barry Bonds, and I told him 1 had 

the same number and he smiled, so it was 

pretty special.”

The friendship between the team and 

Spencer didn’t end at the airport.

Since that meeting, the women have 

sent him cards, letters and even a team jersey 

with his favorite number. Also included in 

one of the care packages was a ball signed 

by the entire Tech baseball team.

Being a normal 11 -year old isn’t easy for 

Spencer. He is unable to walk, movement 

on the left side of his body is limited and his 

speech is slowed. There are times when he 

misses his friends and gets bored because he 

is unable to be around a lot of people during 

treatments. The gifts have been a bright spot

for him, perking him up every time he 

receives something.

“It makes me feel happy,” he said 
simply.

Coach Teresa Wilson said the team 

is grateful for the opportunity to help 

Spencer through a tough experience.

“If someone on a team is going 

through a really hard time, their team­

mates pick them up,” Wilson said. “So 

what we thought we could do was just 

give him some teammates from long 

distance.”

Junior Heather Freeman said being 

able to help Spencer is a special opportu­

nity that often doesn’t come along.

“It feels good to be a part of some­

thing where you can cheer someone 

up,” she said.

Spencer and his mother also did 

something for the team to show their 

appreciation for their kindness. Country 

music superstar Tim McGraw has a foun­

dation in honor of McGraw’s father. Tug, 

who was a former pitcher for the Phillies 

and also suffered from brain cancer.

The organization features baseball 

bracelets that represent brain cancer, so 

the Perry family sent a band to each of 

the Raider players and coaches.

Senior Lisa Lawler said meeting 

Spencer has given the team motivation 

both on and off the field.

“It encourages us to play our best and 

always give it our all,” she said. “When 

you know someone that’s going through 

something like that, it makes you want 

do everything you can to help.”

Heidi Perry said the friendship they 

have developed with the team has been 

a great blessing.

“1 honestly feel the team was sent to 

Spencer from a very special place,” she 

said. “We are blessed by their support, 

and their compassion and empathy has 
been amazing.”

Last weekend in the Raiders’ contest 

with Iowa State, they also received a 

blessing that seemed to come from an 

outside source.

The Raiders were down 1-0 in the 

final inning of play when Lawler came to 

the plate with two outs and two runners 

on base. After getting down two strikes 

in the count she stepped out of the box 

and saw first base coach Jennifer Stewart 
mbbing her hand on the Tug McGraw 

bracelet Spencer had sent them.

“Come on Spencer, give us some 

help,” Stewart said.

Lawler stepped back in the box and 

sent a game winning home run sailing 

over the left-field wall.

Nurses are vital to hospitals and other 
health care facilities because they perform 
many important tasks, she said. Responsi- 
hilities of nurses include bathing patients, 
bedside care, procedures, administering 
medication and coordinating care.

Hallm an said some nurses go to 
patients’ homes to continue treatment. Be­
cause of insurance requirements patients 
have to leave the hospital before their 
treatment and recovery time is complete.

Nursing is a good field to go into because 
of the joh security, Hallman said. Also, 
nurses can move anywhere in the nation to 
find a job because of the high demand.

Tech students should consider working as 
a nurse if they care about the welfare of other 
people, Hallman said. The job is rewarding if 
one genuinely enjoys helping people.

David Fry, assistant vice president 
for human resources at the Texas Tech 
University Health Sciences Center, said

the school is suffering a shortage, but is 
still meeting its clinical needs.

“It seems to work in a cycle,” he said
In the last 17 years the H SC has had 

three time periods where they have not 
had enough nurses. Fry said. During this 
time, it takes longer to find new nurses.

W hen the H SC does not have its full 
requirement of nurses, other employees 
will cover needed positions.

Usually the problem is solved by a 
new graduating class of nurses who fill the 
vacated positions. Fry said.

The main area where nurses are needed is 
in correctional facilities, because of the nature 
of the job, it takes a certain type of person to 
be interested in working in the Texas Depart­
ment of Criminal Justice, Fry said.

According to the U.S. Bureau of La­
bor Statistics, the joh demand for nurses 
decreased during 1992-1997 to 2.7 percent 
annually. The years 1986-1991 had a 3.6 
percent annual job demand. This shows 
the interest in nursing has decreased in 
past decades and could explain why there 
is a current deficit.

U niversity o f Texas and other uni­
versities,” he said. “WTiat we need to 
know are the financial implications 
(of alternate tuition methods) for our 
students.”

A  study has been  suggested by 
m em bers o f the ad m inistration  to 
profile students and pinpointing their 
needs both financially and education­
ally.

T h e study is expected to be com ­
pleted and analyzed by the November 
board m eeting. T h is was the m ain 
reason for the quick approval o f both 
the proposed tuition for Tech and the 
H SC .

T h e  Regents did seem skeptical 
about the actual results the survey

could yield, but wished results could 
be seen sooner.

W hitm ore said he did not sense 
skepticism among the Regents, but was 
pleased with the approval o f tuition 
and fees.

“I think the regents approved what 
we recommended, which is what we 
should always hope for,” he said. “I 
agree that we need a firmer decision 
about alternate tuition systems.”

W hitm ore said he hopes the con­
clusion of the study will be helpful in 
indicating how tuition hikes will affect 

students and will hopefully show results 
by fall 2006.

Despite the ongoing debate about 
which tuition system will work best for 
Tech, incoming freshman still are tak­
ing a higher average of hours, possibly 
in part to the new Graduate on Time 
contracts, implemented last fall.

T h e  average number of hours taken 
by freshman has increased from 13.95 
hours to 14.47 hours per semester.

Sm ith said he is happy with the de­
cisions made by the regents, and hopes 
students will take part in lobbying the 
senate to support Tech.

“I think they gave a reassured, mea­
sured response to our needs,” he said. 
“I was happy with the dialogue we had 
with the board.”

S m ith  said generating  revenue 
is still a necessity for the school, to 
increase faculty to a more acceptable 
student-to-faculty ratio, while decreas­
ing class size.

“W e need to position ourselves so 
we don’t position ourselves so we don’t 
price our parents and students out,” he 
said. “T h e Senate numbers have $500  
million allocated for public education. 
I don’t think we’ll get the Senate num­

bers, but I hope so.”
Sm ith said he is comfortable with 

where Tech is, and wants to be careful 
when increasing tuition.

“W e want to support aspirations, 
not limit them ,” he said. ‘W e  don’t 
want to see privatization o f public 
universities.”

Sm ith said if all tuition and fees 
were reported from all Texas public uni­
versities, Tech would rank forth, behind 
T h e University o f Texas-Austin, Texas 
A & M  University and UT-Dallas.

Also approved at the meeting, was 
a $300,CXX) proposal for an additional 
150 parking spaces at Murray Hall. 
There are currently 283 spaces, and 
516 students are expected to reside in 
the building. T h e ideal ratio of parking 
spaces to students is one to one.

A ll o f the items on the agenda were 
passed with unanimous consent.

K u tch er proves he has th e  ab ility  to 
play it stra ig h t as th e  lik ab le  n ice  guy, but 
in  so doing, com es o ff  ra th e r blandly.

B u t B ern ie  M ac is reason enough to see 
“G uess W h o .” O n e  o f th e  m ost ta len ted  
com ed ian s w orking today, M ac is co n sis­
ten tly  funny as the o ld -school Percy Jon es, 
earn ing big laughs th a t have n o th in g  to  do 
w ith  th e  screenp lay.

(A P ) —  A  form er se ­
cu rity  guard at M ich a e l Ja c k so n ’s N ev erland  ran ch  
told  a lurid story Thu rsday abou t seein g  th e  singer 
kiss, fon dle and perform  oral sex on  a boy w ho la ter 
rece iv ed  a fin a n c ia l se ttle m e n t from  th e  pop star.

B u t th e  c re d ib ility  o f  th e  guard and a n o th e r pros­
e cu tio n  w itness w ho testified  seein g  Ja ck so n  fondle 
boys too k  an enorm ous h it  during cro ss-ex am in atio n  
by d efense law yer T h o m as M esereau Jr.

H e a ttack ed  th e  secu rity  guard, R a lp h  C h a co n , 
as m aking th e  w hole th in g  up “’to  get e v e n ” w ith  
th e  singer and portrayed th e  o th e r  w itness, form er 
Ja ck so n  m aid A d rian  M cM anu s, as a th ie f  and a liar. 
H e accu sed  C h a co n  o f hav in g  tried  to  “e x to r t” $ 1 6  
m illio n  from  Ja ck so n  in  a law suit and len g th y  tria l 
th a t h e , M cM anu s and o th e r  ex-em p loyees lost.

T h e y  u ltim ate ly  w ere ordered to  pay m ore th a n

In  q u estion in g  by D istr ic t  A tto rn e y  Tom  S n e d ­

don, C h a c o n  told  o f  loo k in g  throu gh  a w indow  o n e  
n ig h t at Ja c k so n ’s pool house in  la te  1 9 9 2  or early 
1993  and seeing h im  perform  oral sex on  a 10-year- 
old boy.

C h a c o n  said h e  saw Ja ck so n  engage in  a c tiv itie s  
h e  d escribed  as “p ass io n ate” a fter th e  singer and th e  
boy to o k  a dip in  an  ou tdoor Jacuzzi and show ered.

T h en  I learned o f changes that turned my “Sesame 
Street” world upside-down.

My beloved blue, furry m onster— who sang “C  is for 
cookie, that’s good enough for m e” —  is now advocating 
eating healthy. T h ere’s even a new song —  “A  Cookie Is 
a Som etim es Food,” where C ookie M onster learns there 
are “’anytim e” foods and “sometimes” foods.

“Sacrilege! ” I cried. “T h a t’s akin to Oscar the G rouch 
being nice and clean .” (Co-workers gave me strange 
looks. But I didn’t care.)

Being a journalist, I did the only thing I knew how 
to do. I investigated why ‘’Sesame Street” gave Cookie 
M onster a health makeover.

T h e  answer would lead me into a world where televi­
sion producers worked with health  experts and politi­
cians, a place where C ookie M onster does care about his 
health, and by association, the health  o f children.

T h e  first place I headed was the Internet. O n  the 
Sesame Street W eb site, little had changed. T here was 
C ookie Monster, in all his blue fiirriness.

H e was holding a plate.of cQokies. H e was chom ping 
, on a cookie. He still looked the same. But as we all know, 
looks can be deceiving.

So  I searched the site for news on C ookie M onster

and up popped a press release about the show’s “Healthy 
Habits for Life” emphasis. Buried near the bottom  was 
a one-sentence m ention about C ookie M onster eating 
fewer cookies.

But what did that mean? Scarfing one plateful instead 
o f two?

I picked up the telephone. “W h a t’s going on  w ith 
Cookie Monster?” I asked the “Sesame Street” press office. 
“W hy are you doing this ?”

T hey  sent me to Dr. Rosemarie T. Truglio, the show’s 
vice president o f research and education.

Sh e said the show changes every year, focusing not just 
on teaching numbers and letters but also em otional and 
physical health. W ith  the rise in childhood obesity, Truglio 
said ‘’Sesame Street” is concentrating on the need to teach 
children about healthy foods and physical activity.

T his season, each episode opens w ith a “health  tip” 
about nutrition, exercise, hygiene and rest.

Truglio said “Sesame Street” also will introduce new 
characters, such as talking eggplants and carrots, and offer 
parodies, such as “A m erican Fruit Stand .”

Even guest stars will address healthy activities, such 
as A lic ia  Keys talking and singing about the importance 
o f physical activity.

Even politicians have gotten into the act, filming pub­
lic service announcements with ‘’Sesame Street” residents. 
In  one taping. Senate M ajority Leader B ill.Frist,taught 
Elm o to exercise —  jumping up and down. lit another. 
Sen. Hillary C lin ton  and the small red monster discuss 
the various textures and tastes o f foods.

Curry was 
eligible for the W N B A  Draft since she was a fourth-year junior; she missed her 
sophomore seascin because of a knee injury. a -

Would leaving college early for a women’s basketball player be a wise move? 
D o the benefits o f the W N B A  outweigh those of the N C A A ?

T h e answer, in plain English, is no.
W om en’s basketball obviously is a growing sport with more and more 

phenomenal athletes coming out of high school these days and bringing 
parity to the game in a way many thought would take a few more years,
For the third time in 11 years, U C onn  or Tennessee did not win the 

national title.
However much the game grows, it will not make it able to compete 

with the men, and W N B A  stars can only dream of making money 
like N B A  players.

T h e  fact of the matter is there is not enough money to go around 
to entice young women out o f college early.

Rutgers star guard Cappie Pondexter knows this. She also passed 
up a chance to go to the W N B A , and she even has the league’s logo 
tattooed on  her bicep. It’s been there since her freshman year.

Pondexter was an N C A A  partial qualifier, meaning she did not score high 
enough on entrance exams to be eligible right away. Sh e was forced to red-shirt 
her freshman year and graduate in four years in order to earn her fourth year of 
eligibility. Having done so, she will return to the Scarlet Knights and coach C . 
Vivian Stringer to build on their Elite Eight appearance this year.

N o matter what ink she sports, Pondexter is aware nothing’s more important

David
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than an education; and the W N B A , 
w hich introduces an expansion team 
in Chicago next year and could look­
ing for a point guard that can  take 
command of a game like Pondexter, 
can wait.

T h e  endorsements aren’t there like 
they are for the men, and those that are 

do not pay in the millions of dollars. Diana Turasi is not all over the television 
pushing Pepsi, Coke or Sprite. TTie M iller twins are not chewing Doublemint 

gum for extra change.
Most W N B A  stars make extra money during the offseason playing in smaller 

semi-pro leagues. Sheryl Swoopes plays for the Lubbock Hawks just 

to m ention one.
But a lot o f them  have gone onto to television for their second 

jobs.
Kara Lawson (Sacram ento Monarchs) is a color comm entator on 

ESPN  for N C A A  women’s games. Lisa Leslie (Los Angeles Sparks) 
co-hosted the pre-game and halftime sfrow with Rece Davis and Stacey 

Dales-Schuman (W ashington Mystics). Dales-Schuman also writes for 

ESPN .com  regularly.
W ith  so many jumping at the chance to make a name for themselves in 

analysis and commentary, staying in college that fourth year for women is the 
wisest bet. More and more young women are becoming reporters and anchors for 
sports networks, and getting a degree could only help these athletes springboard 
their careers after playing basketball.

So  Currie and Pondexter may be bound for the W N B A , but not yet. They’re 
going to get the one thing you can’t put a price tag on —  an education.

“I t ’s hard to, have exp ectation s on 
such a demanding golf course,” Hensby 
said.

Indeed opening day at the M asters 
was full o f surprises. T h is was the fourth 
straight week, and n in th  tim e out o f 15 tourna­
m ents th is year, th a t  bad w eath er delayed a 
round.

T he No. 10 Texas Tech tennis team continues down the 
grueling road that is the Big 12 conference as it prepares to take 
on No. 14 Texas A & M  and No. 38 Texas this weekend.
