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Thousands of protesters call for U.S. pullout

BAGH DAD, Iraq (A P) —  Tens of thousands of sup­
porters of a militant Shiite cleric filled central Baghdad’s 
streets Saturday and demanded that American soldiers 
go home, marking the second anniversary of Baghdad’s 
fall with shouts of “No, no to Satan!”

To the west of the capital, 5,000 protesters issued 
similar demands in the Sunni Triangle city of Ramadi, 
reflecting a growing impatience with the U.S.-led oc­
cupation and the slow pace of returning control to an 
infant Iraqi government.

The protest in Baghdad’s famous Firdos Square was 
the largest anti-A m erican dem onstration since the

U.S.-led invasion, but the turnout was far less than the 
1 million called for by radical Shiite cleric Muqtada 
al-Sadr.

“I do not accept having occupation forces in my 
country,” said protester A li Feleih Hassan, 35. “No one 
accepts this. I want them out. They have been here for 
two years, and now they have to set a timetable for their 
withdrawal.”

President Bush has said he will not pull troops out of 
Iraq until the security situation has improved.

Tens of thousands of people spilled into the streets of 
central Baghdad, waving Iraqi flags and climbing onto 
an abstract sculpture said to represent freedom and built 
on the spot where Saddam Hussein’s statue once stood.

T he protest marked a return to the limelight for 
al-Sadr, who had been relatively quiet since his Mahdi 
Army militiamen signed truces last year with U.S.-led 
forces after deadly clashes. Officials said the cleric did not 
attend because of security concerns. He has stayed close 
to his home in the holy city of N ajaf since the U.S.-led 
assault on his militia in August.

No major violence was reported during Saturday’s 
demonstration, which the Iraqi Interior Ministry agreed 
to protect. U .S. soldiers kept watch from behind con- 
crete-and-barbed wire barriers.

Mahdi Army militiamen searched people entering 
the demonstration area as Iraqi policemen stood to the 
side.

Protesters burned the U .S. flag as well as cardboard 
cutouts of Bush and Saddam. Three effigies representing 
Saddam, Bush and British Prime Minister Tony Blair
—  all handcuffed and dressed in red Iraqi prison jump­
suits that signified they had been condemned to death
—  were placed on a pedestal, then symbolically toppled 
like the Saddam statue two years before.

“Force the occupation to leave from our country,” 
one banner read in English.

T he Sh iite  protesters called for a jailed Saddam 
to face justice, holding up framed photos of al-Sadr’s 
father, a prominent cleric executed by the ousted Iraqi

Sgt. Ross H ester with 
the L ubbock P olice  D e­
partment said at ap­
proximately 11:30 
a.m. Sunday, a black 
male entered the store 
and harassed a clerk, 
keeping his hands in his 
pockets, implying he had 
a gun. During the encoun­
ter, another employee who was in the 
back of the store called the police.

H ester said police responded

promptly and after a chase, police of­
ficer Joe Gonzales caught the suspect. 
Details relating to the suspect have 
not yet been released.

Diane Castillo, an employee at 
Sally Beauty Supply, said she was not 
present at the time of the incident, 
but said employees who were still 

are shaken by the incident, and 
the police department was still 
on the scene conducting inter­
views and investigation.

W olfforth pushes 

back alcohol vote

T h e  optimism o f residents in 
the 2,50G-person Wolfforth 
community has experienced 
a small kink in the hopes 

of liquor-by-the-drink 
alcohol sales in 

th e ir  city, as 
the vote will 
not be as soon 
as expected.
If passed, the 

proposed law will allow Wolfforth to 
have on-site alcohol sales in restau­
rants, hotels and other venues with 
an alcohol permit. The idea has been 
a long time in the making, but began 
to prosper when the West Texas Pro­
fessional Baseball league announced 
plans to build a baseball stadium in 
Wolfforth, where, if alcohol sales are 
permitted, they would like to begin a 
minor league baseball team.

As of now, Wolfforth is dry and 
even if the law is passed, the sale of 
alcohol in convenience stores and 
bars still will be strictly prohibited.

Friday morning, both Wolfforth 
and Lubbock County officials came 
together to announce a discrepancy 
found in the election calculations.

A  new law in effect requires 92 
days between the date petitions are 
filed and the date of the election. 
The date previously set for the local 
option election was May 7, only 54 
days from the time the petition was 
filed.

The miscalculation was discov­
ered by Dorothy Kennedy, the Lub­
bock County elections administrator, 
who said she and the rest of the 
election staff take responsibility for 
not noticing the inconsistency, but is 
glad the problem was caught before 
the elections took place.

“W e take full responsibility for 
this situation. (T h e  discrepancy) 
could have thrown a kink in the 
whole thing,” she said. “It is better 
overall —  I’m glad we found it. I

Traffic and Parking discusses issues with Tech students, faculty

Traffic and Parking will be hosting a series of 
town hall meetings this week to discuss parking- 
related issues with both students and faculty at 
Texas Tech.

T he meetings are in­
tended to give students 
and facu lty  in sig h t on 
what is going on within 
the department as well as 
allow them to give com ­
ments and suggestions to 
the department. Buddy 
Knox, director of Traffic 
and Parking, said this 
is their way o f reaching 
out and trying to get some feedback from 
students.

“We want to know how the university feels 
as a whole,” he said. “It’s really important that 
we know what everybody wants.”

The department, Knox said, has been con­

ducting surveys with the student body as well 
as with faculty and staff.

T h e  departm ent is already working on 
projects to improve the parking situations, 
especially for commuters. Knox said that they 
are al- ready building around 30 0  new 

spaces for commuters in the 
C -10 parking lot. Some of 

the areas lost from con- 
I struction  projects are 

in the process of being 
recovered to allow more 

parking for students. 
According to the depart­

ment, the lot most students 
refer to as the Hastings lot 

w i l l  not exist next year because of 
plans for building the Martha Sharp Freeway, 
which will begin after graduation this semes­
ter.

“Those parking spaces will no longer physi­
cally exist after May,” Knox said.

Some of the other topics Knox said he will

bring to everyone’s attention involve game day 
parking and tailgating. Because the spaces at 
Hastings no longer will be available for long-term 
tailgating, some of the other lots will be used for 
the tailgaters, as long as it doesn’t get in the way 
of the student parking.

“W e don’t want to impact student parking 
because of tailgating,” Knox said.

He m entioned tailgaters would maybe be 
able to use some of the lots after 3 p.m. Fridays, 
depending on the number of students still on 
campus for classes.

A ll students and faculty are encouraged to 
come to a meeting this week. Faculty and staff 
will be able to attend meetings at 1 p.m. today 
and at 11 a.m. Wednesday. Both will take place in 
the Escondido Theater on the lower level of the 
Student Union. Students will be able to attend the 
meetings at 2 p.m. Tuesday in the Mesa Room on 
the upper level of the Student Union building and 
at 4 p.m. Thursday in the Escondido Theater.

Police capture 8 0  Law yer com m on Isreal looking for 
illegal immigrants thread in bombing U.S., Bush’s support

HOUSTON  (AP) —  Authorities 
have taken into custody 80 illegal 
immigrants who were hidden at two 
separate locations, awaiting further 
transport into the country.

Sheriff’s deputies got a tip Friday 
that illegal immigrants were staying at 
a southwest Harris County home.

After arriving at the house, depu­
ties heard glass breaking and saw 
people jumping through a window and 
running away.

In all, deputies found 53 illegal 
immigrants —  43 men and 10 women 
—  in the house, as well as a loaded AK- 
47 rifle under a bed, said Harris County 
sheriff’s Capt. Paul Cordova.

The immigrants told deputies they 
had been in the house for about a week. 
Cordova said the immigrants appeared 
to be well-fed.

None of the immigrants told depu­
ties they were being forced to stay in 
the house, but they may have been 
afraid to reveal the truth, he said.

BIRM IN G H AM , Ala. (A P) —  
The lawyer at the center of the deal that 
will spare serial bomber Eric Rudolph’s 
life has helped keep other big-name 
defendants off death row —  including 
Unabomber Ted Kaczynski.

Judy Clarke has been described as 
a “one-woman Dream Team” by a col­
league who helped her defend Susan 
Smith, the South Carolina mom who 
avoided a death sentence after being 
convicted of drowning her two little 
boys in 1995.

Clarke helped Kaczynski cop a plea 
and avoid a death sentence, and on Fri­
day, Rudolph followed suit, agreeing to 
plead guilty to the deadly 1996 Olympic 
park bombing in Atlanta, a fatal 1998 
abortion clinic blast in Birmingham and 
two others in Atlanta in 1997.

A  staunch opponent of capital pun­
ishment, Clarke works for the federal 
defender’s office in San Diego, Calif., 
and is considered one of the nation’s 
leading death penalty lawyers.

JE R U S A L E M  (A P ) —  Prime 
Minister Ariel Sharon expects over­
whelming support from President Bush 
before embarking on one of the most 
fundamental concessions in Israeli his­
tory —  the evacuation o f9,500 Jewish 
settlers from their homes.

Sharon meets with Bush this week 
at the president’s ranch in Crawford, a 
venue reserved for a select few world 
leaders.

A n embrace from the American 
leader would bolster Sharon, who 
faces intense internal opposition to 
the pullout.

As Sharon was flying to the United 
States on Sunday, thousands of his 
opponents planned a rally at a dis­
puted holy site in Jerusalem, hoping to 
sabotage the withdrawal. On Saturday, 
Israeli troops shot and killed three 
teenagers in disputed circumstance in 
the Rafah refugee camp in the Gaza 
Strip, shattering weeks of calm and 
raising tensions.

M other charged with endangerm ent 
for letting S^year-old smoke marijuana

A N G LETO N (A P) — A 2 2 - 
year-old mother has been charged 
with endangering a child after she 
was arrested by police for report­
edly letting her 5-year-old daughter 
smoke marijuana.

Amanda Williams is free on 
$7 ,500  bond after she was ar­
rested Friday on the state jail felony 
charge. If convicted, she could face 
up to two years in jail and a fine of 
up to $10,000.

Angleton police began investi­
gating after being notified in late 
March by Children’s Protective

Services.
Investigators say the incident hap­

pened around the holidays in Decem­
ber at the family’s home, said Angleton 
Police Detective David Steves.

“She said she was smoking mari­
juana and the child grabbed it and 
smoked it,” Steves said.

One witness told police Williams 
didn’t try to stop her daughter from 
smoking. The mother said she did try 
to stop it.

“I can’t say if that’s the truth or 
not,” Steves said of the mother’s ac­
count. Regardless, “she allowed her
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access to the marijuana, period, by 
her having it there. The child having 
a means to get a hold of it is an endan­
germent to the child.”

T he girl took a puff before the 
marijuana was taken away, Steves said, 
adding she probably had it for about a 
second or so.

“I’ve heard of children that have 
ingested cocaine before,” Steves said. 
“If they’re going to do it around them, 
the kids will eventually get into it.” 

Authorities were looking to place 
the girl with relatives, said Gwen 
Carter, a CPS spokeswoman.

Midland bars 
may become 
non-smoking

MIDLAND (AP) — The city council 
plans this week to discuss a proposal to ban 
smoking in public places including restau­
rants and bars, which would make Midland 
the latest of several Texas cities to enact such 
an ordinance.

“I have no doubt that a ban on smoking is 
inevitable in Midland. It is a movement that 
has widespread support in other communi­
ties, states and countries,” said Dr. Robert 
Vogel, chairman of Smoke-Free Midland.

About 60 percent of Midlanders strongly 
or somewhat favor a ban on smoking in 
indoor public places while 36 percent oppose 
it, according to a Scripps Howard Texas Poll 
paid for by the Midland County Medical So­
ciety, American Lung Association of Texas, 
American Heart Association and American 
Cancer Society. The survey of400 Midland 
voters last month has a margin of error of 
4.9 percent.

T h e  full-day conference, attended primarily hy ________________
women but with a male presence, addressed issues 
facing women in general, but especially issues with 
their roles in the military.

Esther L ichti, coordinator o f the women’s stud­
ies program, said the annual conference is aimed at 
tackling issues women deal with in their everyday 
lives, but given the tone o f the days, it seemed fitting 
for this year’s conference to deal with women in the 
military.

“T his year we chose to focus on women in the 
military, but we realize that women are affected by 
war in many different ways,” she said.

Keynote speaker M argarethe Cammermeyer gave 
an address titled  “If you are uncom fortable, th a t’s 
where you need to be.” Cammermeyer is a retired

level of discrim ination, not only because she is a woman, but because 
she challenged policies banning marriage and pregnancy among women 
in the military.

Cammermeyer was married while in the military and upon her di­
vorce disclosed her homosexuality. In a 1995 made-for-television movie.

Aggressive parents 
a growing problem

DALLAS (AP) —  A n angry par­
ent attacked a Dallas middle school 
educator after the teacher scolded the 
woman’s daughter for loitering outside 
a locker. A  classroom full of students 
watched the flurry of kicks, punches 
and hair pulling.

Paulette Baines, charged with 
misdemeanor assault, was no stranger 
to the education system. She teaches 
at a Dallas high school.

A  few days later, an East Texas 
football coach was shot by a disgruntled 
parent.

The conflicts are an extreme ex­
ample of the tensions teachers say they 
face daily. Parents are more willing, to 
confront educators, challenging, even 
threatening, them.

“I know teachers really feel they’re 
in a pressure cooker,” said Aim ee 
Bolender, president of Alliance/AFT, 
a Dallas teachers’ union. “The respect 
for authority has definitely changed. 
Teachers are no longer respected in 
general.”

Lisa J acobson, chief executive of the 
New York and Boston-based tutoring 
and test preparation firm Inspirica, 
said teachers have told her they’re 
overwhelmed by pushy parents.

“They feel like the parents come 
in as CEOs and order them around,” 
Jacobson said. “I’ve seen many cases of 
parents going into schools and coercing 
teachers to change grades.”

The intense competition to get 
into the nation’s best colleges has 
worsened the problem over the past 
20 years, Jacobson said. Now parents 
of preschoolers even hound teachers to 
make sure their children learn to read

before kindergarten, she said.
And, parents are more stressed 

than they used to be —  working one 
or more jobs outside the home, or 
running single-parent households
—  so they may be more likely to lash 
out at their children’s teachers over 
minor arguments, said Doug Fiore, a 
Virginia elementary school principal 
who co-wrote a book for teachers called 
“Dealing with Difficult Parents.”

While no national education orga­
nization keeps statistics on the number 
of assaults against teachers by parents, 
plenty of anecdotal evidence exists.

Lee Alvoid, a retired principal in 
suburban Dallas, said toward the end 
of her 32-year career parent-teacher 
conferences had become more intense, 
so much so that she sometimes asked 
security guards to stand outside her 
office.

The Issaquah school district, just 
outside of Seattle, adopted a “civility 
policy” in 2001 to help teach everyone
—  parents, students, teachers and 
administrators —  how to communi­
cate courteously and effectively after 
administrators noticed that conversa­
tions between all kinds of people were 
becoming more confrontational in and 
out of school.

U.S. Post Office seeks to increase stamp prices
W ASH INGTON  (AP) —  The 

post office wants an extra 2-cents- 
worth for its stamps.

However, at the same tim e 
Friday that the agency proposed 
the stamp price increase, it also 
invited Congress to eliminate the 
need for it.

The proposal sent to the inde­
pendent Postal Rate Commission 
calls for increases to take effect 
early next year.

They would boost first class 
stamps from 37 cents to 39 cents, 
increase post cards from 23 cents 
to 24 cents and raise other postal 
prices similarly.

In announcing the rate proposal 
the Postal Service said it is needed 
only because a 2003 law require^ 
the agency to place $3.1 billion 
annually in an escrow account.

Postal officials have been urging 
Congress to drop that requiiement 
and said they will withdraw the rate

request if Congress does so.
Postage rates last went up June 30, 

2002, rising from 34 cents to 37 cents 
for a typical first class letter.

Congress mandated the escrow 
requirement in 2003 when it passed 
a law reducing the amount of money 
the agency has to pay into its retire­
ment system, which auditors said was 
being overfunded. Instead Congress 
ordered the money to be put into the 
escrow fund.

Elimination of that fund has been 
included in bills that would make 
other changes in postal operations, 
but Congress has not acted on the 
proposals.

“To continue to require the Postal 
Service to hold these funds in an 
escrow or other account would sim­
ply continue the overpayment and 
unfairly burden postal ratepayers,” 
the post office’s governing board said 
in a letter to Sen. Susan Collins,

R-Maine, chairwoman of the Com­
mittee on Homeland Security and 
Governmental Affairs.

Now that the post office has for­
mally asked for a 5.4 percent increase, 
the Postal Rate Commission will hold 
hearings and co llect inform ation 
before ruling on the proposal. That 
process can take as long as 10 months, 
meaning that if the rate increase is 
approved it wouldn’t take effect until 
early next year.

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The filibuster’s fine foes
The filibuster tradition keeps limitations on government

The Senate Republicans, by trying to 
effectively remove the filibuster op­
tion from presidential nominations, 

are making a mistake.
Since 1841, when it was invented to 

stop Henry Clay’s bank bill, “to filibuster” 
has meant to make long speeches, introduce 
irrelevant issues and so on to deny a bill pas­
sage. It’s one of those weird, arcane legisla­
tive techniques that stems less from written 
law and more from ingenious manipulation 
of the bizarre rules that govern law-mak­
ing, and, as such, seems unrepresentative 
and undemocratic —  not to m ention in 
poor taste.

W ouldn’t the health of the republic, 
and that of oratory in general, benefit from 
limiting a legion of tedious old men with 
delusions of grandeur from blathering on 
and on forever, just because they’re opposed 
to the inevitable?

No, it wouldn’t. For all its long-winded­
ness, the ‘buster is an essential tool to the 
protection of democracy. It’s not a perver­
sion of our process, but a shield of it.

T he American dream is built around, 
at heart, the protection of minority rights 
from the majority’s tyranny. Weak as the 
filibuster might be, it’s a wonderful threat 
for the weaker party to use. T he possible 
threat of creating inefficiency is a great spur 
to compromise, a great hindrance to the 
stronger side going too far.

Liberals and conservatives have called 
each other obstructionists from time to time, 
but what nobody seems to remember is our 
country was built around the principle that 
government obstructing itself actually is a 
good thing. A  government so constrained 
is a government that has time to think, 
deliberate, cool down and take measure of 
its actions.

R ight now, the required supermajor­
ity in the Senate to call for a motion to 
end filibuster —  called “cloture” —  is 60 
votes. The Republicans wish to change the 
needed cloture on approval of presidential 
nominees to 51.

Previously, the limit was two-thirds of 
the Ssnate (imposed for the first time in 
history by Democratic President Wilson in 
1917), but it was changed in 1975 when 
the Democrats were at the height of abus­
ing their power and, frankly, didn’t like the 
filibuster as much as they do now. W ell, 
that’s technically incorrect; the southern 
Democrats liked it when they were opposing 
civil rights legislation.

W hy are the Republicans seeking to limit 
the filibuster? Because they are convinced an 
activist set of magistrates on the bench are 
above and beyond the law, and they wish 
to correct this. The president has named 
10 judges for the bench, w hich Senate 
Democrats, under Harry Reid (D-Nevada), 
are going to try to block.

T h e  Senate’s leadership believes the 
institution of these judges would deliver a 
salvation blow to the health of this nation. 
As such, they are threatening to effectively 
dismantle filibustering. This means elimina­
tion of rules that usually allow the minority 
party, or technically, any group of allied law-

makers in a weaker opposition, to yap for an 
unlimited amount of time, hence effectively 
stalling all legislation, or gumming up the 
works enough to be an inconvenience.

Sounds like a good idea, right? 1 mean, we 
are talking about a bunch of blowhards hav­
ing time limits put on their oratory. Anyone 
who’s rode any major city’s subway knows 
the value o f constraints on impromptu 
speeches. But the Republicans are wrong to 
attempt to remove the filibuster. It’s a curse, 
but a necessary curse.

So why is getting rid of it a bad idea? 
First, the so-called “cure” in this case. 

Bush’s judges, is worse than the disease, 
which doesn’t actually exist. W ant to know 
what an “activ ist judiciary” is? I t ’s any 
collection of judges that makes a ruling 
conservatives dislike.

For example, 19 Florida judges, through­
out 15 years, ruled against the continued 
torture of Terri Schiavo. Conservatives 
shouted judicial activism.

Hardly. By any standard, the Republicans 
committed a tactical error in making such 
accusations. One, the Florida laws, which 
the judges were obeying, clearly read there 
was not compelling interest or evidence to 
relocate control from her legal guardian, 
husband Michael Schiavo, to her parents.

Two: more embarrassing, most of the 19 
judges who made rulings on Schiavo were 
conservatives appointed by Republican 
presidents. Hardly bomb throwers. But as a 
result of such actions. Republican lawmakers 
on the state and federal level are considering 
changing lifetime appointments into term 
limits, effectively nullifying any idea of an

independent judiciary.
Ask yourself: Aren’t the true conserva­

tives here those who realize and respect 
what judges do? Responsible judges don’t 
make law, but law must be interpreted. 
Guys, if you want better laws, don’t blame 
the judges. You should be writing better ones 
in the first place.

The filibuster is one of those brilliant 
lights that shines occasionally on the sweet 
hypocrisy of Washington. I

W hen a party is in power, the filibuster 
is derided by its members as an impediment 
to democracy, as the tyranny of a secret ca­
bal of self-interested group of men. “You’re 
thwarting the will of the people,” the major­
ity party cries.

But when that same party falls into 
minority status, suddenly the filibuster is 
decided to have important, nay, intrinsic 
constitutional value.

W hy? Because p oliticians are ju n k ­
ies, plain and simple. They have a drug: 
power.

And as the great W illiam S. Burroughs 
said, control needs control like a junkie 
needs junk.

O ne reason the filibuster suddenly 
becomes an ob ject of veneration, why a 
hushed rustle of sweet hosannas is heard 
from the smaller party when any mention 
of the technique is made, is because it is 
a leverage tool to get the weaker team the 
power fix they need.

W hat’s really funny about the attempts 
to throw away filibustering is that it’s the 
Republicans doing it.

The idea of the conservatives disman­
tling the ‘buster is sort of like the kid in tag 
who whined about getting caught all the 
time suddenly becoming “it” and deciding to 
high-handedly do away with the safe zone.

The Republicans were in opposition for 
many years, and, like our balance of power 
demands, did us all a service by keeping 
check on the Democrats.

W hy would they wish to do away with 
a tool they themselves praised endlessly 
and used unreservedly in years gone by? I’m 
mystified by their motives, so 1 decided to 
check the books.

T h e  10 Bush nom inees about w hich 
they’re complaining reminded me of the 60 
Clinton judicial nominees the Republicans 
refused to let out of committee when they 
came to power in 1994- Rehnquist himself 
had to go, hat in hand, to Congress to re­
quest the Senate release the Clinton people 
to fix much-needed holes in the federal 
judiciary.

Hypocrisy, no? T he Republicans used 
the filibuster in 1975 block LBJ’s nomina­
tion of Abe Fortas to the C hief Justiceship.

The work force 
gender gap

The government wont consider women in the 

workforce, as women face elimination

Please give me a reason to stop writ­
ing about these things. So here’s 
the latest archaic idea the good ole’ 

hoys have come up with lately.
The Spring 2005 issue of Ms. Maga­

zine reported the “Bureau of Labor Sta­
tistics [has] recently announced its plan 
to abandon counting women workers 
in its monthly survey of U .S . business 
payrolls.”

Are you kidding me?
Now that there is some sort of move­

ment to stop increasing equality in the 
workplace, we are going to start erasing 
it. Come May the statistics will be all 
male and women will be left out. A c­
cording to the Bureau of Labor Statistics 
website, www.bls.gov, they have three 
convincing reasons why ladies are not 
worth counting.

First the bureau states that to report 
on women is a “significant reporting 
burden on survey respondents because 
payroll records do not typically include 
gender information.” Second, they note 
the “women worker series is not used 
very often.”

And last, their reasoning is the Cur­
rent Population Survey’s monthly survey 
of households will be sufficient for data on 
women’s employment, earnings, marital 
status and so on.

W ith the 
implementation of these 
new rules, we no longer 
will be able to track 
disparities between 
men and women in 
related fields. J ,

Ms. Magazine 
held a compelling 
statement in its ar­
ticle from Kathryn 
Norlock, a professor 
from S t. Mary’s C o l­
lege in Maryland: “O n the 
one hand, [we are] frequently 
criticized for not having good empirical 
grounds for our claims [about working 
women]. O n the other hand, the best 
sources of data are being diminished, and 
our concerns downplayed, by precisely 
those policy-makers who would demand, 
‘prove it. Prove that your women’s issues 
have good grounds.’”

The new labor statistic rules were pre­
sented in December, and the 60-day com­
ment period ended Feb. 22. After a battle 
of bi-partisan support from Republican 
Shelley M oore Capito and Democrat 
Lousie Slaughter, the co-chairwomen of 
the Congressional Caucus for W omen’s 
Issues, we still have seen no changes.

Prior to this report, Howard Hayghe, 
an economist for the Bureau of Labor Sta­
tistics, wrote an article for the Monthly 
Labor Review that accounted for a new 
trend in women. Hayghe frighteningly 
states in his report that, “In just the past 
two years, a quiet counterrevolution has 
begun... the exodus of women from the 
labor force...The two paycheck family 
is on the decline; the traditional one 
paycheck is now the fastest growing 
household unit.”

A fter Hayghe’s report, the bureau 
comes up with the great idea to forget

about women workers because they are go­
ing back into the homes anyway. W hile this 
might easily be a new trend, what about the 
women in the work force?

Ironically, according to 
employee.org, the Bureau 

of Labor Statistics are 
ii beginning to “count 

daddies” since men 
are raising the red 
flag w ith the de­
mands of family and 

work. O ne o f their 
numbers has reported 

91 percent of fathers 
with children under 18 

are employed to the 67 per­
cent of working mothers. W ill it 

take men, with the stress of children and 
work, to change the system and continue 
to include women? Probably.

The notion that women go to college 
only to go right back into the home is out­
dated. It seems logical to me, but if it is a new 
trend, they have not looked at the popula­
tion statistics to notice maybe there is a baby 
boom, which would be understandable for 
women to stay in the home, or fathers.

Yet, most trends will show women who 
go into the home to raise their children 
while they are young will go back into the 
work force once their children reach school 
age. How will we know when women go 
back into the work force and what jobs they 
will take? Sadly, we won’t.

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Lubbock test well looking for new ways to pump oil

R esearchers at the $ 1 .5  m il­
lion  test well fac ility  in Lubbock 
are looking for more e ffic ien t and 
econ om ic ways for com panies to 
pump oil to b en efit the industry 
and the consum er.

Jam es Lea, professor o f p etro ­
leum engineering at Texas T ech , 
said th e  fa c ility  spans about 50  
acres and stretches across 4 ,0 0 0  
feet, m aking it th e  biggest and 
deepest well in  Texas.

A t the facility , researchers are 
looking in to  a rtific ia l lifting  o f 
o il using water. Lea said.

Lloyd H einze, in terim  ch a ir­
m an o f p etro leu m  en g in eerin g  
at T ech , said the liftin g  process 
in v o lv es  su cker rod pum ping, 
using a large lever.

T h e  horse head part o f th e  le ­
ver has a o n e -in ch  solid steel rod 
con n ected  to it, and goes down 
to  th e  w ell, H ein ze said . T h e  
rod is attach ed  to a p iston  on a 
cylinder, w hich  th en  helps pump 
a 2 0 -fo o t colum n o f fluid.

“W e ’re forcing th e  cylinder to 
go up and dow n,” he said. “T h is  
is sort o f a m ile sto n e  to  h av e  
m ajor oil com panies sponsoring 
the p ro je c t.”

A c c o r d in g  to  w w w .p e .ttu . 
edu/capros/sponsors.htm , sp on­

sors o f the test well fac ility  in ­
clude D iam ond O il W ell D rilling 
C om p any, H a llib u rto n  Energy 
S o u rc e s , L o n e  S ta r  S te e l  and 
R & M  Energy Sources.

Lea said any discovery made 
at the test well
c re a te s  b e t te r  -------------------------
p e r f o r m a n c e  
t h r o u g h o u t  
th e  o il in d u s­
try. T e st W e ll 
r e s e  a r c h e r s  
are lo ok in g  at 
h ow  fa s t  and  
e c o n o m ic a l ly  
o il can  be pro­
d u ced , and  if  
gas is in  th e  
pump, the per­
f o r m a n c e  o f  
th e  w e ll w ill
decrease. ________________

T h e  t e s t  
w e l l  u s e s  a
beam  pump for liftin g  right now. 
Lea said. However, o ther kinds o f 
lifts, such as a gas lift, are used.

A  balan ce betw een damaging 
eq u ip m en t and p u m p ing e c o ­
n o m ically  must be m ain tained . 
L ea said. T h e  goal at th e  test 
well is to m inim ize energy bills 
and equipm ent damage for more 
e ffic ien t use o f oil.

R esearch  has b een  going on 
at th e  well for about a year. Lea

said.

In their own words, Guantanamo Bay detainees judge U .S. justice
W A SH IN G TO N  (A P) —  In a 

development the Bush administra­
tion had hoped to avoid, the stories 
of about 60 detainees imprisoned at 
Guantanamo Bay Naval Base have 
spilled out in court papers.

A  U.S. college-educated detainee 
asks plaintively in one: “Is it possible 
to see the evidence in order to refute 
it?”

In another transcript, the un­
identified president of a U .S. military 
tribunal bursts out: “I don’t care about 
international law. I don’t want to 
hear the words ‘international law’ 
again. We are not concerned with 
international law.”

Expressing defiance fh some in­
stances and stoic acceptance of their

fate in others, the once-nameless 
and still-largely faceless detainees ap­
peared last year before tribunals that, 
after quick reviews, declared they 
were unlawful enemy combatants who 
could be held indefinitely.

The government is holding about 
550 terrorism suspects at the Navy 
base in Cuba. A n additional 214 have 
been released since the prison opened 
in January 2002 —  some into the 
custody of their home governments, 
others freed outright.

Little information about them 
has been released through official 
channels. But stories of 60 or more 
are spelled out in detail in thousands 
of pages of transcripts fil^d'in U .S . 
District Court in Washington, where

lawsuits challenging their detentions 
have been filed.

Omar R ajab A m in, a Kuwaiti 
who graduated from the University 
of Nebraska in 1992, wanted to see 
the evidence. The tribunal president 
—  the de facto judge for the proceed­
ing —  said he could review only 
unclassified evidence.

Som e o f the exchanges grew 
heated.

“You are not the master of the 
Earth, sir,” Saifu llah  Paracha, a 
Pakistani businessman, told a tribunal 
president.

Feroz Ali Abbasi was ejected from 
his September hearing because he 
repeatedly challenged the legality of 
his detention.

“1 have the right to speak,” A b­
basi said.

“No, you don’t ,” the tribunal 
president replied.

The tribunal found Abbasi to have 
been “deeply involved” in the al- 
Qaida terror network. Yet four months 
later, the government released him, 
saying his home country of Britain 
would keep an eye on him.

The Guantanamo detainees come 
from about 40 countries and were 
picked up mainly in Afghanistan and 
Pakistan following the Sept. 11,2001, 
attacks. The administration designate 
them as enemy combatants.

In a landmark decision, the Su­
preme Court ruled last June that 
the detainees may challenge their

imprisonment. T h e  Pentagon re­
sponded nine days later by creating 
the tribunals and pushing through 
reviews of everyone at Guantanamo 
by year’s end.

A  military spokeswoman. Navy 
Capt. Beci Brenton, said Friday the 
Pentagon believes the tribunals allow 
for the review under the court ruling 
and that each detainee received “a 
fair opportunity to con test their 
detention.”

Administration officials contend 
the prisoners are not entitled to the 
internationally accepted legal protec­
tions given prisoners of war.

In the filings, some detainees 
seemed stunned by the speed of the 
process.

“How long will it take before you 
decide the results of this tribunal?” 
one asked.

“We should have a decision to­
day,” the tribunal president replied.

The tribunals brought out previ­
ously unknown information regarding 
the war on terror.

In one proceeding, the govern­
ment identified detainee Juma Mo­
hammed Abdul Latif A l Dosari as an 
al-Qaida recruiter who persuaded six 
Yemeni-Americans in suburban Buf­
falo, N.Y., to join the terrorist group.

The tribunal also disclosed that 
Dosari had been questioned by Saudi 
Arabian authorities about the Khobar 
Towers bombing in 1996 that killed 
19 members of the U .S. Air Force.

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Death toll from U .S. copter crash rises
KA BU L, Afghanistan (A P) —  

The death toll from the fiery crash of 
a U .S. helicopter in Afghanistan rose 
to 18 after searchers found the remains 
of two more American soldiers in the 
wreckage, the military said Saturday.

Investigators dispatched from the 
United States were heading to the 
site of Wednesday’s crash, the deadli­

est for Americans since the fall of the 
Taliban in 2001, to examine whether 
bad weather was to blame.

Thirteen U .S . service members 
and three civilian contractors were 
initially confirmed dead in the crash 
of the CH-47 Chinook near Ghazni, 
80 miles south of the Afghan capital, 
Kabul.

reported missing. Both of the inci­
dents took place April 4.

O n April 4, the M exican Border 
Grill was broken into and the front 
door glass smashed. According to 
police reports, after entry was gained 
into the restaurant, a cash register 
was stolen and the suspects fled with 
an unknown amount of money.

No witnesses have come forward 
in any of the April 4 incidents. A ll 
three break-ins occurred on or near

Hester said the influx of robberies 
and burglaries in Lubbock are typical 
of this time of year.

“There’s been a lot of robberies 
and related incidents w ith sum­
mer approaching,” he said. “People 
always want extra spending money 
around this time of year.”

Hester said holidays also are a 
com mon time for robberies. T he 
number of incidents that have taken 
place in the last week surprises him.

Another local break in occurred 
Friday, when witnesses called police 
and reported seeing a vehicle crash 
through the window of the Radio 
Shack on 4 *  Street.

A ccord in g  to p o lice  reports, 
the suspects drove a stolen vehicle 
through the large window of the 
store. W hen police arrived the sus­
pects fled and the high-speed pursuit 
ended when the suspects crashed the 
SU V  into a parked car and a house. 
The suspects tried to flee, but were 
arrested by police.

Hester said because of the large 
number of incidents taking place 
locally, people need to be especially 
aware of their surroundings at all 
times.

“Everyone just needs to be real 
careful when dealing with other 
people,” he said. “We will continue 
to investigate all the incidents.”

wish it wouldn’t have happened, but we 
worked it out and no one was hurt.”

Kennedy said the proposed election 
had already been signed off by the at­
torney general, who also did not notice 
the irregularity. If the election had gone 
ahead despite the inconsistency and 
passed, it could have been challenged 
and overturned.

“There are two codes you have to 
blend in while you’re creating ballots; 
that’s when 1 noticed the problem,” 
she said. “It would have just, taken 
one vote to challenge it for it to be 
overturned.”

Kennedy said the petition that was 
originally filed still will be the official 
petition and the signatures received on 
the petition still will be valid.

Bill McCay, the Lubbock County 
Commissioner representing the Wolf- 
forth area, said it was a difficult decision 
to postpone the election.

“It was a tough decision because 
everyone worked so hard,” he said. 
“But on the other hand, it was an easy 
decision. We had to do the 100 percent 
right, legal thing.”

McCay said before postponing the 
election, there was a round table meet­
ing with everyone who had stake in the 
election, and it was ultimately decided 
postponing was the only option.

“Efforts will get stronger as people 
come to understand why this is nec­
essary and begin to understand the 
concept,” he said. “We just didn’t 
want the result of the election to be 
challenged.”

Steve Komarek, chairman for the 
Responsible Citizens for Economic 
Development, said he is disappointed 
by the current situation, but believes 
the citizens of Wolfforth and Lubbock 
County still will support the proposal 
when it goes to a vote in September.

“I heard about it on April Fool’s 
Day, and 1 thought it was a joke— then 
it didn’t go away,” he said. “The delay 
is disappointing, but we can certainly 
handle it.”

Komarek believes it was good 
the problem was caught, especially 
because of the number of businesses 
this will affect.

pie’s businesses. It’s just not worth the 
risk,” he said. “I represent the Responsible 
Citizens for Economic Development, and 
we wouldn’t be being responsible if we held 
an election knowing there is a risk.”

Komarek said the challenge is just a 
small barrier to overcome and he believes 
it will only make people more determined 
to pass the bill.

“We’ve been handed lemons, and 
we’re going to make lemonade,” he said. 
“Literally.”

The date for the new election is 
Sept. 10, the same day as the 19* annual 
Wolfforth Harvest Festival and an annual 
balloon festival, featuring hot air balloon 
rides, Komarek said. Both of these events 
can be used as publicity for tbe election, 
and possibly get more people out to the 
polls.

“I’ve already got a scheduled trip on 
the day of the election,” he said. “1 am 
getting a banner that says ‘Vote Yes, Today,’ 
to put on the balloon basket.”

Komarek said this setback will not 
have a huge impact.

Clay Powell, general manager of the 
West Texas Professional Baseball league, 
said in an earlier interview he was sure 
while building the baseball stadium there 
would be setbacb. He said more recently 
this was not the kind of issue he was ex­
pecting, but the project is still ongoing, and 
the league is not slowing its pace.

‘We are obviously disappointed,” he 
said. “It’s not the only set back we’ve faced, 
and it probably won’t be the last.”

Powell said despite the disappointment 
of the vote being postponed, crews are still 
moving dirt so building the stadium can 
get under way.

‘W e’ll be OK,” he said. ‘W e’re still 
full-speed ahead.”

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FOR BEHER OR WORSE: Native Iraqi 
plans to stand by her country even if it 

^  means l i l  death do them part.

Despite the numerous bombings, the tanks patrol­
ling the streets and the Iraqi men at the end of 
dog leashes in the Abu Gharib prison, many 

Americans would probably say people in Iraq are better 
off now than they were before the war began.

“Kids are going to schools now and women are able 
to work,” said Krista Leyerle, a senior special education 
major from Arlington.

Leyerle said she has a close friend fighting in Iraq, and 
he tells her how much the country has improved since 
American forces took Saddam Hussein out of power and 
set Iraq on the path toward democracy.

Leyerle said her friend told her many Iraqis see 
American soldiers as heroes.

“Children will see them in the streets and yell and 
cheer at them,” she said.

But Yanar Mohammed, who was bom in Baghdad and 
has lived there off and on since 1960, said the situation in 
Iraq is worse than the average American may believe.

Since the American occupation, she said, Iraq has 
become an even more dangerous place to live, especially 
for women. Many of the people she has talked to are 
furious with, not thankful for, the American occupation. 
She said this should not come as a surprise.

“W hen you mn over people’s cars with tanks and 
look at them all the time through your crosshairs, what 
can you expect?” she said. “How can you like somebody 
who does that?”

Mohammed was living in Canada when American 
troops moved into Iraq for the second time. A  friend, 
who was still living in Baghdad, described the situation 
to her during a phone conversation one night.

“It’s become kind of a no-woman zone,” Mohammed 
said her friend told her. “Women are afraid to leave their 
houses because of all the kidnapping, raping and assault

that’s going on here.”
W hen American troops drove Hussein’s government 

out of office, she said, they left a gap that is being filled 
by the leaders of Islamic religious sects and terrorist 
groups, whose extreme beliefs threaten to strip away 
women’s rights.

“Whenever you think that it can­
not get any worse, it always does,”
Mohammed said.

A fter talking w ith her friend 
about the situation in her home 
country, Mohammed decided she 
needed to do something. She put 
her work as an architect on hold 
and joined a few other friends to 
create the Organization for Women’s 
Freedom  in Iraq, an outspoken 
women’s rights group operating out 
of Baghdad.

She said the battle for women’s 
rights is critical right now, because 
the government is set to adopt a 
constitution this year. If the consti­
tution is based on extreme Islamic 
principles women will be treated as 
second-class citizens —  forced to 
stay at home and cover themselves 
with veils.

W hile she said Hussein is guilty 
of genocide, including the murder of 
more than 180,000 Kurds during his 
time in power, the Iraq she remembers growing up and 
going to college in was better and safer for most people 
than it is now. Hussein’s fierce nationalistic policies 
worked in favor of the Arabic people, both men and 
women, in Iraq, providing them with many benefits 
—  like free college tuition.

Yanar studied architecture at a college in Baghdad 
and graduated with a master’s degree in 1993. She said 
women made up about half of the student population, 
and often got the highest grades in the class.

W hen Mohammed returned to her alma mater in 
2002, she said, she saw the women’s 
right’s movement in Iraq had taken 
several steps backward. M ost of 
the women who were braving the 
dangers of going to school hid their 
faces behind  veils. M any more 
women are afraid to leave the house 
at all. She said this is not the Iraq 
she remembers.

“I wasn’t afraid like this,” she 
said. “I used to work late night shifts 
and drive home by myself. One good 
thing under Saddam is we gained a 
lot of security.”

Any sense of security is gone 
now, she said. T he absence of a 
strong governmental force has led 
many in Iraq to revert to old tribal 
laws and customs such as honor kill­
ings. If a woman disgraces her family 
or community by not agreeing to 
an arranged marriage or taking an 
unapproved lover, her family is 
permitted to kill her.

“U nder those laws, honor is 
looked at as more important than a 

woman’s life,” she said.
Women never have been considered equal to men in 

Iraq, she said. Old Iraqi law gave a man twice the inheri­
tance of his sister, and in a court of law, the testimony of 
one man equaled that of two women.

Since taking on the role of an outspoken women’s

rights advocate, Mohammed’s life has became more dan­
gerous as well. Because of the number of death threats she 
has received, she carries a gun at all times and surrounds 
herself with bodyguards.

“I was checking my e-mail one day and I got a message 
written in very good Arabic, explaining why I needed to 
be killed for the good of society,” she said. “Then I opened 
another one and it was talking about exploding me.”

Mohammed’s sister, Lahib Jaddo, is an assistant ar­
chitecture professor at Texas Tech. She said she is proud 
of her sister’s work, but the death threats are troubling. 
Her family tries to laugh them off.

“We try to totally disregard them, belittle them,” she 
said. “We say, ‘O h she’s gotten the sixth one now, the 
seventh one.’ But we’ve had several talks about where 
her son will go if something happens to her. I’ve told her 
not to worry. I will take care of him.”

Suffering for beliefs is nothing new in their family, 
Jaddo said. Their activist father was exiled from Iraq for 
several years in the 1960s when the Baath party took 
power.

Mohammed’s organization has opened two women’s 
shelters in Iraq, a relatively new concept there. The group 
also publishes a newsletter entitled “Al Mousawat,” which 
means equality in Arabic. More information about the 
organization including how to send donations is located 
on the group’s Web site at www.equalityiniraq.com.

Mohammed said the struggle for equality in Iraq 
will not be easy. In order to obtain women’s rights, her 
organization must speak out against thousands of years 
of customs and religious tradition and brave violent 
attacks from terrorists and religious extremists. But if 
people do not take action now, she said, equality may 
never be achieved.

“As much as we work for, we will get,” she said. “But 
I can’t just wait around for them to make me a tenth 
class citizen.”

Bob Dole recounts war experiences, recent problems in new book
T O P E K A , K an. (A P ) —  He 

lay in the dirt for hours on H ill 
913 , drifting in and out of co n ­
sciousness, unable to move or feel 
anything below his neck.

Bob D ole’s spinal cord was dam­
aged, his right arm immobilized 
by the mortar, shell or m achine 
gun blast —  “w hatever it was.

I ’ll never know” —  in the moun­
tains of northern Italy less than a 
m onth before W orld W ar II ended 
in Europe.

In his new book, “O ne Soldier’s 
Story,” the man who went on to 
serve 35 years in  Congress and 
run for president returns to his war 
experiences and long recovery.

“T h e  book is about me, but 
it ’s really about our generation,” 
the 8 1 -year-old D ole said in an 
interview. “W hat happened to me 
happened to thousands o f others 
—  and it ’s, o f course, happened 
sin ce .”

D ole’s book, published by Harp- 
erC ollin s, goes on sale Tuesday.

Dole said he wanted to avoid 
writing about politics, a “who said 
w h at” tom e d eta ilin g  p o litic a l 
battles or past campaigns, partly 
because he thinks readers tire of 
such memoirs.

“I don’t want any enemies at 
this stage in my life ,” he added. 
“I just need all the friends I can 
gather up.”

In  th e  book. D ole  reco u n ts  
a serious fall in his W ashington 
apartm ent this past January that 
sent him  to a hospital w ith inter­
nal bleeding, apparently linked to 
blood thinner he was taking after 
hip replacem ent surgery.

H e said he spent 40  days at

W alter Reed Army M edical C en ­
ter and lost some of the use of his 
left arm and hand, describing the 
experience o f being tem porarily 
without both arms as hum iliating 
and saying it reminded him  of his 
days after the war.

Dole decided to recount his war 
experiences after learning that a 
sister, G lo ria  N elson , liv ing in 
th eir hom etow n o f Russell, had 
kept 400  personal letters, many of 
w hich h e ’d w ritten to his parents 
as a young man.

N ear the end of his book. Dole 
writes: “W hy did this happen to 
me? W hy just a few days before the 
war ended? I t ’s taken me 60  years 
to come to grips with the toughest 
questions of life, and in some small

“I fe lt  a sting, as som ething 
hot, som ething terribly powerful, 
crashed into my upper back behind 
my right shoulder,” he writes.

T h e  blow shattered his shoul­
der and paralyzed him.

T he former high school athlete 
spent more than  three years in 
hospitals, part o f the tim e in a 
half-body cast, learning to stand 
and then walk again.

Early in 1946, wracked by a high 
fever that nearly killed him. Dole 
became a test subject for the then- 
experimental drug streptomycin.

He underwent seven operations 
to repair his right arm, to no avail. 
Friends in Russell collected $1 ,800  
to cover hospital bills; Dole later 
kept a cigar box used to collect the 
small donations in the desk o f his 
U .S . Senate office.

He also never regained full use 
of his left hand, where the first 
th re e  fingers have b een  num b 
since 1945.

Dole writes the damage to his 
left hand and arm remained “one 
of the best kept secrets” about him. 
T h a t secret w asn’t in te n tio n a l, 
he said.

Despite his injuries. Dole con ­
cludes; “Life, on the whole, has 
been more than fair to me. C er­
tainly, I wouldn’t trade my life for 
any other.”

I f  In d ia n a  Jo n e s  and Jam es B ond  
could somehow have a child , it would 
be M atthew  M cC onaughey’s Dirk P itt, 
a pretty-boy adventurer with a way with 
the ladies.

A fter finding a rare co in  from  the 
C iv il W ar era, P itt is sure the battleship 
he has been hunting for years is buried in 
an A frican desert.

Apparently, it drifted way off course.
Borrowing a boat from Admiral San- 

decker (W illiam  H. M acy), P itt and his 
com ic relief sidekick A1 Giordino (an un­
usually unfunny Steve Zahn, who seems to 
be permanehtly pigeonholed as a sidekick) 
have three days to trek to A frica and find 
the buried ship.

A long the way, P itt picks up Dr. Eva 
Rojas (Penelope Cruz, still making a ca­
reer o f acting with her accent) who needs 
a ride to help her stop a deadly plague that 
is spreading.

Rojas has found the water has been 
contam inated with a deadly virus, prob­
ably contracted  from “Sahara’s” screen­
play.

M eanw hile  th e  ev il d ic ta to r  G en . 
Kazim (Lennie James from “S n a tch ”) is 
out to stop all this nonsense and kill the

heroes because, well, they ’re the good 
guys.

Looking for better reasoning or a co ­
hesive plot? G o somewhere else.

Here are just a few other questions you 
probably shouldn’t ask: W ith  so much 
tim e in the desert, why does no one ever 
need a drink of water? Can camels actu­
ally run as fast as a train? Are two screws 
all that holds the bed of a pick-up truck 
together, and wouldn’t guards riding in the 
front seat notice if it were gone? Would 
cannons on a 150-year-old ship still work? 
W hy is Penelope Cruz so popular?

D irector Breck Eisner, son of Disney 
ch ief M ichael Eisner, is praying you won’t 
ask questions like those of his directorial 
debut.

H e’s probably also betting most won’t 
p ick up on the unabashed mugging of 
“Raiders of the Lost A rk” in key action 
sequences.

It may be hot in the desert, but little  
o f the heat is being generated betw een 
M cConaughey and Cruz. For being the 
latest “it” couple in Hollywood, they have 
surprisingly little  chem istry on screen.

If  there’s one good thing about “S a ­
hara,” it is Seamus M cG arvey’s handsome

cinem atography, capturing the beauty 
o f the desert. But th a t’s not enough to 
justify seeing “Sahara.” R ent “Lawrence 
of A rabia” instead.

I t ’s amazing how many writers it takes 
to  w rite a dumb screenplay. “S a h a ra ” 
has (count ‘em) four, w hich seems to be 
excessive considering a script full o f lame 
one-liners and dopey storytelling.

I honestly don’t mind movies where 
you are asked to put your brain in your 
back pocket and sit on it for two hours. 
I t ’s part of the fun o f the movies.

But “S a h a ra ” con tin uously  assaults 
you w ith one ridiculous action sequence 
after another, and actually manages to 
deteriorate brain cells.

I t ’s enough to make James Bond him ­
self say, “O h, please.”

Soldier^s widow slain by father symbolized grief of war —  and passion of youth
P O R T L A N D , M a in e  (A P )  

—  Lavinia G elineau’s grief-filled 
odyssey began a year ago when her 
husband was killed in an ambush 
by Iraqi insurgents, just a few weeks 
before their second wedding an­
niversary. She spent the following 
months attempting to ease the pain 
by lending support to other widows 
of soldiers.

She visited graves, left flowers 
and notes and attended funerals.

T h e  story took a final, tragic 
turn last week: Gelineau’s estranged 
father brutally strangled her with a 
rope in her home before hanging 
himself.

O n Saturday, she will be bur­
ied a lo n g sid e  h er hu sb an d  in  
Portland.

P o lice  have said G e lin e a u ’s 
parents had a history of domestic 
violence in her native Rom ania, 
and Gelineau had voiced concerns 
about her safety to friends before 
she agreed to allow  her father.

N icolae O nitiu , 51 , to visit her 
new home.

Investigators are unsure what 
sent O nitiu into a murderous rage 
and plan  ad d itio n al interview s 
before closing the case.

G elineau told friends he was 
prone to angry outbursts and had 
once tried committing suicide, but 
she hoped he had changed. Her 
m other, who was in the U nited  
States staying with her daughter, 
was still afraid and left for Vermont 
when she learned her husband was 
visiting Portland.

Lavinia Gelineau had come to 
the United States to study at the 
University of Southern Maine. Those 
preparing for her funeral remember 
a storybook marriage in April 2002 
of a fellow student, the unexpected, 
death that tore the couple apart, and 
the devotion that inspired everyone 
who knew them.

Spc. Christopher Gelineau was 
one of four soldiers from the Maine

N ational Guard’s 133rd Engineer­
ing battalion who were wounded in 
an explosion outside Mosul. Insur­
gents opened ________________
f i r e  in  th e  
ambush and a 
U .S . medevac 
helicopter was 
s e n t fo r th e  
victims.

G e lin e a u , 
who grew up 
in Starksboro,
V t., died April 
20 ,2004 , while 
waiting for the 
h e lic o p te r  to 
arrive. He was 
the 100th U .S. 
soldier to die 
during one of 
the war’s dead­
liest months.

About 400 students and guards­
men came to his funeral.

In the months that followed, the

young widow would send e-mails to 
friends with a verse from the song 
pasted next to *’L &  C  Forever.”

and wept.
“I was looking at what it truly 

meant to have your heart break,” 
she said.

Lavinia Gelineau sometimes vis­
ited the cemetery twice a day to sit 
by the heart-shaped granite marker 
bearing the couple’s names and a 
poem written about their visits to 
Lake Champlain in Vermont.

“I knelt with one knee only and 
looked at the photos of Chris and me 
that I had placed in the display case,” 
she wrote in an e-mail a month before 
her own death. “Two beautiful young 
people who were gonna show the 
world what true love is. Two people 
who were gonna grow old together 
and still walk hand in hand.”

L a v in ia  G e lin e a u  bou ght a 
house not far from the cemetery and 
told many she would never be happy 
again. Her desk at work was covered 
with pictures of her husband, and 
she always wore a button w ith a 
photo of the young, smiling soldier

on her chest.
The year after his death became 

an up-and-down struggle for the 
widow, her friends say. She fre­
quently visited her in-laws in Ver­
mont and turned into an outspoken 
critic of U .S . policy in Iraq, which 
has taken more than 1 ,500  U .S . 
lives to date.

“She felt that the two of them 
were as one. She more than lost 
a partner when he died, she lost a 
part of herself,” said Andy Gibson, 
the Maine National Guard chaplain 
who met with the widow frequently 
after her young husband died.

Lavinia G elineau’s m other-in- 
law, V ictoria  C h ico in e , said she 
hopes the couple will be remembered 
for what everyone around them saw: 
an uncommon devotion.

“I want them to be remembered 
as loving each other so much in life 
that they joined together in death,” 
she said, choking back tears. “It was 
a love everybody dreams of.”

Obese shoppers say store clerks not helpful
HOUSTON ( A P )— Even though 

she has been a model, an author and 
small-business owner, C atherine 
Schuller said some sales clerks still only 
see her as an overweight woman who 
is out of place in their stores.

“I was once in a store and asked for 
the plus-size section. T ie  clerk said, 
‘Why would I know that.’ It’s like I was 
insulting her,” said Schuller, who runs 
CurveStyle: Reshaping Fashion, a New 
York consulting firm. “I tend not to 
want any help from sales associates.”

A  small R ice University study 
details some of the unpleasant expe­
riences of women like Schuller and 
other overweight shoppers. The study 
suggests sales clerks subtly discriminate 
against obese shoppers unless they 
think the customer is trying to lose 
weight.

But the world’s largest retail trade 
association said the study proves only 
that some sales clerks are rude.

The research, conducted over five 
years, was done in three phases and 
focused on a large Houston mall. The 
shoppers visited smaller stores; no 
department stores or restaurants were 
included.

In the first phase, 10 white women 
played the role of a customer in four 
scenarios: casually and professionally 
dressed average-weight shoppers, and 
casually and professionally dressed

obese shoppers. Those posing as obese 
participants wore a prosthetic that 
made them appear to be a size 22.

The obese shoppers reported greater 
levels of interpersonal discrimination, 
with the ones casually dressed facing 
the most rejection. The subtle forms 
of discrimination included less eye 
contact, more rudeness, hostility and 
unfriendliness, said Eden King, one of 
the study leaders.

“That kind of subtle discrimination 
is more challenging and potentially 
more harmful,” said King, a Rice gradu­
ate student in psychology.

In the second phase, seven women 
acted as either obese or healthy-weight 
shoppers. They also carried either a 
diet cola or an ice cream drink and 
told store employees whether or not 
they were trying to lose weight.

Obese shoppers with the ice-cream

drink reported the greatest amount of 
discrimination. King said.

T i e  third phase of the research 
involved interviews with 191 white 
women, who were not involved in the 
study, about their shopping experiences 
in general. Obese women said they 
faced more discrimination, spent less 
time and money in the store and would 
probably not return.

But Scott Krugman, spokesman 
for the National Retail Federation 
in Washington, D.C., said he doesn’t 
think the study clarifies whether the 
store employees were actually dis­
criminating against the obese shoppers 
or whether they were just rude across 
the board.

“Discrimination happens in all 
walks of life, and it’s wrong,” he said. 
“If this behavior is happening, retailers 
want to know.”

“There was a sense in the dugout that we

might be on our way down if we don’t pick 
this up, and 1 think that’s what got everyone 
going,” he said. “Mentally, everyone kind 
of got into it. Everybody in the dugout was 
up and cheering, and I think it’s what we 
needed.”

After giving up a leadoff walk to shortstop 
Cameron Blair, hitting first baseman Trey 
Stewart and allowing a double by pinch 
hitter Brian Capps, Cowboy starter Scott 
Richmond’s afternoon was over.

The next two C SU  pitchers did not fare 
much better as neither could record an out.

Kalka proved to be the 
difference in both games, allowing 
only five hits in 11 innings pitched 
in the series.

C oach  Teresa W ilson said the 
team must learn to consistently do 
the things necessary to win.

“It was the little things in both 
games,” Wilson said. “W e had a lot of 
walks on Saturday and today we didn’t 
follow through with communication 
in a couple instances but we played a 
much better game.”

Junior Erin Crawford said for the 
team to improve the players need to 
do a better job of executing at the 
plate.

“W e’re hitting the ball, but we’re 
hitting it right at people,” Crawford 
said.

Making history has become habit 
for the No. 10 Texas Tech tennis 
team this season and with victories 
over No. 38 Texas and No. 14 Texas 
A 6iM  this weekend, the team was 
at it again.

T he two victories mark the first

time in school history the team has 
defeated the Aggies and Longhorns 
on the road in consecutive days.

“This is easily the biggest weekend 
we’ve had at Tech as long as I’ve been 
here,” Coach Tim Siegel said. “To go 
into Austin, and into College Station 
and come out with two hard-fought 
victories was something really fantas­
tic for the guys.”

In the match against Texas, the 
Red Raiders road their new doubles 
teams to capture the early lead, some­
thing that has evaded Tech for most 
of the season.

T he new duo in the No. 1 slot 
featured Radek N ijak i and Bojan 
Suzmanski who defeated Callum  
Beale and Travis Helgeson, 8-3. Also 
coming out on top in doubles play for

the Raiders were Jakob Paulsen and 
Michael Irmerebener, who defeated 
their opponents 8-4 in the third slot.

Along with capturing the doubles 
point against the ‘Homs, Tech was 
able to seal victories in four of the six 
singles matches giving the win, 5-2.

In College Station the Raiders 
were expecting a hostile crowd and 
the Aggies did not disappoint as 1,000

fans packed the stands to watch the 
battle o f the two rivals.

Tech began the match in a situa­
tion they have faced numerous times 
this season, losing the doubles point 
and needing four singles victories for 
the win.

“It was a real crushing loss not to 
get the doubles point,” Siegel said. 
“W e beat a great team after being

just refuses to give up.”

Nijaki, Suzmanski, Paulsen and 
Dimitrio Martinez all were victorious 
in singles play, carrying the Raiders to 
the 4-3 win.

Martinez was a late insertion into 
the lineup in the No. 6 slot after 
Siegel felt Innerebner might have 
been fatigued from the previous days 
matches.

W ith two victories this weekend, 
the Raiders (21-1 ,3 -1  Big 12) are in 
a position to possibly host a regional 
match for the N C A A  tournament.
