China lets public watch 
latest space launch

BEIJING (A P ) — rChinese exulted at 

their country’s second manned space flight 
Wednesday after the government eased 

its secrecy and showed the launch of two 
astronauts on live television, scoring a suc­

cess in a costly program that communist 
leaders h c ^  will win them  respect abroad 
and public support at home.

C hildren in Shanghai w atched in  
class and hundreds of people gathered  

around a giant video screen at Beijing’s 

main railway station to see astronauts Fei 

Junlong and N ie Haisheng blast oif ftom a 
base in C hina’s desert northwest.

“I am  feeling really emotional,” said a 

constm ction worker at the Beijing train 
station, who would give only his surname, 

Liu. “This is a  proud m om ent— not only 
for C hina, but for Chinese people all over 

the world, and for humankind.”

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Stadium security measures revised
Bags, backpacks forbidden at football game in aftermath o f Oklahoma student bomber

T he Texas Tech athletic department has an­
nounced new security measures for Jones SB C  
Stadium that will go into effect Saturday at the 
Tech-Kansas State game.

Both Tech and the rest of the Big 12 are in­
creasing stadium security around the league due to 
concerns about recent events.

“It really came to the forefront after the ‘stu­
dent bomber’ in Oklahoma two weeks ago,” said 
Blayne Beal, assistant director o f media relations 
at Tech.

Two weeks ago, an Oklahoma smdent blew

himself up before a football game 
Memorial Stadium.

Beal said bags and backpacks 
will no t be allowed inside the 
stadium.

“Only small purses and diaper 
bags will be permitted inside the 
stadium,” he said. “A nd we 
encourage people to leave 
those things at home unless , 
absolutely necessary.”

A ll purses and diaper bags 
will be checked thoroughly by 
uniformed officers, Beal said.

“W e are going to have a rather

at Oklahoma of man power in officers checking bags,” he said.
“Cases will be handled on a case-by-case manner 

with any decisions on what is al­
lowed in the stadium made by 

the officers.”
f T h e  stadium re-entry 

;  policy will be available after 
the first quarter has begun. 

Items may not be brought back 
into the stadium for re-entry.

Beal said people going to the game 
should expect long lines.

“W e encourage people to get to 
the game earlier than usual so they do 

large increase not have to deal with the hassle o f long lines,”

Beal said.
Fans who are not bringing items into the stadi­

um will be directed to express lanes that will allow 
them faster access into Jones S B C  Stadium.

Jason Hays, a junior broadcast journalism 
major from Allen, said security is important at 
football games.

“1 know there are people who will complain 
about the lines, but 1 would rather wait in line 
than get blown up,” Hays said.

Heightened security is not just at football 
games. Hays said.

Armed, dangerous accused rapist may be loose in Lubbock

Frank San tana, accused o f  rape and assault o f a local couple, rem ains 
on  the loose and is believed to be in the Lubbock area.

Santana, considered to  be armed and dangerous by police officials, alleg­
edly assaulted an A n to n  w om an and her husband the m orning o f O ct. 2.

Lubbock police and the H ockley C ounty Sh eriff’s D epartm ent have 
obtained an arrest warrant for 48-year-old San tana, who they accused o f 
severely beating R oland Sepeda w ith a cloth in g  iron and raping his wife 
after breaking in to  Sepeda’s hom e at 6 0 5 4  U .S . 84.

Lubbock police recovered Sepeda’s Ford F -150 , w hich San tan a alleg­
edly stole from  Sepeda’s hom e after the assault, but did not find the suspect 
behind the wheel.

T h e  Lubbock P olice D epartm ent has several leads that place San tana 
in Lubbock.

T h e  Lubbock PD  continues to work w ith the H ockley C ounty  Sh eriff’s 
D epartm ent to  apprehend San tana, who Sepeda’s ex-w ife identified as a

form er em ployee o f her husband.
“Supposedly, Sep ed a rece iv ed  a c a ll  from  

San tan a ’s girlfriend before the incident, asking to 
rehire him , and Sepeda said he wouldn’t,” H ockley 
C ounty Sh eriff David K inney said. “San tan a got 
mad, and as a result he w ent to  Sepeda’s house 
and told his wife he was going to  k ill her and her 
husband and th en  bu m  down the house.”

Sepeda rem ained in critical cond ition  Tuesday 
at U niversity  M edical C enter.

K inney said San tana has acquaintances in the Lubbock area he m ight 
be staying w ith. San tan a is described as 6  feet tall and 2 4 0  pounds. He 
has tattoos on  his back, ch est and arms and is reportedly o f  C u ban 
descent.

If  a Lubbock resident sees a m an fitting this description, ca ll the 
Lubbock P olice D epartm ent at (8 0 6 )  7 7 5 -2 8 1 6 . If  anyone has inform a­
tion  regarding this case, co n tact the H ockley C ounty  Sh eriff’s O ffice at

Millions lack 
shelter, food 
after quake

M U Z A F F A R A B A D , P ak is tan  
(A P) —  Rescue efforts gave way to 
aid relief, as hopes faded Wednesday 
of finding more survivors in Pakistan’s 
devastated quake zone. Still, miracles 
emerged amid the misery: A  Russian 
team rescued a 5-year-old girl trapped 
for nearly 100 hours under the rubble 
of her family home.

Trucks and helicopters with aid from 
dozens of countries choked roads up to 
the cmmbling towns of the Himalayan 
region of Kashmir, but the hungry and 
homeless in hard-hit areas remained 
isolated four days after the temblor.

“N o country is ready for such a 
disaster,” said President G en. Pervez 
M usharraf in a nationally televised 
address, acknowledging delays in his 
government response but saying that 
relief operations were now fully under 
way. /

T h e 7.6-magnitude quake Saturday 
demolished whole towns, mostly in 
Kashmir, divided by a cease-fire line

Inmates flee 
from Gaines 
County jail

L u b b o ck  re s id e n ts  are  b e in g  
encouraged by local officials to be 
on the lookout for two inm ates who 
escaped from a G aines C ounty ja il 
earlier this week.

T h e  two inm ates broke out o f a 
G aines C ounty  holding facility  in 
Sem inole M onday night and rem ain 
at large.

Justin Kirk Graves, 19, and Claro- 
naldo M atthew  Davila, 27 , were in 
custody w hen they escaped through 
building air vents and allegedly stole 
a w hite 1994 C adillac, a spokesman 
for the G aines C ounty Sh eriff’s O f­
fice said Tuesday.

Davila was being held on  a charge 
o f forgery, and Graves was being held 
on  burglary charges, G aines County 
police officials said. N either had been 
to trial yet.

T h e  two m en were last seen M on­
day night before breaking out o f the 
facility and fleeing in the C adillac 
w ith Texas license plate B23 PBG .

G raves was last seen wearing a 
dark-colored T-shirt and khaki pants, 
and D avila was wearing a w hite T- 
shirt and black sweat pants.

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Research, faculty retention discussed by faculty senate

T h e  faculty senate held a m eeting 
Wednesday aftemcwn in the Matador 
R oom  of the Stu dent U n io n  Build­
ing to discuss, among other things, 
th e  role o f  the V ice  President for 
Research Dr. D ean Sm ith .

Sm ith  cam e to  Texas T ech  from 
th e  U n iv ersity  o f H aw aii and as­
sumed his role as vice president for 
research Sept. 1.

Sm ith  discussed his goals for Tech 
and the Tech H ealth Sciences Center 
research expansion.

“I have one mission: To increase 
T ex as T e c h ’s resea rch  c a p a c ity ,” 
Sm ith  said. “I will have my blind­
ers on .”

H e said research expansion and 
scholarly activity are one in the same. 
By increasing funding for research, 
all aspects o f the university would 
continue to improve. Sm ith  said.

Im p ro v in g  s c h o la r ly  a c t iv ity

includes trying to  raise T ech ’s per­
centage of enrolled graduate students 
from approxim ately 10 percent to 30  
percent.

S m ith  listed five specific goals 
he has as the new vice president for 
research.

“W e need to invest in our faculty, 
in order to keep knowledgeable pro­
fessors,” he said. “W e need to offer a 
start-up incen tive.”

Sm ith  also plans on “cutting the 
red tape,” w hich currently exists in 
research services. He said he wants 
to move toward hassle-free research 
services w ith more flow.

T h e  third goal outlined by S m ith  
was pursuing an active role in faculty 
relations.

“I would like to  build  a good, 
sound environm ent for our faculty,” 
he said. “T h is  would enable us to 
put up cred ib le  re te n tio n , w hich  
would help us to keep good faculty 
on staff.”

making things better on  campus.

“W e have approximately $1 m il­
lion  budgeted for faculty members to 
write proposals for,” he said. “T h ere ’s 
no lim it on how m uch of 
the one m illion you can 
ask for.”

S m ith  sa id  h e  is 
looking for new and in­
novative ideas on how to best 
spend the $1 m illion.

H e said  h e  w ould 
rath er see it all spent 
on one project and truly 
b e n e fit  th e  u n iversity  
rather than split it up among many 
groups and see m inim al results.

T h e  last goal presented by Sm ith  
was to increase T ech ’s ties and im­
prove the university’s relationship 
w ith the H SC .

“Bettering that relationship will 
result in  one more degree o f freedom 
for everyone,” he said.

Last year, the Texas Legislature

granted T ech  $5 m illion to be spent 
on  hiring, new faculty.

M any universities are trying to 
in crea se  th e ir  resea rch  cap acity , 
and Sm ith  said T ech  is well above 

the n ation al curve on 
doing so.

“O n  top o f being 
ahead o f the curve, we 

are w inners,” Sm ith  said. 
“I’m just saying, le t’s try 

to win a little  m ore.”
S m ith  gives credit 

p  to the faculty for this 
®  success and said they 

are d o in g  th e ir  p art 
to contribute by writing grants and 
creating new ideas.

S m ith  said h e  does n o t w ant 
faculty members to live and die by 
the goals he has set forth.

“Sure, we should be held account­
able for our actions, and we should 
strive to m eet goals, but what I re­
ally want to m onitor is our improve­
m ent,” Sm ith  said. “I want to see an

energized campus, I want to be able 
to feel the change.”

A lso  on  S m ith ’s agenda is to  
closely m onitor the issue o f faculty 
diversity.

“C o m m u n ica te , co m m u n icate , 
com m unicate,” he said. “T h a t should 
be our m antra.” Sm ith  said the quest 
toward m eeting goals should be en­
joyable and stimulating.

S a m  S e a g r a n , a s s o c ia te  v ic e  
president o f inform ation technology, 
also spoke at the m eeting about the 
possible im p lem en ta tio n  o f  www. 
tu m itin .com  on  the T ech  campus.

H e a lth  officials struggle to  get first 
flu  s h o ts  to  h ig h e s t-r is k  p a tie n ts

W ASH IN GTO N  (A P) —  Delayed 
vaccin e shipm ents to some health  
departments and doctors’ offices are 
hindering efforts to protect the highest- 
risk patients —  even as grocery stores 
open mass flu-shot clinics.

Federal health officials insist there 
will be plenty of vaccine to go around 
in a few more weeks.

A manufacturer barred from the 
U .S. market last year, Chiron Corp., is 
to resume sales soon, a move that should 
boost the nation’s ultimate supply to 
91 million doses, said Dr. Ray Strikas 
of the Centers for Disease Control and 
Prevention.

But until O ct. 24, flu shots were 
supposed to be reserved for the elderly, 
babies, people with asthma and others 
at highest risk. After that, the shots are 
open to anyone. The CD C is getting 
complaints that many high-risk patients 
won’t be reached by then, leaving them 
to compete for shots.

“Our phone has been ringing for the 
last two weeks from citizens: ’W hen can 
I come get my flu shot?”’ said a frustrated 
Carol Moehrle of Idaho’s North-Central 
D istrict H ealth Department, which 
has postponed vaccinations at nursing

homes because of delayed shipments.
“It puts us in an awkward situation 

with our public when they’re looking 
to us to be a leader in this arena,” said 
Moehrle, who has received only 20 per­
cent of doses ordered, with no guarantee 
when the rest will arrive.

A survey of 120 local health depart­
ments around the country last week 
found all but six reporting delays in 
getting any vaccine or only partial 
shipments, said Patrick Libbey of the 
National Association of County &  City 
Health Officials.

T he sickest-first policy “is just not 
working out as had been planned,” 
he said.

M eanw hile, mass purchasers are 
opening flu-shot clinics at pharma­
cies, grocery stores and other retailers 
—  places where doctors don’t want 
their most frail patients to have to 
stand in line.

Elderly patients are “surprised and 
frustrated  and annoyed th at they 
have to search it out and can’t get it 
at their doctor’s office,”, said Dr. Ruth 
Kevess-Cohen, a geriatrician in Silver 
Spring, Md.

Her office ordered 1,400 flu shots

in February from two distributors that 
won’t say when, or even if, the first 
shipment will arrive; efforts to get doses 
elsewhere have failed. And shipments 
too late in the season may be wasted, 
as patients seek shots elsewhere or 
give up.

“We never used to have this prob­
lem,” Kevess-Cohen said. CD C should 
“perhaps require that doctors’ offices 
have as high a priority as grocery stores 
to get the vaccine.”

C D C  is tracking the complaints, 
and soon will begin assessing how to 
improve vaccination of the neediest 
next year, said C D C ’s Strikas.

There aren’t simple solutions: Flu 
shots take months to brew, and must 
be made fresh each winter to match 
newly circulating influenza strains. The 
government is hunting for ways to speed 
the process and increase the number of 
vaccine manufacturers.

Some companies that run flu-shot 
clin ics for grocery stores and other 
retailers say they comply with C D C ’s 
neediest-first policy. Maxim H ealth 
Systems, for example, provides a form 
telling customers to explain why they’re 
at high risk.

Through N elson , T h e  Lee Roy 
Herron Memorial Endowed Scholar­
ship fund was formed in 2001 with a 
donation of $33,000. Four years later, 
the fund has mushroomed to roughly

Houston Endowment Inc. contribu­
tion, as well as individual donations.

Reckner said the Vietnam  Center 
was continuing to grow with milestones 
such as last week’s union of Doan Ngoc 
Tram and her daughter’s diaries more 
than three decades after the diaries 
were scripted and her daughter was 
killed in South Vietnam.

Tram flew into Lubbock to hold 
the diaries of her daughter, which have 
been housed at the Vietnam  Center 
since spring.

“She fell on her knees just com ­
pletely in tears,” Reckner said. “It gave 
me cause to think about the nature 
of the sacrifice of families (tom  apart 
by war).”

R eck ner said instances such as 
Doan Ngoc Tram holding her daugh­
ter’s diary to her heart illustrate the 
universal suffering reflected in war.

T h e  Vietnam C enter is working to 
help further relations between the U .S. 
and Viemam, Reckner said, his podium 
positioned beside the red, white and 
blue fabric of a U .S . flag.

“T h e nature of suffering transcends 
race,” Reckner said.

U.S. pundits suppress honest 
look at American history

(U-WIRE) LINCOLN, Neb. -  Last 
month, Turkey’s streets erupted in rage. With 
its admission into the European Union up in 
the air, the nation has been under increasing 
pressure to acknowledge what many people ... 
consider genocide against Armenians in the 
early 20th century.

An academic conference had beaen 
organized to discuss the issue, but was 
pushed back and nearly canceled after 
massive protests, including the justice 
ministericalling the admission a “stab in 
the backito the 'Turkish nation,” according 
to Al-Jazeera.

In a nation without the same codified 
tradition of free speech as the United 
States, perhaps this shcxildn’t surprise. This 
kind of thinking isn’t supposed to prevail 
back home.

In America, the shining light of free' 
expression, citizens should understand the 
importance o f open exploration of history, 
both glorious and ugly, and of question­
ing the past in order to avoid duplicating 
mistakes. Practically, we know this doesn’t 
always happen, but watching the nation’s 
powerful pundits, those who stfi: naaonal 
discussion, casts serious doubts on Ameri­
cans’ ability -- or even willingness -  to deal 
with their jast.

To keep up on U.S. events during my 
Swedish study abroad, I occasioi^ly break 
down and watch bits of American TV  
online. Last week, itiwas clips from “Tbp 

O ’Reilly Factw r and what 1 heard last 
week sounded eerily familiar to the reports 
outoflstanisil.

O ’Reilly’s goal this particular week was 
to put a smear-job on Cindy Sheehan, the 
now-famous woman who became an anti­
war activist after her son’s death in Ii iq rnd 
he started with a Sept. 21 interview with 
Phil Donahue.

Donahue’s semi-relevance stemmed 
from his public stance as a Sheehan sup-

porter. And with his token guest in place, 
O ’Reilly had the opportunity to spill 
his own feelings about her. Sheehan is a 
“radical,” O ’Reilly says because she said 

. Israel is occupying Palestine and that the 
American operations in Afghanistan have 
been a friilure.

T he most egregious sin, though, 
is that she “has accused Americans of 

skilling people ever since wesstepped on 
this continent,” O ’Reilly said on the 
^ow. He repeated the charge three days 
bter, when he brought on Wesley Clark 
and lambasted the general fbrs meeting 
publicly with Sheehan, which blends her 
credibility." And O ’Reilly went back to 
the same line -repeating that Sheehan is 

ssasradical for stating that Ameritans have 
murdered people.

I don’t know out of what context 
O ’Reilly pulled these statem ents; if 
Sheehan did use dxemas reasons to op­
pose the Iraq war, it’s a juvenile argument. 
But on the level of fact, it’s hard to deny 
■ the fact that Europeans behaved rather 
brutally since day one of their little New 
World adventure. i

O f course, historical denial isn’t new 
with O’Reilly. If you saw the documentary 
“Outfoxed,” which; in all friimessj was just 
as much wholesale propaganda as the Fox 
Newsisit criticized, you probably remember 
J^emy Click. After his father died in the 
Sept 11 attacks. Click had the audacity 
to bring up America’s history of financing 
some of the people who later hscame its 
enemies, like Saddam Hussein. O ’Reilly 
subjected Click to a highlightfteel worthy 
tirade, raising his blood pressure : 10 or 20 
points in the process.

■i Think what you want about Sheehan, 
Click or anyone else; I’m not here to defend 
them. When you enter the public sphere, 
you have to know you’ll encounter criti­
cism. The point is the dangerous rhetorical 
feshion in which O’Reilly tries to marginal­
ize those who dare to deviate from “The 
Factor” line.

betw een Indian and Pakistani ter­
ritories. T he death toll was believed 
to be more than 35,000, with tens of 
thousands injured.

A strong aftershock shook the capi­
tal Islamabad early Thursday, causing 
buildings to move for a few seconds. 
It immediately was not clear what 
the aftershock’s magnitude was or if it 
caused any damage.

U.S., Pakistani, German and Afghan 
helicopters delivered tents, blankets and 
medical equipment and brought back 
dozens of badly injured people on each 
return flight. The choppers flew in clear 
skies after stormy weather forced the 
suspension of flights Tuesday.

“The problem we are seeing right 
now is that there’s so many injured Paki­
stanis, we just can’t take back everyone. 
We are limited for space,” U .S. military 
spokesman Col. James Yonts said at a 
base near Islamabad.

A t a landing zone in Muzaffarabad, 
the capital of Pakistan’s portion of 
Kashmir, doctors selected only the most 
severely injured for evacuation.

U .S. Secretary of State Condoleezza 
Rice arrived in Islamabad, where Paki­
stani leaders appealed for tents, water,

blankets and clearing equipment.
“We will be with you in your hour 

of need. We will be with you not just 
today but also tomorrow,” Rice said 
at a news conference with Prime 
Minister Shaukat Aziz.

Aziz said small aircraft were able 
to land at the airport in Muzaffar­
abad, but C -130 transport planes still 
were only able to airdrop equipment 
and supplies.

T he United Nations estimated 
some 4 million people were affected, 
including 2 million who lost homes, 
and warned that measles, cholera and 
other diseases could break out. Some 
50,000 Pakistani troops joined the 
relief effort.

W ashington has pledged $50  
million in relief aid to Pakistan, a 
key ally in its fight against terror. On 
Wednesday, British Prime Minister 
Tony Blair announced an additional 
$17.5 million, on top of $3.5 million 
already promised.

T he World Bank said it would 
double its initial commitment of aid 
to Pakistan to $40 million and said 
the long-term amount could run to 
hundreds of millions of dollars.

R elief supplies poured in from 
about 30 countries —  including 25 
tons of tents, medical supplies and 
food from longtime rival India.

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you can’t be too careful,” he said. “I am 
used to increased security at places like 
the airport.”

Hays said Tech needs to have security 
at football games not only to protect the 
f^ s , but also to protect its reputation.

“It would be really bad publicity for 
Tech if anything bad was to happen at a 
football game,” he said.

Bob Burda, the assistant commissioner 
of the Big 12, said the conference has had 
numerous conversations with Big 12 school 
officials.

“There is not any indication that 
anything went wrong from a security 
standpoint,” he said. “Unfortunately, an 
individual decided to commit suicide in the 
vicinity of the football stadium. If someone 
is highly motivated to do something like 
that, there is not a lot we can do.”

Burda said surveillance cameras do not 
indicate the bomber in Oklahoma had any 
intention of entering the stadium.

“We haven’t had any incidents at 
sporting events since I have been here,” 
he said. “But that doesn’t mean it can’t 
happen.”

been doing for awhile now, and it 
seems to be helping,” he said. “W e send 
agents out throughout the year for the 
purpose of finding people who are using 
these fraudulent IDs.”

According to the TA BC ’s Web site, 
www.tabc.state.tx.us, using fraudulent or 
another person’s identification violates 
both state and federal laws, and could be 
punishable by jail time.

Schreffler said the charges one could 
face depend on the circumstances of an 
incident.

“Not only could you serve jail time, 
as well as 24 to 72 hours in community

service and a $500 to $2,000 in fines,” 
he said.

“If that’s worth it
to —  you knock your- ---------------------
self out —  but I know 
no one wants that on 
their record.”

Schreffler said de­
termining if the ID is 
fake is much harder to 
detect now because of 
technology, but there 
is a good chance of 
getting caught.

“Our doormen in

ID, and they will do something about it 
because they don’t want to go to jail. You

their business.

Megan Leading- 
han, bartender and 
waitress at Jake’s Sports 
Cafe, said she has been 
working in a bar since 
she was 19 and knows 
all the tricks underage 
drinkers use.

“I can always tell

language because when they hand me

the ID, they act nervous,” she said. “They 
always seem to get defensive if I question 
their ID in anyway. If you are of age, you 
are going to act calm.”

Leadinghan said k)me people’s fraud­
ulent IDs she encountered were not even 
close to the person’s appearance.

“One night a Caucasian guy came in 
and tried using a Hispanic guy’s ID and 
then preceded to go to the back bar and 
try and use when I had already denied 
him,” she said. “W e eventually kicked 
him out.”

Leadinghan said it is not worth it in 
the end.

“Your time will come when you turn 
21, and it will be the best year of your 
life,” she said. “Just don’t use a fake ID; it 
is not worth it.”

lere is no way to know where your

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And thafs a wrap: Athletic trainers tell all

“W e’re more than just water boys and 
water girls like most people think,” said 
Sarah McConnell, a senior exercise and 
sports science major from Willis.

McConnell has what a water boy or 
girl probably would never have. She has 
a game ball.

“I was on the sidelines talking to a 
player before he went in, and he was 
telling me about how he just knew he 
was going to catch an interception on 
the next play,” she said.

Though skeptical at first, she wished 
the player luck as he headed off onto 
the field.

“Sure enough —  the very next play 
he caught this amazing interception and 
ran straight over to me and handed me 
the game ball,” she said. “I still have that 
ball to this day.”

This is one story McConnell still tells 
to new recruits to exemplify the relation-

ships trainers build with the teams.
The athletic trainers of Texas Tech do 

much more for our sports program than 
most people realize. While the football 
team normally arrives at the field two to 
three hours before game time, the athletic 
trainers get there five hours before game 
time in order to have everything ready.

O n a game day, the jobs assigned to 
a trainer could range from being a host 
trainer, to being in the training room, to 
helping with field setup.

“During a normal game, we have 
around 16 people on the sports medicine 
staff on the sidelines, ready for anything,” 
said Sandra Black, a graduate assistant 
athletic trainer studying exercise and

sports sciences from San Diego.
Because of their responsibilities, 

many athletic trainers said they only see 
about 40 percent of the game. In order to 
become an athletic trainer, the interested 
party must go through an application and 
interview process.

“If you love helping people, then this 
is the job for you,” McConnell said.

She said on average a trainer could 
easily work more than 40 hours a week 
and close to 9,000 hours a semester. 
Though time consuming, M cConnell 
said she would not trade her job for 
anything.

Both M cConnell and Black agree 
nothing quite compares to the feeling of 
being on the sidelines on gameday.

“There’s nothing else like it,” M c­
Connell said. “I always say that trainers 
have the best seat in the house.”

Black said the best part about game- 
day is how you get to see everything up 
close and personal. She enjoys the energy 
transferred between the players and the 
trainers.

“The players keep you pumped up, 
and you keep them pumped up,” she said. 
“It’s juts really an awesome feeling.”

Neither trainer sees this as an actual 
job, but more like a hobby. McConnell 
and Black said the satisfaction they 
receive from helping others and seeing 
the player’s progress compares to noth­
ing else.

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Playing from heart has duel meaning for Hodges famiiy

W alking out o f the visiting locker 
room of M emorial Stadium last S a t­
urday, Cody Hodges had an entourage 
waiting for him , but he focused only 
on two people.

His father, S tev e , was standing 
outside along w ith C ody H odges’ 
mother, Sharon. T h e  fifth-year senior 
quarterback went straight up to his 
father, hugged his neck and whispered 
in his ear.

“T h en  he told me, ‘D oesn’t this 
remind you of 1999?’’’ Steve Hodges 
said. “1 said ‘Yes sir. It was a repeat 

of it’.’’
During Cody Hodges’ senior year 

of high school, at the helm  of Her­
eford’s offense, the now-Texas Tech 
captain led the W hitefaces into a state 
playoff game against W eatherford in 
Sweetwater. T h e  events played out 
just as they had in Lincoln, N eb., last 
weekend.

“C ody threw  an in te rce p tio n ,” 
Steve Hodges said. “He was trying to 
throw it to (his brother) Slade. W ell, 
Slade chased down the guy, punching 
and punching the ball. He knocked it 
loose and recovered it.”

Their father had been experienc­
ing chest pains earlier in the week, 
and a d octor’s v isit showed Stev e  
Hodges had the m ain artery in his 
heart 100 percent blocked.

“He just had kind of a scare,” Cody 
Hodges said.

W h ile  in  th e  h o sp ita l, S te v e  
Hodges u nderw ent an op era tio n . 
T h e  doctors used a heart catheter to 
help unblock the artery, and then a 
stent was put in to keep it from hap­
pening in the future. Steve Hodges

said having his three children come 
and see him  was a blessing, especially 
concerning the circumstances.

“M onday’s th e ir  day o ff (from  
football), so they got to the hospital 
late Monday afternoon,” he said. “By 
the time they got there, they already 
had me in a room. W e all sat down, 
and we had a real good visit.”

W ith  Tech’s first away game loom ­
ing in the minds of the Hodges family, 
S tev e  Hodges gave his sons a pep 
talk despite laying on a bed in a tiny 
recovery room.

“I just told him  and Slade to go 
out there and inspire the team ,” Steve 
Hodges said. “I told them to win it and 
to go for it.”

This past Monday, Cody Hodges 
said he remembered his father telling 
him  to make sure another trip to the 
hospital was not needed after playing 
Nebraska. He said Steve Hodges did 
not want the game to come down to 
the end.

“He asked me if we could try and 
avoid situations like that, just for his 
health ,” Cody Hodges said.

Evidently, Cody Hodges did not 
take his father’s advice, but no other 
health com plications arose out of the 
situation.

“H e’s great,” Cody Hodges said. 
“H e’s doing real good.”

And for the side of football, Steve 
Hodges said his son’s contributions to 
T ech ’s record are about the same.

“Cody is the ultimate team player. 
He cares less about stats. H e’s got 
the attitude of let’s just win,” Steve 
Hodges said. “He not concerned with 
leading the nation in passing as some 
of his predecessors were. He just wants 
to win.”

W in n in g  is so m e th in g  C od y  
Hodges has becom e accustomed to, 
leading the Raiders to a 5-0  start, the 
best since 1998. Steve Hodges said he 
noticed his oldest son’s ability to lead 
a team earlier in his years, but it really

showed up in high school.
“T h e game I remember the most 

was against Frenship in 1 9 9 9 ,” he 
said. “O n the last drive, he got in the 
huddle, and he said, ‘I’m driving the 
bus. W hoever wants to go with me, get 
on board.’ H e’s just a total commander 
out on the field.”

His numbers this year prove that. 
Cody Hodges has boosted T ech  to 
the nation ’s N o.. 1 spot for passing 
yards per game w ith 433  and also 
the N o. 1 position for points scored 
per contest, averaging 53. Now, the 
Raiders sit at No. 11 in several polls, 
but no m atter what happens, Steve 
Hodges said his son somehow never 
gets nervous —  something that has 
led him throughout life.

“H e’s done a good job ,” he said. 
“I wish, for myself as a father, that

I had his composure, calmness that 
he has.”

In Cody Hodges’ situation against 
the ‘Huskers, most people would have 
some sort o f anxiety, especially with 
the game on the line. But he said it 
didn’t affect him  one bit.

“It’s crazy. I wasn’t really nervous,” 
he said. “As an athlete, you want to 
be in a situation like that. If you’re not 
competitive, obviously you want to shy 
away from those.”

Cody Hodges is no stranger to pres­
sure, and his resume proves it. But with his 
father’s heart problems earlier in the week 
and Nebraska possibly being the Raiders’ 
first loss, he somehow fought through it to 
win the game —  win it for his father.

“I knew if he was there —  he was at 
the game —  we just wanted to win for 
him,” Cody Hodges said.
