Thomson says 
he considers this territory the best I 
part o f the world that he has seen, 
because of its good climate, good 
land, and the fact that you can get 
more of your coons up one tree in 
this section than in any other place 
he has been, and he has covered 
about one half of the globe in the 
armed forces and otherwise.

Thomson said his family 
laughed at him when he bought 
land for $15 and told them that 
they would all live to see it sell 
for more than $100. Now that 
prediction has come true, and 
Thomson is still on the optimis- 
tic side, believing there are as 
many good opportunities here 
now as there were then.

Newton, Nolan Walker, which had 
shows earlier, but which reported 
their first production last year.

Nearly 54.000,000 acres, or virtu­
ally onc-third the entire land area 
of Texas, is now under lease for oil 
and gas development Texas farm­
ers, ranchers and other land own­
ers receive around $215,000,000 a 
year in lease and royalty payments, 
the Association reported. This ex­
tra "cash crop" totals more than 
two billion dollars for the past 25 
years, or nearly one seventh of the 
value of all Texas agricultural crops 
during the period.

College Station, Jan. 24—Demon­
strations in Terry County indicate 
that breaking land deeply is a 
worthwhile practice in preventing 
wind erosipn and getting larger 
yields in West Texas.

Terry County Agricultural Agent 
R. N. McClain reports that the de­
monstrations carried out show that 
land broken deep enough to bring 
clay to the top of the ground suf­
fers "scarcely any”  from wind ero-

In making the announcement. 
Henry Ford II. president, said "A l­
though more than a million of our 
customers arc waiting for delivery 
of their cars at present prices, we 
are immediately reducing the price 
of every Ford car . . . some models 
as much as $50. This is a down pay­
ment toward a continued high level 
of production and employment in 
the months ahead. We believe that 
the shock of prompt action is need­
ed to halt the insane spiral base 
for the hopeful period of post-war 
production we are now entering.

The price reduction was dis­
closed in a press conference at 
Dearborn in wh*ch the entire policy 
of the Ford Motor Company parti- 
cifJated. The new price scale was 
wired simultaneously to Ford Deal­
ers throughout the nation, effective 
immediately.

Mr Ford said the Company had 
made a modest profit for the Inst 
three months of 1946 and intended 
to continue to operate in the black. 
He ;aiid that the millions of dollars 
lost since V-J day had been accepted 
as an "item of the cost of a great 
and victorious war.”

Because they must build up de­
pleted reserves or because they 
are still losing money, many busi­
nesses may not be able t°  “ follow 
suit." He said “but we hope that 
our suppliers, our employees and 
our other economic partners will 
back, each to his own ability, our 
attempt to return to the economic 
pattern which has helped to make 
America great . . .

A machine shed adequate to take
care o f all equipment is a good 
investment. Protected machinery 
lasts longer and gives better serv­
ice. There are fewer breakdowns 
and costly delays.

AH producers who signed an In­
surance Contract in 1946. signed a 
Continlous contract which will be 
in effect for 1947, under the 1947 
Crop Insurance Regulations.

A  machinery shed, like the one 
sketched above, w<ll fill many needs.

A  machine shed o f this kind can 
be built at modest cost by covering 
the side framing with large sheeU 
of asbestos cement board and ap­
plying a roof o f asbestos shingles. 
This type o f construction is highly 
weather-resistant and requires no 
periodic painting.

Since 1941. 40% of the teachers of 
Texas have resigned their jobs. In 
the United Stales, 350,000 teachers 
have done the same thing. The 
main reason is poor pay. Results: 
A  grave eoucational problem and 
one out of every six of our teach­
ers sub-standard. During the 
school year 1945-40. 4,700 teachers 
in Texas drew less than $1,200 per 
year. Even though the withholding 
tax on this salary was very small, 
most of these teachers are mem­
bers of the Teacher Retirement Sys­
tem of Texas and contributed 5% of 
their salaries because of this mem­
bership. Hence, they had a take- 
home pay of less than what would 
be considered necer 
a bare subsistence.

Is this as it should be? Most every­
one will tell you that it is not and 
that something must be done to 
remedy the situation.

A brief, yet careful study of the 
public schools of Texas w ill con­
vince any citizen of the gravity of 
our educational problems. Such is 
the purpose of this series of arti­
cles.

We believe that the 'shock 
treatment' of prompt action is needed to halt 
the insane spiral of mounting costs and rising 
prices and to restore a sound base for the hope­
ful period of post-war production we are now 
entering.

“Let me review briefly the considerations 
which have led us to this important step.

seems to have been passed. Our own produc­
tion, though still limited by material shortages, 
is now steadier.

Warning About 
Cooking Pork 
—Infected Meat
Now that the winter season is here 
and pork and pork products are 
more freely used, warning against 
Insufficient cooking of pork is giv­
en by Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health 
Officer. Trichonosis is caused by a 
parasite in the muscles of pigs. This 
parasite may occur in large num­
bers in infested meat.

Dr. Cox explained that a disease 
condition known as trichonoais is 
caused by a microscopic organism 
called the trichina or muscle worm. 
The young worms, or larvae, are 
found in the muscles of infected 
pigs. When this meat is eaten raw 
or is undercooked, the unharmed 
larvae grow in the human intetines 
Into adult worms which are carried 
by the lymphatic Ussue and blood 
stream to the muscles where they 
become encysted. This period of 
invasion gives rise to the symptoms 
of the disease. The severity of the 
illness is dependent upon the num­
ber of trichinae originally consum-

"While the adult parasites are In 

the human intestines they may 
cause accute diarrhea." Dr. Cox said, 
-which at' first can be mistaken for 
typhoid fever or dysentery. This 
may start anywhere from the first 
to the fourth day after eating the 
ingested pork and may last one to 
several days. Later a puffiness of 
the eyes may appear together with 
various degrees of pain in the mus­
cles. particularly those of the calf 
o f the leg, the upper arm. 
shoulders and the Jaws.”

Dr. Cox declared that since no 
adequate treatment is known, pre­
vention is very important. The 
worms cannot be seen by the un­
aided eye, so inspection of pork 
Cannot be depended upon to pro­
tect from this type of infection. The 
only sure safeguard is to be cer­
tain that all pork and pork products 
arc thoroughly cooked, whether 
processed at home or purchased. 
Many of the more serious and fatal 
cases have gecn traced to eating 
raw smoked sausage cr raw pork 
pudding.

Since it has been estimated that 
•PproximaMy five percent of all 
swine are infested with trichinae, 
it is being emphasized that the in­
variable rule before consuming any 
pork or pork product Is to see that 
it is cooked until all natural color 
gone and no evidence of blood can 
be detected This is the only safe 
rule to follow, according to the 
State Health Officer.
