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Jailed ex-officer, 5 

illegal immigrants escape

LA VILLA (AP) — A former 
police officer held on drug charges 
and five illegal immigrants escaped 
from a privately run federal jail near 
the Mexican border by overpowering 
a guard then cutting through at least 
four fences, officials said Wednesday.

More than 60 local and federal 
law-enforcement officers using heli­
copters and bloodhounds were search­
ing near the East Hidalgo Detention 
Clenter, about 20 miles north of the 
border.

“We’re considering all six indi­
viduals very dangerous and armed,” 
Hidalgo County Sheriff Lupe Trevino 
said.

Fed leaves interest  
r a t e s  u n c h a n g e d

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
Federal Reserve left: a key interest rate 
unchanged on Wednesday as falling 
energy prices helped to restrain inflation 
pressures.

Federal Reserve Chairman Ben Ber- 
nanke and his colleagues issued a brief an­
nouncement saying they would leave the 
federal funds rate, the interest that banks 
charge each other, at 5.25 percent.

The decision represents a break for 
borrowers. It means that banks’ prime 
lending rate, the benchmark for millions 
of consumer and business loans, will 
remain at 8.25 percent.

Exxon accused of 

m is le a d in g  pu b l i c
LONDON (AP) — Britain’s 

leading scientific academy has 
accused oil com pany Exxon 
Mobil Corp. of misleading the 
public about global warming and 
funding groups that undermine 
the scientific consensus on cli­
mate change.

T h e  R oyal S o c ie ty  said 
Wednesday that it had written 
to Exxon asking it to halt support 
for groups tha t have “misrep­
resented the science of climate 
change.”

UNITED NATIONS (AP) — Venezuelan 
President Hugo Chavez took his verbal battle 
with the United States to the floor of the U.N. 
General Assembly on Wednesday, calling Presi­
dent Bush “the devil.”

The impassioned speech by the leftist leader 
came a day after Bush and Iranian President 
Mahmoud Ahmadinejad sparred over Tehran’s 
disputed nuclear program but managed to avoid 
a personal encounter.

“The devil came here yesterday,” Chavez 
said, referring to Bush’s address on Tuesday 
and making the sign of the cross. “He came 
here talking as if he were the owner of the 
world.”

The leftist leader, who has joined Iran and 
Cuba in opposing U.S. influence, accused 
Washington of “domination, exploitation 
and pillage of peoples of the world.”

“We appeal to the people of the United 
States and the world to halt this threat, 
which is like a sword hanging over our head,” 
he said.

The main U.S. seat in the assembly hall 
was empty as Chavez spoke. But there was 
a “junior note taker” there, as is customary 
“when governments like that speak,” the 
U.S. ambassador to the U.N said.

Ambassador John Bolton told The As­
sociated Press that Chavez had the right to 
express his opinion, adding it was “too bad 
the people of Venezuela don’t have free 
speech.”

“I’m just not going to comment on this 
because his remarks just don’t warrant a 
response,” Bolton said. “Serious people can

listen to what he had to say and if they do they 
will reject it.”

Chavez drew tentative giggles at times from 
the audience, but also some applause when he 
called Bush the devil.

Chavez spoke on the second day of the aitnual 
ministerial meetings, which were overshadowed 
by an ambitious agenda of sideline talks.

The Mideast peace process also was in the 
spotlight, with ministers from the Quartet that 
drafted the stalled road map — the U.S., the

Each Wednesday and Thursday morning. Brad Lord has a unique way 
of saying good morning to Texas Tech University. He ascends 96 feet into 
the Bell Tower located in the Administration Building to play the Carillon 
for thousands of students as they commute to their morning classes.

Lord, a senior trombone performance major from Midland, began 
playing the Carillon, known as the bells by most students, in the summer 
of 2005. Lord said after being persuaded by Will Balch, a fellow carillon 
player, he finally agreed to take lessons.

“He bugged me until I finally went up with him into the bell tower,” Lord

said. ^As soon as I sat down and started playing, I fell in love with it.” 
Ranging from Super Mario Brothers to more classical pieces such as 

“Suite for Carillon” by Texas Tech’s own Mary Jeanne van Appledom, 
Lord said he likes to mix up his music selection.

“I like playing mostly songs people recognize,” Lord said. “TV themes 
like ‘Mario,’ ‘Friends’ and ‘Everybody Loves Raymond’. I can play pretty 
much anything by ear but I know probably six or seven actually composed 
pieces.

Birth control 
patch unsafe

The Ortho-Evra contraceptive 
patch may be an unsafe alternative 
to b irth  control pills, according 
the United States Food and Drug 
Administration’s Web site.

 ̂ Labeling for the patch was up­
dated in Novem ber 2005 and is 
seen in bold on the packaging for 
the product, according to the FDA’s 
Web site.

The patch exposes women to 60 
percent more estrogen than typical 
b irth  control pills containing 35 
micrograms of estrogen, according 
to Ortho-Evra’s Web site.

Lonnie Donalds, pharmacist for 
CVS in Lubbock, said he hasn’t seen 
a decrease in Ortho-Evra use since 
the labeling update.

“I work in pharmacies across Lub­
bock,” Donalds said. “The use of the 
patch has remained stable.”

According the FDA’s Web site, 
estrogen, which is present in all birth 
control pills and the patch, is linked 
to blood clots in the legs and lungs.

The presence of estrogen is also 
linked to other clotting problems 
such as strokes and heart attacks.

Donalds said women who use the 
patch are not verbally told about 
the change.

“Each consumer is given a pa­
tient information sheet,” Donalds 
said. “They are expected to read this 
because it has all of the valuable in­
formation and risk factors they need 
to know about.”

Donalds said he sees the patch 
distributed, but birth control pills are 
more widely used.

“The No. 1 form of contraceptive 
that I see is the pill,” Donalds said. 
“But there are women who use the 
patch.”

Smoking increases the chance for 
blood clots, stroke and heart attack 
while on any form of hormonal birth 
control, including the patch and the 
pill, Donalds said.

“Smoking does increase your 
chances beyond the initial risk,” 
Donalds said. “The best thing is to 
not smoke and see your doctor regu­
larly if you are on birth control pills 
or the patch.”

Dr. Kelly Bennett, medical di­
rector for Student Health Services, 
said some women have risk factors 
they are screened for before taking 
hormonal contraceptives.

“Before we even prescribe the pill

The Texas Tech Student Government Association will 
discuss passing a resolution to make The Daily Toreador 
change how they display the death toll of the people who 
died in Iraq.

Scott Gorenc, a senator in the SGA, was the author of 
the resolution.

“How someone displays- a graphic is powerful,” Gorenc 
said. “How The Daily Toreador puts it is not an image of

respect.”
Gorenc said he would suggest The D T  put the numbers 

in more of a script style.
“The Daily Toreador needs to change the title to some­

thing more graceful, like ‘Those who have sacrificed their 
lives,”’ Gorenc said. “They can include an American flag 
by it or a yellow ribbon.”

The senator said he understands what the newspaper is 
doing, but they can do it in a more tasteful manner.

According to the resolution, the SGA accused The D T  
of disrespecting military families by displaying the current

lives lost under the banner “Death toll.” The resolution also 
said The D T  disregards human life by just displaying it as 
number similar to a scoreboard.

Joey Kirk, editor in chief of The Daily Toreador, said The 
DT  felt students were not informed about how many people 
died in Iraq.

“The death toll is not to honor the men who died and it 
is not to go against Bush,” Kirk said. “The reason it is there 
is to acknowledge that many people died in Iraq.”

For some students on campus, 
the traditional chant, “Wreck ‘em 
Tech,” has been replaced with 
something a little more unortho­
dox: “Check ‘em Tech.”

The Texas Tech chess club, 
the Knight Raiders, has taken its 
slogan to a new level, now offer­
ing scholarships to students who 
excel at chess in hopes of not only 
building a stronger chess club, but 
also drawing exceptional students 
to Tech that might not have con­
sidered the university before.

Haraldur Karlsson, an associ­
ate professor of geosciences and 
faculty sponsor of the Knight 
Raiders, said the scholarships help 
to further the development of the 
chess program on campus.

“All of this happened in a span 
of six m onths,” Karlsson said.

“Once the ball got rolling, every­
thing just fell into place.”

He said seven scholarships have 
been created, with four coming from 
the provost’s office, two coming 
from the president’s office and one 
coming from a publishing company. 
All the scholarships have been for 
$1,000 and will be renewed at the 
beginning of each academic year. 
Four students have been awarded 
scholarships thus far.

Bryan Femes, a freshman com­
pu te r science m ajor from Fort 
Worth, said he was offered a chess 
scholarship when he told the chess 
club about his U.S. Chess Federa­
tion rating. Femes, who has been 
playing chess for eight years, said 
he thinks scholarships offer a unique 
opportunity for students who really 
love the game.

“It gives people the chance to 
meet other people who share this 
interest,” Femes said. “You can’t

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really major in chess, so it’s a good 
way to get support.”

The other scholarship recipients 
all received their awards by compet­
ing well in chess tournaments.

Maggie Matyszewska, a high 
school senior from Detroit Wyandot, 
Mich., said she won her scholarship 
by placing fourth in the Susan Folgar 
World Open Chess Championship 
for Girls, held in Las Vegas. She 
plans on using her scholarship after 
she graduates in January to attend 
Tech next spring.

“I’m really happy that I got a 
scholarship playing chess because 
that’s something I’ve always wanted 
to do,” Matyszewska said. “I’m doing 
something I love. I really feel like it’s 
a payoff for all my hard work.”

Karlsson said while the members 
of the chess club are very diverse, 
all are excellent students and solid 
assets to the university.

He said his in terest in chess 
started at a young age. A native 
Icelander, he said chess was taught 
in school and was an important part 
of life for a child growing up during 
his time.

“I remember when Bobby Fischer, 
the greatest chess player to ever live, 
played Borris Spassky in Iceland in 
1972,” Karlsson said. “I was there, 
and I remember how symbolic the 
match was, a sort of meeting of the 
East and the West.”

He said members of the chess 
club share his love for the game, 
and some even host after-school 
programs to teach kindergarten and 
elementary students the fundamen­
tals of the game.

Jo A nn Newman, the multicul­
tural events and university coordi­
nator for the Lubbock Independent 
School District, said members of the 
Knight Raiders come every Tuesday 
and Thursday afternoon to help stu­
dents of the Ramirez Charter School 
cultivate their interest in chess.

“Flaying chess is a game of strat­
egy,” Newman said. “It helps (the 
students) as they mature in math 
and reasoning.”

She said Karlsson’s love of the 
game shows in the support he has 
given young ch ild ren  to  begin 
playing.

“He really, really wants to teach 
kids chess,” she said. “He feels like 
chess needs to be part of higher 
education, and he’s right.”

Karlsson said he hopes to see the 
chess program continue to grow at 
Tech, and he believes some steps 
being taken to that end could really 
put the university on the map as a 
chess powerhouse.

“This is probably the most popu­
lar game in the world,” Karlsson 
said. “We’re putting in a bid for a 
Fan-American chess tournament. If 
we pull that off, we’ll have students 
from all over N orth  and South 
America here at Tech.”

Boeing wins 
new contract 
for border 
technology

WASHINGTON (AF) — Boe­
ing Co. will be awarded an $80 mil­
lion government contract to provide 
new high-tech ways to catch illegal 
immigrants trying to cross U.S. land 
borders, officials said Wednesday.

The contract is the first part of a 
multibillion-dollar Homeland Secu­
rity Department plan to help secure 
the Canadian and Mexican borders, 
beginning with a section of Arizona. 
The final bill’s total is unknown, a 
department official said, because it 
hinges largely on whether Congress 
will approve spending about $1 bil­
lion to build a fence on the Mexican 
border. Until then, the contract will 
be given to Boeing in phases, the 
department official said.

The Boeing contract was ex­
pected to be announced Thursday, 
according to a congressional aide and 
an official of the agency who spoke 
on condition of anonymity because 
the department had not yet made its 
announcement.

Sen. Susan Collins of Maine, 
the Republican chair of the Senate 
Homeland Security Committee, called 
the program “a vital element in the 
strategy to better secure our homeland 
by strengthening border security.”

Homeland Security Department 
spokesman Jarrod Agen would not 
comment. Boeing spokesman Dan 
Beck also declined to comment 
pending a formal announcement 
from the government.

Chicago-based Boeing was among 
several major defense companies 
competing for the job. While other 
companies’ proposals relied more 
heavily on using flying drones to 
patrol the border, Boeing focused on 
a network of 1,800 high-tech towers, 
equipped with cameras and motion 
detectors, that could feed live infor­
mation to Border Fatrol agents.

The Boeing-led team’s victory 
was reported in several newspapers 
Wednesday, citing unnamed sources.

The contract, part of the Secure 
Border Initiative, is the government’s 
latest attempt to use advanced tech­
nology to solve the illegal immigra­
tion problem, which lawmakers have 
called a national security issue. It 
received new attention in light of the 
Sept. 11, 2001, terrorist attacks.

Homeland Security gave com­
panies chasing the contract — in­
cluding Lockheed Martin Corp. 
and Northrop Grumman Corp. 
— unusual freedom to come up with 
their own ideas for how best to apply 
new and developing technologies to 
the problem.
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Drunken driver indicted

A Lubbock Federal Grand Jury 
handed an indictm ent Tuesday to 
a Lubbock man who was allegedly 
drunk and caused an accident in 
which two people were killed.

Gabriel Gonzales crashed into 
another vehicle Aug. 28 at the in­
tersection of 19th Street and Indiana 
Avenue, causing the deaths of Jackie 
Little, 21, and Bryan Perry, 22.

Gonzales received one count 
of felony murder and one count of 
aggravated assault w ith a deadly 
w eapon, th e  Lubbock d is tr ic t  
attorney’s office said.

D ep u ty  D is tr ic t  A tto rn e y  
George Leal of the Lubbock dis­
tr ic t a tto rn ey ’s office said th is 
p a rticu la r case marks the  first 
tim e in Lubbock County th a t a

felony murder charge was handed 
to someone in connection with a 
drunk driving accident. However, a 
felony murder case has occurred in 
the state of Texas, Leal said.

Leal said Gonzales received the 
felony murder charge and not an 
intoxicated manslaughter charge 
because he was co m m ittin g  a 
felony while he was driving.

He said th e  fe lony  m urder 
charge was given because this was 
no t the first tim e Gonzales had 
been accused of the same charges. 
He had three previous convictions 
of driving while intoxicated.

“The law of Texas states that 
any person com m itting a felony 
can be charged with murder,” Leal 
said. “T his case was G onzales’ 
fourth time of receiving a DWI, 
so it was a felony.”

The penalty for felony murder

ranges from five years to 99 years 
in prison. However, Leal said a life 
sentence is also a possibility in any 
felony murder case.
 ̂ “Felony murder is different than 
murder,” Leal said. “You have to 
be committing a felony while the 
murder takes place. There are a 
huge range of punishm ents. Life 
im prisonm ent is just one of the 
possible outcomes.”

Gonzales had a blood-alcohol 
level of .23, almost three times the 
legal limit.

Leal said he cannot talk about 
the specifics of the incident be­
cause the investiga tion  is still 
on-going.

He said it is up to the jury to de­
cide whether Gonzales will receive 
the life sentence or a sentence 
between five years to 99 years.

Five arrests made in 1 9 7 9  rape and 
strangling of Michigan college student

HOLLAND, M ich. (A P) — 
Twenty-seven years after a hotel desk 
clerk’s body was found in a wooded 
area, authorities have arrested five 
people, including the victim’s former 
roommate and boss, the attorney 
general said Wednesday.

Authorities would not say what 
led to the arrests in four states this 
week, but did disclose the a man 
charged in the case earlier this year 
had been talking with investigators. 
The first arrest in February came after 
a college documentary on the case 
brought out witnesses.

The six suspects are accused of 
kidnapping Janet Chandler as she 
worked the night shift at the Blue 
Mill Inn on Jan. 31, 1979, said A t­
torney General Mike Cox.

He said the 23-year-old Hope 
College student was taken to a house 
where she was beaten, raped and 
strangled. A day later, a snowplow 
driver discovered her body about 35

miles south of Holland.
Cox said Chandler’s hotel boss 

and roommate at the time of the kill­
ing, Laurie A nn Swank, was respon­
sible for “enticing and encouraging 
the men to do what they did.”

As for a motive, Ottawa County 
Prosecutor Ron Frantz would say only 
that each suspect had “a common 
drive to brutalize Janet Chandler.”

Arrested along with Swank, 48, 
of Nescopeck, Pa., were Arthur Carl­
ton “Carl” Paiva, 54, of Muskegon; 
James Cleophas “Bubba” Nelson, 
59, of Rand, W.Va.; Freddie Bass 
Parker, 49, of Powellton, W.Va.; and 
A nthony Eugene Williams, 55, of 
Boscobel, Wis.

Parker’s sister, Annette Bennett, 
said her brother had left Michigan 
a day or two before Chandler was 
killed.

“My brother is innocent. My 
brother would not hurt a flea,” said 
Bennett, 41, of Belle, W.Va.

Telephone messages seeking com­
ment were not immediately returned 
from attorneys for Parker and Nelson. 
Attempts to reach the other suspects’ 
attorneys or relatives for comment 
were unsuccessful.

A ll five suspects have been 
charged with premeditated murder 
and committing a murder during the 
commission of two other felonies 
— kidnapping and criminal sexual 
conduct. Each faces a mandatory life 
prison sentence with no possibility of 
parole if convicted.

Robert Lynch, 66, is set to head to 
trial in January for Chandler’s death. 
Lynch, who was arrested in February, 
worked as a security guard at the same 
company as the four men arrested this 
week, authorities said.

Interest in Chandler’s slaying was 
renewed after a Hope College class 
produced a documentary film about 
the case that aired on a Grand Rapids 
television station in January 20D4.

Thai coup leader says no election for another year
BANGKOK, Thailand (AP) — 

Thailand’s new military ruler, winning 
cmcial royal backing for his bloodless 
coup, announced Wednesday that he 
would not call elections for another 
year. The U.S. and other Western na­
tions expressed disapproval and urged a 
swift restoration of democracy.

Army commander Gen. Sondhi 
Boonyaratkalin, appearing relaxed and 
confident in his military uniform at his 
first news conference since seizing pow­
er Tuesday night, said he would serve as 
de facto prime minister for two weeks 
until the junta:— which calls itself the 
Council of Administrative Reform 
— chooses a civilian to replace him and 
drafts an interim constitution.

Sondhi sealed the success of his 
coup by receiving royal endorsement 
as leader of the new junta, while
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ousted Prime Minister Thaksin Shi- 
nawatra, who watched events unfold 
ftom abroad, pondered his future and 
the threat of possible prosecution at 
home.

Early Thursday, the coup leader won 
the support of a rebel leader waging an 
Islamic insurgency.

“It is the right thing that the mili­
tary has taken power,” said Lukman B. 
Lima, an exiled leader in one of several 
groups fighting the central government 
for a separate Muslim state.

“We hope that the political (situ­
ation) can be resolved under Gen.

Sondhi Boonyaratkalin as the new 
leader,” Lukman said.

In an e-mailed response to questions 
from The Associated Press, Lukman 
said that Sondhi was the “only one 
who knows the real problems” of the 
Muslim-dominated provinces of south­
ern Thailand.

Lukman, exiled in Sweden, is vice 
president of the Pattani United Libera­
tion Organization, or PULO.

“We will continue to fight until full 
independence (is attained) in Pattani,” 
he said, referring to the provinces of 
Pattani, Yala and Narathiwat.
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No apologies
Pope’s response to Muslims not necessary

Nothing has confused me more 
than the reaction to Pope 
Benedict XVFs speech at the 

University of Regensburg on Sept. 
12. Some Muslims are demanding a 
third apology from the pontiff. Others 
are burning the pope in effigy, and 
still others are responding much more 
violently. You would think that the 
pope walked right into a mosque and 
spit on the Quran. Obviously that did 
not happen. So what did the pope say 
that caused such a commotion?

It wasn’t the pope’s words that 
angered Muslims — it was a quote 
he used from a 14th century Byz­
antine emperor named Manuel II 
Paleologus:

“Show me just what Mohammed 
brought tha t was new, and there 
you will find things only evil and 
inhuman, such as his command to 
spread by the sword the faith he 
preached.”

Out of context, one can see how 
Muslims might think the pope is call­
ing Islam a violent religion. However, 
he did not use the quote to reflect his 
views; he used it as part of a story.' 
Naturally, the media took hold of 
the situation and made a fuss about 
it, hence the protests.

Once again, the media made an 
enormous error by taking a quote 
out of context. The speech was an 
academic address and had absolutely 
nothing to do with the pope’s view 
on Mohammed. Not only did Pope 
Benedict not endorse the quote, he 
criticized it. He described the word­
ing of the quote as having “a brusque­
ness which leaves us astounded.” It 
was part of a story and needed no 
explanation.

Tlie pope apologized and said he 
did not agree with the quote, and this 
appeased many of the mainstream 
Muslim groups. For Islamic extrem­
ists, unfortunately, it wasn’t enough. 
Churches on the West Bank and 
Palestinian territories have been 
bombed, an Italian nun has been 
murdered and one al-Qaida linked 
group declared a war on Christianity. 
“We shall break the cross and spill the 
wine,” a statement by the group read. 
“God will [help] Muslims to conquer 
Rome ... [May] God enable us to slit 
their throats, and make their money 
and descendants the bounty of the 
mujahideen.”

I’m not sure how those extremists 
think that slitting Christian throats 
will prove they are not violent, but 
th a t is no matter. Terrorists use 
anything they can to rally support, 
whether it’s a newspaper cartoon or 
a quote from a Byzantine emperor. 
They were searching for something

about which to be angry, and this 
did the trick. Their proclamation 
of a war on Christians is nothing 
new.

The speech given by the pope is 
available on the Vatican’s Web site 
at http://www.vatican.va. I encour­
age you to read it. Any reporter at 
the speech would have understood 
the use of the quote. But like the 
terrorists, the media searches for 
controversy. They will pull it out of 
anything they can. The New York 
Times Editorial Board criticized 
the pope and demanded an apol­
ogy. They said that it was “not the 
first time the pope has fomented 
discord between Christians and 
Muslims,” and that “it is tragic and 
dangerous when one sows pain, 
either deliberately or carelessly.” 
It seems not to matter to them 
that the official Vatican teach­
ing on Islam “esteems” Muslims, 
or that this pope has encouraged 
and spoken at many interfaith 
dialogues between Christians and 
Muslims. The media does not care 
because it’s always easy to pick on 
Christianity.

Using a quote out of context 
to m isrepresent the C atho lic  
Church’s position on Islam is not 
only rude, it is dangerous. The cur­
rent world situation does not leave 
room for this kind of disgraceful 
behavior by the media. If terrorists 
decide to attack America again, 
they won’t care tha t The New  
York Times published an editorial 
defending them. .

We live in a post-Sept.. ,11. 
world. Mainstream Muslims, and 
Christians are doing their best to 
work together and find common 
ground. While we may not agree 
on every theological issue, we 
should at least be able to agree 
that murdering each other will not 
reflect favorably on either religion. 
The constant fighting in the world 
may seem to be ceaseless, but there 
is no need to abandon hope for 
its end. To deny the existence of 
peace is to be negative. To deny 
its potential is to be devastatingly 
destructive.

Students have options dealing with credit problems

Credit'card debt is a common 
problem for many consumers and col­
lege students.

Kim McGriggs, a spokesperson for 
Consumer Credit Counseling Services, 
said the credit problems college students 
get into now may affect them far beyond 
college years.

“If a credit report is damaged as a 
student it will be on their record for 
usually seven- years, beyond the time 
when graduates will be buying houses 
and cars,” she said.

Additionally, students should worry 
about more than how they will pay for 
things after graduation. According to 
http://www.privacyrights.org, it is legal 
for employers to check credit reports of 
both employees and job applicants.

McCriggs said she has seen a recent 
study on student finances that surprises 
students.

“According to this survey, 45 per­
cent of college students are in credit 
card debt. The average debt is over 
$3,000,” she said.

She said many students realize 
financial problems when they graduate. 
They must repay debt and repay stu­
dent loans. Their financial obligations

increase, but they may not necessar­
ily have the high-paying job they had 
hoped for.

According to http://www.utahmen- 
tor.org, students are more likely to 
drop out of college because of financial 
problems than because of academic 
failure.

Many for-profit and nonprofit 
services are available to consumers to 
counsel them about personal finances 
and to aid them in credit and debt 
relief.

Tech students have another op­
tion: their own free financial planning 
service, Red to Black.

Sharia Taylor, a graduate student 
assistant for Red to Black, part of the 
personal financial planning service, 
said the No. 1 financial mistake many 
college students make is the inability 
to budget.

“Students have a difficult time real­
izing how much money they actually 
have,” Taylor said.

She said she found a study by the 
Journal of Consumer Affairs that shows 
females are more prone to aggressive 
spending than males, and males are 
happier with their financial situation 
than females.

Taylor said students should come 
for financial help as soon as they know

they are in trouble.
“When students start to get into 

debt, they can just work a few more 
hours or something to fix it,” she said. 
“W hen students feel they cannot 
handle it, when they feel trapped, they 
should come see us.”

Taylor said the office offers two types 
of services. Outreach-based service 
involves student volunteers doing pre­
sentations for classes or organizations. 
Client-based service is for students 
who call or come to the office to set up 
appointments with volunteers.

Each of the student volunteers is a 
personal financial planning major. They 
can assist with things like debt and 
credit or with questions about financial 
aid forms and tax return forms.

Consumers have the option of 
nonprofit and for-profit agencies that 
can help eliminate debt.

The Office of Texas Attorney Gen­
eral Greg Abbott sent a news release 
warning consumers about fraudulent 
credit repair services.

The news release includes advice 
from the attorney general’s office for 
consumers to determine the legitimacy 
of such credit companies. For example, 
fixing bad credit is a long, difficult pro­
cess, so consumers should pay special 
attention to companies promising “100

percent satisfaction.”
Consumers should make sure for- 

profit credit repair companies are licensed 
by the state to practice business.

McGriggs agreed it is necessary for 
consumers to know exactly who they 
are dealing with.

“It is very important to be sure 
you’re working with a reputable firm. 
This is your financial future,” she said.

She advises consumers to look for 
agencies that are highly accessible and 
will consider individual debt, not treat 
it as a one-size-fits-all credit repair.

The attorney general’s office warns 
that companies who guarantee to fix 
“negative” items on consumer credit 

• reports can legally only mend certain 
items.

The office informs individuals that 
they may be able to correct credit errors 
at minimal or no cost and should check 
their credit history through licensed 
bureaus.

McGriggs said she wants people to 
understand that credit is not a bad thing 
if used properly.

“Credit can be a tremendous asset 
to a student,” she said. “Establish good 
credit at an early age. The purpose of 
credit is a tool of convenience, not an 
extension of income.”

Arrest made in woman’s death
CASTLE ROCK, Colo. (AP) 

— A man pictured in a photo found 
at the crime scene was arrested in 
the death of a woman whose body 
was found after she was dragged 
behind a vehicle for at least a mile, 
authorities said Wednesday.

Jose Luis Rubi-Nava, 36, was 
arrested Tuesday night on a charge 
of first-degree m urder and was 
being held  w ithout bail in the 
Douglas County jail. Sheriff Dave 
Weaver said.

He said the woman had not yet 
been identified.

W eaver said R ubi-N ava was 
the man pictured in a photograph 
found near the woman’s body when 
it was discovered Monday in a 
subdivision about 20 miles south 
of Denver.

The photo had been relbdsed

to the public, and W eaver said 
without elaborating that tips from 
citizens had helped lead to the 
arrest. The picture shows a couple 
who appear to be in their 30s; he 
is leaning w ith his arm on the 
woman’s shoulder; she is looking 
away from the camera.

Weaver did not say whether a 
woman who also appeared in the 
photo had been identified.

W eaver said federal officials 
had placed an immigration hold on 
Rubi-Nava but did not say whether 
he was an illegal immigrant. Weav­
er refused to take questions after 
reading a brief statement at a news 
conference.

Neighbors discovered the wom­
an’s body before dawn. Her face 
was unrecognizable and an orange 
tow rope was found around her

neck, said Nancy Foley, who lives 
nearby.

Preliminary results of an autopsy 
indicated the woman died of as­
phyxiation and head injuries from 
being strangled by being dragged 
by a vehicle.

Foley said the  in c id en t has 
shaken the normally quiet Surrey 
Ridge neighborhood.

“I was trying to sleep last night 
thinking about how this poor lady 
was dragged, treated worse than an 
animal,” Foley said Tuesday. “She 
was really mangled.”

She said sheriff’s patrols have 
increased and residents are more 
vigilant.

“We don’t want to attract any 
more a tten tio n  th a t w hat we’re 
already getting. This is our little 
piece of heaven,” she said.

NASA clears shuttle for landing
HOUSTON (AP) — NASA 

cleared Atlantis for a Thursday 
landing after finding th a t the 
space shuttle appeared undam­
aged and concluding the discov­
ery of unexplained space debris 
did not pose a serious problem.

Atlantis’ six astronauts com­
pleted two inspections of the 
space shuttle Wednesday to make 
sure it wasn’t damaged from the 
mysterious objects found floating 
outside the spacecraft. Landing 
was set for Thursday morning, a 
day later than originally sched­
uled.

“N o th ing  was found to be 
missing or damaged,” said Wayne 
Hale, space shuttle program man­
ager. “So we feel very confident 
that we’re in for a very good land­
ing opportunity.”

Hale said the crew would be

well-rested for Thursday’s landing, 
despite the extra, improvised work 
using cameras and sensors at the 
end of the shuttle’s robotic arm and 
a 50-foot boom.

“It was a long day, especially 
for Fergie and Dan,” Atlantis com­
mander Brent Jett radioed Mission 
Control, referring to pilot Chris Fer­
guson and astronaut Dan Burbank, 
who operated the robotic arm. “But 
you do what you need to d o . ... We 
understand everybody’s doing the 
right thing, so we’re happy to do 
what it takes.”

The decision to delay landing 
Atlantis on Wednesday was made 
a day earlier when a shuttle camera 
spotted an unknown object drifting 
away shortly after landing systems 
were put through a norm al but 
bumpy trial run.

NASA officials said their best

—

guess was that the object was a plas­
tic filler placed in between thermal 
tiles which protect the shuttle from 
blasting heat. A second mystery 
object was spotted several hours 
later, midday Tuesday, by Burbank. 
But NASA said it appeared to be a 
garbage bag, which would unlikely 
be a damage risk.

D uring W ednesday’s inspec­
tions, the astronauts spotted three 
more pieces of floating debris. Jett 
described the objects as two rings 
and a piece of foil. He told Mission 
Control the first object, about 100 
feet from the shuttle, was “a reflec­
tive cloth. ... It’s not a solid metal 
structure.”

NASA downplayed the discov­
ery of Wednesday’s objects, saying 
the fact th a t no probrems were 
found w ifh 'the shuttle wais more 
important.
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Congress gets tough 
with illegal immigrants

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
House neared action Wednesday 
on requiring Americans to show 
proof of citizenship in order to vote, 
and the Senate moved to build a 
700'mile fence along the Mexican 
border, sharpening attacks on illegal 
immigration before the midterm 
elections.

House action on a new photo 
ID plan and Senate consideration 
of the fence are both part of a get- 
tough policy on illegal immigrants 
tha t Republicans have embraced 
after Congress’ failure to agree on 
broader legislation that would set a 
path for undocumented workers to 
attain citizenship.

House GOP leaders have insisted 
that tighter borders and tougher laws 
must precede more comprehensive 
immigration changes. The House 
passed the fence bill last week and 
plans votes Thursday on measures 
that would increase penalties for 
people building tunnels under the 
border, make it easier to detain and 
deport immigrant gang members and 
criminals and clarify the ability of 
state and local law enforcement of­
ficers to detain illegal immigrants.

Republican sponsors of the voter 
identification bill insisted that it was 
a commonsense way to stop fraud at 
the polls. People need photo IDs to 
board planes, buy alcohol or cash 
checks, said Rep. Vernon Ehlers, 
R-Mich., chairman of the House 
Administration Committee. “This 
is not a new concept.”

But Democrats assailed the leg­
islation, saying it could hurt mi­
norities, the poor and the elderly 
— groups that tend to vote Demo­
cratic — who might have trouble 
producing a photo identification.

“This bill is tantamount to a 21st 
century poll tax,” said Democratic 
Whip Steny Hoyer, D-Md. “It will 
disenfranchise large number of legal 
voters.”

Rep. Ike Skelton, R-Mo., said 
he was initially denied a voter ID 
required under a Missouri state law 
because he doesn’t have a driver’s 
license and couldn’t immediately 
produce a passport or birth certifi­
cate. His congressional ID card was 
not accepted.

A Missouri court earlier this

month struck down the state law, 
and on Tuesday a state superior 
court judge in Georgia ruled that 
that state’s law requiring a photo ID 
was an unconstitutional condition 
for voting.

The bill would require everyone 
to present a photo ID before voting 
in federal elections by 2008. By 2010 
voters would have to have photo IDs 
that certified they were citizens. In 
response to criticism that this would 
be a burden for the poor, the bill 
stipulates that states must provide 
the identification cards free of charge 
to those who can’t afford them.

The Senate, meanwhile, voted 
Wednesday to take up a bill to build 
a 700-mile fence along one-third of 
the U.S.-Mexico border.

Action on the fence, which could 
cost billions of dollars, comes four 
months after the Senate approved 
legislation that, along with tighten­
ing border security, created a guest 
worker program and outlined how 
people in the country illegally could 
work toward legal status and even­
tual citizenship.

President Bush has supported this 
broader approach, but it met strong 
resistance in the House, where op­
ponents said it was

tantamount to amnesty for illegal 
immigrants.

“While I’ve made it clear that I 
prefer a comprehensive solution, I 
have always said we need an enforce­
ment-first approach to immigration 
reform,” said Senate Majority Leader 
Bill Frist, R-Tenn. “Not enforcement 
only, but enforcement first.”

Democratic leader Harry Reid of 
Nevada countered, “We can build 
the tallest fence in the world and 
it won’t fix our broken immigration 
system.” To do that, he said, “we 
need the kind of comprehensive 
reform that the Senate passed earlier 
this year.”

The current bill wouldn’t pro­
vide funding to cover costs of the 
fencing and other barriers aimed at 
preventing illegal entry. About $1 
billion for the fencing is likely to be 
included in a bill for the Department 
of Homeland Security that Congress 
is expected to approve before its 
scheduled adjournment next week 
for the elections.

SGA to discuss potential Homecoming 
ballot issues, Tech-A&M game relocation

The Student Government Association will 
discuss placing the location of the Texas Tech 
versus Texas A&M game on the homecoming 
ballot along with other legislation in their sec­
ond meeting of the semester Thursday.

Internal Vice President Matt Fowler said the 
SGA has already established their position on 
the football game.

“We’ve already encouraged the administra­
tion on keeping the game here,” Fowler said. 
“This will give students a last chance to voice 
their opinion on the issue.”

Fowler said the administration will see the 
results of the issue if the SGA passes the resolu­
tion to put it on the ballot.

“I’m sure a vast majority of students want 
to keep the game here,” Fowler said. “It is im­
portant for the administration to know we are 
strongly opposed to this.”

SGA Senator Ralph Pettingell said it is 
another chance for the SGA to see how the stu­
dents feel about the game and confirm whether 
the game should stay in Lubbock.

Fowler said the SGA will also discuss welcom­
ing Gary Dixon, president of the Foundation for 
Better Life, to Tech and commend the university 
for joining the foundation’s campaign.

Fowler said The Foundation for Better Life 
is a non-profit organization that focuses on 
hum anitarianism , integrity, honesty, deter­
m ination, character, ambition, strength and 
courage.

Fowler said Tech is the first university to 
participate in the Foundation for Better Life 
campaign, and the Dallas-Fort W orth airport 
also participates.

Fowler said the other resolution is to push 
Texas legislatures to make textbooks tax-free 
for students.

According to the resolution, 43 percent of 
students do not purchase required textbooks in 
order to save money. If the Texas legislation 
passes a bill guaranteeing tax-exempt textbooks, 
Texas students would save $40 million a year.

Fowler said the SGA will discuss making a 
$35 option-out fee to buy the yearbook, instead 
of the $85 option-in fee.

According to the resolution, sales for the La 
Ventana have decreased by 52 percent between

2004 and 2006.
Fowler said the SGA has a meeting sched­

uled with Senator Duncan and other represen­
tatives.

“I’ve been working hard on it,” Fowler 
said. “T his is a form of f in an c ia l aid we 
need, and we w ant our representatives to 
sponsor it in th e  leg is la tion  at A u s tin .” 
O ther resolutions the senate will discuss is a 
“red-out” for the University of Texas game. 
The resolution is the SG As desire to have Tech 
students wear red at the game.

Fowler said the SGA will also discuss having 
freshmen pay a filing fee when they decide to 
run for Freshman Council.

“W hen they pay it, we hope they will be 
outstanding for us and want to be involved since 
they will be making a financial investment,” 
Fowler said.

Fowler said the SGA will discuss making a 
set number of 25 members on the council. In 
previous years the SGA had one representative 
per 250 freshmen.

“It would be good for the Freshman Council 
to have consistency,” Fowler said.

or patch, we screen our patients 
to make sure they will not have 
increased risk of stroke, clotting 
or heart attack,” she said.

If a patient has a risk factor, 
they will not be put on a hor­
monal contraceptive.

T hese  risks inc lude  h igh  
blood pressure, a family h is­
tory of blood clots, migraines 
involving vision im pairm ents 
such as auras and depression, 
Bennett said.

Pregnancy actually increases 
your chance of clo tting  more 
th a n  b ir th  c o n tro l, B en n e tt 
said, so those preventing u n ­
wanted pregnancy with the use 
of hormonal contraceptives are 
being smart.

Those on the pill have a one 
in 50,000 chance of having clot­
ting com plications, compared 
toLdne in 25,000 for those on 
the patch, but women who are 

.pregnant have a one in 10,000 
chance, Bennett said.

“Yes, th e  p a tch  increases 
your chance of clotting, but if 
you are sexually active and us­
ing hormonal contraceptives to 
prevent a pregnancy, then you 
are better off,” she said.

According to Ortho-Evra’s Web 
site, most side effects of the patch 
happen infrequently.

The hormones from the patch 
app lied  to  th e  sk in  e n te r  the  
bloodstream differently causing 60 
percent more exposure to estrogen, 
according to the Web site.

According to a study conducted 
by the Journal of the A m erican 
M edical A ssociation, using oral 
contraceptives led to 4.1 strokes 
per 100,000 women.

According to Ortho-Evra’s Web 
site, most side effects of the patch 
are not serious.

However, more than  17 women 
using the Ortho-Evra patch have 
died of blood clots since the patch 
was approved in 2001, according to 
the FDA’s Web site.

Donalds said all women should 
carefully read the packaging and 
information sheets that come with 
their method of b irth  control.

“If you’re not sure about some­
thing, read the packaging and talk 
to your doctor,” he said.

According to the  FDA’s Web 
site, no t smoking and leading a 
heart-healthy life can decrease the 
chance of blood-clot-related prob­
lems, but the best thing to do is talk 
to a doctor about current methods 
of birth control or carefully decide 
which method is best.

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Organizations avaiiabie 
to internationai students

Issues such as repatriation, child 
birth overseas and adjusting to life 
in a new country as an interna- 
tional student may no t concern 
the majority of students on college 
campuses, but they are issues that 
are becoming increasingly com­
mon. Various organizations are 
available on the local, national and 
international levels to help families 
and individuals who are undergoing 
such challenges or changes.

For families who are being re­
located to a new area because of a 
job, organizations such as School 
Choice International are available. 
The organization allows parents 
to research schools in their new 
destination  to best m atch the ir 
children’s needs.

“The basic premise of our or­
ganization is to work with families 
who are moving internationally or 
domestically,” said Steven Farkas, 
assistant director of client delivery 
for School Choice International. 
“We work w ith  the  fam ilies to 
choose the right schools.”

Farkas has been working for the 
organization for five months. One 
of his previous jobs brought him 
to the Tech campus through the 
International Programs Office.

“The educational component of 
any international or domestic move 
is a key factor in what families will

do,” he said.
W hile moving internationally 

may not seem common, outsourc­
ing has helped to change people’s 
views on moving, he said.

“As far as m obility goes and 
where we’ve seen a lot of transi­
tion is in China, India and eastern 
Europe,” Farkas said.

School Choice International is 
based out of Mamaroneck, N.Y., 
but also has stations in London 
and India.

The goal of the organization is 
to find the perfect match for each 
individual, Farkas said.

For each family who seeks ad­
vice, six to eight options are given 
to them. He said the families are 
encouraged to visit the schools to 
get a better feel for them, he said.

Job changes m oving families 
around not only benefit the family, 
but the school as well, he said.

International students on the 
Tech campus can look to the uni­
versity for help, along with other 
organizations.

“We offer basic information that 
students may need in coming to 
the university,” said Bob Crosier, 
director of International Students 
and Scholar Services.

O ther information the univer­
sity provides includes documenta­
tion such as visas and an orienta­
tio n  program . T he counseling  
center on campus works with the 
international students and scholar

services to help students who are 
experiencing culture shock.

“Culture shock is a major issue,” 
Crosier said, “how serious it is var­
ies from student to student.”

T h ere  are more th a n  1,100 
international students on campus 
right now, he said. The numbers 
have been the same for the past 
two to three years. Eighty percent 
of these students are in the gradu­
ate program.

O ne of the main reasons in ­
ternational students choose Tech 
is the graduate programs offered. 
Crosier said.

W hether the people experienc­
ing moving to a new country are 
college students, children or adults, 
some skills are necessary for them 
all, he said.

“O f course one of the major 
things is language preparation ,” 
Crosier said. “This is especially 
true because of the emphasis on 
language in a college setting,” he 
said.

For families with children who 
are not of school age, adjusting to 
the new environm ent can be more 
difficult. This is one of the reasons 
why Nora Kohri, an overseas birth 
and childcare consultant, launched 
her Web site, Care the World.

“For the Japanese w ith small 
children, I would say [a difficulty] 
is loneliness,” she said. “Language 
barriers would hinder them from 
meeting people and getting into

the community.”
Kohri, who was born in Japan 

but has lived in several countries 
including the U.S. and Singapore, 
launched the nonprofit organiza­
tion from her home with Japanese 
mothers in mind. After having her 
first child in Japan and her second 
in Singapore, she said she realized 
the differences in the birthing and 
child care experiences.

“You really can’t avoid feeling 
anxious about giving b irth  in a 
foreign country,” Kohri said.

Even more than the children, 
she said she focuses on the mothers 
because children are able to adapt 
to a new environm ent easier.

“Children have more flexibility, 
and because they have to get into 
the school system, it is a matter of 
survival for them ,” she said. “The 
kids would have to learn the lan­
guage in order to survive.”

Learning a new language is not 
always easy or desirable for some 
parents, she said.

To prepare, she said parents 
should learn the basic words or 
phrases of the new country. After- 
that, it is a matter of letting go.

Compared to the past, learning 
a new language or about a new 
culture can be easier, she said.

“The Internet had really opened 
up the world for me and was a way 
for me to contact people abroad,” 
Kohri said.

BP plans $3 billion investment at Indiana refinery
SOUTH BEND, Ind. (AP) — BP 

will spend $3 billion to upgrade its 
oil refinery in northwest Indiana so it 
can process heavy Canadian cmde oil, 
increasing its production of motor fuels 
at the site by up to 15 percent.

The move announced Wednesday 
by BP PLC’s U.S. division was expected 
to create up to 80 new permanent full­
time jobs and 2,500 jobs during the 
three-year construction phase. The 
Whiting refinery, about 10 miles from 
Gary, currently produces about 290,000 
barrels a day of transportation fuels such 
as gasoline and diesel.

Cal Hodge, president of A 2nd 
Opinion Inc., a consultancy in Houston 
that specializes in fuel and regulatory 
issues, said the upgrade will add produc­
tion at the margins and as a result could 
have an impact on gasoline prices.

However, Energy Department ana­
lyst Joanne Shore said the move wasn’t 
likely to have a significant impact on 
gasoline prices. The cost of crude oil 
is a bigger factor in setting the price, 
she said.

Indeed, the output from the Whiting

refinery accounts for a tiny fraction of 
the country’s consumption. The U.S. 
refines more than 15 million barrels a
day of crude oil -----------------------
and it imports sev­
eral million barrels 
a day of refined 
products.

Company of­
ficials announced 
in October they 
were considering 
upgrading either 
the W hiting or 
Texas City, Texas, 
refinery to turn 
Canadian oil sands 
into gasoline.

U.S. Energy 
Secretary Samuel 
Bodman said in 
July that produc­
tion from Canada’s vast oil sands de­
posits could have a “profound” effect on 
energy security in the United States.

“It’s a good move for the country 
because it will diversify energy supply,” 
Hodge said. “It will do more for you

resources,” he said.
The Indiana Economic Develop­

ment Corporation offered $450,000 in 
training grants and $1.2 million in tax 
credits based on job creation and capital 
investment to attract the project.

Additionally, the Indiana Depart­
ment of Transportation and Indiana 
Department of Workforce Develop­
ment Will provide assistance with 
infrastmcture improvements and worker 
training.

“We appreciate BP’s choice of Indi­
ana for this massive, landmark project,” 
Daniels said.

He said more constmction workers 
would be hired for this project than 
to build the new Indianapolis Colts 
stadium and convention center in 
Indianapolis.

Mike Hoffman, BP’s group vice 
president for refining, said the project 
will modernize the equipment at the 
refinery “and competitively reposition 
it as a top tier refinery well into the 
future.”

Investigators find E . coli in a  spinach package; could help in search fo r  source
W ASHINGTON (AP) — The 

E. coli ou tbreak  spread to  two 
more states Wednesday, and inves­
tigators reported finding contam i­
nated spinach in the refrigerator of 
one victim.

The outbreak has sickened at 
least 146 people in 23 states, ac­
cording to the Centers for Disease 
C o n tro l and  P re v en tio n . O ne 
person has died and 76 o thers 
have been hospitalized, some with 
kidney failure.

In a b reak  th a t  cou ld  help  
iso la te  th e  source of th e  o u t­
break, New M exico’s public health 
laboratory isolated E. coli from 
an opened package of spinach, 
the CDC said. Spinach had only 
been the suspected source of the 
bacteria, based on interviews with

victims.
T he package of Dole brand  

baby spinach came from the re­
frigerator of a p a tien t who ate 
some of the leafy greens before 
becoming ill. New Mexico depart­
m ent of health  officials said. The 
New Mexico laboratory completed 
“DNA fingerprin ting” tests late 
Tuesday, and state and federal offi­
cials then  m atched it to the strain 
of the bacteria — E. coli 0157:H 7 
—  implicated in the outbreak.

T hat find could help investi­
gators narrow their hun t for the 
source of the contam ination to a 
specific producer or processor.

Dole is one of the brands of 
spinach recalled Friday by Natural 
Selection Foods LLC, of San Juan 
Bautista, Calif.

U.N., the European Union and Russia 
— planning to meet. The Security 
Council also was scheduled to hold 
a ministerial meeting Thursday that 
Arab leaders hope will help revive the 
Mideast peace process.

Bush tried to advance his cam­
paign for democracy in the Middle 
East during his address to the General 
Assembly on Tuesday, saying extrem­
ists were trying to justify their violence 
by falsely claiming the U.S. is waging 
war on Islam. He singled out Iran and 
Syria as sponsors of terrorism.

Bush also pointed to Tehran’s re­
jection of a Security Council demand 
to stop enriching uranium by Aug. 
31 or face the possibility of sanctions. 
But he addressed his remarks to the 
Iranian people in a clear insult to the 
government.
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M eanw hile, FDA inspectors 
began visiting  C aliforn ia farms 
this week, seeking signs of past 
flooding or cases in which con­
tam inated surface areas had come 
into contact w ith crops. They also 
were looking for potential sources 
of bacteria inside packing plants.

California produces 74 percent 
of the nation’s fresh spinach crop. 
The Salinas Valley accounts for 
rough ly  th re e -q u a rte rs  of th e  
state’s share, and it has been the 
focus of the  investigation . T he 
area has links to  b o th  N atu ra l 
S e le c tio n  Foods and  a second 
company th a t’s also recalled fresh 
spinach products. R iver R anch 
Fresh Foods of Salinas.

Also Wednesday, Arizona and 
Colorado joined the list of states

reporting E. coli cases.
T he o th e r states are C a li­

fo rn ia , C o n n e c t ic u t ,  Idaho , 
I llin o is , In d ia n a , K entucky , 
M aine, M ichigan, M innesota, 
N ebraska, New M exico, N e ­
vada, New York, Ohio, Oregon, 
Pennsylvania, U tah , V irginia, 
W ash in g to n , W isconsin  and  
Wyoming'. W isconsin  has re ­
ported the most cases, as well as 
the lone death.

Am ong those sickened, 71 
percen t were women. Am ong 
those victims who could provide 
a date, they reported falling sick 
between Aug. 19 and Sept. 5, 
according to the CDC.

Officials continued to recom­
m end consumers no t eat fresh 
spinach.

‘̂ The greatest obstacle to this 
future is that your rulers have chosen 
to deny you liberty and to use your 
nation’s resources to fund terrorism 
and fuel extremism and pursue nuclear 
weapons,” the U.S. leader said.

“Iran must abandon its nuclear 
weapons ambitions,” he said. “Despite 
what the regime tells you, we have no 
objection to Iran’s pursuit of a truly 
peacelul nuclear power program.”

He said he hoped to see “the day 
when you can live in freedom, and 
America and Iran can be good friends 
and close partners in the cause of 
peace.”

Ahmadinejad took the podium 
hours later, denouncing U,S. policies 
in Iraq and Lebanon and accusing 
Washington of abusing its power in 
the Security Council to punish oth­
ers while protecting its own interests 
and allies.

The hard-line leader insisted that 
his nation’s nuclear activities are

“transparent, peaceful and under the 
watchful eye” of inspectors from the 
International Atomic Energy Agency, 
the U.N. nuclear watchdog. He also 
reiterated his nation’s commitment to 
the Nuclear Nonproliferation Treaty.

Earlier this month, Ahmadine­
jad proposed a debate with Bush at 
the General Assembly’s ministerial 
m eeting after the W hite House 
dismissed a previous TV debate 
proposal as a “diversion” from seri­
ous concerns over Iran’s nuclear 
program.

Even though the two leaders spoke 
from the same podium, they skipped 
each other’s addresses and managed 
to avoid direct contact during the 
ministerial meeting.

Also on Wednesday, Afghan Presi­
dent Hamid Karzai warned that terror­
ism is rebounding in his country and 
said efforts to build democracy there 
had suffered setbacks over the past 
year as violence increased, especially 
in the volatile south where NATO 
forces have been battling Taliban mili­

tants in some of the fiercest battles 
since the hard-line government was 
toppled in 2001.

“We have seen terrorism re­
bounding as terrorists have infil­
trated our borders to step up their 
murderous campaign against our 
people,” he told the General As­
sembly.

He said the situation was so bad 
it had contributed to a rise in polio 
from four cases in 2005 to 27 this 
year because health workers were 
unable to reach the region.

He said the problem had to be 
fought beyond Afghanistan’s borders 
as well as within.

“We must look beyond Afghani­
stan to the sources of terrorism,” 
he said. “We must destroy terrorist 
sanctuaries beyond Afghanistan.”

He also expressed concern about 
“the increased incidents of Islamo- 
phobia in the West,” saying it does 
not “bode well for the cause of build­
ing understanding and cooperation 
across civilizations.”
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anti-terror surveillance 
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WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi­
dent Bush’s embattled anti-terror- 
ism agenda got a boost Wednesday 
when a wiretap bill was revised and 
a Senate Republican leader said 
he was hopeful a deal was near on 
treatment of detainees.

Prospects for the two critical 
pieces of legislation remained un­
clear; Congress is speeding toward 
a recess next week as Republicans 
fight to retain majority control in 
the midterm elections.

A bill by Rep. Heather Wilson 
gained steam Wednesday after she 
rew rote it to  allow w arrantless 
wiretapping when an attack is im­
minent, as Bush demanded. Even 
so, she told reporters differences 
betw een the House and Senate 
versions were unlikely to be worked 
out before Congress reconvenes in 
a lame-duck session after the Nov. 
7 elections.

Democrats sat on the sidelines 
“w atching the catfights” among 
Republicans on terrorism surveil­
lance and detainee legislation, said 
Senate Minority Leader Harry Reid, 
D-Nev. He noted th a t Frist was 
forced to postpone consideration 
of those bills this week; the Senate 
instead is holding a floor debate on 
border security “because they have 
nothing else to do.”

N either the W hite House nor 
the rebellious senators had the votes 
necessary to move to move forward 
on how to handle the nation’s most 
dangerous terror suspects. The two 
sides remained at odds over how to 
adhere to the 1949 Geneva Con­
ventions and — sim ultaneously 
— give the CIA  wide leeway to 
conduct interrogations.

House Intelligence Chairm an 
Peter Hoekstra, R-Mich., said he 
expected significant differences 
between any bills passed by the 
House and Senate.

“If the Senate and the W hite 
House have reached an agreement, 
that is probably what would end up 
becoming law and making its way 

j,to the president’s desk,” Hoekstra 
said at the conservative American 
Enterprise Institute think tank.

Despite the stalemate. Senate 
Republican Leader Bill Frist sought 
to reassure the GOP troops that a 
deal still was possible.

“ I am hopeful that very soon 
agreement can be reached with the 
president and with the majority of 
Republicans,” Frist, R-Ky., said in 
a statement. “But we need to do 
it in a way that were not sharing 
classified information with those 
terrorists who clearly will pass it 
on to others around the world to 
be used against us.”

He spoke as House Republicans 
moved closer to the adm inistra­
tio n ’s position  on its dom estic 
wiretapping program.

W ilson’s bill in itia lly  would 
have given legal status to Bush’s 
domestic surveillance program only 
after an attack. Instead, her bill now 
would grant the adm inistration’s 
plea to allow wiretapping against 
Americans without warrants when

it is believed a terrorist attack is 
“imminent.”

That concession carried a price 
for the president, according to a 
draft.

The adm inistration would be 
required to share more details of 
the nature of the threat with the 
House and Senate leaders and the  ̂
chairmen of both intelligence com­
mittees, who then would decide 
without administration input which 
lawmakers would receive the classi­
fied information.

“Excesses are best prevented 
when intelligence activities are 
operated within a framework that 
con tro ls governm ent power by 
using checks and balances among 
th e  th ree  b ranches of govern ­
ment,” Wilson, R-N.M., said in a 
statement.

Her substitute, being considered 
W ednesday by the House In te l­
ligence Com m ittee, represents a 
possible breakthrough in a bitter, 
election-season rift between the 
W hite House and GOP leaders on 
one side and Republican lawmak­
ers concerned about Bush’s use of 
executive authority in his war on 
terror.

Also W ednesday, the  House 
Judiciary Committee was consider­
ing the detainee issue under a bill 
passed 52-8 by the House Armed 
Services C om m ittee last week. 
T he panel re jec ted , 18-17, an 
amendment by Rep. Adam Schiff, 
D-Calif., to bring tha t bill more 
in line with the one proposed by 
the maverick Republicans, which 
would put more restrictions than 
the W hite House would like on 
interrogation techniques.

Under the Wilson bill, several 
parties must be notified in writing 
that “the president has determined 
th a t th e re  exists an im m inen t 
th rea t of attack  likely to cause 
death serious injury or substantial 
economic damage to the U nited 
States.”

The notification must:
— Be submitted within five days 

of the president’s authorization of 
the surveillance.

— Name the entity or entities 
responsible for the threat.

— State the reason for believing 
the attack is imminent. The draft 
leaves the term undefined.

— Describe the foreign in te l­
ligence expected to be obtained 
through the surveillance and the 
means of the surveillance.

The bill also would prevent the 
president or his designee from au­
thorizing the surveillance of a per­
son unless they have “a reasonable 
belief’ that the subject is commu­
nicating with a group responsible 
for the imminent threat, and that 
the information obtained “may be 
foreign intelligence information.”

W ilson also added provisions 
that would spell out that the House 
and Senate intelligence committee 
chairmen would have sole discre­
tion to share the information with 
all or any panel m em bers and 
staff.
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Alcohol awareness comes under the spotlight

T he average college student 
spends about $450 (and some sighs 
and complaining) on books each year. 
Compare that figure to the $900 a 
year the average student spends on 
alcohol. Not only can alcohol strip 
a student’s pocketbook, but also his 
or her capacity for abstract thought; 
a single night of heavy drinking can 
impair one’s thinking ability for up 
to 30 days.

These facts and more can be 
learned from information provided 
during Alcohol Awareness Week, 
which began Monday and continues 
until the end of the weekend.

Amanda Eldredge, health educa­
tor for Student Health Services, said 
alcohol screenings were provided in 
the Student Union and the Robert 
H. Ewalt Student Recreation Center 
to help students learn about risky 
drinking patterns.

During the screenings, students 
were asked to fill out surveys about 
their alcohol use, answering ques­
tions such as, “How often do you 
have a drink containing alcohol?”, 
“How often do you have four or more 
drinks a day?” and “Have you or has 
someone else been injured as a result 
of your drinking?”

After filling out the survey, stu­
dents visited with a counselor from 
the Raider Assistance Program to

discuss their'scores and possible 
behavior modification tips.

Bobbi Britton-Stroud, the unit 
manager for the Raider Assistance 
Program, said the screening was part 
of a nationwide alcohol screening 
day.

The numbers are compiled in 
universities and colleges across the 
United States to look at trends in 
student drinking, she said. The in­
formation compiled in the screenings 
is later used to develop programs for 
helping students deal with alcohol 
abuse.

Britton-Stroud said many students 
lack education on safe drinking be­
haviors and conform to the drinking 
patterns of their social group.

“A lot of students don’t recognize 
what problematic drinking is,” she 
said.

The Raider Assistance Program 
offers con fiden tia l assessm ents 
throughout the year for students 
needing help with alcohol or tobacco, 
she said. Students can be referred to 
the program in several different ways, 
including through courts, family, 
friends or even professors.

Many of the students who par­
ticipated this week said they were 
prompted by curiosity or extra credit 
from their classes.

After the screenings, students are 
offered water and snacks and given 
the opportunity to walk a straight 
line using goggles to simulate the vi­

sion of a person who is over the legal 
alcohol limit.

In addition  to the  screening 
activities, a lecture was given on 
Wednesday by 24-year-old author 
Koren Zailckas in the Allen Theater. 
The presentation, entitled “Smashed: 
Story of a Drunken Girlhood,” du­
ally led students through the trend 
of binge drinking among young girls 
and told of Zailckas’ own experiences 
with alcohol.

Another event offered by Alcohol 
Awareness Week is the Alcohol- 
Free Weekend Challenge, in which 
students are encouraged to stay 
substance-free from 7 p.m. Thursday 
until 7 a.m. Sunday. Students can 
then participate in an essay competi­
tion, writing about their weekend ex­
periences or about Zailckas’ lecture. 
The winners of the competition will 
receive iPod upgrades, accessories or 
a Bose SoundDock.

“We know a lot of students 'al­
ready have iPods, so we wanted to 
give them the option of an upgrade 
to get those cool accessories,” El­
dredge said.

The Alcohol Awareness program 
will also have a booth at RaiderGate, 
distributing free Barq’s root beer as 
a safe alcohol alternative, she said. 
Additionally, students will be made 
aware of the free taxi cab services 
available to them if they’ve had too

The art of being a ‘Jackass’

It doesn’t take much to turn  
the average person into a jackass. 
Johnny Knoxville, star of the new 
movie “Jackass: Number Two,” said 
all it took for him was laziness.

“W hiskey and ignorance can 
get a lot accomplished,” he said. 
“We started watching a lot of ‘Tom 
and Jerry’ for this film, trying to 
turn a cartoon into reality.”

Talking with Knoxville is sort 
of like having a conversation with 
a 14-year-old at a strip club — it’s 
hard to keep him on-subject.

Midway through the conversa­
tion he interrupted the phone in­
terview to mutter a few curse words 
and close a door because someone 
outside his hotel room was playing 
Bryan Adams music.

His newest film opens on Fri­
day, and even though he said he 
d idn ’t originally have plans on 
making a sequel to the 2002 film, 
“Jackass: The Movie,” he said the 
opportunity just sort of came up

one day.
W hile “Number Two” will be 

K noxville’s first unscripted film 
in a few years, he’s recently made 
a career of p lay ing  th e  kooky 
sidekick in actions movies such as 
“The Dukes of Hazard” and “Walk­
ing Tall.”

“We were in Russia goofing off 
w ith the W ild Boyz,” he says of 
his location when the idea for the 
sequel first spawned.

“W ild Boyz” is M TV ’s latest 
re-creation of the show “Jackass,” 
which went off the air a little over 
five years ago. In the show, a group 
of guys who look like they spend 
all their free time at H ot Topic 
before heading off to work on their 
skateboards, attem pt painful stunts 
under the umbrella of “Do not try 
this at home.”

Knoxville said he was pulled 
aside while filming an episode in 
Russia. His colleagues told him  
if he was going to do that many 
stunts for the show, he might as 
well make another movie.

After a little whiskey and some
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money from Param ount Studios, 
Knoxville was joined by the rest 
of the cast of “Jackass” to return 
to the big screen for a new film of 
stunts. This time around, the guys 
are playing with anacondas, a stunt 
w hich Knoxville proudly states 
gave him a scar, and daring a bull 
in a game of “chicken.”

“There were a few times when 
I almost bypassed the ambulance 
and went straight to the morgue,” 
he said.

It’s clear Knoxville enjoys what 
he does from the way he laughs 
after he talks about the stunts, 
although tha t certainly does not 
mean his wife likes his job.

He said he had to keep the daily 
stunts secret from her because she 
would only worry.

As for his daughter, who he 
feels is still too young to see the 
film, he said he showed her a few 
scenes from  his first “Jackass” 
picture.

“She la u g h e d ,” he  sa id . “I

show ed h er some tim es w here 
daddy gets blasted.”

K n o x v ille ’s young daugh ter 
might love seeing him get washed 
down a hill with a wave of water, 
but critics were not too impressed 
w ith his previous film, he said. 
G ritics universally  panned  the- 
movie.

“A t least they’re all on the same 
side,” he says.

A fter his initial success w ith 
the “Jackass” franchise, Knoxville 
moved onto making feature films 
for other studios. W hen it came 
to  m oving from  u n sc rip ted  to  
scripted, he said he only saw one 
problem.

“You have to stay sober for 
longer,” he said.

For his return to the unscripted 
side of films, he said he wanted to 
make sure “Jackass: Number Two” 
was bigger and b e tte r th an  the 
original. W hile making the film,

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A BOY OR A GIRL?
Man}! U.S. couples request embryo screening to choose baby’s sex

(AP) — Boy or girl? Almost 
half of U.S. fertility clinics that 
offer embryo screening say they 
allow couples to choose the sex 
of their child, the most extensive 
survey of the practice suggests.

Sex selection  w ithout any 
medical reason to warrant it was 
performed in about 9 percent of 
all embryo screenings last year, 
the survey found.

Another controversial proce­
dure — helping parents conceive 
a child who could supply compat­
ible cord blood to treat an older 
sibling with a grave illness — was 
offered by 23 percent of c lin ­
ics, although only 1 percent of 
screenings were for that purpose 
in 2005.

For the most part, couples are 
screening embryos for the right 
reasons — to avoid passing on 
dreadful diseases, said Dr. W il­
liam Gibbons, who runs a fertility 
clinic in Baton Rouge, La., and is 
president of the Society for As­
sisted Reproductive Technology, 
which assisted with the survey.

“There are thousands of babies 
bom now that we know are going 
to be free of lethal and/or devastat­
ing genetic diseases. That’s a good 
thing,” he said.

However, the survey findings also 
confirm many ethicists’ fears that 
Americans increasingly are seeking 
“designer babies” not just free of 
medical defects but also possessing 
certain desirable traits.

“T hat’s a big problem if th a t’s 
true,” Boston University ethicist 
George Annas said of the sex selec­
tion finding. “This is not a risk-free 
technique,” he said referring to in 
vitro fertilization, which can over­
stimulate a woman’s ovaries and 
bring the risk of multiple births.

“I don’t think a physician can 
justify doing that to a patient” for sex 
selection alone, Annas said.

Survey results were published 
on the Internet Wednesday by the 
medical journal Fertility and Steril­
ity and will appear in print later.

The survey was led by Susanna 
Baruch, a lawyer at Johns Hopkins 
University’s Genetics and Public

Policy Center in Washington, D.C., 
with the cooperation of the repro­
ductive medicine society. It involved 
an online survey of 415 fertility clin­
ics, of which 190 responded.

They were asked about p re­
implantation genetic diagnosis, or 
PGD, which can be done as part of 
in vitro fertilization, when eggs and 
sperm are mixed in a lab dish and 
the resulting embryos implanted 
directly into the womb. In PGD, a 
single cell from an embryo that is 
three to five days old is removed to 
allow its genes and chromosomes to 
be analyzed.

About 1 of every 20 in vitro preg­
nancy attempts in the United States 
last year used PGD, the survey found.

Two-thirds of the time it was to 
detect abnormalities that would keep 
the embryo from developing normally 
and doom the pregnancy attempt.

In 12 percent of cases, PGD was 
used to detect single-gene disorders 
like those that cause cystic fibrosis. 
Three percent of cases were to detect 
problems that mostly affect males, 
because they have only one copy of
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certain genes.
However, these cases are dif­

ferent from those done purely for 
gender preference. A whopping 42 
percent of clinics that offer PGD 
said they had done so for non-medi- 
cally related sex selection. Nearly 
half of those clinics said they would 
only offer sex selection for a second 
or subsequent child.

“T hat’s really startling,” Univer­
sity of Pennsylvania ethicist Arthur 
Caplan said of the high number of 
PGD for sex selection alone. “Family 
balancing seems like a morally per­
suasive reason to some people,” but 
doing gender selection just because a 
couple doesn’t want any girls, or any 
boys, is troubling, he said.

One doctor who offers it takes a 
different view.

“It performs a much desired ser­
vice. We’re making people happy,” 
said Dr. Jeffrey Steinberg, medical 
director of Fertility Institutes, which 
has clinics in Los Angeles, Las Vegas 
and Guadalajara, Mexico.

Many countries ban PGD or 
restrict it to prevention of serious 
inherited  diseases. Many people 
from foreign countries travel to 
the United States to obtain it, es­
pecially from countries like China 
and Canada.

Baruch said the survey was in­
tended to get a realistic view of what 
was going on.

“This is the first time anyone has 
tried to quantify how often PGD 
is done and what it’s being offered 
for,” she said.

She has recorded 29 shots and 
seven goals in  just eigh t games 
th is season w ith  four gam e-w in­
ners.

M c G u ire  sa id  g o o d  T e c h  
defense is crucial to  m atch  up 
against the  Longhorns.

“S he is dangerous in  every 
position ,” M cG uire said.

W ith  a 4-4 record, M cG uire 
said his team  has played beyond 
expectations this year com pared 
to  seasons in  the  past.

“W e could easily be 6-2 ,” he 
said. “W ith  tw o -th ird s  of th e  
team  being freshm en. I’d expect 
a b it of a learn ing  curve.

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PAPERFACE, PEACE OF ASH, 
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Judge asked to stop polling tied to Duke lacrosse rape case
DURHAM, N.C. (AP) — The district a t­

torney prosecuting three Duke lacrosse players 
accused of rape asked a judge Wednesday to put 
a stop to defense polling of Durham residents 
about the case.

In a motion filed in Durham Superior Court, Dis­
trict Attorney Mike Nifong said the polling could 
damage the chances of a fair trial in the case.

The players were indicted on charges of 
rape, kidnapping and sexual offense after a 
woman hired as a stripper at a team party said 
she was attacked March 13. Defense attorneys 
have strongly proclaim ed the ir c lien ts’ in ­
nocence.

Nifong said his wife, Cy Gurney, received

a call Sept. 11 from a company hired to gauge 
attitudes in the community, including several 
questions about the Duke lacrosse case, accord­
ing to court records.

Gurney said she was asked how likely she 
would be to believe a stripper who said she was 
raped and whether she believed Durham investi­
gators conducted an unfair lineup of suspects in 
the case, according to her sworn statement.

In his motion, Nifong says the survey was 
conducted by Central Research Services Inc., a 
research firm with offices in New York. The com­
pany did not immediately respond to a telephone 
call from The Associated Press Wednesday.

Lawyers for the three players responded in

a joint statem ent and said the polling was over 
and was necessary because Nifong had made 
prejudicial comments.

“(The) polling was necessary to determine 
the extent and nature of tha t prejudice and 
o ther issues related to the defendants’ jury 
trial rights,” defense lawyers wrote in a re­
sponse released to reporters w ithin an hour of 
Nifong’s filing. “The polling was scientifically 
conducted, limited to 300 interviews and ter­
m inated thereafter.”

Lawyers on both sides in high-profile cases 
frequently use surveys, focus groups and con­
sultants to fine-tune courtroom strategies and 
jury selection.

Duquesne players try to return 
to normalcy after shootings

PITTSBURGH (AP) — With 
two teammates still lying in hospital 
beds, Duquesne University’s basket­
ball team tried to return to normalcy 
Wednesday, three days after five 
players were shot during a terrifying 
outburst of gunfire that followed a 
school dance.

The players went to class, lifted 
weights and were scheduled to work 
out later in the day.

On Tuesday, police arrested Bran­
don Baynes, 18, of Penn Hills, on 
five counts of criminal attempted 
homicide. W illiam Holmes, 18, 
also of Penn Hills, turned himself in 
Wednesday, police said. He was to be 
arraigned on charges of attempted 
homicide, aggravated assault, crimi­
nal conspiracy and weapons-related 
offenses.

Even as team members tried to 
return to their routines, their thoughts 
were with their hospitalized team­
mates.

The Dukes were encouraged 
that junior forward Sam Ashaolu, 
the player most badly injured during 
the early Sunday morning shootings, 
was taking what coach Ron Everhart 
called the first “baby steps” of his 
hoped-for recovery.

“He’s fighting like hell,” Everhart 
said.

Ashaolu, who has one bullet and 
fragments of another in his head, has 
squeezed teammates’ hands during 
their frequent visits at Mercy Hos­
pital, and he seemed to respond to 
their words of encouragement. The 
23-year-old Ashaolu remained in 
critical condition but had a restful 
night following two difficult nights.

He was shot barely three weeks 
after arriving on campus following 
a circuitous journey to an NCAA 
Division I scholarship that took the 
Toronto, Ontario, resident through 
two high schools, a prep school and 
two junior colleges.

Stuard Baldonado, a junior for­
ward shot in the back and left arm, 
had a bullet removed from á patch of 
muscle just below the skin in his back 
and already has begun his rehabilita­
tion. He could be released from Mercy 
Hospital within a couple of days.

Baldonado, 21, was able to speak 
by phone to his parents, who live on a 
small island off the coast of Colombia, 
and an aunt flew in from Germany 
to sit bedside. Teammates said he 
was walking, laughing and in much 
better spirits.
