AUSTIN (AP) — A handful of

Texas schools are rejecting thousands
of dollars in state money intended to
reward teachers for high test scores in
low-income areas.

Teachers have resisted the merit-pay
program, which was approved in legisla-
tion in May and has been touted by Gov.
Rick Perry, saying it fosters animosity
and raises the stakes of the Texas Assess-
ment of Knowledge and Skills.

“A lot of our staff felt this would be
adistraction to what we have our minds
set todo: raise TAKS scores and improve
student achievement,” said Bea Cantu,
principal at Bellaire Elementary School
in Hurst, one of at least 21 schools that
will send back $90,000 in grants.

(AP) — A milk-truck
driver carrying two guns and some kind of grudge
stormed a one-room Amish schoolhouse Mon-
day, sent the boys and adults outside, barricaded
the doors with two-by-fours, and then opened
fire on a dozen girls, killing three of them before

committing suicide.

It was the nation’s third deadly school shoot-

ing in less than a week, and it sent

through Lancaster County’s bucolic Amish

country, a picturesque landscape of

buggies, green pastures and neat-as-
where violent crime is virtually nonexistent.

Whitmore meets with other West Texas administrators to discuss future

Texas Tech President Jon Whitmore attended a conference on Monday
to discuss the future of higher education with other West Texas educational
leaders as well as members of the Lubbock community.

The “Solutions for Our Future” forum allowed West Texas universities
to show how their involvement in a new advertising campaign designed
to demonstrate how colleges and universities serve the public could affect
federal and state funding for education.

Eugene Anderson, associate director of the National Initiatives Ameri-
can Council on Education, said American education is slipping behind
the other world leaders, and his agency was searching for a new way to
generate awareness when the campaign was formed.

“The U.S. is currently ranked ninth in the amount of high school
graduates who attend college,” Anderson said. “If eight other countries are
educating a larger share, they’re going to have a more educated society.”

He said the most people are shocked to learn that the U.S. is so far down

the list of countries that do the be

st job educating their populations.

“The notion is that we are a world leader,” he said. “Our position in
10 or 20 years could really be threatened.”

Ronnie Sparks, a representative of the GSD&M advertising agency, said
the new campaign is a great start to raising awareness about the educational
crisis he believes America is now facing.

“The campaign was designed to be on the national level, but it can be
retooled to work regionally,” Sparks said. “The same things it takes to rattle
somebody about higher education on the regional level is the same as the

national level.”

He said the West Texas Campaign Coalition, which in¢ludes Lubbock
Christian University, South Plains College, Texas Tech University, the Texas
Tech University Health Sciences Center and Wayland Baptist University,
has set the standard for localizing the national effort.

“I haven’t seen anybody take our campaign and use it like they have here,”

Overton area sees decrease in crime after redevelopment

When redevelopment of the
Overton district between Texas
Tech and downtown Lubbock
began around the year 2000, local
residences and businesses saw many
changes.

Sgt. Bill Casey, neighborhood
services sergeant for the Lubbock
Police Department, said there has
been a decrease in crime in Over-
ton since redevelopment began.

“We used to call it the ‘Tech
ghetto.” In the 1980s it was the
hottest spot for all types of crime,”

Casey said.

Casey said since the new busi-
nesses and apartment complexes
have been built, he has not seen
lower crime rates, but the police
department has been able to remove
some officers from the area.

He said he believes the decrease
in crime in the district may be an in-
direct effect of the redevelopment.

“A decrease in crime can be
due to a decrease in population,”
he said. “An increase in shoplifting
comes with an increase in business,
though.”

He said he believes one factor of
reduced crime in the district is be-

cause of the construction of well-lit,
gated apartment communities such
as University Trails and University
Fountains.

“Gates tend to deter a criminal,
but if he wants to break in, he still
can,” he said.

Casey said because the redevelop-
ment of the district is so recent, the
department does not have enough
statistics to determine a particular
crime dominant in the district.

However, he said there has been
an increase in car burglaries city-
wide.

He said he believes the large
student population in the Overton

district can be both an advantage and
disadvantage for criminals.

“Students are in and out on a
relatively set schedule every day,” he
said. “People always think of burglar-
ies happening at night. But students
coming in and out can tell criminals
when to come in.”

Casey said the Overton district
used to be inhabited by lower socio-
economic people including drug deal-
ers. He said there is no one particular
area that crime has moved to.

“We haven'’t seen a new hotspot

like it used to be,” he said. “There’s

Foley in rehab
during FBI

investigation

WASHINGTON (AP) — For-
mer Rep. Mark Foley, under FBI
investigation for salacious e-mail
exchanges with teenage congres-
sional pages, has checked himself
into rehabilitation facility for
alcoholism treatment and accepts
responsibility for his actions, his
attorney said Monday.

The attorney, David Roth,
would not identify the facility, but
told The Associated Press in West
Palm Beach, Fla., that Foley had
checked in over the weekend.

“I strongly believe that [ am an
alcoholic and have accepted the
need for immediate treatment for
alcoholism and other behavioral
problems,” Foley, a Republican,
said in a statement, Roth told
the AP.

In scorching language, House
Republican leaders on Monday
condemned Foley’s actions as they
tried to contain the damage to the
party five weeks before midterm
elections.

“Congressman Foley duped a
lot of people ... He deceived the
good men and women in organi-
zations around the country with
whom he worked to strengthen
child predator laws,” Speaker Den-
nis Hastert told reporters. “I have

Female student

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Hamas militia leaves Gaza’s streets, sporadic violence still flares

GAZA CITY, Gaza Strip (AP)
— Hamas militiamen pulled back
from Gaza’s streets Monday, and
Palestinian Prime Minister Ismail
Haniyeh declared that calm was
returning after a deadly explosion
of violence between his Hamas
group and its Fatah rivals.

Fatah militants enforced a
general strike in many West Bank
towns as a show of their strength
against Hamas, while the Hamas-
led government ordered all minis-
tries closed to protest Fatah attacks
on government buildings.

Sporadic gunfights also broke.

out as tensions remained high
between the two groups, but the
violence was far less than the
chaos and running street battles
that killed eight people across the
Gaza Strip on Sunday.

“Gaza today is better, and mov-
ing toward calm,” Haniyeh told
his Cabinet, but said he feared
violence in the West Bank. Fatah
militants threatened to retaliate
for the Gaza violence with attacks
in the West Bank, where they are
stronger.

“We reiterate to our people to
be responsible, not to spread the
circle of disagreements and con-
flict, and not to transfer events to
other parts of the nation,” Haniyeh
said.

The fighting in Gaza erupted
Sunday when the Hamas-led
government’s 3,500-man militia
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confronted members of the Fatah-
dominated security forces who
were protesting the government’s
inability to pay their wages. Fatah
militants responded by torching
the Cabinet building in Ramallah
and trashing Hamas offices in the
West Bank.

Hamas, which ousted Fatah
in January parliamentary elec-
tions, formed the militia in April
after losing a power struggle for
control of the security forces
with President Mahmoud Abbas,
a Fatah leader elected separately
last year.

Interior Minister Said Siyam,
who is in charge of the militia,
ordered it to withdraw late Sunday.
By Monday morning, militiamen
had stopped patrolling Gaza’s
streets and pulled back to their
bases near government ministries
and on street corners, greatly re-
ducing friction.

Abbas ordered the striking
security officers to return to work,
and their protest tent — a tangible
source of tension with the Hamas
government — lay empty outside
the parliament building in Gaza on
Monday. However, a similar tent
outside the West Bank parliament
building in Ramallah was filled
with protesters.

“The strike is still ongoing,
and it seems that there is no end
in sight,” said Bassem Hadaidah, a
spokesman for the strikers.
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A gunbattle broke out at Gaza
City’s main hospital when relatives
of one of Sunday’s victims arrived
to retrieve his body, and Fatah
gunmen with them opened fire
on Hamas militiamen patrolling
the hospital. Patients and doctors
ran for cover,)but no one was hurt,
hospital officials said.

In the northern West Bank city
of Nablus, Deputy Prime Minister
Nasser Shaer said Fatah militants
shot at his bodyguards as they rode
in a government car, injuring two
of them. Shaer was not present
during the attack. Hospital of-

ficials said a Fatah militant was

also injured.

In Jericho, a Fatah gunman
trying to enforce the general strike
shot a shopowner in the head,
seriously wounding him, Fatah
officials said. The wounded man
was also a Fatah member, the of-
ficials said.

The violence further dampened
hopes for a coalition government
between Fatah and Hamas, which
was aimed at ending economic
sanctions imposed on the Pal-
estinian Authority after Hamas’
election victory. Those sanctions
left the government unable to pay
its 165,000 workers.

Coalition talks stalled as Abbas
unsuccessfully pushed for Hamas to
accept Western demands to moder-
ate its violent ideology.

Fatah lawmaker Saeb Erekat,

an Abbas confidant, dismissed
the possibility of a quick return
to talks.

“Coalition talks suffered
before this (violence),” he said.
“At the moment, we are focus-
ing on ensuring these things will
not recur.”

Abbas was abroad Monday
and scheduled to return Tues-
day.

Violence between Fatah and
Hamas loyalists plagued Gaza
in the spring, but largely ended
when Israel launched an offen-
sive June 28 after Hamas-linked
militants captured an Israeli
soldier.

Abu Mujahed, a spokes-
man for the Popular Resistance
Committees, one of the groups
responsible for Cpl. Gilad Sha-
lit’s capture, said contacts with
Egyptian mediators trying to
broker his release had resumed,
but there was no progress.

The militants are demand-
ing Israel release hundreds of
Palestinian prisoners in return
for Shalit.

Also Monday, a Palestinian
fisherman was shot to death by
an Israeli gunboat off the coast
of Khan Younis, Palestinian
officials said. The army said it
was unaware of the incident.
Israel has forced fishermen to
stay close to shore since the of-
fensive began.

[raqi leader announces plan to unite
sects behind efforts to stop violence

BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP) — Iraqg’s
prime minister announced a new
plan Monday aimed at ending the
deepening crisis between Shiite and
Sunni parties in his government
and uniting them behind the drive
to stop sectarian killings that have
bloodied the country for months.

The four-point plan, which
emerged after talks between both
sides, aims to resolve disputes by
giving every party a voice in how

_ security forces operate against

violence on a neighborhood by
neighborhood level.

Local committees will be formed
in each Baghdad district — made
up of representatives of every
party, religious and tribal leaders
and security officials — to consult
on security efforts. A Sunni repre-
sentative, for example, could raise
a complaint if he feels police are
not pursuing a Shiite militia after
an attack. A central committee,
also made up of all the parties, will
coordinate with the armed forces.

“We have taken the decision
to end sectarian hatred once and
for all,” Prime Minister Nouri al-
Maliki told reporters. “We have
vowed before Almighty God to
stop the bloodshed.”

In a possible boost to the effort
to rein in the violence, a radical
cleric who heads one of the most
powerful Shiite militias, Muqtada
al-Sadr, has ordered his followers
to put aside their weapons tempo-

rarily, a Sadr spokesman told The
Associated Press.

Al-Maliki announced his
plan hours after gunmen ab-
ducted 14 computer shop em-
ployees in a bold, midday attack
in downtown Baghdad, the
second mass kidnapping in as
many days.

The bodies of seven of the
24 captives seized Sunday were
found dumped in southern Bagh-
dad. Sunni politicians blamed
Shiite militias for both mass
kidnappings and demanded the
government take action.

Al-Maliki is under increasing
pressure to stop the violence,
which has killed thousands
since February. U.S. Ambassador
Zalmay Khalilzad warned this
week that al-Maliki must make
progress within the next two
months to avert a crisis.

But al-Maliki’s administra-
tion has been plagued by grow-
ing mistrust between its Shiite
and Sunni members, who each
accuse the other of fueling the
bloodshed.

Al-Maliki announced a 24-
point reconciliation plan when
he took office in May, which laid
down ways to tackle violence
— including an amnesty for mili-
tants who put down their weapons
as well as security crackdowns. So
far, the plan has done little to stem
the daily killings.

Iragi parliament renews state of
emergency amid sectarian violence

BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP) — Par-
liament extended Irag’s state of
emergency Monday as gunmen
seized 14 employees from computer
stores in downtown Baghdad in
the second mass kidnapping in as
many days. '

Seven cars pulled up to the
shops in front of Baghdad’s Techni-
cal University, and gunmen wearing
military-style uniforms surrounded
the buildings, police Lt. Thair
Mahmoud said. The attackers then
forced the employees outside and
into sport utility vehicles at gun-
point, he said.

On Sunday evening, 24 workers
at a food factory in Baghdad were
seized by gunmen who shot and
wounded two workers who refused
to climb into a refrigerated truck
with their fellow captives. Seven
bodies found late Sunday in the pre-
dominantly Sunni neighborhood
of Dora were identified Monday as
people who had been abducted in
the raid on the food factory, Police
Lt. Maitham Abdul Razzaq said.

Similar mass kidnappings in the
past have been blamed on either
Sunni extremists or Shiite death
squads, who sort the captives by
their sect and kill their targets.

Lawmakers from the Iraqi Is-
lamic Party, a major Sunni political
group, issued a statement accusing
militias in the latest kidnappings,
and urged the government to take
“serious and urgent steps to disband
these criminal organizations.”

In other sectarian violence,

dozens of bodies were found in

and around Baghdad. At least 18

-people also were killed in other at-

tacks, including a noontime bomb
blast in Baghdad’s downtown Al-
Nasir Square that killed four and
wounded 13.

The U.S. command said three
American Marines died in western
Anbar province Saturday — two in
combat and the third in a vehicle
accident. With their deaths, at least
73 American service members died
in Iraq in September — making it
the second deadliest month this
year, after April when at least 76
died.

One British soldier was killed
and another wounded in a mortar
attack on the headquarters of the
1st Battalion, Light Infantry Battle
Group in the southern city of Basra,
British military spokesman Ma;j.
Charlie Burbridge said.

In the attack Sunday on the
Shat Al-Arab hotel in Basra, 15
mortar shells were fired at the
compound and three landed inside,
he said.

One of the rounds that missed
the compound landed on a nearby
home, killing a 7-year-old boy and
his 3-year-old sister and wounding a
third child, Basra police said.

Iraqi politicians expressed con-
cern over a plan by Syria to move
border guards from its frontier with
Iraq to help patrol its border with
Lebanon — a step that could fur-
ther open the doors for insurgents
to move from Syria to Iraq.

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'Students failure on civics test pomts to dismal future

astweek, the Intercollegrate Stud-
ies Institute’s American Civic
urvey Program released findings

indicating the oitright incompetence of

American college students on questions
relating to civics and U.S. history. In-

deed, your average college seniorcould

only manage 53 percenton the 60 ques-
tion survey, which ‘on a conventional
gﬁdmg scale would be an E :
Qucﬁtions were comprled by aboard
of‘edhcators from across the country.
Each educator was asked to write 100
questions which they deemed impor-
tant to American civics and through a
 process of discussions the questions were
narrowed down to 60. The survey then
was administered by the University of
Connecticut’s. Department of Public
"Policy to a randomly selected group of
.50 colleges and universities throughout
the country to determine both college
students’ level of knowledge on the
subject and their progress from their
freshman to their senior year.
 According to Christopher Barnes; a
.member of the faculty of the University
of Connecticut who helped develop and
administer the survey, this wasn’t an
end-all test of American civics. Rather,
‘it was an attempt to bring together a
core set of questions which would en-
compass a broad range of topics.
College students’ answers on the

survey would be 1aughable if they weren’t

5o dismal. According to the findings, .
55 percent of those surveyed couldn’t
" identify the Battle of Yorktown as the

end of the Revolutionary War. In fact,
28 percent of those surveyed thought the
Civil War battle of Gettysburg to be the
answer. The survey also found that 72.8
percent could not recognize the source
of the idea of separation of church and
state. More than half did not know that
the Bill of Rights forbids Congress from
establishing an official religion of the
United States. More than 75 percent
were unable to label the purpose of the
Monroe Doctrine as preventing foreign
influence in the Western Hemisphere.
And nearly half could not label the
correct party who supports Saddam
Hussein, with 12.2 percent stating he
received most of his support from the

Communist Party and 5.7 percent select-

ing Israel as the correct answer.

Also included on the exam were six
questions from the federally mandated
National Assessment of Education
Prog‘ress, which measures high school
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»students across the country. College
- students scored even lower on those

questions than they did the rest.of the

survey. Barnes told me these questions -

were “an anchor point” for the rest of
the exam to determine “how hard the
test was in reality.” However, when
questions on the NAEP include such
brain-busters as, “What was the primary
purpose of the Bill of Rights?’ youhave

‘to consider not only how hard the

survey actually was.

Perhaps more shocking than the
responses was the finding that student
scores actually decreased through their
four years at an institute of higher learn-
ing, with the lowest ranked school, John
Hopkins University, losing 7.3 percent-
age points from freshman to seniors.
~ Yet, neither Barnes nor retired Rear
Adm. Michael Ratliff, executive direc-
tor of the American Civic Literacy
Program, were surprised at the survey’s
findings. Both indicated the disparity

between college freshman and college

seniors was due to the fact students in
college civics courses typically don't
receive instruction from professors and
instead are pawned off onto graduate
teaching assistants. A

While no definitive answer can be
given as to why students scored so low,
my guess is that with all the distrac-

tions of the 21st century, most students

simply don’t care. But unfortunately

‘BANGKOK, Thailand (AP)
— Thailand’s respected Central
Bank chief agreed to join the

interim prime minister’s Cabinet
on Monday, as the international
community called for a swift return
to democratic rule some two weeks
after a military coup.

Two Americans share Nobel Prize in
medicine for groundbreaking discovery

NEW Y_,ORK_(AP) — Two
Americans won the Nobel Prize in
medicine Monday for discovering
a way to silence specific genes, a

- revolutionary finding that scientists’
are-scrambling to-harness for fighting -

illnesses as diverse as cancer, heart
disease and AIDS. :

Andrew Z. Fire, 417, of Stanford
University, and Craig C. Mello, 45,
of the University of Massachusetts
Medical School in Worcester, will
share the $1.4 million prize.

" They were honored remarkably
swiftly for work they published to-
gether just eight years ago. Itrevealed

a process called RNA interference,

‘which occurs in plants, animals and
humans. [t’s important for regulating
gene activity and helping defend
against vrruses

It is “a fundamental mechanlsm
for controlling the flow of genetic
information,” said the Karolinska In-
stitute in Stockholm, which awarded
the prize.

Since the discovery, scientists
have already made RNA interference

a standard lab tool for studying what |

genes do. And they’re working to

use it to develop treatments against |-
a long list of illnesses, including |

asthma, cystic fibrosis, diabetes, flu,
. Parkinson’s and Huntington's diseas-
- es, and age-related macular degenera-
tion, a major cause of blindness. -

“This has been such a revolution
. in biomedicine; everybody is using
_it,” said Thomas Cech, president

of the Howard Hughes Medical
Institute, for which Mello is an,
investigator.

“It’s so important that people
_almost take it for granted already,
even though it was discovered fairly
- recently,” said Cech, who won a No-
bel'in 1989 for RNA research.

~ Nobel prizes are-generally award-

ed decades after the work that they
honor, so0-a prize now for a finding
published in 1998 is striking.

' But it’s appropriate, said Bruce
Stillman, president of the Cold’
Spring Harbor Laboratory in Cold
Spring Harbor, N.Y.; because the
work “is recognized now as one of
the really révolutionary changes in
" the way we think about how genes

- are controlled.”

Genes produce. their effect by
sending molecules called messenger
RNA to the protein-making machin-
ery of a cell. The messenger RNA
directs that machinery to produce a
particular protein.

In RNA interference, certain
molecules trigger the destruction or
inactivation of the messenger RNA
from a particular gene, so that no
protein is produced. Thus the gene

is effectrvely silenced. .

For instance, researchers have
shown they can lower cholesterol
levels in lab animals by suppressing a
gene through RNA interference.

‘Could this ability to block dis-
ease-promoting genes produce new

‘treatments?

“In principle it works. In con-
trolled laboratory conditions it
works,” Cech said. “And the next
five years will tell whethér this is a
whole new class of pharmaceuticals
with the potential to defeat numerous
human diseases.” :

Mello, who is still doing research
on RNA interference, said “there’s a
lot of work to do” to turn the basic
work into drug treatments.

It took less than three minutes
for the Texas Tech ice hockey team
to jump ahead in Saturday’s game
against North Texas. It took less
than five minutes for the team to put
the game out of reach, and it took
less than a period to turn opening
weekend into a slaughter.

Tech took Friday’s game against
the Mean Green 11-2 and steam-
rolled UNT in Saturday’s game
15-6.

In Saturday’s game, the contest
may have felt more like a roller
hockey game because of the high
scoring and also because the teams
played much of the game either

four-on-four or four-on-three because
of penalties.

Coach Paul Fioroni said the refer-
ees would be calling more penalties
this year.

“We’re adapting to the new
NHL,” he said. “We’ve got to cut
back on the hooking and slashing and
try to continue to move our feet.”

The scoring in the night started
for Tech on the power play when
Drew Ramsey took the puck just
inside the right face-off circle and
ripped a wrist shot high stick-hand
side on the goalie to the top corner.
That would be the first of three goals
for Ramsey on the night.

Other hat trick performers over
the weekend included Kevin Mayoux
and Wes Shirley.

In Saturday’s game, the penalties
started early in the second period.
UNT had someone in the box in less
than three minutes, and Tech was
once again on the power play.

In the first period, Tech had some
trouble putting the puck in the net
with multiple five-on-three power
plays, but in the second the special
teams started working together as a
single unit.

The first power play goal in the
second came from a tic-tac-toe pass-
ing play with Mayoux finishing it
off with a tip into the net. As the
game wore on, Tech’s passing and
ability to control the puck increased
while the Mean Green showed signs
of fatigue:

Tech will be on the road for
the next month but will return
to Lubbock in November to play
New Mexico.

The Tigers had 16 total
shots and five shots on goal.

On Sunday the Red Raiders lost to
Jowa State in Ames, Iowa, as Cyclones
freshman goalkeeper Ann Gleason
recorded seven saves in the shut out.

Tech goalie Tina Rincon played all
90 minutes of the game and recorded
four saves, but let one goal slide by her

late in the first half.

[owa State freshman forward
Lauren Odino recorded the only
goal of the game in the 37th minute
when she scored off a rebound. The
Red Raiders tallied 12 total shots
and seven shots on goal but were
shut out the entire game. The Cy-
clones took 15 shots total and five
were shots on goal.

Tech’s overall record stands at
5-7 and 1-3 in Big 12 play. The
