CLYDE LIVESTOCK SHOW 
DRAWS RECORD ENTRIES
CROSS PLAINS DEATH PROBE 
CONTINUES IN McCLURE CASE

THREE YOUNG MEN INJURED 
IN WRECK EAST OF BAIRD

CROSS PLAINS — An Investi­
gation Is continuing into the 
the New Year's Day shooting 
death of 50-year old Victor Mc­
Clure, near here, but Criminal 
District Attorney Ed Paynter 
of Abilene said he has "no 
comment”  on possible criminal 
charges at this time.

Paynter verified that he had 
spent some time In Cross Plains 
aiding In the Investigation Into 
the case, which began when 
McClure was found shot to 
death In his small trailer house 
parked In an Isolated spot some 
five miles north and two miles 
east of Cross Plains.

Officers are reportedly ques. 
Honing several persons. Includ­
ing a Mexican National In con­
nection with the fatal shooting 
An autopsy made by Abilene 
pathologist Dr. Bill Brooks, set 
the time of death from 48-72 
hours before the body was dis­
covered. Cold weather condi­

tions at the time made It Im­
possible to determine the exact 
time of death

One point In the autopsy dlf. 
fered from the first Impression 
o f officers at the scene, con­
cerning the point of entry of 
the bullet It was thought ear­
lier that the bullet entered the 
body from the front, but the 
autopsy showed that the bullet 
entered from the back and came 
out through the chest Dr. 
Brooks stated that cause of 
death was gunshot In the tho­
rax.

Justice of Peace Billy Char­
les McMillan seems to think he 
will rule It “murder by persons 
unknown ”

BAIRD — Three young men 
were Injured In a one car mis­
hap about 4 p. m. Tueitday, 10 
miles East of Baird on IH 20.

Injured In the wreck were 
Donny Ray Herson, 18; Gregory 
8<mtt Thomas. 20; and Alexan­
der B. Robertson. 20 Herson Is 
In extremely serious condition 
In Hendrick Memorial Hospital 
in Abilene His address was lis­
ted In Amtulllo. Robertson, 
driver o f the car was treated 
and released from the hospital, 
and was later transferred to 
the Callahan County jail. Tho­
mas was also In critical condi­
tion In the hospital. His ad­
dress was listed at LaMarque.

Herson was a hitchhiker that 
the other two bojrs had picked 
up

The three were traveling west 
on IH 20 when the small for­
eign car apparently skidded on 
gravel, slammed Into the guard 
rail of a bridge, and threw Her- 
and Thomas from the car.

In addition to a quantity of 
drugs, thought to be marijuana. 
Justice of the Peace Oarvln 
Jones said that more than 
$2,000 In cash was found In the 
car.

Patrolman Terry Davis of the 
Texas Highway Patrol investi­
gated the accident.

Land Owners Urged To Help Brush 
Control, Range Improvement

BAIRD — James Snyder, Co. 
Chairman tor the Brush Con­
trol and Range Improvement 
Association for the State of 
i>xas, reported that Callahan 
County has raised $1,858.07 for 
1968. Expenses for the program 
totaled $116.25. This was for 
postage and correspondence. 
This county forwarded to State 
Headquarters a total of $1,558.- 
64.

Snyder said that in as much 
as the Food and Drug Adminis­
tration has banned the use of 
such herbicides at DDT and a 
possibility of ruling out 2-45T 
that our program for brush con­
trol will require much added 
effort. In order to find a sub­
stitute for the control of the 
growth of mesqulte and brush 
In our area. He also stated that 
the research efforts of the As­
sociation will look Into the pos­
sibilities of a biological ap­
proach to the control of brush.

as well as the application of 
-another herbicide which can 
pass the approval of the Food 
and Drug Administration. He 
further stated that we only 
have to review the results of 
the screwworm control program 
to be aware of the blologlca! 
possibilities of the program

All land owners are urged to 
cooperate In the program, be­
cause without majority parti­
cipation. the effectiveness of 
the program could be limited.

The program, headed by John 
A Matthews of Abilene, has a 
5-year term. The program soli­
cits private contributions from 
landowners with the hope that 
a like amount of money can be 
procured from the Federal gov­
ernment and private founda­
tions.

The succes of this program 
could make a coiulderable fin. 
anclal contribution to our agri­
cultural area.

Rising hopltal care costs 
across the nation have forced 
Medicare's in-patient hospital 
deductlbet and coinsurance 
amounts to be Increased accord- 
Ingly, announced R. R Tuley, 
Jr., social security district man­
ager In AbUene.

New rates in the hospital de­
ductible and coinsurance be­
came effective January 1, 1970. 
he continued. The deductible, 
paying at the beginning ot a 
"benefit period" upon entrance 
In a hospital, was Increased by 
$8. from $44 to $52. The coin­
surance, payable by the patient 
after the first 60 days o l hos- 
pltallsatloo, rose from $11 to 
$13 per day.

Coinsurance for the 60-day 
lifetime reserve (beginning af­
ter 90 days hospitalization i wai 
Increased from $22 to $26 daUy.

Although Medicare wUl con. 
tlnue to pay all costs for the 
first 20 days In an extended 
care faculty (sklUed nursing 
home I, the patient will be re­
quired to pay an additional dol­
lar a day, $6.50 Instead of $5.50 
for the 21st through the -00th 
day of such care.

Tuley noted that these In­
creased rates apply, however, 
only to benefit perlcxls o f "spells 
of Illness" beginning on or a f­
ter January 1, 1970 This means 
that Medicare beneficiaries re­
ceiving hospital or sklUed care 
In a nursing home on December 
31. 1969. wUl continue to pay at 
the old rate through this spell 
of lUness. The Increased rates 
will apply for the next spell of 
Illness, which wUl begin after 
they have been out of a hospl- 
tal or SklUed nursing home for 
at least 60 days.
