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Man pleads g u ilty  in 
m u rd e r, arson case

WAXAHACHIE (AP) —  One 
of four men charged in the case of a 
stabbing victim found dead in a burn­
ing car has pleaded guilty.

In a deal with prosecutors, Abi- 
mael Sanchez was sentenced Tuesday 
to 40 years for murder, 40 years for ar­
son causing bodily injury and 10 years 
for tampering with physical evidence. 
The sentences will run concurrently.

Sanchez, 31, of Garland, must 
serve at least 20 years before he is 
eligible for parole.

The case began about a year 
ago when Waxahachie authorities 
responded to a burning vehicle in a 
cemetery.

5 ch ildren , 2 women  
removedfrom basement

L A N C A STER , Pa. (A P) —  
Authorities acting on a tip removed 
five boys and two women —  most 

“'of them mentally handicapped 
—  from a basement where they 
had been held and placed them in 
protective custody, police said.

A  couple living in the home 
where the seven were discovered 
Tuesday had adopted the boys, ages 
5 to 14, and were caring for the two 
women, who are in their 50s, Sgt. 
Bill Gleason said.

Botha's death evokes S. 
Africa’s ’divided past’

CAPE TO W N , South Africa 
(A P) —  N elson M andela said 
Wednesday the death of P. W. Botha, 
the apartheid-era leader who resisted 
pressure to release him from prison, 
was a reminder of South Africa’s 
“horribly divided past” but also of 
how its citizens came together to 
save the country from destruction.

Tributes poured in for the man 
known to many as the “Old Croco­
dile” because of his feared temper 
and ruthlessness. Even those like 
former President Mandela who suf­
fered under Botha’s rule from 1978- 
89 were magnanimous toward their 
former oppressor.
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Kerry apologizes for remark about troops

W A SH IN GTO N  (A P) —  Thrust into the 
midst of the midterm election campaign. Sen. 
Jo h n  Kerry apologized Wednesday to “any 
service member, family member or American 
who was offended” by remarks deemed by Re­
publicans and Democrats alike to be insulting 
to U .S. forces in Iraq.

S ix  days before the e lection , the 2004  
Democratic presidential nominee said he sin­
cerely regretted his words were “misinterpreted

to imply anything negative about those in 
uniform.”

In a brief statement, Kerry attacked Presi­
dent Bush for a “failed security policy.” Yet his 
apology, issued after prominent Democrats 
had urged him to cancel public appearances, 
was designed to quell a controversy that party 
leaders feared would stall their drive for big 
gains on Nov. 7.

Kerry beat a gradual retreat in his return 
to the national campaign spotlight. Earlier 
in the day, appearing on the radio program 
“Imus in the Morning,” the Massachusetts

senator said he was “sorry about a botched 
joke” about President Bush. He heaped praise 
on the troops, adamantly accused Republi­
cans of twisting his words and said it was 
the commander in chief and his aides who 
“owe America an apology for this disaster 
in Iraq.”

Democrats cringed, though, at the pros­
pect of the Massachusetts senator becoming 
the face of the party for the second consecu­
tive national campaign. “No one wants to 
have the 2004 election replayed,” said Sen. 
Hillary Rodham Clinton, D-N.Y.

A  congressional candidate in Iowa said swiftly 
he no longer wanted him to appear at a scheduled 
rally. Kerry abandoned plans to attend events in 
Minnesota and Pennsylvania. “W hatever the 
intent. Senator Kerry was wrong to say what he 
said. He needs to apologize to our troops,” said 
Rep. Harold Ford Jr., locked in a close Senate 
race in Tennessee.

“It was a real dumb thing to say. He should say 
sorry,” added Claire McCaskill, the Democrat in 
an equally tight Senate campaign in Missouri.

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Tech Law Republicans, ftm ocrats 
debate upcoming election issues

The Tech Law Democrats and 
the Tech Law Republicans faced 
each other in a debate Wednesday 
with the help of an independent 
moderator.

The “Debate with the Republi­
cans” event, organized by the Tech 
Law Democrats, took place in the 
law school forum and allowed stu­
dents to sit and listen to both groups 
answer questions concerning the 
upcoming elections.

Participants in the debate agreed 
upon nine topics, including im­
migration, oil prices and alterna­
tive energy, the War in Iraq and 
education.

Even though the topics were 
decided on before the event, par­
ticipants did not know the questions 
until they were asked, said Gerry 
Beyer, a Texas Tech professor of law

and moderator of the debate.

Puryear, a third-year law student from 
Austin and president of the Tech Law 
Republicans.

The event was organized by Rob 
Ambrosino, a second-year law student 
from Pittsburgh and vice president of 
the Tech Law Democrats.

Ambrosino said another reason- 
behind the organization of the event 
was to build the Tech Law Democrats 
back up. He said this is the first debate 
of this type in the past few years.

Beyer does not support a particular 
political parry, making him a suitable 
choice for moderator, he said.

“They were looking for someone 
who was an independent,” he said. “I 
vote for who I think is right, whether 
they are a Democrat or Republican.”

The questions he asked were de-
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signed to make the participants think 
beyond the norm, he said.

Puryear, who participated in the de­
bate, said he prepared for the questions 
by looking at the Republican party’s 
platform .and by using common sense.

“W e kind of approached it as 
advocates for our respective parties’ 
platforms,” he said.

Because, Ambrosino organized the 
event, he did not participate in the 
actual debate.

Becoming knowledgeable about the 
issues and candidates m the upcom­
ing election was stressed by all three 
individuals, as well as the importance 
of voting next week.

Puryear said his purpose for partici­
pating in the event was not necessarily 
to tell people which way to vote, but to 
try to convince them to vote responsi­
bly for any candidate.

“If we just convinced even one

Colombian rebels kill at least 16 
police in attack on remote post

B O G O T A , Colom bia (A P) —  
Hundreds of leftist rebels bombarded 
a remote police station with makeshift 
mortars in a pre-dawn attack Wednes­
day and ambushed a column of police 
reinforcements, killing at least 16 of­
ficers, authorities said.

The six-hour assault in the village 
of Tierradentro, 230 miles northw^t, 
of Bogota, was the bloodiest since 
President Alvaro Uribe was re-elected 
in May in a landslide that endorsed his 
get-tough policy with the rebels.

Authorities blamed the Revolu­
tionary Armed Forces of Colombia, 
better known as the FARC. A t least 
10 police officers were missing and four 
civilians wounded, said Jairo Lopez, the

top security official for Cordoba state, 
where the attack occurred.

Analysts said the attack was part 
of a broader campaign by the rebel 
group.

“This is a nationally coordinated 
offensive by the FARC,” said political 
analyst Leon Valencia. “The FARC is 
loo^in^, to reclaim territory that was 
once held b j  the (farfright) paranailif 
taries*.*’ ̂  ^

■He said about 450 rebels took paft“" 
in the attack. It comes two weeks 
after Uribe called off talks with the 
FARC over a possible prisoner swap, 
blaming the rebels for a car bombing 
that wounded 23 at a military base 
in Bogota.
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SGA to discuss 
senator impeachment

T he Student G overnm ent A s­
so c ia tio n  w ill con sid er the im ­
peachm ent o f eight senators at its 
m eeting at 7 p.m. today.

T h e  eight senators each have 
two unexcused absences from sen­
ate m eetings. A ccording to Rule 
V II of the senate rules, when a sen­
ator has two unexcused absences, 
that senator will be referred to the 
Rules and A dm inistration  C om ­
m ittee for membership review.

M a tt Fow ler, S G A  in te rn a l 
v ice  presid ent and president o f 
Student Senate, said impeachment 
hearings are not the most effective 
use o f S G A  m eetings, but they 
are necessary for the good o f the 
student body.

“It ’s not som ething we want to 
discuss, because we have b etter 
things to do with our tim e,” Fowler 
said, “but it doesn’t reflect well on 
the students that they represent.”

Fowler said he believes the SG A  
needs to find out if the senators can 
stay in the senate and do their job 
to the best of their ability.

“W e need to determine whether 
they can continue in their current 
capacity they are in ,” Fowler said.

A t the m eeting, the S G A  also 
will debate the incorporation of an 
identity theft education program 
for all Texas Tech  students to help 
prevent students from becom ing 
victim s.

“College students are one of the 
most vulnerable groups,” Fowler 
said. “Students have all o f their 
mail sent to one place and often 
it may not get to the person whose 
nam e is on the m ail. A ll o f the 
trash just ends up in one trash can 
when you live on campus.”

S G A  will review the proposed 
amendments to the senate rules to 
provide clarity for senators. There 
are more than 100 amendments on 
the agenda for tonight’s m eeting.

“T h e  point o f these changes is 
to help the senators have a clearer 
understanding o f the rules,” Fowler 
said, “so they  can  fo llow  them  
better.”

A lso on the agenda, the ,SGA 
w ill discuss a proposal for pub­
lish in g  th e  L a  V en tan a , T e c h ’s 
yearbook, online w ith a minimal 
number o f physical copies to be 
distributed to specific university 
entities in order to cut overhead 
printing costs.

Fowler said creating a student 
fee in order to continue making 
yearbooks available in book form 
is not an option because S G A  is 
trying to minimize the number of 
fees in tuition.

N . Korea says it 
wants to resolve 
U .S. restrictions

S E O U L , S o u th  K o rea  (A P ) 
—  N orth  Korea said W ednesday 
it was returning to nuclear disar­
mam ent talks to get access to its 
frozen overseas bank accounts, a 
vital source o f hard currency.

T h e  N o rth ’s Foreign M inistry 
made only in d irec t m en tio n  of 
its underground nuclear test last 
m onth. Instead, it focused in an 
official statem ent on its desire to 
end U .S . financial restrictions by 
going back to six-nation arms talks 
that it has boycotted for a year.

C o n firm in g  o th e r  n a t io n s ’ 
reports o f the Tuesday agreement, 
the Foreign M inistry said Pyong­
yang decided to return to negotia­
tions “on the premise that the issue 
of lifting financial sanctions will be 
discussed and settled betw een the 
(N orth) and the U .S . w ithin the 
framework of the six-party talks.”

In  M o sco w , S o u th  K o re a n  
Foreign  M in is te r B an  K i-m o o n  
said the disarmament talks could 
resume this m onth or by the end 
o f D ecem b er at th e  la tes t, th e  
ITA R-Tass news agency reported. 
A ssistant Secretary o f S tate  C hris­
topher H ill, the top U .S . negotia­
tor, had given a sim ilar tim e frame 
on Tuesday.

Russian Foreign M inister Ser­
gey Lavrov said Moscow expects 
the talks to start shortly, adding 
that the date was still being dis­
cussed.

Ban, the next U .N . secretary- 
general, hailed Pyongyang’s move 
as an “en co u rag in g  s ig n a l.” “I 
hope that we will find a solution 
to th e  n u clea r problem  on th e  
Korean peninsula,” he was quoted 
by ITA R-Tass as saying.

T h e W h ite  House accepted 
Kerry’s statement as a legitimate 
apology.

“Senator Kerry’s apology to th e  
troops for his insulting comments 
came late but it was the right thing 
to do,” W hite House deputy press 
secretary Dana Perino said.

She said it was too soon to say 
whether the W hite House would 
now stop noting the controversy. 
“W e’ll see,” Perino said. “Once he 

, has apologized, I don’t know that 
there is anything more to say.”

Moments after Kerry issued his 
statement. House Majority Leader 
John Boehner said, “I think he has 
apologized. It sounds good enough.” 
He spoke on CNN.

W ith Bush showing the way. 
Republicans had worked ener­
getically to turn Kerry into an 
all-purpose target in a campaign 
that has long loomed as a loser for 
the G O P — much as they ridiculed 
him two years ago on their way to

electoral gains.
“Anybody who is in a position to 

serve this country ought to understand 
the consequences of words. ... W e’ve 
got incredible people in our military, 
and they deserve full praise and full 
support of this government,” Bush 
said in an interview with conserva­
tive talk-rad io  personality Rush 
Limbaugh.

“O f course, now Senator Kerry 
says he was just making a joke, and 
he botched it up,” Vice President Dick 
Cheney said in remarks prepared for a 
campaign appearance in Montana. “I 
guess we didn’t get the nuance. He was 
for the joke before he was against it.”

T he jab was designed to recall 
Kerry’s inartful comment from the last 
election that he had voted for $87 bil­
lion for the wars in Iraq and Afghani­
stan before he voted against it.

Kerry stirred controversy when 
he told a group of California students 
two days ago that individuals who 
don’t study hard and do their home­
work would likely “get stuck in Iraq.” 
Aides said the senator had mistakenly 
dropped one word from his prepared 
remarks, which was originally written

to say “you end up getting us stuck in 
a war in Iraq.” In that context, they 
said, it was clear Kerry was referring to 
Bush, not to the troops. i

The controversy erupted at a time 
Democrats were growing increasingly 
confident of winning a majority of 
the House in next week’s elections, 
and achieving significant gains in the 
Senate, if not outright control.

Democrats need to gain 15 House 
seats and six Senate seats to prevail, 
and victory in either house would al­
low them to serve as a check on Bush’s 
conservative agenda for the final two 
years of his administration.

Democrats have privately told out­
siders they have locked up 10 of the 15 
GOP-held seats they need. Polls indi­
cate several dozen additional races are 
competitive, far more than appeared 
possible at the outset of the campaign, 
and too many for Republican comfort 
at a time of opposition to the war and 
low presidential approval ratings at 
home. By contrast, only two or three 
D em ocratic-held  seats rem ained 
competitive, according to strategists 
in both parties, meaning Republicans 
have little ability to offset gains they

suffer on their own turf.
In the Senate, Democrats claim 

they are on track to defeat four Re­
publican incumbents, including Sens. 
Mike DeWine in Ohio, Rick Santo- 
rum in Pennsylvania, Lincoln Chafee 
in Rhode Island and Conrad Bums in 
Montana. Republicans tacitly concede 
DeWine and Santorum appear headed 
for defeat, but the party’s senatorial 
committee has launched television 
commercials in the campaign’s final 
week in an attempt to save Chafee 
and Bums.

Barring a dramatic shift in opinion 
in the campaign’s final days, that 
leaves only a handful of races in 
significant doubt, principally three 
Republican-held seats in Tennessee, 
Missouri and Virginia.

Unlike 2004, when Bush rallied 
the country to his side by asking 
“who do you tmst” in wartime, public 
opinion polls now show the conflict 
in Iraq is unpopular. Increasingly, 
Republican candidates have found 
it politically necessary to ernphasize 
their differences w ith Bush on a 
stmggle that has dragged on for nearly 
four years and cost more than 2,800

American lives.
T he Democratic Congressional 

Campaign Com m ittee unveiled a 
web video during the day, hoping 
to turn discontent with the war into 
opposition to Republican lawmakers 
who have backed the president. Bill 
Burton, a spokesman, said it would 
air on cable television nationally, 
although he provided no details.

The ad features scenes of carnage 
and an ominous soundtrack, while 
the announcer says, “W ith the W hite 
House in denial, while top generals 
warning that Iraq might be sliding into 
a full scale civil war, tell Congress it’s 
long past time to put down their mb- 
ber stamp and ask the hard questions 
about Iraq.”

D em ocratic o fficia ls  said the 
leaders of the party’s campaign com­
mittees had relayed word to Kerry 
for him to avoid becoming a distrac­
tion. Aides to Sen. Chuck Schumer, 
D-N.Y., and Rep. Rahm Emanuel, 
D -Ill., chairmen of the Senate and 
House campaign committees, said 
they would not com m ent on any 
possible telephone conversations 
that had occurred.
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Partisan politics 
polarize populace
At one point during the brief 

moment when Texas Tech 
football,team  was beating 

the University of Texas’ team by 21 
points, 1 turned to my girlfriend and 
stated that we were going to win, 
and 1 was going to rush the field. 
1 couldn’t care less about the goal 
posts. 1 just wanted to run around 
on the field and celebrate T ech ’s 
victory over the fifth-ranked team 
in the nation. We even had a plan. 1 
figured as long as we weren’t the first 
or the last over the wall, we had a 
fairly decent chance of making it to 
the 50-yard line.

Had the result when the final 
whistle blew supported my inten­
tions, 1 am sure 1 would not have been 
the only student dancing around with 
the football players celebrating such a 
momentous occasion. Fans would be 
pouring onto the field, and we would 
be partying together, united for a 
common idea— to praise our football 
team. It wouldn’t have mattered who 
you were or what you believed in, we 
all would’ve pulled together as one. 
It would’ve been awesome.

For as much as sports can pull us 
together, the forces of politics seem 
to be doing the opposite with much 
greater power (is Justin  going to 
make a connection between rushing 
the field in exuberant celebration 
and voting?). Nothing seems to be 
highlighting our differences more 
than partisan bickering that occurs 
en masse during election time.

In the years between elections, we 
sometimes manage to become people, 
but during the weeks (and what seems 
to be growing into the years) before 
heading to the polls, we are living 
along dividing lines.

a cothTany^called G ra ce n o te ' to^  ̂ cord labels have attempted to sway 
help purge the site of audio files iTunes to charge more for songs
that infringe on copyrights. Users 
will no longer be able to post any 
music files they desire on th eir 
M ySpace pages.

A nd o f course, no a tta ck  on 
In te rn e t piracy would be co m ­
plete w ithout a full assault from 
M icrosoft. T his software giant has 
begun dishing oùt lawsuits against 
software pirates who have been us­
ing sites like eBay to illegally sell 
M icrosoft products.

Pirates of the cyberspace variety 
have always felt if they persisted in 
their efforts and kept their num­
bers up, big corporations would 
eventually just give up and look 
the other way. But it seems that 
was only wishful thinking. Copy­
right holders have learned to fight 
fire with fire, and now it seems like 
the technological revolution that 
gave rise to Napster will soon he 
defeating the file-swapping com ­
munity.

T he music industry in particular 
has always been on the front lines 
o f copyright infringem ent battles, 
w hich has usually resulted only in 
furthering their unpopularity and 
alienating fans froni musical art­
ists. But, the law is certain ly on 
their side. Would you expect them 
to simply decline the “pot of gold” 
that awaits them  at the end of the 
lawsuit rainbow? C ertainly not.

N o, exp ectin g  e ith er side to 
simply give up in this quagmire 
is just unrealistic. But perhaps a 
solution already exists.

iTunes, for exam ple, has done 
very well selling music that most 
users could download for free if 
they simply looked a little  harder. 
How is th is possible? I t ’s really 
quite simple: T h e  price is right. 
This service charges 99 cents per 
song, no m atter w hich song you 
want to purchase. Many m ajor re-

that are more popular. However, 
iTunes has refused, giving them  
increased  cred ib ility  w ith th eir 
consumers.

iT u nes and s im ila r serv ices  
h a v e n ’t rid th e  world o f cop y­
right infringem ent. But they have 
hinted at a possible compromise by 
suggesting that if com panies want 
piracy to go away, they should be 
luring customers to more legal ways 
of acquiring what they want with 
more reasonable prices.

S im ilar plans could work for 
sites like YouTube. U sers could 
be charged a fee for downloading 
copyrighted m aterial, a fee that 
would be fair. N o t only  would 
this satisfy the com panies’ desire 
to profit from their own m aterial, 
but it would also make these sites 
m uch more p rofitab le —  som e­
thing which is seriously necessary 
for com panies like G oogle who 
have just rolled a very expensive 
pair of dice.

I t ’s certain ly wishful to th ink 
this is a solution that would make 
the copyright infringem ent prob­
lem vanish in the blink of an eye. 
But the technology to detect and 
purge the W eb of illegal download­
ing is quickly improving. T h ere  
may come a time in the near future 
when those who wish to illegally 
copy m aterial might not be so safe 
in their homes.

B e fo re  th a t  day co m e s, we 
should all be looking for ways to 
curb this problem, protect the art­
ists and software engineers, satisfy 
the corp oration s and fu lfill our 
yearning to sail the high seas of 
the W orld W ide W eb w ithout fear 
o f persecution.

M addie H arris, a ju n io r  e x ­
ercise and sports scien ces m ajor 
from  Fort W o rth  and m em ber o f 
Pi B eta  P hi, said th e  idea to c re ­
ate a scholarship  fund cam e from 
the good will o f people who knew 
Howard and w anted to  leave a 
lasting im pression in her nam e.

“Ever s in ce  her d eath  in May, 
we’ve w anted to do som ething so 
bad to  honor her m em ory,” Harris 
said. “O ver th e summ er we had a 
bunch o f ideas, but one stuck out 
th at would be easy to  get people 
involved, and th at was a run in

her n am e.”
Because o f H ow ard’s good n a ­

ture, Harris said support has been 
easy to  find, b o th  in and outside 
o f G reek  C irc le .

“1 could  hav e ca lled  on  her 
anytim e ju st to  ta lk  because she 
was so h e lp fu l,” she said. “Ju st 
today the girls th a t were sitting  
outside said a guy cam e up and 
handed them  $ 1 0  ju st to support 
the fund.”

H arris  said  o th e r  o rg a n iz a ­
tions have offered th e ir  support, 
including radio statio n  K Z II-FM , 
w h ic h  h as  b e e n  ru n n in g  free  
advertisem ents for th e  m em orial 
run  as w ell as sp o n so rin g  th e  
actual even t.

person to get out and vote it will be 
successful,” he said.

Puryear and Ambrosino had differ­
ent ideas on what the most important 
issues were during the debate.

Ambrosino said immigration, al­
ternative energy and fuel issues, and 
education were focuses at the debate 
and should be paid attention to at the 
polls as well.

For Puryear, the most important iS' 
sue.^^  the War in Iraq, because he said 
all the other issues tied back to it. . ^

T he other issues connected to 
the war were border security and the 
economy, among others, he said.

Specifically concemirig the upcom­
ing gubernatorial election and the 
voting habits of college students, both 
Ambrosino and Beyer said the popular­
ity of the independent candidates will 
have an effect.

Beyer said the popularity of the in­
dependent candidates, especially Kinky 
Friedman, is a good thing.

“Many students see both the Demo­
crats and Republicans as tradition-

based,” he said.
Ambrosino said he sees the indepen­

dent candidates as being a potentially 
negative thing during the upcoming 
election.

“I think it will have an effect,” he 
said. “A  lot of these candidates, if they 
really cared about positive changes in 
Texas, wouldn’t want to run.”

He said independents will be taking 
votes from candidates running along 
party lines, potentially causing a repeat 
of elections like the presidential races in­
volving Ross Perot in 1992 and 1996.

A  topic all three participants agreed 
on was the importance and success of 
the event, as well as the future of the 
debate.

The event attracted at least 100 on­
lookers, despite classes being held at the 
same time as the event, Beyer said.

“I don’t see why this shouldn’t be an 
annual event,” Puryear said.

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Bush says Rumsfeld and Cheney 
should stay in office until the end

WASHINGTON (A P )— Presi­
dent Bush said Wednesday he wants 
Defense Secretary Donald Rumsfeld 
and Vice President Dick Cheney 
to remain with him until the end 
of his presidency, extending a job 
guarantee to two of the most-vilified 
members of his administration.

“Both those men are doing fan­
tastic jobs and I strongly support 
them,” Bush said in an interview 
w ith T h e A ssocia ted  Press and 
others.

On the war in Iraq, Bush said the 
military has not asked for an increase 
in U.S. forces beyond the 144,000 
already there. He said U.S. generals 
have told him “that the troop level 
they got right now is what they can 
live with.”

O n another international issue, 
Bush said he was determined that 
sanctions imposed against North 
Korea must be applied even though 
Pyongyang has agreed to return to 
six-nation nuclear disarmament 
talks.

The president spoke in the Oval 
Office, seated in a wing chair in 
front of a table with a bowl of roses.

Six days before midterm elections, he 
steered away from political questions 
beyond saying he was confident that 
Republicans would defy the polls and 
hold control of the House and Senate. 
“I understand the pundits have got the 
race over. But I don’t believe it’s over 
until everybody votes,” Bush said.

He refused to say whether he could 
work effectively with House Minority 
Leader Nancy Pelosi or Senate Minor­
ity Leader Harry Reid if Democrats won 
either the House or Senate, or both.

Bush did take the opportunity to 
take another poke at Sen. John Kerry, 
in political hot water for a remark that 
the W hite House has characterized as 
a slam on U.S. troops in Iraq. Kerry 
has said he was making a joke critical 
of Bush, not the troops.

“It didn’t sound like a joke to me,” 
the president said.

Democrats and Republicans alike 
have called for Rumsfeld’s resignation, 
arguing he has mishandled the war in 
Iraq where more than 2,800 members 
of the U.S. military have died since 
the U.S.-led invasion in March 2003. 
Cheney has faced sharp criticism for 
his hardline views. In recent polling,

less than 40  percent of respondents 
had a favorable view of Cheney and 
about a third had a favorable view of 
Rumsfeld.

Bush said he valued Cheney’s ad­
vice and judgment.

“The good thing about Vice Presi­
dent Cheney’s advice is, you don’t read 
about it in the newspaper after he gives 
it,” the president said. While Cheney 
was re-elected with Bush for four years, 
there has been recurring speculation 
that he might step down, perhaps for 
health reasons. As a practical matter. 
Bush could ask the vice president to 
leave if he wanted.

Bush credited Rumsfeld with over­
seeing wars in Iraq and Afghanistan 
while overhauling the military. “I’m 
pleased with the progress we’re mak­
ing,” the president said. He replied 
in the affirmative when asked if he 
wanted Rumsfeld and Cheney to stay 
with him until the end.

Responding to Bush, Sen. Charles 
Schumer, D-N.Y., said, “W ith all due 
respect, the president just doesn’t get it. 
We need a change in the Iraq strategy, 
but with Rumsfeld running the show 
we’ll never get it.”

Mixed reactions to experimental Spanish classes

So m e stu d en ts say they  are 
dissatisfied with the experim ental 
Spanish courses offered by the D e­
partment of Classical and Modern 
Languages. H owever, some who 
teach these courses say the program 
is helpful for students, and it works 
in the current format.

T h e  S p a n ish  d ep artm en t at 
Texas Tech began a new program 
two years ago for the Com prehen­
sive Spanish Review  course and 
for Second Course in Spanish I. In 
the experimental course, grammar 
is not taught in the classrooms and 
students are required to learn it on 
their own. In class, students are 
only allowed to speak Spanish and 
com m unication is emphasized, said 
David Fraga, a teaching assistant of 
the comprehensive course.

Ross Ernst, a sen ior exercise 
and sport scien ces and m edical 
services management m ajor from 
Webster, said he is displeased with 
the experimental Spanish classes he 
has taken. He said he is currently 
enrolled in Second Course in Span­
ish II, which is not taught in the 
same manner as the experimental 
course. He took Com prehensive 
Spanish Review and Second Course 
in Spanish I taught in the experi­
mental methods.

“T h e  2302  non-exp erim ental 
class was a rude awakening,” he said. 
“W hen you go from ‘grammar’s not 
that important’ to ‘all it is, is gram­
mar,’ it’s a giant leap.”

This leap, Ernst said, is one he 
wishes he could have chosen not 
to take.

“You don’t know you’re in the 
experim ental class until the first 
day of class,” he said. “You’re in it 
whether you want to be or n ot.”

Ernst said he enjoyed his e x ­
perimental classes but does not feel 
prepared by the curriculum. In his 
Second Course in Spanish I class, 
he said he watched Spanish soap 
operas so the class could hear the 
words and learn to speak properly.

“I loved it w hile I was in it 
because you didn’t have to learn 
anything,” he said. “W e got a good 
grade for trying, then they dump 
you in this.”

M a tt T ic k le , a ju n io r  c o m ­
munications major from Houston, 
said he enjoys the Comprehensive 
Spanish Review class in which he 
is currently enrolled.

“I t ’s en joyable to go to class 
because it’s a good learning experi­
ence,” he said.

Christy Hammett, a senior pub­
lic relations major from Katy, said 
she is so frustrated in her Second 
Course in Spanish II class that she 
has started a petition to have the 
experim ental curriculum removed 
from the department.

“Everyone in my class was get­
ting so frustrated with our profes­
sor expecting so much,” she said. 
“In 1507 they don’t expect much. 
Basically, no one prepared us for 
anything.”

Sh e said her current Spanish 
professor is shocked by what the 
students don’t know.

“O ne day I raised my hand in 
class and told  th e  professor my 
frustrations and every other student 
in the class agreed,” she said.

H am m ett said she hopes the 
petition will end the program.

“It’s not teaching students Span­
ish, it ’s really babying them ,” she 
said. “I get random e-mails from 
students wanting to sign the peti­
tion who said they had no idea what 
was coming in 2302 .”

S h e  said she understands in 
the experim ental classes it is the 
responsibility of students to study, 
but she said she believes there is no 
m otivation for students to study.

“O f course every student should 
study,” she said. “But if you know 
you can get an A  without studying, 
why would you?”

S h e  said she b eliev es if  the 
course is n ot rem oved from the 
curriculum , it would be helpful 
for students to have the choice of 
which course to take, experimental 
or traditional. She said she hopes 
the petition is signed by all students 
frustrated w ith their experiences 
and she wants the petition to be 
seen by someone who can do some­
thing about it.

T hose who teach  the exp eri­
m ental courses have the opposite 
opinion.

Laura San ch ez , a te a ch e r  of 
the experim ental com prehensive

course, from Chihuahua, M exico, 
said she enjoys teaching the class 
and believes it is helpful for stu­
dents.

“W e -focus on com m unication. 
Our goal is to get them to communi­
cate in any way possible,” she said.

Sanchez said she is a big sup­
p o rter o f th e  program  and she 
wishes she had the opportunity to 
have this class when she was learn­
ing to speak English.

“I wish I had this program to 
learn English because people are 
talking,” she said. “This program is 
perfect. Students make good grades, 
and they want to come to class.”

Step hen C orbett, an assistant 
professor of Spanish, said his class. 
Second  Course in Spanish II, is 
made up b o th  o f students who 
took the experimental courses and 
those who took th e trad itio n a l 
courses. He said he has not seen a 
huge difference between the grades 
students make in his class but that 
the true results cannot be known 
right now.

“T he results remain to be seen,” 
he said, “but the experimental stu­
dents are better at speaking and not 
as good at grammar.”

He said the traditional style of 
teach in g  for the com prehensive 
course will be eliminated after this 
semester.

Fraga said he believes the class 
is a good idea for students who try 
hard.

“For students who really pride 
th em selves on try in g , it works 
great,” he said. “Assuming they’re 
active in class, it works.”

He said he believes the course 
can be improved, but he believes 
the course is better than the tradi­
tional method.

“Maybe there’s not enough prac­
tice of grammar in class,” he said. 
“But if it’s not the ideal system, it’s 
a step in the right d irection.”

W hile Hammett said she hopes 
President W hitm ore sees the peti­
tion, Ernst said he would be happy 
to see th e  program co n tin u e  if 
students have a choice.

“W e’re not trying to tear down 
the program ,” he said.

Venezuela and Guatemala withdraw from  race 
for Security Council seat in favor o f  Panama

U N IT E D  N A T IO N S  (A P ) 
—  G u atem ala  and Venezuela 
agreed to w ithdraw  from  th e  
race for a seat on the U .N . S e ­
curity C o u n cil W ednesday and 
support Panam a as a consensus 
cand id ate, Ecuador’s U .N . am ­
bassador said.

W ith  the backing o f the two 
co u n tries , P a n am a’s e le c t io n  
fo r a tw o -y e a r  te rm  o n  th e  
S e cu rity  C o u n c il is v irtu ally  
certa in .

T h e  annou ncem ent by A m ­
bassador D iego Cordovez, who 
hosted  two m eetings W ednes­
day betw een the foreign m inis­
ters o f G u atem ala and Venezu­
ela, ends a deadlock betw een 
the two cou ntries th a t dragged 
on through 47  votes.

T h e  v o t in g  h a s  b e c o m e  
h ig h ly  p o lit ic a l  b ecau se  th e  
U n ite d  S ta te s  is su p p o rtin g  
G uatem ala over leftist Venezu­
ela, w hich  is led by the fiercely 
an ti-A m erican  President Hugo 
Chavez, who referred to Presi­
d en t B ush  as “th e  d e v il” in  
his sp eech  last m on th  to the 
G en era l Assembly.

W ith  pressure m ounting from  
L a t in  A m e r ic a n  c o u n tr ie s  to  
break th e  deadlock, G u atem alan  
Foreign M in ister G e rt R o sen th al 
and Venezuelan Foreign M inister 
N ic o la s  M aduro m et W e d n e s ­
day m orning, and again for two 
hours late W ednesday afternoon  
to  d iscu ss  w ith d ra w in g  fro m  
the race and supporting a third 
candidate.

A t  th e  end o f th e  m eetin g , 
C ordovez made th e  a n n o u n ce ­
m ent saying, “T h e  two candidates 
re a ch e d  an a g reem en t to  step  
dow n and th ey  cam e up w ith  
P an am a as a con sensu s c a n d i­
d ate .”

He said G u atem alan  Foreign 
M in is te r  G e r t  R o s e n th a l  and 
V e n e z u e la n  F o re ig n  M in is te r  
N ic o la s  M adu ro “w ill p re se n t 
Panam a” to th e  3 4  L atin  A m eri­
can  and C arib b ean  nations at a 
m eetin g  on T hu rsday for th e ir  
approval.

T h e  D om inican  R ep u blic had 
emerged as the leading candidate 
so th e ch o ice  o f Panam a was a 
surprise.

A sked why Panam a had been

s e le c te d , R o s e n th a l said ; “I t ’s 
a c o u n try  th a t  u n ite s  S o u th  
A m erica  and C e n tra l A m erica .

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Sunni coaches kidnapped day 
after Sadr City blockade ends

BAG H D AD , Iraq (A P) —  Gun­
men abducted a top Iraqi basketball 
official and a blind athletic coach, 
both Sunnis, on Wednesday, a day 
after U .S . and Iraqi forces lifted a 
blockade on Baghdad’s Shiite  m ili­
tia stronghold of Sadr City.

T he attack took place at a youth 
club on relatively prosperous Pal­
estine S treet in eastern Baghdad 
near the Sadr City district, which 
is co n tro lled  by a n ti-A m e rica n  
c le r ic  M uqtada a l-Sa d r’s M ahdi 
Army. The m ilitia has been linked 
to scores of abductions and torture 
killings of Sunnis.

Prime M inister Nouri al-M aliki 
ordered military roadblocks disman­
tled Tuesday around the sprawling 
slum of 2.5 million. Al-M aliki acted 
under pressure from al-Sadr, whose 
political faction is a key part of the 
governing coalition.

A th le te s  and sports o ffic ia ls  
have increasingly becom e targets 
of threats, kidnappings and assas­
sination  attem pts, w ith an Iraqi 
international soccer referee seized 
just last m onth as he left the soccer 
association’s offices. T he kidnappers 
reportedly demanded a $ 2 0 0 ,0 0 0

W ed n esd a y ’s a t ta c k  on  th e  
coaches began when men in four 
SU V s drove up to the youth club, 
said police Lt. A li M ohsin. They 
seized basketball federation ch ief 
Khalid Nejim , who also was a coach 
for the national basketball team, 
and Issam K halef, who coached  
blind athletes.

W hile N ejim , 50, resisted the 
abductors, K halef, who is blind 
and also serves as the captain for 
his goalball team, went with his 
captors quietly, said Q ahtan  al- 
Namei, ch ief of Iraq’s Paralympics 
Federation.

Twelve people were in the club 
at the time —  the coaches, seven 
b lin d  players, a guard who was 
quickly disarmed, an assistant and 
a driver, al-Namei said.

He said it appeared only the 
coaches were taken because they 
were Sunnis, while the rest were 
S h iites . He said the kidnappers, 
who carried automatic weapons and 
wore no masks, had not demanded a 
ransom or otherwise contacted the 
federation.

“T h ere  is a d istin ct p ossib il­
ity that this was simply an act of 
v io len ce targeting Iraqi sports,”

al-Namei said.
Despite the abductions, al-N a­

mei said the team was determined 
to participate in a tournament for 
disabled athletes in Malaysia this 
month. Goalball is played by blind 
or visually impaired athletes using 
a ball that has bells inside that is 
thrown toward goals on a court.

Throughout the country at least 
23 people were killed Wednesday. 
And north of Baghdad, w hich has 
becom e the m ain b a ttle fie ld  in 
Iraq’s relentless sectarian struggle, 
police searched for 40 Shiites seized 
Tuesday on a dangerous stretch of 
road in a region with a mixed Shi- 
ite-Sunni population.

A  witness said the Shiites were 
taken away by men near the town of 
Tarmiyah, where cars were slowed 
by backed-up tra ffic . U narm ed 
m en , he  said , w ent a lo n g  th e  
row of vehicles demanding to see 
identification cards as armed men 
stood nearby, just out of sight of 
U .S . soldiers who were disarming a 
roadside bomb.

T h e witness, who asked to be 
identified only by the pseudonym 
Abu Omar for fear of reprisals, said 
the men appeared to be picking out

specific people, but allowed him and 
other Sunni travelers to proceed.

A  U .S . military spokesman in 
Baghdad said A m erican forces had 
been disarming roadside bombs near 
Tarmiyah at the time, but received 
no reports of abductions.

There is deep frustration within 
the Iraqi government over the fail­
ure to tackle the daily kidnappings, 
killings and political violence.

O n  Wednesday, a fight broke 
out between Sunni politicians in 
parliam ent, where Speaker M ah­
moud al-Mashhadani accused other 
Sunni lawmakers of corruption and 
of stalling ratification of a religious 
ed ict intended to end sectarian  
clashes.

A l-M ashhadani was holding a 
news conference to condemn law­
makers for failing to show up for a 
vote when he suddenly shouted at a 
rival lawmaker in the audience, Ab- 
del-Karim al-Sam arie, a member of 
the main Su^ni parliamentary bloc, 
the Iraqi Accordance Front.

“You did not attend (parliament) 
because of your corrupt political af­
filiation,” al-Mashhadani screamed, 
adding: “You are dishonest and a 
dog” —  a deep insult in Iraq and

other Arab societies.
A l-S a m a r ie  responded by 

calling al-Mashhadani a false pa­
triot. T he speaker, who belongs 
to a rival Sunni group —  T he 
N a tio n a l D ia lo g u e  C o u n c il  
—  lunged at al-Samarie and tried 
to punch him, but was held back 
by bodyguards.

E lsew here in  th e  ca p ita l, 
a roadside bomb exploded on 
Iraq’s most heavily guarded Tigris 
River bridge, seriously wounding 
Judge Naeim al-Equeli, a Shiite  
who was the top jurist for courts 
in western Baghdad. Two people 
in his convoy were killed and two 
others were wounded.

T h e  U .S . m ilitary reported 
the deaths of two service mem­
bers on Tuesday in Anbar prov­
ince, an insurgent stronghold.

A  to ta l o f 105 A m erica n  
service members died in Iraq in 
O ctober, the fourth  deadliest 
m onth since the Iraq war began 
in M arch 2003. There have been 
only th ree  m onths in w hich  
more U .S . forces died in Iraq: 
107 in January 2 0 0 5 ; at least 
135 in April 2004, and 137 in 
November 2004.

Southwest cuts fares again to compete with American Airlines
DALLAS (AP) —  Southwest Air­

lines Inc. escalated a fare war against 
American Airlines on Wednesday, 
announcing it would sell one-way 
tickets to and from Dallas for as low 
as $39.

Southwest C hief Executive Gary 
C. Kelly said Southwest was treating 
its longtime home at Dallas Love 
Field as if it were just launching 
service there.

Kelly and other Southwest offi­
cials told reporters that the airline is 
adding flights in Phoenix and Orange 
County, Calif., and is considering ex­

pansion elsewhere, including Dallas 
and Philadelphia.

Southw est has enough planes 
on order from Boeing Co. to handle 
such growth, Kelly said, although it 
recently bought two used Boeing 737s 
and is looking for more.

K elly  said Southw est, w hich 
remained profitable even after the 
2001 terror attacks caused massive 
losses at other carriers, doesn’t plan to 
buy another carrier just to gain more 
airplanes. He said mergers increase 
the complexity of airline fleets and 
can cause labor troubles.

Southwest started in 1971 with 
three planes serving three Texas cit­
ies, and now has 476 planes flying to 
63 airports in 32 states.

It has, however, retained some 
of the sim plicity long abandoiyed 
by other carriers. For example, it 
eschews assigning seats more than 
24 hours in advance. The airline is 
considering adopting assigned seat­
ing, but President Colleen Barrett 
called its current system of open 
seating “a plus.”

T h e company has Iqwer costs 
than almqst all of its competitors.

but Kelly acknowledged that high 
fuel costs will force it to increase 
revenue. He said Southwest hopes 
to do that by growing and by putting 
more passengers on flights.

Flights to and from Dallas are 
more full, he said, since last month, 
when Congress relaxed 1979 limits 
th ^  prevented Southwest from of­
fering long-haul service to and from 
Love Field.

W hen Congress eased the restric­
tions, Southwest offered $99 fares 
each way for one-stop service be­
tween Dallas and many other cities.

A m erican , a un it o f A M R  
Corp., answered with nonstop ser­
vice to the same cities from nearby 
Dallas-Fort Worth International 
Airport at $218 per round trip.

American was actually cheap­
er in many cases, because South­
west’s lowest fares sold out.

T h a t prom pted Southw est 
to answer w ith the latest sale 
running through Dec. 1: fares 
of $39 to $79 each way between 
Dallas and many other cities. The 
tickets must be bought 14 days in 
advance for travel by March 9.

Woman arrested 
after fire kills at 
least 6 at hotel 
where she lived

REN O , Nev. (A P) —  A  woman 
set fire to a mattress and touched 
off a blaze that killed six people 
and gu tted  m uch o f a h is to r ic  
brick building in R eno’s downtown 
casin o  d is tr ic t, au th o rities  said 
Wednesday.

T he woman was arrested on ar­
son and murder charges in Tuesday 
n igh t’s fire at the Mizpah H otel, 
police said. It was the city ’s deadli­
est blaze in more than 40  years.

About 30  people were injured, 
some o f them  after they leaped 
out the windows of the three-story 
building, w hich was prim arily a 
residential hotel.

Firefighters said they did not 
know of anyone still missing in 
the fire, but they had yet to search 
some areas. T he roof collapsed, and 
authorities said the building would 
have to be shored up.

Police C h ief M ichael Poehlman 
said Valerie Moore, 47 , set fire to 
a mattress in her hotel room. O ffi-' 
d ais said they were trying to figure 
out why.

Police said 60 to 80 people were 
inside the 84-year-old, recently ren­
ovated hotel when the fire started. 
It quickly engulfed the north wing 
of the hotel, near Harrah’s casino. 
N one of the downtown high-rise 
hotel-casinos were threatened.

Some residents jumped from the 
windows. Others were rescued by 
firefighters w ith ladders and city 
workers who were in the area with 
a cherry picker.

Third-floor resident John Hicks 
said he saw one person jump from 
a window and land on a m etal 
trash bin.

“I lost my clo th es, I lost ev ­
erything. It spread so fast I could 
have died,” H icks told the Reno  
G azette'Journal. “T he flames were 
getting into my room. I ’m lucky to 
be alive.”

O ne hospital reported that two 
people were hospitalized in critical 
condition, and a third was flown to 
a burn center in California.

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I O .  and Romo quickly becoming quite a  tandem
IRVING (AP) —  The first touch­

down pass Tony Romo threw in the 
NFL was caught by Terrell Owens.

T he first play of Rom o’s first start 
was a pass to Owens.

The first receiver to have a 100- 
yard game from Romo? Yep, T O .

T h ere ’s too much of a pattern 
for this budding relationship to be 
considered a coincidence —  even 
if everyone involved insists that’s 
all it is.

And they truly are insisting.
“I don’t know about that,” Dallas 

Cowboys coach B ill Parcells said 
Wednesday when asked about the 
growing rapport between his new 
quarterback and the No. 1 receiver 
who didn’t look like one when Drew 
Bledsoe was throwing the passes.

“W ell, I mean, I think he’s trying 
to get the ball to the guys that are 
open,” Parcells added.

Rom o practically read off the 
same script, saying, “If I see you and 
you’re open. I ’m just going to let 
the ball go. If I see you and you’re 
covered. I ’m just going to go to the 
next one. Half the time, I don’t even 
look at who’s out there.”

Leave it to Owens to set the re­
cord straight, or at least come close 
to admitting the obvious.

After several politically correct 
answers to television cameras about

Romo being “a change of pace,” he 
let his guard down later when asked 
about it again by print reporters. 
Smiling, laughing and turning away, 
he coyly said, “I don’t know what 
y’all are talking about.”

Then came the real answer.
“T h a t’s just like you getting two 

guys together on a basketball court 
and they just naturally click , you 
know what I mean?” Owens said. 
“The relationship and chemistry will 
build. Some guys have that uncanny 
ability to kind of just mesh and feed 
off each other.”

Owens caught nine passes for 107 
yards in Rom o’s first start, a 35-14 
victory over Carolina on Sunday 
night. T he catches and yards were 
both season highs —  thus, more 
than he had in any of the 51/2 games 
he played with Bledsoe.

In getting ready to play Romo, 
Owens and the Cowboys on Sunday, 
the W ashington Redskins watched 
tape of that game. Cornerback Car­
los Rogers came away convinced 
Romo and Owens already have a 
bond.

“We know that they’re so-called 
tight friends right now because he’s 
throwing him the ball a lo t,” Rog­
ers said.

T h e  way D allas used Ow ens 
against the Panthers was the biggest

factor in unleashing him.
O n th e  C ow boys’ first snap, 

Romo threw a quick pass to Owens 
practically at the line of scrimmage, 
giving him a chance to do what he 
does best: break tackles in the open 
field. This one went for 7 yards, but 
it set a tone. It also pacified Owens, 
letting him know that he was going 
to be more than a decoy.

“It helps me to know I feel a 
part of the team, I feel a part of the 
offense,” Owens said. “In the begin­
ning, it was kind of a gray area.”

Owens was frustrated that his 
poor numbers prompted some crit­
ics to say he’d lost a step and that 
his skills were diminishing. To him, 
it was all about opportunities ... or 
the lack of them with Bledsoe under 
center.

“If you look at my involvement in 
the games, then it’s a different story,” 
Owens said. “Now it’s like I’m back 
to my old self.”

Having the old T O . back could 
help open up things for everyone 
else —  or at least everyone but 
Terry Glenn, the one player whose 
numbers might go down without 
his longtime pal Bledsoe locking 
in on him.

“If I can get involved, it opens up 
some other avenues for other guys to 
make big plays,” Owens said.

It only makes sense for Romo to 
look for No. 81, early and often. If 
you were a first-time NFL quarter­
back and you had one of the most 
prolific receivers in the NFL in the 
lineup, wouldn’t you throw the ball 
his way and let him make you look 
good?

“I’m pretty sure he could answer 
that better than I can,” Owens said, 
smiling at the theory. “Like I said, 
I just want to do whatever I can 
to make plays for him, just to get 
him comfortable. If we can do that, 
then that’s going help us down the 
road.”

A  com parison could be made 
between Romo and Jeff Garcia, an­
other unproven player who popped 
into the lineup, then made the Pro 
Bowl by making T O . his primary 
target.

Could Romo do the same?
“Hey, that very well can happen,” 

Owens said. “If we get that string of 
wins together here, there will be a 
viable option for that.”

A sked more about the s im i­
larities between Romo and Garcia, 
Owens cut it off.

“T here  is no com parison,” he 
said. “Tony is my guy. I ’m playing 
with Tony.”

So far, Romo would probably say 
the same thing about Owens.

Down the Lane to fatherhood: Aggie RB now a parent
CO LLEG E STATIO N  (A P) —  

Jorvorskie Lane has been searching for 
father figures his entire life. This spring, 
he became one.

Texas A & M ’s bruising 6-foot, 274- 
pound running back doesn’t keep track 
of his rushing yards or his touchdown 
total, even though it’s only two away 
from the oldest season record in the 
book for the Aggies.

But he’ll always remember the mo­
ment his seven-month-old daughter, 
Javia, spouted her first word.

“I was just playing around and I was 
telling a few of my teammates, ‘Now, 
watch, let’s see if I can get her to say 
‘Da-da,’” Lane said. “A  few days later, 
we were sitting in our apartment and 
she just said, ‘Da-da!’ I said, ‘What?!’ 
Now, she just hollers it out all the 
time.”

Lane’s sensitive side belies what the 
aptly nicknamed “J-Train” is like on the

field: a battering-ram tailback with a 
lineman’s strength and a dancer’s feet.

By the coaching staff’s count. Lane 
broke 18 tackles —  five on one play 
—  when he rushed for 127 yards in a 
25-19 win over Missouri on Oct. 14.

“Usually, a guy that big can’t run 
like that and have the balance that he 
does,” said Missouri coach Gary Pinkel. 
“He certainly presents a problem.”

Lane leads the Big 12 and is tied for 
second nationally with 17 touchdowns 
as the No. 21 Aggies (8 -1 ,4 T  Big 12) 
head into Saturday’s game against No. 
18 Oklahoma (6-2, 3-1). He needs 
three TDs to break the Aggies’ old­
est season record, set by Joel Hunt 
in 1927.

But no“ record" will -ever erase the 
resentment Lane still feels for his 
father, Joel Davis, a former Oklahoma 
basketball player. Lane’s mother. Pinky 
Lane, had Jorvorskie when they were

sophomores in high school.
He was raised by his maternal 

grandparents in Lufkin, where he was 
also nurtured by uncles and the parents 
of his friends. But he always missed 
having a father.

“I’d ask someone how to change the 
oil in a car, and they’d show me, and 
I’d ask them where they learned it from 
and they’d say, ‘My dad,”’ Lane said. “I 
ask myself this all the time: What kind 
of a person would I be if I had a father 
growing up?

“It’s just a hole in my heart. I think 
about it all the time.”

Basketball was his first love growing 
up, but by the fourth grade, he was one 
of the biggest kids in his school, making 
fo0tball'ad.ogicaifdetour.-"fi imn »er«

Lane weighed 230 pounds by the

time he was a freshman at Lufkin, one 
of the state’s football powers. Coach 
John Outlaw realized quickly that Lane 
was no ordinary athlete.

“He’s the most amazing guy I’ve 
ever coached, and I’ve been doing 
this 33 years,” Outlaw said. “He’s the 
only guy I’ve ever coached who could 
start at any position on both sides of 
the ball. He’s an amazing athlete for as 
big as he is.”

Lane was 265 pounds by his senior 
year. Along the way, he played some 
quarterback and even punted.

“He’d walk out to practice, pick up a 
football and throw it 60 yards,” Outlaw 
said. “Other times, he’d walk out there 
and kick one 40 yards. It doesn’t take a 
rocket sderrtist to figure out maybe we 
should put him there.”

Dabbs Tuesday n ight Dabbs showed 
why she was a key elem ent missing 
from last year’s squad. She scored 
14 p o in ts  on  7 -o f-lO  sh o o tin g  
w h ile  p lay ing  ju s t 23 m in u tes 
in T ech ’s 73-56  victory over the 
H ouston Jaguars in T e c h ’s first 
exh ib ition  game of the season.

In  p ractices, first-year coach  
Kristy Curry has m entioned the 
im portance of her senior leaders 
being vocal on the court. W ith  the 
return of Dabbs to the lineup, the 
Lady Raiders might catch  a cold of 
confidence.

“She has a swagger. She has a 
confidence about her th at’s con ­
tagious,” Curry said.

in ju ries  o f th is sort during a 
routine practice drill, Dabbs did 
not have any common symptoms 
o f an A C L tear, such as swelling 
and the inability to apply pres­
sure to the knee.

W ith  uncertainty surround­
ing th e  “p o p ” she h eard  in  
her knee, Dabbs continued  to 
p ractice , but she h it  another 
roadblock. She accrued another 
injury to her left knee with a tear 
of her medial meniscus —  the 
cartilage that helps evenly ab­
sorb the body’s w eight placed 
on the tib ia  and femur bones 
connecting at the knee.

Because of her injuries, Dabbs 
had knee surgery three days be­
fore the exhibition against Love 
and Basketball, ending her 2005- 
2006 season, but the senior guard 
from Plano obtained a medical 
redshirt granting her eligibility 
for the 2006-2007  campaign.

A fter 14 days o f practice and 
one exh ib ition  game this year, 
her left knee is brace-free, and 
D abbs is ready to show Lady 
Raider fans that she’s back.

“I feel really good,” the se­
nior, who averaged 12;2 points 
per game during the 2004-2005  
season, said. “I fee l lik e  I ’m 
physically back. I t ’s just good to 
be on the court.”

The A C L tear was the second 
for Dabbs —  her first occurred 
in her high school days —  so 
it was not much of a learning 
experience, she said.

The Spurs and Mavs played one 
of the best playoff series in years, and 
possibly the best ever in the second 
round, with Dallas pulling it out in 
overtime of Game 7 in San Antonio.

Tech was able 
to score more points in Game 2, but 
Nebraska eventually closed in on the 
win, defeating Tech 30-21.

T he Cornhuskers put away 16 
kills with only six errors. Their h it­
ting record at the end of the end 
of game stood at .357 compared to 
Tech’s .100. Sang, Charlebois and 
Gottschalck had five, three and two 
kills respectively in Game 2.

In Game 3, Nebraska proved that

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Bummer Sooner: Former OU 
quarterback ruled ineligible

HUN TSVILLE (AP) —  Former 
Oklahoma quarterback Rhett Bomar 
was mled ineligible Wednesday to play 
for Sam Houston State this season but 
will return in 2007 with two years of 
eligibility remaining.

Bomar and offensive lineman J.D. 
Quinn were kicked off the Sooners’ squad 
in August for accepting payment for 
more work than they performed at a car 
dealership, a violation of NCAA mles.

The 6-foot'2, 215-pound Bomar 
transferred to Sam Houston and Quinn 
to Montana, both Division I-AA schools. 
Quinn also was mled ineligible by the 
NCAA but will be allowed to play next 
season, Montana associate athletic direc­
tor Dave Guffey said.

“I am happy to get this behind me,” 
said Bomar, who has been allowed

to practice with the Bearkats. “I look 
forward to having the opportunity to 
represent Sam Houston State. This deci­
sion today will help take the focus off me 
and put the focus on the team.”

Bomar, from the Dallas area, was one 
of the nation’s top recmits in 2CXH. He 
redshirted, then threw for 2,018 yards 
and 10 touchdowns as a freshman at 
Oklahoma last year.

The NCAA ordered the players to 
give the extra money they earned from 
the dealership to charities of their choice. 
Bomar owes $7,406.88, and Quinn owes 
$8,137.17.

The NCAA said the players were 
paid for work they said they performed 
during “times when they were attend­
ing class, eating dinner or at football 
practice.”

Oklahoma also told the NCAA 
the student-athletes “began the prac­
tice of clocking one another in and 
out, dependent on who arrived first 
and left last each day.”

In addition, the N C A A  said 
Bomar and Quirm did not notify or 
receive approval from the school’s 
compliance staff for their employ­
ment and never signed a required 
notification form for work during the 
academic year.

“Obviously, we would have liked 
for him to able to play in games this 
season,” Sam Houston coach Todd 
Whitten said. “But, with his experi­
ence working with the squad this fall 
and spring training ahead next year, 
we look forward to having him as a 
Bearkat for the next two seasons.”

Jets favorite Martin out for season, possibly career
H E M P ST E A D , N.Y. (A P ) —  

Curtis M artin tried to outrun the 
inevitable.

After months of rehabilitation and 
countless hours working to get back 
on the field for the New York Jets, 
reality finally caught up to the NFL’s 
No. 4 career rusher.

“I think this is as good as my 
knee gets, where it is right now,”

M artin said Wednesday at a news 
conference.

The Jets placed the 33-year-old 
M artin on the reserve physically- 
unable-to perform list with a bone- 
on-bone condition in his right knee, 
ending his season before it ever got 
started and jeopardizing his career.

“I usually deal with things the way 
they are now, and with the informa­

tion that I know about my future, 
it doesn’t look like it’s too bright as 
far as me having a further career,” 
Martin said. “And if that happens, 
great.”

It took a few months for Martin, 
always classy and often overshad­
owed as a player, to reach the point 
where he could accept the idea his 
brilliant career might be over.

B A LC O  grand jury to charge track coach Graham
SAN FRANCISCO (A P)— Track 

coach Trevor Graham, who helped 
launch a three-year federal probe of 
steroid use by elite athletes, is expected 
to be charged here as soon as Thursday 
with obstructing the investigation, 
two Justice Department officials with 
knowledge of the investigation told 
The Associated Press.

Speaking on condition of anonym­
ity because the charges had not been 
made public, the officials said Graham 
would be charged with making false 
statements to authorities investigating 
steroid use in sports.

Graham operates Raleigh-based 
Sprint Capitol USA, a team of about 
10 athletes that includes 100-meter 
co-world record holder Justin Gatlin, 
who tested positive for testosterone 
and other steroids in April.

Graham  also coached sprinter 
Marion Jones, who won five medals at 
the 2000 Sydney Games with him, and 
her former boyfriend Tim Montgomery, 
who was suspended from competition 
for two years, although he never tested 
positive for a banned substance.

Several of Graham’s athletes, how­
ever, have tested positive for banned 
substances, and the coach is being 
investigated for lying to investigators 
looking into doping among elite ath­
letes connected to the Bay Area Labo­
ratory Co-Operative, the now-defunct 
Burlingame supplement company that 
served as a front for a steroids ring.

In August, Nike terminated its 
contract with the coach, and the U.S. 
Olympic Committee banned Graham

from its training centers. He’s the first 
coach to receive such a penalty, “based 
on the unusual number of athletes he 
has coached who have been convicted 
of doping offenses,” U SO C  chairman 
Peter Ueberroth said in a conference 
call at the time.

“We have not been advised of an 
indictment, nor would we, as this is a 
legal matter,” U SO C  spokesman Dar­
ryl Seibel said Wednesday. “That said, 
we’ve made our position very clear, and 
Mr. Graham is not welcome at any U.S. 
Olympic training facility.”

Graham helped launch the federal 
investigation three years ago by anony­
mously mailing a vial containing “the 
clear,” a previously undetectable steroid 
to the U.S. Anti-Doping Agency. A t 
the 2004 Athens Olympics, Graham 
acknowledged mailing the drug, saying: 
“I was just a coach doing the right thing 
at the time.”

Graham did not say why he turned 
in the syringe or how he got the 
material.

Neither Graham nor his Raleigh, 
N.C.-based attorney Joseph Zeszotarski 
returned telephone calls and e-mail 
inquiries from the AP.

A  man who answered the door at 
Graham’s home in Raleigh and identi­
fied himself as Graham’s son said the 
track coach would not comment about 
the pending charges.

Graham steadfastly has denied 
ever providing banned performance­
enhancing drugs to his athletes.

Jill Geer, a spokeswoman for U SA  
Track &  Field, the sport’s national

governing body, declined to comment, 
citing the ongoing investigation.

Last Thursday, Zeszotarski con­
firmed Randall Evans, the top assistant 
to Graham, testified to the federal 
grand jury investigating BALCO and 
its distribution of performance-enhanc­
ing drugs.

But Evans did not provide any in­
criminating testimony against Graham, 
the attorney said in a recent statement 
given to The Associated Press.

“Randall Evans agreed to speak 
with us about his appearance at the 
grand jury,” Zeszotarski said. “Based 
upon our interview of him, it is clear 
that Mr. EVans did not testify ‘against’ 
Trevor.”

Zeszotarski said Evans “told the 
grand jury that he knows nothing about 
Trevor being involved in the distribu­
tion of illicit substances.”

One person familiar with the in­
vestigation told the AP that Graham 
would not face distribution charges. 
Instead, the track coach is expected to 
be charged with obstruction of justice 
in connection with statement»he gave 
to investigators in 2004.

The grand jury that is expected to 
charge Graham is the same panel inves­
tigating baseball slugger Barry Bonds 
for tax evasion and perjury related to 
his testimony about not knowingly 
using performance-erthancing drugs. 
Bonds testified that his personal trainer 
told him he was ingesting flax seed oil 
and arthritis balm when he really was 
being given steroids dubbed “the clear” 
and “the cream.”

held has to be prepared for the worst 
outcome.

“I feel for him in the fact that he was 
close to a lot of records and obviously 
he wanted to win these last three and 
be the guy to take us to that bowl,” he 
said. “Some of his goals he won’t have 
a chance to achieve now. That’s going 
to bother him, I think, in the end, that 
he didn’t get the chance to finish his 
senior season.”

Bell had come into his own this 
season, ranking second in the Big 12 in 
passing yards per game with 289.9 and 
19 touchdowns on 2,582 total yards in 
the air —  second in the conference to 
Tech’s Graham Harrell.

The new pass-happy system, similar 
to Tech coach Mike Leach’s, has been 
benefiting the team offensively, aver­
aging 294.8 yards per game in the air, 
helping to open up the run for mnning 
back Paul Mosley.

Tech (5-4, 2-3) will not face any­
thing new come Saturday. Leach said 
the two offenses are somewhat similar 

- except for the way the Bears use the

mshing attack.
“They are a little more two-back 

inclined,” Leach said Monday at a 
press conference. “They run thè ball 
more. (Our offenses) are very similar 
after that.”

Redshirt freshman Blake Szymanski 
will make his first official start for the 
Bears on Saturday after replacing Bell 
for the remainder of the game against 
the Aggies.

Szymanski redshirted his freshman 
season in 2005 after leading ’Wichita 
Falls Rider to an 11-3 record in 2004. 
He threw for more than 4,000 yards 
that season, completing 59.8 percent 
of his passes for 45 touchdowns.

Morriss said he has all the confi­
dence he needs in Szymanski to start 
and he thinks he would be ready to play 
if the game started within 24 hours.

“Am I confident? Absolutely. I am 
ready to play today,” he said. “That’s 
what we signed Blake Szymanski for. 
We think he’s a talented kid. Everybody 
has to rally around him and support 
him, step our game up.

Landeta, Randle, Gross to be inducted to D^2 Hall

mer NFL players Sean Landeta and 
John Randle and ex-North Alabama 
quarterback Cody Gross will be in­
ducted into the N CA A  Division II 
Football Hall of Fame.

Landeta, aiormer Towson punter, 
and former Texas A&.M-Kingsville 
defensive lineman Randle will enter 
the H all with Gross on Dec. 15, 
the eve of the Division II national 
championship game. The 2006 class 
was announced Wednesday.

Randle will jo in  former Texas 
A&M -Kingsville stars Johnny Bai­
ley and Darrell Green in the Hall 
of Fame, the first school with three 
inductees.

Gross had a 4 1 -2  record as a

starting quarterback from 1992-95 
at N o rth  A labam a, leading the 
team to three consecutive Division 
II titles and posting a 12-1 record 
as a starter in the N CA A  playoffs. 
He set a number of school records, 
including most career touchdowns 
and total yards.

Despite sustaining a tom  muscle, 
he led U N A  on three scoring drives 
in a 27-7 win over Pittsburg State in 
the 1995 championship game.

Landeta led Division II in punting 
in 1980 with a 43.4 average and led 
the nation in field goals with 14. He 
played for two United States Football 
League championship teams before 
starting a 21-year NFL career with 
the New York Giants.

STA TIO N  —  T he Texas A & M  
offense faces one of its toughest 
challenges of the season Saturday 
when it plays Oklahoma, holders of 
the No. 1 scoring defense in the Big 
12. In its last five games, the Sooner 
defense has given up an average of 
10 points to their opponents while 
allowing an average of only 77 rush­
ing yards and 130 passing yards.

A & M  quarterback Step hen 
McGee said protecting the ball is 
a priority because O U ’s defense has 
broken up 10 passes, caused seven

times in its past five games.
“They get a lot of points off turn­

overs,” McGee said. “They got a lot of 
good speed, a lot of different ways to 
attack you and a lot of different cover­
ages. But most importantly, I think 
they set their offense up and put them 
in good field position. They’ve been 
able to capitalize on, in several games, 
points off of turnovers, and that’s a big 
tribute to their defense.”

A & M  offensive coordinator Les 
Koenning said his players need to 
contain the OU defensive front.

“They are very well coached,” 
Koenning said. “W hen you watch 
them on film, they are all gap-sound. 
The big part that you watch is that

One of Oklahoma’s two losses in 
2006 came at the beginning of the 
season against Oregon, in which the 
Sooner defense gave up 501 total 
offensive yards. After watching the 
game tape, Koenning said Oregon’s 
success was mostly rooted in their of­
fensive line.

“Up front (Oregon was) very sound 
and solid,” Koenning said. “You didn’t 
see guys coming free and that was very 
important for their success.”

After the Missouri game, Okla­
homa head coach Bob Stoops said he 
was pleased with the level of intensity 
his defense showed, as it caused three 

ibttfbles and had three interceptions.
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
