Disabled Veterans 
Eligible lor Properly 
Tax Exempllons

Beginning in 1976, certain dis­
abled veterans will be eligible for 
property tax exemptions in Texas. 
According to information furnish­
ed by Billye Kesler, Veterans Ser­
vice Officer for Briscoe and Swish­
er counties, the tax exemptions are 
also to be made available to the 
widows of some veterans as well as 
the widows of persons who died 
while in military service. These 
special tax exemptions were made 
available through the provisions 
of House Bill 546, which was en­
acted by the 1975 Texas Legisla­
ture and signed into law by Gover­
nor Dolph Briscoe.

Veterans eligible for the exemp­
tion are those who have service- 
connected disabilities which were 
incurred during military service 
and are so rated by either the Vet­
eran’s Administration or a branch 
of the Armed Forces. If a disabil­
ity is rated from 10% through 30% 
he is entitled to an exemption of 
the first $1,500 of assessed value 
of his property. For those rated 
more than 30% to 50%, the ex­
emption is on the first $2,000 of 
the assessed value; more than 50% 
to 70%, it is $2,500 of the assessed 
value; more than 70%, jt. is 
$3̂ 000 of assessed value. If ^̂ ‘vet- 
eran has a disability rated 10% 
or more and is 65 years of age or 
older, he is entitled to the exemp­
tion on the first $3,000 of assess­
ed value.

The widow of a deceased veteran 
is entitled to the exemption which 
her husband would have been en­
titled to at the time of his death. 
The widow of a person who died 
while on active duty is entitled to 
$2,500 of the assessed value of her 
property which is subject to tax­
ation. Also covered by the law are 
the minor children of certain de­
ceased veterans and active duty 
personnel.

All tax collectors in the State 
have been furnished with instruc­
tions showing how the law is to be 
administered. Anyone who believes 
they are entitled to a tax exemp­
tion under the law should contact 
their local tax offices and deter­
mine what evidence will be requir­
ed to establish their eligibility.

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Malawi Persecutes 

Jehovah's Witnesses
“Thousands of Christians are 

now under brutal persecution in 
Malawi,” declared Rex Tiffin, an 
overseer of the Quitaque Congre­
gation of Jehovah’s Witnesses, 
which also serves Silverton. “ Start­
ing August 19, 1975, more than 
34,000 Jehovah’s Witnesses from 
Malawi who fled- as refugees to 
Mozambique in 1972 because of 
severe persecution were forced to 
return to Malawi and now exper­
ience brutal persecution again. All 
of this is because of their refusal 
to join a political party.”

Mr. Tiffin said he had received 
a report from N. H. Knorr at the 
Brooklyn Headquarters of Jehov­
ah’s Witnesses. Knorr said that 
when a group of Jehovah’s Witnes­
ses arrived at the Malawi border, 
the minister for the Central Re-

ed them: “We welcome you with 
both hands. You left Malawi of 
your own accord and now you 
have returned of your own accord. 
The Malawi Congress Party is still 
in power in this country. Go back 
to your home villages and cooper­
ate with the party officials.” Then, 
referring to the members of the 
League of Malawi Youth, he said: 
“My boys are here to see that you 
do cooperate with the Party.”  Soon 
roads in the north and central re­
gions of Malawi were filled with 
Jehovah’s Witnesses on their way 
back to their home villages.

In some instances the Witnesses 
were allowed to enter their villag­
es and take up occupancy of hous­
es they abandoned in 1972. How­
ever, in most cases Youth Leaguers 
soon called to ask if they were pre­
pared to buy political party cards. 
Referring to Jesus’ example of 
political neutrality, the Witnesses 
refused. Immediately beatings,, ra- 
pings and other atrocities began 
again and many were driven from 
their homes. In Kanchenche six 
Witness women were all raped by 
several men. In Sosola village a 
group of men and women, includ­
ing the local Member of Parliament 
Mr. Elson Muluzi, seized the pos­
sessions of the Witnesses and 
drove them from the village.

Early in September youths un­
der the direction of the Kasonjola 
branch of the Malawi Congress 
Party visited homes of Jehovah’s 
Witnesses in six villages, demand­
ing they buy party cards. When 
they refused, the youths stole all 
their belongings, subjected them

to terrible beatings and urinated 
on the supply of flour that these 
refugees had brought with them, 
making it unfit for food. In other 
locations the Witnesses were strip­
ped naked, their hair burned off 
their bodies with torches and beat­
en until blood came out of their 
mouths and noses. This happened 
at Chimasongwe villege in Lilong­
we under the direction of the lo­
cal chairman of the Youth League, 
Mr. Chipukupuku, while the attack­
ers were urged on by local women 
members of the League of Malawi 
Women.

Because no one will accept them, 
many Witnesses have been forced 
to wander in the cities by day, 
sleeping in nearby forests at night. 
Upward of 4,800 fled to neighbor­
ing Zambia, but reports just re­
ceived say they were repatriated 
to Malawi by force.

Dr. H. Kamuzu Banda, Life Pres­
ident of Malawi, recently instruct­
ed the Malawi police to round up 
adult Jehovah’s Witnesses and put 
them in detention camps. The chil­
dren are being left behind either 
to stay with relatives or fend for 
themselves. The government order 
applies this even to nursing in­
fants. The police have ruthlessly 
executed this order. Whole con­
gregations of Witnesses, men and 
women, have been rounded up and 
put in detention to further pres­
sure them into buying political 
party membership cards and to 
prevent flight from Malawi, ac­
cording to the latest reports.

TWO ACCIDENTS REPORTED 
DURING NOVEMBER 1975

The Texas Highway Patrol in­
vestigated two accidents on rural 
highways in Briscoe County during 
the month of November 1975, ac­
cording to Sergeant J. R. Smith, 
Highway Patrol supervisor of this 
area.

The rural traffic accident sum­
mary for this county during the 
first 11 months of 1975 shows a 
total of 26 accidents resulting in 
two persons killed and nine per­
sons injured.

This 
was 33 more accidents, four more 
killed and 29 more injured in 1975 
at the same period of time.

SWINE EXPERT TAKES DIM 
VIEW OF "BAN THE BACON"

A swine specialist with the Tex­
as Agricultural Extension Service 
says that all the excitement about 
an alleged cancer causing chemical 
agent in bacon is blown totally out 
of proportion and is based on mis­
leading information.

Dr7 Gilbert Hollis, an area Ex- 
tension Service specialist based in 
Lubbock, says the uproar started 
when a news wire story carried on 
Sunday, October 19, 1975 quoted 
Dr. Donald Houston, assistant de­
puty administrator of USDA’s Ani­
mal and Plant Health Inspection 
Service.

“We will p'robably require cer­
tain actions by the industry,”  the 
quote said, “within a specified per­
iod to remove nitrosamines from 
bacon or take some action so that 
the product as we now know it 
will not be available.”

Houston had replied to a repor­
ter’s questions referring to a tele­
vision show which linked a chemi­
cal agent in bacon with cancer.

Hollis says that consumers need 
to understand the clear facts a- 
bout bacon rather than believe in­
nuendos and unfounded implica­
tions.

The American Meat Institute, he 
says, has worked closely with the 
U. S. Department of Agriculture 
and the Food and Drug Adminis­
tration ever since any hints of 
cancer related problems were pre­
sented. Because nitrosamines were 
found in fish meal treated with 
nitrite about five years ago, in­
vestigation was begun of meats 
cured with nitrites and nitrates.

The problem, Hollis says, is that 
nitrite is used in curing bacon to 
inhibit the growth of organisms
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that cause botulism. Nitrites also’ 
play an essential role, he says, in 
fixing color, providing a distinct 
cured flavor and preventing ran­
cidity.

USDA-approved levels of nitrite 
in bacon can result in formation 
of very minute amounts of nitro- 
sopyrroldine after cooking, con­
sidered to be a carcinogen to ex­
perimental animals. Hollis says that 
lowering amounts of nitrite in ba­
con could reduce the probability 
of formation of these notrosamines 
but would also increase the pro­
bability of botulism, a type of food 
poisoning that can result in rapid 
paralysis and even death.

Commercial average levels of 
nitrosamines in bacon are about 
10 parts per biUion, equal to one 
penny out of 10 million dollars.

Hollis says this amount is so 
small that danger is virtually non­
existent.

“Through eating, drinking and 
breathing we take in thousands 
of microorganisms every day that 
could cause us harm. You can’t 
live in a totally sterile environ­
ment,” he adds.

Additional research has been un­
derway to determine a safe pro­
cess. which will consistently pro­

duce non-detectable levels of nit- 
rosamines, Hollis says. Studies of 
feeding 3.0 milligrams per kilo­
gram of body weight per day to 
rats, liver tumors developed while 
no tumors were found in rats fed
1.0 milligrams.

According to the American Meat 
Institute, for an average 150-pouhd 
person to run any risk of nitro- 
samine having the same effect as 
in rats, he would have to consume
46.000 pounds of bacon a day every 
day of his life or consume as much 
bacon daily as 100 people eat in 
a lifetime.

“That is a pretty small risk,”  
Hollis says.
