THIS LATEST COLD wave, 
although It brought some wel­
come moisture to our area the 
first of the week, was an abrupt 
reminder that winter still can 
deliver a punch despite the 
nearness of spring.

WITH THEIR CLOSE, come- 
from-behind win at Clyde last 
Friday night, the Baird Bear- 
ettes completed their third 
straight district season without 
a loss.

In fact, only one team has 
pinned a district loss on the 
Baird girls In the last five years. 
That team, Eula, defeated Baird 
twice In conference warfare in 
the 1961-62 season, and once in 
the 1960-61 season.

But since they became mem­
bers of this present Class A dis­
trict, Baird girls have yet to 
taste a defeat while running up 
three straight 10-A champion­
ships.

We wonder If any girls team 
In the state can match that 
record.

WHILE FILINGS have been
slow so far In Baird, both local 
elections coming up in April 
could turn out to be contested. 
There are several rumored can­
didates here for both the school 
board and the city council races.

While many people do not 
share our view, we feel that a 
contested race for either group 
Is a good sign — a sign that 
people In the community have 
a deep interest in their city and 
their school.

Located on a 1,151.89 acre 
lease, it Is No. 1-A Jackson, Drill- 
site is 300 feet from the north 
and west lines of Section 2, 
G&M Survey.

It was originally drilled and 
plugged as William A. Austin 
No. 1 Jackson.

Four Escapees 
Held in Jail

Four teenagers from Pennsyl­
vania were still in Callahan 
County Jail Wednesday, await­
ing officers who are to return 
them to their home state. All 
four recently escaped from a 
detention home in Pennsylvania.

The boys were stopped about 
7 p. m. Sunday by Bob Favor 
of Baird, highway patrolman. 
He arrested the four, ranging 
In age from 15 to 17, about eight 
miles east of Baird. They were 
driving a stolen car.

Favor handcuffed two of the 
boys together, but while he was 
handcuffing the other two, the 
first pair grabbed Favor’s keys 
from his patrol car and ran Into 
the pasture adjacent to the 
highway.

The second pair remained in 
the patrol car while Favor brief­
ly chased the escapees, then 
radioed for help. Officers from 
throughout this area, assisted 
by a number of citizens, search­
ed the area for several hours 
Sunday night.

The two escapees flagged a 
motorist and came to a Baird 
cafe about 1 a. m. Monday. Offi­
cers arrested them there. They 
were then placed in Callahan 
County jail, where their com­
panions were already confined.

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AUSTIN — Gov. John Con- 
nally’s top legislative project — 
creation of a powerful coordin­
ating board to control state col­
leges and universities -- appar­
ently Is headed for early enact­
ment.

Bills to establish the board 
breezed through Senate and 
House committees to floor cal­
endars with direct attack after 
members of the Governor’s 
Committee on Education Beyond 
the High School testified lor 
them.

Quick and easy committee ap­
proval contradicted early rum­
bles that establishment of the 
strong central board would meet 
vigorous opposition in the Leg­
islature.

It seems that opposition, if 
there is to be any, will be con­
fined to specific details of the 
bill and not to the overall pro­
posal.

If enacted, the 18-member co­
ordinating board would have 
broad powers over all aspects 
of higher education In Texas -- 
junior colleges, as well as sen­
ior Institutions.

It would have the final word 
on launching or eliminating col­
lege degree programs, control 
the addition or deletion of cour­
ses, develop future plans for 
higher education and pass on 
proposals to create new senior 
colleges.

It would supplant the exist­
ing Commission on Higher Edu­
cation, although members of the 
commission would be eligible for 
appointment to the board.

Said Governor Connally: “ I 
am very pleased with the action 
of the two committees. This re­
flects what I have said all along 
— that there Is a great will and 
desire on the part of the Legis­
lature to make some real strides 
toward excellence in higher edu­
cation.”

Bill would authorize Texas 
Commission to prescribe re­
quirements for owners of small 
tracts to pool their Interest for 
oil and gas drilling purposes 
when they cannot get together 
voluntarily.

Among opponents of the bill 
were members of the Texas 
Farm Bureau and local farm 
bureaus In oil counties which 
have had small-treact problems.

C. H. Devaney of Coahoma 
TFB president, asked the com­
mittee to consider the opposi­
tion to the bill “ In the light of 
the fact that an overwhelming 
majorly of our member families 
are landowners and that the 
Texas Farm Bureau probably 
represents the largest single 
group of landowners in any or­
ganization.”

Devaney read a policy state­
ment saying in part, "We op­
pose any and all legislation that 
would deny the landowner or 
mineral owners the American 
tradition of freedom of choice."

Free choice remained the cen­
tral issue as the measure went 
on House and Senate calendars. 
Opponents called the measure 
"compulsory unitization” and 
"land collectivism.” House spon­
sor, Rep. Wayne Gibbons of 
Breckenrldge, said it is intend­
ed “ to encourage voluntary 
pooling."

PERMIAN RATE CASE AR­
GUED — Three top Texas offi­
cials entered personal protests 
before the Federal Power Com­
mission In Washington of gas 
rate findings for the Permian 
Basin area of West Texas and 
New Mexico.

Governor Connfilly, Atty. Gen. 
Waggoner Carr and Railroad

COMMITTEE ON AGING EN­
DORSED — Senate State A f­
fairs Committee gave Its bless­
ing to establishment of the 
Governor’s Committee on Aging 
as a permanent organization.

Sen. Walter Richter of Gon­
zales, chairman of the present 
committee, is author of the Sen­
ate bill to set up a nine-member 
panel aided by seven state of­
ficials a!nd executives dealing 
with problems of aging. Com­
mittee now Is trying to get pro­
grams going for senior citizens 
In every county.

COURTS SPEAK — Third 
Court of Civil Appeals agreed 
the trial court that the cigar­
ette distributor’s permit of a 
Houston dealer accused of par­
ticipating in a fraud scheme 
which cost the state an estimat­
ed $4,200,000 should be revoked.

Comptroller Robert S. Calvert 
cancelled the permit of the 
House of Tobacco (headed by 
Mair J. Schepps) last October. 
Trial of Schcpps and six others 
Is scheduled for May 3 In Aus­
tin.

Same court heard arguments 
on an eight year old case where 
the City of San Antonio seeks 
to overturn a ruling of the 
Texas Water Commission deny­
ing its application for supple­
mental water supply from Can­
yon Dam near New Braunfels. 
Commission (then the Board of 
Water Engineers) s a i d  the 
Guadalupe-Bianco River Auth­
ority Is entitled to available wa­
ter to benefit the cities In Its 
watershed.

CRIMINAL CODE REVISION 
FAVORED — Senate Jurispru­
dence Committee recommended 
passage of an overall revision 
of the I'exas Code of Criminal 
Procedure, which cleared the 
Legislature In 1963 but was ve­
toed because a faulty copy was 
sent to the governor.

WOMEN'S RIGHTS DEBATED 
— Legislative committees set 
aside another Ladles’ Night to 
hear a familiar debate —should 
the state constitution be amend­
ed to insure that no legal rights 
be "denied or abridged because 
of sex?”

Without even hearing argu­
ment for or against, a Senate 
panel quickly agreed that the 
amendment should be submit­
ted to the voters.

On the other hand, the House 
committee listened to hours of 
testimony. Most of it was in op­
position to such an amendment 
The State Bar and spokesmen 
for university law schools led 
the opposition.

Opponents claim the amend­
ment goes too far and would 
"open a Pandora’s box” of fu­
ture litigation. Specific statu­
tory changes were recommended 
as preferable for correcting such 
discrimination as might exist.

Spokesmen for the women’s 
groups, who have stubbornly 
pushed the amendment, retort 
with considerable conviction: 
after all these years of talking 
about giving women full powers 
to manage their property and 
other rights long denied them, 
little serious effort has been 
made to repeal the discrimina­
tory statutes one at a time.

POOLING BILL NEAR PAS­
SAGE — Although subject to 
bitter legislative controversy two 
years ago, the oil and gas lease 
pooling bill cleared the Senate 
with no more than a handful 
of dissenting votes.

There was practically no flood 
discussion on the bill which Is 
backed by Governor Connally 
and Lt. Gov. Preston Smith, as
