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Ousted diplomat sees

no change for hostages

LONDON (AP) — The top Iranian
diplomat expelled from the United
States said today President Carter's
ouster of all Iranian diplomats will
bt thange the situation invelving the
American hostages held at the US.
Embassy in Tehran

Charge d’'affaires Ali A. Agah, ar-
riving here on his way to Iran after
being ordered out of the United
States, told reporters at Heathrow
Airport, ‘‘We do not fear even tougher
measures by the United States. We do
not fear anything but our Creator.”

Agah, 41, who headed the Iranian
mission for one year, added: ‘‘We
were given only 36 hours to leave and
our people are very excited about
._Roing home because most of them
“"have missed the wonderful experi
ence of the Iranian revolution. We are
not bitter about it at all.”’

Travellers on the scheduled British
Airways jumbo jet with the Iranian
party said the mood on board was
almost festive

Agah said his party consisted of 40
persons — nine diplomats and 31 de-
pendents
Washington and Chicago consulate
officials. Diplomats from San Fran
cisco, New York and Houston were on
separate plages.

Only Agah was allowed out of a
special transit section at Heathrow
The other Iranians were kept-away

. from reporters

Before the expelled diplomats

30 Iranians living in Britain appeared

outside the terminal. Some waved
pictures of Iranian ruler Ayatollah
Ruhollah Khomeini, others carried
placards denouncing the United
States

The ousted diplomats, from an en-
closed walkway, watched as the dem-
onstrators shouted ‘‘Down with
Carter,” “Long live Khomeini”’ and
“No East, No West, Islam is the
best.”

Agah, led by British Airports Au-
thority officials to a special confer-
ence room, was asked if he thought
the 50 American hostages might be
harmed or put on trial. He said: “I
am sure they will not be harmed but 1
don’t know anything about a possible
trial That witi—bedecided—by the
Islamic assemBly in Tehran.”

Asked why Iran had maintained
diplomatic¢ relations with the United
States until now, Agah said: ‘‘There
are nearly 300,000 Iranians in the
United States and $60 billion worth of
wealth and materials there. We have
to look after those.”

Agah said he had warned the State
Department 10 times before the U.S.
Embassy takeover’last Nov. 4 that
Iran would react severely if the de-
posed shah, Mohammad Reza Pahla-
vi, was brought to the United States,
“although I never knew specifically
that their embassy would be taken
over. But I do think that the State
Department considered the possibili-

The only way
to break this thing is to isolate (Iran),"” said McKeel, who advocates a
total blockade that would tell the Iranians, “You turn us loose and we'll
turn you loose."
~—McKeel said Monday he is not concerned about actions that might upset
U.S. allies because, ‘“We don't have any (allies) who are backing us

The hostages will be released only when the Ayatollah Ruhollah

Pvt. Taylor, convicted March 31,
was sentenced to 30 days.at hard
labor and fined $298.

“I am not aware of another ecase of
this type in Europe,” Army spokes-
man Maj. David Russell said.

He said the Army began a crack-
down on sexual harassment in the
200,000-strong European command
last month by court-martialing two
male soldiers for verbally abusing a
female enlisted woman at their unit in
Nuremberg.

In the latest incident, which oe¢-

Johnson & Johnson teamed up on different ends of the West Coast
Tuesday to get their respective teams, the Los Angeles Lakers and the
Seattle SuperSonics, off on the right foot in the opener of their best-of-
seven National Basketball Association conférence semifinal series.

In Los Angeles, Earvin “Magic’" Johnson had 13 points, 16 assists and
12 rebounds to lead the Lakers to a 119-110 victory over the Suns. While
the Magic Show was doing its tricks, Kareem Abdul-Jabbar contributed
30 points, Norm Nixon 26 and Jamaal Wilkes 19.

Up the coast in Seattle, Dennis Johnson's three-point basket from about
26 feet with one second to play in overtime lifted the defendipg NBA
champion SuperSonics to a 114-113 now you've won it-now you haven't
triumph over the Milwaukee Bucks.

The Bucks had taken the lead with six seconds to play on Marques
Johnson's breakaway stuff. Dennis Johnson then dribbled the ball from
backcourt until he let fly from outside the three-point line, hitting nothing
but net.

Both Western Conference semifinals resume tonight in Los Angeles and_
Seattle. In the East, the Boston Celtics entertain the Houston Rockets in

their best-of-seven opener while the Philadelphia 76ers, leading Atlanta
10, are at home against the Hawks

Until this year, of course, Dennis Johnson's desperation shot would
have been good for only two points and a tie

““I wasn't looking for the three-point shot,”’ he said. I shot over Sidney
Moncrief with maybe two or three seconds, and it went.”

“You don’t get beat by a lucky shot many times, and that was a lucky
shot,” said Milwaukee Coach Don Nelson. “‘But there is a certain amount
of luck in any game. Maybe somewhere along in the series we’'ll get a
break like that ourselves.”

The Lakers led by as many as 22 points with 4:20 remaining but
Phoenix closed the gap in the closing minutes with a series of three-point
baskets by Mike Bratz, who finished with five of them and a career-high
25 points. Walter Davis added 24 and Alvan Adams 21.

The Lakers led 70-66 midway in the third quarter but scored 13 of the

next 15 points to break the game open.

“After such a long layoff (nine days), I thought we were sharp and
alert,” said Los Angeles Coach Paul Westhead. ““We got our running
game going early and we kept it going all night. I thought Nixon triggered
our fast breaks with important baskets.”

When the Celtics step on the court tonight against Houston, they will be
seeing their first action in 11 days.

At least, that is the way Jerry Mob-
ley, Green Tree general manager,
likes to describe the course. ‘“The
course doesn’t play that long, but it

—witl-certainly test—the—golfer's shot

making skills. Most of the holes are
designed as a reward-punishment
idea. It rewards the golfer who takes
a chance and makes a good shot while
it deals out a great deal of punishment
to the golfer who doesn’'t make his
shot,” Mobley stated.

THE COURSE opening comes after
two years of eager anticipation.
Course planning began in August of
1978. Mobley says the course should
reach a mature stage within a year,
but even now, the course can serve as
a model Tor other such endeavors.

The course is not for the timid
golfér with water surrounding 11 of
the 18 holes. The course features 13
acres of lakes, ranging in depth from
10 to 22 feet and stocked with fish
The course will play for men at 6,717
yards at the longest while the women
will play at 6,312 yards.

The course has several advantages
There is no true rough since the entire
course is watered by a computerized
system, one of only three in the world
to do so. The system features over 800
sprinklers which can be controlled by

Den_vg:_ and Pittsburgh just to name

a few.’

One of the holes which is already
drawing rave reviews is No. 16. It's a
par three, 190-yard hole, which will
test the nerves on any golfer. A lake
separates the tee box and the green

—and it 15 one of the most beautiful—

holes on the course.

The Green Tree course also offers
golf course living. There are seven
homes on the course now with room
for 228. Sixty per cent of the lots are
now taken. There will also be room for
403 homes on the Green Tree proper-
ty. The course, however, is unique in
that there are no streets crossing the
course and there are 175-feet more
vardage between home and course
than recommended for this type
course.

HOWEVER, the Green Tree con-
cept didn’t come without its ac hes and
pains. In April of 1979, the entire
course was leveled by a vicious sand
storm. Sprinklers, which had been
buried two-feet deep, were unco-

“vered. Things almost had fo start

over again from step one. Then last
August, the greens were washed out
four different times when heavy rains
fell. Defective valves and sprinklers
had to be replaced. It wasn’t easy. It
never is when a new course goes in.

Green Tree will soon offer a 36,000
square feet club house with three
dining areas that will seat up to 800. It
will also have three handball and
racquetball courts, spa, sauna and
weight machines, five lighted tennis
courts and a swimming pool, which
features a sunbathing island

Talks resume Thursday between the two teams of
negotiators headed by Marvin Miller, executive
director of the Players’ Association, and Ray Gre
bey, representing management

Kenneth Moffett, a deputy director of the Federal
Mediation Service, took a positive view of Tuesday's
4% hours of negotiations, the second of seven sche
duled meetings over the next three weeks

"Tbe feeling was cordial between the parties,”” he
said. “I'd say it was cohstructive. 1 would not
suggest a tremendous amoum of progress was
made.’

That seemed to concur with Miller's view. The
union chief said the session was concerned with
management’'s first tentative responses to altered
player als which were placed on the negotiat
ing table March 18

Those altered proposals included a new ceiling on
minimum salaries, dropping the players’ demand
from ome-third of the average salary to a lower
figure, and a five-year waiting period for a player
becoming a free agent down from the current six
year wait but up from the originally-proposed four
years

“Their response was ‘Do you have any lower
figures we might consider,’” Miller said. “‘Well, we
made the counter proposals. It was their responsibil-
ity to reply to them, to make a counter offer to
them."

Miller seemed annoyed at the slow pace of the
negotiations.

“I'm not discouraged, though this kind of pace is
not my preference,” he said. “I don't think you
should pussyfoot around. But it’s their approach.”

There has still been no discussion of compensation
for teams losing free agents. That issue is considered
the major stumbling block in the talks

“It’s essential that you talk out an issue before you
can agiree on it,”” Miller explained. “Maybe you don’t
agree today, but maybe you moved closer to that
agreement in discussions. But these are not normal

SEATTLE (AP) — With every rumble and puff of
steam from Mount St. Helens, excited geothermal
experts see visions of a new source of energy —
magma power — that could tap heat from the molten
rock within the volcano.

“‘By recent activity, I mean that most of Mount St.
Helens has formed within the last 2,000 years,” he
sald.

Its most recent activity, the quakes and eruptions
that began two weeks ago, may offer geothermal

The railroad still is evaluating two geothermal
sites at the base of Mount St. Helens.

Sandia Laboratories, a private facility in Albu-
querque, N.M., has been conducting studies for five
years for the federal Department of Energy on heat
energy in the vast bodies of molten rock— magma —
found a few miles down in the earth’s erust. It sent
scientists to the volcano last week to set up cameras
on nearby mountains to record steam plume activi-
ty.

Harry C. Hardee, a supervisor of the geothermal
energy division at Sandia, said Tuesday its studies
indicate a vast reserve of clean heat energy that can
be converted to electricity.

Repre:sentatives of the U.S, government and mili-
tary, the Enewetak people, the U.S. Trust Territory
of the Pacific and the Marshall Islands government
attervied the main ceremony Tuesday on the island
of Erewetak.

About 450 Enewetak natives — including a baby
girl born here Monday and youths who had never
se:en their homeland — came for the celebration

WASHINGTON (AP) — Inflation's sizzling pace
could be cut in half after mid-year, barring any new
shocks to the economy, says Charles L. Schultze,
President Carter’s top economic adviser

While inflation is likely to continue in the 17
percent to 18 percent range for the next several
months, Schultze said, the rate could dip below 10
percent after mid-year if oil price rises moderate
and mortgage interest rates stop climbing

) g, chairman of the president’'s Counci
Economic Advisers, said his optimistic scenario
allows for a rate of increase in oil prices of 20 percent
in the second half of the year, down from the 75
percent to 85 percent of recent months

It also assumes mortgage interest rates will de
cline after mid-year by 2 percentage points, which he
said is a ‘‘conservative’ projection. But even if
mortgage interest rates just stay at about their
current level of approximately 16 percent, inflation
still could dip below 10 percent, he indicated

“There is a large potential after the next three
months or so for a significant reduction in the rate of
inflation,”’ he said in a speech at the National Press
Club.

The Garter-administration is now-forecasting-an
increase in consumer prices of 12.8 percent for the
year as a whole, which assumes an easing in the rate
of inflation after mid-year to offset the 18 percent
rate in January and February ’

Consumer prices increased 13.3 percent last year,
double the administration's original forecast. The
worsened rate last year was blamed on the unex
pected increase in world oil prices. U.S. officials say
that barring any new crisis, oil prices should remain
relatively stable during the remainder of this year

But even without a cutoff, said one
industry observer, buyers may be
thinking of reducing their purchases
of Iranian oil because the country’s
prices are well above those charged
by other exporters.

And the New York Times reported
today from London that bankers and
oil industry experts said a cutoff
could create serious problems for
Iran. They said it would eliminate
Iran’s biggest customers — with no
