I  Outlook 
Reported Good

LUBBOCK, March 23. An opti­
mistic picture of long-range water 
prospects of the South Plains and 
Panhandle was sketched here Mon 
day afternoon by Harry Burleigh, 
chief engineer of Texas Reclama­
tion service.

He voiced confidence that a Ca­
nadian River dam and reservoir 
could impound enough water for 
all the needs of all cities and 
towns of the area for domestic 
and industrial purposes during the 

I "reasonably foreseeable future.”
Estimates reported at a meeting 

in the city hall here of representa­
tives of eight communities of the 

| area, were that the water require­
ments of all South Plains and Pan­
handle" communities would ap­
proximate 139,000 acre feet an­
nually in the year 2,000.
Water Going To Waste

Substantially more than this 
quantity now flows downstream in 
the Canadian and goes to waste 
each year, he said.

He expressed further confidence 
that numerous towns can place 
reliance for the next 50 years or 
longer upon the underground 
sources from which all communi­
ties of the areas now obtain their 
water. It may be cheaper and bet­
ter, he said, for many localities to 
place their long-range dependence 
upon these supplies. lie mention­
ed Plainview, Littlefield, I.eveliand. 
and Dimmitt as being in this 
group.

If the time comes within the 
next 20 to 40 years when such 
communities must obtain water 
from other sources, he asserted, a 
Canadian reservoir should be able 
to supply nil they need.
Information Sought

Cities like Amarillo and Lubbock 
he continued, are in a different 
category. Their demands are so 
large, Burleigh said, that the Cana­
dian development appears now to 
offer the bed hope of solving their 
long-range problems.

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TEXAS HAS A BOOK 
- - - ALMOST!

By Olga M. Peterson 
Once upon a time there was an 

artless chorus girl who refused 
the gift of a book because she al­
ready had one. Boasting of pos­
sessions is a social sin, but to the 
chorus girl’s cultured cousin, pride 
In ownership of one book is an 
even greater sin; and within the 
circle of cultured cousins, the rea­
son is plain enough. Yet, when 
the public library resources of this 
great and wealthy state are as­
sessed, by actual statistical count 
the average Texan is poorer than 
the chorus girl. The public libraries 
o f this state, at the last national 
count in 1945, claimed only eight- 
tenths of a book per person.

But statistics often lie, and in 
this case the actual situation is

even worse. For the book resourc­
es of Texas are concentrated in 
the largest centers of population, 
leaving three and a half million 
people without any library service 
at all. Out of 3,700 Texas cities, 
towns and villages, 3,600 have no 
public libraries. Six of these have 
a population over 10,000. Not one 
library in the state receives ade­
quate support, when judged by the 
standards set Ky the American Li­
brary Association. Where is the 
wealth of Texas? Why are we not 
using some of it to increase the 
mental stature of our citizens?

Far poorer states are doing 
much more. On our own borders, 
Louisiana, Arkansas and New 
Mexico support state-wide pro­
grams for the promotion of li­
braries. In some states money is 
available for the partial upkeep of 
local libraries. In others, trained 
fieldworkers go from town to town, 
county to county, guiding the 
growth of sprouting libraries. Of­
ten the state library has a budget 
to provide books and service to 
counties which contribute partial 
financing. For every penny Texas 
puts into state library service, 

j Louisiana and New Mexico put in 
eight; Arkansas seven and Okla­
homa four.

It isn’t a question of lack of 
popular interest. Over 40 counties 
have groups actively engaged in 
promoting a county library. Most 
of these counties, however, do not 
have sufficient tax valuation to 
support an adequate county library 
and must look to the state for 
assistance in establishing a state- 
regional set-up. Letters from peo­
ple without library service fill the 
mailbags at the State Library Of­
fices in Austin. The writers want 
to know why some counties can 
provide their children with free 
books when others cannot; how- 
much county libraries cost; who 
pays for them; how they are start­
ed; how clubs can help; what "re­
gional” library service means.

1

“Regional service” is a com­
paratively new term. It describes 
a system which may be the an­
swer to the staggering problem 
of public services for vast areas 
of sparsely populated country with 
low tax valuations. By combining 
the resources of several counties, 
it is possible to reduce the cost 
per county. This may provide part 
of the answer for Texas. State aid 
to libraries provides another part.

The last major attempt at a 
state aid program for libraries was 
in 1939. Now the Texas Library 
Association is recommending that 
the 51st Legislature approve the 
State Library’s budget request of 
$200,000 a year for a state-wide 
library development program to be 
carried out by its established Li­
brary Extension Division.

The sum is intentionally modest, 
because the program is aimed at 
the establishment of regional li­
braries on a cooperative basis. 
Counties within each region would 
be required to appropriate to the 
limit of their ability under their 
present tax valuation. State-em­
ployed librarians, state-owned 
books and bookmobiles would re­
main in a region until library ser­
vice there was able to stand on its 
own feet. As soon as the region 
could afford to assume full sup­
port the state would withdraw. 
Leaving books and equipment as 
its permanent contribution.

The regional librarian and staff 
would move with a new bookmo­
bile and new books to another 
region, where the work of organi­
zation and development would be­
gin. The State Librarian, Francis 
Henshaw, believes that in ten 
years, the entire state could be 
covered with regional libraries ef­
ficiently operating without further 
state aid. He points out that li­
brary development in Texas must 
come through regional systems, 
since there are only about a dozen 
counties that can support ade­
quate libraries of their own.

The prospects for the appropria­
tion are better than they were in 
1939. In 1947, Governor Jester re- 
commedend to the 50th Legisla­
ture the appropriation of $200,000 
a year for library development 
purposes, and hre has indicated 
that the current appropriation re­
quest will have his full support. 
The crucial point is therefore the 
action of the 51st Legislature It­
self, and affirmative action can 
be assured if enough Texans let 
their representatives know that 
they want modern library services 
for themselves and their children.

Urges Big Sum 
For Conservation

AUSTIN, March 22.The urgent 
need for soil conservation work 
is a concern not only of the farm­
er, but also of city and town 
dwellers.

Significance of the soil to urban 
people was explained in Austin 
this week by R. M. Boswell of 
Kenedy, representing the Associa­
tion of Texas Soil District Super­
visors.

The association is supporting 
legislation to appropriate $10.- 
000.000 as a permanent capital 
fund to round out Texas' soil 
conservation program.
"Money that is exchanged in 

purchasing, processing, transport­
ing, and merchandising agricultur­
al products finds its way into the 
pockets of every Texas citizen,” 
Boswell declared. He continued:

"Economists have estimated that 
every dollar’s worth of raw pro­
ducts from the farm and ranch 
turns into seven dollars' worth of 
value in goods and services be­
fore it reaches the consumer.

“The original dollar is what the 
farmer or ranchman gets. People 
in cities and towns harvest the 
other six dollars.”

Urban dwellers are now realiz­
ing that their economic welfare is 
interlocked with that of agricul­
ture, Boswell said.

He noted that many bankers, 
labor •rganizations, and other in­
dividual groups are working for 
the advancement of soil conserva­
tion. * /

Urging passage of the $10,000,000 
soilv conservation bill, Boswell de­
clared:

" I f  the legislature will provide 
this amount to the districts now, 
the soil savejl and the resulting 
increases in agricultural products 
will be worth $100,000,000 in the 
next ten years.”

In a statement to a legislative 
committee, Boswell said:

"The appropriation of $10,000,- 
000 that you are asked to recom­
mend to the legislature is to be 
used by the districts as capital.

"We assure you that if this 
amount of money is provided 
we will not be back before the 
next legislature for another ap­
propriation.
"It is our plan and intention to 

use this fund for the purchase of 
material and equipment for use 
by the districts, to be sold and 
leased to cooperators at a price 
sufficient to replace such material 
and equipment by the time it is 
depleted.”

The amount requested represents

the minimum requirement to carry­
forward a complete and efficient 
soil conservation program, Boswell 
said.

He pointed out that $10,000,000,

when allocated to the distrlj 
would boil down to an average 
only about $10,000 for each cot 
precinct.

Tomatoes Important
While the average farmer knows 

the value of a garden and always 
sees to it that he has ample garden 
planted to run his family through 
the year, there are still some men 
who glean their living from the soil 
who don’ t bother to plant a garden.

The aim in gardening, at all, is to 
supply the household with vegeta­
bles—summer and winter; and the 
farmer who does this is always re­
paid not only with money saved and 
convenience of having supply imme­
diately at hand, but also by the

,,,

nourishing value of home-processed 
foods.

As family sizes and needs vary as 
much as individual tastes, the gar­
den should be as variable as any­
thing could be. Thus a garden be­
comes such an individual matter 
that the seed list for each must be 
individually worked out.

However there is a principle In­
volved that Is general and that is 
"planning.”  Here is an example:

The tomato is among the most 
versatile of vegetables to prepare 
for the table arid returns the most 
for the garden space occupied. So, 
there must be tomatoes. Properly 
handled, harvesting may start July 
1 and tomatoes may be had fresh 
until several weeks after frost, or 
for about 120 days. At one and one- 
half servings a day. the fresh to­
mato amount should be about three 
and one-half bushels, as a serving 
for five persons is that needed to 
can a quart, a bushel canning 17 
quarts.

For the remaining 245 days, the 
tomatoes must come from cans and. 
allowing two servings weekly, 70 
quarts are needed, or five bushels 
more. The total becomes eight and 
one-half bushels, or 510 pounds. A 
correctly-tended plant yields 10 
pounds and 50 plants are needed. Of 
these, 15 should be early (Break 
O’Day), and 35 late (Rutgers).

Other crops may be worked out 
as carefully based on family likes

Other slight changes below the 
January level were eating and 
drinking places and restaurants 
and drug stores down one per 
cent; and department stores, off 
two per cent. The heaviest slumps 
appeared in apparel lines, men’s 
and boys’ clothing stores 34 per 
cent below January, and family 
clothing stores, 26 per cent.

Durable goods stores sales, up 
seven per cent, accounted for Feb­
ruary 1949 retail sales bettering 
February 1948 by one per cent. 
A 24-per-cent gain over last Feb­
ruary placed automotive sales out 
in front among durable goods 
items, which in the other main 
lines provided declines of 11 per 
cent in building material, lumber, 
and hardware, seven per cent in 
furniture and household, and 10 
pry cent for jewelry.

Nondurable goods stores over 
the February-to-February period 
dipped one per cent, though eat­
ing and drinking places and res­
taurants moved upward three per 

[Cent, combination stores (groceries 
and meat), two per cent; country 
general stores, two per cent; and 
both department and drug stores, 
one per cent.

Apparel store sales of nondur­
ables recorded the greatest losses 
though no item slid 10 per cent 
below February 1948, men's and 
boys’ stores, down eight per cent; 
family clothing stores, five per 
cent in February from a year earl­
ier, and general merchandise and 
grocery stores without meat, both 
down three per cent.

AUSTIN, March 22.—Texas retail 
sales of durable goods stores re­
covered from the usual post-Christ­
mas slump in February 1949 to 
climb 10 per cent above January, 
the University of Texas Bureau of 
Business Research reported.

Automotive stores, With a 17- 
per-cent gain, showed the widest 
increase over January 1949 among 
durabV goods stores in Texas, 
motqr^vehicle dealers handling 20 
pee ̂ citat more business in this 
category. Jewelry sales rose 16 per 
cent above the January level, 
while .the building material, lum- 
ber^sjiT’d hardware line advanced 
thrf»e'*'per cent, with such com­
ponents as lumber and material 
dealers up three per cent and farm 
implements a fraction of 1 per 
cent. Hardware stores slipped less 
than half of one per cent in Feb­
ruary from January.

Furniture and household sales 
lagged six per cent in February, 
with furniture stores down nine 
per cent from the previous month.

Although February retail sales 
of both durable and nondurable 
cent, total nondurable goods 
Mores dropped six per cent from 
January, the only increases be­
ing recorded in shoe stores, up 
five per cent, and women's spec­
ialty shops, up eight per cent. 
Country general stores, with less 

than a one-half-per-cent drop, pre­
sented the smallest decrease a- 
mong Texas’ nondurable goods

Sift together flour, baking powder 
and salt. Cut or rub in shorten­
ing until mixture is crumbly. Add 
milk to make a soft dough. Turn 
out on lightly floured board and 
knead gently 30 seconds. Roll out 
one-half ;nch thick. Cut with 
floured biscuit cutter or sharp 
kr.ife. Bake on ungreased baking

sheet in hot oven (450 degrees F ) 
10 to 12 minutes. Makes about 
eight three-inch biscuits.
For Biscuit Shortcake: Split bis­
cuits in half and serve with 
creamed peas and salmon. Gar­
nish platter with hard-cooked egg 
slices.
