Guard patrols 
Grand Island

GRAND LSLAND, Neb. (AP) — Na­
tional Guardsmen patrolled past 
twisted and shattered buildings early 
today as federal ofRcials pMged to 
help this Plains city recover from 
devastating tornadoes that destroyed 
nearly 600 homes and businesses and 
killed at least four people.

Nearly 200 people wer^nJured, at 
least four critically, whernis many as 
seven twisters rumbled through 
dozens of blocks of the city of 40,000. 
The body of one teen age girl was ' 
blown nearly a block by the battering 
winds. “

Bill .Shreffler, assistant city attor­
ney, said workers continued to search 
for more possible victims, but "w e 
have no numbers" of the missing.

“ Nobody really knows how many 
deaths there are,”  said Gov. Charles 
Thone, who inspected the*devastation 
by helicopter. F^stimates of the death 
loll Wednesday reached as high as 35, 
but Thone later said the final tally 
would be lower than expected.

*Tve Rhver seen anything like it," 
said Danford Stout, who huddled With 
his family Jn a cellar as the twisters 
reduced nis home to splinters. “ You 
know, I ain’t much of a church-goer, 
but I still believe in the good Lord and 
I prayed when we were down in that 
basement.”

ACCUR1(ING TO COUNTY Judge 
R D Bennett, the couple had separat­
ed before, but always reconciled.

“ All his friends tried to cheer him 
up,”  Roberts said, “ and it worked 
pretty good until Monday afternoon. 

4le became real depress!^
“ lie was at church Sunday and 

dressed fit to kill. Me looked real good. 
'̂ In fact several people said Sunday, 

afternoon he was in a better mood, 
and then something changed.”

The sheriffs unexpected and vio­
lent death has caused a great deal of 
turmoil in the community

M ayor M aurice Simmons re ­
marked, “ This has really saddened 
the community, but in the end they’ ll 
all pull together. It .may even 
strengthen it in some way.”

JUDGE BENNETT perhaps' pro 
sided the best insight into “ Bud”  
Gregory during the few weeks before 
his death 'Bennett’s office was Just 
around the comer from Gregory’s 
and apparently they talked quite 
often.

“ It’s shocked everyone and, of 
course, those of us here who were 
close to the sheriff and his wife — we 
were more affected by it than perhaps 
you would be normally.

” In retrospect, he was a man that 
was liked He was a very dedicated 
fellow to something he believed in. 
But he was emational. The separation 
from his wife had Just overcome 
him ”

According to Bennett, Gregory was 
hospitalized two days early last week 
for a “ nervous condition.”

He also said Gregor>- was extreme­
ly sensitive and would sometimes 
take common occurrences as a per­
sonal affront.

“ People who committed a burglary 
did it not for the swag but to do him

personal injury — that’s how he some­
times saw it. Yet, he’d bring these 
sarpe p«*ople in here and do every­
thing he could to make them comfort­
able”

BENNF:TT ADDED that Gregory 
kept his Jail immaculate and made 
sure the prisoners Were well fed.

"He had so many kind qualities 
about him that were good, yet when 
he got mad — he was real high tem­
pered.”

Gregory apparently expected he 
and his wife would reconcile again, 
Bennett said. “ But evidently Mrs. 
Gregory was adamant that they 
shouldn’t; that it wasn’t in their best 
interests.”

And he told about the time last week 
when Gregory came in to talk to him. 
” Hc said he hoped everything would 
work out. We were Just talking about 
it and all at once he Just got up and 
walked out. It seemed to disturb him 
Just to talk about it.”

Bennett also said Gregory had been 
having trouble sleepihg and* hadn’t 
h ^ i  eating as he should.

^ u t  it Just never entered my head 
that he might commit suicide, and he 
dearly loved his wife. If you had 
asked me prior to this if he might 
have killed himself, ) would have said 
yes. But not his wife He loved her too 
much. When he talked about her he 
always had something nice to say. 
And he valued her influence in the 
community.”

GREGORY WAS DEEPLY reli­
gious, according to the Judge, and was 
highly emotional about it. “ He tried 
his best to live a Christian life, but he 
would let events sometimes sway 
him.”

During his 15 years as sheriff, Ben 
nett said, Gregory worked hard to 
keep Andrews (bounty “ clean,”  espe 
cially of narcotics.

"l^at seemed to be the thing he 
worked harder on. His feeling seemed 
to be about the children who are 
Involved.”

Wayne Farmers former chief depu­
ty and now interim sheriff, had 
worked for Gregory for 14 years.

‘He’s been fair to us. We have a lot 
of respect and admiration for him. He 
ran an excellent sheriffs depart­
ment. He was well-known throughout 
the state; almost every agency recog­
nized his name," Farmer said, his

words cut short by his effort to control 
his tears.

It had been a long day — Gregory's 
death, his being sworn in as interim 
sheriff and then shortly after mid­
night Wednesday, another suicide.

” I’d give anything if it (Gregory’s 
death) hadn’t happened,”  he told 
the mayor.

“ Bud has his faults like all of us do, 
but as far as the department, he 
devoted his full time and everything 
he had to it.”

ANDREWS WAS ALREIAUY rock­
ing from a suicide-murder Saturday 
night The Gregorys’ deaths seemed 
almost too much to accept, topped off 
by a Wednesday morning suicide — 
five gunshot deaths in five days,

“ We’re Just lioping it’s flni.shed,”  
Roberts said.

‘ "rhings in Andrews ^eem to hap­
pen in c y c le s ,”  said Farm er. 
“ There’ ll be three accidents or three 
fires^ It’s not a set* rule, .but It’s 
cpmmon enough that people around 
here recognize and notice it.’*

Ironically, there are similarities 
among^he three incidents. All three 
were related to marital problems.

In the first, Jesus Escarcega broke 
into his estranged wife’s home Satur­
day night and shot her in the head 
before turning the weapon bn himself. 
He was found semi-conscious and 
later di<HJ at Permian General Hospi­
tal.

Both E scarcega  and G regory  
stopped after killing their wives to 
notify someone of the deed. Escar­
cega walked next door and told a 
neighbor before killing himself. Gre­
gory called the sheriffs dispatcher.

About 12.36 a.m. Wednesday, a 
passing motorist reported a body 
3.3 miles west of Andrews. Donald 
H McBeth, 52, of Andrews was found 
lying beside his vehicle with a shot­
gun wound to the head. The Justice of 
the peace ruled suicide.

Gregory and McBeth were both es­
tranged from their wives, and both 
lived in the same apartments. But as 
far as deputies can determine, the 
two did not know each other.

GREGORY WAS BORN and raised 
in East Teias, the youngest of seven 
children. His father died when Gre­
gory was six, and he worked at vari­
ous Jobs throughout his school years. 
During World War II he Joined the

Navy,, and upon his discharge was 
employed by Petrolite Corporation at 
a wax plant near Kilgore. He met 
Willa Dean Carl, his future wife, in 
1948; they were married in 1M9.

In 1953, Gregory went to work for 
Mobil Oil, the old Magnolia Petrole­
um Co., as a roustabout.

The Job was in Andrews. They ar­
rived the week after Thanksgiving in 
1953. *

Seven years later, when Mobil 
threatened to move the Gregorys, 
now numbering five, he went to work 
for Tret-o-lite Co. They were transfer­
red anyway, in January 1961, to South 
Texas .for two years. In 1963, Magna 
Chemicfl Co. offered him a Job in 
Andrews, and Gregory accepted.

In 1964, he ran for sheriff. He won 
and since then has been virtuklly 
un^posed for the office.

FTmeral services for “ Bud”  and 
“ Biddy”  Gregory were to be at 2 p.m. 
today in the First Baptist CTiurch 
chai^.

Waterfront fire kills three

PORT KLANG, Malaysia (AP) — A 
fire and several explosion.s hit the 
waterfront area.of this Malaysian city 
today, killing three persons. Injuring 
about 150 others.

ATLANTA (A P ) -  Jack Potts 
saved himself from the electric chair 
with an execution-eve decision to 
renew his appeals, saying he’d learn­
ed a condemned man could use pub­
licity to help other prisoners.

Potts, 35, who fired his attorneys 
last fall and said he was ready to die, 
announced his decision to appeal 
Wednesday evening, just 15 hours be­
fore he was to be executed at the 
Georgia State Prison near Reids- 
ville.

U.S. District Judge William C. 
O’Kelley of Atlanta granted an indefi­
nite stay of execution until Potts’ 
appeal could be heard.

Earlier Wednesday, O’Kelley and 
an appeals court in New Orleans had 
rejected appeals by others in Potts’ 
behalf. The condemned was to have 
died at 10:30 a.m. today.

The newly Launched appeals could 
delay his execution for two years, 
lawyers said.

Potts, facing twin death sentences 
for the kidnapping and murder of 
24 year-old Michael Priest in May 
1975, had fíjred his lawyers last fall 
and said he was ready to die.

When hl.s mother visited Wednes­
day afternoon, Potts still waŝ  re­
solved to die and his last words to her 
were, “ Goodbye mother, I’ll see you 
In heaven," she said.

But at 7 p m., after hours of plead­
ing by his brother and a former girl­
friend, he changed his mind, just 15 
hours b»*fore he was to be.executed at 
the Georgia .State Prison near Reids 
vllle. • '

“ Jackie Potts is not afraid to die,’ ’

said a statement written by anti­
death penalty lawyers and signed by 
Potts.

,  “ His new religious faith (Catholi 
'  cism) convinced him that he could be 

of assistance to other people,’ ’ the 
statement said. “ He discovered that 
he could use the media attention that 
had focused on him to publicize the 
inhuman and unconstitutional condi­
tions under which all the inmates of 
the Georgia .State Prison at Reldsville 
have suffered.”

“ Why doesn’t he just get it over 
with? He has played with us — every­
body — for five years," the suburban 
Atlanta hairdresser said. “ You know 
what I think of when I see the taxes 
taken out of my paycheck every 
week? I’m .helping to support the man 
who killed my son."

Priest’s mother, Mary, was furious 
when she learned from a television 
report that Putts had won a stay of 
execution.

Potts changed his mind after his 
brother, John, and former girlfriend^ 
Diane Nicholson, spent hours “ beg­
ging him constantly’ ' to renew his 
appeals.

’ ’ We just' began hugging each 
other" after he sijgned a note saying 
he wished to reneV his appeals, said 
Mrs. Nicholson, who had not seen ,

Potts in 12 years until Sunday.
In his note, Potts appointed Millard 

Farmer and Andrea Young, who had 
been trying to persuade him for days 
to renew appeals, as his lawyers. 
Associates in Atlanta ryshed pre­
viously prepared papers to federal 
court.

The stay will remain in e ff^ t until 
O’Kelley holds a hearing on Potts’ 
petition for review of his case. No date 
was set for that hearing. '

Potts’ mother, CJrolyn, who main­
tains her son did not commit murder, 
said, “ He’s been doing some wonder­
ful work, work he would like to go on 
with;’ ’

SEOUL. South Korea (AP) — Mili­
tary strongman Lt. Gen. Chun Doo- 
hwan tightened his grip on South 
Korea today with the announcement 
that he will head a standing commit­
tee to handle the nation’s day-to-day 
affairs.

The announcement was made by 
South Korea’s ruling council, which 
said the committee has 19 top mili­
tary officers and 12 bureaucrats, and 
13 subcommittees generally pat­
terned after the lines of the defunct 
National Assembly.

Only -four members, all generals 
including Chun, were on the original 
parent council, officially called the 
Special Committee for National Secu­
rity Measures.

The announcement said 13 of the 
standing committee members, six

generals and seven civilians, will 
head the subcommittees, each with 
five to eight members.

The government set up the the spe» 
cial coipmlttee Saturday to enable the 
military to take near total control of 
the government to rule the nation 
under continuing martial law.

The 25-man committee headed by 
civilian President Choi Kyu-hah in­
cluded eight cabinet ministers and 
two other civilians. But the real 
power center is believed to be the 
standing committee announced 
today.

The makeup of each subcommittee 
was not immediately announced but 
sources said it was made up predo­
minantly of military personnel in­
cluding many field grade officers.

CtvHian bureaucrats headed, life

subcommittees dealing with leglsla 
tion and the judiciary, foreign affairs, 
economy and science, finance, agri­
culture and fisheries, construction, 
commerce and resources.

The subconfmittees chaired by mili­
tary officers were those on steering,! 
home'affairs, finance, education and 
Information, public health and social 
affairs, and transportation.

These subcommittees will “ advise 
the president on his overall supervi­
sion of martial law affairs and be 
charged with coordination and con­
trol In the planning and execution of 
national policy matters for national 
defense and security,’ ’ the announce 
ment said.

Martial law was declared following 
the assassination of President Park 
Chung-hee Oct. 2g. It was extended to

the entire country when antl-govem 
ment sfudent demonstrations erupted 
May 17, sparking the closing of uni­
versities and widespread arrests, in­
cluding that of dissident leader Kim 
Dae-Jung. a

After Insurgent demonstrators 
seiied the provincial capital of 
Kwangju — Kim’s native area 150 
miles south of Seoul — for more than 
one week late last month, the ruling 
generals tightened up their control 
over the nation by setting up tl^ 
junta-like council. V

The student rebels had demanded 
_an end to martial law. a speedup irt 
the timetable for democratic reforms 
announced by the Choi government, 
and most Importantly, the resignation 
of Chun, who was both defense securi­
ty commander and acting head of the

Korean CIA. the nation’s secret po- 
llce. , .

Last week. Chun formally resigned 
the CIA post, but held on to the com* 

*mand of defense security. With his

chairmanship ^ f  the new standing 
committee, however, it was consid­
ered likely that whoever becomes tit­
ular head of the ClA »«ve 
his orders from Chun. •

Iran executes 12 for drug crim es
By 1%e Associated Press

Twelve more Iranians were execut­
ed today in Hamadan and Jourghan, 
about 125 miles southwest of Tehran,

■ for drug offenses. More than 70 have 
been shot for similar crimes in the 
last two weeks as part of Iran’s drive 
against drug smuggling.

R evolutionary Judge Sadegh 
Khalkhali, leading the campaign, 
donned a military uniform and led 150 
revolutionary guards in a raid on the 
village of Jourghan where they

rounded up 30 people. Shortly after­
ward, Tehran radio said seven of 
them were executed.

Earlier, Tehran Radio said the rev­
olutionary court in Hamadan sen­
tenced five persons to death for drug 
offenses and taking part in prison 
riots. One of them, Albert Danielpour 
who was member of a wealthy Jewish 
family, was also convicted of spying 
for Israel, supporting former prime 
minister Shahpour Bakhtiar and drug 
smuggling.

Hatfield trying to kill 
new draft with filibuster

WASHINGTON (AP) -  .Sen. Mark 
O. Hatfield is trying to kill a peace­
time draft registration plan by talk­
ing It to death in the .Senate. Few if 
any of his colleagues are listening

The Oregoii Republican spoke 
against registration for almost five 
hours Wednesday as the .Senate began 
debating whether to spend 113.3 mil 
lion to register I»- and 20-year-old 
men this summer.

For most of tNe time, only one or 
two of the nation's 100 senators were 
present.

Occasionally, Hatfield was alone on 
the floor, his only audience being 
Senate staff members and people in 
the visitors' gallery.

Late in the afternoon. Selective .Ser­
vice Director Bernard Rostker Joined 
tourists In the gallery and listened for 
about half an hour.

Supporters of registration planned 
to take the floor today to outline their 
arguments.

The administration says it has 
enough votes — about M at last count 
— to pass reglstratioif Hatfield dis 
pules that; by his count 3S senators 
firmly oppose registration. 20 are un­
decided and 45 support it.

The big question Is how long Hat­
field and his allies can keep the fili­
buster going. Registration supporters 
•re expected to file a cloture petition 
by the end of the week to cut off 
debate.

That means the Senate would de-

clde early next week whether to let 
the filibuster continue .Sixty senators 
must vote for debate-limiting cloture 
before the discussion can be cur­
tailed.

Hatfield predicted he would win the 
first cloture test, but said he did not 
knoW how he would do thereafter.

In his opening arguments. Hatfield 
called registration a "fruitless and 
inconsequential procedure”  /hat 
would do nothing to improve military 
readiness'but which would create di- 
visiveness throughout the country.

He said that if only 2 per cent of 
eligible youths failed to register, the 
government would be faced with the 
prospect of pro.secuting HO.OOO people 
for a felony violation that carries a 
maximum penalty of five years' im­
prisonment and a |I0,000 fine.

The court system is not equipped to 
handle all the cases, he argued, and 
federal prisons, now with a population 
of 24,000 inmates, would not be able to 
hou.se them.

On the other .side of the argument. 
.Senate Democratic I.eader Robert C. 
Byrd of West Virginia said registra­
tion would be a signal to the Soviet 
Union and to U.S. allies "of our deter­
mination to place our armed forces in 
a slate of preparednes.s in the event of 
a military emergency.”  ' y

Bomb closes statue
„  NEW YORK (AP) -  The National 
Park Service was reopening the Stat­
ue of Liberty to the public today as 
authorities puzzled over who set a 
bomb in a room at the base of the 
giant national monument.

The Park Service said Wednesday 
the bombing had caused at least II5,- 
000 in damage to the second-floor

Dear Dr. Solomon: I read and hear a lot of 
arguments In favor of abortion and opposition to 
abortion, but I haven’t seen any figures indicating 
the extent to which this procedure Is used.

1 
always look over expose^ skin areas when they come 
in after playing, but I’ m not xure how to go 
about removing a tick If 1 find one. Would It be very 
dangerous If 1 couldn’t get It out? — Mrs. V.V.

l>ear Mrs. V.: Dr. Kenneth L. Crawford, a Mary­
land state veterinarian, suggests nail polish as the 
most effective way of removing ticks from the skin.
If the tick Is on the surface. It can be plucked off with 
a tissue; If embeded In the skin, brushlnglt with nail 
polish will force It to release iU grip.

As a preventive measure, you should also check 
any household peU for ticks. A tick brought into your 
home by a dog or cat might decide to leave the 
animal to veast on one of the members of your
family. . . . . . .  .

The chief danger of having a tick embedded In Uie- 
skin Is that It may cause Rocky Mountain spotted 
fever. Only about two percent of all ticks are 
infecU>d with the fever, and symptoms generally 
appear approximately 10 days after exposure. The 
symptoms resemble thow of tlw flu, with a sudoCT 
onset of fever and Infection of the lining pf thetcy6s.

WA.SHINGTON (AP) — White House'press secre­
tary Jody Powell perhaps best displayed the general 
glee of President Carter and his aides finally to be 
out on the campaign trail. Between events during a 
recent 12-hour day in Ohio, Powell was over­
heard singing Gene-Autry’s theme, "Back in the 
Saddle Again”

Powell also found himself receiving frequent con­
gratulations during the day for being exonerated on 
charges of using cocaine at a New York disco. 
He graciously accepted the good wishes, without 
pointing out that It actually was White House Chief of 
.Staff Hamilton Jordan who had received the clean 
bill a day earlier. ^

Although the president has msde supposedly 
“ non political’ ’ trips in the last month, the Ohio 
journey was the first time In a long while that 
Carter, who was holding a rally, was exposed to an 
outdoor crowd of thousands — a Secret Service 
agent’s nightmare.

As Air Force One neared Columbus, reporters and 
agents lined up at the back of the aircraft to use the 
bathrooms before landing. One agent, who looks and 
sometimes acts like actor Walter Matthau, emerged 
from the lavatory and declared: “ Never go Into 
combat with a full bladder.”

•
Later, just before Carter arrived at the Cleveland 

airport, an angry queen bee, soon joined by thou­
sands of others, attached herself to the front 
tire of a Secret Service car. The Secret Service 
quickly summoned a local bee expert who scraped 
the queen off the tire with a charge card and 
deposited her in a cardboard box containing honey. 
'The rest of the swarm followed.

•
On a recent visit to Carter’s campaign headquar­

ters. Powell and Jordan joined the president in his 
limousine for the short trip. When a reporter jokingly 
pointed out that he had never seen such an accumu­
lation of power In one place, Powell replied face­
tiously, “ Usually the Secret Service doesn’t let us 
ride together.”  ~ ~  “ ^

At the headquarters, the entourage was ushered 
upstairs in a tiny elevator that held only about five 
people. The president, his agents and Powell crowd­
ed in. Jordan was left to take the stairs, three at a 
time, up to the fifth floor.

Judge questions wisdom of gas act 
while upholding its constitutionality

OKLAHOMAGIT? (AP) — A feder­
al judge has question^ the wisdom of 
Cor^gress’ Natural Gas Policy Act of 
19781§ ensure reserves of natural gas 
while upholding the constitutionality 
of It.

The long-awaited 40-page order 
ruled against a challenge to the act 
lodged by Oklahoma. Texas, Louisi­
ana, Wyoming and an independent 
gas producer who claimed the act 
robbed states of their power to regu­
late in-state trade.

The order has national impact in

that It underlines tlie authority of 
Congress under the Commerce Clause 
of the Consitution to regulate the in- 
trastkte natural gas market just as it 
controls price ceilings of natural gas 
sold between statM.

But U.S. D istrict Judge Ralph 
Thompson indicated he based his de­
cision not on the wisdom of the act 
itself, but on Congress’ legislative 
authority under the Constitution to 
reach inside a state to govern trade.

President Carter pushed Congress 
in 1978 at a time whem gas supplies in 
the large gas-produting states was

plentiful, but widespread shortages 
were prevalent qj^sewhere in the na­
tion.

The government argued the for­
merly unregulated producing states 
were able to secure “ the lion’s shari”  
of new gas supplier by offering pro­
ducers hlgtier prices than they could 
get in the regulated Insterstate nlar- 
ket.

The act erases such distinctions by 
setting unlfprm  price  ce ilin gs  
throughout the nation. Congress had 
the right to regulate intrastate mar­
kets because they ultimately affecjl 
commerce between states, Thompson 
ruled.

The states argued Congress was 
usurping state sovereignty with the 
threatened result that the economies 
of Sun Belt states would be tossed Into 
chaos.

The states, joined by the president, 
of Marlin Oil (^ ., of Oklahoma C t̂y, 
and the W,pshlngton D.O. Legal Foun­
dation Inc., alleged the result of the 
act would do the opposite of what 
Congress may have intended.

They argued intrastate regulation 
will jeopardise “ an adequate supply 
of energy for all citizens of this coun­
try”  because It fails to give producers 
price incentives for future explora­
tion.

PORTLAND, Ore. (AP) — A new 
gas deposit found near Mist in north­
western Oregon might become the 
largest find in the field so far, officials 
of Northwest Natural Gas Co. said 
Wednesday night.

Kennedy says 
party doesn’t 
want Carter

To hear Sen. Edward M. Kennedy tell It, President - 
Carter is really In trouble now.

Carter claims to have clinched renomlnatlon, and 
the delegate numbers bear him out. But Kennedy 
says the Democratic party doesn’t really want 
Carter, adds that he, not the president, is the 
canditlate who could capture the big industrial states 
in the fall. . .

There are certain logical flaws in Kennedy s argu­
ment. One is that Democratic voters chose an odd 
way to express the distaste Kennedy perceives, since 
they have awarded Carter more than 1,924 nominat­
ing delegates — a majority with 258 votes to spare. .

They may not be enchanted with Carter; there are 
polls attesting to that. But they’re even less Uken 
with Kennedy, the pre-season favorite who fell fast 
once the voting started.

As he celebrated his capture of a delegate majority 
and more, Carter recalled the days when Kennedy 
was being billed as unbeatable. He thanked the

supporters “ who turned what eight months ago was 
a prediction of absolute defeat into a wondrous 
victocy tonight.”

Without question, Kennedy had his best day of the 
long season in the final round of presidential pri­
maries. He won five, including the biggest of 
them all in California.

That gives him a total of 10 primary election 
victories, five over a three-month span, five more on 
Tuesday.

Carter won three of the final primaries and ran his 
* total of primary sta(e victories to 24.

Kennedy said that didn’t count. He said Tuesday’s 
voters had declared they weren’t going to concede 
Carter’s nomination, and neither was he. “ The peo­
ple have decided that this campaign must go on,* and 

' the people have decided that relentless Inflation and 
rising unemployment must be ended, and the people 
have decided that what counts is not the quantity of 
delegates hot the quality of their lives,”  Kennedy 
said.

While Carter was declaring the nomination cam­
paign to be over, Kennedy was contending It has only 
entered a new phase. He said he would outline his 
future course “ at an appropriate time,”  which prob­
ably means as .soon as he and hls advisers figure out 
a game plan.

He can keep daring Carter to debate him, and 
suggesting that they both release all their delegates 
so Democrats can have an open convention, but that 
won’t work. The whole point of the five-month 
primary and caucus campaign was to close the 
convention, with both candidates trying to accom­
plish just that. Carter has succeeded, unless Ken­
nedy can get a majority of delegates to adopt 
rules that waive the commitments of the primaries 
and the caucuses. 'That is not likely.

He could keep traveling, working Democratic 
state conventions. He could stay home and try to uae 
the Senate as hls campaign forum.

Mostly, he can wait and see whether economic and 
foreign woes lead Carter delegates to sUrt looking 
for a way out. The Kennedy strategy must be based 
on the premise that Carter will go to the Aug. 11 
convention looking like a loser to Republican Ronald 
Reagan.

Kennedy listed hls primary election successes, 
including New York, Pennsylvania and California, in 
arguing that he’ s the stronger Democrat in states “ a 
Democratic nominee must carry to prevail In No­
vember.”

He didn’t mention Ohio, Illinois and Texas, big 
states that went with (barter.

Primary victories do not equate with‘ general 
election victories anyhow. If they did. Carter would 
have some eIpctabUity evldei^e of hls own: the 
primary states the president won will have 239 
electoral votes In November. Kennedy carried states 
with 167 electoral votes. It takes 270 to win the White 
House.

Certainly Carter has political problems, serious
I/ft this point, Reagan appears a formidable rival, 

and Carter acknowledges that the Independent 
rpresidential chall^ge of Rep. John B. Anderson will 

cost him votes. Inflaflon still Is high, although he 
says it will decline. Unemployment is headed 
upward. The president acknowledges that the re­
cession may be deeper than expected. The American 
hostages are still captive in Iran.

An Associated Press-NBC News poll among Tues­
day’s Democratic primary voters indicated there 
may be wholesale defections from a Carter ticket. 
Only about one-third of Democratic primary voters 
in California ar the president in the Nov. 4 election.

Even in Ohio, which Carter won. more than half 
said they did not plan to vote for him.

The surveys showed Anderson gaining the support 
of most of the potential Democratic defectors, al­
though Reagan got hls share, too.

Carter’s quest for party unity will be the more 
difficult given Kennedy’s insistence that he will keep 
campaigning for the 10 weeks that remain before the
convention.

So Carter has troubles. But he also has dele­
gates.

Inflation pace reduces

I support. But the donations did not keep pace with 
inflation.

“ If the vitality of the higher education system is to 
be preserved, the private sector will have to fill the 
gap between expanding needs and t it te r  sources of 
funds,”  he said In announcing the results of the 

i council’ s 20th annual survey of voluntary support.
He also said that donations from corporations had 

reached an all-time high as a percentage of the

The survey said Harvard University received the 
largest amount of voluntary support, $70 million,

LA GRANGE, Texas ( AP)  —

who solved every murder and bank 
robbery of the past 35 years but found 
unwanted fame only as the legend of 
the Chicken Ranch spread from 
Texas to Broadway.

Jim Flournoy Is retiring, seven 
years after the famed bawdy house 
shut down under pressure from Gov. 
Dolph Briscoe and Houston television 
personality Marvin Zindler,

At 78 and near the end of his long 
career as a lawman, Flournoy has 
few words about the Chicken Ranch.

“ 1 don't want to hear that name 
again. My wife Is sick of hearing 
about It, and so am I," he told the 
Austin Ameiican-Statesman.

The character of the sheriff is 
among the lead parts In “ The Best 
Little Whorehouse in T exas,”  a 
Broadway hit that soon will be a 
movie.

Flournoy has not seen the play. He 
says he won’t see the movie.

The sherlfrs career and the legacy 
. of the Chicken Ranch Interweaved 

through the years. For years he prac 
ticed a peacefyj co-existence based on

the wishes o f local citizens. The 
house’s owners were big contributors 
to local charities.

The 6-4, 200-pound sheriff and his 
deputies broke up fights at the house 
and used information gleaned from 
its women em ployees to so lve  
crimes.

Lester Zapalac, former publisher of 
the local newspaper, said Flournoy 
found the girls could help trap a brag­
ging bandit.

“ He discovered that whenever 
some crook knocked over a bank, the 
first thing the crook was likely to do 
was rush over to (the Chicken Ranch) 
and spend his money on one of the 
girls. And white he was at it he’d brag 
about how he’d done the robbery, how 
much money he got, and who was 
with him when he did the robbing, 
said Zapalac. t

Zapalac said “ 95 percent of the 
(local) people wanted it here.’ ’

At the end of this year Flournoy wHl 
leave the 100-yei^r-old courthouse 
hère. His career as a lawman started 
in 1925 as a deputy in nearby Kenedy 
County. He did not seek re-election 
this year.

“ At first 1 just wanted to be a 
cowboy. My father and brothers were 
already in law enforcement, and I 
guess 1 always knew I’d end up there
too,’ ’ he said.

After serving as a deputy shenff, 
Flournoy became a Texas Ranger 
and was sent to San Angelo.

‘ I’d hook up a trailer to the car to 
carry my horse and we’d drive out 
into the Big Bend country. When we d 
gotten as far as we could go by car, 
we’d getAhe horses out and ride the 
rest of the way,’ ’ he said.

Fioumoy predicted the new sheriff 
will have to deal with an increasing 
number of outsiders coming to town, 
just as Fioumoy had to contend wlw 
the out-of-towners who sparked the 
closing of the Chicken Ranch.

“ We got a big oil boom going. Lou 
of ouUide people are coming in.
