Carter raps Reagan 
with renewed vigor

President Carter is lashing out with 
new vigor at Ronald Reagan — talk­
ing about the possibility of the Repub­
lican’s election in almost apocalyptic 
terms — while Reagan continues to 
hit at Carter’s economic policies.

Carter told Democrats in Chicago 
on Monday that when they vote in the 
Nov. 4 election, “ you’ ll determine 
whether this America will be unified 
or, if I lose the election, whether 
Americans might be separated black 
from white, Jew from Christian, 
North from  South, rural from  
urban.’ ’

And the president also renewed the 
theme that Reagan as president could 
lead the nation into war.

Reagan, in New Haven, Conn., said 
that the president “ doesn’t under­
stand economics’ ’ and charged that 
the Carter administration was “Jim­
mying”  economic statistics for politi­
cal advantage.

Independent candidate John Ander­
son, campaigning in Chicago at the 
same time the president was, said the 
Carter camp was using “ Nixonian”

AAennonite plan criticized
Hispanic leader wants bill vetoed

WASHINGTON (A P )  — Ruben 
Bonilla says the Mennonite immi­
grants of Seminole, Texas, should not 
be granted permanent resident status 
until all of the nation’s immigration 
problems are resolved.

“ If people support the Mennonites, 
why don't they support the Mexi­
cans?”  Bonilla, head of the League of 
United Latin American Citizens, said 
Monday. “ Is it because they (Mexi­
can immigrants) don’t speak En- 
glUh?”

In a telephone Interview from Cor­
pus Christi, Texas, Bonilla said 
LULAC has called on President 
Carter to veto a bill that would allow 
the Mennonites to stay in the United 
States.

The bill, granting permanent resi­
dent status to 653 Mennonite immi­
grants, was approved by Congress 
last week and sent to the White House

for the president’s signature.
Its sponsor. Sen. Lloyd Bentsen, 

D-Texas, was not available immedi­
ately for comment, but scheduled a 
press conference in Dallas for later 
today.

“ I ’m sure that calling for a veto will 
not endear me to the senator, who I 
consider a good friend, but this is a 
matter of principle,”  Bonilla said., 
“ What’s goMi enough for the Mennon­
ites is good enough for the Mexi­
cans.”

The Corpus Christi attorney said no 
distinctions other than economic sta­
tus and skin color could be made 
beteen the members of the Spartan­
like religious community that settled 
in arid West Texas and the undocu­
mented workers from Mexico.

Bonilla suggested that general am­
nesty considerations for any group of 
immigrations should be delaved until

the Select Commission on Imigration 
and Refugee Policy completes its 
study of U.S. immigration problems 
next year.

Deportation proceedings against 
the Mennonites could be suspended 
until then, Bonilla said, as was done 
while the bill was pending before 
Congress.

“ The legislation is premature and 
favors the economic well-to-do at the 
expense of the poor and unrepresent­
ed,”  he said. “ I f  we’re going to grant 
amnesty to the Mennonites than we 
should consider a general form of 
amnesty for the undocumented work­
ers.”

Bonilla said he was particularly 
concerned that deportation proceed­
ings still are a llow ^ for children bom 
in the United SUtes if their parents 
are illegal aliens.

The Mennonite immigrants, mostly

from Mexico but some from Canada, 
ran into trouble in 1677 after paying 
62.6 million for 6,400 acres in Gaines 
County, Texas. They did not learn 
until later that their purchase did not 
make them eligible for permanent 
resident status.

Bentsen has said that the bill would 
not set an immigration precedent be­
cause the Mennonites’ situation is 
unique.

“ The Individuals covered by this 
legislation have made extraordinari­
ly good faith efforts to comply with 
American law,”  he said after the bill 
was approved.

The bill, which failed to clear a 
House subcommittee in 1978, was re­
introduced for the 96th (Congress and 
passed the Senate last year. It finally 
was a^peevad hy the House last 
Thursday.

Iraq may move deeper into Iran
BAGHDAD, Iraq (A P ) — Iraqi jets 

today strafed fuel depots and the tele­
vision station in the Iranian refining 
center of Abadan, a military commu­
nique here said, in possible prepara­
tion for a thrust deeper into the oil- 
rich sector of Iran.

Western correspondents reported 
Iraq’s capture of the port area of 
Khorramshahr, Iran’s chief port a 
few miles north of Abadan. Both are 
on the disputed Shatt al-Arab border . 
waterway.

The Iraqis claimed 29 Iranians 
killed and six wounded in fighting 
Monday along the 306-mile invasion 
front. ITie Iraqis put their own ca­
sualties at seven dead and 16 wound­
ed.

The Baghdad communique said the 
Iraqi raid left the Abadan fuel depots 
In flames. It also said a satellite 
ground station in Asadabad, 200 miles 
west of Tehran; an airfield In the 
army garrison town of Dezful, and a 
silo, railway station and fuel depots in 
the neighboring tqam of Andimeshk 
were hit

The communique also said Iranian 
warplanes raided civilians targets in

Kirkuk and Penjuin, in Iraq’s Sulei- 
maniya province, leaving two civil­
ians dead and nine wounded.

An Iranian communique said two 
Iraqi planes were shot down by anti­
aircraft defenses around Abadan. 
Iran claimed bringing down 10 Iraqi 
warplanes and killing SO Iraqi sol­
diers In Monday's fighting. Iraq 
claimed to have shot down two Irani­
an bombers and a helicopter and des- 

■ troyed five tanks and three armored 
troop carriers.

Iraq’s air force attacked Tehran, 
the Iranian capital, on three sides 
Monday, and there was an uncon­
firmed report that the local oil refin­
ery was hit, the official Iranian news 
agency Pars said. Tehran Radio said 
the raiders killed four people, wound­
ed 60 and damaged a factory and the 
airport.

Meanwhile, Jordan’s King Hussein 
became the first Arab chief of state to 
declare open, concrete support for 
Arab Iraq in the 16-day-old war. He 
ordered mobilization of all transport 
vehicles to carry food and supplies to 
the Iraqi army, was reported lending

bases to the Iraqi air force and in a 
broadcast urged all Arab nations to 
support the Iraqis against the non- 
Arab Persians of Iran “ because a 
victory for Iraq will be a victory for 

' all Arabs.”

A Kuwait newspaper reported Jor­
dan has massed 40,000 troops on its 
border with Iraw, awaiting word to 
Join the battle against Iran. There 
was no immediate comment from 
Jordan.

Sources in Beirut said the Soviet 
Union, Iraq’s chief supplier of arms, 
was shipping ammunition, spare 
parts and other war materiel to its 
ally via the Jordanian port of Aqaba. 
The sources said the shipments were 
coming from Soviet stockpiles in 
South Yemen and Ethiopia.

Syria became the first Arab coun­
try to criticize Iraq publicly. The 
official newspaper of the ruling So­
c ia lis t  Baath P a rty  said Iraq  
launched the war on orders from the 
United States to divert attention from 
the Arabs’ struggle with Israel.

Carter exhorted supporters to 
give their all to ensure his re-election 
lest the Republicans gain a narrow 
victory the way Richard Nixon did 
over the late Hubert Humphrey in 
1968.

“ This is my last campaign,”  the 
president declared, adding he did not 
intend to turn the government over to 
people whose philosophy is “ directly 
contrary to everything I believe in all 
my heart and soul.”

White House press secretary Jody 
Powell, asked whether Carter’s com­
ment about Reagan dividing the na­
tion might not have been overstate­
ment, said it was not so at all.

Earlier, in suburban DuPage Coun­
ty outside Chicago, Carter said he 
believes the Soviet Union will remain 
at peace as long as the United States 
is strong.

Then he added: “ If you’ve got Just a 
strong military and you’re Jingoistic 
in spirit, that is, you want to push

everybody arounu anu jusi »uv>« 
macho of the United States, that is an 
excellent way to lead our country 
toward war.”

Reagan hit at Carter’s treatment of 
economic statistics in appearances in 
Cherry H ill, N.J., and Hartford,
C^nn.

MEMPHIS, Tenn. (A P ) — Secre­
tary of State Edmund S. Muskie says 
he’ll remain in bis post as long as 
President Carter wishes, while Carter 
says he hopes the secretary will stay 
on if he’s re-elected next month.

Muskie, responding to published re­
ports that he’ ll leave in January, told 
a news conference Monday night, 
“ I ’m willing to serve as long as he 
(Carter) wants me.”

Carter, as he boarded Air Force 
One en route to Chicago, said he and 
the secretary of state have a «“ very

flne relationship.”  In a televised in­
terview in Milwaukee, Carter aaid he 
hopes Muskie will stay in the Job if the 
president wins Nov. 4.

On Sunday, the Washington Star 
reported that Muskie would leave be­
cause of his unappiness over the 
growing influence of national security 
adviser Zbigniew Brzezlnskl In advis­
ing Carter on foreim policy.

But Muskie said he and Brzezlnskl 
have the kind of relationship he ex­
pected when he took over as secretary 
of state last May 8.

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Efficiency study found overstaffing at hospital

In late 1979, Midland Memorial Hos­
pital underwent what it called an 
“ operational improvement study.”  
The study, done by Tribrook, a na­
tional hospital management consul­
tant Arm, was supposl^ to be “ a key 
first step of an operational improve­
ment program.”

However, the major object of the 
166,000 study never materialized — a 
long-term plan for the hospital.

T^at the study did provide was a 
detailed look at each department of 
the hospiUI and an overall efficiency 
perspective of Midland Memorial. In 
fsneral, that perspective was not so 
good.

gtobert Bash, driin« administrator

at MMH, is a Tribrook employee. He 
becam e acquainted with MMH 
through the study and is currently 
“ on-loan”  from the company to the 
hospital at a fee of nearly $10,000 a 
month. t  ■

Bash said the Tribrook study at

MMH found at least one major gener­
al flaw throughout the hospital: over­
staffing. Bash said the current aver­
age of more than four employees per 
patient day in fiw hospital was Just

“ too damn many.”
He continued to say the “ workload 

is unplanned and unscheduled.”  Al­
though some admissions are emer­
gencies and cannot be planned for, he 
said, most admissions are for elective 
surgeries — which includes anything 
not immediately fatal or limb-costing 
— and, therefore, can be scheduled. If 
the admissions and surgeries are 
planned, then the staffing for those 
patients can also be planned, he 
said.

'THE NINE-MONTH study included 
interviews with department heads, 
hospital employees, administrative 
personnel, 13 staff physicians, flve 
members from the board of trustees 
and even some citizens from the com­
munity. The study yielded a report 
close to 1,000 pages long which includ­
ed productivity ratings for depart­
ments and objectives and recommen­
dations for every part of the hospi­
tal.

Unfortunately, the report Is so 
lengthy and so complex that few

people have read the entire piece. To 
overcome this dilemma, the board of 
directors selected the operations 
committee of the board of trustees to 
go over the report section-by-section 
with the departments involved.

Each month, the operations com­
mittee undertakes two or more of the 
departments to review the report 
findings and to help enact its recom­
mendations. At the end of the month, 
the departments must show the im­
provements they have made and the 
specific items in the report they have 
implemented Jn the day-Unlay op­
erations.

“ It’s basically a business func­
tion,”  Bash explained. “ Tliis is infor­
mation the board members need to 
know.”  Before the report was made, 
he said, board members spent much 
of their time “ trying to figure out 
what to focus on.”  With the report, 
focusing has been “ very easy,”  Bash 
said.

However, there are so many specif­
ic areas to focus on in the ’lYibrook 
report it still niay be difficult for the

board members to do so.

FOR INSTANCE, in the billing sec­
tion o f the study, T r lb rook  re ­
searchers reported: “ There are 14 
p o s it io n s  in in s u ra n c e  b i l l ­
ing. . . .  This is substantially above 
the normal for hospitals of 175 to 195 
beds. Nevertheless, with the present 
patient accounting system, the billing 
section has over one month’s bachlog 
of work. Once the Me Auto System is 
activated, the system functioning 
properly and the backlog eliminated, 
then flve Insurance billers should be 
able to provide current billing ser­
vices for the hospital. However, this 
assumes proper financial admitting 
procedures. If this is not the case, 
then as many as eight billers may be 
required.”

The billing and admitting problems 
have been so bad, that at times there 
has been a backlog of three months In 
the billing process. Bash said. What 
that backlog means is that patients 
leaving the hospital would not get 
their first bill for services until they

had been home for three months. The 
long wait between hospital discharge 
and the first billing accounted for a 
significant pari of the hospital’s col­
lecting problems. Bash said.

Accoi^ing to Bash, there are five 
collection points for the hospital from 
the patient: before admission, at the 
time of admission, during the hospital 
stay, at the time of discharge and 
after discharge. The greatest chances 
for full collection, he said, are at the 
first three points, with the lesser pos- 
siblity of collection in the lu t  two 
phases.

Since there was virtually no pre-ad- 
mitting nor scheduled admitting, the 
majority of the hospital’s collection 
ability occurred during the patient’s 
hospital stay. Bash said.

THE FIRST POUR of these points 
are the responsibility of the attanis- 
slons department; the fifth is the 
responsibility of the business office.

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Members 
of a Miami Beach church who want to 
smoke pot in praise of God are still 
breaking the law. The nation’s high­
est court has rejected their freedom- 
of-reiigion appeal.

The Supreme Court, citing a lack of 
jurisdiction and a general disinterest 
in the case Monday, left intact a 
decision outlawing the use of marijua­
na for religious purposes.

That leaves members of the Ethio­
pian Zion Coptic Church facing a 
Florida Supreme Court decision that 
bars them from smoking the illegal 
drug during worship services at a 
Miami Beach home.

The state court ruled last Nov. 1 
that marijuana laws do not violate the 
church members’ freedom of reli­
gion.

Monday’s denial of review does not 
preclude other legal maneuvers by 
the Coptics. But the defeat proved 
bitter enough to spur a church mem­
ber identifying himself as Brother 
Love to call the Supreme Court’s nine 
justices “ cowards.”

“ It is a cowardly position not to face 
this pressing problem head-on, and 
thus deny millions of persons their 
God-given rights,”  said Brother Love. 
“ The court has acted as cowards.”  

The marijuana itself is not an ob­
ject of worship, but is used by church 
members to bring them closer to God. 
Coptics believe marijuana is the mys­
tical body and blood of “ Jes-us.”

In 1979, Florida and Miami Beach 
officials filed a nuisance complaint 
seeking a court order prohibiting the 
use of church member Jacquelyn 
Renee Town’s home on fashionable 
Star Island in Biscayne Bay as the 
church’s worship place. The author­
ities also sought a prohibition of the 
marijuana-smoking.

A state trial judge issued such pro­
hibitions, and the state Supreme 
Court upheld them. “ To hold other­
wise would, for all practical purposes, 
legalize the use of cannabis for any­
one, member or non-member of the 
(church), who came to Ms. Town’s 
residence to use the prohibited drug,”  
the state court said.

“ Just because the boy­
cott is not a violation of 
anti trust laws does not 
make the boycott right,”  
she said “ We think the 
boycott is immoral be­
cause it is deliberately 
designed to hurt innocent 
people.

has gotten no votes for 
the ERA ’’

The ERA would ban 
discrim ination on the 
basis of sax. It has been 
ratified by 35 states, but 
five have since rescinded 
their approval and the 
legality of those actions 
is in question. The mea­
sure must be approved 
by 38 states by June 30, 
1982, to become part of 
the Constitution.

The states that have 
not ratified the measure 
are Alabama, Arizona, 
Arkansas, Florida, Geor 
gia, Illinois, Louisiana, 
Mississippi, Missouri, 
Nevada, North Carolina, 
Oklahoma, South Caro­
lina, Utah and Virginia.

Jury deliberations were to begin this morning in 
Midland County Court-at-Law to decide the Feb. 3 
alleged “ pistol whipping incident”  involving Jeff 
Barber, Republican candidate for Midland County 
commissioner.

David McCartney, the 18-year-old plaintiff, has 
charged in a civil suit that Barber, owner of J Bar 
Storage where the incident allegedly occurred, used 
excessive and unnecessary force on McCartney to 
get his rock 'n' roll band off the storage premises.

James Boldrick, plaintiffs attorney, and Jimmie 
Oglesby, defendant’s attorney, flnished presenting 
their cases to the five-man, one-woman Jury Monday 
afternoon.

According to testimony given by six witnesses, the 
defendant was called at 11:30 p.m. Feb. 3 by John 
Brown’s wife, who lived with her husband and two 
children in a mobile home near the storage build­
ings. She complained about the loud music coming 
from the storage building and asked Barber to get 
the band to stop because “ the noise was unbear­
able,”  said John Brown.

“ MY WIFE COULD NOT sleep because of the 
drums,”  Brown said of his wife’s call to Barber.

Barber arrived on the scene, armed with a loaded 
32-caliber pistol, kicked on the door and demanded 

entrance to the facility, said McCartney.
Barber told the court he took the gun with him for 

protection because of recent thefts and past prob­
lems with other musical bands playing in his storage 
buildings.

Boldrick questioned Barber as to why he didn’t call 
the police or the sheriffs office to investigate the 
matter. Barber said he didn’t want to bother law 
enforcement offícers with the Incident.

Once inside. Barber asked who had given the 
group permission to practice in the storage building, 
recalled Alvin Carter Jr., the band’s drummer.

The storage room was originally rented to Carol 
Ann O’Brian, a friend of band member Brad Zachery 
who took over rental payments, said Barber.

RENTAL PAYMWENTS on the storage room were 
about 60 days behind, and Barber did nothing to 
notify Ms. O’Brian about the payments, noted Bol­
drick.

Band members in January 1980 paid Zachery their 
share of the rent.and Zachery in turn paid Barber, 
said Carter.

According to Barber’s records, Zachery’s pay­
ment went to rent owed in December 1979.

Also, McCartney testified that Brown led him to 
believe that the band could practice in the storage 
room. However, Brown stated that he didn’t give t&  
band his approval. *

Carrying his guitar, McCartney walked over to 
Barber and ask^ him what right he had to come 
inside.

After he turned off the amplifier and put his guitar 
down, McCartney testified Barber told him not to 
“ buck against me”  — not to come any closer 
to Barber.

AETER THAT, Barber allegedly struck McCart­
ney in the face with his hand and hit him on the back 
of the head with the pistol, according to McCart­
ney.

McCartney said he raised his hand to defend 
himself from the blows as Barber continued to strike 
him with the pistol.

Barber testified that the blows were used as a 
means to “ get their attention.”

McCartney said he received a busted lip, cut wrists 
which later became infected, and two knots on the 
back of his head as a result of the beating.

Following the blows. Barber told the band to leave 
the premises.

“ He (Barber) told us he was tired of these punk- 
rock kids playing their rock and roll music and

motioned with the gun ‘ to get the s—  out of 
here,”  testified Carter.

McCartney said he and the band members picked 
up their instruments, carpet and em|Ay beer cans 
and left the area.

He and Carter drove over to McCartney’s house 
where he told his father, Donald R. McCartney, 
about the incident.

The father said he examined the boy’s wounds and 
noticed that blood was coming from his«son’s 
mouth.

THE NEXT DAY, Don McCartney said he tele­
phoned Barber and told him, “ You are talking to the 
father of the boy you pistol-whipped.”

McCartney noticed there was silence at the other 
end before Barber offered to come over and apolo­
gize.

The plaintiffs father asked Barber if the pistol was 
loaded to which Barber replied “ You damned right it 
was loaded.”

County Court-at-Law Judge Willie DuBose gave 
the jury its instructions regarding their decision on

the case.
Barber, a Republican, is challenging incumbent 

Durward Wright, a Democrat, for the Precinct 1 
county commission seat.

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Treatments denounced, praised
M ethods of m an treating M cQ u e e n  disputed

DALLAS (A P ) — To some, the man who is treating 
actor Steve McQueen for cancer is a medical con 
man who recommends licorice root tea. To others, 
he’s a dedicated, deeply religious man who simply 
wants to share his discoveries.

William D. Kelley, a one-time orthodontist, has 
built something of an empire around his therapies. 
Executive director of the International Health Insti­
tute in Addision, Just north of here, he also is director 
of the Kelley Foundation in Winthrop, Wash., and 
associated with the Nutritional Academy of Chicago 
and the Plaza Santa Maria General Hospital, near 
Rosa Rita, Mexico. '

Kelley, who holds a Ph.D. in education, said he 
learned he had cancer of the liver and pancreas in 
the mid-1960s.

He treated himself with coffee enemas, a variety 
of health foods and vitamins to balance his metabo­
lism and allow his body's natural immunity system 
to successfully fight the cancerous cells, he said.

That’s the method he recommends in a pamphlet 
“ One Answer to Cancer,’ ’ which advocates pure 
living and exercise and says 86 percent of all 
cancer can be treated by dietary control alone.

“ I used to be so traditional you wouldn’t believe 
it,’ ’ Kelley said. “ But I changed when I saw that 
nutrition could do for me what medicine couldn’t. 
I ’m not doing anything illegal or immoral.’ ’

Ten years ago, however, the state Board of Medi­

cal Examiners got an injunction prohibiting Kelley 
from practicing medicine and publishing his pam­
phlet in the state. He fought the injunction all the 
way to the U.S. Supreme Court, where Justices de­
clined to hear his arguments.

In 1974, the state Board of Dental Examiners lifted 
his dental license, and, according to Kelley, at least 
IS other state and federal agencies have investigated 
him at one time or another.

A Dallas Times Herald reporter who profiled 
Kelley said one patient was told to take 187 pills a day 
and drink pink carrot Juice and licorice root tea.

Kelley’s pamphlets, which give recipes for foods as 
old-fashioned as com meal batter cakes, also recom­
mend frequent coffee enemas, using regular grind 
percolated in an enamelware, glass or stainless steel 
pot.

But coffee enemas can be fatal, according to a 
report in Friday’s Journal of the American Medical 
Association. They can cause an imbalance of body 
fluids and salts, said Dr. John W. Eisele of the 
battle  medical examiners office. He has reported 
two deaths from the coffee treatments.

And Dr. D.C. Fletcher, director of the American 
Medical Association’s food sciences section in Chica­
go, said, “ We know of no way cancer can be 
cured by any diet.”

The American Cancer Society lists Kelley’s pro­
gram as one of the unproven methods of treating

cancer.
'Those who know him say he either is a Joke or a 

man ahead of his time.
“ He was the laughing stock of town for quite a 

while,”  said Dr. Jerry Burxess, a Grapevine dentist 
who knew Kelley when they both practiced there. 
“T*eople used to Joke that he cured cancer with green
onions.”

But “ He’s a very dedicated, very quiet, very 
spiritual man,”  said Rita Miller, a long-time friend 
of Kelley’s daughter, Kim, and now an employee 
at Kelley’s institute in Addison. “ He believes that 
God has given him information he must share with 
the world. People had always thought of him as 
really crazy. I don’t see what’s so crazy about eating 
right.”

K e lle y ’ s spokesman, Paul Whetstone, said 
McQueen, who has mesothelioma, a rare and often- 
fatal form of cancer that affects the lining of the 
lungs and abdomen, had improved “ markedly”  after 
10 weeks under Kelley’s program at a hospital 
in Mexico.

Kelley, who now lives in Winthrop, Wash., and 
commutes to Addison, Washington, Chicago, Mexico 
and other cities for lectures, says, “ I could be 
making $500,000 straightening teeth. But that’s not 
for me.”

Live ca n ce r tum ors reduced, doctor says
BALTIMORE (A P ) — Dr. S ta ley  E. Order’s 

patients set off geiger counters.
Isolated in their hospital rooms by lead shields, 

they take their own temperatures, check their own 
pulse rates. But the radical treatment can dramati­
cally reduce tumors in liver cancer, the Johns 
Hollins Hospital doctor says.

'The treatment, involving radioisotopes fused to 
antibodies produced by the disease, has produced a 
dramatic reduction of tumors in seven of eight 
liver cancer patients. Order, director of Radiation 
Oncology at the Johns Hopkins Comprehensive Can­
cer Onter, said Monday.

Cancer In one patient was reduced from 70 percent 
of the liver to 18 percent, and from SO percent to S 
percent in another. Order said.

Eight out of II liver cancer patients treated by his 
research team derived “ some degree of benefit”  
from the therapy.

The median survival rate for that type of cancer Is 
three to four months from the time of the first 
treatment, but the therapy raised that average to 
I I^  months, he said.

One patient lived more than two years after 
treatment was begun, and another still is alive IS 
months after the treatment. Order said.

The new method — “ radioimmunoglobuiin thera­
p y ”  _  combines radiation, a conventional cancer 
treatment, with a biological rather than a mechanl-
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cal delivery. Order said.
Using proteins produced by the patient’s tumor, 

doctors produce an antibody that is then tagged with 
radioactive iodine.

When injected into the patient, the serum’s antibo­
dies bind to the tumor, and the radioactive iodine 
destroys cancerous cells.

The treatment makes the patient radioactive for 
about a week, but there are no side effects. Order 
said. But because of the lead shielding, the patient 
himself must carry out some nursing duties, such as 
taking his temperature and pulse and monitor­
ing liquid intake and outflow.

Order plans at least two more years of testing for 
the new therapy. While he finds the results en­
couraging, he cautioned against generalizations 
about the new therapy’s ramifications.

“ We’re still learning how to use this even though 
we’ve been working on it for several years,”  he 
said.

Order’s researchers also have tried the therapy on 
other cancers that produce the same protein — 
ferretin  — used to make the antibody. These 
include lung cancer, a cancer of the nervous system 
in children (neuroblastoma) and myeloma, a cancer 
of the blood.

The studies are incomplete. Order said, but pre­
liminary results show that the antibodies bind to the 
tumor.

Researchers now are working on new purification 
techniques for the serum to make it more potent. 
Order said more potent antibodies would allow less 
total body irradiation, shortening the hospital stay 
and the precautionary period after the treatment.

DEADW(X)D, S.D. (A P ) — arcu lt Judge R E. 
Brandenburg said he didn’t see much harm In 
keeping Deadwood’s hl.storic brothels open, but he 
had ” a Job to do”  and closed them permanently.

He expects ” a little static on the golf course on 
Sunday”  since his decision Monday is bound to be 
unpopular with some Deadwood citizens who believe 
the four brothels helped the town maintain Its Wild 
West flavor.

The brothels had been operating for more than 100 
years even though prostitution is illegal in South 
Dakota. Deadwood citizens tolerated their well- 
known bawdy houses and even credited them with 
boosting the town’s economy, which relies heavily 
on tourism.

Brandenburg granted a state request to declare 
three of the brothels a public nuisance and close

them permanently. A hearing on the fourth brothel is 
set for Thursday.

The brothels have been padlocked since they were 
raided by local, state and federal law enforcement 
officers In May.

Brandenburg said he thought that closing the 
brothels was a bit pointless

“ You can pick up a girl in a bar and take her home 
and nothing is said,”  Brandenburg said. “ But you 
walk up 26 steps and pay 20 bucks and It’s a 
big deal That’s not up to me.

NEW YORK (A P ) — With oil Issues 
leading the way and aided by hopes 
that the Federal Reserve will not 
tighten credit any more, the stock 
market mounted a strong rally Mon­
day.

'The Dow Jones average of 30 indus­
trial stocks rose 15.02 to 965.70 as 
advances outnumbered declines by a 
5-2 margin among New York Stock 
Exchange issues.

The more broadly-based NYSE 
composite index rose 1.30 to a record 
76.04.

A sharp drop in the money supply, 
announced after the market closed 
Friday, provided much of the impetus 
for the rally. It was seen as lifting 
pressure from the Federal Reserve to 
further tighten credit and drive up 
interest rates.

No banks matched the 14 percent 
prime lending rate announced last 
week by Citibank, and one small 
bank, Southwest Bank of St. Louis, 
cut its prime rate to 13.25 percent 
from the prevailing 13.5 percent.

The continuing war between Iran 
and Iraq helped some energy issues. 
" It  looks like it will go into a war of 
attrition, so there is even more inter­
est in the domestic energy stocks,” 
said Larry Wachtel, an analyst with 
Bache Halsey Stuart Shields.

Among the oil issues, Phillips Pe- 
trolem gained 2 to 5^, Mobil added 
Z%  to 75)i, Cities Service was up IH 
to 45H «nd Natomas rose to 42^.

Coal issues also rose, with Eastern 
Gas and Fuel up 2 to 28^ and Pittston 
rising U i to 30>/(.

With gold prices rising, precious 
metals stocks also gained. ASA 
picked up 2>/i to 8 7 Dome Mines

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Tank makes economy 
easier to understand

WACO (A P ) — A Baylor University 
associate professor has anal^vzed the 
flood of economic promises generated 
by presidential candidates by t.<iming 
on faucets.

John Plsclotta, director of Econom­
ic Education Programs at Baylor’s 
business school, calls his water- 
powered teaching aid an “ economi'cs 
tank”  and says it makes complex 
economic ebbs and flows easier to 
understand.

The tank runs on 15 gallons of water 
circulated by hydraulic pumps. Three 
faucets represent each major catego­
ry of spending — consumption, busi­
ness investments and government 
purchases.

Both President Carter and Republi­
can nominee Ronald Reagan support 
substantial tax cuts, and the tank 
shows such policies would result in 
“ increases in production and employ­
ment but a probable worsening of 
inflation,”  Pisciotta said Thursday.

Reagan is proposing a greater tax 
cut, so “ Reagan is quite inflation­
ary,”  ho added.

Independent candidate John Ander­
son “ is taking a wait-and-see attitude 
on a tax cu t'... but he’s making a 
proposal to use tax incentives to bring 
about wage and price restraints in 
business and labor,”  Pisciotta said. 
“ In his program, there might be a 
shot al reducing inflation.”

The flow of water demonstrates the 
economy’s production or real gross 
national product, demand-pull infla­
tion, cost-push inflation, monetary 
policy and fiscal policy. Indicators 
also show production capacity and the 
unemployment rate.

By manipulating the faucets, P i­
sciotta can demonstrate how various 
aspects of the economy respond to

changes in consumer confidence, 
business expectations and govern­
ment policy.

Pisciotta, 36, says his device Is not 
an innovation in terms of economic 
theory, but “ an innovation in how you 
present that theory.”

He took the model to Toronto for a 
demonstration before the Canadian 
Foundation for Economic Education 
and the U.S. Joint Ĉ ouncil for Eco­
nomic Education, and “ the response 
was just fantastic. They Just couldn’t 
believe what they were seeing.”

He also has shown the tank to high 
.school teachers in Dallas and Central 
Texas.

"The model is completely porta­
ble,”  Pisciotta said. “ I simply carry 
it in the back of my station wagon.”

Th>? tank also could help ensure that 
students stay awake.

At a demonstration for teachers in 
Temple. “ one of the hoses came loose, 
spraying' the audience with water. 
They took’ it ail in good part, though,”  
Pisciotta t'aid.

He says the device makes econom­
ics easier to teach as well as to 
learn.

Teachers gv°nerally “ come into the 
classroom and say with a sigh, ‘Oh 
boy, economics.’ But I think they 
have gone awa>' from our programs 
with a real positive attitude and a lot 
of enthusiasm,”  Pisciotta said.

“ Most presidents and members of 
Congress knnow ve.ry little about eco­
nomics. In fact, politicians put out all 
sorts of gibberish on i^conomics. I f  we 
citizens, as a body, knew a little more 
about econom ics, the politicians 
would not be able to do that.

“ Any student who acquires just a 
basic knowledge of economics has 
something that not more than one out 
of 40 Americans have.”

WASHINGTON (A P ) — U.S. sav­
ings bonds, once billed as the patriotic 
way to save but unable to compete in 
times of inflation with more attrac­
tive investments, are getting a shot in 
the arm from the Carter administra­
tion.

Treasury Secretary G. William 
Miller announced Monday that Presi 
dent Carter, acting under a new law, 
has raised the interest rate on Series 
EE bonds from 7 percent to 8 percent 
The rate for Series HH oonds will go 
from 6.5 percent to 7.5 percent.

In addition. Series EE bonds need 
be held only nine years — rather than 
the current 11 years — before matur­
ing Series HH bonds will continue to 
mature in 10 years.

The changes will take affect with 
purchases made after Oct. 31. The 
higher rates — but not the shortened 
maturity — also will apply to all 
outstanding Series E, EE, H and HH 
bonds as well as the savings notes 
known as F'reedom .Shares.

“ Giving small savers a fair return 
and encouraging increased savings in 
this country are integral parts of our 
efforts to r^uce inflation and provide 
the enormous investment ne^ed to 
revitalize our economy in the 1980s,”  
Miller said in a statement announcing 
the changes

The Treasury Department esti­
mates that one of three American 
families owns some savings bonds, 
which were inaugurated by President 
Franklin D Roosevelt in 1941 to bol­
ster the war effort More than $80 
billion worth are outstanding

But the bonds, usually bought 
through payroll deductions, have fall­
en on hard times over the last 1% 
years as Americans have found they

could earn considerably more interest 
elsewhere.

When interest rates in genera l 
soared earlier this year to the rangée 
of 20 percent, an Investor with as lltUiS 
as $100 to deposit in a savings and 
loan association could earn 12 percent 
interest. But the Series EE bond still 
paid only 7 percent.

As a result of that disparity, aav- 
ings bond sales plummeted and re­
demptions of long-held bonds rose. In 
a good year, sales would exceed re­
demptions, but In 1979, redemptions 
were $5.3 billion greater than sales. 
And in the first three quarters of 19M, 
the “ outflow”  was $10 billion.

The higher rates still are unlikely to 
appeal to in vesto rs  w ith la rg e  
amounts to set aside, because better 
yields are available on other Invest­
ments, including some federal gov­
ernment securities. But the new rate 
will be considerably better than the 
5.25 percent earned on passbook sav­
ings accounts at banks ai>d 5.5 per­
cent at savings and loan associa­
tions

There also is some advantage to the 
Treasury Department and. ultimate­
ly, to taxpayers in general. The more 
savings bonds sold, the less money 
the government will have to borrow 
on the open market at Interest rates 
that are today in the 13 percent 
range

(Congress agreed earlier this year to • 
allow the president to raise the inter­
est rate on savings bonds by up to one 
percentage point every six months. ' 
The Series E bond earned only 6 
percent until June I, 1979, when the 
rate was raised to 6.5 percent.

Persian Gulf states agree on boost

BAHRAIN — Saudi Arabia’ s oil 
minister. Sheikh Ahmad Zaki Ya- 
mani, said here Sunday that major oil 
producing states In the Persian Gulf 
have agreed with his country to boost 
their exports to offset losses caused 
by the Iraqi-Irani war

Interviewed here at the end of a 
two-day swing through the oil-rich 
Gulf region. Sheikh Yamani said the 
world’s third largest oil producer, the 
United Arab Emirates, along with 
Qatar and Bahrain a g re^  to support 
the Saudi plan to increase production 
Indonesia, another major oil pro­
ducer. has also agreed to increase 
exports

The one question mark among the 
major Gulf states is Kuwait, the No. 3 
exporter in the region, which Is not 
expected to go along with the Saudis

But Kuwait, where Yamani visited 
Sunday, will not oppose the Saudi plan 
by decreasing its own production, ac­
cording to sources here.

Sheikh Yamani refused to say how 
much Saudi Arabia would increase 
production, which Is aleady running 
one million barrels | day above Its 
preferred ceiling He said the amount

of the increase depends on how se­
verely the world market is affect by 
the absence of oil from Iraq and 
Iran

“ We will play It by ear,”  he said in 
one interview in Abu Dhabi, where he 
stopped Saturday night. He also visit­
ed Dohaa, the capital of Qatar, Sun­
day morning and returned from here 
to Saudi Arabia Sunday afternoon

Both Iraq and Iran have stopped 
exporting oil s a result of their 2- 
w f^-o ld  undeclared war, in which 
major damage was done to both coun­
tries’ oil installations.

While Iran has become a negligible 
importer of oil — putting an estimat­
ed 760,000 barrels a day on the world 
market compared to the six million 
barrels a dav It sold before the over­
throw of the late shah in January 1978 
— Iraq was the world’s No. 2 exporter 
behind .Saudi Arabia before the war. 
The loss of its oil Is expected to be 
keenly felt by many countries in the 
world

Oil experts believe the current glut 
on the world oil market will protect 
most countries from immediately 
feeling the pinch from the loss of 
Iranian and Iraqi petroleum. The 
United States, for example. Is be­
lieved to have a 100-day reserve and 
no shortages are expected for at least

a month.
But countries that depend heavily 

on oil from Iraq and Iran — especially 
Franc3, Italy, Spain, Brazil and India 
— are expect^  to’ be forced to go to 
the more expensive spot markets to 
get future supplies. India, which gets 
two-thirds of Its oil Imports from Iraq 
and Iran, has revealed that It is look­
ing for replacements on the spot mar­
ket.

The price of oil on that spot market 
in Europe have already started to rise 
as a result of the fighting.

High quality North African crudes, 
for example, are now selling at $37 a 
barrel — $4 more than before the 
fighting slarled, according to the 
Middle East Economic Digest.

More buying pressure by countries 
that normally depend on Iraq and 
Iran for oil could drive the prices up 
even more and disturb Saudi hopes of 
getting a common price for all 
130PEC countries.

Saudi Arabia, the world's leading 
oil producer with 9.5 million barrels i  
day, revealed its plan to increase 
production earlier this week.

Sheilh Yamani talked Saturday to 
the UAE’s oil minister, ManI ^ id  
Al-Oteiba, who agreed that his coun­
try was prepared to boost its oil pro­
duction.

O PEC to abandon dollar standard
NEW YORK (A P ) — TTie Organiza­

tion of Petroleum Exporting Coun­
tries plans to abandon the dollar stan­
dard and switch to “ a basket of 16 
currencies'* for all its oil transac- 

. tions, reports a New York-based en­
ergy publication.

In a copyright story, the Energy 
User News said in its Monday edition 
that the OPEC move '*cooId h ive a 
staggering effect on oil prices in the 
U.S. should the dollar decline in inter­
national money markets”

The current OPEC pricing system 
calls for all payments to be made in 
dollars. Ih e  proposed system “ would 
weight Tach currency, all valued 
against each other, to come up with 
an average,*’ said Harvey Morris of 
Harvey Morris Associates, an energy 
consulting firm In New Jersey.

"Then if the dollar dropped against 
the (West German) mark, for exam­
ple, the OPEC average  wouldn’ t

change, but the cost of oil to the U.S. 
would go up accordingly.”

A source from one of the OPEC 
national delegations, quoted in the 
publication, explained the “ basket of 
currencies”  proposal this way:

“ Each individual country in OPEC 
would then be free to accept whatever 
currency they had need for in pay­
ment for their oil. I f  Kuwait needed 
Volkswagens, for example, they could 
accept marks for their oil.”

The new pricing system has not 
been announced officially because of 
turmoil caused by the Iran-Iraq con­
flict, according to the source.

Oil industry analysts consulted by 
Energy User News said the new 
OPEC system would mean that if the 
value of the dollar falls in relation to 
other currencies, the real price of oil 
will rise in the United SUtes; if the 
value of the dollar goes up, the prict 
of oil will go down.

For example, were the dollar to 
drop 10 percent In value against the 
other basket currencies, oil prices 
here would rise 10 percent, adding 
about $3.50 to the cost of a barrel of 
crude and 7 to 9 cents to the cost of a 
gallon of gasoline, said the publica­
tion.

Fire stats are 
r* cause for alarm

DEAR READERS: It’s Fire Pre­
vention Week again, and I have had so 
many requests to repeat my column 
on fire prevention that it has become 
a tradition. So here it is, with updated 
figures:

First the bads news: In 1979, 8,893 
Americans died, and nearly 34,000 
civilians, plus 100,000 firemen, were 
seriously injured in 2,845,500 Hres. 
And now for the “ good news’ ’ : We’ve 
improved. In 1978, 10,500 Americans 
perished in over 3,500,000 flres.

A large percentage of the dead were 
children, elderly persons and invalids 
who had been left alone “ for just a 
few minutes.”

The chief causes of fires, in order of 
the toll taken, were:

1) Smoking
2) Electrical wiring
3) Heating and cooking equipment
4) Children playing with matches
5) Open flames and sparks
6) Flammable liquids
7) Suspected arson
8) Chimney and flues
9) Lightning
10) Spontaneous ignition
The total fire loss last year totaled 

$5,750,000,000 in the U S.
Now for some tips that could save 

your life:
Be sure your c igarette is out. 

Matches, too. Never leave matches 
and lighters within the reach of chil­
dren.

Don’t run cords under rugs or over 
radiators where they may get da­
m aged. R ep lace a cord i f  it is 
frayed.

Never leave small children or inval­
ids alone in the house. Not even for a 
few minutes.

Have your wiring and electrical 
installations done by a professional.

Store oily rags and paints in a cool 
place in, tightly sealed metal contain­
ers.

Never use flammable liquids for 
dry cleaning indoors.

Never smoke in bed.
Have a fire drill in your home to be 

sure everyone knows what to do in 
case of fire. Designate a specific

meeting place outside so you will all 
know who’s outside of the house.

Remember: Fire extinguishers put 
out 97 percent of all fires on which 
they were used, and most large flres 
start as small flres. So, invest in a 
compact, easy-to-use fire extinguish­
er. Keep it handy in your kitchen, or 
be prudent and buy one for your 
cottage, car, boat and the back bed­
rooms.

Some excellent smoke-, heat- and 
fire-detection systems are available 
to homeowners. Shop around and buy 
the one that suits your needs.

Now, in case of Are:
If you suspect fire, alert the rest of- 

the household. But flrst feel the top of 
the door. If it’s hot, don’t open it. 
Escape through the window.

If you can’t open the window, break 
it with a chair. Cover the rough edges 
with a blanket, sit on the window 
ledge with one leg hanging outside 
and one inside, and wait for help.

The phone number of your fire de­
partment should be taped on EVERY 
telephone. I f  it isn’t, don’t fumble 
around trying to find it. Get out and 
call from a neighbor’s house.

If you live in an apartment building, 
use the stairway. DON’T  take a 
chance on the elevator. I f  it fails, 
you’re trapped.

Once out, stay out. No treasure is 
worth risking your life.

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Nigerian President Shehu 
Shagari headed into talks with President Carter 
today prepared to call for a more forthright Ameri­
can stand in opposition to white supremacist rule in 
South Africa.

After attending the U.N. General Assembly in New 
York, Shagari was flying here this morning for 
several hours of meetings with Carter and with 
Secretary of State Edmund Muskie.

For Carter, the meeting offered the opportunity to 
bolster U.S. relations with black Africa’s wealthiest 
and most influential country.

The meeting also had domestic political implica­
tions. With the presidential election just four weeks 
away and with Carter anxious to woo the black vote, 
he was expected to use the occasion of Shagari’s 
official visit to reaffirm his support for an evolution 
toward black majority rule in l^uth Africa.

But Shagari, elected under an American-style 
constitution a year ago, believes that the United

States and other Western countries should demon­
strate theirlcommitment by imposing a trade boy­
cott of South Africa.

And in recent interviews, he has said he “ cannot 
rule out”  a cutoff o f oil shipments to countries that 
are not sufficiently resolute in their support for 
majority rule.

U.S. officials, who asked not to be identifled, say 
they do not believe Shagari will carry out his threat 
but they are-willing to take his views into account.

One reason is that the United States has become 
highly dependent economically on Nigeria. U.S. oil 
exports from Nigeria average more than 1 million 
barrels daily, a figure exceeded only by Saudi 
Arabia. The American trade deficit with Nigeria this 
year is expected to exceed $11 billion.

Because of the oil trade, the administration has 
gone to some lengths to improve U.S. relations with 
Nigeria. Carter has cite^^the Nigerian example as a 
major foreign policy plus for his administration.

He has said bilateral relations were so poor before

he took office that the previous Nigerian government 
rejected a proposed visit by then-Secretary of State 
Henry A. Kissinger.

Nowadays, U.S. officials describe the relationship 
as excellent, marred only by tactical differences 
over South Africa.

Boat full 

of Haitians 

is sinking
MIAMI (A P ) — Two 

Bahamian Defense Pa ­
trol vessels were heading 
for a sinking 30-foot sail­
boat packed “ wall-to- 
wall”  with scores of Hai­
tians, the U.S. Coast 
Guard said.

“ I ’ve never seen a boat 
that size with so many 
people on board,”  said 
Coast Guard Lt. Cmdr. 
M ichael A llen  o f the 
Miami station, who flew 
over the boat Monday.

Some of the 245 passen- 
g e rs  f ir s t  re p o r ted  
aboard the vessel aban­
doned the craft for li- 
fera fts that rescuers 
dropped from airplanes 
Monday. It was unclear, 
however, exactly how 
many Haitians remained 
aboard the sailboat.

The vessel was sighted 
about 275 miles southeast 
of Miami on the Grand 
Bahama Bank, 75 miles 
southeast of Andros Is­
lands.

“ The Bahamian ves­
sels are en route to the 
scene,’ ’ said Lt. Tom 
Powell. “ As far as we 
know all of the passen­
gers are safe and ac­
counted for. The boat is 
a n c h o r e d  and s t i l l  
afloat.”

The rescue ships are 
expected to reach the 
sinking vessel sometime 
today, Powell said.

Cmdr Jim .Sutherland 
said it was unclear why 
the boat was sinking but 
described it as “ severely 
overloaded”

One dead, seven hurt in violence
LISBON, Portugal (A P ) — The government sent 

100 extra policemen into the center of the northern 
city of Oporto early today to break up fighting 
between leftists and rightists over Portugal’s parlia­
mentary elections. The violence left one dead and 
several injured.

Police said an 18-year-old man died in an Oporto 
hosipital after being shot in the heart. Seven persons 
suffered shotgun pellet wounds Monday in post-elec­
tion clashes in Oporto, hometown of Prime Minister 
Francisco Sa Cameiro whose center-right coalition 
won Sunday’s elections

Oporto police said a party headquarters of the 
prime minister's alliance was sacked but there were 
no Injuries. Attempts to sack two other headquarters 
were beaten back by party defenders, police satd

Some 200 policemen broke up the fighting in the 
city’s riverfront area.

Police did not say who opened fired in the fighting 
but spokesmen for both the leftist and rightist parties 
blamed each other. No arrests were reported
