The amount to be
received in this county among the 22
wheat producers participating will be
approximately $7,0.0, according to com
piled figures, and it is now anticipat-
ed that checks will be received by local
growers sometime before Christmas.

Figures compiled in the County
Agent's office indicate that in 1930
there was planted a total of 4259
acres of wheat yielding 41527 bushels;
in 1931, 4,439 acres planted, yielding
77,198 bushels; in 1932, 3279 acres
planted, yielding 18,894 bushels.

These figures, it must be under-
stood, represent the acreage and bush-
els of only those participating in the
government plan, and are only about
50 per cent of the total acreage and
vield of the county. The average acre-
age for three year period was 3,992,
while the average production was 45,
873 bushels for those participating.
The number of acres taken out of pro-
duction among these 22 for 1934 is 598.

Federal Surplus Relief Corporation will
start With a capital of $250,000,000, sup-
plied by processing taxes collected
from processors of farm products, and
will be what the name implies. Food
will be bought through the Agricul-
tural  Adjustment  Administration,
which has a definite check on the
quantities of surplus stocks in every
section, and will not create shortages,
such as could not be avoided in the
rush of buying in war time. Distribu-
tion will be made through the emer-
gency relief organization, which is
equally familiar with transportation
costs. It will be food which otherwise

Financial Budget
For 1934 Adopted
By Commissioners

In accordance with provisions of the
forty-second session of the Texas Leg-
slature, Bailey County Commissoiners’
court has duly provided and approved
a financial budget of expense for the
county for the year 1934, beginning
with January 1.

The budget system is considered of
much value to counties in that it reg-
ulates expenditures of a reasonable
and logical nature. It is public prop-
erty and any citizen wishing to ac-
quaint himself with its detailed pro
ion may have access to it at the county
clerk’s office.

1t will be noted that the budget calls
for all officers’ salaries to be practic-
ally the same as that of last year. How
ever, road funds have been increased
from $1,750 of last year to $2,400 of this
year. The county property valuation
has been lowered considerably, as
shown in a recent issue of the Journal.

Some of the appropriations in the
budget for the coming year are as fl-
lows: Jury 15 sx 500.00; Salaries
$5,207.2 to  treasurer
