focuses on a irp o rt cab rates

Midland and Odessa city councils 
decided to put a clamp on taxicab 
charges from Midland Regional Air­
port to the two cities when the panels 
met in a Joint session Thursday.

The second Joint meeting this year 
was hosted by Midland in the First 
National Room of The First National 
Bank of Midland. The first was held in 
July at Odessa.

Col. Wilson Banks, director of avia­
tion for the city of Midland, explained 
the complaint he hears most often is 
that people feel they are being over­
charged when they take a taxi.

He explained that Midland taxis 
must be franchised through the city, 
.obtain a permit to serve the airport 
and follow the rates set by the Mid­
land council. Odessa cabs,.while hav­
ing permits to operate at the 
have no set rates and the mgJorftY'^ 
the complaints concern the charges 
by these çab drivers, he said.

On top of that. Midland cabs have 
been taking passengers to Odessa and 
vice versa, he adde^

“ I know our (Midland) cab drivers 
aren’t entirely clean; they wouldn’t 
hesitate to gouge people when they 
can." Banks said. And since the Mid 
land airport rates don’ t apply to 
Odessa, “ Midland cab drivers love to 
get a fare to Odessa. They can charge 
anything they want to.”

IN .SCANNING some rales being 
charged by cab drivers. Midland 
councilman Tom Sloan pointed out a 
$22.50 fare. “ That’s almost as much 
as the plane ticket.”  he remarked.

Midland C ity M anager James 
Brown noted that “ half a million peo 
pie get on or get off a plane out there. 
That’s no sQiall matter. It’s a reflec­
tion on our airport (or people to get 
gouged (by taxi drivers).”

After the two cities* attorneys come 
up with a suggest^ rate list, each 
council will decide whether or not to 
adopt It. And Midland Mayor Thane

Akins suggested it be posted in all 
cabs so the passengers will know at 
the start of their ride exactly how 
much the fare will be.

In other action, the councils looked 
at various airport matters including a 
new commuter line, the extra territo 
rial Juri.sdicfion line, progress of the 
North Route, Odessa's new was­
tewater treatment plant and its pro 
posed Centennial Center and a Joint 
operation of the regional police acade­
my.

The aviation director advised the 
Odessans that Midland City Council 
has ordered a study of expanding 
the airport parking lots. “ We're short 
of parking space. We’re filling up the 
new lots every weekend and some­
times in the middle of the week.”

First Cabinet picks 
k:ut of same cloth'

W ASHINGTON (A P )  — Ronald 
Reagan’s first eight Cabinet choices 
— all white, male and Republican — 
are speaking up quickly in favor of 
the president-elect’s plans to reduce 
taxes, cut the federal budget and 
strengthen national defense.

Still to come after presentation of 
the first group Thursday: Reagan’s 
decision on a secretary of state, an 
important foreign policy post that re­
tired (ien. Alexander Haig seems in­
creasingly likely to fill.

The first eight selections included 
New York financier Donald T. Regan 
as treasury secretary, Reagan confi­
dant Caspar Weinberger as defense 
secretary and his personal lawyer, 
William French Smith, as attorney 
general

There were no surprises as Rea- 
I gan's aides also introduced Rep. 

David A. Stockman of Michigan as 
budget director, Reagan campaign 
manager William J Casey as CIA 
director, retiring Sen. Richard S. 
Schweiker, R-Pa., as secretary of 
health and human services. (Connecti­
cut industrialist Malcolm Baldrige as 
commerce secretary and deputy Re­
publican Party chairman Drew Lewis 
as transportation secretary.

Regan, chairman of Merrill Lynch 
A ^  , the nation’s largest brokerage 
firm. Joined Baldrige In  labeling In-

BbiTt tax cuts and budget cuts are 
needed to fight inflation and stimulate 
prodLctivity, said Regan, whose 
pointment gives the Csbinet roster an 
economic spokesman the Reagan 
team hopes wttt be respected tn both 
Congress and in financial circles.

Stockman, who will inherit the Job 
of molding the federal budget into the 
shape Reagan wants, noted that dur-

ing the campaign Reagan promised 
at least a 2 percent cut, “ and I think 
 ̂there’s no indication that we will back 
off from that.”

Weinberger, who won the nickname 
“ Cap the Knife”  for his budget-cut­
ting work in former President Ri­
chard M. Nixon's administration, was 
asked about his plans now for national 
defense.
. He refused to discuss specifics but 
said, “ 1 support a strong American

Reagan still must name seven more 
Cabinet-level appointees, and various 
sources say he will move quickly to 
nominate Haig as secretary of state 
— perhaps by this weekend.

All the appointments are subject to 
Senate confirmation, and there have 
been reporU Haig could face Demo­
cratic opposition because of his role in 
the Watergate scandal as Nixon's last 
chief of staff.

However, Sen. Howard Baker, R- 
Tenn., who will take over as majority 
leader in January, said Thursday he 
expecu Haig to be appointed by Rea­
gan and confirmed by the Senate.

M oments a fte r  Janies D avid  
MePeters was ambushed and mortal­
ly wounded by slasites of a butcher 
knife allegedly wielded by his es­
tranged wife’s companion, he sought 
the aid of travelers along the high 
way, but none stopped.

District Court.

“ No," replied Mrs. Jennings, who

testified that she was “ put in the car 
by Wayne (Jennings), and the car. I 
think, was moving.”

The woman cried when Joer.s 
showed her an enlarged color photo­
graph o f M ePeters taken at the 
morgue

“ Is this Mr MePeters?”  he asked
"Yes ”

The defendant. MePeters’ widow, 
remained impassive. Her only visible 
emotion through the tria l were 
smiles, and ttien so slightly, when she 
viewed her 31i-year-old son, D.J., 
through the glass panels in the court­
room doors.

MRS. JENNINGS. 22, was the pros­
ecution’s ninth and principal witness 
in its murder-by-hire case against 
MePeters' widow, Patricia “ Patty" 
MePeters. 27.

Mrs. MePeters, on trial since Tues­

day, was indicted last August for 
a lleged ly  prom ising Jennings o f 
Wichita Falls $7.000 to help kill her 
husband and offering her companion, 
27-year-old Rex Shanks of Abilene, 
the proceeds of her husband’s life 
insurance policies, which ambunted 
to $39.000. testimony revealed.

Shanks. Mrs Jennings testified 
Thursday, suffered cuts to his right 
ear and right hand in the scuffle 
with MePeters near the DIME plant 
and the Warfield Truck Stop. He had 
been driving Mrs MePeters’ car. 
which was carrying Mrs MePeters. 
her son D.J., Jennings and Mrs. Jen­
nings, who then was engaged to Jen­
nings and was pregnant.

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Four Midland children flown 
to burn center in Oklahoma

Four Midland children, ages I 
through 4. were in critical condition 
this morning in the bum center of 
Oklahoma City Children's Hospital 
following an early morning house fire 
today in Midland.

Firemen were called to the fire in 
the alley behind 209 N. Madison St. 
at 12:46 a.m. They remained at the 
scene of the fire for an hour and 15 
minutes. The home was heavily da­
maged by the fire, which may have 
been caused by an extension cord run 
Into the home to provide electricity.

According to a spokesman in the 
fire marshal’s office, the four were 
the children of sisters Kathy Williams 
and Brenda Williams. The landlord 
Willie B. Thomas of 209 N. Madison,' 
toid Fire Department officials he first 
smelled smoke about 12:40 a m. He 
said neither of the mothers was home 
at that time.

He said that he and an unidentified 
nei^bor went ouUide, saw the fire 
and turned on a hose. Thomas began 
watering down the house with the 
garden hose, and the neighbor en­
tered the two-room house, rescued 
the children and laid them out on the

ground. All four were reportedly in 
the bedroom.

The spokesman in the fire mar­
shal’s office said there were varying 
reports that the children were all in 
bed at the time of the fire and that 
three of the children were on the bed 
and the fourth was found lying on the 
floor by the bed.

Hobbert Williams, 4; Karen Wil­
liams, 3; Tyrone Williams 1; and 
Lakephine Williams. 3, were all taken 
to Midland Memorial Hospital where 
they were administered preliminary 
treatment. They were then flown to 
the bum center in Oklahoma City in a 
company plane belonging to Tom 
Brown, Inc.

Just having relatives of the dead 
person sit through an emotional trial 
can be anguishing enough, Mus­
burger said.

“ I ’ ll never forget asking Hernando 
Williams about the rape and murder 
of Llndii Goldstone.”  he said. “ 1 could 
fee l 20 eyes go ing through my 
back.”

Williams pleaded guilty, and a Jury 
decided he should be sentenced to 
death. “ To sit in that courtroom and 
have 12 people come back within an 
hour and say your client should die ... 
I ’ ll never forget it,”  Musburger said. 
“ It ’s like a murder was committed in 
front o f our eyes.”

Reinstatement of the death penalty 
in Illinois has taken some of the glow 
off being on the task force, Lee said, 
adding; “ There are many people who 
have serious problems trying a death 
penalty case.”

Some usk force members, includ­
ing Andrea Lyon, oppose the death 
penalty. “ 1 think If the state sits there 
cold and calculatingly plans to kill 
someone ... it’s worse than a murder 
of passion.”  she said. “ It’s uglier.

Musburger said that during his 
years on the task force, everything 
became depersonalized. “ You forget 
you’ re dealing with the loss of human 
life.”  he said. “ It’s moving cattle. It’s 
selling cars.... If you constantly think 
of the loss of life, you’ ll never be able 
to function as a lawyer.”

6. The company's capital needs. Will internal cash 
flow be sufficient to provide for both growth objec­
tives and a higher level of dividends'*

7. The structure of the management team Is it 
essentially a one-man show, or are strong managers 
to be found throughout the team?

8. The likely trend in earnings. Is the growth rate 
.slowing or accelerating? Were there any unusual 
causes behind a sudden one-year spurt or plunge in 
earnings power?

WASHINGTON (A P ) —  Republican conservatives 
are faced with the unpleasant reality that the Cabinet 
choices made so far by Ronald Reagan would have fit 
comfortably into Gerald R. Ford’s administration, or 
tor that matter, into Jimmy Carter’s.

That judgment is based on their backgrounds. When 
the eight Reagan choices faced the news media Thurs­
day, they offered only the most noncommittal general­
ities when asked for their specific views.

The overall impression was one of corporate modera­
tion, the board of directors being introduced to the an­
nual stockholders’ meeting, a lot of white hair and 
expensive tailoring.

The president-elect will name seven more Cabinet 
secretaries, but, so far, his designees have been white 
males, a pattern unlikely to hold through subsequent 
appointments. I f  it does hoid, Reagan would encounter 
a storm of criticism from blacks. Híspanles and 
women.

But he already seems certain to catch heat from 
hard-line conservatives who would have preferred a far 
different Cabinet.

The group named Thursday included only one con­
servative favorite — Rep. David Stockman of Mlchl- 
gan, who will be director of the Office of Management 
and Budget. At 34, Stockman was by far the youngest of 
the appointees as well as the most conservative in his 
political and economic views.

Stockman is certain to be a hard-line advocate of 
cutting the federal budget to the bone.

But none of the other appointees appeared chosen for 
his ideological views.

Caspar Weinberger, for defense secretary, William

French Smith, for attorney general, and William J. 
Casey, for director of the Central Intelligence Agency, 
were picked because Reagan knows each man well.

Weinberger served under Reagan when he was gov­
ernor of California. He’s a tough and experienced 
manager, the sort the president-elect wanted to take 
over at the Pentagon.

Smith is Reagan’s personal attorney. Most presi­
dents have ended up choosing someone they know well 
and trust for attorney general, a post that requires 
decisions on sensitive matters ranging from judicial 
appointments to whether the government will pursue 
important civil and criminal cases.

Casey managed Reagan’s presidential campaign and 
the president-elect obviously wanted someone he trust­
ed to run the CIA and try to fulfill the Reagan campaign 
pledge to strengthen the Intelligence agency.

All three are conservatives, but none are known as 
the kind of ideologues that many conservative sup­
porters of Reagan hoped he would bring into govern­
ment.

Howard Phillips, national director of the Conserva­
tive Caucus, called the choice of Donald Regan, a Wall 
Street financier and chairman of Merrill Lynch & Co., 
the giant brokerage firm, “ a real slap in the face of 
conservatives who thought they were voting for a 
changé.”

— Thé choice of Maîcoîffl Bâldrlgc, a Connecticut Indus- 
trialist who supported George Bush for the GOP pres­
idential nomination, to be secretary of commerce, 
prompted Phillips to express concern that Reagan 
"seems ready to mortgage the Republican future to 
George Bush.”

Conservative unhappiness with some of Reagan s 
choices of friends and advisers flared up at the Republi­
can National Convention when he chose Bush for the 
vice presidential nomination.

California Highway Patrol

The ommission apparently will 
make it impossible for the state to 
recover any portion of the costs of 
modifying the remaining cars so they 
can be used safely In high-speed pa- 
trol work.

The Highway Patrol said the omis­

sion of acceleration and top. speed 
requirements was nothing more than 
a frustrated recognition of the fact 
that no police car available for sale in 
California in 1980 could go fast enough 
to meet the patrol’s requirements.

The patrol also said that it was 
aware that the Dodge St. Regis had 
failed a federal government 35 m.p.h. 
crash test when it bought the 900 new 
cars.

EPA cuts awards of treatment funds

WASHINGTON — The Environ­
mental Protection Agency cut off all 
awards of federal highway and sew­
age treatment funds to six California 
urban areas Thursday because of the 
state's failure to adopt legislation re­
quiring inspection of auto emission 
systems.

The EPA estimated that the cutoff 
could cost California up to $850 million 
in lost funds in fiscal 1981, which 
started Oct. I, if the state Legislature 
does not pass an auto inspection 
plan.

The agency cut off funds to Los 
Angeles, San Diego. San FrancSsco. 
Sacramento, Ventura and Fresno, as 
well as to the Kentucky counties of 
Kenton and Campbell which-are sub­
urban areas directly south of Cincin­
nati. Ohio

. ...“.Uwier the Clean Air Act, C^lfor- 
nia and Kentucky remain'as (he only 
two out of 29 states required tu have
inspection maintenance (1-M) that 
have failed to act.”  an EPA state

ment said.
Douglas M. Costle, the EPA admin­

istrator, said that his overriding con­
cern ' ‘ is that these two states finally 
act to protect their citizens from the 
health threats posed by excessive 
levels of automobile pollution...

"In  fairness to the 27 other states 
that in good faith have taken the 
necessary steps and to insure that I-M 
is carried out nationwide in an equita­
ble and consistent manner, EPA is 
left with no choice under the law but 
to institute these funding régula 
tions.”

The EPA previously had moved to 
cut off funds to Colorado but rescind­
ed the action after the Colorado Legis­
lature passed a vehicle inspection 
bill.

Using the consumer price index as a 
guide, inflation may average 11.0 per­
cent in 1981, dropping to 9.9 percent in 
1982, according to the UCLA forecast.

Larry Kimbell, director of the fore­
casting model, said at a news confer­
ence on campus that it would be 
“ almost impossible" to reduce the

Deportment (drops conspiracy charge

WASHINGTON — Justice Depart 
ment lawyers Thursday dropp^ a 
conspiracy indictmenl aginst former 
acting FBI Director L. Patrick Gray 
III, conceding that they could not 
prove Gray had authorized illegal 
break-ins in search of fugitive mem 
bers of the Weather Underground in 
the early 1970s

Following a brief hearing in U.S. 
District Court here. Gray strode 
across the well of the courtroom and 
shook hands with chief prosecutor 
John W. Nields Jr., thanked him and 
said, “ I know you were doing your 
duty and you did it well.”

Moments later, outside the federal 
courthouse. Gray told reporters he 
had “ every reason to believe this 
prosecution was malicious”  and said 
a civil damage suit in his behalf 
against the federal government is 
u ^ e r  "extremely active considera­
tion”  by his lawyers.

Gray, 64, surrounded by his family, 
said he believes the government was 
"grossly negligent and derelict”  in its 

' Investigation of the case. He declined

to say whom he blamed for any mali­
cious action or whether he thought his 
prosecution had been politically moti 
vated He did add that he believes the 
Justice Department's general effort 
to protect the constitutional rights of 
the citizens who were targets of the 
break-ins was "appropriate.”  In a 
prepared statement. Gray said he 
views the government's dismissal of 
his indictment as “ complete vindica 
tion."

“ Today my name is clear and I 
walk from this courthouse knowing 
that my long ordeal is over,”  Gray 
said

In April 1978, a federal grand jury 
charged that Gray and two former 
high-ranking bureau aides, W Mark 
Felt and Edward S. Miller, conspired 
to violate the civil rights of friends 
and acquaintances of fugitive Weath­
ermen by authorizing surreptitious 
entries into their homes in New York 
and New Jersey in 1972 and 1973

Felt, once the bureau’s No. 2 man, 
and Milller, former chief of the pow 
erful domestic intelligence bureau, 
were convicted by a jury on Nov. 6 of 
conspiracy after a lengthy and com­
plex trial before Chief Judge William

B Bryant. Both are to be sentenced 
Monday.

In August, after Gray's lawyer. 
A lan I Baron , ch a llen ged  the 
strength of the government’s key evi­
dence, prosecutors made it clear the 
decision to move ahead with Gray’s 
trial" would depend on evidence 
brought out in the Felt-Miller case. 
The government acknowledged that a 
crucial witness against Gray had 
changed his story, leaving the case 
"substantially weaker.”

Thursday, prosecutors admitted 
they did not have the testimony they 
nee-ed from either Felt or Miller and 
that without It. the evidence against 
Gray “ did not warrant bringing his 
case to trial.”

“ The Felt-M iller trial has been 
completed. The case against Gray is 
unconvincing.”  prosecutors said in 
submitting to Judge Bryant an order 
dismissing the indictment against 
Gray. Bryant approved the order and 
told Gray “ you are discharged.”

In court papers, the government 
noted that Felt, who took the witness 
stand in his own defense at his trial, 
testified he believed Grav knew noth­

At the very least, Bla­
mont and co lleagu es  
from West Germany and 
Britain are trying to get 
the United States to let 
ESA borrow Its deep- 
space tracking network 
and its deep-space navi­
gating team at Pasade­
na’s Jet Propulsion La 
boratory to help guide 
ESA’s “ Giotto”  space 
craft as close as possible 
to the comet. Blamont is 
also negotiating with the 
Soviets to get them to aid 
In the navigation of Giot­
to (named for the I4th 
century Florentine artist

About 250 Vietnamese 
were aboard the historic 
flight from Ho Chi Minh 
City, the first arrivals 
under the long-delayed 
“ orderly departure”  re­
settlement program.

Dressed in brigh tly 
colored clothes, they 
bore scant resemblance 
to the battered wretches 
who have washed up on 
Asian shores in the hun 
dreds of thousands since 
the communist victory In 
April 1975. Men in blue 
suits, white shirts and 
co lo r fu l ties ca rr ied  
flight bags and cameras 
— (in  sharp contrast 
with the pathetic bundles 
that have been the hall­
mark of the “ boat peo 
pie).”

The inagural “ orderly 
departure”  flight fol 
lowed agreement on an 
initial resettlement list 
b e tw een  the U n ited  
States and Vietnam — 
with the U.N. High Com­
missioner for Refugees 
(U N H C R ) as a go be 
tween.

The program was de 
signed to end the chaotic 
flow of people by boat — 
one of the great refugee 
movements of modern 
time —  by speeding the 
exit of what may become 
known as the “ plane peo­
ple.”  Several people on 
Thursday’ s flight said 
they themselves had pre­
viously tried to escape by 
sea and many know 
others hwo had succeed­
ed.

“ Six of my daughters 
left by boat in 1978. Now, 
at long last, we're joining 
them in San Francisco,”  
said Lieu Ca, an ethnic 
Chinese.

The United States has 
expressed (he IntWiIlbn 
to take up to 1,000 Viet­
namese a month as refu­
gees, plus all those who 
qualify for immigrant 
status because of closer 
family lies.

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Army readiness in eastern 
Poland has been Increased In what U.S. analysts de­
scribe as the first concrete Indication that Poles — 
not Soviets — might be used to suppress popular 
unrest.

The report by U.S. intelligence sources came 
Thursday after Poland’s army newspaper repeated­
ly warned the country’s independent labor move­
ment against any actions that would threaten the 
communist hold there. The paper hinted Poland’s 
armed forces might take a direct hand to suppress 
dissent.

According to reports reaching here, all of Poland’s 
army divisions assigned to eastern part of the 
country have been ordered to an 80 percent level of 
readiness. U.S. specialists said this is considerably 
higher than normal.

There are three Polish motorized rifle divisions 
and an airborne division stationed in eastern Poland. 
U.S. intelligence reports also say one Polish reserve 
army division has been brought to a low level of 
mobilization. It was unclear what this involves, but 
some U.S. specialists said it appears it has been 
strengthened slightly.

The sketchy reports did not specify whether the 
increased readiness orders came from Polish gov­
ernment civilian leaders, Polish generals or Soviet 
military officials. Poland is a member of the Warsaw 
Pact, which is dominated by the Soviet military

There has been a recent increase in the number of 
Soviet officers assigned as advisers to various Polish 
military headquarters and staffs, U.S.'intelligence 
sources have said.
