ANSON —Hatching chickens in a
refrigerator may sound a little ab-
surd, but last Tueseay morning Mrs
E. P. Adams, who lives in north-
eastern Jones County, discovered
she had a 100 per cent hatch of
day-old chicks in a refrigerator
which had been discarded several
years ago and placed out in the
sun.

An old hen, seeking privacy, stole
away and deposited her eggs in the
abandoned icebox. The wind clos-
ed the door to the box and the ex-
treme heat of the last two weeks
kept the eggs at an even tempera-
ture. Nature did the rest.

In keeping with the action of numer-
ous other bakeries all over the state,
the price of bread was advanced two
cents per loaf in Muleshoe last Satur-
day, it now selling at 10 cents for an
ordinary size loaf. This action was
taken simultaneously with the effec-

Option, Aug. 26

Bailey county may vote on local
option August 26, the election being
held at the same time as the staté
election on the matter of repealing the
i h and i
vinous and malt liquors of not more
than 3.2 per cent. It is stated that even
should the state as a whole go “wet”
Bailey county, because it was previous-
ly “dry” would remain dry.

At meeting of the Kiwanis club
held Friday noon the matter of a sim-
ultaneous election was well discussed
and it was agreed advisable, since ft
would mean a saving of between $700
and $800 to the county to not call a
special election on -local option that
such vote be taken at the time of the
state voting. A petition was prepared
and more than the 10 per cent of
names required was quickly obtained.
Only those who have paid their poll
tax for this year may vote in the elec-
tion the record showing 538 such
voters in Bailey county this year.
While predictions are free that the
state will vote wet on the issue, there
are many who believe Bailey county
will remain in the dry column.

Out 90,000 Of Baby
Chicks If Season

The Muleshoe Hatchery closed this
week, having made a hatch of 90,000
baby chicks for the season's runm, ac-
cording to Ty Young, manager. This
concern equipped with a 52,000 egg
capacity electirc incubator has been op
erating here for the past four years,
and this is the largest hatch it has
yet produced, Young said. He estimat-
ed there has also been shipped into
this section about 20,000 other baby
chicks during the past sea , which
giv pproximately 110,000 baby chicks
now growing for market or for egg pro-
duction. £

M. Young states that his largest
hatching were of Rhode Island Reds
and White Leghorn varieties. He also
hatched several of the Barred Ply-
mouth Rock, Buff Orphington, White
Langshangs,  White  Wyandottes,
Black and White Giant varieties.

Prospects for a good poultry year
are good at this time, Young says, and
rise in prices will probably begin some-
time in August.

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“Likewise, 7,393 hogs sold before be-
ing finished, saves: 2,588 tons of grain;
111 tons of cottonseed meal, a total of
2,699 tons. This represents a total sav-
ing of 366488 tons. Thus, there is a
net shortage of 171,492 tons.

Shortage Overcome

“A shortage of that number of tons
of feed would be readily overcome wtih
only a slight increase in yield, say from
.7 of a ton to one ton per acre, which
would make the total production, 924,-
834 tons, or a surplus of 15894 tons.

“Thus, this surplus of 15,804 tons,
plus the 36448 tons saved by shipping
unfinished stock, would care for the
18457 steers shipped, thus probably
10,000 extra head or a total of approx-
imately 28,000 animal units.

“If the total cotton acreage be re-
duced one third and planted to feed we
would have 405854 acres additional in
feed, with even a conservative yield af
7. of a ton per acre there would be an
increase in production of 284,098 tons.
This figure, plus the 36,448 tons not
being used on home grown livestock,
would make a surplus of 320,546 tons,
or enough to finish 128218 animal
units.

Allows 350 Pound Gain

““This figure is based on the amount
of feed needed to finish this num-
ber of animal units and does not in-
clude maintenance or growing other-
wise. This will allow approximately
350-pound gain per animal unit.”

A gross yield of lint and seed on

a nine cent per pound basis repre-
sents a yield of $12.75 per acre, on
ilnt cotton. Five acres of crop will take
care of four steers on feed.

Mr. Paetzold purchased the farm
where he and his family now live about
four years ago, and has continuously
pumped water for irrigation purposes
during the growing season from the
time they first moved to the new home.
‘With the aid of a 70-horse-power Bes-
semer oil-burning engine, the Paet-
zold well will produce from 1000 to 1560
gallons per minute continuously thru-
out the growing season and all it takes
Mr. Paetzold said, is hard work. 2
hours per day, and with the help of
his three sons, George, Raymond and
Edward, he manages to take care of
the water and get it where it does the
most good

Bountiful Crops.

Mr. Paetzold raises all varieties of
crops acceptable to this section of the
Southwest. His principal crop is alfalfa
which he waters every week through-
out the growing season with an aver-
age yield of a ton to the acre this
year for the first two cuttings. A
wheat field of 70 acres made a gain
of about ten bushels to the acre from
only one watering and the cost of fuel
being about 75 cents per acre. Mr.
