FEDERAL GOVER
REDUCTION IN C

Clearly the great sustaining force in
the cotton market today is the be-
lief that the cotton acreage reduc-
fon campaign for 1934-35 will be suc-
cessful, but reports coming in as the
sign-up campaign closes with the end
of January indicates the sign-up for
this and next year will not be nearly
so great as it was in 1933.

Some counties have estimated the
sign-up will not be more than six or
seven per cent of what it was last year,
others are ranging considerable higher
in the percentage. In Bailey county
present indications are it will be
about a 50 per cent sign-up of what
it was last year,

Throughout the cotton belt in the
southern part of this state reports in-
dicae from 20 to 30 per cent of the
acreage being signed. A survey of 74
counties shows a considerable slump
in the signing, and it is nowofficially
estimate d by officials at College Sta-
tion that the estimated total acreage
of 6,000,000 reduction in Texas may
not exceed 2,000,000,

Unless there is a heavy signing with
the closing of January it is entirely
probable that growers will see a dis-
tinet drop in the price of from 11 to
5 cents per pound shortly after Feb-

y—unless the government sees ad-
visable to extend the period of con-
tract signing, of which there is at
this time no public information avail-
able. And even should there be an
extension in the contract signing per-
fod, it still appears many are not go-
ing to avail themselves of the oppor-
tunity,

Many landlords are reported not co-
operating with the government in the
sign-up campaign. In Bailey county
alone it is said there are approximately
200 tenant contracts now being held
up for lack of landlord signatures.

On the other hand, reports coming
in indicate there is going to be a big
acreage of cotton planted this year—
many new aeres going into cotton for

It further asks the opinion of each
individual on what percentage of farm
ers in each communty favor such a
plan and whether they favor a re-
striction in the number of bales each
farmer would be allowed to produce,
or prefer a tax on all cotton to be gin-
ned or sold with an exemption for
the average production permitted to
those who co-operate voluntarily in
adjustment programs.

Both plans, the President said last
Saturday, would accomplish the same
result and the difference is largely a
matter of legal opinion. He added that
he felt the taxation method would be
best.

Asked about the extension of com-
pulsory control to other crops, such as
wheat and cotton, the President said
that was too far off.

Secretary Wallace in a letter ac-
companying the questionaire said, “the
Government itself is not proposing com
pulsion but wishes to ascertain the
sentiment of the South.” He added
that the Administration was merely
seeking to determine the sentimeat of
farmers and that the proposed compul-
sory plan was not a movement  to
abandon the voluntary principles  of
the present pact as it is working put
in the adjustment campaign now an-
der way.

“It is important,” he said, “that the
cotton farmers of the South recognize
the implications of compulsory control.

“If, after sufficient consideration
and debate, it is evident that the cot-
ton producers as a whole are ready
and willing to take this step we shall
then join in the development of spe-
cific plans' which will be designed to
bring in the disenting minority, pre-
vent the planting, at least temporarily,
of new lands and supplement the pres-
ent voluntary program which is now
under way and which is apparently
destined for success,”

Other officials of the Farm Admin-
istration in close touch with the cotton
situation declared they. felt sentiment
of Southern farmers would be over-
whelmingly in favor of the compul-
sory plan,
