NEW YORK (AP) — A 25-year-old Hawaii man
who apparently stalked John Lennon for three days
was held today on a charge of gunning down the
former Beatle, as the music world mourned the
death of the legendary songwriter and singer.

The suspect, Mark David Chapman, was held in
an isolation cell at the Manhattan Criminal Court
Building. He will be turned over to the Correction
Department if no bail is set or if a psychiatric
examination is ordered at his arraignment, expect-
ed to take place this-afternoon.

A police source, who asked not to be identified,
said Chapman gave different stories to detectives
about the slaying. But he said Chapman was ‘‘em-
phatic” that he knew he was sheoting the 40-year-
old Lennon, who helped make the British rock
group into superstars and pop-culture legends in
the 1960s.

More than 1,000 people gathered this morning
outside the Dakota, a luxury apartment building on
Manhattan’s Upper West Side where Lennon lived
with his wife, Yoko Ono, and their 5-year-old son,
Sean, and where he was shot Monday night after
stepping from a limousine.

David Geffen, president of GeffenRecords for
which Lennon recorded, said Miss Ono, upstairs in
one of the couple’s five Dakota apartments, was
‘““very upset’’ by the crowd after daybreak.

“They’'re a bunch of crazy people out there ...
they're drunk and rowdy. It’s like a party,” Gef-
fenaid.

Former Beatle Ringo Starr and his wife broke off
a vacation to fly to the United States. The Starrs
slipped into the Dakota early today through a side
entrance. After visiting about half an hour with
Miss Ono, they left by the same door but this time
about 100 people crowded around before they were
driven off in a limousine.

A smaller; more subdued crowd had stood vigil
outside the building on 72nd Street across from
Central Park late Monday night.

Geffen said that if Lennon had a funeral it would
be in New York City and. “‘very private. Yoko
doesn’t want a circus.”

Then he added: ‘I don't know there will be a
funeral. It'll be no event, I can assure you.”

He repeated a statement issued last night by Miss
Ono: ““John loved and prayed for the human race.
Please do the same for him.”

President-elect Ronald Reagan, visiting in the
city today, called Lennon's death ‘“‘a great trage-
dy.”

Police said Chapman, who had apparently lived
in Decatur, Ga., before moving to Hawaii, told
them he had a license for the gun used in the
shooting but could only produce a bill of sale for the
weapon, a Charter Arms .38-caliber revolver, pur-
chased in Hawaii.

According to authorities, Chapman had come to
New York from Hawaii about a week ago and had
been seen near the Dakota three times in the past
three days.

Lennon -had autographed-a record album for

Chapman about 5 p.m. when he was accosted by the
young man as he left his apartment complex to go
to a recording studio.

The police source said that at one point Chapman
indicated he was annoyed that Lennon had only
scribbled his autograph on the album.

Lennon, who was the co-author with Paul
McCartney of such famous songs as “I Want to
Hold Your Hand,” “Yesterday” and ‘“‘Let it Be,”
was returning from the studio when the shooting
occurred at 10: 50 p.m. Monday.

Police said the gunman emerged from the shad-
ows as the Lennons stepped out of a limousine and
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walked past the Dakota’s giant iron gate into the
archway.

“‘Mr. Lennon?” police quoted him as saying
before he allegedly fired five shots which caused
seven wounds.

Yelling “I'm shot,” Lennon staggered into an
office and crumpled to the floor, falling face down
with three wounds in his chest, two in his left arm
and two in his back.

Police rushed the former Beatle to Roosevelt
Hospital, a mile away, in a squad car.

“I'm sure he was dead when he was shot,” said
Dr. Stephen Lynn. “Extensive resuscitation efforts
were made and despite transfusions and other
methods he could not be revived.”

“Tell me it isn’t true,” Miss Ono sobbed when
doctors pronounced the songwriter dead. Lennon
had said in an RKO radio network interview only
hours before his death that he hoped to die before
:ﬂss Ono because he “couldn’t carry on” without

er.

McCartney, looking pale, told reporters at his
Sussex farmhouse in southern England: ‘“‘John was
agxi?tguy. He is going to be missed by the whole
world.”

Former Beatle George Harrison also was y
upset and had canceled a recording session
duled for today.

“So brilliant, so gifted, so giving,” said Sid
Bernstein, who produced the Beatles’ Shea Stadium
concerts of 1965 and 1966. “‘He was the Bach, the
Beethoven, the Rachmaninoff of our time.”

Police, who found the gunman standing near the
scene with his pistol on the ground, were consider-
ing the shooting “‘just as important as the assassi-
nation of John F. Kennedy,” said Lt. John Schick.

Police initially referred to the suspect as a “local
screwball.”

Lennon had only recently emerged from five
years away from the musical scene, during which
he cared for his son, cooked and kept house.

Lennon rocketed to fame as guitarist, singer and
songwriter in the early '60s with fellow Beatles
McCartney, Harrison and Starr. The four cut 25
albums before their breakup in 1970.

Lennon and McCartney teamed up as teen-agers
in 1957 and wrote “Love Me Do” when Elvis
Presley was at the top of the hit parade. The song
was their first release in 1962.

Harrison joined their group, The Quarrymen, in
1958 and the following year, the name had ch
to the Silver Beatles and the performers incl
Pete Best on drums and Stu Sutcliffe on bass.

Sutcliffe left the group in 1961. In 1962, Best was
replaced by Starr, record store owner Brian Ep-
stein negotiated a contract for the group with
EMI, George Martin became their producer and by
year's end they were on the pop charts.

Their fifth single, *‘I Want To Hold Your Hand,”
rocketed them to fame in England. They were
introduced in America on the Ed Sullivan show, and
Beatlemania began to spread around the world.

Among their albums were ‘‘Meet The Beatles,”
‘“‘Rubber Soul,” “Revolver,” “Sgt. r's Lolnll
Hearts Club Band,” ““The Beatles (white album)
and “Abbey Road.”

The group made five films, “A Hard Day's
Night,” “Help,” “Yellow Submarine,” ‘“Magical
Mystery Tour” and “Let It Be.”

Lennon also authored two books, “In His Own
Write” and “‘Spaniard In The Works,” and cut nine
albums after leaving the Beatles.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Gen. Alex-
ander M. Haig Jr., who watched first-
hand as Watergate destroyed Richard
M. Nixon's presidency, is finding that
memories of the eight-year-old scan-
dal are still strong enough to threaten
his own appointment as secretary of
state.

Sources close to the incoming ad-
ministration of President-elect Ron-
ald Reagan said Monday that Haig's
chances of being named to the na-
tion’s top diplomatic job are fading as
Reagan and his advisers weigh the
residual dangers from Watergate.

Adm
Robert H. Falls, head of NATO's mili-
tary committee, said the Soviets had
the military capability to intervene
“with very little warning."”

Italy's Communist Party, mean-
while, warned that any military in-
tervention would have ‘‘very grave
consequences.”” A statement by the
largest Communist Party in the West
said Italian Commuhists were wor-
ried about the Polish situation.

Organizers of a Polish private
farmers’ union claimed the govern-
ment initialed but refused to sign the
papers legalizing their independent
union. They scheduled a meeting in
Warsaw Sunday to discuss their
grievances.

“Strikes are a matter for tomor-
row, for today there is the meeting of
delegates,” said one of the organiz-
ers, Wieslaw Kecik.

The farm trouble developed as the
official Polish media joined the inde-
pendent labor movement in denying

charges from Moscow that “‘counter-

revolutionaries’’ were causing new

unrest among industrial workers.
The Soviet media did not repeat the

charges today, but the official news _

agency Tass accused Washington of
making “‘provocative’’ statements
about Poland.

Independent farmers occupy a
strong position in Polish agriculture,
in constrast to other countries in the
Soviet bloc where collectivized, state
farms are the norm.

Private farmers in Poland work
about 52 percent of the country’s till-
able land and account for 78 percent
of all agricultural production. The
small-farm system, low level of agri-
cultural mechanization, lack of ade-
quate transport and uneven govern-
ment support for agriculture are con-
sidered by Western experts to be key
factors in the country's acute eco-
nomic crisis.

The Communist Party newspaper
Trybuna Ludu, Warsaw radio and
television and the Polish news agency
PAP said a Soviet report of disorders
at the Iskra bearing and sparkplug
factory in Kielce were unfounded

Trybuna Ludu said the factory's
deputy technical director and party
first secretary told it ““‘calm, honest
work was going on, and that this was
due in no small measure to Sol-
diarity,”” Poland’s biggest indepen-
dent union.

Murder-for-hire
trial begins here

A 27-year-old Odessa woman who
allegedly plotted to have her es-
tranged husband killed in a murder-
for-hire scheme is being tried today in
142nd State District Court before a
five-man, seven-woman jury.

The accused, Patricia Louise
“Patty” McPeters, a brunette, and
the two ‘“‘hit"’ men, Rex Bradley
Shanks, 27, of Abilene, and Willie
Wayne Jennings, 19, of Wichita Falls,
were indicted last August in the
stabbing death of Mrs. McPeters’ 46-
year-old husband, James David
McPeters; on July 28. :

“The people that do all the work,”
said John Crosby, who himself is
known to be a cause booster and
workhorse, “‘are the professionals,
and they do a real great job.”

What Crosby was lauding were the
likes of Charlie Green, Sharon Hillis,
Willie Stumberg and Cindy Mann —
Midland County agents for the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service
(TAEX).

Those folks have the skill, training
and motivation to inspire those
young, those beginning and those
established in agriculture to do the
best job possible in their fields,
Crosby said Monday night at the an-
nual TAEX’s Midland County Exten-
sion Program Building Committee
meeting in Post 7208 of the Veterans
of Foreign War.

But sometimes the elements — such
as costs, the middle-man, labor, the
bugs, and the weather — that contrib-
ute to a successful harvest don’t mix
well and a disaster replaces a profit.

But many times, the folks in agri-
culture win out.

“When those men have to face the
weather (drought, rain, freeze and a
scorching sun), the bugs and every-
thing else and come out with a crop,”
Crosby said, ‘‘you've got to hand it to
them.”

Crosby, who bears a kinship with
farmers and ranchers, operates the
Michael-Brandon Vineyard. The vine-
yard’s 1980 yield, which, unlike last
year’s pickings, didn’t exactly prod-
uce a bumper harvest this year.

But he is optimistic for high grape
yields and, possibly, for the establish-
ment of a winery in the Midland
area.

“I'm the Gallo of Texas,” Crosby
had jested earlier in the evening and
may realize his goal.

Shortly after Crosby’s remarks,
Green, the senior county agent for
agriculture, presented a color-slide
show of the extension service’s activi-
ties for the year.

Activities ranged from the Midland
County Livestock Show to the annual
farm-ranch tour sponsored by the
Midland Chamber of Commerce to
the pecan show and the annual 4-H
Club Food Show, which this year,
noted Green, attracted 11 boys and 28
girls.

The advent of boys in the kitchen
drew this comment from Green.

“By George, if they (girls) can get
in our domain, then we can get in
their domain,” he asserted.

“Except, I haven’t seen Mr. Green
in the kitchen,” murmured his wife,
Betty.

The county agent also noted the
Outdoor Learning Center, geared to
the basics in agriculture and operated
largely by the U.S. Soil Conservation
Service and Midland Independent
School District.

“There are a lot of kids that don’t
know where milk comes from,” said
Green. He suggested that the center
should help “‘educate’ the young folks
in the basics.

He mentioned other programs
sponsored by the extension service.
And he implied that those profession-
als in the field would be virtually
helpless without assistance and coop-
eration from supporters in agricul-
ture and those on the fringes.

“We're just as good as you leaders
and committee folks, and that’s as
good as we can be,” he said.

“1 think you do a really super job,"”
said Marie Gersten, mother of 11-
year-old 4-H'er Kimberly Gersten.

The meeting was climaxed with the
re-election of Crosby as chairman of
the county’s extension program
building committee. Jackie Forsyth
was re-elected vice chairman and
Dolly Calhoun, secretary.

Soviets told not to interfere

NEW DELHI, India (AP) — Prime
Minister Indira Gandhi told Soviet
President Leonid Brezhnev today thrl:
India wants no further interference
this region.

““We sincerely hope that the inde-
pendence, sovereignty, territorial in-
tegrity and non-aligned status of the
countries in the region will not come

under strain or jeopardy through con- °

flict and interference,” Mrs. Gandhi
declared at a heavily-guarded indoor
civic meeting for the visiting Soviet
stat.ef president and Communist Party
chief.

Accompanied by declarations of
Indo-Soviet friendship and praise for
Brezhnev as a world statesman, Mrs,
Gandhi’s message about non-interfer-
ence was regarded as a strong refer-
ence to the Soviet military presence in
Afghanistan and the Moslem insur-
rection there.

It was the second such Indian mes-
sage in two days for Brezhnév. Indian
President Neelam Sanjiva Reddy told
him at a Monday night banquet that
‘“we in India remain opposed to any
form of intervention — covert or overt
—by-outside forcesin the internal
affairs of the region.”

Afghanistan, the most sensitive
issue in Indo-Soviet relations,
prompted Soviet and Indian author-
ities to shift the meeting — billed as a

Alexei Kosygin in sudden obscurity

MOSCOW (AP) — Less than two
months after Alexei N. Kosygin re-
signed, hardly a trace remains in
Moscow of the image of the hard-
driving premier of the Soviet Union
for 16 years.

The press is silent about him. The
switchboard at his former office
claims it has no way to reach him.
Soviet officials are uncertain -what
‘political posts he may still hold.

Kosygin, a top diplomatic trouble-
shooter and the master planner of the
Soviet economy since the pverthrow
of Nikita S. Khrushchev in 1964,
stepped down from the premiership
Oct. 23 after a prolonged period of
illness. Soviet sources say he is still
undergoing treatment for heart and
circulatory problems, probably at a
secluded VIP clinic near Moscow.

He has been neither praised nor
criticized in the press since his resig-
nation. Westerners have spotted only
one published reference to him since
then — a routine footnote, referring to
his published writings, in a little-read
historical journal

Noone can even say for sure wheth-
er the 76-year-old Kosygin departed in

political favor or disgrace. President
Leonid I. Brezhnev expressed official
‘‘gratitude’’ to him after his resigna-
tion was accepted, but there were
none of the medals or elaborate trib-
utes paid to some departing leaders in
the past.

Some sources believe Kosygin’s
greatest sin in the eyes of his col-

leagues was his very decision to re-
sign. The average age of the nation’s
top leaders i$ now close to 70, and
many of them, including Brezhnev,
have soldiered on despite regular
bouts of illness

Kosygin, on the other hand, is said
to have wanted to spend his last days
relaxing in peace, particularly after
his recent illnesses.

Books by Kosygin are still on sale at
a major Moscow bookstore — al-
though the public shows little interest
in them —_and his writings are still
available at the Lenin Library in

downtown Moscow.

But bookstore clerks have quietly
removed his portrait from the little
packets of leaders' photographs sold
to patriotic citizens. His picture did
not go up last month with posters of
other leaders on the anniversary of
the Bolshevik Revolution.

This led to speculation that in addi-
tion to losing his premier’s post, Ko-
sygin had also been dropped from the
Politburo, the top council of the Com-
munist Party. But foreign reporters
and other observers don’'t know for
sure.

Officials at the party’'s Central
Committee in Moscow, telephoned
last month by a reporter, hastily con-
ferred with each other and said no,
Kosygin was no longer a Politburo
member.

But a Soviet Foreign Ministry
spokesman said the same day that
Kosygin is ‘‘definitely” still on the
Politburo, since his removal from
that body has not been formally an-
nounced.

Not all Soviet officials have gone
into immediate obscurity after losing
top posts. Nikolai V. Podgorny, who

was dropped from the national presi-
dency in 1977 in apparent disgrace,
continued for a time to appear at
sessions of the Supreme Soviet, the
national Parliament.

Klementi Voroshilov, purged from
the presidency by Nikita Khrushchev
in 1960, returned to the party Central
Committee after Khrushchev's down-
fall and retained his seat until his
death in 1969. Anastas Mikoyan, pres-
ident in 1964-65, remained a member
of the Supreme Soviet until 1974, four
years before his death.

Vyacheslav Molotov, Stalin’s veter-
an foreign minister, retained some
government posts after Khrushchev
purged him in 1957, and he has occa-
sionally been spotted in Moscow in
recent years.

Kosygin's ill health may preclude
further government work. But the
absence so fir of any public reference
to him or h ars of service keeps
alive speculation about other reasons
for his retirement. Many analysts be-
lieve it will be years before the full
story of Kosygin's withdrawal from
the Kremlin leadership is known — if
it ever comes out at all.

Visiting Wayne County Circuit
Court Judge George Martin said Mon-
day that residents of the ethnically
diverse Poletown neighborhood had
failed to show that the City Council
abused its discretion in its effort to
save 6,100 auto manufacturing jobs.

Detroit's mayor called the decision
a victory. Neighborhood residents
feared it was hailed Poletown’s last
stand

The city wants to level the residen-
tial areas around the abandoned
Dodge Main plant, which once em
ployed 30,000, to make a 465-acre site
where GM can build a modern plant

“They call your house a slum and

shack and they tell you that you have
to take what they offer,” said Eliza-
beth Marshall, 64, who has lived on
Trombly Street for 24 years. *‘I don't
know the law. I don’t know what they
are giving me. They-tell you to sign; 1
don't know what I am signing. I don't
know where I'm going to move."”

Mayor Coleman Young said in a
statement the ruling was a ‘“‘signifi-
cant victory' toward “‘a brand new
departure in the realm of reindustria-
lization,”’ but warned there were still
obstacles on a timetable for clearing
the land by May 1.

Poletown resident Ann Giannini
said the decision ‘‘is very bad news
for us. We don't need that kind of
news around Christmastime.”

Ms. Giannini, who attended every
session of the two-week trial, said she
believes the lawsuit was the last stand
for Poletown, a neighborhood along
the Detroit-Hamtramck city limits.

Martin said city officials had devot-

ed “intense study of the advantages
and disadvantages of several sites for
several months’ and there had been
no showing of unjust compensation
offers for the 1,600 parcels of land.

The city's attempt to save jobs at a
-time when unemployment is running
12 percent was a legitimate ‘‘public
purpose,’ the judge said.

““At the heart of plaintiff’s motion is
the proposition that the residents of
Poletown will not be relocated to a

community that is exactly like Pole-
town,” the judge said. “GM held no
gun to the head of the city of Detroit.
GM could go elsewhere.”

GM wants to replace its 53-year-old
Cadillac assembly and body plants on
Detroit’s west side with a single new
plant. The automaker told city offi-
cials it wanted to keep such a major
manufacturing operation in its head-
quarters city if a suitable site could be
found.

Reagan camp struggling

- Threaded through most of the com-
mentary and speculation about the
incoming administration is the belief
that, except for the faces, it will be
more or less business as usual on the
same old Potomac River in the same
old world.

Did U.S. leaks aid Israeli missile project?

WASHINGTON — The Central In-
telligence Agency is probing the pos-
sibility that the joint development of
cruise missiles by Israel, South Afri-
ca and Taiwan was aided by high-
level leaks of u% technology to Isra-
el

The chief target of the CIA probe is
the Air Force, some of whose officials
are suspected of opposing the official
U.S. policy of refusing the Israelis our
long-range nuclear delivery knowhow
— and of taking illegal steps to cir-
cumvent this policy.

As | reported in an earlier column,

the three nations have pooled their
—_resources to develop nuclear weap-

ons: and they can now preduce cruise
missiles that can thwart enemy radar
and deliver the atomic warheads up
to 1,500 miles away.

Now that it's known that Israel has

been-sharing -its nuclear technology —

with other nations, the CIA may be
given authorization to pursue its in-
vestigation of the suspected leaks to
Israel. “We don’t so much mind Israel
having the stuff,”” an intelligence offi-
cial told my associate Ron McRae,
“but we sure wish they'd be less free
in passing it around.”

One basic problem is that U.S. in-
telligence agencies don’t agree on the
question of sharing knowledge with
Israel, which is not only the single
truly democratic country in the Mid-
dle East but has powerful political
clout in the United States. While the
Air Force has a long history of close
ties with the Israelis, the CIA has
argued that Israeli intelligence acti-
vities in the United States should be
curtailed.

What particularly worries the CIA
is the possibility that the KGB routin-
ely includes its agents among Soviet

A footnote: Apart from finding a
successor to Nofziger as a sage public
relations counselor, Reagan does not
yet even have a new press secretary
to succeed him.

The old perspective saw the Soviets
launch the world’s most massive
arms race and initiate an aggressive
world-wide attack on the vital ar-
teries of Western civilization and its
response was to disarm and retreat.

The new perspective recognizes
that a purely defensive strategy must
necessarily end in defeat and we must
aggressively meet the Soviet’ chal-
lenge in the Persian Gulf, in the Ca-
ribbean, in Asia and in Africa.

The old perspective viewed commu-
nism as a fixed and undefeatable
feature of the world and hoped to
form an alliance with it. That is the
perspective which resulted in the U.S.
government downplaying the threat
of communism, trading with and
granting credit to communist govern-
ments and muting its criticism of
communist abuses.

The new perspective sees the truth
that communism is inherently evil
and that its abuses of human rights
are not mistakes. The new perspec-
tive recognized that the hostility of
communism toward the free societies
is-implacable and that no alliance is
possible.

Thé old perspective reflected the
Marxist belief that socialism was in
evitably the wave of the future. It was
that false belief which caused Ameri-
can administrations to abandon anti-
communist allies around the world

The new perspective recognized
that Marxism, as both a philosophy
and as a view of the world, has been
thoroughly discredited. The new per-
spective understands that the alter-
native to a Fulgencio Batista need not
be a Fidel Castro but that if circum-
stances are such that a communist is
the only alternative, than it is in the
interests of freedom to back the anti-
communist.

The old perspective reflected fear
and materialism; the new perspec-
tive reflects courage and morality
The old perspective is visible in Sen.
Charles Percy running over to Mo-
scow and returning 1ike a chitd, happy
that the Kremlin murderers smiled at
him over tea. The new perspective
means we tell the Soviet leaders we
don't care whether they like us or
not

The people trying to co-opt the Rea-
gan administration-are cowards and
materialists and the only suggestion
they have is the same old poison,
appeasement

Those of us who understand the
truth must continue to fight in the
political arena against the appeasers

regardless of whether they are Re-
publicans or Democrats. We must
understand that any attempt to resist
Soviet propaganda, any attempt to
re-arm, any attempt to confront So-
viet aggression around the world,
will be resisted in this country by an
unholy alliance of fearful material-
ists, socialists and Soviet agents

If you understand that the stakes
are your life and your freedom and
the safety of your children, you won't
shrink from a fight that only began on
Nov. 4, 1980

Lennon, McCartney lauded
as leading song-writing team

NEW YORK (AP) — The songwrit-
ing team of John Lennon and Paul
McCartney was the most important
new entry on the popular music scene
in the last 20 years.

Elvis Presley is the father of rock
'n’ roll, but his pelvic gyrations and
raw secularizing from gospel music
roots appalled middle and older gen-
erations. The first time the Beatles
came to America, to perform on the
Ed Sullivan Show, conductor Leonard
Bernstein took his three children and
praised the music.

Less erudite musically liked them,
too. The "‘mop-top Liverpudlians”
looked clean and wholesome and their
songs were nice, 1 Want To Hold
Your Hand"’ and “'I Saw Her Standing
There.”

~——The Beatles;—with &

McCartney standing out because they
wrote the songs, brought such
strength to rock 'n’ roll that for a time
all other music was out. Jazz went
under the tidal wave and so did pre-
viouly hit crooners like Eddie Fish-
er

The Beatles sang with a U.S. South-
ern accent when they began, although
they talked with the Liverpool ac-
cents they grew up speaking. They
had been listening to American rec-
ords.

Anyone would expect that the Bea-
tles would be innovators and then
fade away, as Bill Haley and the
Comets had done after their ‘“‘Rock
Around the Clock’ spoke so strongly
to teenagers in 1955. But they didn't
Lennon and McCaroney remained in-

novators and excellent songwriters,
of songs that continued to grab the
teen, and older, public.

Bob Dylan is certainly second in
creative importance in rock history,
his lyrics changing rock’s course,
even while changing his own course,
and influencing other rock practition-
ers and the lives of fans. And there
are other long-lasting rock groups,
like the Who, the Rolling Stones and
the Beach Boys, all with members
who have died or suffered. ABBA and
Bruce Springsteen are big record sell-
ers now =

But the Beatles, performing the
Lennon-McCartney songs and only
occasionally a song by George Harni
son and Ringo Starr, remained the top
pop music group in the world from
their first album in 1964 to their last in
1970.

Most critics agree that the individu-

less good than the songs they wrote
together. McCartney has been writ
ing, performing and recording steadi-
ly, with his group Wings. Lennon,
with his wife Yoko Ono, made an
album, “Double Fantasy,” released
in November, the first since he
dropped out of pop music in 1975 to be
a “househusband’ with his wife and
their son Sean, 5.

After those first nice songs, Lennon
and McCartney didn’t just keep re-
peating. They went from pop to rock
to ballads to Indian-influenced, with
sitar, and beyond that. ‘‘Norwegian
Wood"' and ‘‘Michelle’’ were mature
songs. The psychedelic era came in
and they wrote “‘Strawberry Fields
Forever'’ and ‘“Lucy in the Sky with
Diamonds."

LONDON (AP) — The three surviv-
ing Beatles were reported in deep
shock and mourning today over the
murder of their former partner, John
Lennon. :

Paul McCartney was in ‘‘deep, dee
shock and saddened” by the slaying.
Shut away in his Sussex farmhouse in
southern England, McCartney re-
fused to see anyone. A brief account
of his reaction came from his compa-
ny, McCartney Productions Ltd.

Ringo Starr broke off a vacation to
fly to the United States, said a spokes-

_ man for his. record company. ‘“He is
extremely shocked. He doesn’t want
to say any more.”

George Harrison, the fourth of the
“Fab Four” who revolutionized pop
music in the 1960s, was reported
deeply upset and was said to have

“cancelled a recording session sche-
duled for today.

In his native Liverpool, Lennon’s
death caused dismay and anger.

“It's bloody terrible, bloody terri-
ble,” said John Chambers, head of the
local Beatles’ fan club.

Like the music he wrote and sang,
word of Lennon’s slaying flashed
'round the world, stunning a genera-
tion of fans raised on the Beatlemania
explosion.

Hundreds gathered outside the
stately apartment building on New
York’s upper West Side where Lennon
was felled by an assassin’s bullets
Monday night. Some wept, others
softly sang the lyrics of Lennon’s
songs or played tapes of the legend-
ary rock group.

Police charged 25-year-old Mark
David Chapman of Hawaii with mur-
der but gave no indication of his
motive.

- Record stores in Seattle and Los

Angeles reported runs on Lennon’s
latest album and the older Beatles’
records. A music company in Tokyo
said it would re-issue his recordings to
commemorate Lennon’s death.

“I1t’s like what happened when
(Elvis) Presley died,” said a sales-
woman at a shop on Hollywood’s
Sunset Boulevard. ‘““The records are
selling like crazy.”

“So brilliant, so gifted, so giving,”
said Sid Bernstein, who produced the
Beatles’ Shea Stadium concerts of
1965 and 1966, ‘‘He was the Bach, the
Beethoven, the Rachmaninoff of our
time.”

Family wants Yoko
to return to Japan

TOKYO (AP) — Yoko Ono’s youn-
ger brother said today he was prepar-
ing to leave for the United States
in an effort to persuade his sister,
widow of murdered John Lennon, to
return to Japan ‘“‘where she doesn’t
have to worry about gunshots any-
more."”’

Keisuke Ono said he was ‘“‘deeply
shocked and saddened’’ by the former
Beatle’s slaying in New York Monday
night. He said he would leave for New
York on Wednesday and urge his
sister to return to Japan ‘“‘and lead a
peaceful life.” — e

“He (Lennon) was a really good
man, a good father, good husband and
a good friend,” Ono said.

Iran claims bombing of oil terminals

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) — Iran
said its jets bombed and burned
Iraq’s two major oil loading termi-
nals at the northern flank of the Per-
sian Gulf today. Iraq said it crushed
an enemy counter-attack aimed at
breaking a two-month-old siege of
Iran’s burning oil city of Abadan,
killing 420 Iranians.

Iran's official Pars news agency
claimed 200 Iraqi troops were killed
and 12 captu in fighting at the
refinery city of Abadan, blunting an
Iraqi tank-led advance across the
Bahmanshir River bridge to storm
into the beleaguered city from its
northeastern outskirts. ¥

Baghdad Radio said Iraqi helicop-
ter gunships rocketed Abadan’s giant
oil refining complex on the eastern
bank of the embattled Shatt al-Arab
waterway at daybreak, setting new
fires in the facility that provided 60
percent of Iran’s needs before Iraq
invaded Sept. 22.

The helicopter strike was reported
a few hours after a communique from
the Iragi-command said an Iranian
counterattack to break Abadan’s
siege was ‘“‘crushed and the enemy
put to flight in chaos.”

Iran’s high command said in a com-
munique broadcast by Tehran Radio
that fighter-bombers blasted the oil
jetties at the Iraqi terminals of Mina
al-Bakr and Khor al-Amaya 12 miles
offshore, south of Iraq’s southern-
most pipeline terminal of Fao at
the mouth of the Shatt Al-arab.

Pars said the giant piers that han-
dled most of Iraq’s 3.2 million barrel a
day exports before the war began
were in flames as a result of the new
air strikes in Mina al-Bakr and Khor

al-Amaya.

Western reporters taken on an Iraqi
tour of the Fao area on Sunday said
damage appeared considerably less
than either side claimed had occurred
to bombed oil facilities on both sides
of Shatt al-Arab.

Iran claimed 10 days ago that Mina
al-Bakr was ‘‘completely destroyed’
by Iran’s navy in the heaviest sea
battle of the war. Iraq denied the
claim.

Industry sources say Iraq’s oil ex-
ports have dropped to about one-quar-
ter of their level before the war broke
out. They said Iraq now exports 800,-
000 barrels a day via pipelines to the

‘Mediterranean, and that the e
bring in about $25.6 million ‘daily,
compared with $102.4 million a day
before the war. A
Iran’s oil minister, Mohammad
Javad Baquir Tonguyan, who was
captured by Iraqi forces Oct. 31
near Abadan, has recovered from an
operation he underwent in Baghdad
shortly after he was seized, the Beirut
newspaper An-Nahar reported.
Shortly after his capture, the offi-
cial Iraqi media reported that the
minister was found wounded at the
time of his arrest. He was taken to
Baghdad, where Iraqi doctors
“fought to save his life.”

Nun's last letter told
of her insights of dying

CLEVELAND (AP) — In her last
letter to the Ursuline Nuns of Cleve-
land, Sister Dorothy Kazel, slain last
week in El Salvador, confided that
missionary work in the Central
American nation might mean laying
down a life.

Sister Dorothy’s mother and father,
her brother and about 50 Ursuline
nuns honored her Tuesday and today
in a wake held at the order’s mother-
house in suburban Pepper Pike.

The sister was one of four women
slain last week in the strife-ridden
nation. She had been in El Salvador
since 1974.

Her final letter to the motherhouse
was received Dec. 1.

Sister Dorothy, 41, wrote that El
Salvador is “a country that daily
faces the loss of so many of its people,
and yet a country that is waiting,
hoping and yearning for peace.”

The Ursuline community helped
staff and kept in close touch with the
Cleveland diocesan mission team that
first went to El Salvador 16 years
ago.

‘““The steadfast faith and courage
our leaders have to continue preach-
ing the Word of the Lord even though
it may mean ‘laying down your life’
for your fellow man in the very real
sense is always a point of admiration
and a most vivid realization that
Jesus is here with us,’”’ Sister Dorothy
wrote. .

Credit-card ‘terms, conditions and

No longer are credit cards mergly
‘“‘convenience devices.’”” No longer
can every eard user who pays a bill in
full automatically avoid a finance
charge. And the cards are no
free in some states, the specialist
says.

Because of these changes, you may
wish to take a second look at your
bank credit cards to determine how or
if you wish to continue to use them,
she says.

For example, the Annual Percent-
age Rate (APR) for bank credit cards
is subject to state law. In Texas, the
APR ceiling is 18 percent.

Some states charge 22 percent,
while others charge 12-16 percent, so
don’t assume that because you live in
Texas, your bank credit costs are 18
percent.

The rate of your card depends on
the state from which your card was
issued. Some banks have moved their
entire credit-card service operations
to states where they can charge
higher interest.

Threatened stores ready to reopen

After most massive re-stocking effort in country

WACO, Texas (AP) — After the “most massive
stocking effort the country has ever seen,” six H-E-B
Food Stores here prepared to welcome back regular
customers Wednesday, hoping a poison ‘‘hoax”’
would not dampen business too severely.

And while store officials were taking steps against
a recurrence, one corporate official said there was

little his company could do to protect itself against
such terrorism.

The stores were closed and completely restocked
of foodstuffs and other items during the weekend
after anonymous telephoned threats by a male caller
who said he had laced items with strychnine in three

After two unsuccessful attempts to arrange ran-
som drops, store employees were joined by H-E-B
workers from other cities and from wholesalers to
replace possibly tainted items, Ault said.

Officials at the Texas chain’s Corpus Christi head-
quarters decided Saturday to pick selected samples
of the discarded items and have them tested for
poison at a Dallds laboratory. Sunday, the lab
reported it found none, said Ault.

H-E-B ow;ns and operates 153 groéery stores in
Texas and is “one of the larger privately owned
grocery store companies,’”’ Ault said.

It normally wouid have taken 12 weeks to restock
six supermarkets but the ‘“mind-boggling”’ coopera-
tive effort finished the job in two to three days, he
said.

“It was one of the most massive stocking efforts
the country has ever seen ... I couldn’t believe my
eyes,” he said. ‘‘Every aisle is just full of employees,
salesmen, suppliers and merchandisers.” ;

VAN HORN, Texas (AP) — Prose-
cutors have added two more charges
to a gro list filed against convict-
ed hired r Charles Harrelson, ap-
parently so federal investigators can
use them as leverage in their investi-
gation of the assassination of U.S.
District Judge John H. Wood Jr.

The Culberson County grand jury
returned two indictments against
Harrelson Monday, accusing him of
illegally carrying a gun and possess-
ion of cocaine.

“Naturally the state of Texas is
interested in securing as much coop-
eration as possible from Mr. Harrel-
son with regard to the federal investi-
gation,” said Bill Ellis, an assistant
prosecutor from the El Paso district
attorney’s office who presented evi-
dence in the case to the grand jurors
here.

“We indicted Mr. Harrelson for vio-
lations of the law that he committed
in Culberson County, and if he wishes
to cooperate with the federal author-
ities in their investigation of the

Ellis refused to make any specific
promise of leniency for Harrelson,
who is being held in lieu of bond in
Houston on a multitude of charges.

The latest charges against him
stem from a Sept. 2 incident in which
Harrleson was arrested in this far
West Texas town after a service sta-
tion attendant saw him with a pistol.
When law officers surrounded him,
they said he put a .44-caliber pistol to
his head and threatened to kill him-
self. He surrendered six hours later.

Harrelson was transferred to Hous-
ton and has been held there ever since
on charges of jumping bond, possess-
ion of gambling materials, a narcot-
ics violation and carrying a firearm.

Wood was slain by a rifleman May
29, 1979 as he left his San Antonio
townhouse on his way to work. No
charges have been filed in his death,
despite an exhaustive federal invegti-
gation.

PLYMOUTH, Mass. (AP) — Three
rs after doctors discovered their
ant had leukemia, the parents of
Chad Green are free of the legal
entanglements which resulted from
the boy's brief life, illness and death.

However, accusations and doubts
continue over the courle‘s decision to
abandon conventional medicine and
try to cure cancer with Laetrile.

In Plymouth Superior Court on
Monday, a judge found Gerald and
Diana Green guilty of criminal con-
tempt for fleeing with the child to a
Mexican Laetrile clinic. He then
closed the case and said the parents
had suffered enough.

Jonathan Brant, the assistant attor-
ney general who prosecuted the
Greens, said afterward he thinks
their action caused the boy’s death.

‘““There is no doubt in my mind that
if the Greens had remained in Massa-
chusetts, Chad would be alive and

well today and about to celebrate his
fifth birthday,” Brant said.

the tragedy of this
case would show all ts that we
owe our children all love, nurtur-
ing and medical attention they re-
quire.”

When the Greens left the state in
January 1979, they were under court
order to give their child chemothera-
Py. After arriving in Mexico, they
stopped giving the boy conventional
drug therapy, and he died 10 months
later at age 3.

The couple disputed Brant’s asser-
tion that Chad could have been
saved. .

“Only God knows that,” said Mrs.
Green. “It’s unfair to reason one way
or another. Some parents have been
more fortunate, and we are happy for
them.”

In court, the Greens apologized for
disobeying the judee’s order. ;
