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H S C s B erk: Use caution until H IN I  vaccine arrives

W ith  th e availab ility  o f th e  H lN l  v a cc in a tio n  
approaching and the num ber o f Texas T ech  stu­
dents diagnosed w ith the virus on the rise, students 
are being urged to  stay educated about th e  virus 
itse lf and how  to prevent it from  spreading.

“Stu d ents can  do two m ain th in g s,” said Dr. 
S tev en  Berk, dean o f the S ch o ol o f M edicine. “O ne 
is to receive the vaccine once it becom es available, 
and th e second is to stay educated about th e  virus 
as m uch as p ossib le.”

Because th e regular influenza season is gener­
ally in January and February, m ost people receive 
their vaccinations in N ovem ber. O ne of the unique 
things about th e  H lN l  virus is it com es m uch 
earlier in  th e  year, he said.

Dallas Ow ens, a 20-year-old  ju n ior p o litica l sci­
ence m ajor from  Sw eetw ater w ith  ch ro n ic  asthm a, 
recen tly  was diagnosed w ith  th e H lN l  virus and 
has sin ce  b een  cured.

“It was terrib le to  go throu gh ,” said O w ens. “A t 
first I though I was ju st com ing down w ith  som e­
th ing , but it soon worsened im m ensely.”

O w ens said th e  sym ptom s 
betw een  th e  seasonal flu and 
H lN l  virus seemed very sim ilar 
but the flu hu rt worse.

“ I ’ve d e a lt  w ith  c h r o n ic  
asthm a my en tire  life ,” he said.
“W h e n  I get th e  flu  or any 
o th e r  illn ess  th a t  targets th e  
resp irato ry  system , I run th e  
risk  o f p o te n tia lly  b eco m in g  
term inally  ill. T h e  swine flu didn’t seem to get bad 
enough for me to  go to the d octor thou gh .”

T ech  has requested 3 5 ,0 0 0  an ti-v ira l v a cc in a ­
tions th a t w ill be available m id -to -la te  O ctober, 
according to th e  H lN l  W eb site  created  by the 
T ech  ad m inistration .

“T h e  h ig h -p rio rity  age group o f people who 
are strongly recom m ended to  receive the v accin e  
are betw een th e  ages o f six m onths and 2 4 ,” said 
Berk. “W h ere  we get in to  problem s is w ith people 
w ith  o th er underlying m edical problem s or severe 
diseases.”

For m ost people who co n tra ct the H lN l  virus. 
B erk  said they w ill feel regular flu -like symptoms: 
coughing, sneezing, body aches and fever. A lthough

the symptoms should be m onitored, students do not 
need to go d irectly  to  th e  hosp ital.

H e said people 25 to  50  years o f age w ith  u n­
derlying m edical con d itions and pregnant w om en 
also should strongly consider th e  v accin e .

H ealth  care professionals also are given the op­
tio n  to also receive the v accin e , he said.

“A lth ou gh  hospitals care for th e ir em ployees, 
they are n o t th e  m ain reason for urging h e a lth  
care professionals to  get th e  v a cc in e ,” B erk said. 
“T h e  virus is con tag io u s up to  o ne day before 
the in fected  person even  feels symptoms. I f  the 
hosp ital nurses and physicians are sick  w ith  (th e  
H lN l  v irus), they could p o ten tia lly  pass it on to 
som eone w ith a severe d isease.”

It is n o t m andatory for any h e a lth  care profes­
sional to  receiv e th e v accin e , h e  said. It  is, how ­
ever, strongly encouraged for the p a tie n t’s safety 
and well being. '

“It is ju st the right th ing  to  do,” B erk  said.
C o lle g e  cam p u ses c r e a te  a n  e n v iro n m e n t  

for mass am ounts o f people in a sm all area, he 
said. W ith  o th er campuses, such as T e x a s 'S ta te  
and W ash in gto n  U niversity , being affected  tre ­
mendously by the virus. T ech  students are being

encouraged to p ractice  good hygiene to help  stop 
th e spread.

“I didn’t know  the virus was so contagious,” said 
A rahd K ohan, a ju n io r T ech  petroleum  engineer 
m ajor from  A rlin g to n . “I would m uch rather be 
prepared against it. T h e  v a cc in e , w ashing your 
hands and things o f th a t nature seem  like a great 
idea.”

T h e  T ech  H I N 1 W eb site recom m ends washing 
hands as o ften  as possible because the only way to 
get th e  virus is through nasal and oral secretions.

Berk also said students should n o t cough on one 
an o th er and rem ain isolated  for about three days 
if they ca tch  the virus.

“For th e  m ost part, a student w ill co n tra c t the 
virus from  som eone who is already sick. It  takes 
about three days for the virus to run its cou rse,” 
B erk  said. “If  a person can  go a full 24  hours w ith ­
out a fever, they are generally over it .”

If  students p ractice  the recom m endations made 
by ad m inistration  and lo ca l physicians, they will 
stay healthy, he said.

“S tud ents can  work togeth er to keep this th ing 
from  spreading,” B erk said.

On top of the world
U N M  hng snapper, mountain climber gives back to poverty-stricken communities

In a situation where most his 
age might feel helpless, 14-year- 
old Evan Jacobsen felt empowered 
to make a difference.

Immersed in poverty-stricken, 
flood-ravished cities in Russia, the 
avid m ountain clim ber was getting 
a heavy dose o f harsh reality.

“Your teachers are always te ll­
ing you be grateful the way you live 
and be happy in A m erica ,” Ja co b ­
sen said. “I’m like, ‘O K , I believe 
th a t.’ T h e n  I see pictures, and I ’m 
like, ‘I saw this. T hey need som e­
thing. T hey need help. T h ere ’s no 
one giving them  h elp .’

“I just fe lt like I had to give 
s o m e th in g  b a c k . I t  was a gut 
feeling. I just fe lt horrible. I felt 
sp o iled  to  h av e a ll th e  s tu ff 1 
had.”

W itnessing the anguish in the 
faces o f countless fam ilies strug­
gling to  keep a ro o f over th e ir  
heads, his father, Donald Jacobsen, 
understood why it was so much for 
Evan to take in.

“W e go trampling through their 
litt le  villages w ith thousands o f 
d o llars o f c lim b in g  eq u ip m en t 
th a t’s probably equal to a year’s 
salary  for th e m ,” D onald  said . 
“T hey feed us. T hey house us. W e 
clim b the m ountain, and then  we 
leave.

“(Evan) wanted to leave som e­
th in g  a l i t t le  m ore p erm an en t 
behind .”

As part o f Evan’s plan to b e ­
com e the youngest person to clim b 
the highest peaks in each o f the 
seven con tin ents, they were there 
to conquer M t. Elbrus, all 18 ,549  
feet o f it.

But w ith the help o f his father, 
he ended up beginn ing another 
mission: Sum m it?. It’s a non-profit 
organization in con ju n ctio n  w ith 
H abitat for H um anity and other 
hom e building charities dedicated 
to raising money for housing proj-

ects in countries such as Tanzania, 
Russia, N epal, A ustralia, A rgen­
tina and the U nited  States.

Apparently, doing good deeds is 
a hereditary trait, at least in this 
family it could be. W h en  his older 
sister was a senior in high school, 
she helped build an orphanage in 
Russia. His other older sister went 
to M exico  w ith a chu rch  group 
to  help  build  hom es, w hile his 
parents have always offered their 
tim e and efforts into giving back, 
he said.

“C lim bing is a sigh o f re lief,” 
Evan said. “But when you feel like 
you’ve finally built a house, your 
heart m elts. I feel like I have a 
purpose in this world, finally.”

Evan, who now is the starting 
long snapper as a freshm an for 
the New M exico  fo o tb all team , 
sen t out e-m ails and le tte rs  to 
friends, h igh  sch o o l team m ates 
and fam ilies for support. A ll the

d o n atio n s w ent s tr ic tly  toward 
the charities. Equipm ent, travel 
costs and other expenses for the 
Jacobsen family were paid for with 
their own money.

A fte r  fa ilin g  to  sum m it M t. 
Elbrus, Evan’s n ex t clim b was M t. 
K ilim anjaro, a 19 ,340-fo o t trek in 
the A frican  country o f Tanzania 
in Ju ly  2 0 0 6 . H e conquered  it, 
and gave a ch eck  to H abitat for 
Hum anity that helped build three 
homes.

He flew back to Russia shortly 
after to  try and scale M t. Elbrus 
again, but he fell short on his sec­
ond try. D on and Evan made it to 
the saddle, a point just before the 
summ it, but bad w eather forced 
their guide to call off the clim b.

“(T h e  guide) said it was too 
dangerous,” Evan said. “W e just 
wanted to chew  him  out and say, 
‘L et’s do th is.’ W e were ready to 
d itch  our guide, but we decided

guide knows best, I guess.”
Two days later, after weather 

con d ition s hindered  them  on 
the previous two climbs, the duo 
made it to the summit. Evan had 
two of the tallest peaks in the 
world off his list, with five to go.

W ith  his n ex t target being 
M t. K osciuszko in A u stra lia , 
Evan kept raising money. D o­
nations cam e from people who 
read  a b o u t h is  s tory  in  th e  
newspapers.

By th e  tim e  he tra v e le d  
to  A u stra lia  in  2 0 0 6 , he had 
enough money to help build one 
hom e there, two more in Tanza­
nia and another in Russia. T h en  
he knocked M t. Kosciuszko off 
his list and was ready for M t. 
A co n cag u a  at 2 2 ,8 4 1  fe e t in  
A rgentina, w hich he summited 
in February 2008 .

Texas judge clears way for  gay divorce

D A L L A S  (A P ) —  A  T exas 
judge has cleared the way for two 
Dallas men to get a divorce, ruling 
that Texas’ ban on same-sex mar­
riage violates the constitu tional 
guarantee to equal protection under 
the law.

T he Dallas M orning News re­
ports that a Dallas district judge’s 
Thursday ruling finds that the court 
“has jurisdiction to hear a suit for 
divorce filed by persons legally mar­
ried in another jurisdiction.”

T he Texas attorney general has 
argued that because Texas doesn’t 
recognize gay marriage, its courts 
can’t dissolve one through divorce. 
Voters approved a state constitu­
tion a l am endm ent banning gay 
marriage in 2005.

Attorney General Greg A bbott 
says he’ll appeal the ruling.

Peter Schulte, an attorney for 
the unidentified man who filed for 
divorce, says he and his client are 
“ecstatic.”

Dems ease impact of health bill, big advance nears

W A SH IN G TO N  (A P) —  Fear­
ing a backlash. Democrats worked 
to smooth the impact of sweeping 
health care legislation on working- 
class fam ilies Thursday as they 
pushed President Barack Obama’s 
top domestic priority toward a cru­
cial Senate advance. The most far- 
reaching overhaul in decades aims to 
protect millions who have unreliable 
coverage or none at all and to curb 
insurance company abuses.

Republicans on the Senate Fi­

nance Committee attacked the bill 
as riddled with tax increases that vio­
lated Obama’s campaign promises, 
but failed to remove any of them.

A fter marathon public debate, 
agreement by the Senate Finance 
Committee is all but certain for the 
legislation, although no final vote 
was expected until next week. That 
formality —  Democrats hold a 13-10 
committee majority —  will clear the 
way for the full Senate to begin de­
bating the measure at mid-month.

WORLD
EU Envoy: IAEA to v isi t  nuke plant  soon

GEN TH O D , Switzerland (A P) 
—  A  senior EU envoy says Iran has 
pledged to open its recently revealed 
uranium enrichment plant to U.N. 
inspectors perhaps in the next few 
weeks.

Javier Solana, the EU ’s top for­
eign policy official, also confirmed 
Iran and six world powers will hold 
a new set of talks on international 
concerns about T ehran’s nuclear

program and other issues raised by 
the Islamic Republic.

He spoke Thursday after the 
seven-nation meeting outside G e­
neva. The U .S. and Iran sat down 
for bilateral talks during a break, 
a significant departure from past 
U .S. policy of not negotiating with 
Tehran.

Solana said the next seven-nation 
negotiations will be in October.

T h e  m eeting began w ith the 
d istribution  o f voting clickers 
to e a c tf  senator and th en  the 
first e le c tro n ic  ro ll ca ll v o te  
was held.

T h e  m ost h o tly -d iscu ssed  
top ic at the m eeting was S e n ­
ate  R e s o lu tio n  4 5 .1 2  w h ich  
re q u ire s  a ll  u n d e rg ra d u a te  
students to purchase and wear 
an $ 1 8  d ecorative stole during 
graduation.

Several senators questioned 
th e  reso lu tio n  and said m ost 
students would n o t w ant to pay 
an extra  $ 1 8  for the stoles.

O ne o f the co-authors o f the 
reso lu tion . S e n . Laura S to u t, 
said th e  stoles would help  to 
m ake T e x a s  T e c h  grad u ates 
lo ok  m ore prestig ious during

graduation.
“I t ’s a good 

way to  sp ice it 
up a n d  m a k e  
g r a d u a t i o n  
m ore s p e c ia l ,” 
she said.

A fte r  m u ch  
debate the S e n ­
a te  passed  th e  re s o lu tio n  and 
T ech  adm inistrators must approve 
the measure if it is to be included 
in the D ecem ber graduation.

S R  4 5 .1 3 , w hich  proposed a 
new bike lane be placed betw een 
th e  U n iv ers ity  L ibrary and the 
Foreign Language building from  
th e  Sou thw est C o lle c tio n s  and 
U n iv ersity  L ibrary to  th e  fro n t 
o f the S tu d en t U n io n  Building, 
also passed.

S en . Drew G raham , who pro­
posed th e  resolu tion , said more 
bike lanes are needed at T ech .

A lth ou gh  the resolu tion was a 
recom m endation from  the senate 
for building a new bike lane, G ra­
ham  also said plans ex ist to make 
a b icycle-friendly  area on campus 
around a coffee shop.

U niversity  o f Texas already have 
started  using th e  grading scale  
and T ech  students should have 
a say in w hether the university 
adopts it.

A t th e  beginn ing o f the m eet­

Diplomats: Palestinian Authority drops support for Gaza resolution
GENEVA (AP) —  The Palestin­

ian Authority, under heavy pressure 
from the United States, has with­
drawn its support for a U.N. Human 
Rights Council resolution on alleged 
war crimes in Gaza, diplomats said 
Thursday.

The resolution endorses a U.N.

report that claims both Israel and 
Palestinian militant groups committed 
war crimes and possible crimes against 
humanity during their Dec. 27-Jan. 18 
conflict.

Palestinian officials earlier this week 
welcomed the report when it was pre­
sented to the Geneva-based rights coun­

cil, while Israel and the United States 
have strongly rejected the findings.

U.N . and European diplomats, 
who spoke on condition of anonymity 
because they were not authorized to 
discuss the matter with reporters, said 
the Palestinian delegation’s surprise 
turnaround means any resolution on

the report would likely be delayed until 
next March.

Although the Palestinians aren’t 
voting members of the 47-nation rights 
council, Arab and Muslim countries 
who control the body may be reluctant 
to press ahead with the resolution Friday 
without Palestinian support.

Pan-H ellenic promotes positive body image

From what they wear to how much 
drey weigh, women are constantly tar­
der pressure to fulfill a certain criteria 
that society often deems as air accept­
able body image.

These were some of the issues 
tackled in a program this week to 
help women overcome body image 
stereotypes.

The Tri-Delta sorority orchesttated 
a body image program known as “Re­
flections,” meant to create awareness 
and examine the various connotations 
of what is the ideal body image.

The program began at Trinity 
University and Tri-Delta adopted the 
program, taking it to the national level 
in 2005, said Katie CVens, a Tri-Delta 
member leading the program..

Stephanie Rushing, a Tri-Delta 
alumna, was the first to introduce the

program into the Pan-Hellenic com­
munity' at Tech by asking the Center for 
Prevention and Resiliency to sponsor it.

The program was then orchestrated 
through the Pan-Hellenic system, Rush­
ing said, because a strong body of women 
in the Pan-Hellenic community would 
create a firm platfonn to progress the 
program.

“After our whole chapter is trained, 
we want to spread it to odrer chapters in 
the commiurity and eventually the Tech 
community',” Owens said.

Some sororities that already have 
implemented the program are Alpha 
Delta Pi, Delta Gamma and Pi Beta Phi. 
Other sororities at Tech are receiving 
training for the program as well.

The program focuses on subjects like 
the “Thin Ideal,” Owens said, how society 
has evolved and what is believed to be 
beautiful and attractive.

.Another aspect of the program is to 
examine the costs of the “Thin Ideal”—

how it affects self-esteem, academics and 
economics, she said.

“We explore ways diat we as individu­
als can resist the pressure to be thin,” said 
Owens.

In the program, women reveal per­
sonal stories of when they felt pressure 
to fulfill a body image and then perform 
exercises that focus on positive body 
image.

“It’s really beneficial to girls, espe­
cially at this age,” said Caroline Finklea, a 
sophomore English major from Dallas.

Once the Pan-Hellenic commiuiity 
has fully implemented the program, it 
plaits to spread it to the Tech community, 
Owens said.

“I think there’s a lot of negati ve con­
notations with the Greek and sorority? 
system,” said Owens. “If they can realize 
that this affects we as sorority members 
but also women in everyday life, they can 
see the benefit of the program.”

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David Lettenmn 
admits affairs, 
claims extortion

David Letterman acknowledged 
on Thursday’s show that he had sexual 
relationships with female employees 
and that someone tried to extort $2 
million from him over the affairs.

During the taping of his C BS late- 
night show in New York, Letterman 
discussed receiving a threat to either 
pay $2 million or risk the relationships 
being made public.

In a release from the show’s pro­
duction company, Letterman said he 
referred the matter to the Manhattan 
district attorney’s office and that 
an investigation ended in an arrest 
Thursday. Letterman did not identify 
the person he said was arrested.

As part o f the in vestigation , 
Letterman said he issued a “phony” 
$2 million check to the individual 
and the arrest followed —  along with 
testimony by Letterman.

“This morning, I did something 
I’ve never done in my life ,” said 
Letterman. “I had to go downtown 
and testify before a grand jury.”

In his testimony, he said he ac­
knowledged sexual relationships with 
members of his staff. It was not im­
mediately clear when the relationships 
took place; Letterman and longtime 
girlfriend Regina Lasko married in 
March. The couple began dating in 
1986 and have a son, Harry, bom in 
November 2003.

Jon Gosselin says he wants his kids off TLC show
LOS ANGELES (AP)— The father 

of the children on “Jon &  Kate Plus 
8” says it’s “not healthy” for his kids to 
continue appearing on the TLC reality 
show.

Jon Gosselin says he had “an epiphany 
one day” and realized his 5-year-old sex- 
tuplets and 8-year-old twins shouldn’t be 
filmed at the family’s Pennsylvania home 
while their parents are going through a 
divorce.

Gosselin’s comments came during an 
hourlong interview on CNN’s ‘Larry King 
Live” Thursday.

TLC network has shut down filming 
of the children on “Jon &  Kate Plus 8” 
after receiving a cease-and-desist ctdeV

from Gosselin.
In a statement, the network said pro­

duction would remain suspended “pend­
ing further conversations” between both 
Gosselins. Filming not directly involving 
the kids is ongoing, TLC said Thursday.

“It appears that Jon’s priority is Jon 
and his interests,” his estranged wife, Kate 
Gosselin, said in a statement on Thursday. 
“My priority remains our children and 
tbeir well being.”

Jon Gosselin says that though his 
family has earned $1 million for appear­
ing on the show, he wants production 
“to stop completely.” He told King that, 
in retrospect, he wishes his family hadn’t 
done the show at all.

Gosselin’s attorney, Mark Heller, also 
appeared on King’s show Thursday.

“This man doesn’t care about the 
money. He doesn’t care about the show,” 
Heller said of his client, adding that “the 
priority should be the well-being of the 
family.”

Gosselin said he posted a sign outside 
the family home prohibiting TLC’s pro­
duction crew from entering or filming on 
the property.

Wed for a decade, the Gosselins filed 
for divorce in June, after weeks of reports 
of marital discord and infidelities, which 
both spouses denied. The couple made 
their separation official on a “Jon &  Kate” 
episode seen by 10.6 million viewers.

Piece be with you: Detroit pastors packing heat
D ETRO IT (A P) -T  The Rev. 

Lawrence Adams teaches his flock 
at the Westside Bible Church to 
turn the other cheek. Just in case, 
though, the 54-year-old retired 
police lieu ten ant also wears a 
handgun under his robe.

Adams is one of several Detroit 
clergym en who have taken to 
packing heat in the pulpit. They 
have committed their lives to a 
man who preached nonviolence 
and told followers to love their 
enemies. But they also say it’s up to 
them to protect their parishioners 
in church.

“As a pastor. I ’m referred to as a

shepherd,” Adams said. “Shepherds 
have the responsibility of watching 
over their flock. Do I want to hurt 
somebody? Absolutely not!”

Responding to a break-in at his 
church Sunday evening, Adams 
surprised a burglar carrying out a 
bag of loot and shot the man in the 
abdomen after the man swung the 
bag at him.

The burglar survived— for which 
Adams is grateful —  but the reverend 
said he could have been hurt or killed 
if he had not been armed.

Detroit had the nation’s highest 
homicide rate last year among cities 
of at least 500,000 residents. The city

has been losing manufacturing jobs 
for decades, and these days about 
one in four working-age residents is 
without a job.

The northwest Detroit neighbor­
hood surrounding Adams’ church 
isn’t one of the city’s most danger­
ous. But there have been many 
recent reports of crimes in the area, 
including four burglaries, three auto 
thefts, one armed robbery and four 
assaults, including one with intent 
to murder.

“It’s getting worse because of the 
economy,” Adams said. “People are 
out of work and feel they have to 
provide for their families.”

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Cooking class teaches Turkish culture
Aromas of Turkish cuisine will 

fill the room of the Turkish Raindrop 
House 1 p.m. Saturday for the third- 
annual Turkish-cooking classes.

“Not only do we teach how to cook 
meals, but we share our culture,” said 
Ummugul Bulut, a doctoral student 
and cooking instructor. “We have to 
wait a while for stuff to cook, sometimes 
half an hour or 50 minutes, and at that 
time, we share what kind of things we 
eat for breakfast, our traditions in our 
kitchens and what kind of family lives 
we have.”

This year two kinds of classes will 
be offered at the Raindrop Turkish 
House: a beginner class and an inter­
mediate class. These classes not only 
will teach individuals how to cook but 
will enhance their knowledge of Turk­
ish culture.

“Most Americans don’t really cook 
because fast food is a big part of the

culture here,” Bulut said. “In Turkey 
it’s different, which is why we want 
to share our culture. It’s not a big deal 
for me because I am cooking every day 
in my house. 1 enjoy sharing with all 
friends here.”

Zeynep Kose, a doctoral student and 
cooking instructor, said students cook 
many of the popular Turkish foods in 
the classes.

“We cook baklava, which has some 
dough in it, and it is a very special 
dessert that is well known,” Kose said. 
“Also, we cook sarma, which has rice, 
onions, nuts and dried grape leaves. Lazy 
pie was a favorite with egg, potato, milk 
and flour. It is easy to prepare, and it is 
healthy. These are good items to have 
tea with your friends.”

Michael Ratheal, a psychologist in 
a private practice, said she attended 
the Turkish Student Association end 
of Ramadan dinner last year and found

out about the cooking classes and a 
language class that is also offered at the 
Turkish Raindrop House for free.

“The best thing about the classes is 
the young women from the Raindrop 
center,” Ratheal said. “They are gra­
cious and welcoming. They tell stories 
about their families, traditions and 
experiences.”

Ratheal said she enjoyed her experi­
ence so much l^ t year, she has opted 
to sign up for the classes this fall to 
continue to learn about the food and 
culture of TiSkey.

“I will try the advanced class,” Rath­
eal said, “although some of the more 
intricate work with the dough looks like 
it would take many years to perfect.”

The cost of the cooking classes is 
$25 for five classes and a special gradua­
tion class at the end in which a cooking 
contest is scheduled to be conducted.

T he C enter for the Study of A d­
diction and Recovery will also hold 
a question and answer session with 
the author at 2 p.m. at the center 
in the Serenity Room.

“W e are incredibly excited that 
she is co m in g ,” said Jo  M oore, 
administrator for the series. “Her 
book, ‘T h e  Glass Castle,’ has been 
studied by Lubbock high schools for 
years. I wanted her here because I 
thought she would be fantastic.”

A  book signing will immediately 
follow the lecture, Moore said. She 
encou rag es stud en ts to  a tten d  
because W alls w ill speak about 
issues that tend to not get enough 
attention, as well as obstacles she 
has overcom e that students can 
relate to.

“S h e  speaks from  th e  h ea rt 
about poverty and the homeless. 
These things are an issue in Lub-

bock , b elieve 
it or not,” she 
said. “A nd she 
puts a face on 
them .”

Her story is 
one of an out- 
c a s t ,  M o o re  
s a id .  W a l ls  
grew up ostra­
cized from the community, and her 
memoirs of her childhood involved 
the issues o f poverty, alcoholism  
and struggling to rise above hard­
ships such as living without run­
ning water.

“Her story is one of resilience 
and overcom ing odds, facing the 
truth about your past and moving 
forward,” she said. “Anyone who 
has come from a difficult family or 
background, and there is a large 
number, will find her immensely 
appealing.”

A  big impact she will have on 
students is show ing those who 
com e from  a troubled past th at 
th ere  is hop e, and provide an 
example of what it is like to move 
forward.

G eorge C om iskey, associate 
director of the Center for the Study 
of A ddiction and Recovery, said

in W alls’ memoir, she writes about 
dealing with addiction and other 
issues students who take classes at 
or are involved with the center can 
learn from.

“S h e  grew up w ith  an a lc o ­
holic and made it through,” he said. 
“And one thing we try to teach at 
the center is look at what is the 
im pact o f addiction not only on 
the addict but in the people in the 
addict’s life as well.”

C om iskey  said m ost assume 
when children grow up in a destruc­
tive environm ent, surrounded by 
addiction, they will end up with the 
same behavior one way or another. 
W alls, however, is the antithesis 
of this.

“She made it through and is now 
highly successful,” he said. “Su c­
cessful enough to turn around and 
tell her story in a wonderful way.”

A ll students and faculty  are 
encouraged to come to the session 
and discuss how she turned out the 
opposite of her parents and whether 
she did it all alone.

Topless club owner: Gingrich group rescinded award
DALLAS (AP) —  Newt Ging­

rich’s conservative group gave— and 
then rescinded —  a business award 
to a popular topless club in Texas, 
the proprietor said Thursday.

Dawn Rizos said she was looking 
forward to receiving the promised 
“Entrepreneur of the Year” award at 
a Washington, D.C., banquet from 
American Solutions for Winning 
the Future, which the former U.S. 
House speaker chairs.

After all, Rizos is the owner of 
The Lodge, which was named the 
Best Overall Club in America last 
year by ED Publications, which 
sponsors the gentlemen’s club in­
dustry’s annual convention and 
trade show.

But before she had a chance to dine 
on lobster bisque with Gingrich at the 
Oct. 7 awards dinner with some 50 
other business leaders, the honor was 
yanked away. The group apparently 
confused Rizos’ Dallas business, which 
is legally called DOG Inc., with one by 
the same name in Virginia:

“I honestly thought that Mr. Gin­
grich wanted to honor our company 
because it’s very successful,” Rizos said. 
“Really, what’s two more people to din­
ner? How mde!” ^

She wondered how such a mistake 
could have occurred and questioned 
the about-face.

“I just don’t understand why this 
is so taboo,” she added. “You can see 
racier things on M TV than what goes

on in this club.”
Rick Tyler, a spokesman for Gin­

grich, declined to comment. Dan 
Kotman, American Solutions’ press 
secretary, did not immediately return a 
call from The Associated Press.

A fax Rizos received from Ameri­
can Solutions in early September 
explained that she was being honored 
for “your success in building your busi­
ness and recognition of the risks you 
take to create jobs and stimulate the 
economy.”

The Lodge, which has about 150 
employees, mainly waitresses and 
kitchen staff, contracts with an addi­
tional 570 dancers or entertainers. It 
awards a college scholarship annually 
to an entertainer.

University of Florida ready for flesh-eating zombie attack
GAINESVILLE, Fla. (AP) —  

No one expects a zombie apoca­
lypse. But the University of Florida 
is making sure officials are ready 
for a night of the living dead, just 
in case.

The school has a plan for re-

sponding to the undead on its Web 
site among outlines for dealing with 
hurricanes and pandemics.

The exercise lays out how uni­
versity officials would respond to 
attacks by “flesh-eating, apparently 
life impaired individuals.” It notes

that a zombie outbreak might include 
“documentation of lots of strange 
moaning.”

A University of Florida spokesman 
says the exercise was written by an 
employee to “add a little bit of levity” 
to disaster preparation discussions.
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Volleyball heads to Oklahoma

For a Texas Tech volleyball team 
looking to drop a losing tradition, 
Saturday’s match against Oklahoma 
will provide a glimpse of what exactly 
a changed program looks like.

Tech (2-10,0-3 in Big 12 play) will 
hit the road to take on Oklahoma (10-4, 
3-2) at 3 p.m. Saturday in the McCa- 
sland Field House in Norman, Okla.

O U  is a program that didn’t experi­
ence much success prior to head coach 
Santiago Restrepo’s arrival in 2004. 
His impact immediately was felt, and 
by 2006, he had the Sooners in the 
Sweet 16 of the N CA A  tournament. 
O U  finished that season ranked No. 
12 in the nation, the highest in school 
history.

Restrepo has a record of 81-71 since 
arriving at OU.

In order for a program to turn things 
around, good work ethic and determi­
nation are required, Restrepo said.

“It takes a lot of hard work and 
dedication,” he said. “I held my players 
to a high standard which helped them 
succeed. I think Trish Knight is doing a 
good job at Tech, and I think sooner or 
later she is going to turn that program 
around.”

Tech is doing everything it can to 
make that change possible.

Tech coach Trish Knight said her 
team is not lacking the determination, 
but the team has to be patient and brush 
off the losses.

“They haven’t quit working hard,” 
she said. “They just need to keep their 
enthusiasm going, if they can do that 
and not let losing pound on them so 
much because we are always getting 
better and we need to keep that in 
mind.”

W ith that said, preparation will be 
important when it comes to getting 
ready for OU.

The Sooners lead the Big 12 in 
digs as a team with 389. Two players, 
freshman defensive specialist Maria Fer­
nanda and senior outside hitter Bridget 
Laplante, are ranked within the top 10 
in digs in the conference.

O U ’s talent will give Tech a chal­
lenge, Knight said, but the preparation 
for the Sooners will have the team ready 
to come out and compete.

“I’ve been watching game film on

A  win Saturday will require a good 
offensive performance, something the 
Red Raiders lacked against Iowa State 
on Wednesday.

Tech’s most consistent player this 
season, sophomore Amanda Dowdy, 
moved back to her natural position of 
middle blocker against ISU —  a posi­
tion she had not played yet this season. 
Dowdy was primarily a middle blocker 
last season and led the Red Raiders in 
kills with 301.

The change had it effects, as junior 
Alexxa Roberts led the team in kills 
against Iowa State with six.

Despite the down performance, OU 
coach Santiago Restrepo said he is well 
aware of the talent Tech possesses, and 
his team will not look past it.

“Texas Tech is still a very strong

team,” he said. “They are very well- 
coached and we will have our hands 
full. Every team in the Big 12 provides a 
challenge, so we have to be ready.”

The Red Raiders do not have to 
look far for motivation, as players and 
coaches said they are well aware of 
their current 42-match losing streak 
against Big 12 opponents, something 
they hope to end soon.

Tech has shown flashes of compet­
ing with the top teams this year, but the 
Sooners seem to bring out more from 
the Red Raiders, said senior libero and 
defensive specialist Jenn Goehry.

“Oklahoma is a great team,” she 
said. “I personally love playing Okla­
homa; we’ve really competed with 
them in the past. Everyone in the Big 
12 is great, so it feels like you play the 
same team over and over again. It’s not 
so much as preparing to play at Okla­
homa, as it is to prepare to just play.”

Aaron Cook pitched four-hit ball 
over eight spectacular innings in his 
second start since missing a month 
with a sore shoulder, and Garrett 
Atkins drove in three runs for the 
Rockies in a 9-2 win over the Mil­
waukee Brewers on Thursday.

The Rockies’ fourth straight vic­
tory eliminated Atlanta, their final 
pursuer, from contention for the NL 
wild card. Colorado can still catch 
the Dodgers for the NL West title if

the Rockies sweep a weekend series 
in Los Angeles.

“We’re in,” Tulowitzki said. “Any­
thing can happen once you’re in.”

T he Dodgers, who have lost 
four straight, were off Thursday and 
watched their division lead over the 
Rockies get sliced to two games with 
three left.

As the Rockies rejoiced behind 
the mound after the final out, fans 
broke into a chant of “Beat L.A.! 
Beat L.A!” while fireworks crackled 
through a cloudless sky.

“W e’re celebrating right now. 
We’ll worry about that tomorrow,” 
Todd Helton said as his teammates 
sprayed him with beer and cham­
pagne.

On the other side of the club­
house, manager Jim Tracy was getting 
soaked by players serenading him

with “Boom Boom Pow” by the Black 
Eyed Peas.

“I’ve never had a better feeling 
than this in 33 years in professional 
baseball,” Tracy said.

The Texas Tech men’s and women’s 
cross country teams have reached that 
point.

Tech heads to Stillwater, Okla., to 
compete in the 73rd running of the 
Cowboy Jamboree on Saturday.

The Jamboree will have open junior 
college and high school races along 
with the Division 1 schools race. In all, 
32 D  vision I schools will compete and 
more tlian 5,000 rurmers will participate 
Saturday.

Tech coach Jon Murray said the 
meet is a great chance for Tech to see 
where it stands at this point in the 
season.

“W e’ve been working hard, and 
it’s just going to be a got)d gauge to see 
where we are right now,” Murray said. 
“We’re always getting ready for the 
conference meet, the regional meet 
and the national meet, so we’ve been 
making preparations to continue to 
get better.”

And a substantial measuring stick 
will be provided in Stillwater.

The Cowboy Jamboree features 
some of the top teams in the nation.

On the men’s side, hoping to defend 
its Jamboree title for the third consecu­
tive year, is No. 2 Oklahoma State. Fol- 
lowirig die Cowboys are No. 5 Northern 
Arizona, No. 9 Alabama, No. 11 Tulsa 
and No. 13 William and Mary.

On die women’s side, tliree teams 
enter ranked with Northern Arizona 
coming in as the No. 16 ranked team in 
the coimtiy, Stephen F. Austin at No. 27 
and the Lady Raiders at No. 30.

A  year ago the Red Raiders had

a strong showing, finishing in eighth 
place. Tliey hope to improve on that 
finish Mth the additions of Silas Kemboi 
and Zach Quinones, who redshirted 
last year.

Gilbert Limo, who won the Texas 
Tech Open Sept. 18, finished 10th last 
season in Stillwater to lead the Red 
Raiders.

The Lady Raiders placed 25th in 
the Jamboree last season without All- 
Americans Sally Kipyego and Lillian 
Badaru and All-Big 12 Conference run­
ner Michelle Guzman, who competed at 
the Notre Dame Invitational instead.

Guzman said the course could give 
the mnners fits because of its hills, but 
the Lady Raiders are primed to win 
the meet.

“We’re just hoping to go out there 
and do the best that we can and win 
first place as a team,” she said. “Some 
of us haven’t ran the course, so I’ve 
heard it is a pretty tough course with 
hills. Tlris is a little different competi­
tion and a little different course, so 
we’re just ready to go out there and 
win the meet.”

Tech started the season strong, 
sweeping the first two meets of the 
season, but coach Murray said the 
mileage incret^s as they continue to 
work towards the Big 12 and NCAA 
Champioirships.

The Cowboy Jamboree may also be 
a great opportunity for the newcomers 
to get their first real taste of top-flight 
competition.

“It’s a great meet for our newcomers' 
to experience what cross country is re­
ally about,” said David Boston, a junior 
from Belton. “The previous meets we’ve 
been able to run as a team together and 
focus more on sticking as a group, but: 
it will be more competitive this time 
around.”

“I don’t think, in all honesty, it- 
comes close to comparing,” former 
Texas A & M  coach  R .C . Slocum  
said.

Arkansas and Texas A & M  will 
renew acquaintances Saturday night 
in their first m eeting since 1991. 
There’s little animosity in the air, 
though certainly not the ill will that 
surfaces when either team faces the 
Longhorns.

Instead, this weekend’s game was

marketed like an in-season bowl, 
i t ’ll be played at the Dallas Cow­
boys’ new stadium in Arlington, 
Texas —  a neutral site that isn’t 
T O O  far from each campus.

“It ’s exciting for our players, 
exciting for our program,” Arkan­
sas coach Bobby Petrino said. “I 
think it’s great for the tradition of 
the rivalry from the old Southwest 
Conference days."

Arkansas has a 38-24-3  lead 
in the series, w hich began in 
1903 w ith a 6 -0  Texas A & M  
win. T h e  teams began playing 
annually in 1934, and A & M  won 
six straight over the Razorbacks 
starting in 1938. In ‘39 , Texas 
A & M  brushed aside Arkansas 
2 7 -0  en route to its only A P 
national championship.

Now it’s DeMarcus W are’s turn.
T h e  reigning N FL sack leader 

is in  a four-game drought th a t’s 
his longest since his 2005 rookie 
season. He led the league with 20 
last year.

Dallas finished w'ith three sacks 
and shut down the Panthers in the 
second half of a 21-7 victory.

Tech defeated Baylor last 
year in a 2-1 comeback victory and 
renewed a one-year lease on the tro­
phy, which the Red Raiders display 
with much pride.

“1 know we have a very com ­
petitive nature with Baylor,” defender 
Haley Fowler said. “Our teams have 
always been very close in performance 
level so 1 think it’s a tough rivalry. 1 
know we have the trophy now, and 
it’s our only technical trophy in our 
locker room, so we’d like to keep it 
there.”

However, the game and trophy are 
just a few of many factors contributing 
to what is expected to be an exciting 
weekend atmosphere at the John  
Walker Soccer Complex.

Prior to the Baylor game, there 
will be a ribbon cutting ceremony 
at 5 p.m. at the John Walker Soccer 
Complex celebrating the completion 
of the facility.

John Walker, the complex’s name­
sake, will be in a tten d an ce and 
honored for his donation to make 
the construction of the complex pos­
sible. A thletic Director Gerald Myers 
will make a presentation as will Judi 
Henry, the senior associate athletics 
director/senior woman administra­
tor and soccer coach Tom Stone. A 
reception is scheduled immediately 
following the event.

W h at’s more, the university is

hosting Parents W eekend and the 
Red Raiders expect larger than aver­
age crowds for the two games. In ad­
dition, Tech soccer recruits will visit 
campus during the weekend.

“(Tonight) is going to be one of 
the biggest nights of the year for our 
program,” Stone said. “It’s Parents 
Weekend, we have all of our official 
visits in and we just couldn’t be any 
more excited what this place will 
feel like.”

Baylor (4 -2 -3 , 0-1-1 in Big 12 
Conference play) enters tonight’s 
game sitting in a tie for sixth place 
in the conference standings.

The Bears are looking for their 
first conference win. Last weekend, 
Baylor dropped a 1-0 match against 
N ational Soccer Coaches Associa­
tion of America’s then-ranked No. 
13 Texas A & M . Baylor went on to a 
0-0 draw against Texas.

In contrast, Tech (6-4-1, 1-0-1) 
starts tonight’s game in a tie with Tex­
as for second place in the standings 
after defeating Iowa State and draw­
ing with Nebraska last weekend.

Ultimately, the game could come 
down to Tech’s offense against Bay­
lor’s defense. T he Red Raiders’ of­
fense averages 2.64 goals per game 
while Baylor averages 1.44.

The Sooners’ goalkeeper, Kelsey 
Devonshire, has kept the Sooners in 
many games with 55 saves through 
the first 11 games.

However, O U  dropped a 3 -1 game 
to Vanderbilt earlier in the season. 
The next weekend, Tech defeated 
the previously undefeated Vanderbilt 
team 3-1.

troit on Thursday, preventing the 
Tigers from clinching their first divi­
sion title in 22 years.

Minnesota avoided elimination 
from the playoff race and moved 
within two games of the first-place 
Tigers with three to play.

“We just didn’t want to see them 
celebrating,” Twins outfielder Denard 
Span said.

The teams split a four-game series 
—  The Showdown in Motown. The 
Tigers had a chance to wrap up their 
first division crown since 1987 in the 
finale, but their bats were quieted 
and their pitchers got roughed up in 
a three-run third inning and a four- 
run eighth.

Detroit started the series with a

two-game lead and ended it with the 
same tenuous cushion.

“We controlled our own destiny 
today and we had a chance to clinch it 
out, but you have to give them credit,” 
catcher Gerald Laird said. “We’re still 
two games up with three to play, and 
we’re in the driver’s seat. We just have 
to play good baseball like we have at 
home, take it to the White Sox and we’ll 
be celebrating.”

The tightest race in baseball won’t be 
decided until this weekend —  or early 
next week if a tiebreaker is necessary.

Minnesota has clinched the season 
series and would host an extra game if 
needed, likely on Tuesday because the 
Vikings play an NFL game Monday 
night at the Metrodome against the 
Green Bay Packers.

If Detroit beats the Ozzie Guillen- 
led Chicago White Sox twice at home, 
it would win the division. If not, the 
Tigers would need some help from the

Kansas City Royals, who end the season 
at Minnesota.

Royals ace Zack Greinke is lined up 
to start on Saturday.

“We’re going to the dome for the 
last weekend, and we’ve still got a 
shot,” Twins manager Ron Gardenhife 
said. “We’ve got to beat the Royals and, 
‘Come on, Ozzie!’ I’m going to leave 
him a note.”

Tempers flared in the eighth.
Detroit manager Jim Leyland was 

ejected during a face-to-face argument 
with umpire Angel Hernandez in the 
top of the inning, following an inside 
pitch. Then, Tigers pitcher Jeremy 
Bonderman and Laird were tossed in 
the home half.

Both benches and bullpens emptied 
after Twins outfielder Delmon Young 
was plunked in the leg by Bonderman, 
but the players contained their emo­
tions enough to avoid any pushing or 
punching.

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Tech, UNM set aside distractions for Saturday’s game

Texas Tech coach Mike Leach and 
New Mexico first-year coach Mike 
Locksley have had a few unwarranted 
distractions at the wrong time: the middle 
of the season.

Leach’s recent suspension of offensive 
lineman and team captain Brandon Carter 
has raised questions from the media and 
his Twitter ban made waves this week as 
the coach’s latest act in keeping his play- 
eK focused.

Locksley’s week has been surrounded 
by the fallout from a physical altercation 
with UNM receivers coach J.B. Gerald, 
which surfaced after the Lobos lost to New 
Mexico State on Saturday.

For both coaches, a win when the 
teams play at 2i30 p.m. Saturday at Jones 
AT&T Stadium could be a step toward 
solving a few problems.

“I think coaches and players need to 
be stable and just improve for the sake of 
playing football,” said Leach, whose Red 
Raiders are looking to end a two-game 
skid —  the first since the 2007 season. 
“Just be excited about it. We just have 
to raise the confidence level. We have 
a bunch of young guys playing that are 
better than they think they are and their 
abilities are at higher level than some of 
them think.”

It seems the Red Raiders (2-2,0-1 in 
Big 12 Conference play) have seen how 
dangerous they can be with solid perfor­
mances in a 55-10 win against Rice and a 
34-24 loss to No. 2 Texas.

It’s the 29-28 loss to then-No. 17 Hous­
ton that has Tech searching for answers.

Tech failed to win the game when 
a quarterback sneak on 4th and goal at 
the 1-yard line was unsuccessful late in 
the fourth quarter. The score would have 
put Tech up 34-23. Instead, Houston’s 
defense stifled Tech quarterback Taylor 
Potts, which allowed the Cougars to hang 
around long enough for a 95-yard scoring 
drive to end the game, led by Houston’s 
Case Keenum.

After the game. Carter used Twitter 
to express his disappointment at Tech’s 
season so far. By Sunday, Carter an­
nounced on his Twitter account he was 
no longer a captain or a part of the team, 
bringing about speculation he had been 
suspended, which later was confirmed by 
Tech Athletics on Sunday evening.

During his weekly press conference 
Monday, Leach chose not to comment 
on why Carter was suspended indefinitely, 
only saying he broke a team rule. In addi­
tion to that, Leach banned his players from 
using Twitter, which grabbed the attention 
of sports news outlets nationwide.

Although Tech players said it may be 
tough to take the field without Carter, 
what they’re concerned about is making 
things right after Saturday’s loss.

“You could see it (Sunday) in a lot 
of down faces but it is something that 
happens with football,” Tech comerback 
Jamar Wall said. “That suspension thing, 
I am not too sure about all of that. But

we just have to keep going, we can’t let 
anything hold us back from the suspen­
sion to the two losses. We’ve got to keep 
on pushing forward.”

The Red Raiders have been looking to 
move on to the game against the Lobosp 
since Sunday.

Tech center Shawn Byrnes and Wall 
said Monday they were anxious to face 
New Mexico, in hopes of erasing last 
Saturday’s game from their memories 
with a win.

That may not be too difficult, consid­
ering how much the Lobos are snuggling 
at this point.

UNM (0-4) still is trying to find out 
what it has on its roster, as Locksley said 
22 first-year players are still trying to gain 
experience. The Lohos have lost all of 
their games by an average of 24 points. 
Their closest game was a 20-17 loss to 
New Mexico State on Saturday.

Things haven’t gotten any easier for 
the Lobos this week either.

Lockesly was reprimanded Monday 
for reportedly grabbing Gerald by the 
collar and punching him in a coach’s 
meeting on Sept. 20.

It is not the first time something of 
this sort has surrounded Locksley and 
New Mexico. It was reported in May that 
Locksley was accused of age discrimina­
tion, sexual harassment and retaliation by 
a former administrative assistant in the 
New Mexico football offices.

During the Mountain West’s weekly 
teleconference Monday, Locksley said 
the altercation happened last week and 
is new to the media. He said his players

and the program are past it and it should 
not prevent his team from focusing on the 
task at hand Saturday.

“As far as the distractions, some things 
are out of our control,” Locksley said. 
“The recent distraction is definitely some­
thing that I could’ve controlled, which is 
why I have no problem with taking the 
responsibility for my actions.”

Leach and Locksley are quick to point 
out the positives about each program.

Locksley said the most noteworthy 
thing about Tech is how much the defense 
has improved under defensive coordinator 
Ruffin McNeill. Leach credited the New

Mexico defense, as he said the Lobos are 
aggressive and tend to blitz more.

Byrnes said Monday that Tech may 
not be where it wants to be right now, 
but turning things around starts with 
the Lobos.

“I think we’re just going to try and stay 
focused we’re not going to let distractions 
get to us,” Byrnes said. “Our main focus 
is New Mexico. We haven’t had the best 
start. We didn’t want this, 2-2 isn’t what we 
saw, but we are just going to try and fix that 
and stay positive and go into this week with 
a good mindset and good attitude.”
