22-year-old Lubbockite 
walks through life shoeless

Shoes. In today’s material-obsessed 
society, it’s easy to overlook their impor­
tance. W e decide which ones to wear 
based on comfort, color and style, then 
move on with our day without another 
thought about them.

Bennett Cowen, a 22-year-old from

Lubbock, doesn’t think shoes are simple 
commodities. In fact, Cowen has seen 
the luxury that shoes can be to people, 
especially children.

In December 2008, Cowen said he 
felt “called by God” to go to Salem, 
Oregon, to go work with Youth with a 
Mission, a group that educates college- 
aged students for three months before 
sending them off to do mission work

for another three months. YWAM sent 
Cowen to Colombia for his mission, and 
at first, he admits, he wasn’t too excited.

“I had been to Mexico several times, 
and I wanted to. work with a different 
culture” he said. “But this is where God 
wanted me to go, so I went.”

Cowen went to Cartagena, C o ­
lombia, and was able to do what he 
was most passionate about: work with 
children. The children Cowen inter­
acted with didn’t come from fortunate 
families; these were children living in 
complete destitution.

“God put me with kids who were

the children of dmg dealers, prostitutes, 
gang members; children with horrible 
lives,” he said. “TTiat’s what I did for 
three months. I hung out with them, 
and they just blew my mind.”

Cowen said the children taught 
him so much and made him realize 
how lucky he was to be bom into the 
situation into w hich he was born. 
After three weeks of working with the 
children, Cowen felt he needed a way 
to relate to them. So he did what he 
usually does: He talked to God.

'09 grad went straight to 
Officer Candidate School

It took Matthew Burkett an entire 
year just to fill out the application; he 
said he took his time to make sure it was 
exactly what he wanted to do.

“It was not a quick decision, it was 
not spur of the moment or impulse,” 
Burkett said., “It was very thought out, 
and when I decided, I was beyond sure 
that that was God had for my life, it was 
what I wanted to do.”

Ensign W. Matthew Burkett gradu­
ated from Texas Tech in May of 2009 
with a business degree, then went straight 
to Officer Candidate School to become 
a Navy Officer.

Burkett’s father, Randy, the depart­
m ent chairman of the construction 
engineering and engineering technology, 
said he was not too surprised, as he served 
in the Navy as well with four years of 
active duty, and five years in the reserve.

Matthew Burkett’s family involve­
ment is even deeper, with both of his 
grandfathers having served in the armed 
forces. Burkett said the other deciding 
factor was his faith.

“I have the ability and freedom to 
worship and do the things I think are right 
without any input from anyone; not every

country has that freedom,” Burkett said.

He finalized his decision in Fall 2008, 
he said, and signed up with the Bac­
calaureate Degree Completion Program, 
where he promised to serve at least four 
years after college, and the Navy paid 
him a salary until he graduated and of­
ficially joined.

“I sent care packages to him  
and everyone in his unit,” M itch­
ell said. “T hey  really appreciate 
them , and i t ’s som eth in g  th a t 
makes them  feel cared for because 
some of them  didn’t have anyone.”

M itch e ll said care packages 
and letters boost soldiers’ morale 
immensely, even if the letters are 
sent from someone the soldiers do 
not know.

Texas Tech  adviser o f Double 
T  H ealth Service Corps Chris Fel­
ton realized the impact a card can 
have on a soldier and organized 
the second “Christm as Cards for 
Soldiers” in the Student U nion  
Building Thursday from 11 a.m. 
to 1 p.m.

“It ’s so important to give back, 
e sp e c ia lly  on  V e te ra n s  D ay ,” 
F e lto n  said. “W e also w ant to 
show  stu d en ts  th a t  th e re  are 
soldiers everyw here preserving 
their freedom, not just in Iraq and 
A fghanistan.”

T h e  H e a lth  S e rv ice  C orps, 
p artn ered  w ith  th e  V o lu n teer 
C e n te r  o f  L u b b ock , w ill send 
the cards to the 29 ,0 0 0  m en and 
women stationed at Kunsan A ir 
Force Base in South Korea.

said. “A nd this is such an easy and 
effective way to do that. But people 
have to realize that it’s important at 
all times, w henever the opportunity 
presents itself, not just the holidays.” 

Regan Weaver, a freshman public 
relations m ajor from Longview, said 
she takes advantage o f every oppor­
tunity she finds to support the troops.

“I’m making a card because my 
great grandpa was a soldier in World 
W ar II, and I always send him  a card 
on Veterans Day,” W eaver said. “It 
has to m ean a lot to them  because it 
m eant a lot to h im .”

W eaver said students should get 
involved not only because it is quick

and easy to make a card, but also 
because it is such an important cause.

“It ’s something students have to 
realize, that we get to go hom e for 
Christmas and have freedom, but it ’s 
only because of the soldiers,” W eaver 
said. “A nd they don’t get to be with 
family for the holidays. T hey  have to 
fight during that tim e.”

C h y re l M itc h e ll ,  w hose son  
served a full year in Afghanistan, said 
she cried and felt blessed when she 
discovered her son could return for 
Christm as because so many soldiers 
do not get that luxury.

“It is so hard having him  over 
there because h e ’s my oldest son,”

M itchell said. “I didn’t know what 
to expect, but the Arm y surround 
them  with resources to make them  
fee l c o n n e c te d  and ap p reciated , 
and things like making cards do that 
even m ore.”

M itchell said she was always able 
to rem ain in contact with her son 
Chase, but for the soldiers without 
family or friends, there was no face 
or name to personify for whom they 
were fighting.

“So ld iers need  to  fee l ap p reci­
a t e d ,” M i t c h e l l  sa id . “M a k in g  
card s and  ju s t  sh ow in g  su p p ort 
today is aw esom e.”

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“W h e n  you’re at O fficer C an d i­
date S c h o o l,” Burkett said, “if you 
d on’t have the right m otiv ation  to 
carry you through, you’ll be broken 
and you’ll drop.”

B u rkett’s m otiv ation  cam e from 
his com m itm ent and his fa ith ; he 
said he knew he was where he need­
ed to  be and where G od needed him  
to  be, and so he wasn’t “broken .”

“It  is an amazing ex p erien ce ,” 
B u rk ett said. “You’ll do, see and 
learn things you would never do see 
or learn any oth er way.”

Burkett worked on the U S S  San  
Ja c in to , a guided m issile  cru iser 
based in N orfolk . W h e n  he arrived 
in  N o rfo lk , th e  sh ip  was alm ost 
ready to go, and w ithin a m onth the 
ship departed for a year-long trip.

“It  took some adjusting, it was 
very d ifferen t from  an y th in g  I ’d 
ever d one,” B urkett said, “but O C S  
had prepared me; one o f the biggest

things they teach  you is th a t you 
can  adapt to anything.”

Burkett said he never thought it 
would be impossible, and the hard­
est thing  for him  was being able to 
fit everything he was supposed to 
have in to  the lim ited  storage space 
he was given.

W ith  the San  Ja c in to , Burkett 
said he travelled to the M editerra­
nean and the G u lf o f O m an, where 
B u rk e tt said th e  ship w orked in 
counter-piracy measures

H e worked w ith  d ifferen t de-
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partm ents on the ship from Ja n u ­
ary to August 2010 .

W h ile  away, B u rk ett’s friend 
Jessie C ayton , a senior English 
m ajor from  K illeen , said she and 
the rest o f his fam ily and friends 
prayed for him  every single day.

“T h a t’s how we supported him  
best w hen he was out o f  tou ch ,” 
C a y to n  said , re ferr in g  to  th e  
len g th s o f tim e w hen B u rk ett 
had no co n ta ct w ith the outside 
world.

C ayton  said she didn’t worry 
to o  m u ch ; sh e  re s p e c te d  h is  
d ecision and knew he would be 
perfectly capable.

“H e ’s p ro b ab ly  o n e  o f  th e  
most determ ined people I ’ve ever 
m et,” she said.

B u r k e t t  an d  C a y to n  m e t 
when h e was in the C hristian  fra­
tern ity  K appa-C hi and she is in 
the C h ristian  sorority Phi-Lam b.

W h ile  at T ech , Burkett m a­
jored  in business and he said he 
too k  several sp eech  and m an ­
agem ent skills classes th at have 
been very helpful in his tim e in 
the Navy.

“I th in k  T e c h  set m e up very 
w ell for success in  th e  m ilitary  
as an  e ffe c tiv e  co m m u n ica to r 
an d  a n  e f fe c t iv e  le a d e r ,” h e  
said , and d eta iled  exam p le  o f  
b e in g  ov erseas and h a v in g  to  
rely  o n  c o m m u n ic a tio n  sk ills  
h e  lea rn ed  in  sp e e ch  classes. 
K now ing his son  was in  h arm ’s 
way overseas was tou gh o n  his 
parents, R andy B u rkett said, but 
he knew  his son  was th ere  for 
th e  rig h t reasons.

“Jo in in g  (th e  N av y ),” he said, 
“is a way to  give back  our tim e, 
for our freedom s and our rights.”

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Cowen said he asked God what he 
needed to do, and God gave him a simple 
answer: Take your shoes off.

He took his shoes off, but he didn’t 
realize he wouldn’t be putting them back 
on. Once he realized God wanted him 
to go shoeless for the remainder of the 
mission, Cowen said, he needed some 
sort of Biblical reference for a request 
such as this.

“I needed something,” he said. “God 
gave me Exodus 3, when Moses sees the 
burning bush.”

This was an important scripture to 
Cowen because of Moses’ obedience 
towards God. Cowen said this was im­
portant because the outcome could’ve 
been so different if Moses had changed 
his answer.

“What if Moses had said, *No’? Would 
the story still be the same?’ he said. “It was 
a thing of obedience.”

So, Cowen was obedient. He went 
shoeless for the remainder of his time 
in Colombia and had many trials and 
tribulations with his feet. He was in an 
immense amount of pain, he said. He also 
had an encounter with ringworms. Once 
diagnosed with the parasite, Cowen had a 
few choices: medicine, cutting them out 
or burning them. The medicine wouldn’t 
fully kick in for a few weeks, so that option 
was out. He was left with the decision to 
cut them or bum them out.

“I sat every night for the rest of my 
time in Colombia digging ringworms out 
of my feet,” he said. “It is amazing how fast 
your feet become callused.”

Before he knew it, his time in Co­
lombia was over. Cowen said he tried 
to wear shoes again, but it just wasn’t 
the same. He said it felt different and 
he just couldn’t do it. It has been nearly 
two years now, and Cowen is still shoe­
less. He does get hassled every so often, 
so he has learned to carry around a pair 
of flip-flops to wear to public places. 
Surprisingly enough, one place he did 
get kicked out of wouldn’t be one anyone 
would think of.

“I’ve been kicked out of a church,” 
he said. “I didn’t think God would care.”

A n elder from the church approached 
Cowen, asking him about the where­
abouts of his shoes. W hen he explained 
his situation, Cowen said the elder asked 
him to leave if he didn’t put shoes on, 
claiming he was disrespecting the house 
of God. Cowen left but hasn’t forgotten 
the event.

“I left,” he said. “But it really upset 
me; they focused on the wrong things.”

Since coming back to Lubbock after 
his mission, Cowen has become involved 
with the Wesley Foundation as a missions 
leader. His fellow leader, Elizabeth Niles, 
said she didn’t quite know what to thiitk 
about the shoeless man when she first 
met him.

“I thought he was just being comfort­
able,” N iles said. “It took me awhile to ask 
him about it.”

Niles, a senior psychology and human 
development and family studies major 
ftom San Antonio, said once she knew 
Cowen’s reasons for going barefoot, she 
was inspired.

“I have made plans to go barefoot 
in the spring,” Niles said. “It is going to 
be hard, and I’m going to need account­
ability and encouragement.”

Ben Donley, associate director at the 
Wesley Foundation, has known Cowen 
for a year and half and mentors him every 
week. Donley said he wasn’t surprised at 
all by Cowen’s barefootedness because of 
the way Cowen is.

“He’s a radical thinker,” he said. “He 
is going to do what God tells him to do, 
even if it’s odd.”

A1 Martin, the director at the Wesley 
Foundation, has known Cowen for two 
and a half years. Martin and Cowen went 
to Haiti together on a mission trip. It was in 
Haiti that Martin realized Cowen’s dedica­
tion to relate to the people he is helping.

“Here we are in one of the poorest na­
tions in the world, and Ben’s not wearing 
shoes,” he said. “People would ask him 
why, and he would tell them, and they 
understood him.”

Both Martin and Donley said Cowen 
is really passionate about giving up his 
shoes.

“He is really genuine about this,” 
Donley said. “He has been doing it for 
too long for it to be fake.”

Kurtis Vanderpool, a senior global af­
fairs specialization major ftom Wolfforth, 
used to live with Cowen and said Cowen 
is a very passionate person.

“He is one of the most passionate 
people I know,” he said. “He is inspiring. 
He inspired me to live a day at a time.”

That is all Cowen wants, Vanderpool 
said, to inspire people to be able to try 
to give up something usually taken for 
granted.

“Don’t complain about the little 
things because things could be so much 
worse,” he said. “Consider the little 
things just as you would consider the 
bigger things.”

“If you know anyone under stress or 
in need of help please send them to us,” 
she said. “Sticky situations, interpersonal 
problems, anything; before you pull your 
hair out come see us.”

Any student statements regarding 
university complaints, teacher problems 
or academic problems remain confiden­
tial, Killgore said.

G uest speaker Melody Patón, a 
Salvation Army worker and master’s 
student at Tech, said students should be 
aware of the city’s homeless population.

“There are approximately 750 home­
less people on the streets of Lubbock,” 
she said. “We have four homeless centers 
around Lubbock, three of which are cen­
ters for alcohol and dmg rehabilitation.”

T he Salvation Army also focuses 
on the marginally homeless. Patón said.

“We welcome the marginally home­
less, those who may even have homes 
but are dealing with very difficult life 
or financial situations,” she said, “and 
our shelters operate seven days a week, 
with 48 permanent beds available every 
night.”

After presentations by both guest

speakers, the SG A  senators discussed 
student fees and the fairness of parking 
enforcement on students.

Senator Hannah Walker, the mles 
and adm inistration v ice-chair, re­
introduced the idea of five dollars to 
be added to each student’s tuition for a 
graduating class gift.

Senator Alex Moore, the chairman 
of the rules and administration com­
mittee, said the additional fee would be 
burdensome on students.

“I don’t think it is a responsible use 
of the university’s tuition money right 
now,” she said. “I think it’s a good idea 
to get more student opinions on this.”

Senator Hannah Smith, the presi­
dent pro-tempore, said the additional 
tuition fee is too small to be much of a 
problem for students.

“I’m willing to pay the extra five 
dollars,” she said. “I mean most of us 
will spend five dollars sometime at a 
bar anyways.”

After additional student tuition fees 
were discussed, the senators moved on 
to problems with parking on campus.

Senator Katie Weissman, the vice- 
chairman of the budget and finance 
committee, said parking on campus, 
specifically next to the Student Union 
Building, should not have to be paid for

after 6:00 p.m.
“This resolution is focused around 

those that are involved in student orga­
nizations that need to park next to the 
library and Student Union Building later 
on in the day,” she said.

The fees at parking pay stations are 
unjust for students when there are so 
many spots available, Weissman said.

“I don’t think you should have to 
pay a dollar and 20 cents every time you 
park on campus,” she said. “Parking at 
the SU B  and library should be free for 
anyone after 6 p.m.”

Senator Katelyn Stanglin, the jour­
nal clerk and mass communications 
coordinator, said she strongly opposes 
changing the current parking mles.

“A  satellite permit only costs 39 
dollars,” she said, “and if we were to 
make parking free at this time the costs 
of commuter west and north permits 
would increase.”

Any valid campus-parking permit 
allows smdents enough parking mobility, 
Stanglin said.

“Just because you have a commuter 
west or north pass does not mean that 
you have to walk across campus,” she 
said. “If you have any of these permits, 
you can park in these lots after 6 p.m.”

Texas T ech  cornerback  L aR on 
Moore and the rest of the Red Raiders 
should have some momentum head­
ing into their game against N o. 19 
Oklahoma on Saturday at 2:30 p.m. in 
Norman, Okla.

W ith a win against a ranked Mis­
souri team last week, Tech has the 
confidence needed to return to the place 
where their Bowl Championship Series 
dreams were crushed back in 2008.

“1 had to quiet everybody down after 
the game (against Missouri) and say, 
‘W e shouldn’t be surprised that we did 
that,’” Moore said. “You’ve got to expect 
to play like that. T hat’s confidence, not 
being surprised that you shut a team 
down like that; you’ve got to expect to 
do that. And don’t be proud for just one 
win. W e’ve got to start that now and let 
it go into next year.”

Playing at Oklahoma presents some 
unique challenges compared to squaring 
off with Missouri in the friendly confines 
of Jones A T & T  Stadium.

Most notably, the Sooners’ Gaylord 
Family-Oklahoma Memorial Stadium 
is big -  and loud.

A fte r  O k la h o m a ’s huge 6 5 -2 1  
win against T ech  in 2 0 0 8 , Soon er 
coach Bob Stoops praised his team’s 
fans and dubbed them  the best in the 
country. T h e  fans could have played a 
significant role in shifting momentum 
toward O klahom a early in that game, 
forcing it to snowball out o f control 
for Tech.

Head coach Tommy Tuberville said 
Tech (5-4, 3-4  in Big 12 Conference 
play) will have to ignore the crowd noise 
and shut down the Sooners quickly 
when they catch a break in Saturday’s 
game.

“T he problem is momentum. W hen 
momentum starts to go the other way, 
their crowd gets into it for their players. 
So you’ve got to try to get the momen­
tum back.”

O klahom a’s 2008  win propelled 
the Sooners into the National Cham ­
pionship Game and damaged one-loss 
Tech’s B C S hopes so badly that the Red 
Raiders ended up playing in the Cotton 
Bowl Classic.

T h is  2 0 1 0  m e e tin g  in  N o r­
m a n  is  a l i t t l e  d i f f e r e n t .  
There are B C S hopes on the line for 
Oklahoma, but Tech is simply fighting 
for bowl eligibility. A  Sooner win keeps 
Oklahoma alive in the Big 12 South Di­
vision race while a Tech victory would 
all but clinch a bowl for the Red Raiders

A  Tech victory also could poise the 
Red Raiders for an eight-win regular 
season considering T ech ’s next two 
opponents -  W eber State  from the 
D ivision I Football Cham pionship 
Subdivision, a level below Tech, and a 
down Houston team.

Eight wins would give Tuberville 
the same record former head coach 
Mike Leach had in his last season on 
the South Plains, a stat that would help 
fans feel more optimistic about where 
the program is going under Tuberville’s 
control.

T e c h ’s ro ster seem s in  ag ree­
m en t th a t  th e  key to  d e fea tin g  
O klahom a will be conta in ing  the 
Sooner offense, but the Red R aid­
er offense plays a key role as well. 
It seems as if Tech is incapable of mus­
tering much of anything on offense in

the first quarter, but that might not 
be the case against the Sooners.

In  the Missouri game. T ech ’s 
offense got rolling as soon as quar­
terback Taylor Potts came into the 
game in lieu of Steven Sheffield. Potts 
is expected to make his ninth start of 
the season Saturday.

If Potts can repeat the way he 
played against Missouri and get some 
help from the surrounding cast once 
again. Tech could be well on its way 
to a second consecutive upset win, 
but Tuberville is aware it won’t be 
easy.

“Oklahoma has a good football 
team; they’ve got a lot o f skilled 
players, a lot o f guys who can make 
plays, experienced players,” Tuber­
ville said. “W e’ve got our hands full 
on both sides.”

Red Raiders open season against Louisiana-Monroe

T here are seven seniors on the 
Texas Tech  basketball’s roster, and 
n one hav e played in  the N C A A  
tournament.

“I was hoping it would happen a 
lot sooner, but things happen,” senior 
guard John Roberson said. “You grow 
and you learn from your mistakes, but 
yeah, this is our last year.

“I mean, we have a sense of ur­
gency, and we’re ready to get to the 
tournament, somewhere we haven’t 
been before.”

Tech’s quest for the N C A A  tourna­
ment begins against Lxiuisiana-Monroe at 
7 p.m. tonight in the United Spirit Arena.

T h e  Red Raiders fin ished  last 
season with a taste of the postseason, 
advancing to the quarterfinals of the 
N IT  tournament. But no one on the 
team is going to be satisfied with any­
thing less than an N C A A  bid this year.

Tech coach Pat Knight said this is 
the best team he’s had since he took 
over in 2008, and he loves how expe­
rienced and deep his team is.

Returning to lead the core of the 
Red Raiders are Roberson and forwards 
Mike Singletary and D ’Walyn Roberts.

Last season, Singletary led Tech 
with 15 points per game, while R ob­
erson averaged 14.1. Roberts, who 
missed parts of last year with injuries, 
adds a physical presence down low to 
a team that finished last in the Big 
12 Conference in scoring defense a 
year ago.

“W hatever I can do, whatever they 
want me to do, I’m going to do,” Rob­
erts said about his role on the team.

But in addition to the aforemen­
tioned trio of seniors. Tech also returns 
a handful of role players and an influx 
of freshmen to make this the deepest 
bench Knight has had at Tech. T he 
Red Raiders also return five o f their 
top six scoring threats from a year ago.

“T his is the deepest we’ve ever 
been; you know. I’m looking at 10 or 
11 deep,” Knight said.

O ne of the keys to a successful 
season, Knight said, is developing an 
inside game. Last season. Tech finished 
next to last in the Big 12 in rebound­
ing margin.

“T h a t’s huge for us to have an 
inside presence on both ends of the 
floor, and I think we have it because 
we have four guys that we can rotate in 
there or play together, and you just got 
to have that,” Knight said. “If you look 
at all the great teams, they have that.”

Ju n io r forward R ob ert Lew an- 
dowski said he has been working on 
his rebounding and defense during 
the offseason, something that will be 
key during the season, especially in a 
highly competitive Big 12.

“T he Big 12 is a big, physical con­
ference,” Lewandowski said. “T h a t’s 
been the same old line for the past, ever 
since it opened up. T hat’s something 
that everyone has on their minds. You 
have to have an inside-out game; you 
can’t just rely on your guards.”

Knight said he wants his team to 
defend with the best of them. He said 
the team knows how to score, and there 
are seven or eight players who can 
reach double-digits on any given night.

But Tech won’t be able to keep up 
with high-scoring teams if they don’t 
play deferise, he said.

“A  sh ootou t... is going to be like 
the O.K. Corral, and I’m not going to 
be W yatt Earp —  I’m going to be at 
the other end when we play guys like 
Texas and Kansas; we’re going to get 
killed,” Knight said. “So we’ve got to 
be careful, and you’ve got to be able to 
play defense.”

Redshirt freshman Jaye Crockett 
and junior college transfer Paul Cooper 
will help out on defense, while seniors 
David Tairu and Brad Reese will be 
among the first on the floor to light 
up the scoreboard.

Knight also pointed out freshman 
guard Javarez W illis as a guard who 
can be the next Joh n  Roberson or 
R onald  Ross. W illis, who is n ick ­
named “Bean,” was the first top-100

recruit Knight brought in, he said.
Louisiana-M onroe is coming off 

a 12-19 season, and Tech hasn’t lost 
an opening-season game in 10 years.

“W e definitely exp ect to  w in,” 
Lewandowski said. “If  we w ant to 
m eet our goal o f going to the N C A A

tournam ent, we can ’t lose games 
like this. W e’ve just got to win, 
we’ve got to  prove that we’re a 
team  to  beat, and you know we 
can ’t just beat them  —  it’s got to 
be a beat down.”

Lady Raiders take on 
UNM to open season

A lb u q u erq u e , N .M ., m ay be 
one of the most dangerous places in 
the country —  for playing women’s 
basketball, that is.

But that’s just Kristy Curry’s take 
on the subject.

“I’m not sure if there’s a tougher 
opener across the country,” Curry, head 
coach of the Lady Raiders, said regarding 
her team’s first regular season game. 
“W e’re excited about the challenge. 
Obviously, it’s their first real game since 
the renovations (to University Arena), 
so they’ll have a great crowd. W e’re 
going to be thrown into the fire.”

T he fire Curry is referring to comes 
in the form of New Mexico’s University 
A rena, better known nationally as 
T he Pit.

Friday’s contest at 8 p.m. between 
the Lady Raiders and the Lobos in T he 
Pit will be the regular season opener 
for both squads. Texas Tech won last 
season’s meeting, 65-55, in the United 
Spirit Arena.

But the Lady Raiders won’t have the 
energy of a home crowd to feed off of.

T here may be no question that 
T he Pit poses as one of the best home 
court advantages out there. Average 
attendance for New Mexico women’s 
basketball games during the 2009-‘10 
season ranked ninth in the nation.

A  total of 776 games have been 
played in T he Pit since it opened in 
1966; New Mexico teams have won 631 
of those matches.

But when sizing the two teams up on 
the court, the Lady Raiders may stand 
taller than the Lobos, literally.

“I think that we’ll have an advantage 
in our size compared to their size and 
maybe depth,” Tech forward Jordan 
Barncastle said. “W e got to run the floor 
well and run their posts up and down 
the floor.”

T he Lobos return four starters from 
the starting bunch Tech encountered 
last year in Lubbock. A ll four players, 
consisting of guards Sara Halasz and 
Lauren Taylor, along with forwards 
Jessica Kielpinski and Amanda Best, 
stand 6-foot-1 and under.

T he Lady Raiders are expected to 
start Barncastle, 6-foot-2, and Kierra 
Mallard, 6-foot-3, at the forward and 
center positions.

T he size differential, however, could 
provide the Lobos with the advantage 
on the perimeter.

“Playing up to the three-point line 
because they can all shoot threes,” said 
Mallard, when asked what concerns the 
Lobos may raise. “And switching, we’ve 
got to switch on them good.”

U nfortunately for New M exico, 
Tech won’t be confronted with the task 
of stopping Amy Beggin. Beggin, a two- 
time All-Mountain W est Conference 
selection, was lost to graduation going 
into this season.

W ith  or w ithout Beggin, T ech  
freshman Ebony Walker, a product of 
Albuquerque’s Sandia High School, is 
well aware of the obstacle that stands 
before her, the other freshmen and the 
whole team in general.

“T h is  should b e a really good, 
great test for us,” W alker said. “I t’s 
the first game on  the road, and there’s 
going to  be a really big crow d; it 
should m ake us pumped.”

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Quantitative easing couid be good for US
Last week, the Federal R e ­

serve announced a second 
round o f its so-called quan­

tita tiv e  easing. For m onths, Q E 2 
has been essentially presumed as a 
given by a broad swath o f m arket 
p a rtic ip a n ts  and  f in a n c ia l  new s 
pundits, due to  the Feds’ delicate 
telegraphing and “Fedspeak.”

D espite th is, on ce  th e  o ffic ia l 
an n ou n cem en t broke, there  w ere 
still m any public outcries dem on­
izing th e  a c tio n  and q u estion in g  
the in telligence o f C hairm an B en  
Bernanke, but at the same tim e, the 
stock  m arket rallied, reaching highs 
not seen since 2008 .

T h e  typical accusations people 
make are th at further qu antitative 
easing is simply “cranking up the 
prin ting  presses,” it ’s “hyperinfla­
tionary,” it “debases the dollar” and 
it’s “the reason your favorite ch ild ­
hood dog died.”

W ell, q u a n tita tiv e  easing is a 
pretty cool nam e, but what is it ex ­
actly? First off, it needs to be stated 
th at the Federal Reserve does not

print currency; the Treasury does. 
S o , w hen people say, “H elicop ter 
B e n  is cra n k in g  up th e  p rin tin g  
presses w ith  Q E 2 ,” at th a t p o in t 
you can  begin to  ignore the words 
com ing out o f th at person’s mouth.

Q uantitative easing is essentially 
just an asset-swap. F inancial institu­
tions are the largest domestic holders 
o f governm ent debt, so w hat the 
Fed does is take these bonds off o f 
banks’ balance sheets in exchange 
for a credit to the banks’ reserve ac­
count held w ith the Fed. N ot quite 
as exciting  as the nam e itself.

A side from  providing liquidity, 
qu antitative easing can  also lower 
borrowing costs for the governm ent 
(due to  increased  dem and for its 
debt) and can  potentially lower the

perceived value o f the dollar.
O pponents o f Q E  measures will 

point to rising comm odity prices and 
claim  that it is this added liquidity 
causing inflation in com m odities.

However, this assertion is short­
sighted. Increasing demand from  
rapidly industrializing countries 
such as C h in a  and India, as well 
as speculative bets coupled w ith a 
growing trend of investors seeking 
“alternative investm ents” other 
th a n  zigzagging stocks and 
low interest rates, are m uch 
m ore a cc u ra te  cu lp r its  o f  
com m od ity  in fla tio n  th an  
U .S . Q E.

T h e  n e x t drum o f 
c r i t ic is m  o p p o n e n ts  
will beat like a piñata is 
they say the Fed is “de­
basing” the currency (i.e. 
decreasing th e  value of 
dollar). T h is com m ent always makes 
m e smile a little  bit.

I t ’s com m onplace in the U nited  
S ta te s  to  lam en t o n  th e  cu rren t 
state o f A m e rican  m anufacturing

and exports and at the same tim e 
berate countries like C h in a  for our 
large global trading deficit (as if  it’s 
their fault we buy all their goods).

But what people don’t recognize 
is th a t th e  d ollar is ov erbought, 
w hich makes it “strong.” A nd it’s 
precisely this strong dollar that is to 

blam e for the decline o f 
A m erican  exports and 

our large trade deficit. 
T h e  f a c t  th a t  

the U .S . dollar en ­
joys near reserve 

c u r r e n c y  
5 s t a t u s  

( m e a n ­
ing peop le 

a l l  o v e r  th e  
world like to  hold 

a n d  <¥ spend the dollar) is 
good in the sense th at it allows 
our country to borrow cheaply and 
increases the am ount o f goods we 
can  buy from the rest o f the world.

But at the same tim e we see that 
over the long-term , this strong dol­
lar causes the nation  to incur too

m uch debt, encourages A m erican  
citizens to over-consum e, and makes 
A m erican-m ade products too expen­
sive for the rest o f the world.

Considering this, it’s no wonder 
th a t  G e rm a n y ’s (o n e  o f  th e  top 
ex p o rtin g  n a tio n s  in  th e  w orld) 
c h ie f  cen tra l banker scolded B en  
B ernanke the oth er day for qu an­
tita tiv e  easing, as these m easures 
could decrease the am ount o f goods 
they export to  the U .S . and simul­
taneously  m ake U .S . goods m ore 
com petitive w ith theirs.

So , people who w ant a revival 
in A m erican  exports and m anufac­
turing, a large decline in  our trade 
deficit, and at the same tim e a strong 
dollar are kidding them selves.

T h e  sam e log ic applies w hen 
people don’t want to cut entitlem ent 
and defense spending, don’t want to 
lim it health-care inflation (w hich is 
a m ajor burden paid for by our gov­
ernm ent), don’t want to raise taxes, 
but then  criticize the governm ent for 
incurring debt. A ll o f these things 
can not coexist; they contradict, and

som ething has to  give.
B ut I digress. W h ile  I won’t go 

so far as to  say Bernanke has done 
everyth in g  right, he is d efin ite ly  
one of the m ost taken-for-granted 
civ il servants. W h ile  m oving into 
uncharted territory (having to  get 
more creative w ith m onetary policy 
as traditional levers are exhausted 
and no further fiscal stimulus is in 
sight), and m aking decisions th at 
are eco n o m ically  necessary w hile 
p o lit ic a lly  unp op u lar, B e rn a n k e  
makes him self vulnerable to m uch 
public criticism .

However, given the fact that this 
m an has spent the m ajority o f his 
academ ic career (as well as the topic 
o f his doctoral dissertation) specifi­
cally studying the causes and policy 
mistakes o f the G reat Depression, I 
can ’t imagine a person better suited 
to conduct m onetary policy at a tim e 

like this.

Post-election India visit smart move for president

In the past week, the political 
intelligentsia has speculated as to 
the logic of President Obama’s visit 
to Asia.

W hy is he visiting right after a 
devastating election? Should he visit 
at a time of economic weakness at 
home? These shortsighted political 
commentaries are failing to realize the 
long-term geopolitical importance of 
the relationship with India for Ameri­
can interests.

America’s most important eco­
nomic partnership and security alli­
ance in the next few decades will be 
with India, and President Obama’s 
visit was a crucial step in building this 
relationship.

Not only does India have a bur­
geoning young English-speaking 
population w ith m ultiple needs, 
but the economy also has a healthy 
balance between consumption and 
investment, th? prevalent rule of law 
creates an environment conducive to 
entrepreneurship and private innova­
tion, and market forces are relatively

strong as liberalization and privatization 
steadily continues.

There are numerous opportunities for 
American businesses in India that have 
not yet been realized, as evidenced by the 
fact that America exports more to the 
Netherlands than to India.

The presidential visit thus placed an 
important focus on India for many in the 
American corporate world who had not 
yet realized the tremendous scale of op­
portunities, and it should serve as an im­
petus for both countries to make further 
progress on trade issues and continue to 
open markets and expand opportunities.

India must remove its restrictions on 
foreign investment in agriculture, retail, 
and telecommunications and involve 
American businesses in modernizing the 
country’s infrastructure. Such liberaliza­
tion could create opportunities for Ameri­
can businesses and help India modernize 
at the pace that it desires.

From a security standpoint, India now 
plays a cmcial role in the region as both an 
uneasy trading partner and a simultaneous 
bulwark against Chinese interests.

America has an interest in supporting 
India in territorial and trade disputes to 
ensure that China does not feel as though

it can run roughshod over the region by 
claiming new territory or enacting petty 
protectionist measures. America’s military 
sales to India highlighted an important al­
liance that has the potential to maintain 
stability in Asia.

W ith the world’s second and third 
largest militaries, India and the United 
States have the potential to create a 
formidable military alliance that could 
maintain stability in the tense region, 
especially in the case of territorial and 
naval disputes.

In an age in which Europe and Japan 
are in decline and in which China often 
opposes human rights and democratic in­
terests, America is too often left standing 
alone when trying to maintain peace and 
defend human rights. As a rising power 
with similar democratic ideals, India can 
be a valuable leader on the global stage.

Obama correctly realized the need 
and potential for India to be a leading 
power in Asia and the world when he 
endorsed its campaign to gain a perma­
nent spot on the UnitedNations Security 
Council. He argued that, with a greater 
role on the international stage, India must 
accept greater responsibility in maintain­

ing a peaceful world and thus identified 
one of the major benefits of an alliance 
with a powerful India.

Obama’s personal trip to India was 
also important because much of the 
Indian public is skeptical of his leanings 
since he has spent the last few years jus­
tifiably focused on problems and issues in 
Pakistan, Afghanistan, and China.

A  visit has the potential to change 
Indian political and public opinion in a 
way that simple speeches or press releases 
from the W hite House cannot do and 
could, in the long term, help change the 
political calculus behind the Indian left’s 
current wariness of security and trade 
agreements with the United States.

Dancing with children, visiting 
famous sights, supporting India’s bid to 
the Security (^uncil, and talking with 
students are all “soft” actions that might 
not produce immediately tangible results 
but they will remain lasting images in the 
psyche of one billion residents who are 
steadily becoming richer and more pow­
erful. In the decades to come, America’s 
relationship with India will be a major 
determinant of the future of our economic 
and security interests.
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Tech volleyball looks forward to Texas

Texas Tech junior Amanda Dowdy 
made her presence known in the Mis­
souri match Wednesday by recording 
the 10th double-double of her career.

Dowdy posted 21 kills and 11 digs, 
and with those marks she broke into the 
top 10 in all-time kills at Texas Tech.

Dowdy will have the opportunity to 
pass Phillister Sang (973 kills, 2005-06) 
for eighth in the next match, as she only 
trails her by four kills.

A lth ou gh  Dowdy no tch ed  her 
nam e into T ech  history during the 
match, the Red Raiders still lost 3-1 to

Even though the Red Raiders lost 
the match, senior libero and defensive 
specialist Jackie Vincent said it was a 
game in which the Red Raiders did a

lot of good things but came up short.
“It was really good,” she said. ‘W e 

did a lot of great things (Wednesday) 
night that we haven’t seen in a while, 
so we were really happy about that. It 
was just a good college match, honestly; 
it was a great match.”

Tech (3 -22 ,1-15  in Big 12 Confer­
ence play) gets the No. 7 Texas Long­
horns (18-5, 13-2) at 1 p.m.
