SGA prez’s 
promise 
falls short
Davis: Patton 'ruffled a few 
feathers within the senate’

The Texas Tech Smdent Government Association senate 
announced it would not be able to fulfill a financial obligation 
made by president Tyler Patton at its meeting Thursday.

In an email sent to all Tech smdent 
organizations by Patton on Nov. 4. he 
promised to allocate additional funding 
to organizations that attended an atmetic 
seminar the following week.

Blake Bradley, senator-at-large and 
chairman of the senate budget and 
finances committee, said there was no 
effort to take attendance at the event, 
and if there were means of tracking the 
presence of organizations, he was never 
given a clear explanation as to where these 
funds would come from.

“We, as the budget and finance committee, will not honor this 
promise,” Bradley said. “You cannot intermpt the way the budget 
operates for another entity.”

Colin Davis, a senator for the College of Arts and Sciences, 
said this pledge was not widely accepted by members of the 
legislative branch.

“The student government president, Tyler Patton, promised all 
of the smdent organizations on campus extra fiinding at the end of 
the year if they came and attended this sportsmanship seminar,” 
Davis said. “Unformnately, that cannot happen. I don’t know if 
he knew that at the time or if that was done under false pretenses, 
but, regardless, he mfifled a few feathers within the senate.”

Tech on way to becoming mother-friendly campus

Texas T ech  officials unveiled 
one of five rooms across campus 
Thursday to prom ote a m other- 
friendly campus.

As part of the statewide initia­
tive, the cutting of the red-ribbon 
event showcased rooms designed 
for nursing mothers.

The Texas Department of State 
H ealth  Serv ices was awarded a 
grant in June from the U .S. Centers 
for Disease Control and Prevention 
to jumpstart the program. The TD - 
SH S provided the university with 
a $70,000 grant to test tools and 
strategies regarding the support of 
workplace lactation.

Part of the grant was used to 
crea te  T e c h ’s M o th er-Frien d ly  
W orksite In itia tive . T h e  in itia ­
tive consists of providing nursing 
mothers with a private, quiet and 
safe room to express milk and to 
educate the Tech community on 
the benefits of breast-feeding and 
the needs and resources available 
for mothers on campus.

T h e  m other-friendly  room s, 
which will be accessible to faculty, 
staff and students, are located in 
Room 205 of the Student U nion 
Building, Room 159A  of the Doak 
C o n feren ce  C en ter, Room  266 
of Holden Hall, Room 211A A  of 
the Student Wellness Center and 
Room 100 of the English-Philoso- 
phy building.

Currently, Room  205 in the 
S U B  is the only mother-friendly 
room that is completely furnished 
and available for use. T he rooms 
in the Doak Conference C enter

and Holden Hall are only lacking 
chairs. Meanwhile, the rooms in 
the English-Philosophy building 
and the Student Wellness Center 
are waiting for doors to be installed.

“A ll rooms should be completed 
by mid-December,” said Paul Ruiz, 
assistant director of the Division of 
Institutional Diversity, Equity and 
Community Engagement. “We are 
just waiting on minor things.”

Grace Hernandez, chief of staff 
to Tech president Guy Bailey, spoke

on behalf of the absent Bailey, who 
was supposed to give a speech dur­
ing the ceremony.

“T he Gender Equity Counsel 
and the Division of Institutional 
Diversity worked together to make 
these changes after receiving rec­
ommendations on improving Tech 
as a workplace,” Hernandez said.

Two of the expected outcomes, 
she said, are the retention of stu­
dents, staff and faculty and the 
reduction of health care costs.

The mother-friendly workplace 
rooms are com pletely furnished 
and equipped with hospital-grade 
breast-feeding pumps, comfortable 
chairs, footrests, access to hot water 
and microwaves.

“Although Tech was given this 
grant. Tech will be responsible for 
covering the costs of construction 
and th e  m ain ten an ce  o f these 
rooms,” Ruiz said. “T he grant cov­
ers policy development, program 
resources and training videos.”

T ech ’s Human Resources D e­
partment will be in charge of over­
looking the five mother-friendly 
rooms.

“The rooms will only be acces­
sible to mothers who register with 
Human Resources and will be given 
a key to enter the rooms,” Ruiz said.

T h e  program is exp ected  to 
serve m ore th an  2 ,0 0 0  fem ale

employees and 14,000 female un­
dergraduate and graduate students 
at Tech, including Jennifer Rojas- 
McWhinney.

R o ja s -M cW h in n e y  and her 
10-month-old daughter, Eva, were 
invited to cut the red ribbon to 
unveil the first m other-friendly 
room in the SU B.

“This is a wonderful advance­
m ent made by the  un iversity ,” 
R o jas-M cW hinn ey said. “It was 
difficult to breast-feed, and now 
these rooms provide a clean, quiet 
environment.”

A cco rd in g  to  a u n iv ersity - 
conducted survey, 78 percent of 
nursing mothers on Tech’s campus 
have to breast-feed. A  number of 
these women had to nurse in of­
fices, bathroom stalls, closets and 
even th e ir cars. M any stopped 
breast-feeding their children alto­
gether because it was too difficult to 
find facilities on campus where they 
could comfortably nurse, according 
to the study.

“Texas T ech  can serve as an 
example to other universities,” said 
Juan Muñoz, vice president of the 
Division of Institutional Diversity, 
Equity and Com m unity Engage­
ment. “This is one more step to­
ward the commitment to our Tech 
community.”

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Immigration scam 
awareness campaign 
goes national

N EW A RK , N .J. (A P ) —  Im ­
m ig ra tio n  serv ices  scam s are 
g e ttin g  so s o p h istica te d  th a t 
fraudsters now advertise online 
w ith  w eb sites  th a t  p e r fe c t ly  
mimic those o f official govern­
m ent agencies, federal officials 
said Thursday as they rolled out a 
nationw ide awareness campaign 
m eant to com bat such practices.

O fficials from several federal, 
state and local agencies, as well 
as im m ig ra tio n  law yers and 
ad vocates, m et in N ew ark on 
Thursday to expand nationw ide 
a campaign that started in seven 
pilot cities. It focuses on enforce­
m ent, education and interagency 
collaboration .

“T hey are not just h igh-tech  
scam s, they are people in the 
n e ig h b o r h o o d s : p e o p le  w ho 
know  people, people who are 
out there shaking hands,” said 
K elvin C hen, an attorney with 
the Federal Trade Com m ission, 
as he spoke about the need to 
increase awareness among im ­
m igrants who are often  preyed 
upon by members of their own 
com m unities.

T h e  cam p aign  is aim ed at 
educating legal and illegal immi­
grants to avoid everything from 
unlicensed service providers to 
websites that mimic those of gov­
ernm ent agencies. M ost scams 
involve people who pretend to 
be able to provide legal aid or 
o th er services for im m igrants, 
take v ictim s’ money and fail to 
deliver.

T he initiative is also intended 
to inform immigrants about how 
to get legitim ate legal help and 
how to report fraud. It began in 
A tlan ta , Baltim ore, D etroit, Los 
A n geles, New York C ity , S an  
A nton io , and Fresno, Calif.

T h e  cam paign, spearheaded 
by U .S . Citizenship and Im m i­

gration  S erv ices, features ads, 
posters and leaflets published in 
English and Spanish, and a web­
site with information available in 
12 additional languages. U S C IS  
officials say they are working to 
strength en  partnerships at the 
federal, state and local levels to 
improve coordination, inform a­
tion sharing and enforcem ent.

S e v e ra l speakers at T h u rs­
day’s con ference said it ’s often 
challenging to get victim s o f im­
m igration scams to report them , 
either out of fear of deportation, 
or a fte r  th e  trau m a o f b ein g  
scammed not just o f money, but 
o ften , o f im portant docum ents 
such as b irth  c e r tif ica te s  th at 
are som etim es stolen by unscru­
pulous practitioners.

By the tim e they reach the 
offices of attorney Lloyd B en nett 
o f th e  A m erica n  Im m igration  
Law yers A ss o c ia tio n , th e y ’ve 
often  been steered wrong else­
where. Bennett said an acute and 
ongoing problem in the northern 
New Jersey com m unities where 
he works is with “’notarios,” or 
storefront offices th at offer an 
array o f im m ig ratio n  serv ices 
and are p revalent in S p a n ish ­
speaking com m unities. B en nett 
said  th e  word “ ’n o t a r io ”’ or 
“n o tary” is actually  translated  
as “attorney” in many Spanish­
sp eak in g  c o u n tr ie s , so th o se  
seeking services assume they are 
legitim ate.

“My clien ts have absolutely 
no idea w hat’s going on, they see 
a sign for a ‘n otario ,’ they walk 
in, they get scam m ed,” B en nett 
said. “T h ey ’re given forms or ap­
plications for programs that don’t 
exist, or they steal their money, 
or som etim es ap p licatio n s are 
filed, but incorrectly, and when 
it comes to their atten tion , it’s 
often too la te .”

The Rev. Renae Phillips said the 
church was known as “The AIDS 
church” in the 1990s because of its out­
reach to the gay, lesbian, bisexual and 
transgender population.

“We have celebrated World AIDS 
Day for a number of years,” Phillips said. 
“I can’t really remember the first year 
we started.”-

She said a lot of members started to 
come down with HIV, so they began to 
minister to people who are HIV positive.

Tony Thornton, a church member, 
presented a slideshow full of charts and 
graphs displaying HIV and AIDS statis­
tics in the state of Texas. HIV is the vims 
that can lead to AIDS.

“They think it’s somebody else’s 
problem and that it’s not going to happen 
to them and that it’s not a Lubbock issue. 
That’s because they don’t know,” he said. 
“They don’t really want to talk about 
it. It’s still really taboo because we’re so 
conservative here, but what they don’t 
understand is that it’s all across the board.

It’s in every zip code. It affects every race, 
sex and preference —  or whatever you 
want to call that. So, it knows no barriers.”

He said there is an increase of infec­
tion in African-American males and, 
more recently, African-American females 
as well.

With the growing number of HIV­
positive people, Thornton said it’s impor­
tant to know all about the virus and ways 
to prevent infection.

“People need to educate themselves,” 
he said. “They need to be aware it’s still 
there and that it’s not curable. They need 
to protect themselves and get tested and 
wear protection. Everybody needs to 
wear a condom. It used to be that the 
worst thing that could happen to a girl 
is getting pregnant, but now it’s getting 
pregnant with HIV.”

Lauren Corbin, a case manager at 
Project CHAMPS, said the service she 
works for offers medical care for the 300 
clients who are HIV positive. She said 
World AIDS Day helps bring attention 
to this disease.

“It definitely raises awareness, espe­
cially where we live,” she said. “There’s 
still such a stigma attached to HIV. I think

it’s good to educate people and let people 
see it can affect anyone. It could be your 
neighbor who has HIV, and they’re just 
like everyone else. Prevention awareness 
is really important also.”

The event included several prayers, 
an offering and a time for audience mem­
bers to say aloud the name of someone 
they know whom AIDS has affected. 
After the time of remembrance, the 
audience members were encouraged to 
go forward and hang a ribbon ornament 
on the World AIDS Day tree in memory 
of someone.

Phillips ended the event by offering 
free and confidential HIV testing in 
another room.

“(We need to) remind people that

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Lawmakers 
should shift 
focus home
The U .S . Congress has a 

terrible reputation when 
it com es to  approval 

ratings. Some estimates have the 
legislative body at a 5 percent ap­
proval rating in national polls.

Most people find this statistic 
shocking, but they do so for the 
wrong reasons. G iven the original 
purpose and structure of Congress, 
it should have a much lower rating 
than it does. To assume that C on­
gress’ national approval rating is 
relevant is to fundamentally misun­
derstand the institution’s purpose.

T h is misunderstanding stems 
from the assumption that the job 
of Congress is to do the work of 
the A m erican people and create 
legislation for the benefit of the 
nation. Congress is composed of 
435 d istrict representatives and 
100 senators. Each member’s job 
is to represent the people in his or 
her district. The upshot of this is 
that for every district there are 434 
representatives and 98 senators who 
have no interest in helping it.

How, then, would Congress ever 
have a high approval rating?

The problem is that while the 
way we elect our nationwide body 
of representatives has changed very 
little  in the last 200-plus years, 
the number of decisions and the 
amount of power delegated to this 
nationw ide body has greatly in ­
creased. Congress has far exceeded 
the decision-making power granted 
to it by the founders and, as a result, 
people are upset with the work it’s 
doing.

If my auto-mechanic, who really 
knows his job and does it extremely 
well, were to repair my truck’s air 
cond itioner, starter, brake pads 
and radiator, I probably would be 
extremely satisfied with the job he 
had done and would sing his praises 
to everyone I knew.

O n the other hand, if he were 
to attempt to repair my home com­
puter, my approval rating of him 
would plummet significantly, as he 
has no training in computer repair 
and would not do a particularly 
good job at fixing it.

W hen the founders set out to 
form this union, the job  of the 
Senate and the House of Repre­
sentatives was to do the business 
that impacts the entire nation. In

the last century, however, the job 
of Congress has been to make ev­
erything in the nation its business. 
T h e  members have decided that 
every policy must be decided on the 
national level —  a one-size-fits-all 
solution for a vastly diverse nation.

W hen a blanket policy is made 
at this level, the 500,000-person 
district you live in is represented 
as 1/435ths of the House of Rep­
resentatives’ decision. This dilutes 
the influence of your district to near 
insignificance unless your represen­
tative happens to have influence on 
a voting block of other representa­
tives —  whose con stituents are 
therefore completely silenced —  or 
if your representatives can play 
special games to get a deal for your 
district alone.

These are also known as “ear­
marks,” w hich currently are ma­
ligned as the worst thing to ever 
happen to politics, as was demon­
strated in the “Cornhusker Kick- 
back,” w hich exempted the state 
of Kansas from having to pay into 
the new national health care system 
while allowing it full access to the 
benefits at the same time.

W hen a decision is made at the 
state level in Texas, your district 
of just more than 200,000 people 
counts for 1/150th  of the decision. 
And when the decision is made at 
the local level in Lubbock, your 
42,000-p erson  d istrict makes up 
l/6th of the decision. T he more ■ 
local the decision, the better rep­
resented you will be.

If Congress wants to increase 
its approval rating , perhaps its 
members should just stop making 
decisions at the national level and 
leave the vast majority of legisla­
tion to the states instead of trying 
to d ilute your voting power to 
1/300,000,000.

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Obama doesn’t seem to like presidency

don’t seem settled into the W hite 
House.

“O nce having won the office, 
he seem ed to th in k  th at th at 
was the end of it in terms of his 
c o n n e c tio n  to  th e  A m erica n

people,” Matthews said, according 
to the W ashington Times. “I think 
everybody feels an absence of com­
munication from the time he’s been 
elected. And it’s not about being 
left-wing enough or too left. T h a t’s 
not his problem. I t ’s con nection  
. . .  I don’t sense the gratitude, the 
happiness level, the thrill o f being 
president.”

Matthews isn’t the only one to 
notice the change o f heart from 
the man who, in 2010, was named 
“one of the best presidents ever” by 
presidential scholars. According to 
a Wednesday Gallup poll, he has 
now surpassed Lyndon B. Johnson 
as the president seeking re-election 
with the lowest approval rating.

Perhaps his poor spirits can be 
attributed to his looming to-do list.

Obama may be hoping to bring 
troops back  from  Iraq and A f­
ghanistan in time for Christmas. 
However, involvem ent in Libya, 
which Obama said in M arch would

take “days, not weeks,” according 
to A B C  News, is still high. A  year 
after his inauguration, the president 
pledged to his supporters that he 
would clo se  G u an tan am o  Bay. 
Yet the infamous prison remains 
open, and Obama conceded that 
he hasn’t “been able to make the 
case right now,” according to the 
W ashington Post.

Though war has often been used 
as a means to boost the economy, 
the U .S . unemploym ent rate re­
mains at 9 percent, and according to 
The Associated Press, more than 46 
million Americans now live in pov­
erty, the highest numbers recorded 
since the Census Bureau began 
tracking poverty levels in 1959.

Even so, government spending 
is at historically high levels with 
respect to the nation ’s declining 
GD P. O th er nations w ith  such 
high levels o f spending, such as 
Greece, Ireland, Iceland, Portugal 
and Spain, are all on the verge of

collapse, which certainly has done 
nothing for Obama’s nerves.

America has managed to keep 
its A A A  credit rating with Fitch 
even after losing it with Standard &  
Poor’s, but according to Fox News, 
Fitch has downgraded its outlook 
to negative, a move undoubtedly 
associated with the failure of the 
congressional supercomm ittee to 
cut $1 .2  trillio n  in governm ent 
spending by the end of the year. A  
drop in the national credit rating 
will drive up interest rates across 
the board and make it that much 
harder for businesses to borrow for 
capital expenses, w hich, in turn, 
affects hiring.

Such news is enough to make 
anyone, even the president, want 
to live in a tent in Zuccotti Park. 
And though Obama has pledged 
to look out for the interests of the 
omnipresent Occupy M ovem ent’s 
9 9  p ercent, the polls speak for 
themselves.

A fter 
a few to o  m any ru n-ins w ith 
angry users and som e q u estion­
able privacy settings, Facebook 
has settled  a co m p la in t w ith  
th e  F e d e ra l T rad e C o m m is ­
s io n  re g a rd in g  user p riv a cy  
v io lation s.

In  the settlem ent, Facebook 
is re q u ire d  to  u n d erg o  p r i ­
vacy audits by an ind ep endent 
th ird -party  every two years for 
th e  n e x t two decades.

M o st o f  th e  F T C ’s c o m ­
p la in t  re la te d  to  F a c e b o o k  
ch an g in g  its w ebsite  p rivacy 
m o d e ls  w ith o u t  in fo r m in g  
u sers. In fo rm a tio n  th a t  was 
o n ce  private was made public 
w ith o u t n o t if ic a t io n . U n d er 
th e  term s o f  th e  se ttle m e n t, 
F a ceb o o k  m ust now  get p er­
m ission from  users before they 
a lter th e  v is ib ility  o f  a user’s 
personal in form ation .

W e are s tu d en ts  applying 
for sch olarsh ip s, in tern sh ip s, 
p ro fe s s io n a l jo b s ,  g ra d u a te  
sch o o l, or o th e r  p rofessional

positions in th is age o f th e  in ­
tern et. W e must be m indful o f 
how  we p re se n t o u rse lv es  o n  
socia l netw orking sites and the 
in form ation  co n ta in ed  th ere in .

K e e p in g  your in fo rm a tio n  
p rotected  on the in te rn e t goes 
b ey o n d  m ak in g  sure n o th in g  
e m b a r ra s s in g  p op s up w h e n  
you’re try in g  to  m ake a good 
im pression. In form ation  posted 
on  social sites like Facebook can  
also be used to steal your identity 
or plan a robbery w hen you leave 
for v acatio n .

T h e  cu rren t Faceb o o k  p riva­
cy settings can  be set to “p u blic,” 
“friends” or a custom ized op tion  
for status updates and photos. 
Further privacy settings can  alter 
things such as w ho can  look  up 
your inform ation , who can  write 
on your w all, or w ho sees w hich 
apps you use.

M ost people d on ’t give m uch 
c o n s id e r a t io n  to  th e  p riv a cy  
s e ttin g s  th a t  F a c e b o o k  a u to ­
m atica lly  assigns th e ir  p rofile. 
T h e  d efau lt for m any settin g s 
is p u b lic  —  ev eryo n e ca n  see 
your in fo rm a tio n . U n less  you 
sp ecifica lly  go in to  th e  privacy 
co n tro ls  and change th is, your 
personal in fo rm atio n  is v isib le 
to  th e  world.

W h ile  F a c e b o o k  w ill c o n ­
tinu e to  address user co n cern s  
about privacy issues as they arise

w ith new changes to  the w ebsite 
in  th e  future, it is th e  responsi­
b ility  o f ea ch  person  to  m ake 
sure th a t th e ir  own in form ation  
is secure and they are satisfied  
w ith  th e ir  v is ib ility  on  th e  site .

N o  o n e  w ill b a b y -s it  your 
private in form ation  on th e in ­
tern et, and ev en  if you restrict 
access  to  o n ly  th o se  th a t  you 
have friended. C o n tin u e  to  be 
cautious about identifying infor­
m ation . O fte n  we add acq u ain ­
ta n ces  to  our c irc le  o f friends

w ith o u t kn ow in g m u ch  about 
th e m , e n tru s t in g  l i t t l e  m ore 
th an  strangers w ith our profiles.

Faceb ook  will be doing th eir 
part by p artic ip atin g  in privacy 
audits, but users must take re­
sp o n sib ility  for secu rin g  th e ir  
ow n in fo rm atio n  as w ell. L ike 
m any th in g s, it  sim ply com es 
down to  being sm art about w hat 
you reveal. N e x t tim e you log 
in, take a m inute to  ch e ck  your 
privacy settings and inform ation 
before posting th a t n e x t status.

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McCready says not able to 
return to Florida for court

ST. PETERSBURG, Ha. (AP) —  
Country singer Mindy McCready said 
Wednesday she will probably not be 
able to bring her S-year-old son back to 
Horida to iiiliill a judge’s order by Thurs­
day afternoon—  because she is nearly 
7 months pregnant with twins. By not 
returning as ordered, she risks arrest.

Speaking exclusively to The As­
sociated Press, McCready said that 
she and her mother have had a long 
custody battle in Horida over Zander. 
Her mother was awarded guardianship 
in 2007.

The battle became more public this 
week, when the Horida Department of 
Children and Families said a missing 
person report was filed with police after 
McCready took Zander ftom her father’s 
home. McCready was able to visit with 
the boy there under a court order and 
the 36-year-old singer said she had spent 
much of the past month with her son 
at the home. Her mother and father 
are divorced.

McCready alleges that her son suf­
fered abuse while living at her mother’s 
home and that is one of the reasons why 
she left with the boy last week.

“I’m a mom first,” said McCready 
ftom Nashville, Term. “No matter what 
happens, I’m going to protect my kid. If 
I have to go to jail, so be it.”

When reached at her Lee County 
home Wednesday night, McCready’s 
mother, Gayle Inge, said the abuse 
allegations are “absolutely not tnie.”

During the interview with the AP, 
a tearful McCready recounted a messy 
and confusing tale of court custody 
battles and family fights. McCready 
is suing her mother and a tabloid 
newspaper for libel in a Palm Beach 
County court.

On Tuesday, DCF discovered that 
McCready and the boy were not at 
her father’s home and a judge ruled 
she must return him voluntarily by 5 
p.m. Thursday or risk an arrest warrant.

According to Aimee McLaughlin

of the Childrens Network of Southwest 
Horida, a case manager filed a missing 
person report with the Cape Coral Po­
lice on Tuesday. The DCF spokesman 
said Children’s Network of Southwest 
Horida is the Community-Based Care 
agency for the area.

McCready said she was under the 
impression that the Horida judge was 
transferring the custody case to Tennes­
see and that it wouldn’t be a problem if 
she brought him there.

McCready, who was bom in Horida 
and found fame in Nashville as a singer 
in the 1990s, said she left with her son 
to the Tennessee city before Thanks­
giving.

Both McCready and her mother 
agree that a Horida judge had heard 
testimony during court hearings at the 
end of Cctober and early November 
regarding the singer regaining custody 
of Zander. Both women agree that the 
judge had not yet ruled and that he said 
for now, the boy should remain with his 
grandmother.

Cape Coral Police Lt. Tony Size­
more said McCready called the depart­
ment via Skype on Wednesday.

Since topping the country charts 
in the mid-1990s with her music, the 
singer’s life has been filled with domes­
tic abuse, dmg and DUI arrests and a 
suicide attempt. In August; she filed 
the libel suit in Palm Beach County 
against her mother and the National 
Enquirer’s parent company, American 
Media Inc., over a story published in 
the tabloid newspaper that quoted Inge.

In July 2007, she was accused of 
scuffling with Inge and resisting arrest 
at her mother’s home in Horida. She 
was sentenced to jail for 60 days for a 
probation violation and released; she 
served 30 days in jail. She also lost 
custody of her son.

And in 2008, McCready was admit­
ted to a Nashville hospital after police 
said she cut her wrists and took several 
pills in a suicide attempt.

Baylor’s Ganaway 
rushing for records

WACO (AP) —  Terrance Gan­
away is setting records while mnning 
in the shadows of a Heisman Trophy 
hopeful.

If the 6-foot, 240-pound senior run­
ning back with surprising speed wasn’t 
in the same backfield with Robert Grif­
fin III, people outside of Baylor might 
actually know about who is.

“I’m able to relax without people 
knocking on my door because they 
figured out where I live. In that aspect, 
I really like it,” Ganaway said. “I’m a 
team player, Robert’s a team player. 
He’s the best quarterback in the nation, 
so why wouldn’t he have all that hype.”

Ganaway has a Big 12-leading 
1,195 yards mshing for the 19th-ranked 
Bears (8-3,5-3 Big 12), and needs only 
24 in the regular season finale Saturday 
at home against Texas to set a single­
season school record. He already has a 
school-record 14 mshing touchdowns.

“He is the most important piece to 
our offense,” said Griffin, the record­
setting quarterback. “He makes a lot 
of things easier for m e.... He’s special 
because he’s a 240-pound back that 
can break an 80-yard touchdown mn. 
He’s got all the skills, whether it’s mn 
over you, make you miss, and he gets 
tough yards.”

Griffin missed the second half 
last Saturday in a 66-42 victory over 
Texas Tech because of concussion­
like symptoms. Ganaway had 25 of 
his school-record 42 carries after 
halftime and finished with 246 yards, 
his second 200-yard game this season, 
and two TDs.

Before this season, Ganaway had

started only one of 25 games his first 
two years at Baylor. There was a point 
this summer when he was anxious to 
be done with football. But coaches 
changed his mode by letting him 
know they wanted him to be a key 
mnning back.

“I was one of those guys that said 
I’m counting down the days,” Ganaway 
said. “Now I’m one of the guys trying 
to savor the rest of the days.”

A fter being a two-time Texas 
Class 2A offensive player of the year 
at DeKalb High, Ganaway played 13 
games for Houston as a freshman in 
2007, coach Art Briles’ final season 
there before going to Baylor.

Then during the summer after 
his freshman year at Houston, Gan- 
away’s mother died of kidney cancer. 
Ganaway, among the youngest of 11 
children who grew up in a dilapidated 
house, then left Houston and spent 
a year at Texarkana (Texas) College 
without playing football before reunit­
ing with Briles at Baylor.

“He’s a very mature person,” Briles 
said. “He’s very, very focused and very 
driven.... He brings a level of mature 
confidence to our team because of 
where his focus and energy lies.”

Griffin has heard Ganaway share 
the story about his mother and grow­
ing up before several different groups.

“When he does, it just hits you. 
This guy has been through a lot,” Grif­
fin said. “He had to do a lot of learning 
and growing up in that process.... Just 
to see how vocal he is, and how much 
of a leader he is, it’s incredible. It really 
is inspiring to watch him.”

Terry ready for Mavs to start defending N BA title
DALLAS (AP) —  Just last week, 

the lockout was sapping Jason Terry’s 
usual optimism.

This was the first fall since he was 
in fifth grade, more than 20 years ago, 
that he wasn’t part of a basketball 
team. It was especially agonizing 
because it was his most anticipated 
season yet. Months after winning 
his first NBA championship, and the 
first for the Dallas Mavericks, he was 
supposed to be on the court with Dirk 
Nowitzki and Jason Kidd, trying to 
defend their title.

As the Mavs’ player representa­
tive, Terry had been part of several 
high-level meetings. So he knew just 
how dire things were. W hen his 
brother went to play in Japan two

weeks ago, Terry was so distraught that 
he considered joining him.

Standing on the Mavericks’ prac­
tice court Thursday morning, Terry 
was sure glad he didn’t. A deal is so 
close to being done that teams were 
allowed to let players return to the 
facility, and the smiling shooting guard 
was the first one through the door.

“I ’m glad my card worked so I 
can get into the gym,” he said. “1 
was a little nervous out there at the 
front gate.”

Terry was expecting to be joined 
later in the day by Shawn Marion, 
Corey Brewer and Dominique Jones. 
His bigger concern is who will be join­
ing the Mavericks when their season 
opens, likely on Christmas against the

Miami Heat.
Center Tyson Chandler is among 

the top free agents, and it remains a 
toss-up, at best, whether he returns.

Giving Chandler the kind of long, 
lucrative deal he can likely get else­
where could mean severe luxury tax 
ramifications for Mavs owner Mark 
Cuban, and it would limit their abil­
ity to chase the crop of coveted free 
agents available next offseason.

Then again, there’s the lure of 
defending their title.

“You can’t see my fingers or toes, 
but they are crossed hoping that 
Tyson’s coming back,” Terry said. 
“He was a big part of what we accom­
plished here. We’ve laid a foundation. 
To take a step backward would be ter­
rible. I’m not saying that we wouldn’t 
have a chance to win this year if Tyson 
doesn’t come back, but it definitely 
puts things up against us.”

Terry said he’s spoken to Chandler 
every day for two weeks and believes 
he wants to return.

“It’s up to ownership to make it 
happen,” Terry said. “We’ll see.”

J.J. Barea, the backup point guard 
who proved to be an invaluable offen­
sive sparkplug in the postseason, also 
is a free agent. So are Caron Butler, 
the team’s second-leading scorer until 
an injury in December; DeShawn 
Stevenson, Brian Cardinal and Peja 
Stojakovic.

Terry knows they won’t all be back 
to make another run at a title together.

But he hopes Cuban doesn’t let 
the 2012 free agent crop detract from 
their chances this season.

“I think people put too much em­
phasis into next year,” said Terry, who 
happens to be going into the last year 
of his Dallas contract.

As the player rep, Terry said he

attended four or five meetings. He 
learned a lot about the business side of 
basketball, and it wasn’t always pleas­
ant. His biggest surprise was “just how 
ugly it can get.”

“People like to say ‘it’s business, 
never personal,’ but it did get personal 
at times,” he said.

Terry said there were meetings 
with everyone from guys making 
the minimum to Kobe Bryant and 
Carmelo Anthony. He liked hearing 
all the different perspectives. And, 
of course, he tried to make his own 
voice heard.

His main theme?
“Make the deal right so we could 

bring our team back —  make it so we 
could sign Tyson, bring (back) J.J., 
DeShawn, Caron, that was my main 
thing,” he said, acknowledging that 
he didn’t really get it.

“Right now I’m glad I’m a player 
and not in (management’s) shoes 
because it is going to be a tough deci­
sion,” Terry said. “But we definitely 
want Tyson Chandler back.”

The proposed plans are for train­
ing camps to open next Friday, with 
a 66-game season tipping off Dec. 25.

Consider that Terry, Nowitzki and 
Kidd are all in their 30s, there’s a the­
ory that the late start and shortened 
season will help Dallas’ title defense. 
Another theory is that a condensed 
season will be tougher on older bodies.

“Some people say it helps, some 
people say it hurts,” Terry said. “I 
think m entally we’re one of the 
strongest teams in this league, so 
whatever the schedule is this year, 
whatever presents us, 1 believe our 
core guys will be ready for it. ... For 
me. I ’m tired of just working out. 
That’s getting old. It’s time to play 
some games and get after it.”

Sophomores who stayed in school had no lockout
(A P) — Terrence Jones and top- 

ranked Kentucky have been playing 
games for three weeks. A ll Brandon 
Knight has been able to do is watch 
his friend and former teammate.

The N BA  lockout put Knight’s 
professional career on hold before it 
even began after he opted to become 
a one-and-done player for Kentucky. 
Jones could have opted for the draft, 
too, but stayed for his sophomore 
season with the Wildcats.

“I ’m playing fast-p aced , fun 
basketball. I’m glad I came back to 
have this opportunity,” said Jones, 
who has still been hanging out with 
Knight on campus. “He did what was 
best for h im .... It’s just his career is 
on pause right now.”

The lockout is nearing an end, 
which will allow rookies like Knight 
to sign contracts and finally jo in  
their new teams. For the players 
who stayed in school, there^was no 
such wait, no such frustration, and so 
far no regrets in staying rather than 
playing in the pros.

Ohio State big man Jared Sull- 
inger. North Carolina forward Harri­
son Barnes and Baylor forward Perry 
Jones III are all on top 10 teams. 
They were all potential lottery draft 
picks last summer had they decided 
to turn pro then.

“There’s no regret so far. This 
team is a lot of fun,” Sullinger said. 
“It’s a lot like last year’s team and 
we’re coming together as a family 
and having fu n .... I’m glad I’m here 
doing what I love doing best, being 
a college kid and playing college 
basketball.”

Sullinger averaged 19.1 points 
and 10.3 rebounds through the 
first seven games of his sophomore 
season, surpassing last year’s stats. 
He scored 21 points in the second- 
ranked Buckeyes’ 85-63 win over 
No. 3 Duke this week.

College players had to declare 
their draft in tentions in May, a 
month before the Dallas Mavericks 
were crow ned N B A  cham pions 
when it was still unclear if there 
would even be a lockout.

Knight, the eighth overall pick 
by Detroit, was the fourth one-and- 
done college player drafted in June.

Duke’s Kyrie Irving was picked 
first overall by Cleveland and Enes 
Kanter was third overall by Utah, 
though he was never eligible his 
only season at Kentucky. Texas fresh­
man Tristan Thompson was picked 
fourth overall by Cleveland, and his 
Longhorns freshman teammate Cory 
Joseph was a late first-round pick by 
San Antonio.

Perry Jones III had long been 
expected to be Baylor’s first one- 
and-done player, projected to be 
as high as a top-three pick. He said 
the N BA s labor uncertainty didn’t 
impact his decision to stay with the 
seventh-ranked Bears, who have 
their highest ranking ever.

“No, not really,” Jones said. “The 
lockout could have been three days, 
four days, a week. It could have been 
just as short as the NFL lockout.”

The NFL is playing a full season 
and missed only one exh ib ition  
game. The N BA  schedule is being 
reduced from 82 to likely 66 games.

Jones didn’t making his regular- 
season debut for Baylor until this 
week, when he had 27 points on 
lO-of-14 shooting in a 90-54 victory 
over Prairie View. He missed the first 
five games because of an N C A A  
suspension for accepting improper 
benefits before he arrived at Baylor. 
That was part of a six-game penalty 
that started with the Bears’ final 
game last season, in their Big 12 
tournament game.

Stil l ,  he was able to practice 
with the team, play in an exhibition 
game and during a four-game trip 
to Canada in August. But that was 
nothing like getting back this week 
with several dunks.

“It felt like I was home,” Jones 
said. “Just ready to play with my 
team and compete for a national 
championship.”

Barnes and the Tar Heels were 
the preseason N o. 1 team  and 
stayed there until a loss last week 
that allowed Terrence Jones and the 
Wildcats to take over the top spot.

“I’ve still got a season to go. I 
can’t think about what if or any of 
that,” Terrence Jones said about not 
going to the N BA  early. “I just want 
to get better with these dudes and 
have this be a happy ending, really.”

Kentucky made it to the N CA A  
Final Four last season, losing to 
eventual national champion C on­
necticut after beating North Caroli­
na in an N C A A  regional final. That 
was a tough finish to the freshman 
season for Barnes, who was focused 
on North Carolina and not when he 
might start his N BA  career.

“It’s hard to go into the N C A A  
tournament and the Elite Eight try­
ing to worry about your N BA  stock 
is. You get conflicted and you don’t 
play well,” Barnes said. “My philoso­
phy is. I’m going to play my college 
season to try to be the best player I 
can be so we can be the best team 
possible. ... The best thing to do is 
just focus on college.”
