“I ju s t  lov e  th e  p eo p le  h e r e ,” 
h e  said . “I h av e  alw ays e n jo y ed  
w ork in g  fo r th e  u n iv e rs ity  and  
I ’ve n e v e r  th o u g h t o f  le a v in g .”

M u n n , w h o  is 7 0 , r e c e n t ly  
rece iv ed  re c o g n itio n  for h is  w ork 
a t th e  L e n g th  o f  S e rv ic e  A w ard 
C e re m o n y  o n  M ay 2.

M u n n  c a m e  to. T e c h  w h e n  
h e  was 2 0  years o ld , h e  said , to  
w ork w ith  h is fa th er. H e started  
ou t as a c a rp e n te r , b u t h e  m oved  
up in  sta tu s to  a fo rem an , th e il  to  
su p e rin te n d e n t.

“I ’ve always en jo y ed  c o n stru c­
t io n  w ork ,” h e  said , “so I d ecid ed  
to  m ake th is  m y c a re e r .”

A lth o u g h  M u n n  r e t ir e d  12 
y e a rs  a g o , h e  c a m e  b a c k  as a 
p a r t - t im e  e m p lo y e e  and  is th e  
m an ag er o f  th e  fa c ility  and au d it 
program  for th e  P h y sica l P la n t.

“M r. M u n n  is in cred ib ly  d ed i­
cated  and proud to  w ork at T e c h ,” 
sa id  B re n d a  B u lla r d , a s s o c ia te

Tech employee serves more than half century at university
d ire c to r  o f  th e  P h y sica l P la n t. 
“H e strives to  see results and h e ’s 
a p leasu re to  w ork w ith .”

M u n n  sa id  h is  e x p e r ie n c e  
b egan  w h en  h e  waä a c h ild  and 
g ot paid  25  c e n ts  an  h o u r by h is 
fa th e r  to  h e lp  w ith  c o n s tru c tio n  
w ork.

N o t  o n ly  d id  M u n n  w o rk  
to g e th e r  w ith  h is fa th e r  a t  T e c h  
for 14  years b e fo re  h is fa th e r  re ­
lo ca te d , b u t M u n n ’s so n , M arty  
M u n n , la te r  jo in e d  h im  and has 
served for 3 2  years. T ogether, the  
th re e  g e n e r a tio n s  h a v e  served  
T e c h  for 9 7  years.

“ I b e t  n o  o n e  w o rk in g  a t  
th e  u n iv e rs ity  h a s  th a t  b e a t ,” 
M a rio n  M u n n  said.

M a r ty  M u n n  sa id  h e  h a s  
e n jo y ed  w ork in g  w ith  h is  fa th e r  
becau se h e  has g o tte n  to  see h im  
m ore th a n  h e  n o rm ally  w ould.

“ I ’v e  n e v e r  h e a r d  a n y o n e  
h e re  say a bad w ord a b o u t h im ,” 
h e  said. “E v ery on e has resp ected  
h im  th e  e n tire  tim e  h e ’s w orked 
h e re  and  th ey  s t ill  d o .”

M a r io n  M u n n  sa id  h e  h a s

1 9 6 0 s , M a rio n  M u n n  d iscovered  
a T e c h  fo o tb a ll  sch e d u le  from  
1 9 3 6  a lo n g  w ith  an  a sso rtm en t 
o f  o th e r  p a ra p h ern a lia .

“ I th o u g h t  t h a t  w as re a lly  
n e a t ,” h e  sa id . “The Daily To' 
reador w ro te  a n  a r t ic le  a b o u t 
it th e n . I had  a b u n c h  o f  stu ff 
spread ou t and  th ey  to o k  a p ic ­
tu re o f  a ll o f  i t .”

M a r io n  M u n n  sa id  o n e  o f  
h is  p ro u d est m o m en ts  is w h en  
h e  r e c e iv e d  th e  T o p  T e c h s a n  
award in  1 9 9 4  for h is d e d ica tio n  
to  T e c h .

A p a r t  fro m  h is  w o rk  w ith  
T e c h ,  M a r io n  M u n n  l iv e s  in  
L u b b o ck  w ith  h is  w ife and  said 
th ey  stay busy p lay in g  b in g o  and 
g oin g  to  th e ir  four g ra n d ch ild ­
re n s ’ sp orts gam es and  a c t iv it ie s  
as m u ch  as p ossib le .

H e sa id  h e  is s t i l l  in  good  
h e a lt h  and  p la n s  to  c o n t in u e  
ra ck in g  up h is  years o f  serv ice .

“I w an t to  w ork h e re  as lon g  
as th e  d ir e c to r  w ill  h a v e  m e 
w o rk ,” h e  said . “A s lon g  as I ’m 
c o n tr ib u tin g  to  th e  u n iv ersity , 
I h a v e  n o  p lan s o f  q u ittin g  th is  
jo b .”

To benefit Epilepsy Foundation of West Texas

Saturday, the second annual Lub­
bock 5k Fun Run benefitting epilepsy 
was hosted at Texas Tech’s Jones A T & T  
Stadium.

T he Texas Tech Health Sciences 
Center was the lead sponsor of the event, 
out of 23 sponsors total. More than 
$36,000 was raised for the event and 
124 participants registered for the event, 
according to the Epilepsy Foundation of 
Texas website.

“T he Health Sciences Center un­
derstands the absolute need, obviously, 
for the awareness of epilepsy; which is 
kind of, for a lack of a better word, on 
the back burner as far as awareness goes,” 
said Lana Snyder, president of the board 
of directors for the Epilepsy Foundation 
of West Texas.

Awareness is an essential goal for the 
Epilepsy Foundation of West Texas. Lub­
bock has two epilepsy clinics for those 
who are affected by epilepsy, she said, 
which most people do not know about.

“I think the event helped the com­
munity to get together. I think it pro­
moted awareness and I think that’s 
really important,” said Debra Curti, an 
employee at the H SC  in research and

data management and volunteer for the 
Fun Run.

According to Wed MD, epilepsy is 
defined as a chronic medical condition 
marked by recurrent epileptic seizures. 
Patients may have single seizures as a 
result of fever, drug withdrawal or trauma, 
for example, but are not labeled as having 
epilepsy if seizures do not recur. Epilepsy 
is diagnosed in 125,000 Americans each 

year.
“People get it when they’re older, 

people have it when they’re younger 
and it’s not as easy to diagnose,” Curti 
said, “It’s in conjunction with other dis­
eases, it’s'a side effect and I think people 
just don’t think about it and need to be 
more aware.”

Unfortunately, epilepsy has many 
misconceptions and negative stigmas 
attached to its name.

“The misconceptions that are very 
common, and I’m not going to use the 
word comical because there’s nothing 
funny about it, is that it’s contagious,” 
Snyder said.

“The people who have epilepsy, so 
many of them you would never ever ever 
know it,” Snyder said. “Other than that 
one disorder they have in their brain, 
they’re no different from the rest of us.”

First Lady speaks to graduates at Oregon State
C O R V A L L IS , O re . (A P )  —  

Drawing on memories o f her child­
hood  and early career, M ich e lle  
Obama told Oregon State University 
graduates Sunday to live life for them ­
selves, not for anyone else.

T h e  first lady spoke at the in ­
vitation of her older brother, Craig 
Robinson, the head m en’s basketball 
coach at Oregon State. T h e  siblings 
grew up in a working class family with 
high expectations, and both chased 
successful and lucrative careers —  
Robinson in finance, O bam a in a 
prominent law firm.

“W e still had all the traditional 
markers o f success w ith a fat pay- 
check, the fancy office, the impressive 
lines on our resumes,” the first lady 
told a crowd of about 30 ,000 , includ­
ing 5 ,000  graduates. “But the truth is, 
neither o f us was all that fulfilled.”

“I was living the dream, but it 
w asn’t my d ream ,” O b am a said.

“C raig  fe lt  th e  sam e way, u n b e­
knownst to m e.”

Eventually, both left their lucra­
tive jobs for other passions. Obama 
went to work for the Chicago mayor, 
Robinson to coach basketball.

“Success is only meaningful and 
enjoyable if it feels like your own,” 
Obam a said.

A  rich  life is defined by more 
than a paycheck, O bama said, urging 
graduates to focus on what they have 
rather than what they lack.

Obam a also advised graduates to 
keep in close touch with the fam ­
ily and friends who are im portant 
to them, saying she never missed a 
chance to tell her father she loved 
him  before he died from com plica­
tions of multiple sclerosis. Sh e fought 
tears as she recalled her m other’s 
assurances that her father was proud 
to be her dad.

doesn’t count,” she said. “N or does 
follow ing th en  o n  Tw itter. W h a t 
counts is making the time to be there 
in person.”

Obama’s stop in Oregon was also a 
chance for her to catch up with fam­
ily and meet a  new nephew. A aron 
Robinson was bom  four m onths ago 
to Robinson and his wife.

Robinson said he was surprised, 
but pleased, to  see excitem ent on 
cam pus a fter th e  u n iv ersity  a n ­
nounced the commencement speaker

“It’s exciting, as her brother, to be 
able to hear her doing such a good 
job  for our country,” Robinson told 
reporters before Obam a spoke.

O bam a was awarded an honor­
ary doctorate in  public health  for 
her work as first lady on  fighting 
childhood  obesity and improving 
health. Sh e held up the diploma and 
mouthed, “G o  Beavs,” a rallying cry 
for O regon State Beavers’ athletics.

Webb Simpson wins US Open
S A N  F R A N C IS C O  (A P )  —  

W ebb Sim pson refused to  th ink of 
him self as a U .S . O pen cham pion 
until he sat w ith his nervous wife 
in a quiet corner o f the locker room 
Sunday, starin g  in  d isb e lie f  at a 
television as Jim  Furyk and G raem e 
M cD ow ell tried to catch  him .

He was up against a pair o f m ajor 
cham pions. H e was at T h e  O lym pic 
Club, where the wrong guy always 
wins a U .S . Open.

Sim pson should have known now 
how this would end.

He did his part w ith four birdies 
in a fiv e -h o le  stre tch  around the 
turn, and a tough par from the collar 
o f the 18 th  green for a 2-under 68. It 
was enough to  capture his first m ajor 
when Furyk bogeyed two o f his last 
three holes, and M cD ow ell couldn’t 
recover from  a bad start and too 
many tee shots in the rough.

“O h , wow,” Sim pson said when 
M cD ow ell’s 25-fo o t birdie putt to 
force a playoff stayed left o f the cup

Sim p son em erged from  a fog- 
filled final round as a U .S . O p en  
ch am p io n , and h e  put two m ore 
names into the graveyard of cham ­
pions.

“I never really wrapped my mind 
around w in n in g ,” said S im p so n , 
who finished at 1-over 281 to  win 
in  only his fifth  tim e at a m ajor. 
“T h is place is so demanding, and so 
all 1 was really concerned about was 
keeping the ball in front o f me and 
making pars.”

Olym pic is know n as the “grave­
yard of cham pions” because proven 
m ajor winners who were poised to 
win the U .S . O pen —  B en Hogan, 
A rnold  Palm er, Tom  W atson  and 
Payne Stew art —  all lost out to  the 
underdog.

Perhaps it was only fitting that 
the 25-year-o ld  Sim pson w ent to  
W ake Forest on  an A rnold  Palm er 
scholarship.

“A rnold has been so good to me,” 
Sim pson said. “Just the other day, I 
read that story and thought about it. 
H e’s m eant so m uch to me and W ake 
Forest. Hopefully, I can  get a little

back for him  and make him  sm ile.”
N o one was beam ing like Sim p­

son, who followed a breakthrough 
year on the P G A  Tour w ith his first 
major.

N o one was more disgusted than 
Furyk, in control for so m uch o f the 
final round until he snap-hooked his 
tee shot on the par-5 16th hole to fall 
out o f the lead for the first tim e all 
day, and was unable to get it back. 
N eeding a birdie on the final hole, 
he h it into the bunker. He crouched 
and clamped his teeth  onto the shaft 
o f his wedge. Furyk made bogey on 
the final hole and closed w ith a 74, 
a final round w ithout a single birdie.

M cD ow ell, who made four bo­
geys on the front nine, at least gave 
h im se lf a ch a n c e  w ith  a 2 0 -fo o t 
birdie putt on the 17th  and a shot 
into the 18th  that had him  sprint­
ing up the h ill to see what kind of 
chance he had. T h e  putt stayed left 
o f the hole the entire way, and he 
had to  settle for a 73.

M cD ow ell shared second place 
w ith  M ic h a e l  T h o m p s o n , w ho 
closed  w ith  a 67  and w aited two 
hours to  see if it would be good 
enough.

Tiger W oods, starting five shots 
behind, played the first six holes in 
6-over par and was never a factor. He 
shot 73 and finished six strokes back.

Furyk was fu m in g , m ostly  at 
him self, for blowing a ch ance at his 
second U .S . O pen title . He also was 
surprised that the U S G A  moved the 
tee up 100 yards on the 16th  hole to 
play 569  yards. It was reachable in 
two shots for some players, though 
the shape of the hole featured a sharp 
turn to the left.

“T h e re ’s no way w hen we play 
our practice rounds you’re going to 
h it a shot from a tee 100 yards up 
unless som eone te lls  you,’! Furyk 
said. “But the rest o f the field had 
that same shot to h it today, and I’m 
pretty sure no one h it as (bad) a shot 
as I did. I have no one to blame but 
myself.

“I was tied for the lead, sitting on 
the 16th  tee. I ’ve got wedges in my

hand, or reachable par 5s, on the way 
in and one birdie wins the golf tour­
nam ent. I’m definitely frustrated.”

But he gave Sim pson his due.
O f the last 18 players to tee off 

in  the final round, Sim pson was the 
only one to  break par. T h a t didn’t 
seem likely w hen Sim pson was six 
shots behind  as he headed to the 
sixth  hole, the toughest at O lym pic. 
T h a t’s where he started his big run.

His 7 -iron landed in the rough 
and rolled 5 feet away for birdie. He 
made birdie on the n ext two holes, 
including a 15-footer on the par-3 
eighth. A nd his wedge into the 10th 
settled 3 feet away, putting him  in 
the m ix for the rest o f the day.

“It was a cool day,” Sim pson said. 
“I had a peace all day. I knew it was a 
tough golf course. I probably prayed 
more the last three holes than  I ever 
did in my life.”

Sim pson’s shot from the rough on 
the 18th  hole went just right o f the 
green and disappeared into a hole, 
a circle  o f dirt about the size o f a 
sprinkler cap. W ith  a clump o f grass 
behind the ball, he had a bold stroke 
for such a nervy shot and it cam e out 
perfectly, rolling 3 feet by the hole 
for his m uch-needed par.

T h en , it was tim e to wait.
It was the third tim e in the last 

seven years that no one broke par in 
the U .S . O pen. O n  all three occa­
sions, the winner was in the locker 
room when the tournam ent ended.

W h ile  Furyk will be haunted by 
his finish, M cD ow ell can  look back 
at his start —  four bogeys on  the 
front nine —  and his inability to find 
fairways. Even on the last hole, his 
tee shot tumbled into the first cut o f 
rough and kept him  from being able 
to spin the ball closer.

“T h ere ’s a m ixture o f em otions 
inside me right now —  disappoint­
m ent, deflation, pride,” he said. “But 
mostly just frustration, just because I 
h it three fairways today. T h a t’s the 
U .S . O pen. You’re not supposed to 
do that. You’re supposed to h it it in 
some fairways. A nd that was the key 
today for m e.”

Texas A&M awarded national biodefense contract
AUSTIN (AP) — Texas A & M  Uni­

versity will receive one of three national 
biodefense contracts to help the country 
quickly develop vaccines in the event of 
a pandemic and strategies for responding 
to bioterrorism.

The three Centers for Innovation 
in Advanced Development and Manu­

facturing were armounced Monday by 
Health and Human Services Secretary 
Kathleen Sebelius and Texas A & M  
System Chancellor John Sharp.

“W e have long served our nation 
and risen to defend our country against 
national security threats,” Sharp said.

T he biodefense centers will work

to develop vaccines to rapidly respond 
and protect against influenza pandem­
ics and conduct research and training 
for responding to chemical, biological, 
radiological and nuclear threats.

The other centers will be located 
in Maryland and North Carolina. The 
initial contract for the center at Texas

save$200
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A & M  is worth $176 million and can be 
renewed for up to 25 years. University 
officials project a long-term investment of 
up to $1 billion and laud it as the biggest 
federal program to be awarded to the state 
of Texas since NASA.

“It’s a game-changer for us, and, we 
think, for Texas,” Sharp said.

In 2010, President Barack Obama 
said he wanted the country to develop a 
new plan for a better and quicker response 
to bioterrorism threats and attacks, the 
White House said. The move came after 
the Commission on the Prevention of 
Weapons of Mass Destmction Prolifera­
tion gave the government a failing grade 
for its efforts to prepare for and respond 
to a biological attack.

T he new centers are a “dramatic 
step forward in ensuring that the United 
States can produce life-saving counter­
measures quickly and nimbly,” Sebelius 
said. “They will improve our ability to 
protect Americans’ health in an emer­
gency.”

Texas A& M  will partner with Geor­
gia-based pharmaceutical giant Glaxo­
SmithKline, Kalon Biotherapeutics in 
College Station and nearly 20 other 
public and private researchers across the 
country.

Sharp said Texas A & M  was well- 
positioned to bid for the project, given its 
historical connection to the U.S. military 
and its ongoing research in the fields of 
engineers, life sciences and veterinary 
medicine.

“This is just another war: A  war 
against natural pandemics and not-so- 
natural terrorism,” Sharp said.

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Romney won’t say he will 
overturn immigration order

TROY, Ohio (AP) —  Mitt Romney 
in an interview aired Sunday repeatedly 
refused to say that he would overturn 
President Barack Obama’s new policy 
allowing some young illegal immigrants 
to stay in the United States. He claimed 
Obama’s decision was political, while 
senior W hite  House adviser David 
Plouffe said the move wasn’t motivated 
by politics.

T he Republican presidential can­
didate was asked several times in an 
interview on C B S ’ “Face the Nation” 
whether he would overturn the executive 
order issued Friday if he’s elected in the 
fall. He refused to directly answer.

“It would be overtaken by events,” 
Romney said when pressed for the second 
time by moderator Bob Schieffer during 
the interview taped Saturday while the 
former Massachusetts governor’s bus tour 
stopped in Pennsylvania.

He explained the order would be­
come irrelevant “by virtue of my putting 
in place a long-term solution, with 
legislation which creates law that relates 
to these individuals such that they know 
what their setting is going to be, not 
just for the term of a president but on a 
permanent basis.”

Rom ney’s Rust B elt tour swept 
through O hio on Sunday, where he 
appeared with House Speaker John 
Boehner in the speaker’s home district 
in Troy. Protesters shouted throughout 
his abbreviated campaign speech there, 
yelling “Romney go home!” as Romney 
campaign staff moved speakers into the 
group of protesters in attempt to drown 
them out in return.

The protest came just a few minutes 
after top Obama adviser David Axelrod 
posted a tweet saying he’s opposed to 
efforts to shout down Romney’s bus tour. 
Obama’s Chicago campaign has been 
helping distribute information about pro­
test events— former Democratic Gov. Ed 
Rendell held a protest outside a Wawa on 
Saturday that prompted Romney to shift 
his tour to a different Wawa store than 
originally planned.

“I strongly condemn heckling along 
Mitt’s route,” Axelrod tweeted. “Let vot­
ers hear BOTH candidates and decide.”

After the protests, though, Romney’s 
event Sunday ended on a high note —  
he climbed into the front seat of a 1961 
Rambler, the car that helped his father 
turn around American Motors. George 
Romney’s picture was.in the old brochure 
still with the car. Romney sat in the front 
seat with the 20-year-old owner, Michael 
Scheib, who leaned over to tell Romney 
to “scare ‘em, press them horn.”

Romney honked, and the surprised 
crowd laughed.

Earlier in the day, Romney attended 
a Father’s Day pancake breakfast with 
two of his sons and five of his 18 grand­
children. He told a rain-soaked crowd 
that the weather was a metaphor for the 
country and that “three and half years 
of dark clouds are about to part.” A t a 
second event in Newark, near Columbus, 
Romney told a cheering crowd that the 
president’s slogan had changed.

“Last time when he was running for 
president his campaign theme was hope 
and change. This time he’s hoping to 
change the subject because the Ameri­
can people are not happy,” said Romney, 
speaking for about nine minutes as O c­
cupy Wall Street protesters yelled from a 
nearby sidewalk.

In the T V  interview, Romney sug­
gested that Obama’s decision on immigra­
tion was motivated by politics. “If he felt 
seriously about this he should have taken 
action when he had a Democrat House 
and Senate, but he didn’t. He saves these 
sort of things until four and a half months 
before the general election,” he said.

Plouffe, the Obama adviser, sent 
by the W hite House to four of the talk 
shows, contended that Obama’s action, 
which appeals to Hispanic voters who. 
are critical to the president’s re-election 
effort, was not “a political move.”

Still, Plouffe acknowledged that 
Obama’s team expects an extraordinarily 
close election. “It’s going to come down to 
a few votes per precinct in a few states,” 
Plouffe said in an interview on N BC ’s 
Meet the Press. His comment underscores 
the reality that a small number of extra 
votes from Hispanics could make the 
difference in some key states like Nevada 
and Colorado.

Obama’s order has put Romney in a 
difficult position, forcing him to decide 
between possibly alienating Hispanic 
voters with tough talk or stoking anger 
within a conservative GOP base that 
was slow to warm to him during the 
primary process.

Romney’s comments represent a 
further softening of his rhetoric on 
immigration since the GOP primary 
campaign ended.

For exam ple, before the Iowa 
caucuses in January, when he faced the 
challenge of winning over the right- 
wing base of the GOP, he pledged to 
veto legislation backed by Democrats 
that would have created a path to citi­
zenship for illegal immigrants brought 
to the U .S . as children. Instead of 
emphasizing the plight of illegal im­
migrants, Romney focused on the 
consequences illegal immigration has 
for U.S. jobs.

Obama’s, immigration announce­
ment disrupted the start of Romney’s 
five-day bus tour through small cities 
and towns in six important states.

T he tour, now on its third day, 
scheduled three stops, including two in 
Ohio towns just outside the metropoli­
tan areas of Cleveland and Columbus. 
Romney spent the first two days in New 
Hampshire and Pennsylvania, where he 
assailed Obama and insisted that he’s 
the candidate who will give middle- 
class Americans “a fair shot.”

The Obama administration said the 
policy change announced Friday will 
affect as many as 800,000 immigrants 
who have lived in fear of deportation. 
O bam a’s move bypasses Congress 
and partially achieves the goals of the 
Democrats’ long-stalled legislation 
aimed at young illegal immigrants who 
went to college or served in the military.

Romney’s C BS interview was his 
first in more than a year with a Sunday 
talk show on a network other than Fox. 
It covered a range of topics, including 
health care, Romney’s political future 
and the European financial crisis.

o f sta te  in  th e  stu n nin g  wave o f 
p ro te sts  d em a n d in g  d e m o cra cy  
th a t sw ept th e  M id dle E ast th e  
past year. But th e  m ilitary  handed 
itse lf  th e  l io n ’s share power over 
th e  new p resident, sharpening the 
p ossib ility  o f  co n fro n ta tio n .

P resid en t, B a ra ck  O b am a a n ­
nounced a new policy th at grants 
certain illegal immigrants work permits. 
Som e call it an election-year policy 
change and others claim it highlights 
the importance of the Latino vote to 
the president.

In 2010, Congress rej ected a similar 
policy that was part of the Dream Act. 
This time around, the policy, backed by 
the Department of Homeland Security, 
stops deportation of illegal immigrants 
but does not offer citizenship down 
the road according to a W hite House 
report.

T he executive order applies to those 
under the age of 30 and who have im­

migrated illegally under the age of 16. 
Along with these age requirements, 
they must have lived in the country 
for at least five years with a scot-free 
criminal record, have a high school 
diploma and currently be in school 
or serving in the military. T he work 
permit will be valid for two years and 
can be renewed after that.

Experts from Pew Hispanic Center 
estimate this policy will affect close to 
1.4 million individuals, 70 percent of 
them from Mexico.

W hether the directive is right or 
wrong, good or bad, the actions taken 
by the President closely resemble an­
other political ploy to get reelected. 
Many find the action ironic due to 
Obama’s track record of strict immi­
gration policies. During the last four

years, he has deported more illegal im­
migrants than any other U .S. President 
since the 1950s. According to the New 
York Times, under his presidency 1.1 
million illegal immigrants have been 
deported.

Presidential candidate M itt Rom­
ney will now be pushed to voice his 
solution to our country’s illegal im­
migration issue because o f the new 
executive order. This turns election 
year into an even larger spider-web 
for voters.

W ill Obama win the Latino vote 
for his new policy or will they recognize 
his move as highly political?
