T exas T e c h ’s V is io n  and  T ra ­
d it io n : T h e  C a m p a ig n  re c e n tly  
p assed  th e  $ 9 0 0  m il l io n  m ark  
and  is se t to  raise $1  b illio n  by 
n e x t  year.

C h a n c e llo r  K e n t  H a n ce  said 
th e  c a m p a ig n  s ta r te d  in  2 0 0 6  
w hen  h e  ca m e to  T e c h .

“(T h e  cam p aig n ) was to  raise 
m on ey  for fe llow ship s, for s c h o l­
arsh ip s, fo r en d ow ed  p ro fessors 
a n d  c h a ir s ,  a n d  fo r  a c a p i t a l  
ca m p a ig n ,” h e  said.

T o  ra ise  th e  m o n e y  fo r  th e  
cam paign . T e ch  has relied  h eav ily  
o n  d onors, a lu m n i and  friend s o f  
th e  un iversity .

y ou ,” h e  said. “I t  g ives you m ore 
prestige  to  h a v e  a large en d ow ­
m e n t and th a t ’s o n e  o f  th e  m ost 
b e n e fic ia l th in g s t a  u s.”

T h e  M u seu m  o f  T e x a s  T e c h  
held a superhero cam p W ednesday 
through Friday. F ifteen  students, 
ages 8 -1 2 , got to com e up w ith a 
superhero nam e, design th eir own 
superhero ou tfit, create a logo for 
their superhero’s ou tfit and created  
masks for their superhero persona 
all w hile learn ing about the real 
life heroes in today’s society, such 
as teachers and d octors, and the 
heroes o f the past.

“H aving them  (th e  ch ild ren) be 
aware and able to understand good

“T h e  cam p is tied in to  the C e l­
eb ratin g  our H eroes e x h ib it. W e 
ta lk  about soldiers, veterans and 
why they are heroes,” said A m anda 
Brow n, a m useum sc ie n ce  m ajor 
from  Sa n  A n ton io .

C e le b ra tin g  our H eroes is an 
even t w ith exh ib its  such as a gal­
lery o f W orld W ar 11 sketches and 
galleries o f  W orld W ar 11 and there 
is also an exh ib it on  W orld W ar 11 
photographs from  the archives o f 
the A ssociated  Press.

“P lanning  ed u cational events, 
su ch  as th e s e , we w ork m on th s 
in ad v ance,” said J i l l  H offm an, a 
professor o f museum scien ce.

Brow n said she served as the 
co ord in ator and p lanned  th e  su­
perhero cam p, as well as two others

th is  sum m er for th e  M useum  o f 
Texas T ech .

“T h is  was a fun cam p for me to 
plan, because I love superheroes. 
T h e y ’re really  popular right now 
w ith all the  m ovies com ing out. 
1 know  kids are s ta r tin g  to  get 
in to  it m ore, 1 figured it would be 
so m e th in g  th e y ’d be in te re s te d  
in th at I could also make fun and 
tie  in to  som ething we have at the 
m useum,” Brow n said.

“T h e  s u p e r h e r o  c a m p  h a d  
fu ll-t im e  s ta ff  and  grad s tu d e n ts  
h e lp in g  w ith  th e  c a m p ,” H o ff­
m a n  said .

“W e  p la y e d  a g a m e  c a l le d  

p a s s  t h e  s u p e r p o w e r , w h e r e  
th e r e  w as a g low  in  th e  d ark  
b o x  t h a t  th e  k id s g o t to  p ass 
a ro u n d ,” B ro w n  said .
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Schumer and other Batman devo­
tees caution against drawing premature 
parallels between the massacre and 
the ever-evolving history of Batman, 
a flawed human superhero who has 
been rooted in reality since his pulpy 
inception in 1939.

“There are so many things that 
we don’t know about (Holmes),” said 
Travis Langley, author of “Batm an 
and Psychology: A  Dark and Stormy 
Knight” and a professor of psychol­
ogy at Henderson State University in 
Arkadelphia, Ark. “T he degree that he 
might be lost in fantasy, we don’t know.
I think it’s safe to assume he had some 
kind of need for others to notice him.”

Reports surfaced after the shooting 
that Holmes, his hair dyed a reddish- 
orange, had told arresting officers he 
was Batman’s rival, the Joker. Authori­
ties declined to confirm that, but fans 
were quick to note that the Joker’s hair 
is actually green and that the dazed 
24-year-old sitting in court Monday 
hardly recalled Batman’s arch-nemesis.

“Clearly, we are influenced by 
popular culmre,” said Langley. “T he 
tricky part is quantifying it. There are 
millions upon millions of influences 
on us all the time. Our culmre is one 
of those influences, but we don’t know 
to what degree. Even if it turns out that 
Holmes is preoccupied with Batman 
and the Joker, there are so many other 
variables involved.”

Still, questions persist about pos­
sible parallels. W hy did the mass mur­
derer target a midnight screening of 
director Christopher N olan’s final in- 

, stallment in his Batman trilogy? W hy 
f would anyone claim to be the Clown 
Prince of Crime? W h at’s appealing 
about such an appalling villain?

“T h e  Joker imposes his face on 
the world, so he can feel like it makes 
more sense to him,” said Langely. “He 
tries to show the world it’s as ugly as he 
is— and he’s always been doing that to 
make himself feel bigger in the world. 
T hat could appeal to individuals who 
want the world to fit around them. For 
the majority of fans, they don’t have 
that motivation.””

T h e  Joker has been captivating 
audiences since he was established 
as the murderous yin to the Batman’s

yang in 1940 by D C  Comics writers 
Bob Kane and Bill Finger, and artist 
Jerry Robinson. Langley believes the 
lack of m otivation and a definitive 
backstory for the Joker, whose schemes 
range from mutating smiley Joker fish 
to murdering Robin, makes him more 

interesting.
A  less severe Joker was pranking 

Batm an in the com ics of the ‘60s, 
while an over-the-top Cesar Romero 
was playing him  on the “Batm an” 
T V  series starring Adam West. T he 
com ic book character returned to 
his homicidal roots in the ‘70s and 
has since been portrayed on film as 
an out-of-control terror by both Jack 
N icholson and H eath Ledger, who 
won a posthumous Oscar for the role 

in 2008.
Bat-mania is about more than just 

fantasy, though. It’s a big business span­
ning comics, film, TV, video games, 
merchandise and live events. G ene 
D el V ecchio, an entertainm ent re­
search consultant and author of “Cre­
ating Blockbusters: How to Generate 
and Market Hit Entertainment for TV, 
Movies, Video Games and Books,” 
doubts the massacre will impact the 
brand, noting that it’s a “trivial issue 
in the face of such tragedy.”

“T here is apt to be little or no 
monetary effect on the Batman fran­
chise,” said Del Vecchio. “People go to 
movies, play with toys, buy soundtracks 
and read comics in order to escape. 
Escapism is such a powerful human 
desire that it won’t be affected by the 
recent event.”

H ow ever, th e  shooting  m ight 
affect the tone of the franchise mov­
ing forward, especially considering 
Dark Knight tales have often mir­
rored what’s happening in our world, 
whether Batman is taking down Nazi 
saboteurs in the comics or dealing with 
terrorism post-9/11 on film.

“I suspect the stories were head­
ing in an even darker direction,” said 
Langley. “They are going to recognize 
that the public are looking at it dif­
ferently now and might be ready for 
something brighter and more heroic.”

Since Frank Miller’s seminal 1986 
com ic series “T h e Dark Knight R e­
turns,” which bleakly painted an aging 
Bmce Wayne coming out of retirement 
to rescue a doomed Gotham, and A lan 
Moore’s 1988Joker-focused “T he Kill­
ing Joke,” the franchise has mostly
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veered away from the “K A -P O W !” 
campiness o f yesteryear toward the 
grittiness associated with the modem 
Batman.

Tim Burton’s big-screen “Batman” 
introduced a brooding Gaped Crusader 
to the masses in 1989, paving the way 
for the ‘90s deco-style Batman animat­
ed T V  series featuring gangsters and 
femme fatales, as well as Rocksteady 
Stu dios’ moody 2 009  video game 
“Batman: Arkham  Asylum” and its 
2011 sequel “Arkham City,” starring 
a diseased Joker on the brink of death.

“I think that change reflects popu­
lar taste,” said Vasilis Pozios, a Batfan 
and Detroit psychiatrist specializing 
in risk assessment. “Batman has been 
around for almost 75 years now. There 
are many adult fans, and they have 
much more mature tastes now. W e’ve 
seen that with the Nolan trilogy, which 
deals with very sophisticated and psy­
chological ideas.”

H. Eric Bender, a San  Francisco 
psychiatrist who presented the panel 
“D etectin g  D eviants in  the Dark 
Night: Profiling Gotham  C ity’s Serial 
Killers” with Pozios at San  Diego’s 
C om ic-C on  last year, said because 
mass shootings are so rare, it’s nearly 
impossible to know what motivates 
killers and what impact —  if any —  
the fiction they consume has on their 
psyche.

Schumer, the comic book historian 
and author o f “T h e  Silver Age of 
Com ic Book A rt,” isn’t interested in 
that. Like some relatives of massacre 
victims, Schumer refuses to even utter 
Holmes’ name so as to not feed the 
suspect’s perceived need for attention.

W hat’s more, the author of “T he 
Silver Age of C om ic Book A rt” is 
determined not to refer to the real- 
world tragedy in his future writings 
and lectures about the World’s G reat­
est D etective because “to give any 
credence to what he did by analyzing 
it is enabling it and making us co ­
conspirators.”

Schumer knows that the Batman 
will, as usual, prevail.

“H opefully, the greatness and 
timelessness of the Batman mythology 
will conquer this particular tragedy,” 
said Schumer, who lives in Westport, 
Conn. “I’ll do my best in my com er of 
the universe to ensure that the focus of 
Batm an is always on Batman and not 
what happened in Colorado.”

Republicans hit Justice Department on voter ID
W A SH IN G T O N  (A P) —  House 

Republicans on Thursday criticized 
the Justice Department’s decision to 
challenge new voter ID laws in several 
states, saying it shows the Obama A d­
ministration is more concerned with 
Democrats winning in November than 
protecting against election fraud.

“T h e  Department of Justice has 
embarrassed itself,” said Rep. Trent 
Franks, R-Ariz. “T h e partisan bias is 
obvious.”

Thom as Perez, the department’s 
chief civil rights enforcer, denied any

partisan bias or motivation in bringing 
federal court challenges under the Vot­
ing Rights A ct to recently passed voter 
ID laws in Texas and South Carolina.

In both states, Republican-con- 
trolled legislatures passed laws requir­
ing voters to show government-issued 
photo identification in order to vote. 
T h e  Justice D epartm ent indicated 
this week it also is looking at whether 
Pennsylvania’s new voter ID law vio­
lates the Voting Rights A ct, a 1965 law 
for ensuring minorities’ right to vote.

straight forward,” Perez told a House 
Judiciary subcommittee that Franks 
chairs. “W e w ant to  enforce laws. 
There’s a robust debate in this country, 
and we think we need to continue to 
have that debate and we do our level 
best to ensure that every eligible voter 
casts their vote and has access to the 
ballot.”

Perez said th e  departm ent b e ­
lieves that both the new Texas and 
S o u th  C a ro lin a  laws w ill h in d er 
many citizens, particularly minorities, 
in exercising their right to vote. He 
said the department’s position undet 
President Barack Obama and Attorney 
General Eric Holder on voter ID laws 
is no different now than it was under 
former Republican President George 
W. Bush. H e read a quote from Bush’s 
attorney general, M ichel Mukasey, to 
make his point.

“’W e will not hesitate to use the 
tools available to us if these laws are 
used improperly,”’ Perez said, quoting 
Mukasey. “T h at is not Attorney G en­
eral Holder, that’s Attorney General 
Mukasey, and we completely agree.”

A nother Republican, Rep. Steve 
King of Iowa, echoed Franks’ concerns, 
saying the decision to contest the 
Texas and South Carolina laws shows 
insensitivity by the Justice Department 
to voter fraud.

“There are a lot of individuals out 
there who are happy to break the law, 
who don’t even understand it breaks 
the law,” King said of voter fraud. “... 
W e’re seeing voter fraud that’s pretty 
prevalent out there.”

Sandusky shower abuse victim to sue Penn State
H A R RISBU R G , Pa. (A P) —  For 

months, the identity of the boy who was 
sexually assaulted in the lockenroom 
showers by Jerry Sandusky was one of 
the biggest mysteries of the Penn State 
scandal. Now, for the first time, a man 
has come forward publicly to claim he 
was that boy, and is threatening to sue 
the university.

T h e man’s lawyers said Thursday 
they have done an extensive investi­
gation and gathered “overwhelming 
evidence” on details of the abuse by 
Sandusky, the former assistant football 
coach convicted of using his position 
at Penn State and as head of a youth 
charity to molest boys over a period of 
15 years.

Jurors convicted  Sandusky last 
month of offenses related to so-called 
Victim 2 largely on the testimony of 
Mike McQueary, who was a team gradu­
ate assistant at the time and described 
seeing the attack.

“Our client has to live the rest of 
his life not only dealing with the effects 
of Sandusky’s childhood sexual abuse, 
but also with the knowledge that many 
powerful adults, including daose at the 
highest levels o f i ’erm & ate , put their 
own interests and the interests of a child 
predator above their legal obligations 
to protect him,” the lawyers said in a 
news release.

They did not name their client, and

The Associated Press generally does not 
identify victims of sex crimes without 
their consent.

The university said it was taking the 
case seriously but would not comment 
on pending litigation.

University President Rodney Erick­
son and the board of, trustees, a school 
spokesman said, “have publicly empha­
sized that their goal is to find solutions 
that rest on the principle of justice for 
the victims.”

The statement from the man’s at­
torneys said Victim 2 suffered “extensive 
sexual abuse over many years both be­
fore and after the 2001 incident Michael 
McQueary witnessed.”

McQueary testified in December at a 
hearing that he had seen Sandusky and a 
boy, both naked, in a team shower after 
hearing skin-on-skin slapping sounds.

“I would have described that it was 
extremely sexual and I thought that 
some kind of intercourse was going on,” 
McQueary said.

McQueary reported the abuse to 
school officials, including Patemo, but 
none of them told police. In a recent 
report conducted by former FBI Direc­
tor Louis Freeh and commissioned by 
Penn State, the investigators excoriated 
Patemo and the other administrators 
for not attempting to identify Victim 
2, saying it showed “a striking lack of 
empathy.”

Trustees fired Patem o, who has 
since died, because he failed to do more 
about claims against Sandusky, and 
the scathing independent review said 
several top school officials looked the 
other way because they were afraid of 
bad publicity. T he N C A A  has vacated 
112 Penn State wins.

In a pair of voicemails recorded last 
year, released with the statement and 
posted online by the lawyers, a voice 
that’s purportedly Sandusky’s expresses 
his love and says he wants to express his 
feelings “up front.”

T he voicemails are dated Sept. 12 
and Sept. 19, less than two months 
before the former Penn State coach 
was arrested on child sex abuse charges. 
Sandusky was convicted in June of 45 
sex abuse counts and awaits sentencing.

T he second voicemail asks whether 
Victim  2 would like to attend Penn 
State’s next game.

Sandusky left “numerous” voice- 
mails for their client that fall, the at­
torneys said.

Before the trial, defense attorney 
Joe Amendola said he had met with a 
man he believed he might be Victim 2 
and the man told him he had not been 
abused by Sandusky. Amendola said he 
was not convinced and did not intend 
to subpoena him, but also said Sandusky 
himself was insistent they had the right 
person.

Fighter planes divide Texas 
Democrats in Congress race

D A L L A S  (A P ) —  P oliticians 
have frequently targeted the F-35 
fighter je t program as an example of 
wasteful spending, but when a local 
congressional candidate derided the 
planes as “the m ilitary equivalent 
of the Bridge to N owhere” his op­
ponent blasted the position as an 
attack on the N orth Texas residents 
who depend on the planes for their 
livelihood.

D om in go G a rc ia , on e o f  th e  
candidates to represent a new U .S . 
House seat in Dallas and Fort W orth, 
has ripped defense contractor Lock­
heed M artin  repeatedly during his 
cam p aign . M arc Veasey, his op ­
ponent in the July 31 D em ocratic 
primary runoff, has criticized Garcia 
and calls him self a major supporter 
of the project and Lockheed, which 
employs about 14,000 people at its 
Fort W orth plant.

W ith  Congress debating m ajor 
cuts to military spending, Garcia or 
Veasey could have to vote on  the 
future o f the project. T h e  fight over 
the F-35, the most expensive program 
in Defense Department history, is one 
of the biggest differences between the 
two men, who largely agree on most 
other things.

Veasey, a state representative from 
Fort W orth , and G arcia, a former 
state representative, lawyer and ac­
tivist, finished ahead of nine others 
in the May 29  primary election in 
the 33rd Congressional District. T h e  
district was drawn as a heavily Dem o­
cratic one and next week’s runoff will 
likely be decisive.

W ith  turnout likely to be low, 
both men are relying on their political 
bases. Veasey, 41, represents a Texas 
House district that partly falls into the 
new district; Garcia, 54, is considered 
strongest in west and south Dallas, 
where he was a city councilm an for

four years;
Both  m en also appeal to separate 

ethnic groups: Veasey is black; Garcia 
is Latino.

T h e  district is 61 percent Latino 
and one of two seats designed by legis­
lators in charge of redistricting to give 
Texas Latinos the chance to select a 
congressman. Veasey has raised more 
donations —  $ 7 1 2 ,0 0 0  up to June 
3 0  compared to G arcia’s $160 ,000 , 
although G arcia has loaned his cam ­
paign $1.2  million o f his own funds.

Garcia first made waves in May 
when he criticized three m ajor em ­
ployers in  th e  region: L ockheed , 
A m erican Airlines and G M . H e said 
in a debate that G M ’s S U V s were 
“not good for Am erica” and criticized 
Am erican Airlines management after 
it filed for bankruptcy. But G arcia’s 
toughest comments were about Lock­
heed. H e has repeatedly compared 
the F-35 to the “Bridge to Nowhere” 
in Alaska that became an infamous 
example of budget waste.

Lockheed says that the project has 
overcome its earlier problems and 3 0  
planes have been delivered. O n  a re­
cent work day, employees climbed in 
and out of the unfinished, unpainted 
planes. T h e  F-35 will come in three 
separate models: an A ir Force plane 
that takes off and lands convention­
ally; a Marines plane that can land 
vertically; and a Navy plane that can 
land on aircraft carriers.

Lockheed spokesman Joe Stout 
said the company planned to build a 
total o f 3 0  F-35 planes this year.

“Lockheed M artin doesn’t take 
sides in political debates but we think 
it’s important to note some facts about 
the F-35 program,” Stout said in an 
em ail. “T h e  program continues to 
gain momentum in flight testing and 
production and has been ahead of 
its test plan for the past 18 m onths.”

W h ile  the goal o f  the p ro ject 
is to create cost savings in future 
years, G arcia said the program was 
a boondoggle that benefits lobbyists 
and special interests.

“I’m not going to defend that, but 
I will defend good jobs and good, re­
sponsible military spending,” G arcia 
said. “I’m just saying, switch those jobs 
to jobs that will stay in Fort W orth.”

Veasey has hit back, questioning 
G arcia’s temperament and com m it­
m ent to jobs.

“T here have been issues on many 
defense projects around the country, 
and whatever they are, they need to 
be worked o u t... but often times, that 
happens,” he said in an interview. “It’s 
not good for the taxpayer. But in the 
long run, this plane is going to  be 
good for A m erica.”

It’s hard to say if G arcia is picking 
up votes with his criticism. Veasey 
was endorsed by three m ajor unions, 
including the In ternational A sso­
ciation of Machinists and Aerospace 
Workers District Lodge 776, which 
represents about one-quarter o f the 
plant’s workers.

“W e don’t need a candidate like 
Domingo G arcia in Congress, vot­
ing against the best interests and 
livelihood o f the workers in the 33rd 
Congressional D istrict,” local presi­
dent Paul Black said in a statement.

C al Jillson, a professor o f political 
science at Southern Methodist U n i­
versity, said he couldn’t see how the 
fight over the F-35 benefitted Garcia.

“It seems to me that even if you 
agree with G arcia in his substantive 
point, it’s bad politics,” Jillson said. 
“A n d  it seems as if M arc Veasey 
may not be so concerned with the 
substance of the project as he is the 
politics of this runoff, so he’s stand­
ing with Lockheed, the F-35 and the 
people who work on it.”

He’s 
turned himself into a walking billboard -  a 
living, breathing platform for companies 
to push their brands.

The problem is, unlike product place­
ment within a movie. Pitbull has done 
this at the expense of the music. His 
songs, such as “Give Me Everything” and 
“Vida 23 (featured in the infamous ‘Real 
Good Time’ commercial),” have poorly- 
constmcted lines that were written only 
to advertise for Kodak and Dr Pepper, 
respectively.
