Hurricane Isaac makes landfall late Tuesday  oeannamedsor

Compared to Hurricane Katrina
seven years ago, nearly to the day,
Hurricane Isaac is not the worst
the Texas Tech Hurricane Research
Team has seen.

TTUHRT deployed Friday and
has been following what was origi-
nally called Tropical Storm Isaac

across the southeastern coast. They
currently are in Slidell, La.

According to the National
Weather Service Hurricane Center,
at 11:20 a.m. Tuesday Isaac transi-
tioned into a Category 1 hurricane
when it reached windspeeds of 74
miles per hour for longer than one
minute.

The storm brought an onset of
80 mph wind and is expected to cre-

ate storm surges, which move water
from offshore to onshore, of eight
to 10 feet, Tech research associate
Brian Hirth said.

I[saac was expected to make
landfall at approximately 10 p.m.
near the mouth of the Mississippi
River, student field coordinator
Richard Krupar said.

However, Krupar said he does
not expect the storm to strengthen.

“We’re not expecting to change
higher than a (Category) 1 at this
time,” Krupar said. “The storm
itself has struggled to find a discrete
center of circulation, and I really
think that the intensity is probably
not going to come up much more
in the next 12 hours as it makes,
or continues to make landfall in
Louisiana.”

The United States has reported
a total of 1,118 cases reported in 47
states as of Aug. 21, according to
the Center for Disease Control. This
year, 75 percent of the West Nile
cases have been reported in Louisi-
ana, Mississippi, Oklahoma, South
Dakota and Texas with almost half
of the cases being reported in Texas.

According to the Texas De-
partment of State Health Services
website, 783 cases of West Nile

virus is a mos-
quito-borne disease that has two
phases of illness: West Nile fever and
West Nile neuro-invasive disease.
Once the mosquito eggs mature, the
mosquitoes feed on infected birds and
then pass the disease on the humans
and horses said Dr. Ronald D. War-
ner, associate professor in Family and
Community Medicine.

The Texas Department of State
Health Services website said citi-
zens should follow the 4Ds in order
to prevent contracting the West
Nile virus.

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Romney sweeps Republican
nomination Tuesday night

Said House Speaker John Boehner,
“His record is as shallow as his thetoric.”

To send Romney and ticketmate
Paul Ryan into the fall campaign,
delegates approved a conservative
platform that calls for tax cuts — not
government spending — to stimulate
the economy at a time of sluggish
growth and 8.3 percent unemployment.

Polls make the race a close one, to
be settled in a string of battleground
states where neither Romney nor the
president holds a secure advantage.

While there was no doubt about
Romney’s command over the conven-
tion, the residue of a heated campaign
for the nomination was evident inside
the hall.

Texas Rep. Ron Paul, who never
won a primary or caucus, drew several
dozen delegate votes — precisely how
many were not announced from the
podium. Earlier, his supporters chanted
and booed after the convention ad-
opted rules they opposed, but were
powerless to block, to prevent those
votes from being officially registered.
“Shame on you,” some of his supporters
chanted from the floor.

Boehner, presiding over the roll call,
made no attempt to have Romney’s
nomination made by acclamation,
even though Ryan’s was a few mo-
ments later.

The night was Romney’s for sure,
but some of the loudest cheers were ac-
corded Wisconsin Gov. Scott Walker, a
hero among Republicans for fending off
alabor-backed recall attempt last spring.

Convention planners squeezed two
days of speeches and other convention
business into one after scrapping Mon-
day’s scheduled opener because of fears
that Isaac would make a direct hit on
the Florida Gulf Coast:

That threat fizzled, but it was
instantly replaced by another — that
Republicans would wind up holding a
political celebration at the same time
the storm turned its fury on New Or-
leans, devastated almost exactly seven
years ago by Hurricane Katrina.

Romney’s convention planners said
they were in frequent contact with
weather forecasters, but they declined
to discuss what contingency plans, if
any, they had to accelerate plans for
him to deliver a formal acceptance
speech Thursday night.

Ratification of a party platform was
prelude to Romney’s nomination, a
document more conservative on abor-
tion than the candidate.

TAMPA, Fla. (AP) — Former
Massachusetts Gov. Mitt Romney
swept to the Republican presiden-
tial nomination Tuesday night at a
storm-delayed national convention,
every mention of his name cheered
by delegates eager to propel him into
a campaign to oust President Barack
Obama in tough economic times.

Romney watched on television
with his wife, Ann, at a hotel suite
across the street from the hall as the
convention sealed his hard-won vic-
tories in the primaries and caucuses
of last winter.

“I read somewhere that Mitt and
I have a “storybook marriage,” she
said in excerpts released in advance
of a primetime speech meant to cast
her multimillionaire-businessman-
turned-politician husband in a soft
and likable light. “Well, in the
storybooks I read, there were never
long, long, rainy winter afternoons
in a house with five boys screaming
at once.”

“A storybook marriage? No, not at
all. What Mitt Romney and I have is
a real marriage,” she said.

Aides said her hushand of 43 years
would be in the hall when she spoke.

Through the evening, a parade of
convention speakers mocked Demo-
cratic President Obama mercilessly
from a made-for-television podium,
as if to make up for lost time at an
event postponed once and dogged
still by Hurricane Isaac.

The Democratic president has
“never run a company. He hasn’t
even run a garage sale or seen the
inside of a lemonade stand,” declared
Reince Priebus, chairman of the
Republican Party.

Colorado theater victim families question fundraising campaign

AURORA, Colo. (AP) — An-
guished family members of some of the
Colorado theater shooting victims lashed
out at a fundraising campaign Tuesday,
saying it collected more than $5 million
“using pictures and names of our mur-
dered loved ones” but so far has given no
more than $5,000 each to families facing
bills for medical treatment, travel and
other expenses from the attack.

The families also said they've been
shut out of decisions on how the money
should be spent and that fundraisers
were unresponsive to their questions and
suggestions.

“When you generate donations for
a fund called ‘the Aurora Victim Relief
Fund’ using pictures and names of our
murdered loved ones, it: would stand
to reason the fund is for victims of the
Aurorashooting,” said Tom Teves, whose
son Alex was one of 12 people killed in
the July 20 shootings. Another 58 people

were wounded, and many of them face
long recoveries or permanent disability.

At a sometimes-emotional news
conference, Teves read a seven-page
statement demanding the fundraisers
give the victims and their families a say
in how the money is used and question-
ing why so far only a relatively small
portion, $350,000, was being distributed
to the victims.

Teves said the statement was on be-
half of 11 families. Eighteen other people
crowded onto a small platform behind
him, some dabbing their eyes with tissues,
clasping hands or leaning on each other.

The Community First Foundation,
asked by Gov. John Hickenlooper to
operate the relief fund, said on its web-
site it has raised just over $5. million for

" the Aurora Victim Relief Fund. The

foundation announced on Aug. 17 that
it would give $350,000 to the Colorado

Organization for Victim Assistance to

distribute among the surviving victims
and the families of those who died. Earlier,
it said another $100,000 was given to 10
nonprofit groups.

Marla ]. Williams, president the
Community First Foundation, said a
gag order imposed by Arapahoe County
District Judge William Blair Sylvester
made it difficult to find all the victims
and their families.

She said a group has been set up to
recommend how to spend the donations
but no victims' representatives have been
chosen yet.

“I don’t know who represents the
victims. There are a number of people
who were involved,” she said, adding that
the group at Tuesday’s news conference
did not represent-all the victims.

Williams said she worries that Tues-
day’s statement will give donors second
thoughs.

“I'm sad because I think there are
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people who have been very generous

‘and contributors who might think their

money has not been used wisely,” she said.
The 37-year-old Community First
Foundation supports community pro-
grams in the metropolitan Denver area.
Nancy Lewis, executive director of
the Colorado Organization for Victim
Assistance, said the victims and the agen-
cies involved want the same thing: “They
want healing for all the crime victims.”
She said Sylvester’s gag order pre-
vented her from commenting further.
Sylvester issued an order on Aug. 16
barring the organization from releasing
names and contact information for the
victims. The order does not appear to
place any other restrictions on the group.
Teves said the families were humbled

by the amount of the donations, and
grateful. He said none were speaking out
just to get money.

“We have nothing to gain as the
families of the murder victims,” he said.
“We have already lost everything.”

He said anyone who was in the
theater at the time of the shooting or
lived in the same building as the suspect
— who police said had booby-trapped
his apartment — should be ehglble to
receive help.

Teves insisted the families’ purpose
wasn't to attack the fundraising groups
or the government.

“All we're saying is, ‘Listen to us.
We have unique knowledge and unique
skillsets that we can bring to bear to make

. this better for all the victims. Why are

we shunned to the outside?” That’s what
this is about.”

A meeting is scheduled Friday be-
tween victims’ families and officials of
the fundraising campaign.

Teves challenged Hickenlooper, who
attended the slain victims’ funerals, to
step in and help the families get a say.

“You pledged 12 times that ‘We will
remember,” Teves said. “Are you a man
who is true to his words, or were they
just words?”

Hickenlooper’s spokesman, Eric
Brown, said the governor understands
the families’ frustration and is advocat-
ing for them to have more say. He said
Hickenlooper also wants the fundraisers
to improve their communication with
the families.-

On August 11, Mitt Romney an-
nounced Congressman Paul Ryan of
Wisconsin as his running mate. The
choice of Ryan seems to have outper-
formed expectations.

Since August 11, Mitt Romney's poll
position has improved. The RealClear- -
Politics average of polls on August 11
had him trailing by 4.6 points. Today,
he trails by a 1.1 points and continues
to trend upwards.

Mr. Romney’s position in predictive
models has similarly improved. Nate
Silver’s model at The New York Times
has seen Mr. Romney’s chances increase
by 2.3 percent, from 28.4 percent to 30.7
percent, with other models showing
similar gains.

And finally, his position in pre-
diction markets has risen since they
announcement. On Intrade, shares of
Romney to be President rose four points,
from 38.5 percent to 43.7 percent.

Ryan has been regarded by many as
one of Romney’s bolder vice presidential
options. During the Obama adminis-
tration, Mr. Ryan has emerged as one
of the party’s intellectual leaders and
policy architects, particularly on fiscal
issues. He was the principal author of
the Republican party’s 2012 and 2013
budget proposals. His vigorous advocacy
of reform and articulate defense of fiscal
conservatism are an asset both for win-
ning independents as well as securing
the moderate Romney’s right flank.
However, his willingness to put forward
budget specifics, as well as his 14-year
voting record in the U.S. House should
give Democrats a large cache of votes
and positions to use as ammunition

against Mr. Romney.

The clear intention of Mr. Ryan’s
selection is to focus the 2012 campaign
on the economy. The extent to which
this has succeeded is unclear — most
campaign discussion was focused on
the economy before Ryan was selected,
and would likely have remained on the
economy even if Mr. Romney had se-
lected someone regarded as “safer” such
as Tim Pawlenty or Robert Portman.

The Romney camp hopes that the
selection of Ryan will turn the 2012
campaign into a big ideas campaign of
the sort that brought Ronald Reagan
to power. The Obama camp hopes that
the partnership will be more akin to
when moderate Bob Dole picked the
conservative firebrand Jack Kemp to
run against an incumbent Bill Clinton.
Either way, the selection of Ryan breaks
the mold of usual vice presidential
selections, which are done to balance
a ticket geographically or politically,
and make moves on swing states and
demographics. Paul Ryan’s home state
of Wisconsin is unlikely to turn red this
election, Ryan has no substantial foreign
policy experience to balance out Rom-
ney’s policy background, and unlike,
say, Marco Rubio, it is not apparent that
there is any particular demographic that
regards Mr. Ryan as a champion.

Vice presidents, in the net of things,
usually have a limited impact on the
election as a whole. Most voters regard
the top of the ticket as the overwhelm-
ingly important half. And so, all things
considered, Mr. Ryan will probably prove
no exception to history. But as it stands,
the choice of Paul Ryan for vice presi-
dent thus far appears to be a high-risk,

" high-reward campaign strategy that has

thus far yielded a modest improvement
in Mitt Romney's electoral position.

David Dean is the director
of informational services at the
museum.

“[The exhibit] was made in

collaboration with our summer ex-
hibition Celebrating Our Heroes,”
Dean said. “It is being shown
to recognize African-American
people who made history in flight”

The display is set up in six sec-
tions, each covering a different set
of people and events of African-
American flight.

“[It] recounts the evolution
of aviation through the stories of
African-Americans who left their
mark and helped pave the way for
those who would follow,” accord-
ing to the news release. “Some of
the most important figures, both
past and present, are chronicled
in this exhibition.”

The exhibit opened Aug. 25,
and Dean said it has been a suc-

cess within the first few days it has
been open.

“It seems to be really popular
so far,” Dean said. “Our galleries
have been filled since it opened.”

Black Wings is not aimed to-
ward any specific age group. It is

set up to where people of any age

can view it.

“Even younger kids can view
it,” Dean said, “but they might
not be able to understand or ap-
preciate it as well as older ones
might.”

There are many different
people included in the exhibit,
including Bernard Harris, who
graduated from Tech and went
on to become to the first African-
American in space.

Venice festival focuses on roots

VENICE, Italy (AP) — The Ven-
ice Film Festival is focusing on its artis-
tic roots this year, courting celebrated
directors and not flashy Hollywood
blockbusters.

Festival director Alberto Barbera
trimmed the number of movies pre-
miering at the world’s oldest film festi-
val, which opens Wednesday, to just 18
in competition for the coveted Golden
Lion, Venice’s top prize. And the over-
all selection is just 60 films — about
half the offerings in previous years.

“I don’t like this idea of making it
bigger and bigger year after year,” Bar-
bera said Tuesday. “Toronto is getting
bigger and bigger every year and the
same thing for Cannes and Berlin and
so on. And I don’t like that. It’s not a
proper way to promote a film.”

The Venice lineup is heavy on

auteur favorites like Terrence Malick,
who premieres “To The Wonder” on
Sunday and Paul Thomas Anderson,
who travels to the Lido with “The Mas-
ter” on Saturday. Both films are coups
for Barbera, who returned this year to
the festival he directed from 1998-2002
and hopes to crystalize Venice’s identity
as an artistic venue.

“Usually there are studio films here,
even out of competition, to give it some
glitz,” said Maria Grazia Vairo, the
Rome-based head of acquisitions for
Eagle Pictures, an Italian film distributor.

It’s not clear if the bigger Hollywood
films weren’t ready when Venice was
making its selections or if the studios
preferred to save on the intercontinental
airfare and premiere pictures in Toronto,
which overlaps with Venice and has a
lineup of more than 300 movies.

Restaurants Alinea and Eleven Madison Park to swap places

CHICAGO (AP) — Chi-
cago’s Alinea and New York’s
Eleven Madison Park, two of
the nation’s highly acclaimed
restaurants, announced Tuesday
they will be trading places for a
week this fall.

Alinea and Eleven Madison
Park, both holders of three Mi-
chelin stars, will trade chefs,
kitchens and dining rooms, open-
ing in essence pop-up restaurants
in each other’s space.

Alinea and chief Grant Ach-

atz will be New York beginning
Sept. 26 for five nights, and
Eleven Madison Park, with chef
Daniel Humm, will be in Chicago
beginning Oct. 10.

In the most recent “World’s
50 Best Restaurant” rankings, a
survey of 800 international res-
taurateurs and food journalists,
Eleven Madison Park was voted
the 10th best restaurant in the
world. Alinea was No. 7 in the
rankings.

Achatz and partner Nick

Kokonas have refused several
offers to open an Alinea outside
Chicago. The swap is a chance
to present their cooking in New
York without making a full-time
commitment.

“I can’t tell you how many
chefs have said to me, ‘Yeah,
you're a big fish in a small pond.
The only reason you’re so popular
is because you're in the Midwest.’
In a way, we're amped up,” Ach-
atz told the Chicago Tribune. “I
want to introduce Alinea food

to the jaded New Yorker. We're
going to show New Yorkers what
Chicago food is all about.”

The collaboration is being
called “21st Century Limited,”
a reference to the “20th Cen-
tury Limited,” a luxury passenger
train that ran between Chicago
and New York during the last
century.

The idea was born last No-
vember at The Aviary, the cock-
tail lounge owned by Achatz and
Kokonas, which played host to

Eleven Madison Park’s cookbook
party, according to Achatz. He
said it was a handshake deal,
with both knowing it will be a
tremendous amount of work.
Three days before the Sept. 26
opening night, Achatz and chef
de cuisine Matt Chasseur will fly
a dozen staffers to New York, and
in a 72-hour crash course, train
the Eleven Madison Park staff
to replicate Alinea. The process
repeats when Humm, general
manager Will Guidara and their

team arrive in Chicago on Oct. 7.

Foodies will pay a high price
for meals at the restaurants —
$495 in both cities, not including
tax and service.

Despite the expensive cover
charge, both restaurants will lose
money from the project. -

“People sometimes don’t un-
derstand why we’re doing this
when there isn’t an economic
benefit,” Guidara said. “Some-
times we do what we do because
we love doing it.”

It is a word being used among
the Texas Tech football team to
characterize the Red Raiders’
feelings heading into their home
opener.

Tech will take the field and
begin its 2012 campaign against
the Demons of Northwestern
State at 6 p.m. Saturday at Jones
AT&T Stadium.

The Demons are a memeber of
the Southland Conference in the
Football Championship Subdivi-
sion, but Tech quarterback Seth
Doege said he is preparing as if it
were any other week.

“They might not be as big as
we would go against in a Big 12
Conference game,” he said. “But
at the same time, I don’t think
they’re going to fear us. I think
they’re going to come in here and
bring some heat.”

Even though Tech isn’t look-
ing ahead, the disappointment
of missing a bowl game still
does not sit well with the senior
quarterback.

“We didn’t finish the way we

Doege said. “We've put in so
much time and hard work since
that game ended that it’s excit-
ing to finally get a chance to
prove. that we’re not that team
anymore.”

This season, Doege said his
main focus is winning games and
the recognition will take care
of itself.

transitioning into a 4-3 defense
with emphasis on run-stopping.

Johnson said, new defensive
coordinator Art Kaufman has
already shown confidence in
Johnson and fellow senior safety
Cody Davis by giving them free
range to make adjustment calls

on the field.

“I may see something on the
field that coach Kaufman may
not have noticed,” he said. “I feel
because of the communication,
that’s going to make the team
that much better.”

Johnson was quick to praise
his offensive counterparts.

“They’ve been a good offense
for a while now,” he said. “I feel
like this is the year that they have
a chance and an opportunity to
be a great offense as long as ev-
erybody stays healthy.”

Senior running back Eric
Stephens is slated to return after
a knee injury ended his season
last year in the fifth game of the
season.

Head coach Tommy Tuber-
ville said do not look to see too
much of Stephens against North-
western State.
