“ Earnings in excess of the 
maximum amount that 
counts for Social Security 
cannot be used in figuring 
the benefit rate.”

All classes of mail will 
change rates on Sunday, 
Feb. 17 at 12:01 a.m. Mail­
ers who have permits need to 
check with the postmaster 
about the new rates. All 
mailing fees will go from $40 
to $50.

There will also be an 
increase in box rent fees for 
#3 and #4 boxes. No. 3 boxes 
will go from $11.00 per year 
to $13.00 per year. No. 4 
boxes will go from $17.00 to 
$20.00 per year. The new fee 
will be applicable the next 
time your box rent is due.

The maximum amount for 
a money order will increase 
from $500 to $700 and there 
is no limitation as to the 
number that may be pur­
chased at one time. Amount 
of fees will remain at $0.75 
up to $25. From $25.01 to 
$700 - the fee will go down to 
$ 1.00.

Special Delivery fees will 
go from $2.10 to $2.95 for 2

pounds and under. Over 2
