Other letters to the editor

.over the last two weeks have

made some good points re-
garding healthcare in Robert
Lee. One recognized the
importance of the communi-
ty to work with the West
Coke County Hospital Dis-
trict board of directors to
reopen the hospital. Another
recognized the difficulty in
recruiting a ‘‘good’’ physi-
cian to come to Robert Lee
and stay here. I would like to
address the reality of both of
these issues.

About reopening the hos-
pital: Small rural hospitals
are closing. In Texas during
1986 everybody hung on til
June. In June three hospitals
closed: Edwards County
Memorial Hospital in Rock-
springs, Hardin Memorial in
Kountz and Medical Arts in

Houston.

In August five more clos-
ed: WCCHD in Robert Lee,
Mineola General Hospital in
Mineola, McAllen Maternity
Clinic in McAllen, Contin-
ental Hospital Blvd. in Fort
Worth and Newark United

Methodist in El Paso.

In September Community
Memorial Hospital in Grape-
land closed. In October so far
three have closed: Willacy
County Hospital in Ray-
mondville, Blackwell Hospi-
tal in Gorman and Knox
County Hospital in Knox
City. That’s 12 thus far this
year. No doubt there will be
more, as many small hospi-
tals are on the brink of

_ financial ruin.

The primary cause for
these hospital closures is the
changes which have taken
place in the Medicare pay-
ment system. Twenty-five
percent of the nation’s popu-
lation is rural, but 33% of
the nation’s elderly popula-
tion is rural, so we have a
disproportionate share of
Medicare patients. Also, the
elderly use more healthcare
per capita than young peo-
ple. What this adds up to is
that most of a rural hospi-
tal’s business is Medicare,
so any changes in Medicare
payments is going to have a
drastic effect on the rural
hospitals.

Probably everybody has
already heard about the Pro-
spective Pricing System bet-
ter known as the DRG sy-
stem, so I won’t go into that.
What most folks may not
have heard about are the
Medicare admission review
criteria, which have hurt
small hospitals even more

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than the DRG system. Under
the admission review crite-
ria, Medicare today requires
many things to be treated as
an outpatient which used to
be treated as an inpatient.

When Medicare is your
biggest source of revenue
and they cut way back on
what they will pay for, it has
to hurt. And to make it
worse, if a physician admits
a patient when the admission
review criteria are not met,
the hospital still has to
render service but does not
get paid, unless the hospital
knows in advance that the
admission review criteria
will not be satisfied and the
patient agrees in advance to
be admitted as a private pay
patient instead of a Medicare
patient. In short, Medicare is
forcing physicians to take
care of patients at home or in
the office instead of in the
hospital.

More specifically about
Robert Lee: The hospital was
already hurting from the
effects of the changes in the
Medicare payment system
and was hanging on with tax
revenue. When the bottom
fell out the tax revenue due
to falling oil prices, it was
the ‘‘straw that broke the
camel’s back’’. At this time,
it looks like it will take all of
the 1986 tax revenue and a
big part of the 1987 tax
revenue to get even. Thus
reopening the hospital is not
realistic.

About recruiting a physi-
cian: Although the number
of physicians per capita is
increasing, creating a physi-
cians surplus, most of these
physicians are going into
special areas; thus, the no.
General Practice & Family
Practice physicians per capi-
ta is actually decreasing. To
make matters worse, most
new GPs and FPs are going

_ Solo practice in rural com-
munities no longer holds
much attraction for most
physicians. In order to get a
physician to even consider a
small town, you have to offer
him a guaranteed minimum
income; the going rate is
around $80,000 to $100,000
per year. The WCCHD board
of directors wants to recruit a
‘‘good’’ physician to Robert
Lee and open a clinic, and is
trying to figure out where
the money would come from,
in view of the hospital dis-
trict’s current financial situa-
tion.

In summary, the WCCHD
board of directors kept the
hospital open as long as they
could in the belief that the
community needed and
wanted a hospital. They are
now trying to make the best
of a situation over which they
actually have very little con-
trol, and they have respond-

ed in a manner which should
be expected of prudent and
reasonable people.

I end this letter with an

invitation: If you have ques-
tions about what is going on
with the West Coke County
Hospital District, please
write to me; I will give you a
straight answer.

GET LAWN IN SHAPE
FOR SPRING
Homeowners can take
steps now to get their lawns
in shape for next spring.
Weed, disease and insect
control along with fall fertili-

zation can help get lawns off

to a fast start next year. .

Chinch bugs, white grubs
and armyworms must be
controlled during late sum-
mer and fall. Insect damage
weakens turf and allows
weeds to invade the lawn.
Timely applications of insec-
ticides such as diazinon or
chlorpyrifos (Dursban) will
control most lawn ° insect
problems.

Fall fertilization maintains
the lawn’s green color and
promotes early spring green-
up. A dense, vigorous turf
produced by proper fertiliza-
tion also keeps winter weeds
from invading lawns.

A complete fertilizer with
a 3-1-2, 4-1-2 or similar ratio
of nitrogen, phosphorus and
potash at a rate of 1 to 2
pounds of nitrogen per 1,000
square feet is recommended.

If winter weeds have been
a problem in past years,
apply a preemergence herbi-
cide (chemical weed killer)
for additional protection
against weeds. Materials
containing atrazine, benefin,
bensulide and dacthal pro-
vide preemerge control of
many winter annual weeds.
Some preemergence herbi-
cides are available in formu-
lations with fertilizers, which
simplifies application.

Homeowners are caution-
ed to follow label instruc-
tions in regard to grass
species and rates of applica-
tion when using herbicides.
Materials containing atra-
zine should not be used
around trees and shrubs.

As far as disease control is
concerned, a fungicide on St.
Augustine lawns to prevent
damage from brown patch.
Not only is brown patch
unsightly, but weeds will
invade the lawn in disease-
weakened areas. Also,
spring recovery is delayed in
areas damaged by brown
patch.

Fungicides containing
PCNB (Terraclor, Ortho
Lawn Fungicide), benomyl
(Benlate, Tersan 1991) or
chlorothalonil (Daconil) con-

trol brown patch when ap-
plied according to label in-
structions.

It is suggested to raise the
mowing height in October to
2% or 3 inches for St.
Augustine and 1% or 2
inches for bermuda lawns.
The taller grass provides
more cover and insulation for
the growing points of the
grass and reduces the
chance for winterkill.

Another fall task for home-
owners is to remove excess
accumulations of grass clip-
pings or tree leaves from the
lawn. The excess debris from
these sources increases that-
ch accumulation and creates
a favorable habitat for in-
sects and disease organisms.

Bronte history told

[Editor’s Note: The follow-
ing excerpt was taken from a
Dallas Morning News col-
umn called Tolbert’s Texas
authored by Frank X. Tol-
bert. The date was March,
1966. It was submitted to
this newspaper by Noah, Jr.
and Dorthey Pruitt, in hopes
that Coke Countians might
find this viewpoint on a little
bit of Bronte history inte-
resting and informative.)

‘“BRONTE, COKE COUN-
TY, is in fairly rugged coun-
try with the soils painted a
brave red and some oddly
shaped little mesas poking
up out of the landscape and
bearing such titles as Nipple
Peak and Hayrick Mountain.
While tooling along between
Sweetwater and San Angelo,
I paused in Bronte to take on
a little petrol. And I asked
the service station man for
whom Bronte was named.

‘“‘Oh, it was some early
Spaniard,’’ he said.

A loafer in the service
station spoke up: ‘‘No, that’s
not true. This town was
named for some nutty British
woman writer.”’

The loafer was closer to
the truth, although he admit-
ted he’s never read any of
Charlotte Bronte’s works,
including the great novel,
‘‘Jane Eyre,’’ so he was only
assuming she was a nut.

A BRIGHT NEW marker,
put there by the historical
survey committee which
John Ben Shepherd heads,
is on the southern outskirts
of Bronte. And it tells that
the town was first called Oso
(or Bear) and then Bronco.
And it was ‘‘formally named
for the English novelist,
Charlotte Bronte, in 1890.”’

Royce Fancher, the local
history authority, wasn’t in
town, and no one at the City
Hall or the postoffice could
tell me just who was the
literary soul who decided in
1890 that this wild west
outpost should be named for
the author of ‘‘Jane Eyre.”’
(I’d heard that Emily Bronte,
Charlotte’s sister and the
author of ‘‘Wuthering
Heights,”’ was also honor-
ed.)

THERE MAY BE a clue in
the fact that the City of
Tennyson, in Coke County
just to the south of Bronte,
was titled for the poet, Lord

Tennyson, by a British ran-
cher named Samuel Sayner,
who settled there in 1882. It
seems likely that Mr. Sayner
might have, also, had some-
thing to do with changing
Bronco into Bronte.”’

Programs helps meet goals

Patricia Aranda of the
Texas Department of Human
Services and Meri Jo Ney,
Transportation Services Co-
ordinator of Planned Parent-
hood of the Concho Valley
announced the initiation of a
new program to help meet
our goals of making family
planning information and
services affordable, accessi-
ble, and understandable to
any person desiring those
services. This program is a
joint effort between Planned
Parenthood and the Texas
Dept. of Human Services,
and is funded through a
grant from TDHS. The new
program includes transpor-
tation to and from clinic from
the following counties: Coke,
Concho, Crockett, Irion,
Kimble, Mason, Menard,
Reagan, Schleicher, Sutton,
Sterling, and Tom Green.

The services include 1)
family planning; 2) provide
complete annual physical
exams; 3) provide screening
for cervical cancer, sexually
transmitted diseases, high
blood pressure, anemia, ab-
normal blood sugar levels
and other health risks, refer-
rals for sterilizations; 5) in-
formation and counseling on
pregnancy alternatives; 6)
provide referrals for other
social and medical services
as needed.

All services are offered

without regard to age, race,

color, marital status, sexual
preference, or national ori-

The fees for in-clinic ser-
vices are based on family
size and income, using a
sliding fee scale. The fee
range would cover all in-
clinic services rendered,
however, there would be no
extra charge for transpor-
tation, for qualified indivi-
duals, including all teenag-
ers.

By early 1987 Planned
Parenthood will be offering
services to men, including:
1) family planning informa-
tion and supplies; 2) screen-
ing for sexually transmitted
diseases, high blood pres-
sure and other health risks;
3) provide referrals to other
social and medical service
agencies.

Planned Parenthood’s
services are greatly expand-
ing in an effort to better
serve San Angelo and sur-
rounding areas. And in this
spirit of expansion, Planned
Parenthood is changing its
name from Planned Parent-
hood Center of San Angelo to
Planned Parenthood of the
Concho Valley. This is to let
the surrounding counties
know that the Planned Par-
enthood Center is available
and accessible to anyone in
the entire Concho Valley.

Game laws changed

Far-reaching changes
were enacted this year which
greatly effect hunting and
fishing regulations in Texas
for 1986-87. Significant is the
fact that everyome regard-
less of age who will hunt or
fish must have a valid state
license.

The most important regu-
lations effect the fisherman.
Limits of size and number
taken for some species of
fish are limiting. On most
Texas lakes a black, large-
mouth bass must be 14

inches long with a limit of 5
fish daily. A limit of 25
crappie was also put into
play.

Other regulation changes
by the Texas Parks and
Wildlife Department also
exist. For more specific in-
formation, as always, consult
the 1986-87 hunting and
fishing guides by the depart-
ment or contact the local
game warden. The guides
are available free at locations
where license are sold.

Tags to be issued

Texas Parks and Wildlife
-Department will issue either-
sex deer tags for Coke
County on Oct. 23, 24, 1986
from 8:00 a.m.-12:00 Noon
and 1:00 p.m. - 5:00 p.m. in
the County Courthouse in
Robert Lee. The either-sex
tags are required for any
antlerless deer harvested in
this County during the up-
coming season.

To qualify for tags, a

landowner must own or con-
trol acreage in Coke County.
After the opening of the

' hunting. season, tags will

ONLY be available through
regional offices located in
Rockport, San Angelo, Tyler,
Waco, and the State Office in
Austin. Tags WILL NOT be
issued by local department
personnel. Landowners or
their agents are urged to
pick up tags on the sche-
duled issuance dates.

t’s gonna be a good ‘un’

The Big Three, the hunt-
er’s summit meeting, begins
right away. Gun season for
deer, turkey and quail regu-
lar hunting periods are right
around the corner. Accord-
ing to just about everyone,
it’s gonna be a good ’un.

Contacted Tuesday even-
ing, Coke County Game
Warden Sparks Burdett of
Robert Lee advised that all
upcoming wildlife seasons
should be outstanding. He
agreed with state biologists
that conditions have been
excellent with the past mild
winter, ample forage and
water, which have resulted
in ‘not only feed but in
protective cover as well.

Although the TPWD has
predicted good antler grow-
th, Burdett said that due in
part to the heavy growth of
underbrush and cover he had
not personally seen any
great number of big racks.
He advised hunters to
follow the lead given by state
personnel to use the antler-
less tags on their hunting
license. Burdett related that
even seasoned hunters have
questioned whether they
must tag a young buck they
have mistaken for a doe with
a buck tag. His answer is

that the definition of a buck

is one with hardened antlers
protruding through the skin.
If the yearling has no antler
through the skin, he may be

.- 0ak Creek Fishin’ News --

Many lakes across West
Texas hold more water now
than they have in several
years and this is going to be
a real asset to the fishing for
the next two to three years.
Oak Creek was blessed more
than most as it filled early in
the year and got a spawn
from the fish seldom seen in
our West Texas lakes. This is
great for the future, but right
now this lake holds a popula-
tion of bass in the ten to
twelve inch range like I have
not seen in my 26 years of
observing how the fishing
has gone.

You can just mark it on
your calendar, Oak Creek is
on its way to regaining its
lofty position as one of the
best bass lakes in this state
of Texas. When one area
comes alive, others follow
and that’s what has happen-
ed to the crappie here. We
are looking for some excel-
lent crappie fishing in the
warm water discharge from
the power plant when the
water gets cold but it’s going
great all over the lake right
now. Limit strings are being
caught that average near a
pound and that ain’t bad
crappie in anybody’s lake.

What about the catfish?
Just this past week, there
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were two yellow cat caught
at 32 and 51 lbs., so the
big’uns are here to be
caught. Back in the early
spring these 2 to 8 lb. blue
and channel cat were caught
on trotlines in good num-
bers. Anybody that saw
some of the catfish I caught
back in April and May of this
year know what kind of fish
the lake holds. The blue cat
are fun fish to catch on a rod
& reel and you had better
have some good tackle if you
hook on to a six or eight
pounder.

Coke County has a lot to
offer the sportsman. Oak
Creek, a good all around
lake, is best known for its
black bass. Just 22 miles to
the west is the location of
Lake Spence, one of the best
striper bass lakes to be found

. in this part of the country.

This area is the home of a
large population of deer and
turkey as well as most other
game native to this part of
the state, but finding a place
to hunt is a problem.

tag. In clarifying this, he
said it may encourage hunt-
ers to use their doe tags and
not be afraid they are spend-
ing a buck tag on the kill.

Archery season for deer
and turkey will end on
November 2 and the general
season will run for 58 days,
Nov. 8 through January
4, 1987, for 4 deer, either
sex, limit 2 bucks, and 2
turkeys either sex. The
spring gobbler season April
4-19, 1987 will allow 2 toms
in Coke Co. Statewide
quail season will cover No-
vember 1 through February
22. Daily bag limit is 12 birds
and a possession limit of 36.
Javelina hunting began Oc-
tober 4 and continues
through February 22, 1987
with 2 per season allowed.
Legal shooting hours for all
game animals and birds
(except migratory birds) are
% hour before sunrise to 12
hour after sunset.

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Hay attracts fish

Local farmers may have
been startled recently at the
sight of 20 bales of hay
floating on the surface of Old
Anson Lake.

It wasn’t a tornado or act
of vandalism that put the hay
in the lake. Rather, the
Texas Parks and Wildlife
Department is cooperating
with Bob Pence of Anson,
president of the Texas Asso-
ciation of Bass Clubs
(TABC) in a pilot project to
assess the effectiveness of
hay bales as fish attractor
reefs.

‘“‘In the past there have
been all kinds of materials
used as fish attractor reefs,”’
said Bob Bounds, aquatic
habitat coordinator for the
TPWD, ‘‘including Christ-
mas trees, brush and old
tires bound together.’’

Of all the materials tried
so far, the 1,200-pound
round bales of hay may be
the easiest and most effec-
tive, Bounds believes.

Pence located the hay and
a trailer to haul them to the
lake. Bounds said the lake is
a good one for the experi-
.ment because it has good
populations of bass, catfish
and other species but very
little natural structure.

The study is being done to
learn the best procedures for
placing the bales, and ulti-
mately to help the depart-
ment cooperate with local
groups such as bass clubs
start their own attractor pro-

jects.

Pence and Bounds used-

the trailer, a standard hay
loader, to haul the bales to
the lake shoreline. After
dumping the bales, they
used a boat to push them to
the desired locations on the
lake. The bales are anchored
to the bottom with lines to
keep them in place.

Once the bales are placed
it takes them about a month
to sink to the bottom,
Bounds explained. The or-
ganic material in the hay
stimulates ‘plankton growth
and attracts bait fish such as
minnows and shad, which in
turn attract predator species.

‘‘“The hay not only attracts
fish, but in a lake the size of
Old Anson (300 acres), it
actually can increase the
fertility of the water and help
fish production,”” Bounds
said. ~

Perhaps the best feature
of hay reefs is the relative
ease of hauling and placing
the bulky bales. ‘‘The bales
can be hauled one at a time
on a standard hay loader,’’
Bounds said, ‘‘and it only
takes about two people to do
the job.”’

Bounds said the bales
actually start working as
soon as they hit the water. ‘‘I
noticed swarms of minnows
coming around the hay with-
in seconds,’’ he said. ‘‘Fish-
ermen began catching cat-
fish and small bass around
the bales the same day
they were anchored in
place.’’

Another desirable feature
of hay bales is their availabil-
ity, since they can usually be

purchased near any reser-
voir. Also, freshly harvested
bales, which are the most
expensive, are less desirable
than those a year or so old.
‘“This older hay usually can
be purchased for less than
$20 a bale,”” Bounds said,
‘‘and the year-old hay is
much easier to handle since
it is more buoyant.’’
Bounds believes there are
hundreds of reservoirs

.around the state which could

benefit from hay reefs.
‘“This is the kind of project
many bass clubs and other
groups may want to try at

their favorite lake,’’ he said, .

adding that placement of
reefs should be approved by
the appropriate lake authori-
ty.

The success of the Old
Anson Lake project will be
assessed by use of gill nets
later, Bounds added. Nets
will be placed near the bales

- and in other shoreline areas

so relative numbers of fish
can be estimated.

Old Anson Lake, also
known to local residents as
North Lake, is owned by the
City of Anson in Jones
County. It is located between
Anson and Stamford.

Stamp required

Offi-
cials of the Texas Parks and
Wildlife Department are
hoping that the saltwater
stamp program will win pub-
lic acceptance comparable to
the waterfowl stamp pro-
gram, which generated
$550,000 in 1985.

Firm produces replicas

How can a trophy bass be
on your wall and in the lake
at the same time?

A growing number of bass
anglers are embracing the
‘“‘catch and release’’ philo-
sophy, even with some large
fish. But when a truly big
largemouth comes aboard,
few would hesitate to sacri-
fice it to have a trophy mount
for the mantelpiece.

Now a Conroe firm claims
to be able to produce a
custom replica mount of a
bass or any other game fish
with nothing more tangible

‘than a photo, weight and
measurements to go by.

Dan Edwards, marketing
. vice-president of Catch &
Release Custom Mounts
. Inc., recently displayed a
' group of mounts for a group
of biologists who agreed the
acrylic plastic fish could not
be distinguished from
mounts using the fish’s ori-
ginal parts.

“This method allows a
fisherman to catch a trophy
fish, snap a quick picture,
measure it and then release
it in a matter of minutes,’’
Edwards said.

The molded acrylic
mounts have a texture and
finish that closely duplicate
the scaled skin of a bass,
Edwards said, and the trans-

lucense of the material
makes fins and membranes
of the mouth even more
realistic than those on actual
mounted fish. .

The material also lends
itself well to air-brushing,
which blends colors into a
lifelike pattern, he said. ¢

Phil Durocher, in- land
fisheries management co-
ordinator for the Texas Parks
and Wildlife Department,
said his agency is not in a
position to recommend one
taxidermist over another,
but he sees the replica
concept as a positive one for
fishery conservation. ‘‘I
don’t see how you could
have a better situation,”’
Durocher asserted. ‘‘You get
the thrill of catching a big
fish, have the enjoyment of a
trophy later, and you don’t
even have to kill the fish do
to it.”’

Free federal sandhill crane
permits again will be requir-
ed of all persons hunting
sandhill cranes during the
upcoming hunting season.

Bag limits
are 3 per day with 6 in
possession and hunting
hours are % hour before
sunrise to sunset for the
migratory birds.

Ranchers feel effects

West Texas ranchers, in-
cluding some Coke County
landowners, are feeling the
" effects of the oil crunch as
leases to large companies
are being cancelled. As long
ago as the late 70s, the
individual hunter has been
unable to compete with big
corporations who leased land
for hunting for customers
and employees. In good
hunting areas south and
southwest of Coke County,
some ranchers report paid

leases off as much as 25

percent.

Leasing for hunting, fish-
ing, and other recreational
uses of land were new to
West Texans a few years ago
but with low livestock prices,
drought, and depressed eco-

nomy it has become a big
part of the annual income.

Dr. Don Steinbach of Tex-
as A&M’s wildlife research
project says the leasing for
hunting is a trade-off. Privi-
leges for recreational use of
the land allows sportsmen to
get into the field without
owning land but they must
understand they cannot
abuse the lease nor interfere
with the normal working of
the ranch. It is estimated six
deer utilize the same amount
of forage as one cow and the
landowner must be compen-
sated. In the same turn,
ranchers must provide fo-
rage, basic facilities, courte-
sy, and fairness in every
phase of the agreement.

Season closes October 30

Only a week remains for
Mourning dove hunting in
Coke County. October 30 will
close the season until Janua-
ry 3, 1987 when it will
re-open for 10 days - through
January 12, 1987.

The shooting was spotty
but much better in some
areas than in a number of
years. It got off to a slow
_ start and was just picking up

when prolonged rains began.
Near domestic grain crops,
hunting was fair but tank
shooting was a failure with
birds able to water most

anywhere. However, more
birds chose to winter and
hatch here over the mild
season last year than in
recent years and it appears
local bird numbers are up.

Spence noted for white bass, stripers

In the ever-changing

firmed 34 Ib. 10 oz. lunker by
Tim Deveny of Abilene. The
fish reportedly measured 43
inches when caught August
23, 1986. This would replace
the 30 Ib. 4 oz. fish caught by
Eddie Lewis of Ballinger in

. February, 1985 if document-

ed.

Cash rewards given

The state’s Operation
Game Thief program paid
$7,450 to persons who
caught game law violators in
the act during the past six
months.

Deer poaching in one form
or another accounted for 24
of the 34 cases, ranging from
night road hunting, use of
prohibited weapons, posses-
sion of untagged deer and
taking deer during a closed
season.

Persons who observe
game or fish law violations
may call toll-free 1-800-792-
GAME and if the informa-
tion leads to a conviction the
caller, who may remain
anonymous, is eligible to

wirreceive a cash reward in an

amount specified by the
Operation Game Thief
Committee.

The committee meets in
Austin every six months to
disburse rewards, which are
funded entirely through tax-
deductible contributions
from individuals and organi-
zations.

Operation Game Thief
continues to receive excel-
lent support from contribu-
tors, with sufficient money
now in the fund to pay
rewards from accrued inte-
rest, according to Capt.
Stanley Brooks, Game Thief

Program Coordinator for the
Texas Parks and Wildlife
Department.

The program continues to
have a good arrest and
conviction percentage from
the incoming calls, Brooks
said. During ‘the past six-
month period, the 705 calls
led to 588 cases investigated
and 66 arrests. A total of 168
convictions were obtained
against 206 persions, for a
11.12 percent conviction
rate.

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Civil damage liability

Texas sportsmen who vio-
late game laws can now be
required to pay for losses of
natural resources in addition
to their criminal penalties.

About 600 game law viola-
tors have received letters in
the mail recently.

Under the new Civil Re-
imbursement Program
adopted by the 69th Legisla-
ture, the Texas Parks and
Wildlife Department now is
mandated to collect -civil
damages for loss of wildlife
or fishery resources.

Carlos Vaca, coordinator
of the program, said about
half of the persons notified
have paid their bills, for a
total in excess of $36,000.

The amounts of damages
are based on the species lost,
costs of replacement and
time required for the resour-
ce to recover. The assess-
ments are in addition to any
fine, forfeiture, other penal-
ty, or costs imposed under
another law, Vaca said.

So far, the largest pay-
ment received was over $850
from three men convicted of
illegally trapping catfish for
commercial purposes on a
freshwater lake. Another
paid more than $550 for
illegal possession of red
drum, and a third was
charged $500 for an illegally-
taken buck white-tailed deer.

Some of the values of
game species include white-
tail buck, $251-$800; white-
tail doe, $163; Rio Grande
turkey, $63; and mourning
dove or quail, $15.50 each.
Game fish values are deter-
mined by species and length.
Any recovery of damages for

a loss of wildlife resources is
deposited to the credit of the
game, fish and water safety
fund.

Persons who do not re-
spond to the TPWD Civil
Reimbursement Notices will
be referred to the Texas
Attorney General’s Office for
appropriate court action.

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Alligator makes comeback in Texas

The Texas alligator has
made a comeback -- a come-
back reflected in the results
of last year’s alligator hunt-
ing season.

In last September’s sea-
son, 790 alligator tags were
issued to landowners, who
sold or otherwise distributed
them to recreational or
commercial hunters. A total
of 747 gators were killed.

It was the second legal

alligator hunting season gg
since the alligator was taken ffff

off the endangered species
list in Texas. One of the
features was a public hunt at
the state’s J.D. Murphree
Wildlife Management area
near Port Arthur. There,
seventy-one hunters took
forty-four alligators for a
success rate of 62 percent,
said Bruce Thompson, alli-
gator program leader for the
Texas Parks and Wildlife
Department.

Thompson said firearms
were allowed experimentally
in the public hunt in all other
Texas alligator hunting,
however, the means of tak-
ing must involve some sort of
tether testing at least 300
pounds, to ensure the
gator is retrieved.

‘““‘Hook and line with bait
hung just over the water is
the standard method,’’ said
Thompson. ‘‘Archery equip-
ment is also used. A firearm
may be used to dispatch the

alligator, but not as the sole ]l

hunting method.’’

Alligator hunting was out-
lawed from 1969 to 1975,
after gators hit low poplua-
tion levels. Under this pro-
tection, the gator population
doubled in Texas between
1975 and 1980, Thompson
said. The federal endanger-
ed status was lifted in 1983,
and the state removed the
alligator from its endangered
list in June 1984. The first
hunt followed later that year.

- Alligators exist in portions
of ninety Texas counties and
probably number in the hun-
dreds of thousands, said
Thompson. They live pre-
dominantly in the coastal
-and piney woods area of East
Texas, but range as far
inland as Austin. They even
exist in creeks, bayous, and
ditches around cities.

The average mature alli-
gator tagged in recent sea-

sons was 8 to 9 feet long,
although males can exceed
10 feet.

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Oysters are in season

Texas oysters are in prime
season and now is a great
time to be enjoying them.
Most oysters are sold live in
the shell or fresh shucked,
but you can also buy them
canned and frozen breaded.
Oyster connoiseurs say that
the best way to enjoy oysters
is raw in the half shell.
However, if eating them raw
doesn’t appeal to you, there
are other ways to enjoy this
shellfish. Oysters can be
baked, broiled, fried, or
placed in casseroles or
soups.

There was a tradition re-
garding oysters that stated
they were in season only
during the months that have

the letter R, with the season !

beginning in September.
This tradition no longer has
much meaning since oysters
can be eaten all year round.
Opysters reproduce from May
through August, and though
they may be smaller during
the summer months, they
are just as flavorful as in the
fall and winter.

When purchasing oysters
in the shell, be sure the
shells are tightly closed. The
best way to know that an
oyster is fresh, is to make
sure it is alive. If the shell is
open gently tap the oyster. If
the fish is alive it will close
the shell. If the shell stays
open the oyster is not fit to
eat. If you have your fish
store open the oysters, be

sure to use the oysters
immediately.

Oysters have a shallow
shell on one side and a deep
cupped shell on the other.
Oysters are usually served in
the deep shell, when served
raw. They should be well
chilled in their shell and
opened just before serving.
When buying oysters you
should plan to have about six
oysters on the half shell per
person.

This shellfish is rich in
vitamins and minerals such
as vitamin B 12, vitamin A,
iron, phosphorus, zinc and
calcium. Oysters are also
high in protein and low in
fat. They are low in calories
with only 84 calories per 3.5
ounce serving.

Army ammunition boxes
make great hunting or fish-
ing gear cases. The metal
boxes are watertight when
closed. They are available at
most surplus stores. ’

Your dry gun will rust if
put into damp case or if your
gun is wet and put into a dry
case. Dry both well before
storing.

Always light a fire or
lantern with 2 matches, es-
pecially in a-windy camp.
One feeds from the other and
one will usually light and
ignite the second.

Weed infests lakes

By March 1985, an Asian
aquatic weed called Hydrilla
had infested over 34,000
acres in 26 Texas reservoirs.
A monster was created when
it was imported by aquarium
businesses and first seen in a
pond in 1969 in the Houston
Zoo. Five years later it was
found in Lake Livingston.
The weed grows so rapidly,
it chokes out most native
vegetation and threatens na-
vigation, power plant opera-
tions, fishing and all other
water-oriented recreation.

Texas Wildlife experts
fear the state may face the
same problem with Hydrilla
as Florida has. That state
has spent millions of tax
dollars for control of the
week. The TPWD is now
experimenting with new
chemicals for selective con-
trol.

Anyone who observes ve-
getation they suspect might
be Hydrilla should report it
to either a regional TPWD
office or a local game warden
for early treatment control.

Duck numbers increase

The Texas duck population
is up about 14 percent for
1986 over last years all-time

' low in the state. This is a

promising figure after the
steady dip in numbers over
the past few years due to a
number of factors including
freezes in the South, the lead
shot, bird diseases, and de-
struction of nesting and mi-
gration sites.

No shortage of turkeys is
forecast for the coming sea-
son as 2 hatches evolved in
some areas of the state.
Water and_ feed have been
plentiful with a large carry
over of mature birds from
the last 2 years.

Doves are also making a
comeback this year, up 10
to 20 percent over past
seasons following low num-
bers due to freezes, drought,
and loss of habitat in South
Texas.

According to Parks &
Wildlife officials, shotgun-
ners can take heart also in a
slight increase in quail num-
bers which have been slow to
recoup after severe drought
and cold caused complete
die-off in thousands of whole
coveys the past 2 seasons.
The upcoming quail season
will produce good shooting
in scattered Texas counties.

Red tide
invades coast

No, the Russians have not
come ashore on the Texas
Gulf coast. The current red
tide invasion to the shoreline
is caused by a tiny marine
organism. With high concen-
trations, toxins are released
which kill fish and other
marine life. It also causes
vapors in the air, irritating to
human eyes and lungs and
causing human sickness.
Millions of fish litter beaches
from Galveston to Matagor-
da Bay.

The characteristic red col-
oration was first observed
offshore near Galveston in
late August. It has steadily
spread southward for 200
miles. The red tide is com-
mon to Florida but quite rare
to Texas. A

Officials have closed some
beaches including those near
Corpus Christi and Padre
Island. The red tide has
virtually wiped out tourism
and fish, oyster, and shrimp
sales have hit rock bottom,
severely effecting gulf coast
economy. Health officials
say fish caught alive will be
safe to eat but have closed

the oyster beds as all mus--

sels filter and retain the
toxin. Shrimp are also said to
be safe to eat. Infected
marine products could cause
human sickness if eaten.

Cleanup continues on the
dead fish and biologists say
the infestion could last for
weeks. They advised no
treatment is feasible and
only cold weather might
help.

Try fishing for bluegills
with light tackle and small
flies or small bugs in the late
afternoon for some real fun.
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Antler sales documented

Persons who buy or sell
deer antlers in Texas will be
required to provide docu-
mentation of the transaction
to the Texas Parks and
Wildlife Department.

The Parks and Wildlife
Commission authorized crea-
tion of a new invoice for
recording such sales. The
invoice contains infor-
mation such as date of sale;
name, address and signature
of both buyer and seller; a
detailed description of the
antlers and the state of their
origin. .

The rule specifies that the

invoice must be initiated by
the seller of antlers. After
both parties sign the docu-
ment, the seller retains one
copy and sends the original
to the department. The buy-
er receives two copies of the
invoice, one of which he is
required to send to the
TPWD.

Though Larry King is best
known for writing humorous
works like The Best Little
Whorehouse in Texas and
Warning: Writer at Work,
the native Texan turns se-
rious when it comes to the
hot stuff he adores: Chili.

With a little coaxing from
the editors at Philip Morris
Magazine, King, a self-pro-
claimed chili connoisseur
and chef, offered to set the
world straight by revealing
his sacred. ‘‘Better 'N Sex
Chili”’ recipe in the 1986
Spring issue.

Scoffing at the ridiculous
myths that Texans or Rus-
sians conjured up chili, King
calmly points out that ‘‘Chili
began in Heaven. God made
it as soon as He had enough
light to see to mix it and heat
enough to grow chili pep-
pers.”’

Because the quality of a

' bowl of chili is best judged
by ‘‘how much it makes your
head sweat -- and the best
chili should produce roughly
one pint of sweat per serv-
ing’’ -- only natural ingre-
dients such as chili peppers
should ever be used. To
King, anything artificial,
canned or store bought is
taboo. :

Sissies who complain
about fiery chili should try
cornflakes instead, suggests
King. ‘“‘Mild chili is as
useless as fat sprinters. To
paraphrase Harry Truman,
‘if they can’t stand the heat,
let ’em eat quiche.’ *’.

For those who can take the
heat, the editors of Philip
Morris Magazine persuaded
King to reveal his secret
‘‘Better "N Sex Chili”’ recipe
to the masses in the interest
of humanity (and for two
thousand dollars). It would
be cheap of King’s Better
’N Sex Chili:

2 lbs. beef round steak

Y% c. bacon drippings

6 dry red chili pods

1 tsp. grd. cumin

1 tsp. oregano

2 chopped onions

3 tsp. flour

First dice beef round steak
and sear lightly in bacon
drippings, until a healthy
brown. [This is the only meat
ingredient to be used; under
no circumstances are ground
beef, venison or other alter-
natives acceptables].

Clean chili pods in cold
water, remove seeds. Cover
chilies with fresh water and
bring to a boil: After 20-25
minutes, peel. Scrape pulp
away from skins. Then mash
the pulp into a potent paste.

Add sauteed meat and mix
together in water used to boil
the pods. Cover with beef
stock. Then add water as
needed to bring total water
to 2-3 cups. Dump in lime
juice, ground cumin,
chopped onions, garlic, salt
and black pepper to taste.

Also add chopped jalapeno
pepper, tomato paste, ore-
gano, flour and initial dashes
of Worchestershire sauce
and Louisiana Red Devil
pepper sauce. (Tabasco will
do in a pinch.)

Swoggle everything
around in the pot until your
soul tells you the mix has
attained perfect harmony.

Let simmer two to two and
one-half hours, depending
on patience, hunger pangs
and desired thickness.

King’s Better 'N Sex Chili
recipe serves eight, ‘‘unless
King is one of them. Then it
served only two.”’

King suggests that in the
unlikely event any of this
wonderful chili is left over,
‘‘permit it to mature in the
refrigerator overnight. Then
heat and pour it across your
eggs at breakfast. You may,
indeed, wish to let the chili
mature for several days be-
fore employing it for break-
fast. Like certain authors,
the older it gets the better it
becomes.”’

Beware frozen ponds

Water safety officials cof
the Texas Parks and Wildlife
Department warn that win-
ter’s hard freezes bring the
threat of drowning to per-
sons who venture onto frozen
lakes or ponds.

“Nine persons died in
Texas during the past two
winters in such incidents,”’
said Capt. Larry Williford,
water safety director of the
department’s Law Enforce-
ment Division. ‘‘This may be
partly due to the fact that
frozen lakes are not as
familiar to Texans as they
are to people in the north.’”’

Williford said no one
should walk onto a frozen
lake or pond regardless of
how solid the surface might
appear. ‘‘There have been a
number of cases where at-
tempts to rescue a hunting
dog or another person who

fell through the ice resulted
in multiple fatalities,’’ Willi-
ford said. One tragic case in
1984 occurred when a Hays
County man fell through the
ice in attempt to rescue a
hunting dog. A companion
attempted to help and also

- fell through. Both men and

the dog perished, Williford
said.

“If you see a person fall
through the ice, you should
try to reach them with a tree
limb, rope or long pole,’”’
Williford advises. If the vic-
tim has disappeared under
the surface, emergency med-
ical units or a local law
enforcement agency should
be called.

‘““The best way to prevent
disaster is to avoid frozen-
over waters, and make a
special effort to acquaint
youngsters with the dang-
ers,”’ Williford said.

Reducing rabies threat

. Hunters and fishermen
should always be on the
lookout for wild animals
acting in a strange manner
or who do not show fear of
humans. This could indicate
a rabid animal.

Rabies remain a threat to
both humans and domestic
animals in Texas due to the
large number of confirmed
cases in wild animals, says a
veterinarian with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, The Texas A&M Uni-
versity System. Some 700
cases of rabies are now
confirmed annually in Texas,
and most of these are in wild
animals. For instance, rabies

have declined in dogs and
cats but have increased in
skunks and bats. As the
incidence of wild animal
rabies increases in a given
area, the risk of exposure for
domestic animals increases.

This means that all dogs and
cats should be vaccinated

annually and should be kept

away from wild animals.
Unvaccinated dogs and cats
that are bitten by a rabid
animal should be destroyed
immediately or isolated for
six months. Vaccinated dogs
and cats that are bitten
should be isolated three
months.

Bass records fall

Fishermen have caught 14
of the 30 largest largemouth
bass ever taken from Texas
waters in 1986.

. “It has been an outstund-
ing year for trophy fish,”
said Allen Forshage of Tyler,
largemouth bass program
leader for the Texas Parks
and Wildlife Department.
‘‘Also, it’s significant that
some top-30 fish are coming
from lakes that were not on
the list before.”’

Forshage said a few years
ago the top-20 list was
dominated by two or three
lakes. ‘‘Now it’s apparent
that trophy bass are coming
from reservoirs all over the
state,”’ he said.

Introductions of the Flori-
da strain of largemouth bass
are the main reason for the
appearance of huge bass,
Forshage pointed out. ‘“We
have been able to analyze
the genetic makeup of some
of the 30 largest fish, and the
Florida gene has been detec-
ted in a significant number
of them,’’ Forshage said.

The biggest catch of 1986
wsa Earl Crawford’s state
record bass that weighed 16
pounds, 14 ounces. Tissue
samples_revealed the fish
caugh 'm Lake Pinkston
near Center during Februa-
ry, was a pure Florida bass.

The number 2, 4, 5, 8, 10,
13 and 15 fish on the list
were either pure Florida-
strain or hybrid crosses be-
tween Florida and native
(northern) largemouths,
Forshage said.

All except 6 of the top 30
bass were caught during cold
weather and 2 of these 6
were April - caught fish.

Ten of the lunker bass
caught in 1986 were big
enough to place among the
top-20 largest. Tiny Mill
Creek Lake at Canton placed
three bass in the top-20,
topped by a 14-10 caught by
Mike Reeves of Edgewood
during March. Lake Jack-
sonville in Cherokee County
.also placed three bass in the
top-20 during 1986, with the
biggest being a 15-2 caught
by Melvin Berry in April.

The impact of Florida bass
is apparent when an exami-
nation of the top-20 list
shows the 13-pound, eight-
ounce fish which held the
state record for more than 40
years has now been relegat-
ed to the #19 slot on the list.

Forshage said any angler

Fire ant study

to be conducted

Texas Parks and Wildlife
Department biologists will
conduct a study of the effects
of fire ant infestations ‘on
groundnesting birds such as
quail.

Don Wilson, upland game
program leader, said the
study will be designed to
determine quail nesting and
hatching success in an area
which is heavily infested
with Brazilian fire ants. .

‘“There is a great deal of
concern among sportsmen
about the effects of fire ants
on quail populations,’’ Wil-
son said. ‘‘We will investi-
gate nesting success because
we feel this is the period
when quail are more vulner-
able to ant predation.’’

There are three main spe-
cies of fire ant in Texas,
according to Phil Hamman,
extension entomologist with
Texas A&M University’s En-
tomology Department. They
are the native fire ant and
two imports -- the southern
and Brazilian fire ants.

Hamman said the latter
species is the most predomi-
nant both in terms of visibili-
ty and damage-causing.
‘““There are a lot of unan-
swered questions about fire
ants, especially in terms of
their effects on wildlife and
domestic livestock,”’ Ham-
man said. ‘‘However, I have
not yet seen any documented
evidence that they cause any
direct harm to either.”’

Hamman said the Brazi-
lian fire ant apparently en-
tered the U.S. through Mo-
bile, Alabama in the 1930s
and proceeded to march
methodically through the
South.

They first entered Texas
through the Beaumont area,
then fanned out to cover
most of the state’s eastern
half. ‘‘Much of the migration
has been natural,’’ he point-
ed out, ‘‘but evidently this
migration was helped along
by accidentally transporting
them in shipments of nurse-
ry stock, sod and hay.’’

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THIS GOOD CATCH of 19 stripers were taken by Richard
King and Don Jordan, both from Brownwood, and Conway
Jordan and Steve Threlkeld, from Abilene, this past

August on Lake Spence.

Little competition noted

Preliminary findings of an
extensive study of the inter-
actions of striped bass and
largemouth bass indicate
there is very little direct
competition between the two
species for food of habitat.

The three-year investiga-
tion, started in spring 1985,
is funded by the Bass Re-
search Foundation. Investi-
gators are Dr. William J.
Matthews, assistant profes-
sor, and Dr. Loren G. Hill,
professor, of the University
of Oklahoma’s Biological
Station at Kingston, Okla.
Goals of the study are to
determine the amount, if
any, of competition for food
species, overlapping of } .pi-
tat and direct predaticu by
one species on the other.

The first year’s research
concentrated on collection of
largemouths and stripers in
inshore areas of Lake Texo-
ma that are considered good
“largemouth habitat.

Food habits for young.

individuals were determined
by analysis of stomach con-
tents of juvenile fish collect-
ed by shoreline seining. The
stomachs of 143 largemouths
and 400 striped bass collect-
ed from 10 locations on the
lake showed the juvenile
largemouths consumer pri-
marily mayfly larvae and
waterboatmen. In contract,
the stripers of similar size
(10 inches or less) consumer
mostly midge larvae, pupae
and adults and copepods.
Investigators said this indi-
cates a very low incidence of
overlap in feeding habits.
Even though there was
some overlap between young
striped and black bass in
shoreline habitats, none of
the 400 striped bass juve-
niles had black bass in their
stomachs. The only identifi-
able fish found in the stom-
achs of small striped bass
were small silverside min-
nows and shad. ‘‘Thus it
appears that striped bass do
not eat small black bass
directly, nor eat the same
kinds of foods in the inshore
zone of Lake Texoma,’’ the
report said.
- Largemouth and spotted
bass exhibited an ability to
use a wider variety of food

black bass. Analysis of their
stomachs revealed no black
bass of any size. ‘‘We now
know, based on a large
number of striped bass
stomachs collected in 1981
and 1983 (years with an
abundance of shad) and in
other years with relatively
short supply of shad, that
striped bass (even when
shad are not abundant) have
not turned to feeding directly
on black bass, the report
concluded.

Filleting fish

If you thought only butch-
ers and master chefs knew
the secret of filleting fish,
just try these suggestions
from Coleman/Western Cut-
lery. They will help even the
novice fillet with ease.

eWash the fish and blot it
dry. Then, place it on a flat
cutting surface. Plywood
rubbed with cooking oil
makes a good board.

*Hold the head with one
hand and make a shallow slit
from top to bottom in back of
the gill. Do not cut too
deeply.

eUsing the tip of your
knife, make a slit along the
backbone to the tail. Do not
cut through the bones.

eInsert the knife tip into
the slit next to the head and
gently slice down and back,
keeping the blade flat over
the ribs.

eWork the blade top
through until it comes out
along the belly, peeling the
flesh back as you cut. Slice
back to the tail and cut the
fillet loose from the fish.

oTurn the fish over and
repeat for the other side.
Remove the skin from the
fillet by placing it flat on the
board and slicing the fillet
loose.

Once your fish are filleted,
they are ready for cooking or
for freezing to enjoy another
day.

Improving taste of striper

Striped bass have been
embraced by thousands of
Texas anglers because of
their sporting qualities, but
their table qualities have
been questioned at times.

Texas Parks and Wildlife
Department officials believe
that stripers rank with the
better freshwater fish in
palatability, if one important
step is taken. Stripers have a
band of red meat running
just under the skin along the
side of the fillet. This should
be removed before cooking,
leaving only pure white
meat.

Take one or more fillets,
two to five pounds total
weight, and marinate them
in your spicy salad dressing
for 30 minutes to an hour.
Crush a large bag of potato
chips (sour cream and onion
flavor is preferable) into
coarse pieces and spread
them evenly on a large
cookie sheet.

Place the fillets on the bed
of chips and cook in the oven
at 350 degrees for about 30
minutes, then put a layer of
grated mild cheddar cheese
on the fish and continue
cooking until the cheese is
melted.
