Tech players finish  Schemmel withdraws
season with 0.0 GPA from Tech AD contest

Former Texas Tech running back
Byron Hanspard and other Tech foot-
ball players allegedly completed the
1996 football season with 0.0 GPAs,
according to an article published in
Sunday’s Houston Chronicle.

According to the article, Hanspard
and Casey Jones, a senior offen-
sive guard from Shepherd,
played in the 1996 Alamo g
Bowl without passing any
of their classes.

Jones and Hanspard
were unavailable for com-
ment.

Hanspard, recipient of the 1996
Doak Walker Award, announced he
would not be coming back to Tech this
semester in order to make himself eli-
gible for the 1997 NFL Draft.
Hanspard made the announcement one
day after Tech’s 27-0 loss to the Uni-
versity of Jowa in the Alamo Bowl.

Jones, who is completing his senior
year this spring, is predicted to be a
sixth or seventh round draft pick in the
upcoming NFL Draft.

Hanspard, chosen as the nation’s
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top collegiate running back and tabbed
by draft analysts as the quickest run-
ning back in the draft, is predicted to
go early in the second round.

Although several faculty members
recently questioned the Tech athletic
department about athletes with poor
academic standing, no rule currently

exists prohibiting failing athletes

from playing in postseason
O games.
S “There are no NCAA
rules precluding stu-
dents from playing in
postseason games,”
said Sports Information Di-
rector Richard Kilwien. “This type of
thing would prevent them from being
eligible to play the next season.”

A former unofficial rule, known as
the Bam Morris Rule and instituted by
former Tech Athletic Director Bob
Bockrath, required students to have
passed six hours before being allowed
to participate in post season play, said
Alfonso Scandrett, associate athletic
director of community and youth re-
lations.

“Bockrath put it (the Bam Morris

Rule) in that athletes had to have
passed six hours to play in postseason
games,” Scandrett said. “It is a good
rule to have — it keeps people going
to class.”

However, Tech interim AD Gerald
Myers, the only remaining candidate
for Tech’s AD position, said he has no
knowledge of any rule prohibiting ath-
letes from postseason play ever being
in existence.

“We don’t have any policy about
that, and to my knowledge we never
have,” Myers said.

“It has never been discussed, and
Bockrath never said anything about it
to me.”

Myers cited the Buckley Amend-
ment, which protects students’ rights
to privacy, and refused comment on
the players’ statuses.

The issue of postseason play by stu-
dents who have failed the previous
semester addressed at
Wednesday's Faculty Senate meeting.

“It happens, and I'm not proud of

it,”" said Tech football coach Spike
Dykes.

One of two remaining candi-
dates for the position of Texas
Tech’s athletic director withdrew
from the race Sunday.

The announcement by Jeff

Schemmel, senior associate athletic
director at the University of Min-
nesota, comes just two days before
Tech President Donald Haragan
was scheduled to announce the de-
cision. It was also the same day the
Houston Chronicle published an
article alleging that Tech football
players Byron Hanspard and Casey
Jones participated in the 1996
Alamo Bowl after posting a 0.0
GPA for the fall semester.

Schemmel cited family issues as
the main reason for his withdrawal
from consideration.

“There are many reasons for my
decision,” Schemmel said in a news
release from Minnesota’s sports
information department. “But most
important was a concern for our
two teen-age sons, that they not be
uprooted at this time in their lives

from a community, a school and
friends that they truly enjoy.”

Although more than 50 people ap-
plied for the position, the only remain-
ing applicants were Schemmel and
Gerald Myers, Tech’s interim athletic
director.

Haragan said Sunday evening he
was in the process of scheduling a
press conference to address this issue.

“I’'m not going to have any com-
ment until tomorrow (Monday),”
Haragan said. “We're setting up a news
conference, and everything will be
clear then.”

Schemmel said Minnesota’s AD,
Mark Dienhart, made him an offer to
stay at the university.

“Mark and I have talked at length
and he has made me an offer that
makes it very attractive for me to stay,”
Schemmel said.

Myers, who is now the only re-
maining candidate for the position,
refused to comment on the issue Sun-
day evening.

“I haven’t seen that (Schemmel’s
withdrawal) officially yet,” Myers

said. “I haven’t talked to anyone |
about that. I think Dr. Haragan has
planned a press conference, but be-
yond that I can’t comment.”

Myers has served as Tech’s in-
terim AD since former Tech AD |
Bob Bockrath left the university in |
June to take the AD position at the
University of Alabama.

John Burns, chairman of the 14-
member search committee, an-
nounced Jan. 14 that Myers and
Schemmel were finalists for the
position but did not eliminate Paul
Krebs, senior associate athletic di-
rector at Ohio State, or Robert ;
Sweazy, Tech’s vice provost for re-
search. Then Jan. 22, Burns an-
nounced only Myers and Schemmel
were still in the running. At that time
he also said the final decision would
be made by Haragan.

In recent weeks, both Myers and
Schemmel have had extensive in-
terviews with Haragan, as well as
with Tech Chancellor John T.
Montford and the Tech athletic
council.

to make students aware of the
plastic bins and to encourage
recycling.

Wreck leaves one student dead

One Texas Tech student is
dead, and one remains in criti-
cal condition after a seven-car
collision Friday night at the cor-
ner of 19th Street and Frankford
Avenue. Alcohol is suspected in
the fatal collision.

Ryan Alexander Jones, a jun-
ior business administration ma-
jor from Lubbock, died late Fri-
day night the University Medi-
cal Center from trauma suffered
in the accident, a hospital
spokeswoman said.

Justin Petty, a freshman busi-
ness administration major from
Wendover, remains at UMC in

satisfactory condition, the
spokeswoman said.

The accident occurred when
Petty’s 1988 Chevrolet pick-up,
traveling in the left turning lane
at a high rate of speed and in an
“erratic manner,” rear-ended
Jones' Eagle Talon, which was
stopped in the left turning lane,
said Bill Morgan, spokesman for
the Lubbock Police Department.
Jones was cut out of his car with
the Jaws of Life by several Lub-
bock firefighters. Four cars wait-
ing in the turn lane in front of
Jones’ car, as well as two in the
next lane, were damaged when
Jones struck the 1985 Ford Tau-

rus in front of him and began a
chain reaction, Morgan said.

“The Chevy ran into Ryan
Jones’ Talon, and he drove into
a station wagon, and the station
wagon struck a Mazda,” he said.

An alcoholic beverage con-
tainer was found in Petty’s pick-
up, and all evidence indicates
that alcohol was a factor in the
accident, Morgan said.

Also injured in the wreck
were Julie Marie Vasquez, 19, of
Morton; Juan Bustamente, 31, of
Lubbock; and Fabien Leman,
23, of Lubbock. They were
treated for minor injures and re-
leased Friday night.

new master plan

The Texas Tech Board of Re-

gents approved the concepts of
the university’s master facilities
plan Friday during a meeting at
the Texas Tech University
Health Sciences Center campus
in Odessa.

Theresa Drewell, director of
Tech’s facility planning and con-
struction, presented the plan,
which includes several big
changes for the campus.

The master plan is a compre-
hensive plan for growth and de-
velopment at Tech.

A major component of the
plan involves changes to roads
throughout the campus. The big-
gest change is cutting off Indi-
ana Avenue at 18th Street and
resuming it near the Texas Tech
University Health Sciences Cen-
ter, Drewell said. The road cur-
rently cuts through Tech from
4th Street to 19th Street.

Another proposed change in-
volves the creation of two new
streets: one called Greek Drive
that will extend from TTUHSC
to Quaker Avenue, as well as
Mid-Campus Drive that will

connect the
main  Tech
campus with
the TTUHSC
campus.

“This (the
master plan)
offers a sig-
nificant long-
term commit-
ment,” said
Tech Chancel-
lor John T.
Montford.
“Because of
the high costs of construction,
we have to do some long-term
planning in order to pay for these
acquisitions.”

The changes dictated by the
plan could take several years to
complete, but Tech soon will
begin taking bids from engineers
for the road changes, Drewell
said.

Another part of the plan in-
volves connecting a 598-car
parking garage to the United
Spirit Arena. This will increase
parking in that area from 1,279
spaces to 1,376 spaces, she said.

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The chairman of the House
committee investigating cam-
paign fund-raising activities
said Sunday his probe will be
far broader than originally
anticipated.

As justification, he cited
new allegations of official
Chinese attempts to help the
Democratic Party.

The White House aide
handling the problem, coun-
sel Lanny Davis, countered
that suggestions that Presi-
dent Clinton encouraged im-
proper campaign contribu-

tions in any way were “flat out
wrong.” Rep. Dan Burton, R-
Ind., chairman of the House
Government Reform and Over-
sight Committee, said on NBC’s
“Meet the Press™ he has issued
25 subpoenas already, 20 of
them Saturday night for docu-
ments related to his investiga-
tion. The hearings still are weeks
away.

“We are going to look into
every area where there is the
possibility of illegal activity as
far as influence peddling, illegal
contributions, possible involve-
ment of White House personnel

GOP committee head says probe will be broad

and things like that,” he said.

“The investigation unfortu-
nately is going to be much
broader than I would like.”

He said the committee has
500 people it wants to talk to.

Burton said hearings will be-
gin in April or May with *‘no
way to know how long it's go-
ing to go."”

The Senate Governmental
Affairs Committee, under Sen.
Fred Thompson, R-Tenn., is
conducting a parallel investiga-
tion. That committee has issued
52 subpoenas.

Both committees are seeking

documents and testimony
from former Democratic Na-
tional Committee fund raiser
John Huang and the Indone-
sian conglomerate where he
worked before joining the
Clinton administration.

Huang, said Burton, “may
very well have given informa-
tion that he shouldn’t have to
the Chinese and others.”

The Washington Post re-
ported last week that evidence
has emerged that the Chinese
embassy in Washington was
interested in providing money
to the Democratic Party.

The American Bar Association has
never opposed the death penalty in
general. Despite what many may think
about the resolution that the legal
group passed at its annual convention
last week in San Antonio, it still
doesn’t oppose the principle of the
death penalty.

What the Bar Association does op-
pose is a system that may unfairly sen-
tence an innocent person to die. That
risk has grown too big in the
organization’s view. And that is why
the legal association’s policy-making
body, the House of Delegates, voted
overwhelmingly (280-119) in favor of
the resolution calling for a moratorium
on the death penalty.

The action was as bold as it was
prudent. And it was fitting that it came
in Texas.

Our state was singled out in the re
port as evidence of some of the prob-
lems. The resolution cited:

Unqualified lawyers chosen to
handle capital cases

Inadequate resources for de-
fense attorneys to represent their cli-
ents

1S to encourage fan participation and
create a home field advantage. People
who are concerned about what others
will think of Texas Tech criticize the
actions of rowdy students who act in
an uncivilized manner inappropriate
for a sporting event.

Who are they kidding?

Any athlete who has played in the
not-so-friendly confines of the Erwin
Center in Austin or Kyle Field in Col-
lege Station will tell you that fans of
those universities are as bad or worse
than Tech fans.

The nature of competition fosters
rowdiness. Throwing tortillas and yell-
ing “you suck™ is part of being rowdy
and being a fan.

People who oppose the childish
behavior of students create the impres-
sion that unruly fan behavior is mak-
ing Tech look like a university for un-
controllable hellions.

This isn’t true, though. Tech has

- The continuing role of race in a
disproportionate number of death sen-
tences.

There is no denying that Texas has
problems. The state laws that were
passed in recent years to slow the num-
ber of death penalty appeals and speed
up executions have led to a system that
puts lawyers without appropriate ex-
perience on death penalty cases and
provides little money to adequately see
the petitions through.

In light of that, in December, we
called on state legislators to suffi-
ciently fund a capital case appeals cen-
ter. The American Bar Association
resolution makes that call even more
sound, and urgent.

It is never good to be cited by a
prominent national organization as an
example of something bad. But Texas
should not take offense. It would use
the report, and the resolution, as a cata-
lyst for addressing a system that
clearly needs fixing. Then Texas
would set a positive example for the
rest of the states.

When 66 of the 6,000 people who
have been sentenced to death over the
last two decades have subsequently
been exonerated and set free, there is

WACO — Just when it looked like
clear sailing for the Texas Tech men'’s
hasketball team, the No. 21 Red Raid-
ers” ship began to show some holes
as they were defeated by Baylor 77-
76 in overtime Saturday at the Ferrel)
Center.

With Tech (15-7 overall, 7-5 Big
|2 Conference) down 77-74 with less
than two seconds left in overtime, Red
Raider guard Stan Bonewitz’s des-
peration long-range shot was ruled a
(wo pointer because the sophomore
had his foot on the three-point line.

Even with the basket by the Red
Raiders, the Bears (15-9 overall, 4-8
Big 12) came away with their first
victory in six tries against Tech.

“It’s a disappointing loss for us”
[ech coach James Dickey said follow-
ing Saturday’s game. “We're trying
to make the NCAA tournament, and
a game like this really hurts.”

Before Bonewitz's two-point shot,
the Red Raiders had their chances for
the victory. Two free throws by
Bonewitz with 0:12 left in regululio;l
Increased a once nonexistent Tech
lead to 69-66.

_Off a pass and pick from guard
Brian Hunter, Baylor's Doug Brandt
then promptly made a three-pointer
with 0:04 left from the top of the key
10 send the game into overtime.

In the extra period, the senior from
Hastings, Neb., scored half of
Baylor's eight points.

“I knew 1 was going to make it
before I even got it,” Brandt said.

“The problem was 1 thought
(Tony) Battie might block it. I was just
going to shoot it. If he blocked it, he

in.

The Red Raiders made some de-
fensive mistakes on Brandt's shot,
giving the Bears momentum into the

overtime period, Dickey said.

“We wanted to switch, and we
didn’t quite get back,” Dickey said of
Tech’s defense of the final shot.

“We gave Brandt too good a look
at the basket.”

Another key for the Bears’ offen-
sive attack was Hunter, who sparked
Baylor on both ends of the floor.

The junior from Texarkana, Ark.,
finished with 26 points on 12-0f-20
shooting from the floor.

Earlier in the contest, the Red
Raiders did not appear able to make
the game interesting for the 6,355 fans
at the Ferrell Center.

After piling up a 23-12 lead mid-
way through the first stanza, the Red
Raiders collapsed against a 22-5
Baylor run to end the half.

Even so, Tech finished the half
shooting 45.5 percent from the field
compared to Baylor’s 36 percent. On
the boards, Baylor had a 24-16 edge,

p against Bears, 77-76

including a 10-3 advantage on the
offensive boards.

Tech fought back on the strength
of forward Cory Carr and Battie, who
finished with 22 and 28 points respec-
tively.

But, it was not enough for the Red
Raiders, who have lost four of their
past six games.

Carr, who committed a career-high
nine turnovers while shooting an
abysmal 9-0f-26 from the floor, said
he got into a tendency trying to make
things happen when the Red Raiders
were behind. Carr and Battie had
never lost to the Bears until Saturday.

“You kind of get into the tendency
of forcing some things,” Carr said af-
ter the game.

“That’s something we've got to go
back and work on again. Moving
without the basketball, backcutting
and just screening people. Tough loss,
that's all | can say.”

Jett Gordon becomes youngest winner of Daytona 500

DAYTONA BEACH, Fla. (AP) —
Dale Earnhardt crashed 12 laps from
the end to prolong his Daytona 500
jinx, opening the way for Jeff Gor-
don 1o lead a 1-2-3 sweep Sunday by
the elite Hendrick Motorsports team.

“We love you,” Gordon told Rick
Hendrick by cell phone from Victory
Lane. “This one’s for you.”

Hendrick has leukemia and missed
the Daytona 500 for the first time in
13 years.

In a bizarre race that ended under
a caution — the first at Daytona since
since 1991 — Gordon, 25, became the
youngest winner in the history of the
event.

Despite fears earlier in the week

that passing would be difficult if not
impossible, the 39th edition of
NASCAR’s biggest event turned out
to be spectacular.

The lead pack often had as many
as 25 cars until late in the race, when
the front six finally broke away. In all,
there were 12 lead changes among
nine drivers throughout the rest of the
42-car field.

Hendrick, 47, watched the race on
television from his home in Charlotte,
N.C., where he is being treated for the
leukemia that was recently diagnosed.

Gordon, the 1995 series champion,
had to leave the Daytona International
Speedway track midway through the
race because of a cut tire.

At the finish area, he pounded his
fists on top of the car in celebration.

*1 couldn’t have done that with-
out my teammates,” he said.

“I don’t know if [ could have got
Bill by myself, but we worked to-

gether and got him. We were work-
ing him over pretty good out there.”
Eight caution flags slowed the race
for 29 laps as Gordon averaged
148.295 mph. He won $377.410 for
his 20th victory during his career.
