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Sharp donates $100,000 to athletics

A check for $100,000 donated 
Wednesday by Marsha Sharp will be 
used in the construction of an aca­
demic services building to be used by 
all Texas Tech student-athletes.

Sharp, Tech women’s basketball 
coach and associate athletic director, 
said the donation was meant to encour­
age others in the community to donate 
money and to show how important 
academics are.

“I wanted to give back to the uni­
versity and, above all others, to make 
a statement of how important academ­
ics are,” she said.

Chancellor John Montford said 
academic services for student-athletes 
are not adequate for an athletic pro­
gram with 400 students.

Montford said he believes non stu­
dent-athletes get the same benefits as 
do student-athletes.

“We want to get the English, Phi­
losophy and Education Complex ap­
proved first because it is essential for 
all academic needs,” he said.

The English, Philosophy and Edu­
cation Complex will go for approval 
before the Texas Board of Higher Edu­
cation Oct. 15.

The new academic services build­
ing would be centrally located within 
the athletic complex. Current services 
are housed in the Wiggins Complex.

Steve Uryasz. associate athletic di­
rector for student-athlete services, said 
the athletic department has to gather 
more donations before permanent 
plans can be made on the building.

“When we get a good baseline of 
donations we'll get more involved," he 
said. “I’ll get to have input on the lay­
out.”

Montford said Sharp's donation 
takes some of the spotlight from the 
NCAA investigation of Tech athletics.

“The donation sheds light on the

quality of Sharp as a leader,” he said.
The NCAA investigation began in 

February 1996, and Tech officials ex­
pect to receive an official letter includ­
ing charges against Tech in about two 
weeks.

The money donated by Sharp is 
part of Tech’s Capital Campaign, 
which will kick off during Tech’s 75th 
anniversary in February.

Sharp said her donation was de­
signed to be used in an academic area 
even as Tech is building a $51 million 
United Spirit Arena at 18th Street and 
Indiana Avenue.

“The arena is important, but aca­
demics also are important,” she said. 
"We’ve put together the greatest staff 
to ensure eligibility, and they deserve 
a place to make it happen."

Gerald Myers, Tech athletic direc­
tor, said the new student-athlete aca­
demic service building will heighten 
the university’s effort to ensure good 
academic performance by athletes.

Huntsville 
kills 30th
death row 
prisoner

HUNTSVILLE (AP) — A convicted robber 
was executed Wednesday night for gunning down 
a San Antonio businessman who tried to stop him 
from fleeing a bank holdup nine years ago.

Dwight Adanandus, 41, went to death row for 
killing Vernon Hanan, 47, who was shot in the 
chest Jan. 28, 1988, as he w restled with 
Adanandus in the foyer of a bank on San Antonio’s 
north side.

Before his execution, Adanandus lifted his head 
off the death chamber gumey and turned toward 
the victim’s widow and daughter, who were stand­
ing a few feet away behind a window.

“ I don’t know how to say this, but I apologize 
for the pain I have caused you and your family,” 
he said, his voice trembling. “ I hope you will ac­
cept my apology and know I am sincere.

“ I hope this will allow you and your family to 
move on with your lives. 1 hope you’ll forgive me 
and I hope Mr. Hanan forgives m e"

As he spoke, one of the women dabbed tears 
away with a tissue.

Adanandus then turned to another window 
where five members of his family watched from 
a separate room. He said, “ I love you all. I hope 
you all remember that.”

He gasped twice and at 6:16 p.m., six minutes 
after the lethal dose began flowing into his arms, 
he was pronounced dead.

The execution was the 30th this year in Texas, 
adding to what already is a record year for execu­
tions in the state. He was the second inmate 
strapped to the death chamber gumey in as many 
days and the fourth in the past two weeks.

Senator serves 
time, keeps seat

AUSTIN (AP) — State. Sen. 
Drew Nixon will serve a six- 
month jail sentence and his East 
Texas constituents at the same 
time.

But the two-term Republican 
lawmaker, convicted of prostitu­
tion and ille­
gally carrying 
a gun, w on’t 
seek re-elec­
tion.

“I broke the 
law. I pled 
guilty. I will 
now serve the 
time imposed 
by ajury of my 
peers,” the 
senator said 
Wednesday after being formally 
sentenced by Travis County 
Court at Law Judge David 
Puryear.

The judge ordered Nixon to 
report to the Travis County Jail 
Oct. 17. Puryear told Nixon that 
as an elected official, he should 
have set and maintained a high 
moral standard instead of violat­
ing the law and the “trust of your 
constituents.”

Nixon’s actions "discredit 
you and the office you hold,” 
Puryear told the lawmaker.

Herman Gotcher, Nixon’s at­
torney, said the senator would 
ask to he incarcerated closer to 
his home in Carthage.

Nixon also will seek permis­
sion to serve his lime in a work- 
release program. That would al­
low him to tend to his duties as 
a senator and as a accountant in 
private practice during the day

while spending his nights in jail, 
the lawyer said.

Gotcher and assistant Travis 
County District Attorney Gilbert 
Barrera said with good-time 
credit, Nixon likely would serve 
half of the 180-day sentence.

“The worst 
part of the pain 
is behind me,” 
Nixon said. “ I 
look forward 
to my life with 
the resolve of 
one who 
knows he has 
erred and is 
grateful that 
family and 
friends are for­

giving and loving.”
Nixon said while he will not 

seek re-election when his term 
ends in January 2001, he also 
will not leave office before then. 
The Legislature is scheduled to 
meet in 1999.

Jorge Ramirez, executive di­
rector of the Texas Democratic 
Party, said if the senator thinks 
his constituents want to be 
served by a lawmaker behind 
bars, he should resign and run 
in a special election to fill out 
his term.

“ He should at least have the 
courtesy and respect to stand for 
a vote of confidence," Ramirez 
said.

The Dem ocratic Party 
Wednesday began running a 
television advertisem ent in 
Nixon’s 17-county district urg­
ing voters to demand his resig­
nation.

Texas Tech President Donald 
Haragan focused on his goals for the 
university in a speech to the Higher 
Education and Administration gradu­
ate class Wednesday.

Haragan will be giving at least six 
lectures throughout the academic year.

"He definitely has experience when 
it comes to higher education," said 
course instructor Troy Johnson.

Among the topics discussed by 
Haragan included his perspective of

“I would like to 
provide the opportu-

dent to study abroad for at least one 
semester,” Haragan said.

Haragan stressed the importance of 
diversity within a university.

“Education is all about diversity," 
Haragan said. "It really isn't about 
what you can do, hut what you are.” 

Haragan stressed the importance

working with the students in a differ­
ent setting than he is accustomed to.

“I really enjoy interacting with stu­
dents on any level." Haragan said. 
“The most gratifying thing is working 
directly with students in a classroom 
setting." '

Haragan previously taught atmo­
spheric science at the University of 
Texas before coming to Tech. He was 
an assistant professor at Tech before 
climbing the ranks to his current posi­
tion of president.

Haragan said the importance of in­
creasing a university’s research facili-

ties cannot be overlooked.
The reputation of a university is a 

reflection of the achievements of the 
faculty. Haragan said.

Haragan also mentioned the impor­
tance of maintaining undergraduate 
programs at the highest possible lev­
els in order to succeed as a top level 
university.

“We really do more for the under­
graduate than any other public insti­
tution in Texas,” Haragan said.

Haragan hopes to give lectures to 
the honors program as well as the in­
tegrated science program.

Congress raises pay
WASHINGTON (AP) — Cap­

ping weeks of intense maneuver­
ing, Congress approved legislation 
Wednesday that implicitly calls for 
a $3,000 cost-of-living increase in 
lawmakers’ $133,600 pay.

The 55-45 Senate vote was the 
latest in a series of close calls for 
the bill, which leaders in both 
houses and both parties nursed to­
ward passage over many weeks 
without permitting a direct roll call 
vote on a pay increase.

Even so, the political anxiety

was evident in the Senate, where 
19 of the 30 lawmakers seeking re- 
election next year voted against the 
bill, and only 11 voted in favor.

“ We shouldn’t be receiving a 
(cost-of-living adjustment) during 
that period of time” when lawmak­
ers are asking others to sacrifice, 
said Sen. Sam Brownback. R-Kan.. 
who faces the voters in 13 months 
and was one of a small number of 
senators to speak out against the 
increase. "I cannot support the 
COLA at this point in time.”

“Sometimes there’s stereotypes 
that people with AIDS are drug users 
and homosexuals, but that isn’t nec­
essarily the case,” Pettus said. “We’re 
all at risk — every time. It’s a human 
disease.”

In fact, HIV is growing fastest in 
heterosexual females, Pettus said.

“There’s one foolproof way of not 
acquiring HIV/AIDS, and that’s ab­
stinence,” Pettus said. “If people 
choose to become sexually active, use 
a latex condom.”

Pettus said although most students 
have heard about HIV/AIDS and 
know how it is transmitted, when it 
comes time to put this knowledge to

44the test, students 
may not imple­
ment it.

“A lot of us 
know the facts, 
but when it boils 
down to it, we 
are kind of 
scared and don’t 
trust what we 
have learned,” 
she said.

“Abstinence,
latex condoms, not sharing needles 
and reducing the number of sexual 
partners are the best ways to prevent 
the spread of HIV/AIDS.”

that they could 
get it, especially 
indulging in 
risky behaviors.

“Education is 
important in or- 
der for people to 
realize that it is a 

human disease, and the choices they 
make now will affect them later,” 
Pettus said.

“Also the Centers for Disease Con­

trol said AIDS is the second leading 
cause of death in the 25 to 44 age 
group.”

Pettus said this is why it is impor­
tant that students take advantage ot 
the free and anonymous HIV testing 
available at SHS, South Plains AIDS 
Resource Center and the City ot Lub­
bock Health Department. There also 
is a multitude of information avail­
able at SHS and booths at the Uni­
versity Center, which are manned by 
members of Impact Tech, a student 
organization that give numerous 
health presentations to Tech classes 
and other organizations.

Kelli Buechel, a senior health edu­

cation major and the president of Im­
pact Tech, said Tech students need to 
take HIV and AIDS seriously.

“A lot of college age people take 
AIDS too lightly,” she said. “The ho­
mosexual population has seen their 
friends die, and now they take pre­
cautions. Maybe if students could see 
someone with AIDS they would too."

M embers of Impact Tech are 
handing out pamphlets about safe 
sex, condoms and instructions for 
their proper use at booths set up at 
the UC, Buechel said.

"We are encouraging people to get 
tested and get over the taboo," 
Buechel said.

Boy slain while selling candy
TOMS RIVER, N.J. (AP) — 

Before he was found strangled 
near his home, 11-year-old Ed­
ward Wemer was eagerly pursu­
ing a set of walkie-talkies, the top 
prize for selling the most candy 
and wrapping paper for his 
school’s PTA.

He was going door to door 
alone — a practice discouraged by 
most fund-raising groups — and 
sales were going so well he was 
flashing a $200 wad of bills to 
friends.

Wednesday, prosecutors said, 
Werner was a victim of his own 
success, killed for his money by a 
15-year-old boy who answered the 
sixth-grader’s knock on the door.

They say Werner was brought

inside the home, sexually assaulted 
and strangled. The older boy then 
dragged the boy’s 4-foot-11 inch, 60- 
pound body into the woods.

The 15-year-old boy, whose name 
was not released, was charged with 
murder and aggravated sexual assault 
in a case that has focused new atten­
tion on the widespread practice of 
using children to raise money for 
schools and other nonprofit organiza­
tions.

Door-to-door selling is discour­
aged by the national PTA, the child’s 
school district, youth organizations, 
as well as the multibillion-dollar in­
dustry that puts products into the 
hands of a juvenile sales force.

Instead, the groups suggest chil­
dren sell to relatives, friends or close

neighbors and have parents sell to 
co-workers.

"The case serves as a reminder 
to all of us that we must be ever 
vigilant with the care and guidance 
of our children,” said Ocean 
County Prosecutor E. David 
Millard. “Even in what are other­
wise the safest neighborhoods, the 
potential for harm to our children 
is ever present.”

Werner’s body — with the foot­
print of a sneaker in his back — 
was found by tracking dogs Mon­
day night, two days after he dis­
appeared. His body was just a few 
blocks from his home in Jackson 
Township, an area of middle-class 
homes and tidy yards along the 
central New Jersey coast.

Student distraught after breakup; 
kills mother, shoots schoolmates

PEARL, Miss. (AP) — A teen­
ager stabbed his mother to death, then 
went to school Wednesday with a 
rifle under his trench coat and opened 
fire, killing his former girlfriend and 
another student and wounding six 
others, police said.

Luke Woodham, 16, was dis­
traught over a breakup with his girl­
friend, Police Chief Bill Slade said, 
choking back tears as he talked about 
the rampage in this town of 22,000 
people just outside Jackson.

“ He gave us a statement, and his 
manifesto was that he felt he had been 
wronged,” the chief said.

Woodham was arrested as he 
drove away in his dead mother’s car 
and was charged with murder and

aggravated assault.
The shootings at Pearl High 

School began about 8:10 a. m. as buses 
arrived.

An expressionless Woodham. a 
sophomore, entered the large com­
mons area just inside the front door 
of the imposing school and immedi­
ately walked up to his former girl­
friend, witnesses said. Police said she 
was the first to fall, followed by three 
young men and four young women 
apparently shot at random.

“ He was shooting anybody he 
could find. He shot at me and hit the 
staircase,” said Mark Wilkerson, a 
freshman. “ I saw fragments going 
everywhere.”

Students ran screaming into class­

rooms and dived for cover.
“ People were laying everywhere 

bleeding,” said freshman Nathan 
Henry. “ I didn't hear cries. Every­
body looked dead.”

Casey King, a ninth-grader, said 
Woodham talked to at least one of the 
wounded.

“ He apologized, said he was sorry 
and was not shooting anybody in par­
ticular,” King said.

Police later found the body of 
Mary T. Woodham, 50, at her home, 
about a mile from the school.

The slain students were identified 
as Lydia Kaye Dew. 17, and Chris­
tina Menefee, 16.

It was unclear which girl had dated 
Woodham.

Last year’s banquet raised $7,000 
to give to the national chapter.

Tech members of Ducks Unlim­
ited focus their efforts on organizing 
the banquet, though this year they are 
hoping to extend their efforts to the 
immediate community.

“They are a new organization, and 
as a result, they are just trying to get 
their feet wet,” said Dave Haukos, an 
adjunct assistant professor in range,

wildlife and fisheries management 
and the Ducks Unlimited adviser.

“They have expressed an interest 
(in donating time to the community), 
but they haven’t been able to yet. 
Once they get a handle on putting 
these activities together, then they’ll 
have more time.”

Some possibilities for participat­
ing in the community are in environ­
mental education and restoring Lub­
bock wildlife habitats, Haukos said.

“They did exceptionally well last 
year for their first year,” Haukos said. 
“They’re really focused and deter­
mined to do better this year.”

Woman looks for person to kill 
ex-husband with Internet’s help

SAN  ANTO NIO  (AP) —  A  
woman who used the Internet to hire 
a hit man to kill her ex-husband has 
been given 10 years’ probation after 
pleading guilty to solicitation of capi­
tal murder.

State District Judge Sid Harle sen­
tenced Andrea Lynn Vickery, 34, 
Tuesday to 10 years’ deferred adju­
dication, fined her $10,000 and or­
dered her to perform l ,000 hours of 
community service.

The judge also ordered that 
Vickery’s parental visits to her chil­
dren be supervised.

Michael Vickery, her ex-husband, 
said they were married in March 
1989. They divorced in 1995, he said, 
because she was spending up to 16

hours a day on-line on the computer.
She initially received custody of 

their daughter after the divorce, but 
lost custody to her husband in August 
1996.

Two months later, according to 
court records, she went online look­
ing for someone to kill her ex-hus- 
band so she could regain custody of 
their 6-year-old daughter.

Robert E. Lee Smith Jr., 44, a mili­
tary retiree attending the University 
of Texas at Austin, told authorities he 
was intrigued by a conversation he 
“ overheard” involving Andrea 
Vickery in a chat room on the Internet.

Andrea Vickery said she was look­
ing for someone to kill her ex-hus- 
band, Smith said.

“At first I thought the message was 
humorous,” he said.

After chatting with Andrea 
Vickery himself and exchanging sev­
eral computer messages, they ar­
ranged to meet in November of last 
year at a San Antonio motel, he said. 
At the time, Andrea Vickery was eight 
months’ pregnant, he said.

She offered him $4,000, of which 
$ 1,000 was to be paid before the mur­
der and the rest after the job was done, 
he said.

The woman gave him a picture of 
her ex-husband and a diagram of the 
layout of his home in Sugar Land, 
Smith said. She also gave him a credit 
card with her access code so he could 
draw the $ 1,000 down payment.

Man sentenced  
to b oot cam p  
after burning dog

FORT WORTH (AP) — An 18- 
year-old Mansfield man has been sen­
tenced to a boot camp and fined $600 
for dousing a puppy with lighter fluid 
and setting it on fire.

Angelo Allums was taken into cus­
tody after sentencing Tuesday. He will 
remain in the Tarrant County jail un­
til the six-month boot camp program 
begins.

Officials said Allums could be 
transferred to a substance abuse pro­
gram after completing boot camp. His 
sentence includes two years proba­
tion.

Prosecutor Richard Alpert, who 
had argued for the maximum punish­
ment of a year in jail, said Allums re­
cently tested positive for cocaine, 
heroin and marijuana.

Allums pleaded guilty last month 
to two misdemeanor counts of cruelty 
to animals and an unrelated count of 
evading arrest.

The boot camp is a military-style 
discipline program designed to reha­
bilitate younger offenders and to give 
them a sense of prison life.

Last year, Allums and a 16-year- 
old associate cornered Zelda, a Do- 
berman-Rottweiler puppy, when she 
and another dog. Jasmine, escaped 
from their back yard. The pair pelted 
Jasmine with rocks, breaking her paw, 
and Allums then doused Zelda in 
lighter fluid and set her on fire.

The 16-year-old, whose name is 
not being published because he was 
a juvenile at the time of the offense, 
is serving an indeterminate sentence 
in the Texas Youth Commission after 
admitting his part in the crime.

Albert offered job

NEW YORK (AP) — Disgraced 
sportscaster Marv Albert hasn’t ruled 
out a job on a Tampa radio station’s 
"shock jock” show, his agent said 
Wednesday.

“ We’ve received many offers. 
We’ll talk to anybody," Evan Bell said 
of the offer from WFLZ-FM's “ M.J. 
and B.J. Morning Show.”

"But don’t interpret that to mean 
that we are considering this seri­
ously,” Bell added. “ Let's just say it’s 
not the venue I would choose.”

WFLZ and its owner, Jacor Com­
munications of Covington, Ky., said 
they want Albert to broadcast three 
daily one-minute sports commentar­
ies.

What’s more, the radio station says 
it will tender Albert a six-month, 
$100,000 contract.

Students can help recycle

So where will this copy of The 
University Daily wind up when you 
finish reading it?

It could find a nice resting place 
on the floor in the classroom you are 
presently in and wait for someone in 
the next class to walk in, pick it up 
and catch up on the news. Maybe it 
will get pitched in a nearby trash can.

If this copy of The UD is being 
read in one of Texas Tech’s many resi­
dence hall complexes, one place it 
will not wind up is in a recycling bin 
with its fellow newspapers.

Across America, the recycling of 
products like aluminum, paper, card­
board and glass is no longer viewed 
as an experimental activity. It is not 
uncommon to cruise down a residen­

tial street and notice a number of re­
cycling containers sitting out by the 
curb on trash day.

We students who live on campus 
don’t have a curb to pull our trash out 
to twice a week, but we do have des­
ignated areas where our trash is 
brought to in our respective residence 
halls.

In the rapid-paced '90s, it might 
just be time to get the Tech residence 
halls caught up with the practices of 
other residential areas.

First, let’s look at a few numbers. 
According to studies conducted by 
California Against Waste, more than 
5(K).(XX3 trees per week are used to 
make the two-thirds of newspapers 
that are never recycled. We are talk­
ing about wiping out all of the trees 
on Tech’s campus and then some in 
just one week.

To further put things in perspec­
tive. officials at Stanford University 
have discovered that 183,831 reams 
of paper were used at Stanford dur­
ing 1994. When you break it down, 
that equates to about 5,000 pages of 
paper per student at Stanford. The 
Stanford bookstore alone uses about

81 tons of paper every year.
Right here at Tech, about three- 

fourths of a ton of paper are used to 
print the 14,000 issues of The i/Z? that 
are distributed daily. 1 have no i ea 
how much paper is used elsewhere on 
the Tech campus, but ifs  probably 
safe to assume the amount is compa 
rable to that at Stanford University.

If one ton of the paper used by the 
Stanford University Bookstore was 
recycled, we would save 17 trees, 
7,000 gallons of water and 4,100 kilo­
watts of electricity.

In addition, that 1 ton of recycled 
paper would free up 3.3 cubic yards 
of space in land fills, according to the 
members of California Against Waste.

Many of the educational buildings 
on campus have some sort of system 
established to recycle office paper and 
other forms of paper, but the residence 
halls do not.

The components needed to initiate 
a paper recycling program in the resi­
dence halls are not numerous. First, 
the necessary paper recycling recep­
tacles would have to be obtained. The 
receptacles would not have to be any­
thing fancy; they could simply be

trash cans that are marked “Recycled 
Paper Only.” Second, the Housing 
and Dining Department would have 
to coordinate the collection and dis­
posal of the paper to he recycled. Fi- 
nally, students in the residence halls 
would have to make the plan worth- 
while by recycling their scrap printer 
paper, notebook paper and newspa. 
pers.

Not only would such a program 
help to conserve our precious envi­
ronment, but it would also cut down 
on the amount of garbage that has to 
be manually hauled by housing and 
dining employees from the upper 
floors to the ground floors of the resi­
dence halls.

If you would like to help Tech 
make a greater effort to preserve the 
environment, contact your student 
government representatives (742- 
3631) and/or hall council representa­
tives and let them know you are con­
cerned about this issue.

A minimal effort by several stu­
dents can have a long-lasting effect 
on our environment.

Mary Matalin and James Carville 
are political enemies. They worked for 
opposite candidates in the 1992 presi­
dential campaign, and now they are 
married.

"We disagree with each other, but 
we have endless respect for each other 
in the political arena,” Matalin said. 
"He is a clever and interesting man.”

Matalin and Carville will speak to­
gether at 8 p.m. today at the Univer­
sity Center Allen Theatre.

Tickets cost $15 for the general 
public and $7.50 for Tech students. An 
open reception in the University Cen­
ter Courtyard will follow the lecture.

Their speech will be based on their 
novel “All’s Fair: Love, War and Run­
ning for President.” The two co­
authored the book with Peter Knobler 
as an intermediary.

“The book goes back and forth." 
she said. “He’ll do a chapter, and I’ll 
do a chapter. Peter Knobler matched 
them (the chapters) up. There will be 
a chapter in his voice and a chapter in

my voice. If it is the 
same topic, we go 
back and forth.” 

The book is the 
best-selling politi­
cal mem oir in 
American history. 

The couple still 
works doing political advising, but 
they do not do the day-to-day cam­
paigning. ’

“I love that work," Matalin said. 
"But you can’t make money at it, and 
you can’t have a family. Those days 
are behind us."

Last month, she worked with 
Speaker of the House New t Gingrich 
doing campaigning and continues to 
work with conservative senators on 
their campaigning.

Everyday she hosts a three-hour 
talk radio show out of Washington, 
D C., on the CBS Radio Network.

“The Mary Matalin Show” is 
broadcast live from her studios in 
Washington, D C.

Matalin worked her fifth presiden­
tial campaign with George Bush in 
1992. The election was Cars ille's first.

“ I had always 
worked national 
politics and he had 
done mostly state,” 
she said.

Bush had named 
M a ta lin  Matalin Deputy 

Campaign Manager 
for Political Operations. She was re­
sponsible for campaign operations in 
all 50 states.

“I read a profile of him (Carville) 
in the Wall Street Journal,” Matalin 
said. "I was Chief of Staff at the Re­
publican National Committee. I looked 
him up. It was my job to know all of 
my adversaries.

"I instantly liked him. 1 think it was 
mutual, but I had a boyfriend and he 
had a girlfriend.”

Now, the couple is married, lives 
on a farm and has one 2-year-old child, 
Matalin Mary Carville.

"We like to hang out at the farm. 
We like to work out and we like to 
read,” she said.

"We both love to read. He likes to 
watch sports, and I like to garden. We 
love to cook. We are pretty much home

bodies. We don’t go anywhere.”
They do go places. Both have 

speaking engagements all over the 
country, and they like to take their 
daughter.

“It is hard to travel with a 2- year- 
old,” Matalin said. “We will not be 
gone long enough this time to take her. 
She went to New Orleans last week.” 

Their daughter had 21,000 air miles 
before she was 3-months-old so she 
likes to travel, Matalin said.

Carville remains political adviser to 
the president. He has managed more 
political campaigns than any other 
political adviser in America.

NEW YORK (AP) — His father 
was anointed "the high priest of mod­
ern jazz,” but Thelonious Sphere 
Monk III was never pressured to be­
come a disciple.

“ I had a very strong relationship 
with my father," said T.S. Monk, as 
the 47-year-old son of the legendary 
jazz pianist and composer calls him­
self. "He gave me his name but then 
he said, ‘You’re not required to do 
anything but be my son.’

"Thelonious in his genius allowed 
me to grow into what I am. I wasn’t 
forced into it.”

T.S. Monk says he’s reached a 
point in his life where he wants to pay 
proper homage to his father’s legacy. 
He’s released a new album, "Monk 
on Monk, ” his debut on the N2K En­
coded Music label, that's a moving 
all-star tribute marking his first album 
entirely of his father's music.

The enhanced CD also includes 
video of the session rehearsals, inter­
views and rare Monk family photo­
graphs that can be played on a CD- 
ROM

T.S. Monk has followed his own 
long, winding road. He played drums

in his father's last quartet in the early 
’70s, flirted with stardom as the leader 
of an R&B band, quit the business and 
put away his drum kit for almost eight 
years after the deaths of his father, 
sister and girlfriend in the early ’80s.

He was coaxed out of retirement 
five years ago to play at a fund-raiser 
for The Thelonious Monk Institute of 
Jazz, the jazz education foundation he 
established in 1986 and still chairs.

When he decided to launch his 
own jazz career in 1992, T.S. Monk 
resisted the temptation to capitalize 
on his name and chose instead to es­

tablish himself as a drummer and 
bandleader. He formed his own sex­
tet, taking the group on tour and re­
cording three CDs.

This month, T.S. Monk set out on 
an extensive U.S. tour with a tentet 
performing music from the CD, in­
cluding an Oct. 10 date at UCLA — 
on what would have been Thelonious’ 
80th birthday — to be cybercast 
worldwide on the Internet.

Throughout his life, Thelonious 
Monk was a musical prophet ahead 
of his time, largely unrecognized out­
side jazz circles. But that's changed

since his death in 1982.
Today, Thelonious Monk’s classic 

tunes such as “ ’Round Midnight” and 
“ Straight, No Chaser” are more 
widely played and his reissued re­
cordings sell more than when he was 
alive. The U.S. Postal Service issued 
a Thelonious Monk stamp, and the 
street where the Monk family lived, 
now bears his name.

When it came to his musical trib­
ute, T.S. Monk decided not to com­
pile a “greatest hits" album. Instead, 
there are tunes such as "Two Timer” 
and “Bright Mississippi.”

TCU defeats Red Raiders, 4-3

The TCU soccer team scored from 
a deflection off of a Texas Tech player 
in the second minute of overtime to 
secure a 4-3 victory Wednesday at 
R.P. Fuller Track Stadium.

The Red Raiders (4-7 overall. 4-4 
Big 12) led 3-1 with II minutes re­
maining in regulation play, but the 
Homed Frogs soon came alive and 
scored two unanswered goals to send 
the game into overtime.

Sophomore defender CeCe Dillon, 
who apparently  inadvertently 
knocked in the game winning goal 
while defending, said the key to 
TCU’s come-from-behind victory 
was desire and emotion.

“They had more emotion collec­
tively.” she said. “It comes down to 
desire. We weren't enjoying ourselves 
playing soccer, and we can’t win if 
were not having fun.”

Sophom ore forward Amaris 
Smith, who had two shots in the 
game, said the Red Raiders did not 
play up to speed in the loss.

“Our heads weren't in the game.” 
Smith said. “We just gave it away.”

This is the fourth of six Red Raider 
meetings with TCU that has ended in 
overtime.

The Red Raiders have now lost 
five straight games, and Tech coach 
Felix Oskam said he is concerned 
about the Red Raiders’ play on the

field and their morale.
"We cannot hold onto a lead, and 

we keep giving the ball away,” he said. 
"I can’t figure this team out. We just 
don’t have the killer instinct.”

Tech started out strong when 
midfielder Jamie Woods scored the 
first goal in the third minute of play 
on an assist from forward Kristy 
Frantz.

The Red Raiders struck again in 
the ninth minute of play when Frantz 
scored a lone goal on the strength of 
a steal downfield. The goal made the 
score 2-0.

TCU got on the board on a score 
by midfielder Nicole Kitagawa in the 
24th minute of play, and Tech soon 
answered back when Frantz scored on 
an assist from forward Jennifer Benat 
in the 26th minute.

After that, it was all TCU.
Homed Frog midfielder Jackie 

Rodriguez scored in the 79th minute 
to make the score 3-2. TCU tied the 
game in the 81st minute when 
Kitagawa scored her second goal of 
the afternoon on a header.

TCU had more shots on goal than 
the Red Raiders: 21 compared to 
Tech’s 13. They also led in corner 
kicks with 11, while the Red Raiders 
had only four.

Both teams sported freshmen goal­
keepers. Tech’s Kellie McCallister 
had three goalie saves, and TCU’s 
Carrie Walsh had four. Tech was 
called for 11 fouls while the Homed

Frogs committed nine.
With the recent loss of senior Julie 

Clement to a knee injury, Oskam 
asked someone to come forward and 
be a leader to the team. So far, he said 
that has not happened.

“Someone needs to step it up and 
take charge,” Oskam said. “It doesn't 
have to be one person. Each and ev­

ery one of the players has a responsi­
bility, and they need to accept it and 
go on."

The Red Raiders will try to get 
back on track this weekend when they 
play Georgia Southern at I p.m. Sat­
urday and South Alabama at 1 p.m. 
Sunday. Both games will be played 
in Mobile. Ala.

Houston pitching helps Braves pound Astros, 13-3
ATLANTA (AP) — This time, it 

wasn’t close.
In the first blowout between the 

teams this year, the Atlanta Braves 
took advantage of eight walks by 
Mike Hampton and again shut down 
“The Killer Bs,” routing the Hous­
ton Astros 13-3 Wednesday to move 
within a victory of their sixth straight 
NL championship series.

In 11 regular-season games be­

tween the Braves and Astros, the mar­
gin of victory was never more than 
two runs — a trend that continued in 
Game I of the division series when 
Atlanta won 2-1 behind Greg 
Maddux.

“This was a little bit fluky,” sec­
ond baseman Tony Graffanino said. 
“ It will probably be close next time 
we play.”

It better be for the Astros’ sake.

The Braves, who got a three-run 
homer from Jeff Blauser. lead the 
best-of-5 series 2-0 and can finish off 
Houston with a victory Friday at the 
Astrodome.

“ It’s nice to be two-up, but it’s like 
investing,” Blauser said.

“ You're not guaranteed results to­
morrow because of what happened 
yesterday and today. We have to push 
on and punch them out.”

Hampton, who had only two walks 
in 17 innings during his final two 
starts of the regular season, walked 
four in the first four innings and got 
worse after getting two outs in the 
fifth.

With the score 3-all, Hampton 
threw 16 balls in an 18-pitch span, re­
sulting in consecutive walks to Chip­
per Jones, Fred McGriff, Javy Lopez 
and Andruw Jones.
