Saddle Tramps

Internal audit results released by the
Texas Tech Athletic Department Thursday
revealed at least 76 ineligible athletes par-
ticipated in athletic events between 1991
and 1997.

The report, prepared by Bond,
Schoeneck & King, LLP, reviewed the
certification of eligibility for student-ath-
letes competing on all Tech athletic teams
during the 1996-97 academic year as well
as each student-athlete who had partici-
pated in NCAA championship events or
football bowl games since February 1992,

“This was an extensive problem last
spring that called for an extensive investi-

gation,” said Tech Athletic Director Gerald
Myers.

The ineligible players participated in
every NCAA Division I sport sponsored
by Tech except for men’s golf, women's
golf, softball, women’s tennis and
women’s track.

The highest concentration of academi-
cally ineligible players was found on the
football team.

Since the 1993-94 academic year, 62
football players have participated in regu-
lar season play while ineligible. Of those
62, 46 participated in post-season play.

A statement released by Tech Chancel-
lor John Montford shifted the blame from
the students and coaches to the basic lack
of understanding of NCAA legislation by

Tech.

Montford said in
a statement that nei-
ther the student-ath-
letes nor the
coaches had a direct
influence on the
number of errors
made in certifica-
tion of eligibility.

Tech may be forced to forfeit all of the
games in every sport that had ineligible
student-athlete participation.

“The forfeiture of games is certainly a
possibility,” said Robert Burton, new as-
sociate athletic director for compliance.

Additional sports that may be affected
by the audit include men’s basketball,

women'’s basketball and baseball.

“We may have to repay any profits re-
ceived from the participation in NCAA
championship events,” Burton said.

Tech received $60,000 for each win in
the 1995-96 NCAA Men’'s Basketball
Tournament.

“It is quite possible that we may have
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to repay $120,000 for reaching the Sweet
16 in 1996,” Burton said.

The audit, however, will have no im-
pact on the 1993 women’s basketball na-
tional championship.

A copy of the audit has been filed with
the NCAA, Burton said.

The possibility of self-imposed sanc-
tions still is under debate in the Tech Ath-
letic Department.

“Once the NCAA concludes their in-
vestigation, we will then discuss the pos-
sibilities of self-imposed penalties,” Bur-
ton said.

Additionally, all Tech athletic teams
that have competed this year have been
certified to participate in athletic events
for the 1997-98 academic year.

The Texas Tech Saddle Tramps will retire the
Southwest Conference Circle bonfire site Oct. 11
and begin looking to a new site for next year's
bonfire festivities.

The SWC Circle bonfire site was constructed
in 1965 after Tech was admitted into the confer-
ence.

Mascots from the SWC are depicted at the site,
though the University of Houston’s Cougar is not
represented and the University of Arkansas Ra-
zorback, which pulled out of the SWC, is.

With the Red Raiders in the Big 12 Confer-
ence, the SWC Circle is not an updated represen-
tation of Tech’s competitors.

The Saddle Tramps considered renovating the

circle by adding a Big 12 circle to the outside of

the SWC circle and updating the SWC mascots,
but this would be too expensive, said Saddle
Tramp Timbo Anderson, a senior agriculture eco-
nomics major from Weatherford.

The Saddle Tramps began planning for the new
site one week after the 1996 bonfire because of a
disappointing student turnout, Anderson said.
About 350 students attended the homecoming
activity, he said.

“People don’t know where the SWC circle is,
and that’s sad,” Anderson said.

Saddle Tramps met with Tech student govern-

tee and police and fire department officials to de-
cide on what actions could be taken to improve
Tech’s homecoming bonfire experience.

Although Saddle Tramps entertained the idea
of celebrating bonfire activities at an off-campus
location, Master Plan organizers told the Tramps
that an off-campus bonfire site would not be sup-
ported by Tech, Anderson said.

The Saddle Tramps designated the area of cam-
pus between 18th Street and Flint Avenue as the
new bonfire site. The site will be directly across
from the United Spirit Arena.

“I think the new site is great,” Anderson said.
“I love the location of it. It’s very visible, and it’s
gonna look nice. It’s built up a little and seems
bigger.”

The new bonfire site, which will cost $300,000,
will not be funded by Tech students.

Saddle Tramps are hoping donations from po-
tential bonfire sponsors will fund the construc-

Texas Tech students getting ready for a night on the
town may think it’s convenient to pull up to an Automated
Teller Machine, punch in a few numbers and — voila —
have money spit out at them.

However, they may be getting more than they bargained
for.

Rising bank fees on ATM transactions have come un-
der recent fire and soon could be banned by a bill intro-
duced to the U.S. Congress.

“(The fees) started out low at like 25 cents, but they
keep raising it,” said Maria Maldia, a senior psychology
major from Lubbock and an ATM user. “It’s getting a little
too high, but it's good to have around.”

Sen. Alfonse D’ Amato, R-NY, chairman of the Senate
Banking Committee, introduced the bill calling some of
the fees an “‘outrage to the American people.”

The bill, if passed, would ban the second fee charged
by most banks, when cardholders use their cards at other
facilities.

“The banks already are making a profit, so the second
fee is just profit on top of profit,” said Lisette McSoud,
press secretary for D’ Amato. ‘“This just shouldn’t happen.”

The second fee has risen from 50 cents to as much as
$2 or $3 in some places, she said.

However, most Lubbock banks charge about $1.

A recent government report found that the number of
ATM machines “double-charging” consumers has qua-
drupled, which is an increase of 320 percent in just over
one year.

“The ATM owners have a monopoly,” McSoud said.
“Now they have a hold on the American public, and they
can raise the fee as much as they want to.”

However, one Lubbock ATM retailer said the overhead
on the machines can be expensive, and the fees are neces-
sary.

“It can be very costly because you have to have a pro-
cessor and a sponsor like Pulse or another network,” said
Janice Binder, secretary and treasurer of Universal Cash
Systems Inc. in Lubbock. “There are a lot of charges we
as a sales organization pay to process a transaction.”

The upkeep on a machine also can be expensive, Binder
said.

Universal Cash Systems sells or leases machines to vari-
ous businesses around town, primarily convenience stores.

The company receives 50 percent of the first fee charged
to customers, and the retailer receives the rest.

One local bank said their surcharge is not a profit.

“They've got to un-
derstand that the fee be-
ing charged is for the
upkeep of the machine,”
said Melissa Jones,
teller at Whisperwood

National Bank.

“We only charge 75 cents, and to make a profit, we
should be charging a dollar or more.”

Jones said when the charges are more than $1.50, it is
“too high.”

McSoud said the charges have a higher impact on lower-
income customers, who have to pay the fee in order to
withdraw just a small amount of money from their ac-
count.

Perhaps the most common consumers to frequent the
machines are college students.

In fact, the Nations Bank ATM located on the corner of
19th Street and University Avenue, across the street from
the Texas Tech campus, is rumored to be the most-used
ATM in the state of Texas, said Donna Farrai, telemanager
at the Nations Bank location.

“It’s really convenient to have around,” Maldi. said.
“Especially if you're in an emergency and need money
right away. Four dollars or so isn’t that bad.”
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‘Loco weed’ hospitalizes boys

EL PASO AP) — Two teen-agers
have been hospitalized after drinking
a tea brewed with jimson weed, also
known as loco weed, which can bring
on wild and terrifying hallucinations
and can also be deadly.

The boys, identified only as being
younger than 16, drank the brew in
separate incidents during the last

week. Both were fortunate to recover,
said Leo Artalejo, director of the West
Texas Regional Poison Control Cen-
ter.

Three years ago, two El Paso boys
died in similar circumstances after
drinking a tea made from jimson
weed.

Health officials have issued a
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warning against experimenting with
the plant, which is called loco weed
because of its effects on humans and
animals.

All parts of the weed are poison-
ous, and the effects vary depending

on the plant and the tolerance level of

the person taking it, according to
health officials. The poison can in-
duce a coma, cause convulsions or
respiratory failure and can even be
fatal.

The chemical in jimson weed is so
strong it’s been known to kill cattle
that eat raw leaves and stalks, said Dr.
Jorge Magana, director of the City-
County Health and Environmental
District.

The plants are abundant in the El
Paso area and throughout much of
Texas.

The Midland-Odessa-Sweetwater
area has seen similar cases recently,
not only with jimson weed but with
moonflower and morning glory seeds.

Two men got out of the car and
walked up to the driver’s side of
Malloy's car. Malloy got out of the

There was a controntation, a
scream and a gunshot, police re
ported. Malloy, who was shot in
the head, died at the scene

Witnesses said three men were
involved in the shooting. Police
had not made any arrests in the
killing Thursday

Gloria Tapscott, Malloy’s ad-
ministrative assistant since 1995,

said the dean always tried to steer

young people in the right direcliqn.
Malloy had been a social worker with
juvenile offenders and would some-
times have short conferences with
TSU students who she thought might
not project the right image outside the
school.

Tapscott wondered if that concern
surfaced during the confrontation
Wednesday night and if Malloy tried
to talk the men out of committing a
crime.

“*She worked with youth so it
would have been like her to try to
counsel with them, to tell them “This
road won’t lead you to any good.",”
Tapscott said.

Co-workers also remembered
Malloy as an administrator who put
herself on equal footing with every-
one in her office, visiting co-workers
who were in the hospital and calling
those who were sick at home.

“Even though she was your boss,
she never treated you that way,” said
Patsy Godine, budget administrator
for the college of education.

“You were expected to do your
work, but if there was ever a time that

you needed her personally, she was

there for you.”
She was also dedicated to the

college of education, Tapscott said,
waking up at four in the morning
and starting her work day before
coming into the office at 10 a.m.

«She worked practically all day
for the college of education and
Texas Southern,”” Tapscott said.

Students were top on Malloy’s
priority list, Godine said.

“She talked to them any time,”
Godine said. ‘‘Sometimes she
would be late for her meetings, but
she always had an open door for
the students and the faculty and
staff.”

During her tenure, Malloy over-
saw the opening of programs that
included the HIV/AIDS Center
and the Center for Development
and Studies for Pedagogy for At
rican American Learners.

Malloy had also been working
with the State Board for Educator
Certification, which is developing
rules for an accountability system
for educator preparation programs

The program
offers after school tutoring, sports
activities and a place to play in a pro-
tected environment.

The club serves over 2,000 youths
a year from three locations in Lub-
bock.

“I'admire him (AKkins) for what he
said,” DeSplinter said.

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Tech ready for Bears

For the second time this season,
Texas Tech looks to avenge itself af-
ter a loss and an ensuing off week.
The first time, the Red Raiders beat
Southwestern Louisiana 59-14.

Saturday’s game doesn’t figure to
be as easy. Tech (1-2 overall, 0-0 Big
12) plays Baylor at 6:30 p.m. Satur-
day at Floyd Casey Stadium in Waco,
where Tech coach Spike Dykes is 1-
4 in his career.

“It’s usually bad news for us when
we go there,” Dykes said. “The games
are always real close, and a lot of
times something odd will happen that
will decide the game.”

In fact, Tech’s only win in Waco
under Dykes came in odd fashion.
The Red Raiders beat Baylor 31-24
in 1991 when Donny Brooks recov-
ered a Baylor fumble at the Tech 1-
yard line and rumbled 99 yards for
the winning touchdown.

Dykes said he hopes he doesn’t
need any such heroics this time
around.

“I don’t think we can rely on long
fumble returns to win this game,” he
said. “Hopefully, we'll take care of
business and get out of town with a
win. It's never easy there.”

For Tech to win at all, much less
easily, the Red Raiders will need a
more sustained running attack than
what they showed in their 30-27 loss
to North Texas Sept. 20.

Despite the return of senior I-back
Adrian Ervin, Tech managed just over
60 yards rushing in the first three
quarters of the North Texas game.
Senior guard Chris Whitney said Tech
must improve its ground attack to win
in the Big 12.

“You can’t win in this conference

without a stable running game,”
Whitney said. “I still think we can get
it back together, and become a good
running team. We have a lot of new
people on the line, and we're just not
used to each other yet.”

Whitney said the Red Raider of
fensive line, which ranks as the third
biggest in the nation, is better suited
to pass blocking, and protection for
senior quarterback Zebbie Lethridge
will be at a premium.

Lethridge missed most of the
fourth quarter against North Texas
due to an ankle sprain and sat out
practice last week.

Lethridge returned to practice

Monday and looks to be in good
shape.

Dykes said the ankle is better,
but Lethridge still may be staying
in the pocket more often than not.

“He looks pretty close to nor-
mal,” Dykes said. “He might be
more contained than usual, but
we’ll just see what he does on Sat-
urday.”

Tech will be going at a Baylor
defense which looks to be soft. In
three games, the Bears (1-2 over-
all, 0-0 Big 12) have given up 118
points, including 35 points to lowly
Fresno State.

Last week, Michigan defeated
Baylor 38-3 by grounding the
Bears down the whole game on the
ground. In their season opener,
Baylor lost 45-14 to Miami and
gave up huge chunks of yardage in
the second half when Miami wore
the Bears' small defensive front
down.

“They have played some really
good teams,” Dykes said. “On one
hand, it’s bad because some of their
confidence might be drained. But
another way to look at it is that they
can’t be intimidated by anyone af-
ter playing those two teams.”

Baylor is still led offensively by
senior tailback Jerod Douglas
Douglas is third on the Baylor all-
time rushing list and is also a dan-
gerous Kick returner.

Red Raiders middle linebacker
Eric Butler said stopping Douglas
is the key to stopping Baylor.

“He’s a great back.” Butler said
of Douglas. “And you can tell that
when he’s on, the team is playing
confident. When he’s not, they
aren’t as effective. If you can stop
him, you have a good chance to
shut their offense down.”

This weekend the Texas Tech vol-
leyball team will host an invasion by
two national powers.
