Group files grievance against Tech
■ Faculty
association
says
university
violated
first
amendment
rights

Several Texas Tech senior administra­
tors were named in a grievance, filed by 
the Texas Faculty Association, on behalf 
of a Tech faculty member and researcher 
for violating her first amendment right to 
free speech.

James Brunjes, vice president for fi­
nancial affairs; Robert Sweazy, senior 
vice president for research; David 
Schmidly, vice president for research and 
graduate studies; and Frances Grogan, 
director of Internal Audit were named in 
the grievance.

Kathleen Hennessey, a Tech professor 
and director of the International Center 
for Informatics Research, led the oppo­

sition to Tech’s Master Plan to build a golf 
course and luxury housing on native short 
grassland used for research and teaching. 
Shortly thereafter. Tech’s Internal Audit 
department audited ICIR and imple­
mented several “operational procedures,” 
which Hennessey and the Texas Faculty 
Association believe restrict her research.

Hennessey and the Texas Faculty As­
sociation believe the actions by Tech ad­
ministrators are a direct result of her first 
amendment expression of free speech on 
an issue of public interest.

“Truly, Tech has the right to question 
how any Tech faculty member or direc­
tor of a center is spending resources,” said 
Charles Zucker, executive director of the 
Texas Faculty Association. “What makes 
this smell to the high heavens is that it

seems like Tech is harassing Dr. 
Hennessey. An excellent example of that 
is that the Internal Auditor took the draft 
report to administrators and regents first, 
instead of Dr. Hennessey.”

Tech’s operating policy 71,02.4a states 
that the internal auditor must discuss rec­
ommended changes of operations with 
the supervisor of the function being au­
dited before the issuance of the draft au­
dit report. Operating policy 71.02.5a 
states, “When the field work is com­
pleted, a draft of findings, pertinent in­
formation and recommendations will be 
formulated and submitted to the audited 
department's management.”

Hennessey said she wants a personal 
apology from Grogan, among other re­
dresses.
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The Texas Faculty 
A ssociation filed a 
grievance on behalf of 
the Texas Tech

“(Grogan) faxed me a 27-page draft 
audit report that had already been circu­
lated to senior administrators at Texas 
Tech in violation of Texas Tech operat­
ing policy,” she said. “Then she allowed

me only two days to respond, and the 
operating policy says 10.”

Brunjes said he does not know what 
Hennessey is talking about, but Zucker 
said Tech administrators do not want the 
situation with Hennessey to get out.

“In my experience, when a university 
starts violating its own procedures, it 
points to the fact that they are up to no 
good," Zucker said. “1 believe the goal 
was to get Dr. Hennessey to resign or 
come up with some pretext to actually 
remove her as director or even fire her.” 

Another incident which troubles the 
Texas Faculty Association occurred when 
Hennessey reported an alleged forgery of 
her signature on Tech documents to the 
internal auditor who failed to investigate.

Charge removed 
from NCAA list

Although Texas Tech officials left 
the NCAA Infractions Committee 
Hearings with one fewer charge, no 
one wants to speak too soon.

Tech President Donald Haragan 
said the NCAA decided to throw out 
one major charge, but the infractions 
committee still could decide the 
charge needs to stand.

“We’re not saying anything about 
it except that the NCAA decided not 
to push that charge any further,” 
Haragan said.

The NCAA Infractions Commit­
tee hearings wrapped up Saturday af­
ter two full days of deliberations.

“I think the atmosphere was very 
serious,” he said. “It was a very fair 
hearing.”

The infractions committee, made 
up of five members, has about 10 to 
12 weeks to make their decision about 
whether Tech should receive sanc­
tions on top of the already self-im­
posed sanctions. But Haragan be­

lieves it 
will take 
about six 
weeks be­

fore a decision 
is made.

Tech Chancellor 
John Montford said some additional 
information was presented at the hear­
ing, but no new issues.

“The committee members were 
well prepared and had read case sum­
maries. They had a significant knowl­
edge of the situation," Montford said.

The infractions hearing was closed 
because of several factors, he said. 
These include the NCAA being an 
educational agency, not a government 
one, and also to protect the privacy 
of student-athletes.

As a result of a 20-month long in­
vestigation, Tech received allegations 
from the NCAA for lack of institu­
tional control, playing ineligible ath­
letes and others.

Haragan said he is not sure Tech 
will receive more sanctions, but if any

Microsoft says lawyers have case ‘cold’
WASHINGTON (AP) — Former Supreme 

Court nominee Robert Bork. hired by a chief 
competitor to Microsoft, cautioned Sunday that 
antitrust lawsuits by the Justice Department 
should be rare but that government action 
against Microsoft “ is one of those rare cases.” 

"Their documents... display a clear intent to 
monopolize, to prevent any competition from 
springing up,” Bork said. “And they have used 
a variety of restrictive practices to prevent that 
kind of competition."

Charles “ Rick” Rule, a legal consultant to 
Microsoft, which makes the software used on 
most home computers, responded that recent 
claims against the company “ frankly don’t stand 
up to scrutiny.”

Bork, who appeared on CBS’ “ Face the Na­
tion," has been hired by Netscape Communica­
tions Corp. to lobby the Justice Department to 
file an antitrust case against Microsoft.

Netscape’s Internet browser, used by an esti­
mated 60 percent of people on the World Wide 
Web, is the biggest competitor of Microsoft’s 
Internet Explorer.

A browser is software that lets people view 
information on the Internet.

Bork, a former federal judge with a conser­
vative reputation for opposing government in­
tervention in the marketplace, cited what he de­
scribed as restrictive agreements between 
Microsoft and Internet companies that limited 
how the Internet companies could promote

Netscape’s browser.
“Only a knee-jerk conservative would say 

there’s never a case for antitrust,” said Bork, 
who also called Microsoft “a very good com­
pany, a great American success story.”

“A monopolization case ought to be a rare 
thing, and this is one of those rare cases."

Microsoft’s Rule, also on CBS, called the 
contracts “ very legitimate cross-marketing 
agreements... where we said, 'If we refer cus­
tomers to you, you can’t switch them to com­
petitors.’”

But he noted that Microsoft had already, un­
der intense scrutiny by the Justice Department, 
announced changes in those contracts to make 
them less restrictive.

Presidential one-liners steal the show
■ Clinton 
pokes fun 
at recent 
problems

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
For one night. President Clinton 
was a comedian — and stole the 
show with a string of one-lin­
ers that poked fun at his recent 
globetrotting and the rhetoric 
of regret he uttered while 
abroad.

With Paula Jones watching 
from a rear table and celebrities 
like Warren Beatty and Sharon 
Stone in the room, the president 
gave hired comedian Ray 
Romano a run for his money 
Saturday night at the 84th an­
nual dinner of the White House

Correspon­
dents Asso­
ciation.

A b o u t '  
R o m a n o ,  
star of the 

Clinton CBS sitcom 
“Everybody Loves Raymond,” 
Clinton quipped: “ Everybody 
loves Raymond? I can’t stand a 
guy with a 100 percent approval 
rating.

“All over, TV executives are 
asking what can possibly fill the 
gaping hole on Thursday night 
once ’Seinfeld’ goes off the

air,” Clinton continued.
“Eve got it: Congress on C- 

SPAN. Now there’s a show 
about nothing.”

He opened with a deadpan 
spoof of the greetings that he 
gave in his six-nation African 
tour — and, in a takeoff of his 
agonizing over an apology for 
slavery, expressed official “ re­
gret” for a number of things.

“It took until 1930 to wel­
come Pluto into the community 
of planets, and that was wrong," 
Clinton said.

“And I am so sorry about

disco. I mean, that whole era of 
leisure suits and bean hag chairs 
and lava lamps, ... that was 
wrong.

“Then, there’s the Susan B. 
Anthony dollar. It did look too 
much like a quarter.”

He told the crowd of 2,600 
journalists and guests in the 
Washington Hilton ballroom 
that he was pleased to be visit­
ing America.

“This Washington is a very 
special place, and Hillary and I 
will never forget our visit here,” 
he said.

Justice research examines 
reason for criminal behavior
■ Abuse 
common 
among 
inmates

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Almost half the female inmates 
and 13 percent of jailed men 
have been abused sexually or 
physically at least once in their 
lives, according to a profile of 
the nation’s local jail inmates 
released Sunday.

More than a quarter of the 
women — 27 percent — and 3 
percent of men said the abuse 
included rape.

Large numbers of the in­
mates grew up in single-parent 
homes, were children of disso­
lute parents or spent at least part 
of their childhood in homes on 
welfare or in public housing.

More than a third — 36 per­
cent — said they were unem­
ployed before their most recent 
arrest.

The study by the Justice 
Department’s Bureau of Justice 
Statistics paints pictures of bro­
ken lives and gives clues to why 
more than half a million people 
ran afoul of local authorities last 
year.

“The tragedy is that people 
who have been victimized of­
ten become victimizers them­
selves,” said Eric E. Sterling, 
president of the Washington- 
based Criminal Justice Policy

Foundation.
“It’s a cycle we could break, 

but it involves some expense. As 
a society, we haven’t put our 
resources there.”

Another expert, Raymond 
Bell of Pennsylvania’s Lehigh 
University, said the study prob­
ably understates the frequency 
of inmates who have been 
abused.

Bell, who has directed two 
other national studies for the 
Justice Department, said past 
studies have pointed to similar 
findings.

“One of the things coming 
out in the juvenile courts is 
more and more boys are report­
ing sexual abuse and incest in 
ways that 10 years ago they 
weren’t," Bell said.

“ It's just the tip of the ice­
berg.”

In the latest study, the bureau 
said 20 percent of inmates were 
seeking work, 16 percent were 
not looking, and “ almost half 
reported income of less than 
$600 a month during the month 
before their arrest.”

Sterling said misbehaving 
children simply have fewer op­
portunities for help in poor 
families.
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Biomedical sciences receives grant

Texas Tech’s graduate school of 
biomedical sciences received more 
than $300,000 from a U.S. Depart­
ment of Education grant.

The $302,664 will help support 
students with a career interest in sec­
ondary education and basic sciences 
in a program called the Graduate As- 
sistantship in Areas of National Need.

The grant is aimed at graduate stu­
dents interested in obtaining a sci­
ence-related Ph D. degree with the 
goal of becoming involved directly or 
indirectly in the kindergarten through 
12th grade teaching profession.

The approved basic science pro­
grams are cell biology and anatomy, 
microbiology and immunology, phar­
macology, molecular biology and bio-

chemistry and 
physiology.

J o h a n n e s  
Everse, professor 
in the biological 
sciences gradu­
ate school, ap­
plied for the 
grant.

Everse said the program is “spe­
cifically aimed at graduate students 
interested in becoming involved in the 
teaching profession.”

Everse said he applied for the grant 
because of a lack of knowledge about 
the availability of the Department of 
Education grant for graduate science 
students.

“I thought, why not put in our two 
cents worth because nobody knew that 
these kinds of grants existed,” he said.

The program will be successful if

enough students 
want to partici­
pate, Everse said.

“My job, be­
tween now and 
then, is to find 
students in inter­
ested getting a 

Ph.D,” Everse said. “I encourage stu­
dents to give me a call, so we can get 
an application from them.”

Graduates can climb up the aca­
demic ladder as secondary school sys­
tem teachers or teach at college, he 
said.

“There is always a possibility in 
becoming a principal or superinten­
dent of a school district,” Everse said. 
“The administrative ladder is open in 
that.”

La Jean Chaffin, professor of mi­
crobiology and immunology and grant

committee member, said the students 
bachelor’s degree is offered to provide 
graduates involved in science educa­
tion development to school districts.

“Individuals with these kinds of 
skills would be of value to use that 
training for science education in pub­
lic school systems,” she said.

Chaffin said science education de­
velopment graduates do not necessar­
ily go back into the classroom.

The federal grant will pay 75 per­
cent of the student’s education with 
Tech contributing the remaining 25 
percent. This will cover tuition and 
fees, plus an annual stipend of 
$14,500.

Four positions are open in the pro­
gram which is scheduled to start Au­
gust 15.

Some reports were made that 
another charge concerning Tech 
athletic administrators paid for 
athlete’s TASP tests, was added to 
the NCAA’s list of 18, but 
Montford said this cHarge already 
was included in a self audit, and it

was not an allegation.
Tech already has self-imposed 

sanctions of a three-year, program­
wide probation with a number of 
reductions in scholarships and re­
cruitment visits. Other sanctions 
include Tech’s withdrawal from the 
1997 Men’s NCAA Basketball 
Tournament and withdrawal of 
1997 Big 12 Football Champion­
ship and bowl consideration.

Man’s amnesia may have 
been prompted by stress

Rare sea turtles found nesting in South Texas
CORPUS CHRISTI (AP) — A 

pair of rare sea turtles has turned up 
on a South Texas beach.

What’s even more unusual — and 
encouraging — is that both Kemp’s 
ridleys turtles laid eggs.

Saturday’s discoveries were a tri­
umph for an ongoing federal program 
at Padre Island National Seashore to 
save the approximately 3,000 turtles 
that exist.

A beach visitor reported the first 
turtle at 9 a.m. on Mustang Island.

The turtle team found it, watched it 
cover 93 pingpong-ball-sized eggs 
and caught it.

Then they heard the report of the 
second turtle, discovered by two turtle 
patrollers.

Scientists placed the two turtles' 
eggs, 190 in all, in incubators and 
captured the turtles, said Donna 
Shaver, a U.S. Geological Survey re­
search biologist who directs the 
Kemp’s ridley recovery program.

Shaver’s team drew blood from the

two turtles, tagged them, placed sat­
ellite transmitters on them and set 
them free. Each weighs 80 to 100 
pounds.

The transmitters will keep track of 
the turtles, and the group may be able 
to claim another bunch of eggs if the 
turtles return to shore.

One of the two turtles was from 
the 13,500 that have been raised in 
captivity and set free through the fed­
eral program. Shaver said.

Its tag showed that it was bom in

1984.
The other had no tag and may have 

been bom in the wild, she said.
In early April an unprecedented 26 

sea turtles, including several Kemp’s 
ridleys, turned up dead or dying on 
Texas beaches, with injuries believed 
to have been inflicted intentionally by 
people.

Fishing industry organizations, 
animal welfare groups and govern­
ment agencies are offering a $50,000 
reward to find the culprits.
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Sledding accident kills two
WINTER PARK, Colo. (AP) — 

Two Texas girls died when a pad they 
were using as a makeshift sled 
crashed into trees on slopes that had 
been closed to skiers.

Winter Park spokeswoman Joan 
Christensen identified the victims as 
Amy Reed, 17, and Delia Marquez, 
18, of Houston. They were members 
of a group of 1,200 youths visiting 
the resort Saturday on an outing ar­
ranged by the national Distributive 
Education Clubs of America.

The pad had been removed with­
out permission from the side of a 
chairlift tower. The towers are pad­
ded to protect skiers or snowboarders 
in the event of a collision with a tower.

Christensen said all towers are 
checked each morning to make sure 
the pads are in place. Grand County 
authorities were investigating.

“ It’s a terribly sad story,” she said.
There were 100 or more adults 

traveling with the group to supervise 
the teens, Christensen said.

TAMPA, Fla. (AP) — A man who 
left his wife and well-paying job in 
Texas and turned up months later suf­
fering from amnesia is finding sup­
port among the family he spumed.

Gwen Walter, who spent months 
worrying about her husband, rushed 
to Tampa when she heard he was alive 
and well.

“ I said, ‘Kirk, I’m your wife,” ’ 
Gwen Walter recalled. “ I know you 
don’t remember me, but I need a 
hug.”

The next day she returned home 
without him: Kirk Walter had decided 
to stay in Tampa, where he now goes 
by the name Stefan Bradley.

Some experts say W alter’s 
memory loss could be traced to his 
tangled family history: he married his 
stepmother.

Gwen Walter doesn’t believe her 
switch from stepmother to wife 
caused Kirk Walter’s amnesia.

“That has nothing to do with it,” 
Gwen Walter said.

“That was old news. We have been 
married 10 years now.”

Walter, 30, said he woke up a year 
ago in a train station in Connecticut 
not knowing who he was. He assumed 
a new name and went to work at a 
nearby marina, where he met a Uni­
versity of Tampa student and went 
with her when she returned to school 
last fall.

In Houston, Walter left his 51- 
year-old wife, a home and a $65,000- 
a-year job at a consulting firm.

Experts say that while his story 
may seem implausible, Walter has 
exhibited true signs of a rare form of 
amnesia known as dissociative fugue, 
in which the sufferer leaves behind all 
autobiographical memory.

“His actions are. . .  consistent with 
true amnesia,” said Dr. Robert Miller, 
who teaches forensic psychiatry at the 
University of Colorado.

“That story sounds much more 
typical of a genuine state.”

There were signs he may have 
planned his departure, however. The 
St. Petersburg Times reported. His 
computer had been pawned, his com­
pany car was found at an Austin air­
port and beard hair was found in the 
trunk. He was in debt, the newspaper 
said.

Doctors say many people find the 
story hard to believe because their 
only experience with amnesia is from 
television or movies. The idea of fak­
ing amnesia to escape a bad situation 
seems more believable than the actual 
illness.

Just 2 percent of recorded cases are 
psychologically induced fugue, which 
can be traced to severe emotional 
shock or stress.

Many sufferers have been sexually 
abused and, as a defense mechanism, 
the mind blocks out the memories that 
cause anxiety.

Miller said it is common for am­
nesia sufferers to live with emotional 
stress for years until it finally becomes 
too much to handle.
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“This is a clear-cut violation of 
state law. (Tech administrators) 
should have investigated the forg­
ery but did nothing,” Zucker said. 
“I think it’s very curious that, on 
the one hand, when (Hennessey) 
reported a clear-cut problem, they 
did nothing but have gone after her 
tooth and nail.”

Zucker said this incident will 
hurt Tech’s reputation among fac­
ulty.

“It’s actually very ironic that 
Dr. Schmidly is talking about how 
Tech should attract world-class 
faculty,” he said.

“How (Tech administrators) 
have treated a world-class re­
searcher like Dr. Hennessey has 
given Tech a black eye. I think it 
will hurt Tech’s ability to attract 
top-notch faculty.

“Faculty members know what 
kind of reputation schools have.

Having treated Dr. Hennessey like 
this is going to have an impact on how 
professors around the United States 
look at Texas Tech University, but 
that’s the administrators' own faults.”

Schmidly said 
this incident will 
not hurt Tech’s 
faculty recruit­
ment.

“I don’t think 
it will have any 
effect on faculty 
r e c r u i t me n t .
Texas Tech has 
had no trouble 
recruiting faculty 
superstars since 
I’ve been here,”
Schmidly said.

“We brought in an entire institute 
(the Institute of Environmental and 
Human Health) from Clemson. I think 
Texas Tech treats its faculty very 
well.”

Tech’s administrators already have 
caused problems for new and old re-

searchers, Hennessey said.
“The Institute of Environmental 

and Human Health are extremely up­
set about the time and confusion in­
volved in Tech’s post-award admin- 
______________ istrative proce­

dures,” she said.
The Texas 

Faculty Associa­
tion also pointed 
to a possible con­
flict of interest on 
the behalf of the 
Board of Regents 
regarding the 
proposed golf 
course. In ex- 
change for leas­
ing Tech land to 

a private developer for $ 1 per year for 
99 years, the president. Board of Re­
gents, director of athletics, other ath­
letic directors and all head coaches 
would receive an honorary member­
ship at no cost, free green fees, range 
balls, carts, a discount in the golf shop 
and 50 percent off any food and bev­

erage purchases. Tech students 
would receive 25 percent off green 
fees.

“I haven’t discussed it with the 
Texas Ethics Commission, but we 
will soon. On the face, it would 
seem improper for the Board of 
Regents to vote on something they 
would benefit from personally,” 
Zucker said. “In a way it’s a sad 
commentary on how far some uni­
versities have sunk.”

Hennessey is asking for reim­
bursement for legal and CPA fees 
incurred in defending herself, 
elimination of the “draconian” 
controls imposed on ICIR by 
Schmidly and a thorough and in­
dependent investigation of 
Schmidly’s, Sweazy’s, Grogan’s 
and Brunjes’ conduct in the mat­
ter of the internal audit.

“The worst case scenario is that 
a lawsuit could be filed,” Zucker 
said. “But neither TFA or Dr. 
Hennessey are near that point to­
day.”

making it a law might save lives as 
well as keep the quality of life better 
for many people. Bicycle recreational 
injuries resulted in 600,000 emer­
gency department visits, 20,(XX) hos­
pitalizations, 900 deaths and $1 bil­
lion in medical care.

Deaths among bicyclists 16 years 
of age and older are increasing up 
from 32 percent in 1975 to 65 per­
cent in 1995. In a study involving 
3,800 cyclists who were patients in 
seven hospitals or ended up in the 
morgue, it was concluded that helmets

decreased the risk of head injury by 
69 percent, brain injury by 65 percent 
and severe brain injury by 74 percent.

Helmets provide substantial pro­
tection against lacerations and frac­
tures to the upper and mid-face. What 
we could use more of in Lubbock are 
bike lanes on our streets.

Every day I drive behind people 
coming down Flint Avenue on their 
way to campus who have no clue what 
the white stripe on the side of the road 
is for. If a bicyclist is in that lane, I 
often have seen drivers barely miss 
them.

I guess a good project for our cam­
pus might be a safety campaign en­
couraging helmet wearing along 
with reasonably priced helmets, 
safety education and a partnership 
with the Lubbock community to in­
form Lubbock drivers about driving 
rules in relationship to bicyclists.

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Tech withstands Sooners to take crucial series

The Texas Tech baseball team 
withstood a brutal wind and an ex­
plosive Oklahoma hitting attack to 
win 11-8 Sunday at Dan Law Field, 
and take two wins in the three-game 
series with the No. 18 Sooners.

The Red Raiders (35-17 overall. 
15-11 Big 12) relied on pitcher Shane 
Wright’s Fifth consecutive complete 
game to hold Oklahoma (32-15 over­
all, 12-10 Big 12) at bay.

The Sooners looked to be on the 
verge of a monumental comeback in 
the Final frame. Trailing 11-7 enter­
ing the ninth inning, Corey Hart got 
the Sooners off to a quick start with a 
triple to center. He scored on a 
groundout to short by Wally Hill, and 
Wright induced Derek Wathan into 
another ground-ball out to Jason 
Huth, and Tech was just one out away 
from victory.

But that out would not come eas­
ily. Wright walked Casey Bookout, 
who already had nailed two homers 
in the game, giving him 22 for the 
season.

Jose Montenegro then laced a 
double to right Field to put runners on 
second and third with Brian 
Shackelford at the plate.

In Saturday’s 15-11 Tech victory, 
Shackelford blasted a grand slam to 
keep the Sooners in the game. Also 
coming into play was a stiff wind 
blowing to right Field and Shackelford 
already having hit 18 home runs on 
the season.

The situation drew a visit from 
Tech coach Larry Hays, who wanted 
to make sure Wright was not tired.

If he was, he didn't show it. He

forced Shackelford to line out to Huth 
at shortstop and end the game.

“The guy had been wearing Shane 
out,” Hays said. “But if Shane says 
he feels good, and when the worst 
thing that can happen is you're tied. 1 
just felt like I needed to stay with him.

“I asked him how he felt, and he 
said he felt like winning the game.”

The win moved Wright to 11 -1 on 
the year and 7-1 in Big 12 play.

Most of the day, it looked like Tech 
would not need any last inning hero­
ics.

After a 48-minute rain delay in the 
top of the second inning. Tech over­
came a 2-0 Sooner lead when the Red 
Raiders scored six runs with two outs 
in the third.

Keith Ginter walked, and Ryan 
Ruiz singled. After designated hitter 
Brennan Burns walked, Josh Bard 
singled up the middle to tie the score. 
Kevin Jordan gave Tech a 4-2 lead 
with a base-clearing triple, and Mark 
Austry followed with a two-run home 
run.

“It was kind of nice to see a two- 
out inning like that," Hays said. "I was 
really glad to see that."

Tech stretched the lead to 9-2 in 
the fifth before Oklahoma mounted 
its comeback.

Bookout hit two-run homers in the 
sixth and seventh innings, both times

scoring Wathan. But the Red Raiders 
would not surrender the lead, and 
moved into fourth place in the con­
ference standings.

Bard said the win Sunday was cru­
cial to Tech’s postseason hopes.

“I think if we would have lost to­
day, we would really have had a tough 
time getting into a regional,” Bard 
said. "It puts us in that competitive 
place to where we can get a higher 
seed in the tournament.”

The Red Raiders and Sooners split 
the First two games of the series. In 
Friday’s opener, pitcher Kevin Olsen 
held Tech to just Five hits in a 15-1 
bombarding of the Red Raiders.

Oklahoma shelled Tech starter 
Jesse Cornejo for 14 runs in six in­
nings, and the game was called due 
to the mercy-rule after seven innings. 
It was the First time this year Tech has 
been defeated by more than 10 runs.

But in Saturday’s game. Tech 
fought back to claim the win behind 
the 180-pitch effort of Monty Ward 
(5-4).

Bard hit two home runs and drove 
in Five runs. Every Tech starter scored 
at least once. There were 36 hits in 
the game, and Zach Stewart picked 
up his second save of the year.

Tech is back in action at 7 p.m. 
today against College of the South­
west at Dan Law Field.

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Bobby Labonte wins 
crash-marred DieHard

TALLADEGA, Ala. (A P )__
Bobby Labonte turned the tables on 
brother Terry in Sunday’s DieHard 
500, a race slowed by the kind of 
wild, multicar crash that has be­
come a Talladega Superspeedway 
trademark.

Terry was leading a tight four- 
car pack as the 187th of 188 laps 
began on the 2.66-mile oval. But 
Bobby, who put himself in position 
tor a shot at the win by passing Jeff 
Gordon for second place on lap 
180, led a three-car train past his 
older brother’s Chevrolet.

The younger Labonte then held 
off a determined effort from Fords 
driven by Jimmy Spencer and Dale 
Jarred to become the first Pontiac 
driver to win at Talladega since 
Richard Petty in 1983, and only the 
second in the track’s history.

“I felt like once I got up front, I 
could stay there,” Bobby Labonte 
said as he celebrated his second 
win of the season and the 12th of

his career.
“ When you get a chance, 

you’ve got to hit it right.”
The races at Talladega and 

Daytona, the two biggest and fast­
est tracks in the stock car sport, 
have been slowed since the late 
’80s by carburetor restrictor plates, 
which also tend to keep the field 
bunched dangerously close to­
gether most of the day.

The final shootout was minus 
some of the strongest cars in the 
field, thanks to a spectacular 20- 
car crash at the start of lap 142.

It was ignited near the front of 
the tightly bunched field when 
Ward Burton bumped the rear of 
Dale Earnhardt’s car and sent it 
careening into Bill Elliott’s Ford 
near the finish line.

Both Earnhardt and Elliott 
slammed into the wall, with 
Elliott’s car bouncing onto its roof 
and sliding toward the first turn in 
flames.
