Officials in the Office of the Provost
have increased the ticket limit for May
commencement to four tickets.

The two ticket increase came at
the request of the Student Govern-
ment Association.

Administrators began considering
limiting tickets for May graduation in
the Lubbock Municipal Coliseum
because former President George
Bush is speaking,.

Each graduate will pick up tickets
from their dean’s office, said Vice Pro-
vost James Brink in a previous inter-
view.

Each college will determine when
to notify students.

The remaining 3,410 seats will be
available on a first come, first serve
basis as in years past, said Cindy
Rugeley, associate vice chancellor for
News and Information.

“The only people getting tickets
are students,” Rugeley said.

Administrators and their families
will not be issued seats in the ticketed
section, she said.

Family members with tickets will
be able to sit with relatives who could
not get tickets in the non-ticketed
section, she said. Before the cer-
emony begins, remaining relatives
and friends will be able to sit in the
unused ticket seats.

Ticket still will be free to students,
she said. Ifany student is approached
by someone selling a ticket, they can
contact the provost’s office.

Blythe Clayton, SGA president,
said she hopes this will ease the
trouble the situation has caused se-
niors.

Tech fixing fire code hazards

Texas Tech already has begun an-
swering the Texas State Fire Marshal's
claims that the university's three
high-rise residence halls failed state
fire codes last year.

Tech, along with 11 other Texas
schools inspected by the Texas State
Fire Marshal’s office in the past year,
were found to be in violation, said
Wayne Smith, director of fire safety
inspections for the state.

Texas A&M and Texas Women's

University were among the other
schools inspected.

“The high rises at Tech had no
sprinklers. The self-closing doors
also were a problem because they
didn't allow for smoke ventilation,”
Smith said.

The state fire marshal inspected
Tech after five students suffered
smoke inhalation during a 1997 fire
in Coleman Residence Hall.

“We inspected right after the fire
in November and went back to in-
spect the other two high rises in Janu-
ary and February,” Smith said.

Tech officials were aware of a few
problems and had already begun a
checklist of things to correct, said
Cindy Rugeley, associate vice chan-
cellor for Tech News and Informa-
tion.

“We've fixed a majority of these
things,” Rugeley said. “At the time
these buildings were built, they were
in accordance to fire codes.”

Tech officials were made aware of
the sprinkler issue after the Coleman
Hall incident in November.

Since that time, the Tech fire mar-
shal, Richard Kopytklewicz, inspects

buildings every six months, Rugeley
said.

Kopytklewicz would make no
comment on the situation.

Costs to install the sprinkler sys-
tems total $3.3 million. Officials hope
to receive some money from the
state’s Senate Finance Committee,
Rugeley said.

“We're not counting on the legis-
lature,” she said. “The dorms are sup-
posed to be self-sufficient, so we're
notsure if they’'ll give us any money.”

Smith said reports of fire code vio-
lations are now coming to light be-

said Monday.

cause schools are budgeting renova-
tion costs.

Tech faces no fines or court action
for the violations because officials are
correcting the problem.

“We stay in contact with them,
and we will come back for a another
inspection,” Smith said.

Other buildings on the Tech cam-
pus were not inspected because
there were no reports or requests to
do so, he said.

Texas Women’s University was the
only school to request that all of their
facilities be inspected.

Interviews
Lewinsky

NEW YORK (AP) — Monica Lewinsky was very frank
about her feelings toward President Clinton and Kenneth
Starr in an interview with ABC but had a hard time ex-
plaining her attraction to married men, Barbara Walters

Walters met with reporters to describe her long-
awaited interview with the former White House intern,
who has yet to appear in public to discuss her relation-
ship with Clinton.

The interview took place Saturday in New York and
will be broadcast over two hours starting at 9 p.m. EST
on March 3, the final day of a television “sweeps” period
used to set advertising rates.

“She is open, she is expressive, she is sometimes very
touching,” Walters said. “Sometimes when she describes
herself you realize she can be very difficult. She is funny
and extremely articulate. This is not a Valley Girl.”

During the impeachment saga, Lewinsky was hotly
pursued by interviewers, including talk show host
Roseanne, who offered Lewinsky more than $1 million
to talk. ABC did not pay for the interview.

Lewinsky said she chose Walters because she felt it was
the best way to establish her credibility, Walters said.

“1 think Monica was a little apprehensive in the be-
ginning but was not nervous,” Walters said.

After nailing down the interview in November, ABC
had to wait until last week for permission from Starr.

Sick building syndrome eyed by architects

When Americans became increas-
ingly worried about the energy crisis
of the 1970s, architects, engineers
and constructors changed the way
they designed and constructed
buildings.

Buildings began to be built in the
most energy-efficient way.

But with this change, there came
a new problem. Employees in these
buildings began to receive cold-like
symptoms, such as itchy eyes, a
runny nose and sinus headaches.

The culprit wasn't sleeping too
close to an open window; it was the
building itself.

“Sick building syndrome is a phe-
nomenon we created,” said Phillip
Mead, professor of architecture at

Texas Tech.

Mead, in conjunction with David
Straus, professor of microbiology at
Texas Tech Medical Center, has been
studying sick building syndrome for
five years and hopes to publish a
book on the topic.

“Architecture is environmental,”
Mead said.

He explained that the way a build-
ing is built has been an important
factor for thousands of years.
Vitruvius, a Roman architect who
worked under Caesar, taught Ro-
mans how to build healthier build-
ings.

Hippocrates, the father of medi-
cine, also taught people about the
importance of a healthy place.

“Today, the things they said are
violated,” Mead said. “The funda-
mentals aren't there.”

Texas Tech’s Residence Hall As-
sociation will present a “town hall”
meeting to discuss possible
changes in visitation policies for
the residence hall at 8 p.m. today
in Wiggins Dining facility.

RHA president Ryan Klemer, a
senior music and business major
from Canyon, said students can
come and voice ideas and discuss
optious.

“We want feedback to give the
Board of Regents,” Klemer said.

Four policy changes to resi-
dence hall visitation hours will be
brought up for discussion.

The first of the changes involves
going to 24-hour visitation every-
day for all residence halls.

Town hall meeting to address
residence visitation policies

The second change would have
24-hour visitation on the weekends
and 11 a.m- 2 a.m on weekdays.

The third policy change would
again have 24-hour visitation on
the weekend, but have 8 a.m.- 2
a.m. on weekdays.

The final change would have
24-hour visitation on all residence
halls, but certain floors within the
residence hall have restricted visi-
tation.

On-campus students will be
able to participate in a campus-
wide vote on the four policy
changes March 2 and 3.

“It's up to all students on cam-
pus,” Klemer said. “We would like
for the students to use their voice.”

There are many reasons Mead
cites for the sick-building occur-
rences.

Air conditioning and heating sys-
tems are a major problem and have
the ability to transport germs around
the building. These germs can come
from a number of different places.

Buildings that are built on low
ground often allow water to drain
and settle underneath them. This
causes fungi to grow, which can get
in the cooling and heating systems.

Another way fungus growth oc-
curs is through a simple leaky roof.
Any place water is stationary, fungus
will grow.

“Fungi don't care where the water
comes from,” Straus said.

“It will grow on tile, sheetrock,
walls, insulation or anything that is
water damaged.”

Mead also explains that the air
quality inside buildings has become
worse.

One way architects made build-
ings more energy efficient was
through limiting the number of win-
dows and making them incapable of
opening. Mead believes that this has
several detrimental aspects.

Because the windows are not able
to be opened, the air conditioning
unit is the only form of air. This re-
lates back to the fact that the unit is
often pumping out germs into the
room.

Also, people who work in these
buildings aren’t receiving a sufficient
amount of vitamin D from ultravio-
let rays that help in such ways as
strengthening bones and teeth. Some
previous studies on the effects of ul-
traviolet rays have been erroneous,

and people who spend a lot of time
indoors are more susceptible to the
negative effects of ultraviolet rays,
Mead said.

The lack of windows also brings a
greater need for indoor light. Fluores-
cent lights register no ultraviolet light
on the brain. Because of this, the
brain begins to produce melatonin,
a chemical which aids the body in
sleeping. When this occurs during
the workday, employees’ productiv-
ity lessens.

What people are able to see out
the window also has an effect, which
Mead proves with studies completed
in hospitals.

One study found patients who
had trees to look at healed three-
fourths faster with lower dosages of
pain killers. Those who looked at a
wall took longer to heal with higher

Dragging case going

JASPER (AP) — James Byrd Jr.,
chained at the ankles and desper-
ately trying to ease the excruciating
pain as he was dragged behind a
pickup truck along a bumpy road,
was alive until his head slammed into
a culvert, decapitating him, a pa-
thologist testified Monday at the trial
of one of thie men accused in his slay-
ing.

Prosecutors, who wrapped up
their case against murder defendant
John William King after 43 witnesses,
need to prove Byrd was alive at the
time of his dragging in order to ask a
jury to send the suspected white su-
premacist to death row.

King's attorneys Monday called
three witnesses whose testimony
lasted just under an hour.

They included a convicted burglar
and sexual offender who prosecutors
said tried to intimidate another wit-
ness, a friend who said King never
tried to recruit him into a racist gang,
and a former job supervisor who said
King was a good worker who eventu-
ally had to be fired after he told the
man following a job dispute “to kiss
his ass.”

King did not testify. The jury was
to get the case Tuesday after closing
arguments.

“He was being dragged behind a
vehicle and he would try to probably
relieve the severe pain that was be-
ing inflicted on him by being dragged
on his back or elbows,” Dr. Tommy
Brown, a pathologist from nearby
Beaumont, said, explaining how

Byrd's heels had been ground to the
bone. “These would indicate he is
trying to get some pressure off other
areas.”

Also Monday, a Jasper County jail
administrator said authorities inter-
cepted a letter written by King and
intended to be smuggled to one of his
cb-defendants, Lawrence Brewer, in
which he expresses pride in the crime
and said he realized he might have
to die for it.

“Regardless of the outcome of
this, we have made history,” King said
in the note, which he signed with a
Ku Klux Klan symbol and Nazi salute.

Before defense attorneys began
their side of the case, jurors Monday
also watched an 11-minute video
made by authorities the day after

dosages of medication.

Both researchers on the subject
agree the best way to alleviate the
problem of Sick Building Syndrome
is to design buildings so they will
have a lesser chance of becoming
“infected.”

“It is a complicated procedure
because so many parties are in-
volved,” Mead said.

The best approach, Mead says, is
for all parties involved in design and
construction, including landscape
architects, mechanical engineers and
architects to work together.

Currently, both researchers are
working with a Dallas company,
Quality Indoor Co., to find ways to
prevent and solve problems pertain-
ing to Sick Building Syndrome. Their
work has led them to El Paso and
Edmond, Okla.

Byrd's body was found, retracing the
nearly three-mile dragging route.

But the jury of 11 whites and one
black studied most intently the 14
crime scene photographs, delivered
to them individually in black folders.

“It's one thing to look at a set of
pictures before you know the motive
or the facts,” District Attorney Guy
James Gray told reporters after court.
“It's another thing to look at the in-
juries on that body after you know
why it was done and the motivation
behind it.”

Some were tightlipped, one tried
to suppress a facial twitch, alternat-
ing his glance between the photos
and King, who sat emotionless, his
elbow on the table and his chin in his
hand.

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Levi’s employees express
disappointment over closure

EL PASO (AP) — Levi Strauss
& Co. sewing machine opera-
tors expressed sadness Monday
after learning their plant will
close but said they weren't sur-
prised at the news.

Some 730 workers at the El
Paso plant are among about
5,900 who will be laid off as the
San Francisco-based company
shuts down 11 of its 22 North
American factories in the face
of slumping sales.

Four of the plants to be
closed are in Texas.

In McAllen, about 720 em-
ployees will be laid off, in
Wichita Falls, about 425, and in
Harlingen, about 320.

It's just the latest round of
cutbacks at Levi's.

Levi's has laid off 7,400 work-
ers in North America since late
1997.

The El Paso and McAllen
plants will remain fully opera-
tional until June or July, and
employees likely will work un-
til the fall, said Annette Mo-
rales, a local Levi's spokes-

woman.

The workers will be paid until
around March 2000.

Managers at the downtown EIl
Paso plant, which makes Levi's
501 Red Tab jeans, sent workers
home at midday Monday after ex-
plaining the severance package to
them.

The Cypress plant is the sixth
of seven Levi's factories in El Paso
to be shut down since November
1997.

Some workers left in tears.

“I'm sad, very sad,” Socorro
Rodriguez, 47, said, wiping her
eyes.

“It's very hard for us, all of us.”

Rodriguez, a machine operator
at the plant for eight years, said
Levi's offered good salaries, ben-
efits and Christmas bonuses.

“I'm sure that I'm not going to
find another job like this one,”
said Rodriguez, a mother of two.

Marta Gonzalez, 45, an 18-year
employee, said she anticipated
the news because of the previous
closures.

“Life goes on,” she shrugged.

“We were

prepared. It
wasn't a sur-
prise.”

Maria
Elena Vasquez
said many of
the employees
were SO emo-
tional because
they had been
working side-
by-side for so
long.

‘‘“We've
been together for a lot of years,
you know,"” said Vasquez, 30, a
seven-year employee. ‘“We've
known each other a lot of time. My
mother was working here for 27
years, so | know the people who
worked here since | was 5 years
(old).

“We are like a family, this is our
family,” she said. “And that’s why
we are very, very sad.”

Vasquez said it helped knowing
that she’ll be able to keep her ben-
efits for a year.

In response
to the students, the SGA asked that se-
niors be given four tickets instead of two.
The administration honored that re-
quest.

Tech (9-4 overall, 0-0 Big 12) fin-
ished 4-4 on the California portion of
the road trip and will collide with a
New Mexico squad coming off a
three-game sweep of Eastern New
Mexico.

Sharp goes for win No. 400

all-time victories, Texas Tech Lady
Raider coach Marsha Sharp has a
more important goal for No. 11 Tech
entering the last week of the regular
season.

“The only time it crosses my mind
is when somebody asks me about it,
honestly,” Sharp said of the possibil-
ity of win No. 400 against Colorado
Wednesday. “I think about it a little
bit then.

But, some of Sharp’s Lady Raiders
(22-3 overall, 12-2 overall) said they
would like to help their coach reach
the coveted 400-win mark come
Wednesday.

“She deservesit,” Tech post Angie
Braziel said.

“She’s done a lot for this program
here at Texas Tech. It's time for us to
give something to her. She really de-
serves this honor.”

Tech point guard Melinda
Schmucker said the Lady Raiders
would like to give something back to
Sharp by helping her achieve her
400th victory.

“It's something we'd like to do,”

Schmucker said.

“Game in and game out, she's
there for us. | think that it would be
neat for us to give her something in
return.”

And entering the stretch run of the
conference schedule, Sharp said the
Lady Raiders are playing as well now
that Tech is coming off a win against
Oklahoma State and an important
75-62 road victory against Nebraska
on Sunday. The loss was only the sec-
ond for the "Huskers in two years at
the Bob Devaney Center.

“About (Sunday’s) game, I, prob-
ably more than anything else, am
proud for those players,” Sharp said
of the squad.

“That’s something they've been
trying to get done on the road, to
hang on to a lead and have a chance
to win in a tough environment. It's
been a little bit of a struggle. I think

for them to have maybe at least one
day where they got that done was
something that was really important
for them individually and together as
a group.”

After the battle with the Buffaloes,
Tech finishes out the regular season
against in-state rival Texas in Lub-
bock Saturday.

Along with getting the chance to
avenge a loss earlier this season to
the Longhorns, the game will also
mark the final game in the Lubbock
Municipal Coliseum for the Tech bas-
ketball program.

“This week, it just doesn't get any
easier,” Sharp said.

“We've just had our backs to the
wall and have had to win now since
we've come home from Texas. So
we've got four of them done, and
we've got two left. That's really the
way you have to look at it.”
