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Parking fees to skyrocket under plan

Reserved parking rates could be as high 
as $260 per year for faculty and staff, more 
than $200 a year for resident students and 
about $100 per year for commuter students 
if two parking garages are built on campus.

Preliminary plans for managing traffic and 
parking for garages at Texas Tech were intro­
duced to the Traffic and Parking Committee 
on Tuesday.

Plans were presented by Donal Simpson, 
a consultant with Wallace Roberts and Todd 
of Dallas, who was hired by Tech officials to 
develop a parking management plan.

A traffic and parking plan is expected to

be presented to the Tech Board of Regents at 
their May 14 meeting.

Simpson said the preliminary rates in­
clude the 15 percent increase in parking rates 
for this year, another expected 15 percent 
increase in 2001, as well as costs for the build­
ing of the garages.

Currently, reserved parking spaces cost 
$125 per year, for students in the residence 
hall the cost is $65 for both semesters and 
commuter students paid $43 for both semes­
ters.

Those who are not located in the parking 
garage could pay the same rates as those who 
park in covered parking, he said.

“This seems to be the most equitable way,” 
Simpson said. “Not all may want to pay

higher rates, but when you’re building a park­
ing garage, it’s not fair to hit one person with 
a big premium and say' you have to pay this’."

The Tech Campus Master Plan has inten­
tions to construct four parking garages, not 
including the parking deck next to the United 
Spirit Arena. Of the two garages addressed at 
the meeting Tuesday, one will be placed be­
tween the Wall/Gates Residence Hall and the 
H ulen/C lem ents Residence Hall on 18th 
Street, the other at 15th Street, either where 
the Tech Bookstore or the Development Of­
fice is now located.

Preliminary numbers show the 18th Street 
garage to cost $8.7 million and about $5 mil­
lion for the 15th Street garage.

The 18th Street garage would have 960

spaces and would be available for faculty, 
staff and resident students. The 15th Street 
garage could have 770 spaces and would be 
available for faculty staff and visitors.

Besides contending with parking rates, 
Simpson and Tech administrators have other 
issues to solve before a plan can be approved.

No real traffic simulations have been per­
formed, administrators do not know where 
up front financing for the structures will 
come from and there is no comparative in­
formation from other universities with park­
ing garages.

Simpson and Jaqueline Garcia, interim 
vice chancellor for administration and fi­
nance, agreed more information needs to be 
gathered before the May presentation.

Lewis Held, associate professor of biology 
and a faculty senator, said faculty senators 
will want to see more research completed on 
the traffic and parking before they would be 
satisfied with paying such high parking rates.

Tech Police Chief Jay Parchman asked 
about security and parking enforcement is­
sues concerning the garages.

While security issues and enforcement is­
sues are not solidified, Simpson said there 
likely will be closed circuit televisions, which 
is fed back to Tech police, glass elevators and 
some gate control devices.

Preliminary timelines for construction of 
the 18th Street parking garages show it to be 
complete by 2001, and there is no time line 
for the 15th Street garage.

A  W i l d  A c e
Tech tennis star serves up No. 88 national ranking

After competing at the No. 4 position last season for 
the Texas Tech men's tennis squad, junior Ryan Shupe 
has battled his way to the No. 2 position for Tech and 

a No, 88 national ranking,
Shupe has fought his way to an 11 -5 overall mark this season and stands 

qt 3-5 in Big 12 action with two regular season conference matches re­
maining.

One of Shupe’s 11 wins was a straight set 6-3,6-3 thumping of Baylor’s 
Pawel Ga/dzik, who was ranked No. 18 in the nation at the time.

Shupe has already surpassed last year’s win total of 10 and said the 
difference in his game this year has been consistency.

“1 am a little more level-headed this season,” Shupe said. "I’m playing 
with a little more consistency and a little more fire each match. I am pre­
paring better for each match than I did in the past. I think that the prepa­
ration is a lot of the key for my success this season."

Director ofTennisTim Siegel said Shupe has been a more mature per­
son this season, both on and off the court.

“1 knew he was very talented,” Siegel said of Shupe. “What 1 am proud 
of is to see the maturity and the development as a person and as a player. 
I think he has improved a lot, and 1 think he understands what it takes 
now more than he did. He knows that the work ethic, determination, and 
basically coming to play everyday is how you succeed. I think that is where 
he has grown up a lot.”

Tech has not had a men’s singles player ranked this high since senior 
Petar Danolic was ranked No. 40 in the nation in the preseason polls of 
the 1996-97 season.

Siegel said Shupe has been a reliable source for victories this season at 
the No. 2 position.

“He is playing a high position at No. 2 and he has come up with some 
big wins for us,” Siegel said. “Not only big wins against good players but 
under pressure situations. He has helped to clinch the match against some 
good teams.”

Siegel said Shupe has been focused on winning in each of his matches, 
which is key when playing at a high position.

“I think he has been one of our most consistent players this season," 
Siegel said. “When you play at No. 1 and No. 2, you really have to be up. 
You expect to have a tough match every time you step onto the court, and 
you can’t afford to have any mental lapses. And, he’s done that.”

Shupe has played his way into a position late in the season where he 
can make a run at qualifying for the NCAA Tournam ent

Siegel said Shupe’s performance in the last matches of the regular sea­
son and the Big 12 Tournament will go a long way in determining whether 
or not he will qualify for the NCAA Tournament.

Shupe said making the NCAA Tournament is a goal for him, but he 
knows that qualifying while competing at the No. 2 position will be tough.

“1 hope I can make it,” Shupe said. "But it’s going to be tough. I don’t 
know if I am going to have the chance to play the higher caliber players. 
But if it works out that way, it would be fantastic. But I am going to take

each match one at a time. I can’t think too far ahead.”
Siegel said even if Shupe does not qualify for the NCAA Tournament this season he will 

have a lot of positive things to take with him into his senior campaign.
"I think this has been his best year," Siegel said. “The great thing about him is that he has 

got a lot of room to improve. He’s got a lot of potential to make next year an All-American type 
year for him."

Students to test web registration site

Some Texas Tech students registering 
for summ er and fall semesters will be 
asked to test a pilot web registration pro­
gram this week.

Three computers will be set up with 
web registration capacities, and students 
will be randomly selected in the registra­
tion line to try the program.

“I think this is going to be something 
that the students will really enjoy,” said 
Michael Heintze, vice president for en­
rollment management.

The program would allow students to 
register for classes on the web, using the 
TechSis site unveiled in December. The 
web site currently allows students to 
change their personal information and 
check their grades and schedules.

“ Portions of this program have already

been turned on, and they have worked 
very well thus far,” Registrar Don Wickard 
said.

The trial program does not have a way 
of checking if a student has met with their 
adviser, but when it gets up and running, 
there will be a way to check that, he said.

“At first, there will be a flag put on ev­
erybody to make sure they have been 
advised,” Wickard said. “That might 
change because it will be left up to indi­

vidual departments."
He said as departments become more 

familiar with the program, they will revise 
their requirements about registration.

Wickard said the date when the pro­
gram will be available to all students is, 
as yet, undecided.

“We think this program will be very 
successful, but we’re not going to turn it 
on until we know for sure that it will be 
working correctly," Wickard said.

Milosevic announces cease-fire, NATO calls offer a sham
BELGRADE, Yugoslavia (AP) — 

Yugoslav President Slobodan Milosevic 
declared a unilateral cease-fire Tuesday 
in his cam paign to crush rebels in 
Kosovo, saying he wanted to honor the 
Orthodox Easter holiday this weekend. 
Western leaders called the move a sham 
and pledged to press ahead with 
airstrikes.

Moments after the cease-fire took ef­

fect at 8 p.m. (2 p.m. EDT), air-raid sirens 
wailed in Belgrade, heralding new NATO 
attacks.

At least six explosions could be heard 
late Tuesday in the  d irection  of the 
Batajnica military airport just north of 
Belgrade and tracer rounds from anti-air­
craft were seen in the night sky.

Yugoslav television stations reported 
further attacks Tuesday night around the

Kosovo capital of Pristina: at Uzice, 75 
m iles southw est of Belgrade: near 
Kraljevo, 75 miles south of Belgrade; and 
at Pancevo and Cacak, two industrial 
towns. U.S. officials say a munitions plant 
is located at Cacak.

Another missile struck a residential 
district in Podgorica, capital of the tiny 
Yugoslav republic Montenegro. There 
were no injuries but several buildings

were damaged, according to Associated 
Press reporters on the scene.

The Yugoslav cease-fire declaration 
was clearly aimed at staving off further 
NATO attacks and at p resen ting  
Milosevic’s government as a champion of 
peace.

President Clinton and NATO insisted 
that half-measures would not end the 
NATO air campaign that began March 24.

Arena garage 
may be short 
on funding

The parking garage to be built next to the Texas Tech 
United Spirit Arena may have only half the parking spaces 
promised at the time of completion.

While he was not specific,Tech Deputy Chancellor )im 
Crowson said funds may not be available to build the 
second level of the arena parking deck.

The arena parking deck, projected to have 600 spaces, 
is a separate project from the arena and was approved in 
1997. The parking deck combined with surface-level 
parking, estimated to cost $4.2 million, will allow for more 
than 1,000 spaces for commuter, Student Recreation Cen­
ter and arena athletic event parking.

Crowson said administrators have known about the 
situation for a couple of months, and they still are ana­
lyzing the issue and have no solutions.

“The cost of the parking deck came in higher when 
we got to the bidding stage," he said.

The discussion about a possible problem with the 
arena-deck parking structure came about during the Traf­
fic and Parking Committee meeting Tuesday.

Jim Brunjes, vice president of fiscal affairs, said there 
may not be enough money at first for the second level of 
the parking deck, but in time, the second level could he 
added.

Construction for the arena parking structure is sched­
uled to begin this summer.

Robert Ewalt, vice president for student affairs, said 
losing half of the spaces in the arena parking deck could 
cause a lot of frustration.

“The parking deck is a significant item for events in the 
arena,” Ewalt said. “It was predicate for all that space to be 
available.”

Tech students, who commute and use the rec center, 
likely will be upset that parking spaces originally prom­
ised might not be there.

Douglas Jeffrey, president-elect of the Student Gov­
ernm ent Association, was present at the committee 
meeting and said he wants to make sure there really is a 
problem with the parking deck before taking any action.

“If there is a problem, I want to make sure students 
know what’s going on. I don’t think we should just sit back, 
but 1 want to make sure we go through the right chan­
nels,” Jeffrey said.

Law society presents water issues

The Environmental Law Society 
will present a discussion of the laws 
concerning ow nership of under­
ground water at 4 p.m. today in the 
courtroom of the law schooL

Ed Vaughan, an attorney from 
Uvalde, will present his speech. "The 
Changing Nature of the Texas Rule of 
Capture for Ground Water.* A recep­
tion will follow.

“For the last several years," 
Vaughan said, 'beginning with the 
Chapter 52 water districts and the

Edwards .Aquifer Act in 1973 and now 
with the Texas Supreme Court look­
ing at the nght of capture, water in 
Texas has been and continues to be 
in a state of change '

Vaughan often represents people 
who have been drawing water from 
the Edwards Aquifer for irrigation 
purposes under the right of capture 
law that has been recognized in Texas 
since 1904 That law has been under 
scrutiny when the legislature created 
the Edwards .Aquifer .Act in 1993.

The Edwards .Aquifer Act created 
a permit system for all users of the 
aquifer.

'T his affects people in Uvalde. 
Boeme. Medina - the Edwards Aqui­
fer extends from Uvalde up through 
Austin.' Vaughan said.

The act has been challenged on 
constitutional 'taking* grounds, in 
addition to substantive and proce­
dural grounds because of the imple­
menting rules of the authority .

A federal lawsuit still exists be­
cause of the Endangered Species Act 

Vaughan also will discuss Sipnano 
vs. Great Springs Water of .America 
the Ozarka Bottled Water Company l. 

a case the Texas Supreme Court is re­
viewing.

Ozarka began legally pumping 
large amounts of water out of an East 
Texas aquifer through high-capacity 
wells causing smaller nearby wells to 
drv up.

The Siprianos have asked the su­
preme court to overturn the nght of 
capture law in order to protect own­
ers of smaller capacity wells

“I don’t think there will be any sig­
nificant changes in this session,' 
Vaughan said. 'But. next session who

Twins face initial trial 
for m urder, assault

HENDERSON, VC. (AP, — The 
m other of 11-year-old twins held 
their hands today as the boys ap­
peared in court to face charges they 
killed their father and wounded their 
sister and the mother in a shooting 
rampage at their home.

Deborah Bawcum, her arm in a 
sling from the bullet wound she re­
ceived Thursday night, at times ap­
peared to ask the boys questions as 
she sat between her two sons, hold­
ing their hands. The boys, wearing 
identical blue, white and gray wind- 
breakers, rarely looked at her.

William Harvey Bawcum Jr., 46, of 
Kittrell was shot to death last I hurs-
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day night while racing up the stairs 
of his home to his wife's aid. Deborah 
Bawcum. 45. was wounded along 
with the Bawcums’ 16-year-old 
daughter. Robin.

Attorneys were appointed to rep­
resent the boy s at today’s hearing.

The fifth-graders are charged as 
juveniles with first-degree murder 
and assault.

Children under 13 cannot be tried 
as adults in North Carolina. If con­
victed, they could be sent to a juve­
nile facility until they are 18.

The boys have been held since last 
weekend at Dorothea Dix Hospital, a 
Raleigh mental hospital.

Prosecutors want the boys’ m en­
tal capacities evaluated, but. the 
boys' attorneys objected today. Dis­
trict Judge C'laude Allen didn’t rule on 
the issue.

Family friends said the shootings 
erupted after Deborah Bawcum tried 
to take a hunting rifle she found on a 
bed in the boys' room. The Bawcums 
all were shot with a .38-caJiber pis­
tol. authorities said.

Police draped jackets over the 
boys’ heads to shield them from pho­
tographers today as they came and 
went, from the Vance County Court­
house.

Sheriff R. Thomas Breedlove said 
Monday he wanted to interview the 
brothers but was waiting until attor­
neys were appointed for them.

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Program to help benefit parents

Lubbock parents are given an op­
portunity to be their infant’s first 
teacher with the help of the Parents 
as Teachers Program.

The program is a collaboration 
between Texas Tech’s College of Hu­
m an Sciences and the Lubbock 
Housing Authority. The two have 
been partners in the program for the 
past 14 months.

La Nelle Ethridge, coordinator of 
Parents as Ieachers, said the program 
helps parents and children who live 
in public housing. It is directed at 
children up to three years of age.

’’It’s a unique program because we 
do hom e visits," she said.

The purpose of the program is to 
help ch ildren  develop skills at a 
young age. Ethridge said they do this

by having a lesson plan that is used 
at e ither weekly, bi-weekly or 
monthly visits — though most visits 
are weekly, she said.

At these visits, the children play 
with toys, and the members and par­
ents read to the children.

“We try to stimulate one area of 
developm ent per visit,” Ethridge 
said.

She said they work on developing 
the infants cognitive, physical, social 
and emotional development.

They also talk to the parents about 
why it is important to teach children 
at a young age. Ethridge said the par­
ents are encouraged to get involved. 
For instance, after a PAT staff mem­
ber reads to the children, the parents 
read to the children again.

The program also sponsors meet­
ings and activities for the families in 
the program.

Rylander said 
the m eat will provide about 2,000 
hamburger patties. It is estimated the 
meat is 400 to 450 pounds.

"It is a good cause,” Rylander said.
He said he had the steer and noth­

ing better to do with it, so he donated 
to the program.

The donation will help the chil­
dren who do not have the proper pro­
tein in their diet, Ethridge said.

The Lubbock Housing Authority is 
providing a freezer and storage 
space.

The PAT program was founded in 
Missouri and now is in 50 states and 
is funded by grants.

The LHA has a $75,000 grant per 
year for five years. Ethridge said Tech 
has an in-kind grant, which is where 
Tech matches the grant with money 
and support. She said Tech pays two 
salaries and the office space for the 
program.

Gramm, Hutchison lobby for Texas highway money
WASHINGTON (AP) — Texas’ 

two senators are lobbying for the 
lion’s share of the $ 140 million that 
T ransportation Secretary Rodney 
Slater will parcel out for special 
road projects later this year.

The six-year $203 billion high­
way bill approved last year by Con­
gress gives the Transportation De­
partm ent the discretion to allocate 
$140 m illion this year under the

"As trade with Mexico continues 
to increase as a result of the North 
American Free Trade Agreement, 
Texas highw ays and the bo rder 
crossings which access them  play a 
vital role in the success of our n a ­
tional economy,” they wrote.

Among the 33 projects identified 
as priority projects by the Texas De­
partm ent of Transportation is $61.2 
million to widen 1-35 in Dallas.

Settlement in oil case 
awaits judge’s approval

CORPUS CHRISTl (AP) — 
Settlem ent negotiations in a 
class-action lawsuit over oil royal­
ties continued before a federal 
judge Tuesday

Last fall, U.S. District Judge Janis 
Graham Jack gave preliminary ap­
proval to all the settlements in the 
iawsuit, which accuses oil compa­
nies of conspiring to fix prices and 
underpay royalties.

Jack must now decide if the pro­
posed deals, totaling almost $200 
million, are fair and whether the 
case constitutes a class-action. He 
also is considering if the lawyer fees 
are appropriate.

Proceedings were moved to the 
Bayfront Plaza Convention Center 
to accommodate many of the 220 
attorneys who have worked on the 
case and hundreds of royalty own­
ers who could receive a check. The 
hearing was under way Tuesday af­
ternoon.

The money would come from a 
main agreement with almost two 
dozen oil companies for $164.2 
m illion and seven settlem ents 
ranging from $350,000 to $11 mil­
lion negotiated by individual oil 
companies.

Hundreds of thousands of roy­
alty owners across the United States 
would receive additional checks

from oil companies if the settle­
ment is approved. Attorneys have 
said it would be the largest settle­
ment of its kind involving an oil roy- ^ 
altycase.

Settling defendants indude m a-1 | 
jor oil producers such as Amoco BP 
Chevron USA. Shell, Texaco, Exxon 
and Mobil as well as independent y 
producers such as Union Pacific 
Resources.

“We think it’s a full, fair and ad­
equate settlement,* Richard Carrell 
of Houston, the lead counsel for de­
fendants in the main settlement, 
told the CorpusChristiCaller-Times.

One landow ner, Brenda 
Rainosek of La Grange, testified 
Monday th a t she considers the 
settlement fair. She was an original 
plaintiff in a lawsuit filed four years 
ago.

Settlement notices have been 
mailed to an estimated500,000 roy­
alty and working-interest owners, 
said Houston attorney Lee Godfrey, 
lead counsel for one group of roy­
alty owners.

But most of the nation's 4 mil­
lion-plus royalty owners probably 
won’t get rich from their share if 
past awards are any indication, said 
Richard Rorschach, chairman of 
the National Association of Royalty 
Owners in Ada, Okla.

T had an abortion over a year ago, but I still can’t seem 
fb:.gfiit completely over it. Physically, I feel fine, but 
emotionally, I get depressed every so often. I have never 
been sorry about what I did because it was the only choice 
I could make and keep my life together. So, what do I do 
about the depression and will it ever go away?

Ai\n abortion is a big decision, and dealing with the 
atfthm ath of mixed emotions can be difficult. Some 
women have no problems after the event, others have 
on-and-off feelings like you do, and some regret and have 
difficulty dealing with the decision. Since the feelings 
come and go, they may relate to your hormonal cycle. 
Also, at times around the date of the abortion, the date 
the fetus might have been born or the anniversary of the 
conception, emotions can rise to the surface and depress 
you.

There are a number of ways to try to work through 
these feelings. Talking about how you feel to a close friend 
or writing your feelings down in a journal may help get 
them out of your system. You might check to see if the 
place where you got the abortion has a counseling 
service, and Tech has a University Counseling Center that 
your fees pay for you to use. You might check with the 
counselor about support groups for women who have 
experienced what you have. Your feelings might never go 
away, but with time, I hope you can seek help to assist 
you with emotional healing you need.

,< T*m sick and tired of getting a cold this time every 
jlea&What can I do to not only get rid of it but to keep 
from getting it?

There are more than 300 viruses that can cause the 
Cbfd, and if I could guarantee you a way not to catch it 
every year, I could quit working at Tech and live the life 
Bill Gates lives. Since there are no guarantees in life, here 
are a few tips to treat and a few tips to keep from being so 
susceptible to a cold. First, eat a healthy diet instead of 
all fast foods and sodas.

Get a regular good n ig h t’s sleep because tired, 
stressed-out students catch colds quicker because the 
immune system doesn’t work well in those conditions.

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Merck looks to take new cholesterol drug
NhW YORK (AP) — Merck & Co. 

$ wants to sell its anti-cholesterol drug 
* Mevacor without a doctor’s prescrip­

tion, a move that would give people 
easy access to one of medicine’s most
powerful weapons against heart dis­
ease.

Federal regulators will closely 
scrutinize the com pany’s plan be­
cause Mevacor, in its prescription 
strength, carries a small chance of 
liver damage.

Regulators have previously re­
jected the idea of selling cholesterol 
drugs over the counter, and current

users of Mevacor must have blood 
tests when they first start taking it to 
ensure no problems arise.

Consumer health advocates say 
the time has come for the drug to be 
sold without a prescription.

"This would be wonderful for the 
public,” said Charlie Inlander, presi­
dent of the People’s Medical Society, 
a consumer health group based in 
Allentown, Pa. "As long as its safe and 
effective, why shouldn’t we have it?” 

Merck wouldn’t disclose details of 
its plans. The company has yet to 
apply to the Food and Drug Admin­

istration for permission to sell over 
the counter. The FDA could order 
additional research that would delay 
the move for months or years.

Experts said the company’s main 
challenge will be to come up with a 
dosage that would be effective, but at 
the same time not require follow-up 
tests.

Experts estimate that only one- 
third of the 13 million Americans 
with symptoms of heart disease are 
taking cholesterol drugs. An addi­
tional 16 million with high choles­
terol, but no symptoms of heart dis-

ease, are untreated.
Views of doctors vary.
Dr. Rodman Starke, executive vice 

president of the American Heart As­
sociation, said cholesterol drugs 
should always be taken under a 
doctor’s care.

But Dr. Bernard Gersh, a consult­
ant in cardiovascular diseases at the 
Mayo Clinic, said Mevacor has been 
around for more than a decade and 
is safe for the vast majority of pa­
tients.

"Mevacor is as safe a drug as aspi­
rin,” he said.

ttAn over-the- 
counter version 
of Mevacor 
would likely in­
crease usage be­
cause patien ts 
would not have 
to visit a doctor 
and because its 
price would 
drop. A monthly
supply of Mevacor now costs about 
$150.

Moving the drug to non-prescrip­

Jesse Jackson asks Yugoslavs for U.S. captives' release
NEW YORK (AP) — The Rev.

lesse Jackson met with Yugoslav 
officials on Tuesday and offered to 
negotiate the release of three U.S. 
soldiers as a first step toward end­
ing the Kosovo conflict.

lackson spoke with Vladislav 
Jovanovic, the charge d’affaires of 
the Yugoslav mission to the United 
Nations, saying he and other reli­
gious leaders want to visit the cap­
tives and m eet with President 
Slobodan Milosevic.

“As long as those soldiers are 
there, they become war bait, they 
become Private Ryans, they be­
come reasons to intensify the war

effort," lackson said.
"Their release 

could become a fac­
tor in breaking the 
cycle and moving to­
ward an end to the 
atrocities.”

Jovanovic said he 
a p p r e c i a t e d  
Jackson’s involve­
ment and would relay his request to 
Milosevic.

“The three prisoners are part of the 
huge catastrophe” caused by NATO’s 
bombing of Yugoslavia, Jovanovic 
said. “The end of bombing would cer­
tainly lead to the resolution of all re-

m aining political 
and other p rob­
lems.”

The prisoners, 
Staff Sgt. Andrew 
Ramirez, 24, of Los 
Angeles, Spc. 
Steven Gonzales, 
21, of Huntsville, 
and StaffSgt. Chris­

topher J. Stone, 25, of Smiths 
Creek, Mich., were captured last 
week near the Yugoslav- 
Macedonian border. U.S. officials 
have said they hold Milosevic and 
his government responsible for 
their safety.

Brandon Lund wanted his father 
dead.

So, the teen-ager came up with 
a solution straight out of the “T.J. 
Hooker” reruns he loved to watch: 
He hired a hitm an.

But w hen B randon  had  a 
change of heart, the form er Boy 
Scout learned that calling off a hit 
isn’t like canceling a dentist a p ­
pointm ent.

On Monday, the alleged hitman, 
Billy Don Wilson, went on trial on 
m u rd e r ch arg es  for alleged ly  
breaking into the Lund home with 
five o th e r  p eo p le  and  killing 
Brandon's father for his $5,000 gun 
collection in 1998.

Brandon also was slashed with 
a knife but survived.

“When you set out to find cold­
blooded, calculating people, the 
tables can turn on you in horrible 
ways that can't be predicted,” said 
District A ttor­
ney Jam es 
Eidson.

Family of 1997 slain victim sue suspect
HOUSTON (AP) —The parents of 

a 12-year-old girl killed in 1997 have 
decided to sue investigators’ prime 
suspect even though he’s never been 
charged with the slaying.

In a wrongful death lawsuit filed 
last week by Miles A. and Gail 
Smither, the Friendswood couple 
seeks unspecified dam ages from 
Texas prison inmate William Lewis 
Reece for the death of Laura Kate 
Smither.

"We think we can link him to the 
abduction and the murder with cred­
ible evidence,” said Alton Todd, attor­
ney for the Smither family. "If we 
didn't, we wouldn’t have filed the

suit.
Laura’s disappearance on April 3, 

1997 sparked a massive search that 
ended 17 days later when her body 
was found in a Pasadena retention 
pond.

The suit was filed in Galveston 
County, southeast of Houston.

Friendswood Police Chief Jared 
Stout publicly named Reece, a former 
bulldozer operator, a prime suspect 
in the case.

But the department failed to ac­
cum ulate  enough evidence to 
present to a grand jury.

Laboratory tests have failed to link 
Reece to Laura Sm ither’s murder.

Still, Stout continues to work the 
case, saying Tuesday that evidence he 
believes may finally link Reece, is be­
ing analyzed at this moment.

“We have fiber evidence that we 
are continuing to work,” said Stout, 
who declined to elaborate.

The 39-year-old Reece is now 
serving a 60-year prison sentence af­
ter being convicted last year in the 
unrelated aggravated kidnapping of 
a Webster woman.

Laura’s father declined to com ­
ment about the contents of the law­
suit or the “credible evidence” that 
proves Reece is his daughter’s killer.

He is ju s t  o n e  o f sev e ra l 
m id sh ip m e n  d isc ip lin e d  re ­
cently  for sexual m isconduct 
at the Naval Academy, w here 
after 22 years of coeducational 
classes, officials still struggle to 
regulate the urges of college-age 
men and women.

pus — m idsh ipm en  regularly 
fall in love, have sex and som e­
tim es get caught.

Four were expelled this year 
for sexual m isconduct or frater­
nization. pending the Navy’s fi­
nal ruling.

Theaters must meet conditions for movie
LOS ANGELES (AP) — If theaters 

want the Force to be with them, they 
may have to meet strict conditions.

The studio distributing the ea­
gerly anticipated “Star Wars: Episode 
I — The Phantom M enace” wants 
multiplexes to show the movie only 
in their biggest and best theaters for 
at least two months, with no more 
than eight minutes of coming attrac­
tions.

In addition, 20th Century Fox is 
asking that theater owners who play 
“Phantom" on more than one screen 
keep it on all those screens through 
the minimum run. Theaters also are 
being told to refrain from using a 
single movie print to show the film 
on two screens. And, they're being 
asked not to show any non-movie

advertisements before the film.
These, at least, are the conditions 

Fox wants. The final terms still must 
be worked out over the next few 
weeks in negotiations between the 
studio and theater owners.

If Fox gets its way, a theater failing 
to follow the studio's conditions 
could be hit with hefty fines or lose 
the right to show what could be one 
of the highest-grossing films of all 
time, one expected to rival “Titanic.” 
“Titanic” grossed a record $600 mil­
lion in North America.

“There are often conditions put 
on (theaters), but this is pretty u n ­
usual," said Paul Dergarabedian, 
president of Exhibitor Relations Co., 
which tracks the industry.

"But Fox feels that with this type

of product, they can make these de­
mands, and the exhibitors will agree 
to them. I mean, who wouldn’t want 
to have their theater playing this 
movie?”

“Phantom ” opens May 19. The 
movie is a “prequel” to the “Star 
Wars” trilogy of the 1970s and ’80s, 
taking audiences back to when Darth 
Vader was a child. The film is accom­
panied by a major m erchandising 
and promotional campaign that in­
cludes toys and souvenir Pepsi cans.

How many theaters will show the 
movie is still unknown because it is 
uncertain how many of them will 
agree to these and other terms dic­
tated by Fox, which is distributing the 
movie for director George Lucas. He 
financed it himself.

The conditions were first reported 
Tuesday in the Hollywood trade pub­
lication Daily Variety.

Officials at 20th Century Fox de­
clined to comment. Several theater 
chain owners said they couldn’t dis­
cuss the conditions because they had 
not yet negotiated with Fox.

These conditions are in addition 
to the previously announced requests 
hy Fox and Lucas that theaters refrain 
from selling tickets in advance — a 
move that is aimed at thwarting scalp­
ing hut is likely to mean longer lines.

The request — still being negoti­
ated with theaters— would be a blow 
to ticket services like Moviefone, 
through which people can buy tick­
ets by phone for a service charge of 
about $1.50 per ticket.

Stamp of rejection
Owners n o t happy  w ith 
p roposed  sale of Redskins

ATI.ANTA (AP) — Two years and 
one day after the death of Jack Kent 
Cooke, NFL owners appear ready to 
reject the proposed sale of the Wash­
ington Redskins, a decision that 
could leave the franchise in limbo for 
months and perhaps years.

Q uestions about Howard 
Milstein’s finances, his contentious 
stewardship of the New York Island­
ers and a perceived high-handed lob­
bying approach have many owners 
leaning toward a veto of the $800 
million bid, the most offered for a 
U.S. sports franchise.

Twenty-four of the 31 owners 
must approve the sale Wednesday at 
a special m eeting arranged after 
Milstein requested a postponement 
last month in Phoenix.

The vote could hinge on a recom­
mendation from commissioner Paul 
Tagliabue and the league’s financial 
committee, which will meet before 
the vote. The eight-member commit­
tee was split 3-3 with two abstentions 
in Phoenix. Com m ittee chairm an 
New England owner Bob Kraft has 
been one of the bid’s few solid sup­
porters, but com m ittee m em bers 
Tom Benson of New Orleans and Pat 
Bowlen of Denver are opposed.

The favorite to win a second 
round of bidding would be Snyder, a 
Washington-area communications 
executive who has the money in the 
bank and who has come through the 
NFL process unscathed . Snyder 
could team with a losing bidder from 
the first round, such as Phoenix de­
veloper Sam Grossman, to mount a 
formidable bid.

But all that becom es m oot if 
Milstein loses and decides to sue, 
halting the sale process with a course 
of action that could take years to play 
out. Milstein was asked by the own­
ers in Phoenix if he would sue. His 
initial response was that he had not 
thought about it.

Unless the sale is approved, John 
Kent Cooke will continue to run the 
team, retaining coach Norv Turner 
and general m anager Charley 
Casserly.

Several free agents said they were 
wary of signing with the Redskins 
because of the uncertainty, and the 
players under contract want the mat­
ter resolved.

“It’s one of those things that has 
gone on too long,” cen ter Cory 
Raymer said Tuesday. “And it’s be­
come a pain in the butt.”

Conflict in Kosovo hits athletics
JACKSONVILLE (AP)— This is 

the time of year most sophomore 
basketball players at junior col­
leges are concentrating on aca­
demics and deciding which four- 
year school they’ll attend.

Lon Morris College’s Ranko 
Bojat and Milan Simic are getting 
their share of attention from re­
cruiters. But the NATO bombings 
in their homeland of Yugoslavia 
make such things as basketball 
seem secondary.

Between classes and working 
on their basketball game, the two 
spend much of their free time 
watching CNN to learn anything 
they can about the situation.

It is especially tough for Bojat, 
whose family lives in Belgrade, 
the target of NATO’s most recent 
bombings.

The 6-foot-11 Bojat has talked 
to his parents and 18-year-old 
brother. They assure him every­
thing is fine. Still, it is difficult not 
to think about what is happening. 
“It’s hard to concentrate on my 
classes and basketball,” Bojat 
said.

“My family says everything is 
normal during the day. Everyone 
goes to work and comes home. At 
night they have been staying in 
bomb shelters. This is the first 
time 1 have been around some­

thing like this.
“ I worry abou t them  (family). 

They tell me they are fine, but I know 
it is hard over there. 1 hope it all ends 
soon."

Simic’s hometown of Jagobina is 
40 miles way from the bombings. 
Still, it’s close enough to cause him 
concern. “I am very worried about all 
of my family,” Simic said.

“I know my family is all right. The 
first five days 
of the crisis, I 
called  hom e 
and they told 
me everything 
was fine. They 
can hear the 
bom bs, but 
they are away 
from it.

“I am espe­
cially worried 
about my sis­
ter. She lives 
near som e of 
the factories. If they con tinue  to 
bomb the area, people are worried 
the factories might be the next tar­
get. If they bomb the factories that is 
going to cause greater concern be­
cause it would hurt a lot of jobs if they 
were destroyed. It is very hard on 
them.”

Returning home at this point is 
out of the question for the young

men. In addition, it’s almost impos­
sible for their families to flee the 
country since Yugoslav President 
Slobodan Milosevic has issued a na­
tional state of emergency. Because of 
his orders, no males from the ages of 
18 to 60 may leave.

“That was done in case there is a 
war,” Simic said. “If that happens the 
army would recruit everyone avail­
able. if we want to go back home now, 

we would probaly 
be put in the army 
if it was learned 
we were not in 
school.”

D espite the 
conflict, the two 
con tinue  to be 
thankful for their 
opportunities to 
play college bas­
ketball in the 
United States. Al­
though Yugoslavia 
has professional 

basketball, there are no opportuni­
ties to go to school on a basketball 
scholarship.

Coming to America has been dif­
ficult for both. The two spoke little 
English when they arrived, but now 
they appear to have the language 
mastered. Classes can be difficult, 
just like the American brand of bas­
ketball, but both are handling the

challenge.
Although the 6-foot-7 Simic 

admits he can be a little stubborn, 
he has seen his game improve 
under the guidance of Lon Morris 
head coach Dale Dotson.

Simic sat out last season with 
a knee injury, bu t received a 
medical redshirt. This past year, 
Simic averaged 5.4 points and five 
rebounds. Bojat also had his mo­
ments, especially on the boards as 
he averaged 2.5 rebounds a game 
in a reserve role.

The two say they are amazed 
at the American way of life, which 
includes such things as freedom 
of speech.

“1 like it. but I find myself be­
ing afraid to express myself," 
Simic said. “The freedom of ex­
pression  is everyw here here. 
People can even talk about Presi­
dent Clinton. Newspapers can 
w rite w hat they feel abou t 
Clinton.

“In my country, things like that 
would not happen. You are not 
allowed to say anything bad about 
the president or politics. It’s un ­
heard in mycountry. If a newspa­
per w rote som eth ing  bad, it 
would be banned.

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Average baseball salary jumps 19 percent
NEW YORK ( A P ) - T h e  biggest 

escalation in seven years pushed 
baseball’s average salary above $1 7 
million on opening day, according to 
a study by The Associated Press.

Baltimore outfielder Albert Belle 
was the highest-paid player on open­
ing day for the third straight season 
earning $11,949,794. Boston pitcher 
Pedro Martinez was second at $11 
million, followed by Los Angeles 
pitcher Kevin Brown ($10,714,286) 
and Atlanta pitcher Greg Maddux 
($10.6 million).

Mark McGwire, last season's star 
with a record 70 homers, was 11th at 
$8,333,333. Sammy Sosa, who chased 
McGwire all sum m er long and fin­
ished with 66 homers, was tied for 
ninth at $9 million.

The World Series champion New 
York Yankees opened with baseball's

highest payroll ever, $85.1 million — 
an average of $3.04 m illion per 
player.

Los Angeles was second at $79.2 
million, followed by Baltimore ($78.5 
million), Texas ($74.9 million), At­
lanta ($73.5 million) and Cleveland 
($68.9 million).

Arizona moved up from 21st at 
$31.6 million at the end of last sea­
son to seventh at $65.9 million.

At the other end were three teams 
below $20 million: Montreal was last 
at $17.3 million, Florida was 29th at 
$18.8 million and M innesota was 
28th at $19.1 million.

The average salary of $1,720,050, 
easily a record, was up 19.3 percent 
over last year’s opening-day average 
of $1,441,406, according to the AP 
study, which examined the contracts 
of830 players on opening-day rosters

and the disabled list. It was nearly 
five times the 4.2 percent rise prior 
to last season and the largest in ­
crease since a 21.7 percent rise prior 
to the 1992 season.

With an increase of 16.3 percent 
next year, the average would top $2 
million for the first time.

In comparison, the NBA’s average 
is about $1.8 million this season, the 
NHL’s is $1.17 million (using a mix­
ture of U.S. and Canadian dollars), 
and the NFL’s is $1 million.

"We’ve been going through all 
those over the past few months, but 
I want to see the final numbers be­
fore 1 make any judgments,” com­
missioner Bud Selig said.

An indication of why small and 
middle markets no longer can com­
pete can be seen at the top of the 
salary scale.

The number of players at $1 mil­
lion or more rose from 317 to 348 and 
the percentage of millionaires in the 
majors rose from 37.7 percent to 41.9. 
The number at $2 million or higher 
rose from 216 to 254, and $4 million 
players shot up from 98 to 128. The 
$5 million club swelled from 63 to 91.

Los Angeles and the New York 
Mets each had the most millionaires 
at 18, with Baltimore, Boston and the 
New York Yankees at 17. Florida had 
the fewest with four, the Chicago 
White Sox had five, and Kansas City, 
M innesota and Montreal had six 
each.

The gap between the top and bot­
tom decreased somewhat this year. 
The Yankees’ payroll was 51/2 times 
that of Montreal; last year, when Bal­
timore had the highest payroll, the 
Orioles’ spent 7 1/2 times more than

the Expos.
Total payroll rose from $1.21 bil­

lion to $1.43 billion. The median sal­
ary — the point at which an equal 
number of players are above and be­
low — rose re 66 at the minimum — 
then $170,000 — on opening day.

In reality, the amount the Yankees 
are spending on players this year is 
more than $91.4 million because 
their payroll doesn’t include the $2.5 
million salary of Darryl Strawberry, 
who is on a minor league roster: $2.5 
million they are paying toward the 
salary of Oakland pitcher Kenny 
Rogers; $500,000 they are paying 
Minnesota as part of last year’s Chuck 
Knoblauch trade; $800,000 they are 
paying released infielder Dale 
Sveum; plus money they are paying 
Arizona as part of last month’s Darren 
Holmes trade.

Ricky Williams continues to impress scouts
SAN DIEGO (AP) — Ricky Will­

iams put on a good show for repre­
sentatives of several NFL teams on 
Tuesday, and the thing they were 
most impressed with was his waist­
line.

With his dreadlocks tied back in 
pigtails, the Heisman Trophy winner 
from Texas went though a 2-hour 
workout at UC San Diego for scouts, 
coaches and general managers. He 
ran three 40-yard dashes, did some

agility drills, pass-catching drills and 
then, with dozens of UC San Diego 
s tu d en ts  looking on, benched  
pressed 225 pounds 22 times.

The big moment came when he 
stepped on the scales. Back in mid- 
February during the NFL scouting 
combine, where he did interviews 
with teams but skipped the drills, he 
weighed 244 pounds. On Tuesday, he 
was down to 224.

"I just worked really hard,” said

Williams, who went to high school in 
San Diego. "We had to concentrate so 
m uch on losing the w eight th a t 
maybe it took away from speed work, 
but I mean, I think the main thing 
was getting my weight down.”

Williams, the NCAA career rush­
ing leader with 6,279 yards, made an 
impression with the two coaches 
whose teams have the first two picks 
in the draft April 17-18.

"What he did today was allow a lot

of scouts, general m anagers and 
head coaches to rest easy tonight,” 
said Chris Palmer of the expansion 
Cleveland Browns.

"The No. 1 thing was that he has 
dropped the weight,” said Andy Reid 
of the Philadelphia Eagles. “That’s 
always a concern, somebody’s up 20 
pounds from  a norm al playing 
weight. You’ve just got to see. We un­
derstood that he had been on the 
banquet circuit. But he lost it and he

looked sharp. That showed me a little 
something.”

Being on the rubber-chicken cir­
cuit was tough "only because you’re 
not working out,” Williams said. "Eat­
ing wasn’t that bad, it’s just that you’re 
traveling so much that it’s really hard 
to take time to work out.”

As for his diet, "I just kind of made 
up stuff,” Williams said. "I got by. It 
changed almost every day. 1 had to 
work extremely hard.”
